(a) to (c) The various schemes of the Ministry of Tribal Affairs  and concerned Administrative Ministries for
the welfare of tribals, emanate from the Constitutional mandate. Awareness about various schemes under
implementation, is spread through Annual Reports, Citizen’s Charter, website of the Ministry, publication of
pamphlets giving scheme-wise details, meetings and Conferences held from time to time, periodic release of
advertisements and information provided to people’s representatives in the Parliament. In addition, the
Ministry also encourages various organizations to hold Seminars/Workshops for spreading awareness on
issues relating to rights and safeguards of tribals.

(d) The details of the funds allocated and utilized for the sub scheme relating to awareness generation etc.
during 2008-09 and 2009-10 is annexed.
