DESTRUCTION DUE TO RAPID CURRENTS OF RIVER BHUTAHI BALAN

Will the Minister of WATER RESOURCES, RIVER DEVELOPMENT AND GANGA REJUVENATION be pleased to state: 

(a) whether it is a fact that the rapid current in river Bhutahi Balan has played havoc in Suryahi village and about forty other villages of Ramnagar Panchayat, Phulparas block, district Madhubani, Bihar; 
(b) if so, the details thereof; 
(c) whether Government has made any alternative arrangement to save all these villages from the rapid current of river Bhutahi Balan; and 
(d) if so, the details of the concrete steps taken so far to save such a large populated village?

ANSWER

(a) & (b)  River Bhutahi Balan flows from hilly region of Nepal and enters in Bihar at Laokaha in Khutauna Block of Madhubani District of Bihar.  Due to topography and climatic conditions of this region, generally flash flood occurs in Bhutahi Balan river. 

		An embankment of length of 34.11 km is already constructed on right side of Bhutahi Balan river from Nepal Border at Laokaha in Khutauna Block of Madhubani District to Nirmali-Ghoghardiha-link road which in turn is connected to Western Kosi embankment.  Eastern embankment of Bhutahi-Balan River starts from Nepal Border at Laxmipur in Khutauna block of Madhubani District having length of 25.00 km and ends at Nanpatti village of Phulparas Block in Madhubani District.  There is an open gap of 5.50 Km. on left side of river Bhutahi Balan from Nanpatti to Nirmali-Ghoghardiha-link road. In case of sudden high discharge in river, the water spreads into nearby areas through this open gap of 5.50 Km. into villages Suryahi, Ramnagar, Chithrumandal, Dhankhor, Parsa, Labtol etc. but, this water stays for a short period and flows through the passage provided in Nirmali-Ghoghardiha link road & railway line and finally join Kosi river.

(c) & (d)  Government of Bihar has informed that field officers have been instructed to carry out detail survey and prepare feasibility report regarding construction of embankment in the open gap of left side of Bhutahi Balan River.
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
