(a) and (b): Yes, Sir. Government has approved two projects namely (i) Muzaffarpur-Sagauli 

(100.6 Km) doubling with electrification  at a cost of ₹1185.73 crore and (ii) Sagauli-Valmiki 

Nagar (109.7 km) doubling with electrification at a cost of ₹1215.55 crore in the year 2016-17. 

Works have been taken up on both these doubling projects.  

Completion of a Railway project depends on various factors like forest clearance by officials of 

forest department, shifting of infringing utilities, statutory clearances from various authorities, 

geological and topographical conditions of area, law and order situation in the area of project 

site, number of working months in a year for particular project site due to climatic conditions, 

etc. and all these factors affect the completion time of the project. As such, confirmed time-frame 

for completion of the project cannot be ascertained at this stage.
