(a) to (d) Danapur –Bihta section has been envisaged for upgradation  under   Bharatmala 

Pariyojana. Detailed Project Report (DPR) is in progress for finalising the project 

features including cost, requirement of shifting of pre-construction activities etc. 

Government of Bihar has agreed to bear 100% land cost. Total land required for the 

project is about 72.54 Ha and land acquisition process has been initiated. 

Acquisition of Land, NOC from various Departments are the main reasons for initial 

delay. At present, the DPR is in advance stage. 
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
