(b) whether Government has prohibited the construction of residential houses within 100 meters 
of these small and insignificant monuments’ area and if so, the reasons therefor; 

(c) whether, in spite of this restriction, more than 95 per cent residents have constructed houses at 
such restricted places and only a few are left due to this 100 meter restriction; and 

(d) the steps Government is contemplating to remove this 100 meter restriction so as to allow 
residents to construct or re-construct their dilapidated houses?

Section 20A of the Ancient Monuments and Archaeological Sites and Remains Act, 1958 
specifies an area extending to a distance of one hundred meters in all directions from the 
protected limit of ancient monuments and archaeological sites and remains declared as of 
national importance as prohibited area wherein construction activities are not allowed. 

(c) Whenever any construction is reported in prohibited area action for its removal is taken by 
Archaeological Survey of India as per provisions of the Ancient Monuments and 
Archaeological Sites and Remains Act, 1958.

The Government has taken a decision to examine the legal issues affecting construction 
related activities around centrally protected monuments and sites in order to allow for 
infrastructure while at the same time preserving the rich heritage of the country.
