(b) the countries where Indian embassies or consulates are located and the countries that

(a) India has diplomatic relations with 196 nations.

(b) India has embassies or consulates in 143 countries. A total of 155 countries have their Missions
in India.

(c) In the countries where Indian Missions are not present, the welfare of Indian nationals is ensured

by regular engagement through concurrently accredited Missions, Honorary Consuls, and through
interaction with these countries at the bilateral level.
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
