(a) to (b): Yes, Digi Yatrais an initiative launched by the Ministry of Civil Aviation for

biometric-based travel using Facial Recognition Technology. It aims at providing seamless and

hassle-free experience for passengers at airports. Currently, Digi Yatrais available at 15

airports namely Delhi, Bangalore, Ahmedabad, Cochin, Guwahati, Hyderabad, Jaipur, Kolkata,

Lucknow, Mumbai, Pune, Varanasi, Vijayawada, Goa (MOPA) and Chennai airport.

(c) to (e): Yes, thefacility of Digi Y atra has been made operational at Chennai airport. Further,
Digi Yatrais planned to be introduced at al the airports across the country in a phased manner.
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
