(a) to (d):  Semi-Conductor Laboratory (SCL) Mohali undertakes activities related to the 

design, development, fabrication, assembly and packaging, testing, and quality assurance of 

Silicon CMOS (Complementary Metal-Oxide-Semiconductor) and MEMS (micro-

electromechanical system) devices for various applications. SCL manufactures a variety of 

chips, including linear voltage regulators, voltage references and switches, data converters, 

amplifiers, drivers, application-specific integrated circuits (ASICs), and static random-access 

memory (SRAM). 

 

The modernization of SCL has been approved by Union Cabinet under the Semicon India 

Programme. SCL is envisioned to play a larger role in the development of semiconductor 

ecosystem in the country, as an entity focused on manufacturing efficiency, developing 

capabilities for the design, fabrication, testing, and packaging of a wide range of 

semiconductor products. 
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
