(a) the details of the total number of tribal communities in the country, State-wise;
(b) the details of the budget allocated and spent for tribals during the last three years;
(c) whether Government would allocate more funds for tribals; and

(d) if so, the details thereof and if not, the reasons therefor?

ANSWER

MINISTER OF STATE FOR TRIBAL AFFAIRS
(SHRI DURGADAS UIKEY)

(a): There are over 700 Scheduled Tribes notified under Article 342 of the Constitution of
India, spread over different States and Union Territories of the country. The list of Scheduled

Tribes is attached state wise in Annexure 1.

(b) to (d): Development Action Plan for Scheduled Tribes (DAPST)/Tribal Sub Plan (TSP)
came into existence in 1974-75 during Fifth Five Year Plan as a strategy for the development
of Scheduled Tribes and areas having tribal concentration. Besides Ministry of Tribal Affairs,
41 Ministries/Departments are allocating certain percentage of their total scheme budget every

year for tribal development under DAPST.

Allocation and Expenditure under DAPST since 2021-22 made by the Central

Ministries /Departments are as follows:

Development of STs has been one of the top priorities of the Government, which is
reflected in increased budget allocation for welfare of Scheduled Tribes over the

years. The DAPST allocation has increased 5 times from Rs. 24594.45 crore in 2014-15 to Rs.

123232.61 crore in 2024-25.

The increasing trend in DAPST allocation is likely to continue in accordance with the need

assessment for tribal development.
