Will the Minister of YOUTH AFFAIRS AND SPORTS be pleased to state: 
 
(a) the number of Sports Authority of India-National Centre of Excellence in the country, State-
wise, including Tamil Nadu; 
 
(b) whether there is any proposal from the State Government of Tamil Nadu to open a National 
Centre of Excellence in the State or specifically in Chennai; 
 
(c) if so, the details and the status of the same; and 
 
(d) the total funding allocated by the Central Government for the development of the National 
Centre of Excellence, and the manner in which it is distributed across different States, including 
Tamil Nadu? 
 

ANSWER 
 
THE MINISTER OF YOUTH AFFAIRS AND SPORTS  
(DR. MANSUKH MANDAVIYA) 
 
(a):  A total of 24 National Centres of Excellence (NCoEs) have been established across the 
country by the Sports Authority of India (SAI), an autonomous organisation under Government 
of India. The details of the SAI NCoEs across the country are at Annexure. There is no NCoE 
in the state of Tamil Nadu. However, there are three SAI Training Centre (STC) at Chennai, 
Salem and Mayiladuthurai.  

(b) and (c): No Sir, there is no such proposal.  

(d): Funds are not allocated directly to States. However, the total funds allocated by the 
Government to SAI which are further released to the SAI Regional Centres, including NCoEs 
are as under:
