Yes. The installed nuclear power capacity in the country comprises of 24 reactors with a
total capacity of 8180 MW. Of these, presently, one reactor (100 MW) is under extended
shutdown and 3 reactors (total 540 MW) are under project mode for upgradation.

Remaining 20 reactors with a total capacity of 7540 MW are presently operating.

The details of electricity generated, revenue and average tariff during the last five years

is as follows:
