(b) Since 2014, the government has accorded administrative approval and financial sanction
for construction of twelve (12) nuclear power reactors - ten (10) indigenous 700 MW
Pressurized Heavy Water Reactors (PHWRS) to be set up in fleet mode & two (02) units
of Light Water Reactors (LWRS) to be set up in cooperation with Russian Federation at
Kudankulam (KKNPP 5&6).

(c) &(d) KKNPP-5&6 (2X1000 MW) project has achieved an overall physical progress of 33.05%
as of December 2024, with KKNPP-5 achieving 35.10% and KKNPP-6, 30.35%. In
respect of the fleet mode reactors, pre-project activities at the sites and procurement of

major and long delivery equipment have been taken up.
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
