226.    SHRI SUKHENDU SEKHAR RAY: 

 

Will the Minister of HOUSING AND URBAN AFFAIRS be pleased to state: 

(a) whether India generates over 72,000 million litres of urban wastewater daily; and  

(b)  if so, the percentage of disposal of liquid wastewater and reuse of wastewater under 

National Urban Sanitation Policy and Namami Gange Programmes as on 31st December, 

2025, the details thereof, State-wise? 

ANSWER 

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF HOUSING AND URBAN AFFAIRS 
(SHRI TOKHAN SAHU) 
 
(a) & (b):  Central Pollution Control Board (CPCB) has carried out inventorization of 

Sewage Treatment Plants (STPs) during the year 2020 in association with State Pollution 

Control Boards/Pollution Control Committees and Local Bodies and compiled the findings in 

report titled “National Inventory of Sewage Treatment Plants in India”.  As per the report, total 

72,368 Million Litres Per Day (MLD) of sewage generation was in the country. Sewage 

Generation is estimated based on water supply @ 185 litres per capita per day (lpcd) and rate 

of sewage generation as 80%. Sewage generation for NCT of Delhi is estimated based on their 

80 % of water Supply of 925 Million Gallons Per Day (MGD). 

As per the information updated by States in City Water Balance Plans (CWBPs) under 

AMRUT 2.0 as in the year 2021, in 1754 STPs having 36,543.2 MLD designed capacity and 

28,304.45 MLD operational capacity, 6534.49 MLD of treated water was reused for 

agriculture, horticulture and industrial purposes. State/UT-wise details of no. of STPs, their 

design & operational capacities and treated water reused/reclaimed is given in Annexure -I.

Further as informed by CPCB, under Namami Gange Programme, during April-July, 

2025, CPCB monitored 161 STPs located in 77 Ganga-front towns in the Ganga main stem 

States of Uttarakhand, Uttar Pradesh, Bihar, Jharkhand and West Bengal.  Approximately 

3558.5 MLD sewage has been generated in 77 Ganga-front towns for which a total of 161 STPs 

have been installed having installed capacity of 2913.5 MLD and utilization capacity of 2042.6 

MLD resulting into a gap of 1515.9 MLD with respect to total generation i.e. 43%. State-wise 

status of STPs based on monitoring during April-July 2025 in river Ganga front towns is 

attached as Annexure-II. 

Under Namami Gange Programme, CPCB has formulated charters aimed at adopting 

cleaner technology, waste minimization practices, and water conservation through 

reuse/recycle which have been undertaken across major industrial sectors like Pulp & paper, 

Distillery, Sugar and Textile in river Ganga main stem States resulting in reduction in fresh 

water consumption, waste water discharge & pollution load and improvement in compliance.
