SHRI M.K. RAGHAVAN : Hon. Speaker Madam, thank you for giving me this
opportunity.

As we know, the State discoms are losing heavily due to higher cost than
revenue earned and also due to poor managerial and operational practices of
distribution companies. It is noted that the commercial losses for discoms in the
country is around Rs 37,836 crore in 2011-12, after subsidy. Apart from this, the
concept of Aggregate Technical & Commercial loss should also be effectively
implemented for proper overall efficiency of transmission and distribution. In
order to understand the status of these discoms, a statutory auditing concerning all
aspects including power purchase, distribution, excess billing etc needs to be
carried out. In this context, we all know that recently the Comptroller and Auditor
General of India claimed to have made significant breakthrough in their audit of
Delhi discoms.

According to sources, the auditors have found that several high value
customers of most of the discoms were paying their bills in cash, which is against
rules. These customers had bills of lakhs of rupees every month.

The private power discoms challaneged the CAG’s right to audit their
books. But the hon. Delhi High Court refused to stay the Government order,
asking the discoms to give their accounts for auditing by CAG.

So, I would like to know from the hon. Minister, through you, Madam, the
measures that have been taken by the Government to undertake compulsory
auditing of all the discoms, both in the public and private sectors, by a statutory
body like CAG, as demanded by the Government of Delhi and upheld by the hon.
High Court of Delhi.

SHRI PIYUSH GOYAL: Hon. Speaker, Madam, the first good news is, I have a
bad throat and so my answers will not be very long today.

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SHRI PIYUSH GOYAL: Hon. Member has raised a very valid point. The whole
nation is concerned that the discoms losses should be brought down and for that
reason, in the appropriate tariff policy the Government has provided that the State
Electricity Regulatory Commission, which is the appropriate Commission, shall —
I am repeating the word ‘shall’ — also institute a system of independent scrutiny of
financial and technical data submitted by the licensor.

The Central Government does not have powers to interfere in the working
of the State discoms. This is a federal structure of Government. Should the
Central Government start interfering in any of the State discoms, there will
immediately be a complaint that we are coming in the way of the sanghiya
dhancha or the federal structure of the nation. Therefore, we have provided that
the State Regulatory Commission, which is an independent body, shall look into
the financial affairs of the companies.

In the case of Delhi, the State Government of Delhi, under Section 20 of the
Comptroller and Auditor General’s (Duties, Powers and Conditions of Service)
Act, 1971, was empowered to ask for audit of accounts of certain authorities or
bodies under certain circumstances. Accordingly, the State Government has
sought an audit which is underway. I am not privy to the findings of the CAG.
That is between the CAG and the hon. Delhi High Court. Since the Delhi High
Court has said that the audit may go on, the findings will then be submitted
through the directions of the Court.

But, if you have any authentic information on the lines of what you have
said, I would urge upon you to give it to the State Government and the appropriate
Commission, which is the Delhi Electricity Regulatory Commission, will take
necessary action in the matter.

SHRI M.K. RAGHAVAN : Madam, Speaker, there are instances where the
discoms resort to load shedding rather than purchase of power. It is reported that
there is over 18000 MW of power available for distribution without any takers.

Most of the discoms also resort to non-recovery of receivables, pilferage, etc.
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adding to losses. It is also known that preference is given to private power
generators, thus purchasing power at higher rates over the public sector generators
available at lesser rates.

With the recently announced debt restructuring package of Rs.1.90 lakh

crore for the discoms, what measures have been taken to restore the financial
health of these discoms and also the views of the Government on the V.K.
Shunglu and the B.K. Chaturvedi Committees?
SHRI PIYUSH GOYAL: The Hon. Member seems to have far more knowledge
about how the discoms are giving preference to private companies and not the
State companies and that they are preferring to buy more expensive power than
cheap power.

I would urge the hon. Member to certainly place all that information before
the State Regulatory Commission or probably the Anti Corruption Division,
because they are empowered to immediately act on it and pull up the officials
concerned. As far as the Central Government i1s concerned, as I said earlier, we
cannot interfere in the purchase of power by the State discoms or their franchises
or licensees.

Having said that, there is a very prescribed procedure called the Merit
Order Dispatch by which based on the pricing of different power sources, the
discom is obligated to buy from the cheapest power supplier. For those where
there is a PPA and they cannot purchase power, they have to pay for the standing
charges or the fixed charges.

I would like to inform the hon. Member that this Central Government is
very conscious that despite the federal structure, nature and our inability to
interfere directly, there is always an indirect way to persuade and incentivise the
States. Unfortunately, the FRP package that you alluded to had some provisions
to try and encourage States to improve and reform their system. But that was
never implemented. There were no penalties imposed on the States which did not

implement that. Therefore, it remained a non-starter.

The new Government has now initiated two Schemes — the Deen Dayal
Upadhyay Gram Jyoti Yojana and the Integrated Power Development Scheme in
which while we have kept a certain per cent of the amount to be invested as a loan,
we have also said that half of that loan will be converted to a grant in the event of
three conditions. One, the project is completed on time; two, transmission,
distribution and power theft, all these losses are brought down as per a plan
trajectory; and three, the subsidy required to be given to the discoms is paid
upfront by the State. We, therefore, believe that we will be able to incentivise the
truant States to set their house in order. From our side, we would urge all the hon.
Members to go back to their States and their Governments and persuade them to
rationalise their working to improve their working so that these AT&C losses can
be brought down to zero.

HON. SPEAKER: Shri Maheish Girri — not present.

SHRI K.N. RAMACHANDRAN : Madam, first I want to thank our Minister for
providing Kudankulam Power Plant to Tamil Nadu. Our sincere thanks to him for
that.

I want to know eagerly the steps taken by the Government for providing
transmission corridor and distribution system to Tamil Nadu. Now summer is
coming. Tamil Nadu is a speedily growing State. This is our Amma’s request to
you to solve this issue.

SHRI PIYUSH GOYAL: Madam Speaker, this is actually a question which is part
of Q.227 today.

At the outset I must compliment the State Government of Tamil Nadu and
hon. Amma for having supported Kudankulam project and helping us to start that
project in time. In recognition of the support that the State Government of Tamil
Nadu gave, the Central Government thought it prudent that a significant share of
the unallocated power should rightfully go to the State of Tamil Nadu.
Accordingly, we have given 100 MW from Phase-I and additional 100 MW from
Phase-II to the State of Tamil Nadu.
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Having said that, we do understand that transmission corridors to the south
are a constraint. Over several years of planning, I think the nation lost an
opportunity to create a larger transmission capacity so that no part of India ever
suffers from lack of power. The southern region certainly has more demand. We
have got down to implementing the current transmission lines expeditiously.

I am happy to inform the hon. Member that by June another 2000 MW will
start flowing to all the southern States. That will ameliorate your problem to some
extent. I am also happy to inform the hon. House that the Government of India
has started a Rs.26000 crore investment transmission scheme dedicated for south
India. It is the Raigarh-Pugalur-North Trichur line which by 2018-19 will flow
6000 MW additional power to south India. That will be a significant step towards

our dream to give 24/7 power to all Indians.

SHRI RABINDRA KUMAR JENA : Madam Speaker, thank you for giving me
the opportunity to raise a question on the power sector. I come from the State of
Odisha and Odisha is the pioneering State in terms of privatization of power
distribution system. I must thank the hon. Minister, through you, that the country
virtually needed a Minister like him who is so dynamic and committed to give
power to all of us. I must thank him on behalf of all of us.

Very recently an incident has taken place in the State of Odisha. The
Odisha Electricity Regulatory Commission has cancelled the licence of three
distribution companies which were being held by M/s Reliance. The reason is that
they could not fulfil the commitment which they made to bring in development in
the power distribution system. The hon. Minister, in his reply, has said that the
Centre, though it is a State Subject, continues to provide help to the States. My
submission to the hon. Minister, through you, is that keeping in view the kind of
losses that the people of Odisha have suffered, will the Central Government come
in to bridge that gap and provide support? That is the demand of the people of
Odisha.

SHRI PIYUSH GOYAL: I thank the hon. Member for his kind words.

Madam Speaker, since the former Power Minister was getting very agitated,
may I very respectfully submit that I have acknowledged and I have said that the
Rajiv Gandhi Gramin Vidyutikaran Yojana did start the process. But the hon. ex.
Minister does know that once 10 per cent of the homes were electrified, the village
was considered as electrified. Therefore, large parts of India -- the reports are that

nearly 4.8 crore homes — continued to be without electricity after eight to nine
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years of the earlier scheme. Therefore, we have tried to improvise on that, take it
to the next level, use the existing infrastructure available so that power can go to
every home.

As regards the supplementary raised by the hon. Member from Odisha,
since the SERC has cancelled the licences, obviously the State Government will
now take over the distribution of power in that State. ... (Interruptions) The
Centre cannot fund the losses; the losses are something which the State
Government will have to take it on its own and will have to set right.
(Interruptions) The Centre cannot provide for the losses of the State.

“The ongoing scheme of RGGVY in 12" and 13" Plans is subsumed
in DDUGJY as a distinct component for rural electrification.”

So, I am sure, if the scheme was not successful, it would not have been renamed
like the way it is said.

My supplementary is about DISCOMS. We all know that financial health
of DISCOMS is paramount in ensuring the sustainability of power supply
especially in rural areas as we look towards the future and I appreciate the efforts

which the Minister is making. The Government is deliberating upon amending the
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Electricity Act and is opening up the DISCOM sector. At the same time, the
current financial health of DISCOMS in some of the States is worrisome including
the State of Haryana. The incumbent Government has actually decided to reduce
the number of hours of supply in rural areas from 18 hours to 12 hours a day
under the garb of improving the financial health of the DISCOMS.

I would like to seek a reply from the Minister, if that is actually going to
improve the health of DISCOM in Haryana.
SHRI PIYUSH GOYAL: Madam Speaker, just to correct his wrong perception, I

DR. ANUPAM HAZRA : I would like to ask the hon. Minister, through you,

whether any initiative has been taken to modify the monitoring mechanism of the
performance of the NGOs.

SHRI D.V. SADANANDA GOWDA: Hon. Speaker, this Question is pertaining to

the Civil Procedure Code. So, I will restrict my area to that only.

Practically, the Civil Procedure Code contains the provisions relating to the
procedure of suits and civil proceedings. As far as the CPC is concerned, it is in
the Concurrent List of the Constitution. So, only the States are the administering
authority and hence their views need to be taken as far as implementing the Law
Commission’s Report is concerned.

We seek the response of the State Government for bringing in any
enactment. As soon as we receive the Law Commission Report, we write to all
the State Governments wherein we seek their views and responses. Only after their
responses, we go ahead because it is in the Concurrent List; and they are the
administering authority. We ourselves suo motu cannot go ahead with the Reports
of the Law Commission.

It is very clear from the past experience that when we write to the State
Governments, proper views from them are not received. As far as CPC is
concerned, I can say that the 178 Report was submitted as early as 2001; the 192™
Report in 2005; the 221* Report in April, 2009; the 238" Report in 2011, and the
240™ Report in 2012, etc. pertain to the amendment to the CPC. We have written
from day one to the State Governments. Still various State Governments have not

responded at all. My friends from West Bengal should not mistake me — whenever
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we write to the West Bengal Government, right from 2001, on not even one
occasion, the State Government has responded to the letters written by us.

HON. SPEAKER: Mr. Minister, you respond to only Civil Procedure Code.

SHRI D.V. SADANANDA GOWDA: Except a few State Governments, all the
State Governments have given their response.

SHRI D.V. SADANANDA GOWDA: Practically, appointment of Judges of the

Supreme Court or the High Courts is within the domain of the Judiciary. The
independence of the Judiciary should not be encroached upon by the Central or the
State Governments. Of course, I do concede that there are vacancies in various

courts, right from the Subordinate Courts, the High Courts and the Supreme Court.
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We have repeatedly been requesting the Chief Justices and State Governments
during the meetings to see that all these vacancies are filled up.

SHRI P.P. CHAUDHARY : Thank you, Madam Speaker for giving me an
opportunity to raise supplementary question. In the justice delivery system, so far
as the civil matters are concerned, there are two important aspects which relate to
the process of disposal of the cases. One is process of trial of civil suit and
another is process of execution of the decree. So far as the process of trial of civil
suit is concerned under Order 21, 160 rules are there. In 60 rules, in year 2002
amendment has been made. [ appreciate and extend my thanks to the hon.
Minister that he has given the reply that there is no problem so far as the trial of
the civil suit is concerned.

But the second equally important aspect is about the execution of the decree.
Out of 40 rules under Order 21 which deals with execution of the decree,
amendment in only two rules has been made. So far as the process of execution of
the decree part is concerned, still there is delay. It is a well-known saying in the
legal parlance that justice delayed is justice denied, and justice hurried is justice
buried. To strike the balance, my question to the hon. Minister is whether there is
any proposal with the Government to visit the provisions of Order 21 with respect
to the execution of the decree for amendment of the rules.
SHRI D.V. SADANANDA GOWDA: Of course, Madam, in various reports of the
Law Commission, they have observed that as far as executions of the decrees are
concerned, there are certain constraints. But in 2002 amendment, of course, there

is a clause where a court is not to execute decree against a person or property
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outside the local limits of its jurisdiction. It is also there. We are just getting the
report. We are getting the views of the various State Governments also. As far as
execution is concerned, certainly the Government will consider and we will take
necessary steps to ensure that. As far as the constraints of execution of decrees are

concerned, we will take care of them.

Madam Speaker, the State Government has informed that 27 criminal cases
are continuing against Masarat Alam Bhat. Masarat Alam Bhat has been booked
eight times, since February, 2010 under Section 8 of the Jammu & Kashmir Public
Safety Act of 1978. The last such detention order was issued by the District
Magistrate, Jammu on 15.09.2014. Such detention order issued by the District
Magistrate, Jammu is to be approved by the State Government within 12 days of
the issuance of such detention order as per Section 8(4) of the Public Safety Act.
The detention order issued by the District Magistrate, Jammu on 15.09.2014 was
received in the Home Department of Jammu & Kashmir on 09.10.2014 after the
lapse of 23 days and hence the same could not be approved.

The State Government has further informed that there were no fresh
grounds for detention as verified from the District Magistrate, Jammu. The
grounds based on which earlier detention orders were quashed by the hon. High

Court and this detention order contained the same old grounds of detention.
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The hon. Supreme Court of India had also, in March 2013, observed that if
any fresh detention order is issued by the Government of Jammu and Kashmir
with respect to Masarat Alam Bhat, the same shall not come into force for a period
of one week from the date of communication of the order to enable him to pursue
appropriate legal remedy.

After some correspondence with the District Magistrate, Jammu and State
Law Department, the State Government wrote to the District Magistrate, Jammu
on 04.02.2015 vide their letter No. Home/PD/01/2014 dated 04.02.2015 informing
that the detention order dated 15.09.2014 issued by him ceased to remain in force.
I would again like to repeat it, Madam Speaker that after some correspondence
with the District Magistrate, Jammu and State Law Department, the State
Government wrote to the District Magistrate, Jammu on 04.02.2015 vide their
letter No. Home/PD/01/2014 dated 04.02.2015 informing that the detention order
dated 15.09.2014 issued by him ceased to remain in force.

The District Magistrate, Jammu was further informed that a fresh order can,
however, be issued for detention of the detainee after following the procedure
prescribed in the Public Safety Act and directions of the hon. Supreme Court.

Thereafter, the detenue was released on 07.03.2015.

The State Government has also informed that a proper system is in place to
have an effective surveillance over Masarat Alam Bhat’s activities. As and when
anything adverse surfaces, appropriate action as envisaged by the law will be
taken. The intelligence apparatus and local police work in tandem thereby
facilitating planning of advance and adequate deployment of law and order
components for maintenance of peace and order in areas likely to be visited by
Masarat Alam Bhat and other separatist elements.

The Home Ministry, Government of India, is issuing an advisory to the

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(xii) Need to revise the tender rates for the works under Pradhan Mantri
Gram Sadak Yojana in Maldaha Uttar Parliamentary Constituency,
West Bengal

SHRIMATI MAUSAM NOOR (MALDAHA): I would like to draw the attention
of the Government towards an issue that has affected the progress of development
projects in my constituency, Maldaha Uttar. The Prime Minister Gram Sadak
Yojana (PMGSY) projects are more or less stalled due to the non-revising of
tender rates for the projects to be executed under PMGSY. The non-revising of
tender rates has prompted people from refraining to even apply for contracts as

they deem it to be financially unviable.

The Government must thus take a realistic view and immediately revise the
tender rates competitively while considering the rise in cost for projects so that
PMGSY projects could be timely executed and the amount sanctioned be utilized
which is getting lapsed. There must also be a national mechanism for proactively
and competitively determining the rates for tenders for development works so that

such projects benefitting the rural poor are no longer stalled.
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(xiii) Need to provide adequate irrigation and cold storage facilities to flower
and vegetable growers in Dindigul Parliamentary Constituency, Tamil
Nadu

SHRI M. UDHAYAKUMAR (DINDIGUL): Since time immemorial, our Indus
Valley Civilization developed the crop cultivation as the main occupation. So
naturally our country India is now an agricultural country based on agro-economy.
We need to concentrate more on cultivating all our barren lands. More than 78%
of our people are dependent on agricultural sector. The vagaries of weather
seriously hamper the crop cultivation. Failure of monsoon or flood or heavy rains
or drought affect the farming class. They are caught in the grip of money-lenders
whenever there is a crop failure. In my Dindigul Constituency, Nilakottai area is
famous for cultivation of flowers and Ottanchatram is known for vegetables. Agro
based industrial units like perfume factories at Nilakottai with adequate central
financial assistance will be a boon to our farmers. Ottanchatram has got the largest
vegetable market of our State and it must be provided with Central Cold Storage

Facility. Assured water supply must also be ensured.

Hence, I urge upon the Union Government to evolve suitable programme to
benefit such agro-marketing centres to have adequate irrigation facilities by way
of deepening the wells, going in for digging new wells, introducing sprinkler

systems, providing seed banking and grain storage system.
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(xiv) Need to accord approval to the proposal of the Government of Tamil
Nadu to interlink Palar and Pennaiyar rivers and allocate sufficient
funds for rejuvenation of the Palar river

SHRIMATI K. MARAGATHAM (KANCHEEPURAM): Palar is one of the
ancient river systems in Southern India and it flows in Tamil Nadu as a life-line to
the districts of Kancheepuram, Vellore, Tiruvannamalai and South Chennai. The
river flows only a few days in a year but its subterranean flow is of high potential
and is tapped for agriculture and industrial units apart from drinking water supply.
The most important infiltration well in the river bed supplies water to Kalpakkam
Atomic Station and also Chennai suburban area. Interlinking of rivers can improve
the water potential of rivers. Before we could take up the linking of rivers at the
national level, linking of South Indian rivers especially rivers in Tamil Nadu like
Cauvery, Gundar, Pennaiyar and Palar needs to be taken up on a priority basis.
Pennaiyar can be linked with Palar in two places from Krishnagiri reservoir and
Sathanur reservoir. Government of Tamil Nadu has prepared a detailed project
report to link river Palar with river Pennaiyar from Sathanur reservoir at a cost of
Rs. 200 crores. This proposal has been sent to the Central Water Commission for
approval. As thirty lakh people of Kancheepuram District are entirely dependent
on River Palar system, I urge upon the Union Government to give approval

speedily and also allocate funds for the rejuvenation of the Palar river.
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(xv) Need to put a moratorium on payment of interest on debt by
Government of West Bengal

PROF. SAUGATA ROY (DUM DUM): The present West Bengal Government
inherited a debt burden of Rs. 2.3 lakh crores from the previous Left Government
when it came to power in 2011. Since then it has been demanding a moratorium on
interest payment for three years but neither the UPA II Government nor the
present NDA Government has paid heed to its demand. The debt burden will rise
to Rs. 3 lakh crores at the end of the current financial year. Moreover, at the end of
the current financial year debt servicing requirement is supposed to take away Rs.
32000 crore from the State out of which more than Rs. 23000 crore are towards
interest due. The special financial assistance promised by the Finance Minister in
the Budget is only Rs. 890 crores, which is chicken feed. The Chief Minister of
West Bengal met the Prime Minister on March 9, 2015 and we hope that the

Centre will accept the State’s demand.
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(xvi) Need to put in place adequate security measures for safety of
documents in Government Departments and Offices

SHRI SULTAN AHMED (ULUBERIA): The incidents of organized theft of
important Government documents and secret information including Budget inputs,
minutes of a Cabinet meeting on disinvestment, detailed documents on the
petroleum Ministry and other information relating to different Ministries is a
matter of great concern. Frightening nexus is that night guard would ‘steal’ the
documents while a peon would switch off CCTV cameras to facilitate the alleged
acts of corporate espionage. It shows that government departments can easily be
subverted by vested interests for corporate gains. Delhi police is probing the
matter. It is almost clear that top corporate groups are alleged to have benefited
from the documents that they procured through this organized system of
espionage. But Government will have to respond to this espionage before the
House. It is imperative to identify the actual beneficiaries of this espionage and

take steps to prevent the recurrence of such incidents.
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(xvii) Need to set up a hospital equipped with all modern medical facilities in
Thane, Maharashtra

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(xviii) Need to provide reservation to women in State Bar Councils, Bar
Council of India and Medical Council of India

SHRI B. VINOD KUMAR (KARIMNAGAR): There are more than 1 lakh
Women Lawyers practicing all over the country and the total number of Men and
Women Lawyers is around 10 lakh. The statutory bodies like State Bar Councils
and Bar Council of India are instrumental for the necessary policy making for the
legal practitioners. It is observed that due to various hurdles and difficulties, the

representation of women lawyers in these statutory bodies is negligible.

It is most urgent and necessary to provide reservation in the State Bar
Councils and Bar Councils of India for Women Lawyers. Hence, I request the
government to take steps to amend the Advocates Act, 1961 and rules framed
under the Act. And also amendment to other Statutory bodies like MCI may be

considered for reservation of women professionals.
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(xix) Need to dispense with the provision in service rules of 51 Battalion of
India Reserve requiring mandatory service in Union Territories of
Lakshdweep, Daman and Diu and Dadra & Nagar Haveli

MOHAMMED FAIZAL (LAKSHADWEEP): I had received representations from
the personnel of the 51 Battalion of India Reserve Battalion and requested the
Government to do away with the mandatory service rule regarding serving the UT
of Lakshadweep by the recruits of the Battalion from Daman & Diu and Dadra &
Nagar Haveli. This is also true for the Island recruits regarding their transfer to

Daman & Diu and Dadra & Nagar Haveli.

This Battalion is made up of recruits from the UTs of Lakshadweep,
Daman & Diu and Dadra & Nagar Haveli. The service rules of the Battalion lays
down that all the recruits have to serve in the other two UTs, other than their own,
for a period of 4 years. i.e. they have to be away from their home UT, which

actually disturbs their family life.

The recruits also have to be in a place where their children would find it
difficult to adapt due to language, social life, eating habits etc if they are perforce
required to take their families there. Else, they have to spend this period alone and
away from their families. Even if they have to go to meet their families in their
home town, the time taken to travel, the Island UT to the mainland UTs or vice
versa is too long and the number of days they can spend with their families gets

reduced.

I, therefore, request the Government of India to appoint/post the personnel

of the Battalion from the same Union Territory only.
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(xx) Need to initiate steps for setting up the Kisan Channel Telecast Centre
in Hisar, Haryana

SHRI DUSHYANT CHAUTALA (HISAR): Hon’ble Minister of Finance
announced launching of a Kisan channel while presenting the budget for the year
2014-15 on July 10, 2014. The channel, as informed by the Hon’ble Minister,
would provide real-time information on farming techniques, water conservation,
new technologies and organic training. Further, a sum of Rs 100 crore is also
proposed to be allocated initially for this purpose. Presently Doordarshan Kendra
and All India Radio in Hisar are telecasting various programmes relating to
agriculture and other farm activities. Hence, if the telecast centre of Kisan channel
is established in Hisar, it would be more effective for telecasting agri-related
information since several national level institutes and research centres relating to
farming sector are located here. Therefore, I request the central government to

initiate steps for setting up of Kishan channel Telecast Centre in Hisar, Haryana.

Dr. K. Haribabu to speak.

DR. KAMBHAMPATI HARIBABU (VISAKHAPATNAM): Madam Speaker I
thank you for giving me this opportunity to speak on the Railway Budget.

I rise to support the Railway Budget presented by Shri Suresh Prabhu, the
hon. Railway Minister. Madam, this Railway Budget is a path breaking Budget.
Normally, when the Budget comes, people look at the Budget for income and
expenditure figures but this Budget not only contains the figures of income and
expenditure but also it provides for a vision how the railways are going to be
developed in future. Keeping in view the views of the hon. Prime Minister,
Narendra Modi Ji, the Railway Minister has prepared a visionary Railway Budget.

When the Budget was presented in the House by the hon. Railway Minister,
many hon. Members were looking at his speech as to when the Minister was going
to announce new trains so that they can cheer and applaud. Some Members are
waiting to register their protest if the trains are not going to be introduced in their
areas. The hon. Railway Minister has not given the chance to either of them,
either to cheer or to protest. He has followed a different path in the Railway
Budget of not announcing new trains. Also, he did not announce many new

projects. He has de-linked the announcement of new trains from the Budget. He
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has given preference to complete the on-going projects, which have not been
completed for so many years, and also to complete them in a timeframe.

Madam Speaker, the hon. Railway Minister has offered many things for
the common man in the Railway Budget. First, he has not increased the fares. He
has made provision for augmenting the general coaches thereby increasing the
number of seats for the common man. He has also made provision for ease of
ticketing, increase in the speed of trains and mobile charging facilities.

Also for the senior citizens and women, the Railways have offered facilities
at the time of booking. The Railway Budget also gives emphasis on cleanliness. It
also gives emphasis on safety. In 2015-16, there is a sanction of 238 RoBs and 732
RuBs and also elimination of 3,438 level crossings with the investment of
Rs.1,646 crore. The hon. Minister has given more emphasis on safety.

Also, the hon. Minister has taken a new route of developing infrastructure
by attracting investment under the PPP mode. I am very happy to note that today
the Ministry of Railways and also the Life Insurance Corporation of India have
signed an agreement on letter of credit to the extent of Rs.1,50,000 crore to be
invested in the Indian Railways. I really appreciate the effort of the Railway
Ministry to have this relationship between LIC and Railways so that investments
can be attracted for railway development.

I come to the issues of the State of Andhra Pradesh. As you are all aware,
Andhra Pradesh was divided into two States. When the division took place, in the
Andhra Pradesh Re-organisation Act, 2014 the people of Andhra were assured of a
new railway zone for Andhra Pradesh.

There was an agitation in Andhra Pradesh for the last 10 years, particularly
at Visakhapatnam demanding for establishment of a new railway zone in Andhra
Pradesh with Visakhapatnam as its headquarters. This issue has become a very
sentimental and emotional issue for the people of Andhra Pradesh in general and

Visakhapatnam in particular. Keeping in view the sentiments of the people of
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Andhra Pradesh, when the State Re-organisation Bill was passed in Lok Sabha, an
assurance in the Bill was given that the proposal for establishment of a new
railway zone in Andhra Pradesh would be considered. I request the hon. Railway
Minister to consider for a separate railway zone for Andhra Pradesh with its
headquarters at Visakhapatnam. I am very much thankful for actively considering
this proposal.

Sir, Visakhapatnam, the city which I represent, is a very beautiful city.
Nowadays there is a black spot on the beauty of Visakhapatnam because of the
pollution from the activities in and around the city. We have a major port in
Visakhapatnam. The port handles iron ore and coal dust. A lot of coal is being
imported into the country. The problem is that the imported coal is unloaded and
stored in heaps at Visakhapatnam. Whenever there is a wind, the dust spreads all
over the city causing dust pollution there. I am mentioning the pollution issue in
the discussion for Railway Budget because the Railways can help Visakhapatnam
city to get rid of this pollution. If the Railway Ministry allots more rakes for
evacuation of dusty cargoes at Visakhapatnam Port Trust, I think the city will be
saved from pollution. So, I request you to allot more number of rakes to Waltair
Division for evacuation of dusty cargoes.

Sir, I have also a request for new trains. Visakhapatnam is a tourist hub. We
have Araku Borra caves. There is a need to introduce a new tourist train between
Visakhapatnam and Araku with vista dome coaches, that is, see-through glass
coaches so that tourists can enjoy the tunnels and valleys while travelling to Araku.

There is also a demand for a train between Visakhapatnam and Varanasi. In
the last budget there was an announcement for a new train, AP Express to be
originating from Vijayawada. I request the hon. Railway Minister to see that the
AP Express runs through Visakhapatnam so that five coastal districts would be

covered by the train. I request you to consider re-routing of this train.

I thank the hon. Railway Minister for allotting a fund of about Rs.695 crore
for Waltair Division for expansion of diesel locomotive workshop as well as
electric locomotive workshop. At last, I request the hon. Railway Minister to
expedite the establishment of a new railway zone in Andhra Pradesh with

Visakhapatnam as its headquarters. Thank you, Sir,
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‘DR. SIDHANT MOHAPATRA (BERHAMPUR): This refers to the maiden
Railways Budget presented in the Parliament on 26.02.2015. The Budget
proposals appears to be passenger friendly giving impetus to passenger services,
security and safety. You have rightly given importance to speedy completion of
some of the ongoing important railway lines which have been lingering for several
decades. However there are some areas which need to be looked into by the
Railway Minister,viz:

The Naba Kalebara (New Incarnation) festival of the Holy Triad Lord
Jagannath, Bala Bhadra, Devi Subhadra will be held during July 2015 which will
attract about 50 lakh tourists and pilgrims from various parts of the country. Most
of the visitors will avail the railway network and the facilities are being offered by
Railways for their travel and accommodation. Hence the Railways should
complete the ongoing infrastructure works before the scheduled time. Special
provision towards running of additional trains, passenger amenities at Puri,
Khurda Road, Bhubaneswar and other nearby Railways stations are to be
strengthened. Necessary Budget provision has to be made for the ensuing Naba
Kalebara festival.

Provision of an insignificant amount of Rs.1000/- (One Thousand only) for

the proposed Sitalapalli Wagon Building unit is quite disappointing and needs to
be reconsidered and enhanced. I hope railways are contemplating to take up this

project under PPP mode. The modalities and guidelines of the schedule under

" Speech was laid on the Table.
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PPP mode should be made to ensure total buyback of wagons by Railways. Such
assured buyback arrangement only will attract private participation.

The newly commissioned (gauge converted) line from Naupada to Gunupur
needs to be extended upto Rayagada/Therubali. This will open a vast hinterland
of Southern Odisha, North Andhra Pradesh and landlocked state of Chhattisgarh
with Gopalpur Port. This will also help development of tribal areas of South
Odisha and neighbouring areas of Chhattisgarh and Andhra Pradesh which are
affected by LWE activities. Hence this Railway line construction should be
considered as a socially desirable project.

In the Budget speech, the Minister has have indicated introduction of new
trains after a realistic/need based study. In this connection, I would request you
to consider the following trains: A train from Berhampur to Rourkela via
Cuttack-Anugul-Sambalpur-Jharsuguda touching several industrial towns is a
long term demand of the people of both cities of Berhampur and Rourkela. A
direct Super Fast train from Bhubaneswar to Mumbai via Secunderabad may be
considered as a large number of people from Odisha and North Andhra Pradesh
are living in Mumbai. As of now, there is only one train i.e. Konark Express
running in this route which was introduced in 1977 during the tenure of Prof.
Madhu Dandwate as Railway Minister. There is a pressing demand for another

train in this route which may please be considered.
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The existing platforms in several stations need to be extended to
accommodate more coaches. In some stations, the existing tracks as well as
overhead electric traction line need to be realigned for extension of the platforms.
Additional coaches when attached, will reduce demand for more trains in some

busy routes.
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"SHRI HEMANT TUKARAM GODSE (NASHIK): I appreciate the budget and
I am thankful to the Hon'ble Railway Minister because for any transportation time
is invaluable and instead of taking new projects in hand, emphasis is on to
complete the projects lying uncompleted for years and years. The key of
transportation is the time and good service providing facilities to the common
passengers. In this budget keeping the above target in mind isntead of sanctioning
more new projects, they have strengthened the existing system to make time
consuming travelling easy by speeding up the trains. So more transport will be
done on existing system and also the common passengers needs are fulfilled by
not allowing the fair to be increased, making provision the clean stations, easy
ticketing and reservation facilities, providing security for women by installing
cameras in their coaches. So, I appreciate this budget targeting common
passengers need.

In the rail budget of every railway minister they had taken up many
projects and more funds as per the concerned state ministers. So, this budget will
benefit all the states equally as per population strength. Coming to my Nashik
Constituency issues, I want to keep in notice hereafter the coming railway
planning programmes. Hon'ble Minister, in my Nashik constituency from July
2015 to June 2016 Simhastha Kumbha Mela is going to take place. Crores of
pilgrims from all over India will be participating in this country's religious event.
So, trains coming from various states should have planned stoppage at Nashik
Road Station and also at adjacent stations such as Odha on north side and Devlali
on the south side. Also the facilities be made for the pilgrims at the Station such as
toilets, bathrooms, in and out approach which should be completed by April 2015
within time frame.

Nashik-Pune-Mumbai is called as a golden triangle. Nashik is developing
city. We were expecting new announcement for Nashik-Pune Railway line as

survey was conducted in 2009 for 266 km. with estimated cost of Rs. 1899.64

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crore (2009-10 price level). The project was forwarded to the Planning
Commission on 28/02/2012 for seeking an "In-Principle" approval on "Socio
Economic" considerations. After having received the consent of the State
Government of Maharashtra to share 50% of the cost of the project on 09/03/2012,
the Deputy Chairman, Planning Commission was requested by the then Hon'ble
Minister for Railways vide letter dated 28/03/2013 to grant an "In-Principle"
approval. With the sharing of cost of the project, the RoR had marginally
improved from -2.84% to +4.10%. However, the Planning Commission did not
accord an "In-Principle" approval to this proposal. But there is no provision to set
up Nashik Pune Rail Line in this Budget. I hope it will be considered in forth
coming New Projects. We had also demanded that Nashik-Vapi rail line survey
should be conducted so as central and western rail line are connected and also the
two state Maharashtra and Gujarat will be connected for excess of transportation.

I also draw attention towards the problems of rail passengers, who come
from my Parliamentary Constituency Nashik. There are 3700 to 3800 pass holders
who used to go to and fro from all over Nashik district (i.e. Manmar, Lasalgam,
Niphad, Nashik, Deolali, Igatpuri) to Mumbai for service and jobs. They are not
earning that much salary at stay to Mumbai on temporary accommodation. The
only train to carry them up to Mumbai CST is Panchavati Express, which starts
from Nashik at 0705 Hrs. and reaches CST at 1045 Hrs. The train rarely runs at
scheduled time. It takes 1115 Hrs to get office by pass holders and they have to
face lot of problems with their establishment. I demand that Rajyarani Express,
which departs from Nashik at 0615 hrs. and runs up to LTT Kurla instead of CST,
should be run upto CST and at the same time i.e. 0615 hrs. from Nashik and in
return journey, it should be depart from CST at 0515 to 0530 hrs so that the train
could reach Nashik before 0900 hrs.

In my Nashik Parliamentary Constituency, there is Nashik Traction
Machine Workshop. It was set up by Ex. Hon'ble Railway Minister Madhu

Dandwate for production of Railway Engine and production of parts connected to
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the engine. For that purpose, Government of India had acquired 250 acres of land
in 1980. But after the Hon'ble Railway Minister was changed, the factory related
to Railway engine parts production were given to the state of the Hon'ble Railway
Minister. Out of 250 acres, only 25 acres land is in use. In the premises, all
infrastructure is ready. There is 33 KV electricity Feeder, sufficient drinking
water, railway hospital and near about 150 vacant railway quarters. The whole
land is under the Railway administration. Now, Railway is also outsourcing job to
private agencies such as repairing of engine, transformers. It will be economical
for producing and repairing parts in our Railway premises as the entire
infrastructure is ready and it will also help in providing jobs to youth. So, I

demand for expansion of Nashik Traction machine Workshop.
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"SHRI ANTO ANTONY (PATHANAMITHITTA): I would like to draw the
attention of this Government on an important issue that the prolonged delay in
implementing the Sabari Railway Project in the State of Kerala. This project was
started about 17 years back. This project, from Angamaly in Ernakulam district to
Erumeli near Sabarimala, has a great potential for pilgrimage tourism as the line
will be passing through Bharananganam. Sabarimala is one of the biggest pilgrim
centres in the country. Every year more than four crore devotees are visiting
Sabarimala, which is more than Kerala's population. The Government has
requested to the State Government of Kerala to bear 50% share of the project. The
State Government has already informed its inability to bear 50% share of this
project. This project was declared and taken up as the Central Government's
project and it will be completed by the Central Government only. So, I request
the Government to not bring this project under the new policy of fifty-fifty basis.

The survey of extension of Sabari Railway line from Erumeli to
Thiruvananthapuram via Ranni, Pathanamthitta, Konni and Punalur has been
completed. I request the Government to allocate fund for extension of this line.
This will be third parallel railway line from Angamaly to Thiruvananthapuram, the
southern part of Kerala. The entire Sabari line is passing through the hilly areas. It
will be a boost for the agricultural sector.

Another issue I would like to bring to the notice of this august House is that
Tiruvalla is the only Railway Station in my Parliamentary Constituency,
Pathanamthitta. Large number of devotees of Sabarimala pass through this station.

Passenger amenities at Tiruvalla Railway Station are very poor. A proposal for
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modernisation of Tiruvalla Railway Station under PPP model is pending in the
Railway Ministry. If this proposal is approved, world class facilities can be
provided at this station. So, I request the Government to sanction the proposal

urgently to modernize Tiruvalla Railway Station.

Stoppage for all train may be granted to Tiruvalla Railway Station as it is

the only Railway station in Pathanamthitta District.
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'SHRI CHINTAMAN NAVASHA WANGA (PALGHAR): 1 heartily
congratulate Hon'ble Railway Minister for presenting outstanding budget. The
budget is reform oriented. It proposed to set up a regulation mechanism which
will be entrusted with making regulations, setting performance standards and
determining tariffs. It will also adjudicate on disputes among licensees/provide
partners and the Ministry, subject to review in appeal, set up a working group to
modify the present system of accounting to insure tracking of expenditure to
deserved outcomes. The data on costing would be available on line including cost
incurred on constructing, augmenting, maintaining and operating railways lines.

I congratulate the Hon'ble Minister for augmentation plan. The plan budget
has gone up by 52% from Rs.65798 crore in 2014-15 to Rs.110011 crore in 2015-
16. 1 also congratulate the Hon'ble Minister for no increase in passenger fares.
The Ministry has announced many facilities for the common man viz: general
coaches to be augmented, mobile charging facility in general coaches and sleeper
class, cheaper water availability at stations, ease ticketing, seeking capacity
increase, common man's bullet train, increase in train's speed, better punctuality,
200 more stations to be included in Adarsh Stations Scheme.

I also congratulate the Hon'ble Minister for undertaking programme of
Swachh Rail Swachh Bharat. 1 thank for undertaking a scheme for kisan i.e.
"Kisan Yatra Scheme". The Railway Minister has proposed sanction of 238 ROBs
and 732 RUBs and elimination of 3438 level crossing to avoid fatal accidents at
unmanned level crossing. I thank Hon'ble Minister for lifts and escalators plan at
major stations to facilitate easy movement of the elderly and differently-abled
passengers. He has proposed new toilets covering 650 additional stations.

The Hon'ble Minister has undertaken work of four railway lines between
Virar to Dahanu Road upto Dahanu Metropolitan area as declared by the
government. The suburban trains are also running from Church Gate to Dahanu

Road station. But due to suburban railway, the population from Virar to Dahanu
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has increased rapidly. Palghar and Boisar stations are big stations. New Palghar
district is established recently. Palghar is headquarter of new district. Offices of
district level have also started. Talasari, Dahanu Vasai Tehsils are going to new
district and they have to come to Palghar by Railway. I request the hon'ble
Minister to upgrade Dahanu, Boisar, Palghar, Saphda, Virar, Nalasuprara and
Vasai stations. Palghar station is having three platforms. It should be upgraded
immediately and Memu trains upto Umber Gaon, Vepi stations may be introduced
from Palghar. Boisa station is also a big station and upgradation of this station is
also needed. Vasai-Virar Municipality is also big Municipality and population of
the municipality is around more than 20 lakhs. Upgradation of Virar and Vasai
stations is also needed. Long route trains are halting at Vasai station but no
facilities are available to long route passengers. No booking facility is available at
Vasai station for long route passengers. New trains from Palghar and Vasai are
needed. People are demanding new trains from Palghar and Vasai to Gujarat and
Thane, Panvel, Konkan and South India.

I have demanded many times in this Hon'ble House the construction of
Dahanu Road and Nasik Road Railway line. Survey of this Railway line is
complete but due to no budget provision, work of this railway line has not started.
I request Hon'ble Minister that necessary provision may be made and construction

of this railway line may be started.

"SHRI NALIN KUMAR KATEEL (DAKSHINA KANNADA): The rail budget
for 2015-16 has proposed a Plan outlay of Rs. 1,00,011 crore. It is over one and a
half times the outlay of Rs. 65,798 crore in the revised estimates for the year 2014-
15.

The Railway plays a vital role in the development of our nation and people
of the country have high expectations on the NDA government under the
leadership of Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modiji and Railway Minister Shri
Suresh Prabhuji. The present railway budget is really a very good budget with a
clear vision for development of Indian Railways in the next five years. It is the
need of the hour to take a decisive steps to change the face of Indian Railways.
Faster trains, modern trains and stations, skilled staff and safety of passengers,
should be top priorities of the railways.

I would like to draw the attention of the hon'ble railway minister towards
up-gradation of Mangaluru Railway station as World class station. The project
was announced by the Indian Railways a few years back. But no fund is allocated
for the purpose and the dream of my people to see the World class railway station
at Mangaluru still remains on the paper itself. Since Mangaluru is a coastal town
and located in the border of Karnataka and Kerala states there are thousands of
commuters who travel on this railway line. Moreover Mangaluru has International
Airport and people from various countries visit to Mangaluru and further proceed
to various parts of Karnataka and Kerala states. They need the services of Indian
Railways. Therefore to cater to the needs of international passengers we need to
develop Mangaluru as world class railway station. Hence I request the hon'ble
Minister for Railway to allocate funds to develop Mangaluru railway station as
World class station.

Another point I would like to state is that there is a long pending dream of
my people to have a Separate Railway Division for Mangaluru. I would like draw

the attention of the government that Mangaluru is the second biggest city of

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Karnataka and a commercial and industrial centre. It is an important tourist place
and attracts pilgrims. There is an urgent need to lay emphasis on providing
connectivity between inter-cities within the states. As I already mentioned
Mangaluru is a coastal town and it is a very attractive beach Tourism destination.
It has also many famous religious places in the surrounding area like Dharmashala,
Kukke Subramanya, Horanadu and Kolluru Mookambike etc., and it has many
natural hotspots in its surrounding places like Charmadi Ghat, Shradi Ghat,
Agumbe Ghat etc. People from various parts of Karnataka needs intercity trains to
connect these places so that tourism development of the region would get boost
and it helps to fetch more revenue to local people. This could be done if separate
Mangaluru railway division is created. Moreover it helps to take a decision to
cater to the needs of people of Dakshina Kannada district. But, at present, people
in my district are facing various problems like non availability of trains to reach
destinations particularly for local people, including students, offices goers, and
business persons etc., Therefore, I would like to request the hon'ble Minister to
look into this issue and take immediate steps to create a separate railway division
at Mangaluru.

Mangalore Zone generated revenue from goods transportation to and fro
Bangalore, Mysore, Hubli and other parts of Karnataka. Mangalore railway
stations had received step motherly treatment under Palakkad Division. Hence
there should be a separate division for Mangalore and it should be brought under
South Western Railway Zone headquartered in Hubli.

There is an urgent need to introduce more trains between Mangalore and
Bangalore via Hassan. I would like to point out that an agreement was signed with
Hassan-Mangalore Railway Development Company Ltd. (HMRDC) because of
which there is an impediment in the introduction of new passenger trains on the
route. In order earn more revenue, the company is not allowing to run passengers
train on the Hassan - Mangaluru railway line. It allowed only goods trains on the

line and considered that the passenger train services would hamper the movement
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of the goods rakes. Indian Railways, being a service provider, should introduce
more passenger trains to provide rail services to people.

Therefore, I urge upon the Railway Minister to take immediate steps to
introduce more trains from Bangalore to Mangalore via Arasikee or Hassan. At
present "One direct train at night between Mangalore to Bangalore is running on
the route. It is not possible for single train to meet the growing demands of people.
Another point I would like to mention is that the government should expedite the
Shravanabelagola-Nelamangala new line work. If this railway line is completed it
helps to reduce the travel time between Bengaluru and Mangaluru to benefit the
people. I would also like to impress upon the railway minister to take steps to
introduce more trains from Hubli, Gulbarga to Mangalore via Hassan and
Arasikere "which is possible with the current railway track."

The other demands of the people of my Lok Sabha constituency are:
Permanent halt of all Kerala-bound trains at Major stations like Surathkal, Udupi;
Kundapura, Byndoor, Bhatkal, Kumta and Karwar;Improvement of passenger
amenities at these stations;Doubling the track of the Mangalore Centre-Ullal
stretch;Increase in the frequency of Bangalore-Karwar train;Construction of wider
approach road to Mangalore Junction station; Replacing Malayalam sign boards
with Kannada boards.

People of Karnataka had pinned hopes of getting more trains and new
railway lines but the are still not disappointed since the budget focused more on
improving passenger amenities and augmenting rail infrastructure.

Hon'ble Minster for Railways, Shri Suresh Prabhuji has allocated
significantly higher funds for key projects. For example, the budget has
mentioned -Spending on new lines is Rs.12,830 crore. This amount is increased
from Rs.8,984 crore in the previous budget. Similarly, on gauge conversion from
Rs. 3,439 crore to Rs. 5,555 crore; on passenger amenities from Rs. 1,050 crore to

Rs. 1,753 crore.
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All of this is good news for the railways' future, if it materializes as
envisaged.

Hon'ble Railway Minister has taken a right decision to focus on passenger
amenities and completion of ongoing projects. Karnataka, which has poor rail
density, would gain a lot with the availability of more funds to take up

infrastructure works.
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"SHRI P.C. GADDIGOUDAR (BAGALKOT): It is very happy to note that the
Hon. Railway Minister has presented very good budget and I am thankful for
extending Rs.1500 crores support to Karnataka and Rs. 45 crores to Kudachi-
Bagalkot works which comes under my constituency.

The railway budget is backbone of transportation system and it is linked to
entire country. For the first time, the Hon. Minister has given much importance to
safety, security and efficiency of the employees without increasing the passenger
fare and Railway Minister has taken into consideration providing better amenities
to passengers like safety for women, cleanliness, toilet facilities and increasing the
average speed of the trains.

To avoid the accidents construction of ROB/RUB at the cost of Rs.6581
crores for elimination of 3438 level crossings is history in railways.

In my constituency too many long pending demands are not met, therefore,
I request the Hon. Minister to consider and take appropriate measures in
forthcoming days. At Bagalkot Railway station, there is only one track for
handling of goods. Whereas in my constituency district 12 sugar factories and 2
cement industries and other industries are present and it is very difficult to
transport sugar, cement, and other materials. ~ Therefore, I earnestly request the
Hon. Minister to provide more goods handling tacks.

The new railway line Almatti-Koppal survey has been completed since long
time and our people are demanding sanctioning of new railway line, hence the
same may be sanctioned earliest.

I have requested the Hon. Minister and secretaries of the Railway Ministry
for providing Railway over bridge at Balaganur-Lingadal road level crossing No.
39 at KM 77/800-900 and people of that area have made several protests and
people are facing much difficulties. Therefore, necessary measures may be taken.

Badami, Pattadakallu, Iohle, are tourists sites and so many people are

visiting these places every day through the Ramdurg-Badami Road, near

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Yaragoppa railway station. AT present man-gate is existing and it is very
inconvenient to the public to enter Badami city. Therefore I request the Hon.
Minister that the over bridge work be taken up at the earliest.

In the last Budget 2014-2015 the previous railway Minister had announced
Gadag-Pandarapur new train exclusively for tourists but not yet started till now. I
request the same may be started immediately. At present Train No. 12629 and
Train No. 12630 Karnataka Sampark Kranti Express are running via Hubli twice a
week and Secunderabad 5 days a week. Now I request the Hon. Minister to route
this train via Gadag-Bagalkot-Bijapur-Solapur at least once a week.

Train No. 17307 and 17308 Mysore-Bagalkot Basava Express route
moving Guntakal, Gulburga will be round about train to the people. Hence,
Mysore Bagalkot should be routed as Bangalore-Guntakal Hospet and Gadag,
Bagalkot. This is very important to the people as there are no daily trains in this
route of tourists importance i.e. Hampi and Badami etc.

Regarding new railway line construction of Kudachi-Bagalkot, the land
acquisition process for this line has to be speeded up and minor glitches with the
Government of Karnataka are to be addressed. I once again request you to give
top priority for completion of this work directing the concerned in this matter.The
provision of Rs. 45 crores in 2015-16. Budget is very meagre, hence I request to
provide sufficient funds for completion of the project.

Stoppage of train No. 16525, Solapur Mysore Train has to be stopped at
Mallapur station as this is covered by so many villages and this train is the life line

for the people of this area.
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"SHRI S.R. VIJAYA KUMAR (CHENNAI CENTRAL): At the outset, I bow
my head and thank our revered leader, Makkal Mudalvar, Puratchi Thalaivi Dr.
Amma for having sent me to this august house of the Parliament of India and also
for having enabled me to express my views on the General Discussion on the
Budget (Railways) for 2015-16.

As has been opined by Dr. Amma, the Railway Minister has spared the
common man and not levied any hike in the passenger rail faces. But still, freight
rates for certain commodities have been increased. Railway Minister may look
into it that common man is not affected indirectly through price rise.

There is a plan to achieve a substantial improvement of the Operating Ratio
in the coming fiscal year through efficiency measures.

There is a proposal to purchase cheaper traction power and that should not
be done at the cost State Governments and State Power Utilities. This should be
done after consultations with the State Governments and the State Power Ultilities.

While welcoming the Diamond Quadrilateral High Speed Rail Network,
our request is to accord high priority routes to Chennai, considering the growth
potential of the Metro City.

The proposed infrastructure financing mechanism by the Railways is very
similar to the Tamil Nadu Infrastructure Fund Management Company (TNIFMC)
launched by Dr. Amma in September, 2014, a first of its kind by any State
Government. The Railways should allocate more funds through this mechanism to
the projects in Tamil Nadu which have been held up for want of funds.

Announcements have been made for fast tracking sanctioned works on
7000 kilometres of the existing lines and commissioning 1200 kilometres in 2015-
16 at an estimated cost of Rs. 8,686 crores; commissioning of 800 kilometres of
gauge conversion, and expanding the capacity of 9400 kilometres of railway lines

at a cost of Rs. 96,182 crores. But there is no mention about any new projects or

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about the earliest announced pending projects in general and in Tamil Nadu in
particular.

I may reiterate that Tamil Nadu had sought support for 10 critical new
projects and for completion of 22 pending projects for execution which have been
sanctioned earlier but are languishing for want to allocation of funds. We
fervently hope that a review would be taken up and adequate funds would be
provided for completion of the 22 pending projects and taking up of the 10 new
projects.

Responding positively to the Railway Minister's call to the State
Government to take part in the development of railway projects, the government
of Tamil Nadu had suggested that three railway projects - the Chennai-Toothukudi
freight corridor, Chennai-Madurai-Kanyakumari high speed passenger link,
Coimbatore-Madurai high speed passenger link which are included in the Vision
2023 document may be implemented through such a Special Purpose Vehicle
(SPV).

As requested by Dr. Amma in her Memorandum presented to the
Honourable Prime Minister in June 2014, the integration of the Chennai Mass
Rapid Transit System with the Chennai Metro Rail, which will pave way for
effective synergy between various public mass transport systems in Chennai
should be favourbaly and speedily considered.

Investment of 8.5 lakh crores over the next five years is a welcome step.
Tamil Nadu has time and again been requesting for allocation of sufficient funds
for completion of pending projects in the State. We hope that the Investment
funds will be fairly allocated to the railway projects in Tamil Nadu as well.

With a fervent appeal for allocation of sufficient funds to the railway
projects in Tamil Nadu, I once again thank our revered leader, Makkal Mudalvar,

Puratchi Thalaivi Dr. Amma for this opportunity and conclude.

"SHRI ANANDRAO ADSUL (AMRAVATI): First of all my heartiest
congratulation and sincere thanks to Hon'ble Railway Minister for giving very
dynamic Railway Budget for the year 2015-16. He has given importance to safety,
security, cleanness and healthy food to passengers and by way of new technology
E-ticketing and various facilities.

Now I will turn to my various problems which I am following from last
several years but which are not yet resolved.

The Shakuntala Railway narrow gauge needs to be converted in to Broad
gauge. The said railway line was established in the year 1916 by Briton Nicolson
Co. for the transportation of cotton. The said line was from Yevatmal to
Murtizapur to Achalpur and Deoli to Pulgaon. The nation got freedom from the
British on 15™ August, 1947 but "Shankuntala Railway" has not got freedom from
British Co. which is very horrible. In the last six-seven years, myself and my
predecessor (M.P.) had taken up this issue, not only that then Hon'ble President's
Secretary had also written to Railway Minister. Apart from this Parliamentary
Committee on Petition have also given their order for conversion of this railway
on priority basis.

This proposal I had discussed at length but it was not taken in to this budget.
The said railway now a day's run twice a day by 15 km per hour. So many times
it could not run because if some parts of engine are not available. The people of
this area wholly depend on that. Taking into consideration the importance of said
railway please take this issue in priority basis.

The Train 17639UP/17640 DN Kachiguda Exp. is running between Akola-
Kachiguda once a day and halts for 15 hours in Akola. I have requested several
times to run the railway from Akola to Amravati which will be useful to the
people travelling between Akola-Amravati. Even though they will get opportunity
to go up to Kachiguda. Railway will utilize the service and get revenue of it.

Please take serious note of it.

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The season Ticket service :- There are thousands of servicemen doing up-
down journey on day to day basis between Amravati and Nagpur by intercity and
other trains. The day to day to purchase tickets is time consuming and costly to
them.

On the basis of Mumbai-Pune if railway provides monthly or quarterly
season ticket, it will be easy for them and railway will get advance money out of it.

But unfortunately I have received a letter from the Minister and his
predecessor that "the long back decision was taken to give season Tickets only in
between 150 km. since why the distance between Amravati - Nagpur is more than
160 km or 170 km; it does not apply.

As per my opinion the people of country has changed the Government to do
the best for people. We have to keep in mind that we are for the people and by the
people. The old inconvenient rules are to be changed in where people get benefit
and the Government is not in loss.

Amravati- Pune Exp.:- This demand is very old and reason is that the
students of Amravati, Akola, Buldana are more than 4000 who are studying in
Pune. Other merchants are also in huge number who are travelling at least once a
week. The buses, more than 150 are running between Amravati to Pune on day to
day basis which shows that the Amravati - Pune trains need importance than the
bus. Owners are charging whatever they like in season and still it is risky to travel.

Now a days as per my demand, Amravati-Pune train is there but in travels
Amravati Akola-Nanded-Parbhani takes more than 16 hours. So straight Amravati

- Pune via Manmad will be very convenient. Please consider and oblige.
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"‘DR. A SAMPATH (ATTINGAL): I am thankful to the Hon'ble Minister Shri
Suresh Prabhu in one matter: At least he had the courage to not to shower again
the never ending promises which wither away as time fly away. But I also express
certain reservations on the railway budget presented in the Lok Sabha because it is
not up to the mark as far as the common people are concerned. The State of Kerala
is deeply anguished on the continuous neglect towards them.

During the previous session continuously, we the MPs from Kerala have
invited the attention of the Railway Minister to various issues and upon the urgent
needs of Kerala and my constituency - also Attingal, in Kerala.

On March 11, the Minister announced in the House on availing Rs.1,50,000
crores from the LIC for the completion of projects. Thanks to the Minister. The
credit goes to one of our premier PSUs-the LIC: the pride of our nation and the
envy of many MNCs in insurance sector! It is an example of the social
commitment of the LIC which alas, the present Government wants to disinvest for
privatization. What will happen to our Railways if it is privatized? Or if LIC was
privatized?

While the networking of Indian Railways is growing , the existing 1 million
vacancies are not even filled up. The work load of the employees are increasing
dangerously. Railways have a vital role in promoting National Integrity. But, now
a days we hear about PPPs, outsourcing and privatization in all sectors. There is
no permanent mechanism for the co-ordination between the Railways and the
State Governments. Our Railway bureaucracy is still on the rails of the Colonial
era. They always say "No" to the people.

I may take this opportunity to draw your kind attention to some of the
urgent needs of Kerala that are to be addressed by the Railways.

Kerala has certain geographical and socio economic features which no

other states have. Hence, the formation of a new Railways zone having its

" Speech was laid on the Table
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headquarters in Thiruvananthapuram in Kerala. The already declared Railway
Coach Factory at Palakkad, and where the land is already in the possession of
Railways has to be started at the earliest.

What is the reason for not starting of a new Wagon Factory at Alappuzha?
I don't understand the logic behind not starting a Goodsyard at Kadakaavur, as
there is no goods shed in between Thiruvananthapuram and Kollam after the
dismantling of the Kochuveli Goodsyard for the purpose of a new passenger
terminal. The Kadakkavur Railways station is one of the oldest ones also having
the connectivity with the National Highway and State Highways. Or else, the
disbanded goodshed at Kochuveli should be restarted.

We have been demanding for the doubling of Railway lines throughout
Kerala and up to Kanyakumari. Electrification of all Railway lines is an urgent
necessity for us. More MEMU trains between Kanyakumari an Kayamkulam as
well as Kozhikode and Eranakulam is also necessary in between 6:00 PM and 9:00
pm. One more passenger train should be provided between Eranakulam and
Nagercoil. The change in the timings of Kanyakumari-Mumbai Jayanti Janatha
Express (Train No. 16381/16382) is not beneficial for the people of Kanyakumari
and Thiruvananthapuram districts. It should reach Neyyattinkara station at 7:15
AM as was previously done.

Many of the bogies attached in a number of trains running to and from
Kerala are found to be more than 25 years old. Frequently the toilets go without
water. Many remain uncleaned like many of the stations. Safe and comfortable
journey is the right of passengers. Waiting rooms should be provided at all
Railway stations to women passengers with toilet and adequate security facilities.

What happened to the promises made in 2010-11 Union Railway Budget to
start a Railway medical College, in Thiruvananthapuram? You should consider the
availability of Railway land available in Kadakkavur and also in Nemom
(Thiruvananthapuram district) in my Attingal parliamentary Constituency. But in

subsequent budgets, no amount has been earmarked for this Railway Medical
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College. No discussion has taken place with the state government also so far. In
the spree of privatization, certain stations like Edava and Kappil have become
"Halt" stations where ticketing are handed over the private parties. People feel
that Railway is backtracking from their responsibly by handing over stations to
private agencies.

An announcement was made in the Union Railway Budget 2011-12 about
starting of a Coaching yard at Nemom in Thiruvananthapuram district and one at
Kottayam. Though enough land is available the same has not found adequate
financial allocation in this year's Railway budget. This has to be started without
any delay to ensure better services.

Starting of a Mineral Water Bottling plant is a promise made in Union
Railway Budget long ago. Though, I have repeatedly invited the attention of the
Hon'ble Union Railway Ministers in this regard, I am extremely sorry to state that
no attention was been paid to this matter so far, by any one. Enough water and
land is available at Kadakkavur (Thiruvananthapuram district) which was once a
water filling station for steam engines. Another place suitable for Mineral Water
Bottling Plant is Akathumuri (Near Varkala Sivagiri Railway station in
Thiruvananthapuram District).

Day to day works, including Passenger Reservation System gets affected
for want of staff at various Railway stations. Adequate staff should be provided.
More PRS centres should be allowed. The new Reservation-cum-booking office
building at Varkala Sivagiri has a good basement floor which can be used as
cafeteria. This will earn good revenue for Railways as well as more employment
for the local people.

At present many Refreshment stalls in Railway stations are not properly
maintained and enough care is not given for cleanliness. Hence, the catering
needs in some of the Railway Stations may please be handed over to Kudumba

Shree Units, of the girls, Women's Self Help Groups. This will bring a good
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change in serving food and behaviour. The lady passengers and commuters will
also feel safe in the presence of these elderly women.

Foot Over-Bridges are to be provided at Nemon, Murkkumpuzha and
Kaniyapuram Railway Stations (all in Thrivananthapuram district). At present the
public is crossing over the Railway Track to reach the other end, which is not safe
and admissible. The existing Foot Over Bridge at Chirayinkeezhu should have
roofing and lighting and the heights of the platforms may be increased to ensure
the safety of the commuters. The roofs of the existing platforms may be extended
to provide shelter to passengers during day time and rainy seasons. Light and fans
may be switched on in the platforms of railway stations during late evening and
nights, well before the arrival of trains. These may be switched off, only after all
the passengers leaving the platform. In many of the stations, we don't have any
signs of security personnel even at night. There should be adequate strength of
RPF.

I request the Hon'ble Minister that on the basis of socio-geographical
importance, Varkala, Kadakkavur, Chirayinkeezhu, Murukkumpuzha and
Kaniyapuram may be declared as Adarsh Railway Stations.

From Howrah to Thiruvananthapuram / Kochuveli, a new train may be
introduced on daily basis. Thiruvananthapuram may be connected with Guwahati
via Howrah by another daily train originating from Nagercoil and having
stoppages at Neyyattinkara, Nemom, Thiruvananthapuram Central, Kaniyapuram,
Chirayinkeezhu, Kadakkavur and Varkala Sivagiri in Thiruvananthapuram district.
A new Bangalore to Kochuveli daily train is required urgently via Salem through
Tamilnadu. I also request for new daily express train: Madgaon (Gao) - Kottayam
- Kanyakumari. (Mumbai-Goa Konkan Kanya rakes can be used for this train).
Increase in Frequency of some trains can also be considered, vz: (i) 2201/2202
LTT Kurla - Kochuveli Garib Rath: from Bi-weekly to Daily; (i1) H. Nizamuddin-
Thiruvananthap;uram Rajdhani Express should be a daily train; and (iii)

2223/2224 LTT Kurla-Ernakulam Duronto from Bi-weekly to daily and this shall
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be extended to Thiruvananthapuram Central. As the southernmost state and a
large number of its population living and working in the north Indian states,
adequate number of Holiday Special trains should be provided to Kerala.

Varkala is a famous tourist centre and also houses the Sivagiri Pilgrimage
Centre of the Samadhi place of Sree Narayana Guru. Thousands of people are
thronging Varkala every day. Hence, it is absolutely necessary to allow stops to
all Express and Superfast Trains at Varkala Sivagiri including Jansatabdi (via
Kottayam) and Rajdhani Express. Those trains which at present do not have a
stoppage at Varkala Sivagiri should be given a stoppage either at Kadakkavur or at
Chirayinkeezhu or at Murukkyampuzha or at Kaniyapuram on alternate basis.
These are nearest to the CRPF Battalion centre and the Technopark and the newly
emerging Technocity. It is also nearest to the world famous Shantigiri Ashram.

Late Shri Varkala Radhakrishnan (Veteran MP and former Speaker of
Kerala Legislative Assembly) pressed for stoppage of train Nos. 16349 and 16350
Parasuram Express at Chirayinkeezhu. It was accepted by the Railways and
displayed in their website also. But, conspicuously and shockingly the same has
gone out from the website of the Railways. It is indeed a shocking matter. I
request the Hon'ble Minister to fulfil the promise as a gentleman by providing
stoppage to train Nos. 16349 and 16350 at Chirayinkeezhu as it will be highly
beneficial to the ladies and senior citizens also coming to the city during office
hours. Chirayinkeezhu is the birth place of famous Cine Star, Late Prem Nazir.
All new trains starting from Kochuveli and Thrivanandhapuram Central and which
do not have stoppage before it reaches Kollam Junction should be given a
stoppage at Murukkumpuzha and at Kadakkavur.

All new trains starting from Lochuveli and Thrivananthapura Central and
which do not have a stoppage before it reaches Kollam Junction should be given a

stoppage at Murukkumpuzha and at Kadakkavur.
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All night trains to Thiruvananthapuram Central/Nagercoil Junction side
should be provided with at least two stoppages south of Kollam, preferably
Chirayinkeezahu/Nemom respectively.

Nemom Railway station should be developed as Thiruvananthapuram
South Station and the cleaning, coaching and minor overhauling can be done for
all trains leaving from Thiruvananthapuram Central.

Angamaly-Nedumangaud-Venjaramoodu as declared earlier the Railway
connectivity through the eastern side of Kerala should become a reality.
Vizhinjam, Balaramapuram, Kattakkada, Nedumangaud, Vamanapuram can be
connected as southern part of Angamaly-Sabari routes. Hence the Sabari rail route
should become a reality at the earliest.

The recent hike in the freight charges will definitely add more fuel to the
fire of agony of the common people. Now the Parliament do not have any say in
the increase of fuel price or in the increase of rail fares. The new-liberal economic
policies have started swallowing the powers of Parliament and thereby the
political powers of the common people.

How can one imagine that the hon'ble Railway Minister does not know the
demands of the State of Kerala and its peculiar geographical and demographic
features? We got no new projects. What happened to the budget declarations of
the most modern power laundries for Thiruvananthapuram and Eranakulam?
Railway hotel at Thiruvananthapuram? Have all gone in to oblivion in the recent
Budget?

PPP is not a panacea for the illness of the Railways. It should get more
budgetary support as well as plan funds from the NITI Ayog. Railway should not
be a commercial concern and it can never be. There is no alternative for common
people. But it has become difficult if not impossible for them to get a reservation
during peak seasons to reach their homes.

Why the railway officials are still hesitant to discuss and rectify minor and

small issues, with local representatives including the district development -
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councils (DDCS) chaired by the district collectors every month. I hope certain
mindsets have to be changed without any delay. The railways should be
continuously and consistently in touch with the concerned state authorities and
MPs etc. for the speedy implementation of the projects. We need to construct the
ROBs in a time bound manner.

I do hope the Minister will favourably consider our demand for a Suburban
Railway system also. At Nemom railway station railway have own land and hence
it can be developed into Thiruvananthapuram South and thereby reduce the traffic
congestion in between Thiruvananthapuram Central and Kochuveli during
shunting and marshalling operations.

Increasing the freight charges will definitely lead to inflation of prices of all
commodities. It will have a cascading effect in states like Kerala. Why the
Budgets hide the sour side of it? The Parliament should not be by-passed. It is the
mandate of the people to know about the policies and the practices of the
Government. The numerical majority in the House should not be used for

"management of manipulation". Anyway, thanks for the white paper on Railways.
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"SHRI P. KARUNAKARAN (KASARGOD): I would like to express my views
on the discussion of Railway Budget for the year 2015-16 presented by our
Hon'ble Railway Minister, Shri Suresh Prabhu. Though there is no fare increase
for passengers but the increase of taxes on goods and services would really
increase the prices of essential commodities in our country. So, I strongly object
this new charges imposed on parcel services.

Railways is the biggest public undertaking in our country. Every year
Railway is extending four or five years back the total work strength of the Railway
was 17 lakhs. Now it is according to the Minister only 13 lakhs. It would affect
the smooth functioning of the Railways. There are chances of the accidents.
Passengers may not be satisfied with the service that the Railways is providing. It
is not possible for the Railways workers and employees with the reducing strength
to provide a better service. So, according to information, there is vacancy of atleast
one lakh posts in various sector. These posts should be filled within no time.

The Hon'ble Minister has given stress to the development of the
infrastructure. But the amount allotted to these schemes are insufficient, either
electrification or doubling for new lines. So adequate allotment should be made.

Privatization is the another decision taken by the Railway Minister. The
success of the Indian Railway is public character. The sincere cooperation of the
people, workers, officers and also the state governments are the real for its victory.
If it is denied it would make harm to the body of the Indian Railway.

As far as Kerala is concerned, the state Govt. and MPs have already given
the representation before the Minister. The doubling work from Kochi to
Trivandrum via Kottayam and Kochi Trivandrum via Alleppey is not still
completed. More funds should be allotted.

The amount allotted for the completion of electrification - Shornur-

Mangalore line needs more attention and more funds.

" Speech was laid on the Table
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We have already given number of new Railway lines for surveys, in which
Kanhangad-Panathoor-Kanniyoor is the interstate Railway. The first portion of the
survey of this line was completed earlier. The second portion has to be taken up.
The speedy action for the survey is needed. There should be a time bound
programme to complete the construction of ROBs and unmanned level crossings.
Budget needs for urgent special maintenance and reconstruction. This needs
immediate attention.

I would like to highlight some important issues with regard to my state.
Kasaragod is the District headquarters station and has completed its Centenary.
Now its grade has been declared as a model station. This is the major station with
revenue and number of commuters. But the development dreams have some
hindrances to blossom. So many grievances are still there. Now the station has
reached the target for a A Class and hence declaration as well as facilities are to be
provided accordingly in the budget of 2013-14.

There should be stoppage of Thiruvananthapuram -Nizamuddin Rajdhani
Express (2432/2431) in Kasaragod district. Government should provide all
fullswing facilities in accordance with the status of model station and speed up the
activities for the time bound commissioning. There should be stoppage of
Bikanoor-Thiruvananthapuram Express (6311/6312) which has stoppage at all
other District Headquarters. The shortage of staff in Information counter and
Reservation counter makes lot of problems to the general public. I request urgent
filling up of vacancies in these centres.

In Kanhangad the stoppage of trains Ernakulam-Okha train (6333/6334)
and Gandhidham-Nagarcoil Express (6335/6336) should be given.

In Payyanur, the foot over bridge from platform 1 and 2 to road should be
done. Sufficient staff at Information and Reservation counters should be there.
Shifting and reformation of existing road in front of the station should be taken up

for which a proposal is pending with the Railway authorities.
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Kannapruam is one of the major stations in my constituency and is situated
near the institutions like Cost Guard Academy NIFT, Keltron, Government
Engineering College, KAP I'Vth Battalion, Parssinikadavu temple, etc. and hence
itself become a major point to reach these places. But the facilities in the
Kannapuram station are not satisfactory to accommodate these commuters and the
long pending demands for the development of this station are to be addressed
urgently. The major requirements to be realized urgently are the foot over bridge,
extension of timing of reservation, computerization of reservation system,
stoppage for trains especially, Chennai-Mangalore Express (12685/12686), Maveli
Express (1660/-16604), roofing of platform, toilet and electricity. It is also to be
attended to open the first class waiting room to the passengers.

Payangadi is now coming to the status of B class. There should be stoppage
for West Coast Express (6627/6628), Eranadu Express (16605-16606) which has
already been assured by the Railways. Extension of roofing of platform and
renovation of road from Over bridge to Railway station should be in Payangadi.

The extension of FOB to the Eastern side of the platform - [The Railway
had informed that it will be taken up as a deposit work. The willingness to
contribute towards the project has been informed by the people's representatives.
But the estimate has not been prepared so far]. Initial amount was to be provided
in the Budget 2013-14. Extension of Rooting in Platforms - It is noticed that the
work is tendered. But no further action so far. Parking Area has to be enhanced
and better facilities are to be provided. Water supply and sanitation facilities
should be in Cheruvathur Railway station.

In Cheruvathur to materialize the long pending demand of stoppage for
'Parasuram' Express Train (No. 6349/6350), the railway authorities including the
General manager had given assurance in this regard, but no action so far. It is
estimated that an increase of 2 to 3 lakhs per month, in revenue will be there if

allotted a stoppage to this train. Stoppage for 6 months experimentally will show
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the difference and hence a positive decision is expected from the Divisional
Railway Manager.

In Nileshwar Railway Station, the experimental stoppage for Chennai
Mangalore mail (12601-12602) Chennai Super Fast (12685-12686) and stoppage
for Netravati Express (16345-16346) is needed. (Super Fast is halting at Kannur
station for half an hour. Enough time is there for granting stoppage at Nileshwar.)
Stoppage for newly launched Inter City Express (22610-226009).

In Kottikulam Railway Station the stoppage for the day train Parasuram
Express (6350-6349) is urgently required. And Platform development and
providing roofing is necessary.

In Manjeshwar the border station of the District and the state which require
basic facilities like drinking water facilities, toilet, extension of roofing, parking
area in front of the station, connectivity from station to NH-17 (Just 10-15) meters,
etc.

It is requested that passenger Train declared from Calicut-Mangalore may
be started as it is felt necessary due to heavy rush especially for the common
passengers of small stations including businessmen, students, patients who are
seeking special treatment from Manipal Hospital and other specialist hospitals of
Mangalore. Now there are no Passenger trains in the day time after 9.00 a.m. The
train should be introduced in 2015-16.

Ernakulam-Kannur Intercity Express (16305-16306) should be extended to
Mangalore. Alleppey-Kannur Executive (16307-16308) should be extended to
Mangalore.

The newly introduced Kasaragod Baidhoor Passenger Train should be
extended to Kannur. It would serve as a Passenger Train, a long demand which is
pending. The newly introduced Nizamuddin-Trivandrum Super Fast Express
should be given stoppage at Kasargod since after Kanhangadi it has stoppage at
Kannur. So the passengers in the northern area are really not in a position to get

any benefit due to this train.
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"KUMARI SHOBHA KARANDLAJE (UDUPI CHIKMAGALUR): I express
my views on the Railway Budget presented by the Hon'ble Minister for Railways.
Railway is the lifeline of the country whether it is in the case of transportation of
the passengers or the freight. Railway is the vital segment of our transport
infrastructure. All of us in this august House have no difference of opinion that
the railway has been playing a key role in India's social and economic
development. It is a cheap and affordable means of transportation for millions of
passengers. The Railways continue to serve this country and it has the biggest
contribution in the national integration. After a long time, it's an innovative
budget and it's been managed without increasing passenger fares which is good.
There was a lot of out of the box thinking particularly the point to engage the
States in a common programme. Railway Budget provisions for 2015-16 will
improve the case of doing business and improve the connectivity of the

manufacturing units with ports and air connectivity.

Karnataka has only 16.9 km per 1000 sq km railway network, while Tamil
Nadu, Gujarat and Punjab have much higher rail densities. The Government
should mull over the possibility of undertaking the railway projects on Public
Private Partnership (PPP) basis to ensure that the priority projects are completed in
time, in Karnataka.

People of my constituency are dreaming for better Railway services, but it
is not fulfilled even after decades. I had requested the Hon'ble Ministers of
Railways to consider the following pending projects of my Parliamentary
constituency.

In Railway Budget 2014-15 the Hon'ble Railway Minister mentioned about
the survey for new lines (Ref. SI. No. XXVII) including Shivamoga - Shringeri -
Karkala - Mangaluru (ref. Annexure I, new lines; Sl. No. VII). The people of four

districts were very much pleased with the announcement of this proposal as the

" Speech was laid on the Table
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new line which connects the districts. I request the Railway Ministry to start the
survey work for this new line.

Konkan Railway is considered to be the lifeline of the west coast region of
the Nation. This project took off in the year 1998, but consistently making
operational losses every year. The accumulated loss is more than Rs. 3500 crores.
One of the reasons for the poor financial health of Konkan Railway is because of
the non-connectivity of this project with any of the major ports under its
jurisdiction. Mangalore Railway network from Thokur to Mangalore inclusive of
Panambur port which is now coming under jurisdiction of Southern Railway
should be removed and this stretch should be included in Konkan Railway. The
Panambur port connectivity with Konkan Railway will boost its financial
conditions to such an extent that doubling and electrification of the entire section
can be taken care of without raising much funds from market. The construction
and operation of Konkan Railway line has provided substantial boost to the
industrial, agricultural, economic, and social development of the entire Konkan
region. Inclusion of Panambur port to Konkan Railway is the need of the hour
now. Railway Ministry should take immediate decision to consider the request of
coastal people.

Large number of people from coastal areas are working in Mumbai., From
Mangalore, Udupi, Kundapur thousands of boys travel to Mumbai every week.
They are economically poor, who are working in Hotels and Petty shops in
Mumbai. To help them please introduce 'Garibrath' from Mangalore to Mumbai
via Udupi.

There is a need to speed up the Railway work from Chikmangaluru - Belur
Sakaleshpur. The Bangalore - Karwar, Bangalore - Mangalore train route needs to
be re-routed via Arasikere. Currently the trains are running via Mysore. Which is
too time consuming and does not benefit the coastal passengers, and also
Bangalore - Mangalore train should be extended till Udupi which is tourist and

educational hub of coastal Karnataka.
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I would like to request the Railway Minister to consider the request of
coastal Karnataka which connects Western part of the country. Karnataka has
always been a progressive state where care must be taken to see that Railways give
all sorts of benefits to the common man and poor people. I would request the
Hon'ble Railway Minister to go through the merits of Karnataka's requests and do

the needful on priority in this year 2015-16.
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KUMARI SUSHMITA DEV (SILCHAR): May I have the permission to speak
from here?

HON. CHAIRPERSON : Yes, but please stick to the time.

KUMARI SUSHMITA DEV : Yes, Sir, I will stick to the time.

Chairman, Sir, I think, given the direction of the debate that I have been
hearing from the Treasury Benches, it is important for me to say here on the floor
of the House that the Indian Railways are a pride, however much the Treasury
Benches may want to term it like an under-performing organization, an
organization which is fledgling for funds.

When the British left India and India was partitioned, we lost almost 40 per
cent of our railway lines to East and West Pakistan but this country showed
courage in the face of that adversity. What did we build since Independence? sda®T

travel on Indian Railways. There are more than 12,000 trains. There are more
than 8000 stations and 3 million tonnes of cargo goes as freight on Indian
Railways. That is the achievement of the Indian Railways which the Treasury
Benches have not been able to deny in their own Budget speech. What is the
reason?

They are repeatedly saying that in 30 years so many projects have been
declared, they have not been completed and hence no new railway lines are going
to be declared, although I get a feeling that the hon. Railway Minister intends to
declare something in his closing speech. I would like to tell this Government that
we encourage this Government to complete the old projects. We cannot have any
disagreement on that. But do not use it as an excuse for not starting new lines
because to my mind it amounts to an act of cowardice which is camouflaged in the

garb of bio-toilets, Wi-Fi stations, designer bed-sheets and fancy meals.
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In the last nine months, we have heard the word ‘toilet’ I do not know how
many thousand times. This Indian Railway, as estimated by the Asian Age, has

some 7,12,000 toilets if you calculate the number of coaches. But the hon.

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SHRIMATI BUTTA RENUKA (KURNOOL): Hon. Deputy-Speaker, Sir, I thank
you for giving me this opportunity to speak on the Railway Budget.

It is very heartening to note that the hon. Minister has put the railway
finances back on track by increasing funds and not announcing new trains and new
projects.

There are many happy things for all of us to cheer about. For example,
there is no increase in passenger fares. It is focussed on providing cleaner coaches
and stations by engaging professional agencies. It has given priority to women
safety by providing surveillance cameras, helpline and by providing lower berths,
ladders for each climbing to upper berths for senior citizens and increasing the
Nirbhaya Fund for women security. It has also provided on board entertainments,
mobile charging facilities, wi-fi at more stations, easy ticketing in five minutes for
common passengers, refund through banking system, multi cuisine and local food
facility through reputed suppliers.

It is very encouraging to note the highest operating ratio of 88.5 per cent
but there are quite a few less inspiring items in the Budget.

For example, it is customary that new trains are introduced every year but
no such announcement has come this year. This is quite disappointing. Similarly,
no new specific projects, RoB and new railway tracks are announced.

The Railway Budget is silent on the time frame as regards completion of
the existing projects. Now, the combined AP State has projects pending worth Rs.
29,000 crore which need to be completed.

An investment of Rs. 8.5 lakh crore is proposed over five years but specific
source of funds are not indicated. The country is afraid of excessive private
participation which ultimately may lead to Indian Railway privatisation. This may
kindly be avoided. Let the Indian Railways belong to Indians.

It is indicated that daily passenger capacity will be increased from 21
millions to 30 millions but how is this target possible without introducing new

trains?
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Similarly, increase of freight capacity is announced by 50 per cent, that is,
1.5 billion tonnes but specifications are absent.

It is a happy thing that five minute ticketing is announced for the common
passengers but it is not practicable as many common passengers do not know how
to use self-ticket machines, vending and teller machines.

Coming to my constituency, Kurnool region is inhabitated by artisan and
weaver community and adequate rail connectivity will help boosting their trade
and help them to break the vicious cycle of poverty.

Sir, as the hon. Railway Minister would remember, I had met him last
December for drawing his kind attention to some of the long pending demands of
the people of my constituency but I am disappointed that none of these have found
mention in his budget announcements.

On behalf of the people of my constituency, I had requested a survey for a
new rail line between Kurnool to Mantralayam. Coach rehabilitation workshop
has been set up at Kurnool. The sanctioned cost of the factory is Rs. 10 crore as
per 2013-14 Budget. It is going to boost the socio-economic progress of the region
and lead to employment generation. Land for this purpose has already been
committed by the Government of Andhra Pradesh.

I would urge the Minister to make efforts for expeditious completion of the
factor. For the Kurnool coach factory, just Rs. 50 lakhs were sanctioned against
the required allocation of Rs. 10 crore which again is not a very promising sign.

Provision of additional reservation counter at Kurnool Railway Station is
needed. There should be an introduction of new Garib Rath train from
Secunderabad to Bengaluru via Kurnool, from Kurnool to Jaipur, from
Secunderabad to Goa via Kurnool, from Bengaluru to Mumbai via Kurnool-

Secunderabad.
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Stoppage of all express trains, including the Karnataka Express and
Sampark Kranti Express, should be restored. Overall, I am happy with this Budget.
It is a bold and innovative Budget. On behalf of our Party, YSR Congress, |
support it. Thank you.
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"SHRI R. GOPALAKRISHNAN (MADURAI): All my hon'ble colleagues have
expressed their views in detail about the merits and demerits of the Railway
Budget 2015-16. I would just like to highlight few important points pertainining
to Tamil Nadu and my Parliamentary Constituency, Madurai. Immediate attention
of the Hon'ble Railways Minister is required on these.

Under the leadership of our Hon'ble Puratchi Thalaivi Amma, the Tamil
Nadu State is progressing in each and every aspect. In the regime of our Amma,
the road transport and related infrastructure is fully developed in Tamil Nadu.
Establishing a matching railway infrastructure and facilities in Tamil Nadu State
will be a great support for the progress of the State.

I welcome that the passenger's fares are not increased. But, by increasing
the freight rates of important items, the common man is burdened indirectly.

I am happy that the passenger safety, especially the women passengers,
cleanliness are given priority in the railway budget. Enforcing action is a must to
ensure this.

It is very sad that no new train services were announced. Also, no new
railway projects were announced. But, I hope that the Hon' be Railway Minister
will take necessary steps to execute the projects announced in the previous railway
budgets. Only a timely and fully funded project could be complete in all respects
and serve the people.

Madurai city is one of the important pilgrimage places in the country. It is
called as Thoonga Nagaram. It means that it is a city which never sleeps. The
famous Meenakshi Amman Temple draws thousands of people daily from all over
the world. Madurai is a connecting point centrally located in the State. It caters
the needs of the people of about 12 surrounding districts. Therefore, enhancement
of railway infrastructure in and around Madurai is to be given top priority.

Therefore, on behalf of the people of my Parliamentary Constituency

Madurai, [ would like to place the long pending demands in this august House.

" Speech was laid on the Table
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All trains running between Madurai to Chennai should be converted into
Super Fast Express trains. Pandian Express running between Madurai and
Chennai is a much preferred train by the people. The outdated coaches of Pandian
Express should be modernized.

An additional Train between Bengaluru and Madurai is to be introduced
running in day time. 1% AC coach also should be attached with it. Also, 1* AC
coach should be attached in the Thoothukudi-Mysore Express train which runs via
Madurai.

The Trains running between Madurai and Chennai are always fully
occupied. Therefore, twice-a-week Duranto Express should be introduced
between Madurai and Chennai. It would ease the passenger traffic to some extent.

I welcome the steps taken for introducing satellite railway terminals in
major cities in 10 select stations. Madurai Railway Station is a fully deserving
station to have such satellite railways terminal. Koodal Nagar Railway Station fits
well to be made as a satellite terminal to the Madurai Railway station. Madurai
Railway Station is highly congested with rail commuters as all the trains pass
through Madurai. About 30,000 commuters board/deboard at Koodal Nagar
Railway Station which is about 3 kms distance from the main Madurai Railway
Station. Therefore, Koodal Nagar Railway Station should be renovated and made
as additional railway station. All trains should be stopped there. Koodal Nagar
Railway Station was announced as Model Station. But, neither funds nor works
have reached this station.

Thiruparankundram and Thirumangalam railway stations are very
important railway stations. Stoppage of all the trains at Thiruparankundram and
Thirumangalam Railway Stations 1is also to be made. kodal Nagar,
Thiruparankundram and Thirumangalam Railway Stations would facilitate
decongesting the Madurai Railway Station to a great extent. Further, conversion of
Thiruparankundram and Thirumangalam Railway Stations also as Model Stations

is need of the hour. It is vital for overall development of Madurai City.
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In regard to existing but incomplete railway projects in Tamil Nadu, I am
sorry to say that a lot of efforts are to be taken by the Ministry of Railways. The
new railway line between Madurai and Karaikudi via Melur is to be executed to
cover the places in between Madurai and Karaikudi by train. Speedy completion
of the doubling of Chennai-Madurai-Kanyakumari, high speed passenger rail link
between Madurai and Coimbatore are to be executed in a war-footing manner for
overall development of the Madurai city and the Tamil Nadu State, as well.

I once again request the Hon'ble Minister of Railways to fulfill the demand
of the people of my Madurai parliamentary Constituency and for overall

development of Tamil Nadu State.

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"SHRI P.R. SUNDARAM (NAMAKKAL): At the outset, I urge upon the
Railway Ministry to give priority to the request made by the Government of Tamil
Nadu guided by hon'ble Makkal Mudalvar Puratchi Thaliavi, Amma with special
reference to ten major railway project at a cost of about Rs. 1.8 lakh crore. The
railway minister who seeks to mobilise investment to the tune of over Rs. 1 lakh
crore this year may kindly note that our hon'ble Amma has requested the Railways
to go in for a Special Purpose Vehicle to immediately attend to the Chennai -
Tuticorin Freight Corridor and High Speed Train railway lines between Chennai
and Kanyakumari via Madurai and between Madurai and Coimbatore. With this
request, let me come to certain demands pertaining to my constituency.

In my Namakkal Constituency in Tamil Nadu, Namakkal Railway station is
situated on the Senthamangalam Road. During the peak hours, due to heavy
traffic, passengers are not able to reach the Railway station in time. In the interest
of the general public, a study was carried out. It was observed that another road
can be laid to reach the railway station through Thuraiyur road which is beside the
Railway track. Vacant land is also there on the western side of the Railway track
that is suitable for a new road.

A joint inspection was conducted on 17" November 2014 for the new road
by the Southern Railway Divisional Manager, Divisional engineer along with
Member of Parliament and Nammakal MLA. It was proposed to take up the new
approach road which is estimated to cost Rs. 3 crores (three crores) Hence, the
Hon'ble Railway Minister may consider may request and take necessary steps to
complete the laying of Road to link the Railway station. I also want to make
following requests. (I) The Chennai express running from Chennai to Salem
May be extended up to Nammakal; (I) The passenger train running dorm Salem
to Karur May be extended upto Tiruchirapalli and also be operated on Sundays;
and (III) A computerized Reservation counter may be set up in Resipuram

Railway station to benefit general public.

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"SHRI A. ARUNMOZHITHEVAN (CUDDALORE): In this age of Information
technology, setting up of railway pre-reservation counters should not be a problem
to the railways. But still there is a move to close down the railway reservation
counter functioning at Cuddalore Thirupadiripuliyur railway station. We cannot
expect the entire population to rely on computers and buy tickets themselves. The
socio-economic divide is still there. Hence I urge upon the Railways not to close
down the existing railway pre-reservation counter in Thriupadiripuliyur railway
station in Cuddalore.

Cuddalore town is an ancient port city and was as active commercial city
during British regime. The main-line trains passing through Thirupadiripuliyur
have always had a stoppage there. Now, some trains like Senthur Express have
not been provided with a stoppage at Thirupadiripuliyur. Considering the
industrial growth and the establishment of several educational institutions
including specialised hospitals in the vicinity of this town, I urge upon the Railway
Minister to restore the stoppage facility at Thirupadiripuliyur.

Kullanchavadi railway station between Cuddalore and Salem has become
inoperative now. Considering the need of the public over there, I request the
authorities to make operationalise Kullanchavadi railway station again.

Last but not the least, I would like to request the Railway Minister to lay a
new railway line and introduce trains between Cuddalore and Chennai via
Puducherry as this would greatly benefit tourists both from within the country and
abroad as a viable coastal Railway Line. This may also be extended upto Tuticorin

connecting the entire stretch of East Coast.

" Speech was laid on the Table
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"SHRI G. HARI (ARAKKONAM): As stated by our leader Dr. Puratchi
Thalaivi the Railway Minister has spared the common people. Our leader has also
appreciated Railway Minister's thrust on cleanliness and women's safety and also
welcomed the Diamond Quadrilateral High Speed Rail Network and sought
priority for routes on the network connecting to Chennai. However, our leader Dr.
Puratchi Thalivi Amma has expressed disappointment that demands from Tamil
Nadu have been ignored in the Railway Budget.

About 22 projects are pending due to lack of funds and 10 critical new
projects, most of which announced earlier, never received financial allocations.
Our Hon'ble leader Hon'ble Puratchi Thalaivi Amma has also complained that no
new trains had been announced for Tamil Nadu, despite the fact that it was among
the fast-growing states in the country.

So, I request the hon'ble Minister to address all those issues raised by our
beloved leader Hon'ble leader Puratchi Thalaivi Amma.

Now I would like to bring to the kind attention of the Hon'ble Minister
some of the issues concerning my parliamentary constituency, Arakkonam in
Tamil Nadu. Arakkonam is a central place for many hundreds of villages
surrounded by it. Commuters from Arakkonam Railway station to Chennai and
other parts of Tamil Nadu and other states are quite high, but most of the trains
passing through Arakkonam do not have a stoppage there. Hence, the commuters
are facing huge hardship. Secondly, the Arakkonam Railway Station is a very old
station functioning from very old buildings without any modern infrastructure.
Therefore, I urge upon the Hon'ble Minister to direct the Southern Railway to
provide stoppage for all the trains which do not have a stoppage now at
Arakkonam as well as to take steps to renovate this old railway station with all
modern infrastructures.

The platforms No. 1 and 2 at Arakkonam Railway Station are such that they

are not able to accommodate the complete trains because of short of its length. The

passengers are finding it very difficult to board or alight from the trains especially
the old aged people. Many representations have been given in the past, but the
action is to be reflected. Therefore, it s requested that the hon'ble Minister may
kindly direct the Southern Railway to look into it and do the needful on an urgent
basis.

The railway line work on Tindivanam to Nagari is moving at snail's speed.
This work was started very long back, but due to paucity of fund, the work is not
moving fastly. The work was commenced because of it needs considering the huge
traffic of commuters. The early implementation of the railway line will benefit
lakhs of people and railway will be able to earn more revenue. Therefore, it is
requested that you may kindly direct the Southern Railway to expedite the said
work at the earliest, by allocating sufficient funds for the same.

Earlier trains were stopped at Itchiputhur and Sholinghur near Marudalam
and the ticket counter facilities existed. But these were discontinued. Therefore it
is requested that you may kindly direct the Southern Railway to restore the
stoppage and ticket counter facility at above said railway stations.

The commuters to Thiruttani from Arakkonam and from Thruttani to
Arakkaonam and Chennai are quite high. However, the electric (EMU) trains
operate upto Arakkonam. There is heavy rush of passengers in the morning and
evening. Therefore, I urge upon the hon'ble Minister to direct the Southern
Railway to extend the EMU Electric trains upto Thiruttani.

There are huge commuters from Walaja and Sholinghur to Chennai and
Katpadi. Therefore, there is an urgent need to increase the services of EMU
Electric trains running between Chennai-Katpadi-Chennai. There are huge
passenger traffic especially in the morning and evening. Therefore, it is requested
that the hon'ble Minister may kindly direct the Southern Railway to look into it

and do the needful at the earliest.
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SHRI M. UDHAYAKUMAR (DINDIGUL): Hon. Deputy-Speaker, Sir,
Vanakkam!

I am immensely happy to stand before the august House and am happy to
speak on the “Railway Budget 2015-16".

I express my sincere gratitude to Our Hon'ble Makkalin Mudalnar Dr.
Amma and the popular leader of millions of Tamil people for providing an
enthusiastic admirer and party worker like me an opportunity to represent the
people of Dindigul Parliamentary Constituency of Tamil Nadu in the august
House.

As pointed out by our Makkhalin Mudalvar Manbumigu Puratchi Thalaivi
Amma, while commencing the Diamond Quadrilateral High Speed Railway
Network, priority should be given to routes connecting Chennai.

We regret that the demands from Tamil Nadu have been ignored in the
Railway Budget. About 22 projects are pending due to lack of funds and 10
critical new projects, most of which announced earlier, never received financial
allocations. No new trains have been announced for Tamil Nadu despite the fact
that it is among the fast-growing States in the country.

Before the presentation of this Budget, a representation has been sent from
our State Government of Tamil Nadu. But none of the demands, including the
Chennai-Kanyakumari High Speed Passenger Link, doubling of railway line
between Chennai and Kanyakumari and the integration of the Chennai Metro Rail
with the existing Mass Rapid Transport System (MRTS) has found a specific
mention in the Railway Budget.

We notice the highlights of the Railway Budget, 2015 as follows: Skill
development and self-employment; launching of a coastal connectivity programme
this year; 917 safety work projects to eliminate over 3,000 unmanned crossings in
all the States; by 2019, the proposed investment in the Railway would be to the
tune of Rs.8,56,021 crore; Satellite railway terminals to be introduced in major

cities in 10 select stations. These are the salient features. Even though we deserve,
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we are greatly disappointed over the non-allocation of adequate funds for many
pending railway projects in Tamil Nadu. Completion of Villupuram-Dindigul and
Madurai-Thiruvananthapuram double projects must get priority; Madurai-
Tuticorin new line may be taken up.

I would request the Union Railway Minister to give his nod for
electrification of 140 km. broad gauge section from Karur to Dindigul (about 75
km.). This would improve the railway network in this section.

Electrification work in the trunk route from Chennai to Kanyakumari had
almost been completed, though passenger train services hauled by electric
locomotives were being operated only up to Trichy now. The same may be
extended to Dindigul and passenger trains hauled by electric locos should be
operated to Dindigul.

A survey was sanctioned in 2012-13 for updating of RETS for a new line
from Dindigul to Kumuli via Bodinayakanur and Theni for 123 km. stretch. It is
also stated that 90 per cent of the survey work has been completed. This will help
the pilgrims of Sabarimalai who travel a distance of about 118 kms. Hence, I
urge upon the Railway Minister to complete the survey at the earliest and lay a
new line to Sabarimalai route through Dindigul constituency.

A survey was also sanctioned in 2013-14 between Karaikudi and Dindigul
via Natham for 105 kms. The letter of approval was also issued and the deadline
to complete the project survey was 31% January, 2015 but so far no progress has
been made in this project.

Reconnaissance Engineering-cum-Traffic Survey (RTES) for the new line
between Karaikudi-Dindigul needs Rs.8,88,000 to complete the survey. Sir, 28
surveys are going on in the Southern Railways, and it requires around
Rs.59,00,000. T would request the Minister to sanction necessary amount to
complete surveys within stipulated period and allocate sufficient funds for a new

route from Dindigul to Karaikudi via Natham.
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I would request the hon. Minister to introduce EMU passenger train
services to operate in Madurai-Dindigul and Madurai-Virudhunagar sectors.
Dindigul and Kodai road Railway Stations are ancient stations, which may be
modernised by providing escalators, digital display boards, etc.

I urge upon the Railway Minister to implement the pending projects
pointed out by our Makkalin Mudalvar, Dr. Puratchi Thalaivi Amma. With these

words, I conclude.

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"SHRI PREM SINGH CHANDUMAJRA (ANANDPUR SAHIB): First of all, I
welcome the Railway Budget due to special mention given to security and
cleanliness on Railway stations and in rail coaches.

I want to bring to your kind notice very important problems of my
constituency and state which I think you must consider favourably.

Most urgent and important is to launch a new train from Shri Anandpur
Sahib to Amritsar Sahib via new Morinda Ludhiana. New Railway lines to be
started from Anandpur Sahib to Amritsar via Garshanker; Mohali to Rajpura;
Rahon to Khanna ; and Patiala to Nirvana via Smanapatran

All said rail lines will be 70 k.m. missing link which will connect
already laid railway tracks of about 1000 k.m. It will be useful to the public and
will generate revenue to Railways.

There is need to provide facilities of railway Head at Nagal Railway station,
extension of railway platform at Anandpur Sahib; and R.O.B. at Anandpur Sahib
to Garshankar Road. R.O.B. at Nangal and ROB between Sirhind and Saraibanjara
Railway stations.

Three under passages at Gurdwara Parivar Vichhora Sahib, Morinda-
Chandigarh Road and Kurli are required.

New Shatabdi train, New Delhi to Ferozepur via Patiala-Bhatinda may be
started. Modern Railway station facilities at Anandpur Sahib Railway station and
tourist facilities on the said Railway station may be provided.

I shall be grateful if you kindly consider my demands.

Its innovative and a bold one without much financial commitment:-

For example. - No hike in passenger fares.

Providing cleaner stations and coaches.

Aged people/handicapped comfort

on board entertainment

Mobile charging facility

Refund through banking system and many more innovative
things.

5 minute workshop/service stations

Convenient travel for Defence services

What are the issues that are missing and disappointing me are:-

No new trains or new projects are announced.

No road map is laid to complete the existing projects e.g.
Rs. 29,000 crore worth in combined AP.

Without no new trains how could the passenger carrying
capacity be increased from 21 M to 30 M.

Similarly to increase the freight capacity by 50% to 1.5
billion tones is impractical and wishful thinking.

No source is indicated for mobilizing 8.5 lakh crores.

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Unfortunately, the privatization is looming large on Indian
railways. Perhaps to start with stations and may end up in
privatization of major routes.

The devotees of Lord Balaji (Tirupati) are anxiously awaiting
the announcement of at least one train from holy place
Tirupati to another holy place Shirdi in Maharashtra.
Similarly, for the last 10 years, successive Ministers/Govts.
have announced that Tirupati Railway Station will be made
world class one. Its very unfortunate, although there is
adequate space available at two more platforms could not be
constructed. This will decongest the crowded stations.

More important, the Kalahasti-Nadikudi new railway track is
pending implementation for several years particularly after
survey was completed and found profitable. This will cover
remote areas where there is no other cheaper mode of travel
available.

Similarly, one important town called Sullurpet on Chennai-
Howrah route is literally divided into two towns by the train
track dividing the town into two. The existing level crossing
is found closed always. Hence a subway is imperative.

Over the years, middle class towns have become bigger cities
e.g. Sullurpet, Naidupet and Gudur all on Chennai-Howrah
route. It is painful to note that no express train is stopping at
these places. Hence, a survey may be conducted to ensure
proper stoppages at these newly developed towns.

Similarly, a road over bridge is imperative at Manubolu to
connect Krishanapatnam Port and 50 villages to the National

Highways.
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- Indian railways have taken a stand to close the Level
Crossings in a phased manner. Although, they claim that
unless alternative route is there, Lever Crossings are not
closed. But in practice, many Level Crossings are closed
between Tada-Gudur on Chennai-Howrah route causing a lot
of inconvenience to the people. Hence, Box type of sub ways

may be set up whenever a Level Crossing is closed.

I have two examples of railway stations Akkurthi-Yetalur between
Kalahasti-Venkatagiri where trains are stopping for over 50-60 years. All
of a sudden, as there is no adequate returns, no trains not even passengers
are stopping. Hence, I request that Akkurthi-Yetalur Railway Station may
be allowed to continue.

I congratulate the hon’ble Minister for overall Railway Budget,
2015-16 which is off beat, innovative and a bold one which will result in
more cleanliness, comfort, facilities to the passengers, women, senior

citizens, youth, common passengers, armed forces etc.

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"SHRIMATI. R. VANAROJA (TIRUVANNAMALALI): Union Government
has presented the Rail Budget for the year 2015-2016 in this august House. I
place my regards and express my gratitude to Hon. Puratchithalaivi Amma for
fallowing me to take part in the discussion on Rail Budget for the first time.
Budgetary grants for Railways have been increased.

Hon. Railway Minister in his budget speech said that the Railway Ministry
has planned to mobilize more than 1 lakh Crore fund through investments from
external sources. Hon. Railway Minister has also proposed a new infrastructure
financing mechanism in this budget. As a new initiative-first of its kind in the
country- the Tamil Nadu Infrastructure Fund Management Company has been
launched by Hon. Puratchithalaivi Amma which has been functioning
successfully.

In order to make Tamil Nadu progressing further in all fields by the year
2023, the Vision 2023 document was released by Hon. Puratchithalaivi Amma.
This Vision document highlights about 10 very important railway projects which
are to be implemented in Tamil Nadu at a cost of Rs. 1,88,400 Crore. Other than
these 10 projects, another 217 projects are also identified in the Vision 2023
document. I wish to urge that as stressed by Hon. Puratchithalaivi Amma in the
memorandum submitted to the Hon. Prime Minister, these railway projects should
be given utmost priority and the State government concerned should be made a
stakeholder. Tamil Nadu government has informed its readiness to the Union
government regarding implementation of railway projects under Public Private
Partnerships.

I urge that a dedicated freight corridor should be set up between Chennai
and Tuticorin. 1 also urge the Railway Minister to organize special fund
mobilization drive for implementation of high speed rail links between Chennai -
Madurai - Kanyakumari; and Coimbatore - Madurai Since the commencement of

broad gauge conversion, all the train services operated in metre gauge lines were

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stopped. This had caused disappointment in the minds of rail passengers who
relied heavily on railways for transportation in such areas. Some other measures
taken by the Ministry of Railways in such railway lines are also causing
inconvenience to the general public. for example, Tirupati-Rameswaram Express
Train (no 16779/16780) do not have stoppage at Tiruvannamalai since last
October 1st, 2014.

Tiruvannamalai is a temple town and is a spiritual centre. The famous
Karthigai Deepam festival of South India and monthly Girivalam
(Circumambulation) are some of the aspects which attract lakhs of pilgrims and
tourists from all parts of the country and abroad. In order to facilitate the visiting
pilgrims and tourists, all Express trains going via Tiruvannamalai should have
stoppage at Tiruvannamalai. Howrah Express between Puducherry and Howrah
should have a stoppage for more time at Tiruvannamalai railway station. This
Express train stops at Villupuram for more than 45 minutes.

I urge that a new train service should be introduced between Puducherry
and Bengaluru via Tiruvannamalai. Since this would generate income for
Railways besides facilitating pilgrims and tourists to visit Tiruvannamalai from
northern parts of the country. The train ticket reservation facility is available only
during morning hours at Tiruvannamalai railway station. Because of which
government employees and businessman are very much affected. On behalf of
the people of my Tiruvannamalai constituency, I urge upon the Hon. Railway
Minister that the train ticket reservation facility should be available up to 8 pm. A
parcel office should also function at Tiruvannamalai railway station benefitting
tribal people and businessmen for transporting goods to different parts of the State.

Hon. Railway Minister has announced that 200 railway stations would be
upgraded with modern amenities under Adarsh Railway Stations. I urge that
Tiruvannamalai railway station should be covered under this scheme and
infrastructure and basic amenities should be upgraded. A new railway line

between Tiruvannamalai and Jolarpettai via Chengam should be introduced.
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Chennai-Tirupaththur train is at present made to halt at Jolarpet, I urge that this
train service should be extended up to Tirupaththur. People of this area have to
depend on other modes of transport for onward journey to Tirupaththur.

I therefore urge the Hon. Railway Minister that the train service must be

resumed up to Tirupaththur as it was before. Thank you.
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"SHRIMATI P.K. SHREEMATHI TEACHER (KANNUR): There are various
issues relating to the development of Railway lines, infrastructure development of
Railways and passenger amenities and also the pathetic situation at Kannur
Railway Station premises due to the wandering of stray cattle.

On the above circumstances, I would like to draw attention and request the
Hon'ble Minister to implement the following projects : Proposal for Infrastructure
development of Kannur Railway Station; Proposals for new trains; Proposals for
construction of new Railway lines; Proposal for development of railway line
connecting the proposed Green field Airport and Kannur Railway station and

Proposal to restrict the entry of cattle in the premises of Kannur Railway station.

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"SHRI SHIVKUMAR UDASI (HAVERI): I express my views on the Railway
Budget. For the first time in a long time, the Railway Minister has presented a
budget that reflects the actual conditions. Not announcing any new train was also
a departure from the past. Hon'ble Minister had concentrated more on providing
safety in the trains. The installation of CCTVs in the ladies compartments of select
trains is a welcome move. The budget has a positive outlook. Railway Minister
has earmarked over Rs. 2450 crore for Karnataka's ongoing projects, of which Rs.
368 crore has to be borne by the state on cost-sharing basis.

I have a few suggestions to improve the railway network in my
Parliamentary Constituency. Haveri and Gadag are the most backward districts in
Karnataka. People of my Constituency are dreaming for better railway services,
but is not fulfilled even after decades. I urge the Hon'ble Minister to give due
consideration to the following pending railway projects in the Supplementary Rail
Budget, concerning my Parliamentary Constituency: (in demand for grants on
Account (Railways) for 2015-16)

Gadag-Haveri new line is capable of ushering in a new era of economic
development. I am given to understand that a proposal is pending in Planning
commission. Being one of the ambitious railway projects of North Karnataka, I
earnestly request that this project may please be included in the Rail Budget 2015-

16.

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There has been a long standing demand of the people of Byadagi and
Yelvagi, Haveri District (it covers 7 taluks) to stop 12725/12726 intercity Express
passing via these Railway stations. As you are aware, Byadagi chilli is famous
chilli variety grown mainly in North Karnataka, named after the town called
Byadagi. Byadagi and Yelvagi are part of my Parliamentary Constituency. If you
could kindly arrange to stop the above Express train passing via Byadagi and
Yelvagi stations, it will pave way for much faster growth of not only agricultural,
commercial and industrial activities, but would greatly benefit the local populace.

Please consider one minute stoppage of the following trains at Haveri, the
District Headquarters: 1) Yesvantpur to Hazrat Nizamuddin to Yeshvantput (Train
No. 12629/12630) - weekly twice via Hubli; and ii) Chandigarh to Yeshvantpur to
Chandigarh (Train No. 22685/22686) - weekly twice via Hubli.

Gadag-Bijapur Passenger Train: There is a time gap between the two trains,
traveling from Gadag to Bijapur (i.e., first train at morning 6 AM and the next at
2.30 PM, in the afternoon). Passengers commuting between these two cities are
demanding additional passenger trains in between these two timings. They have
also demanded for the introduction of an additional train between Bijapur-Gadag
to help passengers catch the trains going to Bangalore, Secunderabad and Mumbiai.
This demand is in the interests of the people.

Provision/improvement of infrastructure facilities at Gadag, haveri,

Ranebennur, Byadgi, Yalavagi, Devaragudda stations is also needed.
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Expanding of Goodshed at Gadag and Byadagi station: Byadagi is known
to be a world renowned market for chilli. To facilitate traders to directly supply
chilli to major cities, if the existing goodshed is expanded it would be of greater
help to the traders of this town.

Provision of trains stoppage at Halligudi station: Earlier trains were
stopping at this station, after gauge conversion, passengers of this station are
demanding restoration of stoppage of trains for their convenience and cost saving.

Enhancement in the Reservation Quota from Gadag, Haveri, Ranebennur
and Byadagi, for trains running via these stations may be considered. I sincerely
urge the Hon'ble Minister to get the quota increased for the above stations and
earmark at least 10 per cent quota for the above stations, so that the people of
these towns will be benefitted.

In Byadagi town, LC-227 KM 380/3and4, agriculturists/suppliers have to
wait to cross the railway track to reach world famous Byadagi Chilli Market. With
the narrow lanes and by lanes giving nightmares to commuters in Gadag City and
Byadagi town and the numerous railway level-crossings holding up traffic, I urge
you to kindly consider for constructing Road over Bridges (RoBs) and Road under
Bridges (RUBs) to wriggle out of traffic rigmarole.

There is a need to provide an alternative entry to the Gadag Betageri
railway station to help commuters reaching the station by connecting through a
Foot Over bridge to JT College Road. It would not only benefit commuters

coming from JT College Road side but also ease traffic congestion near the
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railway station. Betageri (Kurattipete) to JT College Road connecting to 3™
Platform.

At present, there is no Government Railway Police (GRP) outpost at Haveri
Railway Station. There are repeated complaints of scuffles between commuters
and railways staff at Haveri railway station. To enhance safety of railway
commuters in the wake of increased traffic at Haveri railway station, the GRP
should create an outpost at Haveri railway station.

Railway Station at Haveri 2™ platform length should be increased.

Railway Station at Byadgi. There is no link between 1% and 2™ platform

Ladies Bogie should be increased in all passenger trains from Hubli to
Bangalore to Hubli.

Platform facility at "Kalasur" village near Haveri station is required, as
there is already stoppage for all passenger trains.

I would like to request the Railway Minister to improve financial viability,
to ensure that the Railways continues to be a jewel for India, a jewel which we can
demonstrate to our future generations, but he also needs to have major
restructuring done in the Railway Board and to ensure that the resources that we

have right now are harnessed and utilized properly.

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SHRIMATI HEMAMALINI (MATHURA): Mr. Deputy-Speaker, Sir, thank you
very much for giving me this opportunity to speak on the Railway Budget. First of
all, I would like to congratulate the Railway Minister who has presented a
practical and pragmatic Budget, instead of dwelling on populism, and the factors
responsible for the misery inflicted on the Railways in the earlier years. The four
goals of cleanliness, safety, modernization of infrastructure and making the
Railways financially self-sustainable are most appropriate and well-conceived.
The use of technology to provide innovative facilities to passengers, greater
attention to women’s safety, senior citizens and persons with disabilities are
welcome steps. On the whole, it is a growth-oriented Budget. One can say that the
Modi Express has steamed off in the right direction.

Having said that, I would like to bring to the notice of the hon. Minister
certain demands concerning my Parliamentary constituency which I represent.
Mathura is an ancient city and also a pilgrim centre which attracts lakhs of
devotees everyday. Mathura Junction is an important Railway Station of Western
Uttar Pradesh. There are trains moving in seven directions from Mathura Junction.
Passengers of Mathura, Alwar, Hathras, Aligarh, Bareilly and nearby areas board
train to Western and Southern India from Mathur Junction.

Though it is an important pilgrim centre, yet Mathura has remained
neglected on the Indian Railway’s map. Basically my demand relates to stoppage
of trains at Mathura Junction, Bhuteshwar and Kosi Kalan Railway Station, the
details of which I will lay on the Table of the House.

My demand also relates to setting up of a Zonal Railway Training Institute
of North-Central Railways at Mathura, rail coach factory or any other
manufacturing unit of Railways at Mathura as well as a Container Depot so that
the employment opportunities in Mathura may be increased.

As you are aware, Mathura is an important pilgrim centre. Lakhs of
devotees throng Mathura everyday. Old people, children, women and physically
disabled people come to Mathura to fulfil their desire. I demand the following for
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the benefit of these people and more particularly for women, children, aged and
physically disabled:

First is the revival of the train between Mathura Junction and Lucknow at
day time like Shatabdi Express. I am told that there was such a train earlier in the
name of Shri Atal Behari Vajpayee, which has been discontinued.

Second is, upgradation and modernization of Vrindavan Station.

Third is, cleanliness of Railway Stations at Mathura.

Fourth is provision of drinking water and sanitation, adequate toilet
facilities for women passengers.

Fifth is, provision of escalators and ramps for old and physically challenged
passengers.

Sixth is about giving heritage look to the Mathura Station.

Lastly, there is a beautiful Rail Bus known as ‘Radha-Rani Express’ which
is now having only one coach. This train may be made popular by providing more
coaches for the convenience of pilgrims as well as the local people. It can also
avoid the traffic jam which is happening very badly.

With these words, I conclude and support the Railway Budget of 2015-16.
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"SHRI A. ANWHAR RAAJHAA (RAMANATHAPURAM): Rameswaram in
my constituency is an ancient coastal town which has several historical and
mythological references. From time immemorial, pilgrims from all over the sub-
continent have been thronging to Rameswaram next only to Kasi which we call,
Varanasi now.

While going in for optimum utilisation of the existing lines the railway
minister may also go in for introducing new trains and extending trains up to
Rameswaram while changing some of the train timings to suit the convenience of
pilgrims. Uchipulli Railway station may be provided with the stoppage for all
trains. This is necessary because it has an air operation unit of our Indian Navy
along with a coastal guard base unit and is becoming a centre of learning with
many academic institutions coming up in the neighbourhood. Gauge conversion
in many sections of the railway line between Chennai and Karaikudi has resulted
in the cancellation of many trains that were operated to reach Rameswaram. [
urge upon the Railway minster to expedite the gauge conversion project and to
reintroduce the earlier popular trains which are not in operation now.

Mandapam Railway Station is facing the closure of pre-reservation counter.
I request the Railway Minster who seeks to enhance the passenger amenities to
look out and see that Mandapam Railway continues to have a computerised pre-
reservation centre.

Both the express trains No. 16101 and No. 16713 between Chennai and

Rameswaram, via the main line and the chord line depart from Chennai, one at

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2140 hrs. and the other at 1700 hrs. As these trains reach Rameswaram one at 4
a.m. and another at 1130 a.m., it cause inconvenience to the passengers. Giving
due importance to the destination station rather than the wayside stations, the
railways may change the timings of these two trains.

While considering this valid request, you may also consider to introduce a
superfast day train between Chennai and Rameswaram.

Let me list out the demands of the people of my constituency under the
relevant heads which I would like to make.

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*SHRIMATI PRATYUSHA RAJESHWARI SINGH (KANDHAMAL):I
would like to draw the kind attention of the Government to mitigate the following
points for benefit of our country and for my Constituency:

Major Challenges facing the Railway System are: (1).Vast tracks of
hinterland waiting for rail connectivity; (2). Railways carry social service
obligation of more than Rs.20,000 cr. By carrying services below cost. This is
nearly 16.6% of GTR and is almost half of Railway's Plan Outlay under budgetary
sources; (3). Focus so far in sanctioning more and more projects with inadequate
prioritization rather than completing them; of the 674 projects worth Rs.1,57,883
crore sanctioned in the last 30 years, only 317 could be completed. Completing the
balance requires Rs.1,82,000 crore; and (4). Most of Gross Traffic Receipts is
spent on fuel, salary and pension, track and coach maintenance and on safety
works. In the year 2013-14, Gross Traffic Receipts were Rs.1,39,558 crore and
total working expresses were Rs.1,30,321 crore.

Following measures for improving safety and security are needed to be
taken: (1). Provision of Rs.1,785 crore for Road-over bridges and road under
bridges; speedy clearances, online design standardization and decentralized
sanctioning powers; (2).  Multi-pronged approach for eliminating Unmanned
Level Crossings; (3). Advanced technology for rail-flaw-detection- Vehicle Borne
Ultrasonic Flaw Detection System to detect rail and weld fractures and pilot trials
on Ultrasonic Broken Rail Detection System (UBRD) at two locations; (4). Safety
standards to match international practices. Simulation Centre to study causes of
accidents; (5). Pilot project on Automatic door closing in mailine and sub-urban
coaches; and (6). 4000 women RPF constables to be recruited in addition to
7000 RPF constables.

Green Initiatives include: (1). Harnessing solar energy by utilizing roof top

spaces of stations, railway buildings and land including through PPP mode;

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(2).Use of bio-diesel up to 5% of total diesel fuel consumption; and (3).Increasing
bio-toilets in sufficient numbers in trains to mitigate the problem of direct
discharge of human waste on the tracks and platforms.

Other Initiatives included: (1).Top priority to transparency in
administration and execution of projects; (2). E-procurement to be made
compulsory for procurements worth Rs.25 lakhs and more; and (3). Close
monitoring of Dedicated Freight Corridor Project Implementation of Eastern and
Western DFCs; Target of nearly 1000 kms of Civil construction contract

So far as financial Performance in 2013-14 is concerned, ordinary Working
Expenses and Pension outgo is higher than the Revised Estimates, railways
generated internal resources of Rs.11,710 crore in 2013-14 for plan finance, and
Operating Ratio at 93.5% deteriorated by 2.7% over RE.

The Khurda-Bolangir Railway Project in the state of Odisha has been
pending since Twenty years.Since our Chief Minister Shri Naveen Patnaik
governmnt on Friday had announced to provide land free of cost and bear 50 per
cent of project cost for laying Khurda-Bolangir railway track, which was first
announced two decades ago in 1994-95.The railway project, which would connect
coastal Odisha with western districts, has remained an important political issue
with successive state governments often accusing the Centre of neglecting the
project.

Besides, the Chief Minister's Office issuing a statement hoped the decision
of bearing 50 per cent of project cost would give much needed push to the project.
It said the state government had been drawing attention of the centre for timely
completion of the project, but low budgetary allocation in Railway Budget for the
project had slowed down the pace of execution. It needs tobe mentioned that the
Union Railway Ministry had slashed Rs.2 crore from original budget grant for the
Khurda-Bolangir railway project during this financial year.

Of 289 km railway track, the distance between Khurda Road and Daspalla
is 112 km, of which it is expected that work along 52 km would be completed in
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2013-14.The project carried huge importance from the point of view of socio-
economic development. The process of development would get boost in Bolangir,
Boudh, Nayagarh and Sonepur upon completion of the project. As per decision,
the State government will bear 50 per cent of construction cost for laying railway
track along 177 km between Bolangir and Daspalla. The land required for this
section would be provided free of cost. The Union Government had already been
intimated about the decision of the Odisha government. It claimed that Khurda-
Bolangir railway was Odisha's biggest railway project and Odisha was first state in
the country to provide free land and part-finance any railway project.

I would like to draw attention towards this long pending Railway Project. It
would benefit large number of SC/St population who have not witnessed Railway
since independnece and also this section of Odisha is highly neglected. I would
like to draw the attention of the Hon. Minister that this is the only Railway line
linking to Western and Eastern Odisha. This project would promote the
economical and commercial values.

As this Railway is only Railway line of the whole country it goes via my
constituency Khandamal of Odisha and the Central Government is ignoring this
Railway Project since independence, the allocation ever granted is not at all
sufficient. How long it will take? When the State Government has already
sanctioned 50% of the money out of State Exchequer and the free land is already
allocated, I do not understand why it is delayed. I would like to request Hon.

Minister to take up this work on war footing.
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*SHRIMATI RITA TARAI (JAJPUR): The Railway Budget in general should
take into account the following factors in my constituency, Jaipur, Odisha. Most
of the Railway stations have not seen any progress in the last 7 decades. Basic
amenities are missing.

I would like to invite the kind attention of the Hon. Minister to the fact that
the priority agenda of the Government of India is to bridge the gap between India
and 'Bharat', Sabka Saath Sabka Vikas which is prime agenda of our Hon. Prime
Minister Shri Narendra Modiji, which stresses upon rural infrastructural
development and bridging the gap between villages and cities. The Indian
Railways, therefore, accords priority to improving and promoting strategic stations
that can enhance the access of countryside to towns facilitating business,
commerce, trade, tourism, communication and marketing thereby an all out
development.

I would like to draw attention towards the development of Railways in my
region/constituency i.e. District Jajpur, Odisha which has been neglected by
subsequent governments after the independence of India. The Railway line in my
area was laid during the British Raj and sadly each and every government formed
at the centre has turned a blind eye to the genuine demand of the region. The
stations of the area have almost remained at the same level where it was when
India attained independence in 1947 while the rest of the country has seen
tremendous infrastructural development in the Railways.

In this connection, the Haridaspur Railway station, an Old Railway station
established during the British days, can perform a vital role to serve the goal set by
the Nation besides contributing to revenue of Indian Railways. Haridaspur
railway station is situated mid way between Cuttack and J.K. Road approximately

45 kms distnace from each. It is 4 km from Chandikhol, 15km from the Buiddhist
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Heritage triangle that includes Lalitgiri, Udayagiri, Ratnagiri, Langudi. It is
located at the crossing-point of Daitari-Chandikhole (NH200) and Chandikhole-
Paradeep (NH-5A) and Chennai-Kolkata (NH-5).

For kind information of the Hon. Minister, the ongoing railway line from
Haridaspur to Paradeep port will be a significant advancement in the coming
couple of years, so it needs improvement of carrying capacity of the station.
Besides, the railway station is situated in an ideal location which can be used by
tourists to visit the Buddhist Heritage triangle that includes Lalitgiri, Udayagiri,
Ratnagiri, Langudi. It has tremendous potential to be developed as a connecting
point for the international touists who currently have no option but to use
Bhubaneswar/Cuttack as the connecting station. This upgradation will bring great
convenience to international tourists, help develop the local economy and promote
tourism. For this Haridaspur station platform upgradation, station upgradation is
necessary and all trains must halt at Haridaspur station. Rajdhani Express,
porusottam express, Nandankanan express, Neelanchal express, Dhauli express,
and all express trains etc.

Besides, the Railway stations in the Jajpur district i.e. Dhanamandal, Bairi,
Jenapur, Baitarani Road, Korai, Jakhapura and J.J.K.R. Road need urgent attention
and due care for their development. The J.J.K.R. Road station which is the a
gateway to Kalinga Nagar, the greatest steel hub of the world is falling short of
infrastructural facility. Being one of the most important station of the Jajpur
District and 3-4 surrounding districts some more trains like Bhubaneswar Rajdhani
Express 22824 via Tata should be halted at the station. So due attention should be
paid for this and up gradation of this station in particular.

Further, there is no Railway connectivity to Jajpur Town, the district
headquarters of Jajpur which was the historical capital of odisch and its world
famous shrine i.e. Biraja Temple. So, it is of utmost importance that preliminary
survey work in this regard may be initiated to connect Jajpur town with national

mainstream. The new railway line preliminary survey work may be initiated from
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Jajpur road to Dhamara port via Jajpur town. The district administration should
also submit their report regarding survey work to GM Railway East Cost.

It is pertinent to note that the Jajpur District provides huge revenue to the
railways from the freight of the mineral ores and finished steel products from its
steel plants but tragically Jajpur District has not been given its rightful dues by the
Railways and it continues to be neglected over the years since independence.
Over and above, the convenience of the passengers, the improvement of the
infrastructure will boost rural business and commerce that is inter-woven with the
number of tourists and passengers. Needless to say, this will bring income to the
Railways and therefore, it is not charity but a profitable investment.

In this connection, I would request the Hon. Minister to take needful action
for a technical study for extending rail connectivity to Dhaimara port which is
owned by Adani group via Jajpur town and take appropriate steps for sanctioning
funds to ensure improvement of the above mentioned Railway stations in

conformity to the set goals of government of India.
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SHRI M.K. RAGHAVAN (KOZHIKODE): Thank you, Sir, for giving me this
opportunity to participate in the discussion on the Railway Budget 2015-16.

While I wish to hail some initiatives announced towards strengthening the
national transport system, including the required cleanliness drive, I would say
that the Budget is not indicative of any survey for new tracks nor there is any
announcement of new trains.

The announcement for investment of Rs.8.5 lakh crore in the next five
years, which is expected to be raised from multiple sources, I am afraid is not a
feasible solution and will thus end this Budget in a fiasco. There is no detailed
explanation about the sources identified for creating such a huge fund by the
Railways. Similarly, there is no mention about the receipts and the expenditure in
his speech.

Hon. Deputy Speaker, Sir, we know that the major drawback with the
Railways is non-completion of projects in time resulting in escalation of cost.
This could be one of the major reasons for lack of FDI in the Railways.

The changes in the freight rates to rake in more money, which was not
announced during the Budget speech of the Minister, is a deliberate attempt to
misguide this august House and is expected to increase inflation further.

While the announcement for safety for women is welcome, more RPF
protection should be provided. The prevailing food safety is highly inadequate as
food adulteration is very high. There should be a system in place to check
adulteration.

The drive for cleanliness on trains is a necessity. Wherever possible, the
pantry operator should be given the responsibility of cleanliness so that there could
be more accountability.

Sir, I feel that the Budget is extremely disappointing for the State of Kerala,
a State which contributes Rs.3000 crore to the Railways kitty. Popularly known as

the God’s own country, Kerala gets no project, no train, no survey and no
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workable funds. The much needed Sabari-Guruvayur-Thirunnavaya and the
Tellicherry-Mysore line still remains a pipe dream.

Kerala has always been at the receiving end as far as development of
Railways is concerned. The hon. Minister has announced 77 projects covering
9,400 km. at a cost of Rs.96,182 crore giving a high percentage increase from last
year’s projects for doubling, electrification, etc. But the doubling of the
Ernakulam-Kayamkulam via Kottayam and the Enrnakulam-Kayamkulam via
Alleppy and its electrification and the completion of the doubling on the Calicult-
Mangalore section and its electrification have seen only token presence. The
Government should also consider including the Chennai-Mangalore line under the
fast track work for the third line announced.

Acceleration of Railways could be done through infrastructure development
which also includes production of coaches. The fate of the Kanjikode Rail Coach
Factory is a matter of grave concern. The reduction of Palakkad Division in size,
the proposed reduction of Trivandrum Division all indicate the neglect of Kerala.
The only remedy for Kerala’s development is creation of a new zone for Kerala.

The periodic overhauling of coaches is done at Chennai. The full
complement of bogies sent from Kerala is not returned resulting in shortage of
passenger bogies. Therefore, a PHO unit should be established at Shornur
Junction in the State.

Sir, I represent Calicut in this august House. Now, I wish to request for
some needs for my constituency. The Calicut railway station is more than 125
years old. It has been included for elevation as a world class station. Since the
last five years there is no progress on this project. I would request that the
elevation work should commence immediately.

Sir, with the heavy rush at Calicut railways station, West Hill railway
station, suburban station of Calicut should be included in the proposed satellite
railway terminals. Ferok is an important station in Calicut which is the gateway to

the Calicut International Airport, Calicut University, NIRDESH, a Defence project,
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Kadalundi Wildlife sanctuary and is frequented by a large number of passengers.
Therefore, there is a need to develop this station immediately.

With the closure of night traffic between Calicut and Bengaluru on NH-22
and NH-212 there is a heavy demand for the rail services. The Train No.16517,
Yashwantpur-Kannur Express train should be extended to Calicut.

A new passenger train has been introduced between Byndoor (Kollur-
Mookambika Temple) to Kasargode which has been further extended to
Kozhikode. This train would best suit if extended to Guruvayur Temple. This
will connect both these famous Hindu pilgrim centers which are frequented by the
people of the region.

Sir, with electrification completed up to Calicut, a Memu service between
Calicut-Coimbatore-Ernakulam should be introduced so that short distance
persons could be benefited.

Sir, over all this is not a Budget for the people but a jugglery and fudging of
numbers and selling a dream without a roadmap. Hence, I oppose this Budget.

With these words, I conclude.

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*SHRI PRASANNA KUMAR PATASANI (BHUBANESWAR): I have been
looking for the development of my state pertaining to railway sector since the
independence. One can verify the record and I can challenge, the central
Government is ignoring intentionally our state, Odisha. Hon. Chief Minister, Mr.
Naveen Pattanaik is drawing the attention and demanding the genuine allocation to
our state. The Central Government is ignoring and not paying proper attention to
the genuine demands. I do not understand why the central government is showing
this stepmotherly attitude. Odisha Government is paying highest revenues to the
Centre and getting less money during the budget session which is granted
regularly. 1 like to draw the attention that only one railway line i.e. Khurda-
Bolangir goes through KBK, Kandamal to Bolangir. It is the first railway linking
of the country which goes through adivasi, girijjan and anusuchit jati including
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes and Government is always propagating
the benefit of downtrodden and proliferate to get votes only. Nothing has been
done yet. This railway line linking from west to east to promote commercial and
economical condition would be strength for promotion. The State Government
has already allotted the respective lands where the railway line is linking and also I
am grateful to my Chief Minister as for my demand, he is kind enough in
sanctioning the money to expedite this project out of state of exchequer. Despite
that why this project is so delayed?

Again I would like to draw the attention of the Minister that two world
class stations to our state is already granted and Hon. Minister has also announced
those at Bhubaneswar, the capital of Odisha, and my constituency and second is at
Puri. This is the year of Nabokalebar. This is the only festival known to the world
and the congregation would be more than 50 lakhs. From the railway sector,
double line from Khurda to Puri, Bhubaneswar to Puri was not completed prior to

Ratha Yatra.

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As per my demands, the previous government had sanctioned flyover for
Satyanagar, Birosurendra Sahid Nagar, Pokhriput. But yet the work is not
completed. I am grateful to the Government, one flyover is completed i.e.
Punamagate and another under Khurda district of my village Balugaon only. As I
was highly demanding to start the work immediatelyon one over bridge at
Nirakarpur railway station under ISCO zone of Khurda division, I request to
develop the respective railway stations from Bhusundapur and Kujhuri for
expansion and safety of passengers which is highly delayed.

Some new trains plying from Delhi to Bhubaneswar, Delhi to direct train
to Puri which will reach within 24 hours and other passenger trains from
Bhubanesar to Sambalpur and Bolangir, from Bhubaneswar to Koraput and
Kenjohar should have been started immediately. Form Bhubaneswar to Paradeep
and from Bhubanesar to Gopalpur of South Odisha and Balasore, North Odisha i.e.
Dhamra both are linking to sea pads.

There are six districts where there are no railway lines. People from
childhood do not know, do not see the train. There are to be surveyed and the
work should be started immediately. As I have been demanding, one of the
assembly segments Jatni 1.e. Khurda Road, the Sitaram Chaka where the people
were agitating, some persons died, the railway wall collapsed and the passege was
ransacked in the heavy rainy season, people are unable to move. The Railway
Department knows the greatest devastation. Despite my genuine demand it is not
yet honoured.

Under Khurda Road i.e. Jatni junction, there is only one railway school. I
draw the attention of the Hon. Minister to sanction money to develop school and
start immediately one college for the study of railway employees' children. Also
my demand is to start one full fledged hospital at Bhubanesar, Khurda Road Jatni,
Mancheswar. The passengers sometimes set injured by accidents and should be

admitted at the railway hospital which goes under the periphery of railway
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department and again I request the Minister to allocate special fund to promote

east-coast zone.

Following major Challenges are faced by railway system:

Vast tracts of hinterland waiting for rail connectivity.

Railways expected to earn like a commercial enterprise but serve like a
welfare organization.

Railways carry Social Service Obligation of more than Rs.20,000 crore by
carrying services below cost. This is nearly 16.6% of GTR and is almost
half of Railways Plan Outlay under budgetary sources.

Surplus revenues declining, hardly any adequate resources for its
development works.

Tariff policy adopted lack rational approach; passengers fares kept lower
than costs, loss per passenger kilometer increased from 10 paise per km in
2000-01 to 23 paise in 2012-13.

Share of Railways in freight traffic coming down consistently.

Decade of Golden Dilemma-choosing between commercial and social

viability.

In this regard, following course Correction and Initiatives are suggested:

Works to be re-prioritized with more focus on doubling and tripling to
decongest the over utilized network.

Recent fare and tariff hike to mop up additional revenue of about Rs.8000
crore.

Alternate resource mobilization needs to be explored as enlisted

Leveraging Railway PSU resources by bringing in their investible surplus
funds in infrastructure projects of Railways.

Domestic investments and FDI in rail infrastrucutre

Pursuing Public Private Partnership.
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Follwing passenger amenities/services and Station Management-including

cleanliness and catering may be considered:

Provision of foot over bridges, escalators, lifts etc, at all major stations
including through PPP route.

Provision of sufficient water supply, platform shelters and toilets at railway
stations.

Battery operated cars for differently abled and senior citizens at platforms
of all major stations.

Provision of workstations in select trains on payment basis.

Expanding scope of online booking of train, coaches, berth and chair car.
Introduction of parking cum platform combo tickets.

E-booking of railway retiring rooms.

Introduction of ready-to-eat meals of reputed brand phased manner.

Measures for improving Safety and Security in Railway include:

Provision of Rs.1785 crore for road-over bridges and road-under bridges,
speedy clearances, online design standardization and decentralized
sanctioning powers.

Multi-pronged approach to foreliminating unmanned level crossings.
Advanced technology for rail-flaw detection-vehcle ultrasonic falw
detection system to detect rail and weld fractures and pilot trials on

Ultrasonic Broken Rail Detection System (UBRD) at two locations.

Following green initiatives may be taken:

Harnessing solar energy by utilizing roof top stations, railway buildings and
land including through PPP mode.

Use of bio-diesel upto 5% of total diesel fuel consumption.

Increasing bio-toilets in sufficient numbers in tins to mitigate the problem

of direct discharge of human waste on the tracks and platforms.
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As for Rail Tourism, following steps may be taken:

e Eco-Tourism and Education Tourism in Northeastern states.

e Special packaged trains on identified pilgrim circuits like Devi Circuit,
Jyotirling Circuit, Jain Circuit, Christian Circuit, Muslim/Sufi Circuit, Sikh
Circuit, Buddhist Circuit, famous temple Circuit etc.

e Tourist trains from Gadag to Puri via Bagalkot, Bijapur and Solapur
covering the pilgrim and tourist places of Karnataka and Maharahstra.

e Tourist train from Rameamn covering pilgrim and tourist places like
Bengaluru, Chennai, Ayodhya, Varanasi and Haridwar.

e Special train featuring life and work of Swami Vivekananda.

The pending Khurda-Bolangir Railway project in the state of Odisha has
been pending since twenty years. Our Chief Minsiter Shri Naveen Patnaik
announced to provide land free of cost and bear 50 per cent of project for laying
Khurda-Bolangir railway track, which was first announced two decades ago in
1994-95. The railway project, which would connect coastal Odisha with western
districts, had remained an important political issue with successive state
governments often accusing the Centre of neglecting the project.

Besides , the Chief Minister's office issuing a statement hoped the decision
of bearing 50 per cent of project cost would give much needed push to the project.
It said that state government had been drawing attention of the Centre for timely
complettition of the project, but low budgetary allocation in railway budget for the
project had slowed down the pace of execution. It needs to be mentioned that the
Union Railway Ministry had slashed Rs.2 crore from original budget grant for the
Khurda-Bolangir railway project during this financial years.

Of 289 km railway track, the distance between Khurda Road and Daspalla
is 112 km of which it is expected that work along 52 km would be completed in
2013-14. The project carries huge importance from the point of view of socio-

economic development. The process of development would get boost in Bolangir,
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Boudh, Nayagarh and Sonepur upon completion of the project. As per decision,
the state Government will bear 50 per cent of construction cost for laying railway
track along 177 km between Bolangir and Daspalla. The land required for
constitution would be provided free of cost. The Union Government had already
been intimated about the decision of the Odisha government.

It claimed that Khurda-Bolangir railway was Odisha's biggest railway
project and Odisha was first state in the country to provide free land and part-
finance any railway project. Ultimately, I request Hon. Minister of Railway to
expedite the metro work immediately from Cuttack to Bhubanesar to Khurda,
from Khurda to Jatni, from Jatni to Puri and Konarak to promote eco-tourism. The
mono train and metro work should be started immediately to avoid the traffic
congestion. The survey work is delayed. The MOU signed is already done from
Cuttack to Bhubanesar, but you can examine as [ was raising for the first time that
the mom train and metro must be plyed from Bhubanesar to Khurda, Khurda to
Konarak via Jatni and Puri. I do not know why Khurda Jatni is excluded.
Therefore, I request in the interest of passengers, Khurda to Bhubanesar should

have been included.
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*SHRI BADRUDDIN AJMAL (DHUBRI): First of all, I congratulate Hon.
Railway Minister for presenting his maiden Railway budget.

Hon. Members have already discussed the budget highlighting the negative
and positive points. I would focus only some points related to North East states
specially Assam.

We all know that Indian Railway is life line for the Indians. It is source of
transportation and trade activities that is important for economic upliftment. But
even after 67 years of Independence, the North East states of India are yet to be
connected with Railway network properly.

In every budget the promises are made but pity progress is seen towards
implementation of the schemes and projects, consequently it is still far the North
East region to come on railway network.

As I come from Assam, I can give many examples of such projects that
acrossed several deadlines for completion and over-costed several times against
their original estimate costs due to delay such as: (1).Bogibeele Bridge; (2).
Lumding-Silchar Broad Gauge Conversion; (3). Rangiya-Mukongselek Broad
Gauge Conversio; (4). Dhudhinhoi-Mendnipathar new line; (5). Board Guage
railway line from New Moinaguri to Jogighopa (Abhyapuri); and (6). Conversion
of broad gauge line from Silchar to Karimgan;.

Before the presentation of the budget, we were expecting that something
good for the Northeast would be announced for faster rail connectivity. But we
are disappointed that nothing new was announced for North East including Assam
and not any specific plan or time frame to complete the projects in Assam and
other parts of the Northeast which are running overtime and the cost is escalating
fast. I request Hon. Minister to expedite the work for completion of these projects.

I also would like to draw kind attention of the Government towards the fact

that my constituency Dhubri has been vibrant centre of commerce and trade.

* speech was laid on the Table.
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There has been railway connectivity, functional airport and active see port etc, but
after 1965 the area became isolated and thousands of people were rendered jobless.

Despite being one of the oldest railways stations of the country, Dhubri
railway station is today only a traditional station where only 4-5 trains are running.
Many railway lines are closed. These all things badly affect economy of the
district. I would request Hon. Minister to re-open the railway lines that have been
closed and no-functional for years and upgrade Dhubri station as model station to
develop trade between India and Bangladesh, Mayanmar, Bhutan, etc.

I would like to state the fact that a large number of people from Assam are
living in metro cities like Delhi, Mumbai and Kolkata to earn their livelihood. The
transportation source for them is trains but short number of trains always creates
problems for them especially during festival times. For example, there are only 9
trains from Delhi to Guwahati, of them only four trains are daily running and rest
of them are weekly. There are only four trains from Mumbai to Guwahati and all
of them are weekly. Similarly, there are 13 trains from Kolkata to Guwahati, of
them only three trains are daily-running and rest of them are weekly..

I would like to request Hon. Minister to introduce some more new trains for
people of North States from these metro cities.

At last I request you to kindly pay special attention for following demands: (1).
Introduction of new train between Dhubri to Guwahati including intercity and
janshatabdi expresses; (2). Introduction of new train from Jogikhopa to
Mahendraganj via Mancachar; (3). Initiative for Railway connectivity between
Silchar and Manipur; (4). Introduction of more new express trains including
inter-city chair car train between Bapeta and Guwahati to connect the district with
its capital; (5). Development of Hojai station as model station; (6). Connection of
DJG Road with G.B. Road on Railway track line; (7). Introduction of new train
from Jogigopha to Mahendraganj via Mancahar; and (8). Construction of upper
and under Bridges at the crossings in Goalpara, Dhburi, and Barpeta to avoid

accident.
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*SHRI S.P. MUDDAHANUME GOWDA(TUMKUR): Plain reading of the
Budget presented by the Hon. Railway Minister goes to show about the theoretical
plan of the Railways in India instead of practical solution to Indian Railways. Lot
of ideas are proposed in the Budget without there being any concrete remedy for
the solution of the problems being faced by the countrymen in the Indian Railways.

Hon. Railway Minister has not announced any new railway projects or
trains in spite of increasing demand by the general public. Every year, there will
be heavy rush in usage of trains. Enhancement of rail facilities is the need of the
hour. But the Hon. Railway Minister, instead of attending the growing need of the
users of rails, has given much importance regarding the various reformative
theories which will not help the people in the country who are using trains.

Hon. Railway Minister has not announced any new railway lines in the
Budget which enables the Indian Railways to speed up the facilities to the
passengers of the Indian Railways. There is growing need in the various parts of
the country for railway facilities by establishing new railway lines which the Hon.
Railway Minister should have done. This is one of the serious lapses in the
Railway Budget presented for this year.

I congratulate the Hon. Railway Minister, Shri Suresh Prabhuji for having
announced doubling of Tumkur-Arasikere railway line in Karnataka which is 96
km. in length. But, unfortunately, very meager amount of Rs.22 crores is
earmarked for this in the year 2015-16. If you take the total distance of 96 kms of
doubling work and the probable amount to be spent for this year is insufficient.
This is a very important railway line. Lot of trains are running between and it
connects very impportant places in Karnataka. Hence, I urge upon the Hon.
Railway Minister to provide more funds in the future to enable this doubling work
to be completed as early as possible and thereby easing out the pressure of running

of trains in between.

* Speech was laid on the Table.
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The Hon. Railway Minister has also continued the new railway lines
proposed between Tumkur-Davangere via Chitradurga and Tumkur-Rayadurga in
Karnataka.  The amount earmarked for these new railway lines is also
considerably less. By this amount, it is very difficult to complete these new
railways lines within the time-limit. Hence I urge upon the Hon. Railway Minister
to provide more funds to enable completion of these new railway lines since these
lines are connecting very important places in Karnataka which are very backward
and needs rail facility for improvement of economic conditions of the people.

The amount given for ROBs and RUBs in my Tumkur Parliamentary
Constituency which are to be taken up between Tumkur and Arasikere is also not
sufficient. Still there are many over-bridges and under-passes to be taken up in
this line. I request the Hon. Railway Minister to consider these ROBs and RUBs

also.
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*SHRI ARKA KESHARI DEO (KALAHANDI): Railway Budget looks nice
when one go through it. But there is an apprehension that achieving target of
completing the unfinished railway tracks, modernization of Indian railway, more
important is the safety measures, and the dedicated freight corridors would not be
easy. For this Indian Railway requires huge amount of funds. Then the question
arises where the fund will come from? An amount of Rs.5,00,000 crores (five
lakh crores) is required for completing the ongoing projects.

My parliamentary constituency Kalahandi, is located in western pocket of
the State of Odisha which is comparatively lagging behind in railway
infrastructure.

I request to include the following railway projects of my district in this
railway budget: (a) Construction of level crossing no. RV-172 at km. 215/2
between Titlagarh-Kesinga; (b) Wagon Maintenance Workshop at Narla; (c)
Extension of railway line from Junagarh to Ampani; (d) Extension of railway line
from Kantabanji to Khariar Road; (¢) Computerized ticket coutner at Junagarh and
Narla Road; and (f) I request Hon. Railway Minister to include Junagarh and Narla
Road Railway Station as Aadarsha Railway Station.

More funds are required for the expansion of railway infrastrucutre in the
naxal affected area. My constituency comes under naxal belt.

Passengers safety is the prime importance of the railway. The frequent rail
accidents not only kill innocent lives but also create insecurity in the minds of
railway passengers. To avoid such railway accidents the satellite based
technology may be adopted to prevent collission in unmanned railway stations.

I request that one semi-high speed train may be introduced in Delhi to
Vishakapatnam via Kesinga route.

A PPP model may be developed to harness the solar energy by utilizing the

roof-top of railway buildings and stations which is more clean and cheap.

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Indian Railways has already entered the Billion Club in freight loading.
The 12th plan projection of freight loading in the terminal is around 1405 million
tonnes.

I am very thankful to Railway Minister for not increasing the railway fare
for the passengers in the Railway Budget 2015-16

Lastly, I appreciate the Railway Minister's bold step be revive Indian
Railway and in this direction Hon. Minister has already taken initiative the work to

make Indian Railway a profit making enterprize.
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* Speech was laid on the Table.
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SHRI P.C. MOHAN (BANGALORE CENTRAL): Sir, thank you very much for
giving me an opportunity to speak a few words in this august House. I have been
given only a few minutes to speak. So, I will speak only on two issues, that is
about urban trains and upgradation of railway stations in Bengaluru city.

Bengaluru city has a population of more than one crore people. More than
15 lakh vehicles are there. On top of that, more than 4,000 to 5,000 new vehicles
are getting registered. Because of this the traffic has become the biggest problem
in Bengaluru city. So, I request the Minister of Railways to consider the long-
pending Bengaluru suburban rail project.

People who come to Bengaluru regularly from nearby areas such as
Chikballapur, Tumkur, Doddaballapur, Hosur, Bangarapet, etc., come for jobs
because youngsters are not able to get jobs in their own areas, which are rural ones.
So, they come to urban areas. For them the closest city is Bengaluru. They come to
Bengaluru either for work or for education or for medical treatment. For them this
urban train will be a convenient one. The implementation of suburban rail project
will be a big boon to the city, and the nearby areas will be connected through the
rail network which in turn will reduce the pressure on road traffic.

I would like to bring to your notice that Karnataka is the pioneer State in
sharing 50 per cent of the cost of railway projects in the State. Bengaluru is
contributing more than 30 per cent of IT exports and is earning a huge foreign
exchange to this country. So, I feel Bengaluru deserves a special treatment for
creating infrastructure for the city. Hence, I would request the hon. Minister to
take up the suburban railway project immediately in the interest of the general
public which will benefit lakhs of commuters. It will ease the pressure on
Bengaluru Central District.

Next, Bengaluru has got two major railway stations — one, the Bengaluru
City Railway Station and the other one is Yashwantpur Railway Station.
Bengaluru City Railway Station caters to almost 1.8 lakh commuters who use it

and the Yashwantpur Railway Station caters to about 80,000 passengers who use it
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every day. A lot of facilities are to be given. For the last five years, I have been
listening to every Railway Minister who is telling that the station would be
upgraded to international standards. For the last five years, nothing has been done.
So, I would request the hon. Minister to take up total renovation of the stations and
upgrade the stations to the international standards because Bengaluru is not only
recognised in the country but also it has been recognised throughout the world
which I would like to emphasize.

Further, I would request the hon. Minister to take up the Byappanahalli
Railway Station. This is very much closer to Bengaluru East. A lot of people who
are staying in East Bengaluru, i.e. in White Field, Mahedevpura, CV Raman Nagar
have to come to the city railway station to take the train. If a full-fledged
Byappanahalli railway station is created, then, about one lakh people who come
from that side can board there only. So, I reiterate that a full-fledged
Byappanahalli Station has to come up. By making this a full-fledged station,
definitely people going to Dharmavaram Section, Bangarpet Section, Salem
Junction will board the trains at Byappanahalli.

15.11 hrs (Shri Ramen Deka in the Chair)

Before concluding, I would like to thank the hon. Railway Minister for
taking my name in the Budget for giving Rs.1 crore from MPLADS for building
the railway station in Whitefield. After this, a lot of corporates also have come
forward to contribute from their CSR fund for the development of railways.

Finally, I would like to tell you that if the RoB and RuB which are pending
in Bengaluru and around its areas are completed faster, traffic density will also
ease. The New Benny Mill Land, which has been acquired for the Bengaluru City
Railway Station, should also be taken up immediately by the Railways where the
workshop can be shifted and more trains can be accommodated. That is what I

would like to say. Thank you very much.
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DR. TAPAS MANDAL (RANAGHAT): I am thankful to you, Sabhapati ji and to
my leader Ms. Mamata Banerjee to allow me to say a few words on the Railway
Budget, 2015-16. That is unique in propagating discomforts to the people of West
Bengal.

First of all, I would thank you, Shri Prabhu ji, to make it clear that West
Bengal is not in the priority area of the NDA Government though your
Government is focusing much on improvement of the eastern part of the country
as evidenced many a time in the House and outside the House also. By presenting
this holy Budget, at least you proved that either your leader is committing some
mistakes or you are doing so. It is my privilege to hope that you may be wrong.
Why I am saying this is because there is no specific Budget allocation for the
railway projects in West Bengal. Projects of Rs.100 crore are stuck up in West
Bengal, the allocation is very limited. Some time back, Shri Ramesh Bidhuri from
that side made a very adverse comment on Ms. Mamata Banerjee who announced
some viable projects in her tenure.It was not completed and not continued due to
the budgetary provisions which were laid by the subsequent Governments. I
would like the hon. Minister to remember that Kumari Mamata Banerjee is the
most popular Railway Minister in the independent India.

Then, there is no mention of metro railway projects in the Annexure of the
Railway Budget 2015. Please take the proposals from the eastern part of the
country for execution and for your kind consideration. My problem is my
constituency people, and the people of West Bengal who have lots of complaints
and grievances. | hope that this may be your problem because you are also an
elected Member. Please look into the matter as the Prime Minister of the country
is supposed to look at the "East’.

Last year, when the Finance Minister presented his General Budget, he
declared to set up an AIIMS in Kalyani in Nadia district of West Bengal. Kalyani
is an upcoming smart city. May you shed your kripa on Kolkata to Kalyani metro

via Barrackpore proposed route?
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When our leaders were Railway Ministers, they sanctioned some amount
for surveying the possibility of those proposed lines. I think, it would be a vital
proposal for implementation. The number of local EMU trains running in Sealdah
and Howrah section is not sufficient. Frequency of local trains needs to be
increased at least during peak office hours; millions of passengers are travelling in
these sections each and every day. The number of compartments of local .trains
needs to be increased from nine to 12 for accommodating ever increasing number
of passengers.

Cleanliness is one of the important aspects that needs to be maintained and
followed in the railway system. Suburban railway stations of almost all States,
including West Bengal, are being neglected for many years. I want to draw your
kind attention to clean the suburban railway stations, the toilets, the bathrooms,
which are right now in a very bad condition. You should look into the matter.

My constituency, Ranaghat, a historical city, is divided by the railway
stations and railway lines. An Under Pass needs to be constructed in this area.
Initial work has already been done in this regard. The remaining part must be
completed to ease the process of peoples’ movement from one part to the other
part. There are lots of unmanned level crossings in my constituency. One of the
unmanned level crossings is between Ranaghat and Coupers Camp Halt, a highly
populated area. This should be looked into.

Another important point I want to mention here is that a lot of poor people
live along side railway stations, railway lines. They are from very poor
background and they are coming from Bangladesh as refugees. Please look into

their problem of rehabilitation. With these words, I conclude.
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*SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): Today Indian Railways is
faced with the challenge of sustaining traffic volume in an environment of
moderate growth. The key focus areas include creation of capacity, modernization
of network, improvement in asset utilisation and productivity, modernization and
improvement in the quality of services. In the railway Budget for 2015-16,
Railway Minister has increased the size of the plan outlay for railways
substantially to all-time high of Rs.1 trillion. This is 52 per cent higher than the
Revised Estimate for plan outlay of 2014-15. Of the proposed plan outlay, the
Railway Ministry expects to receive a gross budgetary support of Rs.400 billion.
You have projected to borrow Rs.176.55 billion from the market, as extra
budgetary resources and raise Rs.57.81 billion via the PPP route. Railways
expects to contribute Rs.177.93 billion from internal resources, one can say that is,
profits and is to receive Rs.1.65 billion as Railway's share of diesel cell from the
Central Road Fund.

The Minister also proposed a new financing approach to expand extra
budgetary resources. This EBR, presently named EBR, Institutional Finance
would be based on institutional investments in railway projects through Railway
and PSUs. The Minister expects to raise Rs.171.36 billion via this route.

Total revenue is expected to increase by 15% to Rs.1,88,557 crore over
2014-15 revised estimate. Total expenditure is projected to increase by 11% to
Rs.1,63,480 crore over 2014-15 revised estimate. The railways surplus after
dividends, is expected to increase by 96% to Rs.14,266 crore and operating ratio is
projected to decrease by 3.3 percentage points to 88.5% in 2015-16.

The Ministry has proposed an investment of Rs.8.5 lakh crore over the next
five years. The strategy is by increasing investment in Railways he wants to
improve capacity, decongest the network, and in turn, improve efficiency of the

system.

As a part of its medium term strategy, a White Paper on Indian Railways
has been released. This Paper highlights some of the challenges faced by the
organization. The Economic Survey 2014-15 also made some observations and
recommendations on public investment in Railways. In the past, several
committees have looked at the issues surrounding Indian Railways and have come
up with recommendations. = The National Transport Development Policy
Committee Report of 2014 which was chaired by Rakesh Mohan has looked at
restructuring the entire railway sector. The High Level Safety Review Committee
chaired by Dr. Anil Kakodkar Committee has looked at the aspect of safety in
Indian Railways and made certain recommendations.

Key issues relates to Plan Outlay and investment in Railways; Network
decongestion and expansion, safety, passenger amenities, station redevelopment
and logistics parks. In this budget, some aspects have been addressed in great
length. Therefore, we do not get a laundry list of new trains to be started. No
announcement of new lines to be laid with ambitious targets. No pet projects to be
set up in core constituencies of the ruling party. I can say, Railway Minister,
Suresh Prabhu's maiden budget is not a typical politician's budget. It shows the
deft touches of a professional.

The budget speech reads more like a vision statement than a report on the
Railway's financial and operational performance. The only connection with past
budget is the decision to not increase passenger fares but tinker with freight rates.
How he is going to find resources, financial and technical to achieve targets is yet
to be spelt out. For example, the Rs.8.56 crore investment plan for the next five
years sounds impressive no doubt but how is the Railways going to find such a
mammoth sum? With operating expenses consuming nine out of every 10 paise
earned by the Railways, there is not enough surplus to plough back into
investments. This is where the Railways needs to think out of the box. The
Minister has acknowledged the problem and has listed out several options to raise

finances.
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Railway Ministry's ambitious agenda comes through in his plan for the
coming fiscal. For instance, electrification of 660 route km. in 2015-16 compared
to 462 km. sanctioned in 2014-15 and for that matter, the plan to spend Rs.96, 182
crore is doubling/tripling/quadrupling and electrifying 9400 km. of tracks, sound
impressive- but execution will be the key. We have seen such ambitious plans in
the past falter at the execution stage. The projected improvement in operating
ratio, a measure of efficiency, from 91.8 per cent this year to 88.5 per cent in the
coming one sounds impressive, but the fine print on expenditure needs to be
watched because this ratio is easy to massage.

Having five year's horizon itself is a good commercial beginning. The
Railways must play a pivotal role as globalizing India's transport backbone. The
larger the share of cargo moved by rail, the lower the cost of transport and the
more competitive Indian business. There is little to fault in Mr. Prabhu's larger
vision for the Railways, but funding the plan will be a challenge. While the more,
to create special purpose vehicle to raise long-term fund is sensible. Odisha has
given proposal for this SPV which is a larger part of cooperative federalism. A lot
will pinch on the ability to float-bonds and conclude public-private partnership
deals.

Now, I must say some negative aspects of this budget. The hike in freight
rates in the Railway Budget will impact companies in the Steel and reality sectors,
while cement, power and urea producers may not be affected. Property developers
are likely to feel the pinch of higher freight rates. For one, end users of coal such
as steel and cement manufacturers may pass on the hikes. Also higher cement
freight rates will further push up cement prices, which are already trending up.
Prices of food grain, pulses, cement, coal and steel are likely to go up following
the proposal to hike rail freight by up to 10 per cent for various commodities.

Coming to my State issue, I would insist that Odisha needs adequate
funding to expand its rail network. Government of Odisha has communicated to

Ministry of Railways for extending financial contribution for construction and
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land acquisition for Khurda Road-Bolangir Project (50% cost and all land free
between Daspalla-Bolangir 112-289 KM); Jeypore-Nabarangpur Project (50%
cost and all land free); and Jeypore-Malkangiri Project (25% construction cost);

Subsequently, in a meeting between Hon. Chief Minister and Hon. Railway
Minister on 8th December, 2014 it was proposed to have a Special Purpose
Vehicle (SPV) for the entire State for all future works with equity participation
from Union Ministry of Railways and Government of Odisha. Odisha government
has communicated its consent for formation of such SPV vide Hon. Chief Minister
DO letter dated 2nd February, 2015 and Chief Secretary DO Letter to Chairman,
Railway Board dated 8th January, 2015.

The broad modalities suggested for the SPV by Odisha Government are:
l. It may be joint Venture Company with 51% share from Government of
Odisha and 49% share from Ministry of Railways.
2. The SPV will conduct techno-economic survey to assess the requirement of
railway infrastrucutre for unconnected backward areas, requirement of industries,
ports, mining areas etc.
3. based on such master plan, different SPV/JV may be formed for the railway
lines, and other state holders from amongst interested industries, ports, business
houses, infrastrucutre companies can be roped into those SPVs.
4. The SPV may acquire land required for Railway projects in advance and
some Railway projects can be implemented on the PPP mode as per guidelines of
GOI as well as the State Government.
5. The SPV may execute the project by selecting suitable agencies.
6. On completion of the projects, railways would operate these services, fix
tariff, collect all revenues and maintain the assets.
7. Railways will pass on the surplus to the SPV after deducting the chargeable.
8. The SPV can also explore the possibility of taking up additional works like
development of port infrastructure and its connectivity with approval of

Government.
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0. With formation of SPV for railway infrastructure in Odisha, State
Government's contribution towards construction cost and cost of land in Khurda
Road-Bolangir Railway Project shall be treated as equity in the newly formed SPV.

I would urge upon the Minister to take up these projects on urgent basis.
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*SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY: I would like to add a few lines to the
ongoing discussion on Railway Budget. Although I wasn't too optimistic given the
reality in terms of availability of resources and the tall talk made in last year's
Budget which has yet to take off. I must confess that the UPA regime was
practical enough in understanding the reality, i.e. non-availability of fund, lack of
corporate support, the existing cost of burden of loans but even the then Hon.
Minister had such level of confidence, faith on the strength of the people of India
itself and the employees of the IR in particular and therefore had envisaged to
undertake large scale projects of new lines, doubling, tripling etc. With our ability
and capacity of to dream big for the people of India we have been able to develop
an integrated railway network over the years.

The Budget which was presented by the Hon. Railway Minister has been
termed as uninspiring but it is partly correct. This budget is hugely inspiring for
the big Corporate Houses, foreign companies and some Investment Bankers. To
be very frank, the intent of involving private players in the way, it has been
projected, promotes more and more loan with no promise to repay the funds as the
IR has no magic stick to generate funds since this budget never promises any new
addition regarding extra services so that Indian Railway can reduce its loss. It is
true we need corporate help, foreign technology and investment but even I have
doubt whether this Budget will satisfy the need of the corporates since more
promises made last year remain unfulfilled. An example of this would be the
Train Protection Warning System. Inspite of including the same in the pink book
last year, this project an integral part of the Safety Net is yet to take off.

Similarly, TCAS proposals which were an integral part of the Safety
scenario have not shown any progress. Added to this is the introduction of the

ACD (Anti Collision Device) which the Hon. Minister has propagated in a big
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way. [ only hope that the ACD which suffers from some inherent defects and the
TCAS and TPWS will be implemented in all its intent so as to safeguard the lives
of millions of passengers. Nobody generally pays on lame horse, and I am sure
the Government is aware of this in the context of the ability of the Railways to
repay and forge attractive PPP models. Regarding other measures for Safety and
Security, I must add this budget refers to nothing except a few automatic level
crossings and construction of ROBs and RUBs. I am not implying that automatic
level crossing is a bad proposition. Even during the UPA regime, we planned and
implemented some but due to fund scarcity it was made available only to a few
cases, provisions are inadequate and these projects may take years to complete.
Thus, what is being shown to the discerning passenger and citizen is clearly
misleading. This budget, thus, shows inadequate concern for passenger's safety
and security.

I must add here that if we look back, not much, just two years back in Rail
Budget 2013 there was an extensive report on the payment of prior debts of the IR
and I am proud that the then Hon. Minister declared that IR is able to pay its due
from its own earnings. That was made possible because the then Railway Ministry
took some initiatives to rejuvenate the total infrastructure development, it
encouraged Railway based industries; it promoted safety and security with utmost
care. With that it encouraged the passengers of all kind ( such as women, Senior
Citizen, children, disabled including blind) to have a comfortable journey. The
then Ministry took chance to create new routes, new trains with improved
frequencies. Beside these, the then ministry took all initiatives to add new stations,
platforms, passengers friendly facilities, women RPF for women passengers ,
imrpoved catering, etc. An instance worth pointing out is the fact that Railways
intends to install CCTV cameras, which is a welcome step, but unless we have
manned trains, this will have no impact. This aspect does not figure in the Railway

Minister's speech.
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My question is how long we will take the plea of bad condition of Indian
Railways? How long we will celebrate our disadvantages? On his Rail Budget,
speech the Hon. Minister repated the words 'Past Few Decades Railways facilities
have not improved, chronic underinvestment' 'reduced efficiency', 'safety is
challenged', 'fewer financial resources', as if all miseries took place only in the past
few decades. UPA had a mission to respect its employees emotions. It never
blamed its own manpower that are the strength of IR from the very beginning.
Another major point which should not be lost sight off is the Operating ratio which
the Hon. Railway Minister has promised to bring down to the lowest in decades.
This is no major achievement for the Government since the same has been aided
by attractive fuel prices prevailing in the global market. In fact, I would have been
happier to see the same Operating Ratio being maintained with higher allocation
and intent on completing ROBs/RUBs which have only been given token
provisions and in effect are mere eyewash.

The Ministry would do a great service to the country if only new routes are
brought under electrification since this is not only cheaper than diesel but at the
same time safer and better for the environment. I was only eager to see some
dense routes being converted to electrified sections. The intent of the Railway to
opt for electrification has been somewhat lackadaisical, Katwa Farakka line's
electrification in the District of Murshidabad, West Bengal for speedy completion
of the work.

I would now like to draw the attention of the Minster to a long pending
railway bridge, i.e. Nasirpur-Azimganj, in my Parliamentary constituency whcih
remains incomplete although, I had made sufficient efforts to resolve the pending
issues. Opening up this railway bridge for traffic would result in an additional
route for connecting border districts of India alongwith the Bangladesh border
which is critical on many fronts. Besides, this would entail shorter connectivity
by approx 42 kms resulting in fuel and time saving. The pending acquisition

proposals should be speeded up and remaining work completed. I would also
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point out that sanctioned ROB and RUB projects in my constituency need to be
given attention considering that it is one of the most backward districts in the
country. If need be, the State Government should be forced to resolve land
acquisition, GAD problems so that the common man can avail the benefits.

Further, I would like to ask myself whether this budget is truly inspirational.
The Hon. Minister started his speech with inspirational objectives, he continued
saying "He challenged us when he said that the age of poverty alleviation was over
and that the era of poverty elimination had begun." My point is how far the
poverty elimination will be possible with this hollow Rail Budget. Employment
generation, training is good for work culture but if a Ministry has no vision for
future prospects or it may have only baseless pile of ideas then how it will
eliminate poverty from the core? I am sorry to say, the Minister has pinned his
hopes on crores of external resources which apparently are still to concertize. 1 am
aware of some PPP initiatives and funding which the Ministry of Railways has
endeavoured to push in the very recent times but have faced a firm no from the
industry. Without a definite strategy it would be preposterous and dangerous to
plan projects. I am only cautioning the Minister of the ambitious targets set,
which do not match the realities. The Budget suffers from basic defects like
Catering Policy, Bed Linen Policy which are close to the passengers heart and for
which there is no clarity. We have already seen a sharp detioraration in the quality
of food and linen served on train. Mere introduction of big names which would
necessarily imply higher cost will not serve the purpose since a majority of
passengers may not be able to afford them. The Budget speech is devoid of basic
intent to serve the public. I must further add here, that providing help to the self
help groups is good for motivation but no existing Railway industries got
prominence in the Budget.

In a nutshell, there is no vision as to how the Hon. Minister is going to
achieve the goals and to be very frank, there is no goal as such except as few

dreams. The Minister has only defined proposals contained in this Budget which
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envisage an investment of Rs.8.5 lakh crore." The size of the Plan Budget for
2015-16 fiscal has been raised by 52 per cent to Rs.1,00,011 crore ( as against Rs.
65,798 crore in 2014-15) with the Central Government contributing 41.6 per cent
of the total Plan Budget and internal generation taking care of 17.8 per cent. For
the rest, the plan is to generate funds from other sources including market
borrowing, for which a special cell is to be set up.

If the Ministry depends much on external financial help, its own intent to
earn money be improving services and efficient utilization of resources will reduce,
and it is unlikely to meet its target, if at all it has some target. The current Rail
Budget is all about future but its finance presently suffers from almost 40 per cent
shortfall. How far the gap is going to be met is the million dollar questions.

The Bullet train still eludes us. Even though the Railway Minister would
like to claim credit for the much touted Mumbai-Ahmedabad corridor, I would
like to remind that the same was conceived and implementation started during the
UPA regime. I would like to further ask why only Ahmedabad and Mumbai gets
prominence in this Rail Budget and no other city is being considered for the
connectivity, at least during the current tenure. Also why Jangal Mahal (In West
Bengal) would not get the benefit of National Importance as the most remote zone
in India, especially when it is the marked RED CORRIDOR ZONE declared by
the Central Government and this ministry already made promises to start new
projects on tribal areas in this budget. The Hon. Minister Should have at least
announced new projects for such backward areas which are in dire need of being
integrated with the hinterland.

As requested by Hon. Railway Minister to contribute MPLADs fund to
Indian Railway, I would rather suggest that MPs may please be allowed to
maintain and upkeep Railway Stations falling within their constituency, that will

have more affinity and passion of the concerned MPs to contribute generously.
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Indian Railway constructed and maintains only metro project that is in
Kolkata. It has shown signs of ageing, regular technical flaws and disruptions of
services. It needs special Attention.

East West metro projects in Kolkata are not only the emotion of local
people, but a great connectivity that will change the entire scenario of the people
residing around it. The project needs to be expedited.

Ground level RPF are not nourished properly, their problems are not take
into cognizance, and they are extremely fatigued, result of it is hampering the
safety and security of Indian Railway itself. They are deserved to be properly
taken care of.

I have great regards for the Hon. Minister and am sure he would take a note
of the points and take positive steps to fulfill the aspirations of people of West
Bengal.
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‘DR. THOKCHOM MEINYA (INNER MANIPUR): At the very outset, I
would like to place on record my heartfelt congratulations to the Hon. Minister for
his maiden Railway Budget, 2015-16. However, in simple language, I would say
that this is an ordinary routine work. It is really an un-balanced budget. I do stand
here to oppose the budget.

Coming to the main discussion, I would very respectfully say that this
budget is non-inclusive both in content and in quality. In terms of passenger
safety, the Railway Minister has failed to provide anything concrete. Anyway, I do
not blame him for this. He cannot possiblly do anything with his both hands tied.
This Government is a perfect example of single window system with the boss
keeping the key of the window.

Passenger fares and freight charges having been increased before the
presentation of last year's Railway budget, Hon. Railway Minister had rather an
easy task to do for the moment. There could be no increase in the Passenger fares
this year also.

I shall now come directly to region specific. The railway Minister has not
shown the real picture of the Jiribam-Imphal (97.9 km) National Railway project
of Manipur. I come from the state, Manipur. Manipur along with other states of
the Northeast and the state of J&K are categorized as Special Category States of
the country. Manipur is one such state where no train has ever run. There are still
some elders in the state who have seen a train wagon forget about traveling in it.

In 2004, for the first time, the UPA- I Government sanctioned the Jiribam-
Tupul (Imphal) Railway National Project. The foundation stone was laid at
Jriighat by the then Hon. Prime Minister in 2004 in presence of the then Union
Railway Minister. This project was initially targeted to be completed by 2010,
extended to 2012 then to 2014 and now to 2016. Very unfortunate, is not it? What

a pity. It is now left to be further delayed and targeted to be completed by 2019.
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The reason for this delay is attributed to the adverse law and order situation in
these areas. We are very sorry to learn that the Ministry has not taken up the
matter with the concerned authorities for providing necessary security coverage
for these projects.

Where has gone the initiation of the proposal for creation of North-East
Region Rail Development Fund for ensuring necessary funds for timely
completion of National projects in the region. The Diesel Locomotive Centre at
Imphal proposed by the then Railway Minister in her Railway Budget speech
2011-12 is yet to see the light of the day.

Lastly, I would like to seek the indulgence of the Hon. Members present
and that of this august House to tell you the fact that the North East region is a
mini India in its true sense of the term. Many different small ethnic groups settle
together. The people in this region practice all forms of religions-Hinduism,
Christianity, Islam, Buddhism, Jainism and of course the time tested indigenous
religious. The looks of these people are more akin to those in the East, Far-East
and South-East Asia and are allegedly having some genuine difficulties to be
identified along with their brethern in the mainland India.

This being the actual position, the initiatives from the Ministry like the
Union Railway Ministry in the right direction towards achieving the inclusive
growth as has been desired in this great country have become imminent, which is
very much lacking in the present Railway Budget.

It is not encouraging to note that steps taken up the previous Railway
Minister in order to contribute to the national skill development programme of the
Union Government, the Railway Ministry by starting to impart skills to the youth
in railway related traders in 25 locations across the country including Agartala,
Dimapur, Imphal and Lumding from the Northeast were not mentioned anywhere
in the present budget. We are very sorry about it.

I therefore oppose the Railway Budget, 2015-16.
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*SHRI B.N. CHANDRAPPA ( CHITRADURGA): The rail budget for 2015-16
has proposed a Plan out lay of Rs.1,00,011 crore. It is over one and a half times
the outlay of Rs.65,798 crore in the revised estimates for the year 2014-15.

I would like to point out that the Railway Minister has not hiked passenger
fares. It sounds good. But what people were hoping for was fares to be lowered
because of the decline in diesel price in the global MARKET. I had expected that
the hon. Minister would pass on the benefits to passengers. But it is not done in
the budget. This move of the Railway Minister disappointed people of the country.
I would like to quote that the State Government of Karnataka took a decision to
cut bus fares in the state soon after the crude oil prices started falling down to pass
its benefit to the common people of my state. But hon. Prime Minister, Hon.
Finance Minister, and now the Hon. Minister for Railways have not shown any
concern to reduce fares but increase excise duties and now there is no cut in
railway ticket fares. This is a clear indication that the NDA Government is not for
the poor people. Central Government do not want to take any pro-people measures.
On the other hand, Railway Minister has increased the freight charges which lead
to rise in the price of essential commodities, vegetables, fruits and chemicals,
fertilizers, etc.

I would like to request the Hon. Railway Minister to increase the allocation
for the railway project of my Lok Sabha constituency - Hosadurga Road-Chikjajur
Junction Railway doubling project. This is the last stage of the Arsikere-Chikjajur
doubling scheme. The detailed estimate for doubling Hosadurga Road-Chikjajur
section of 29.65 km was sanctioned in July 2013. The cost was pegged at
Rs.203.40 crore. The doubling work is expected to be completed in two-and-half
years.

With the completion of the Hosadurga Road Chikjajur doubling work,

Arsikere-Chikjajur route will become an important route aa it provides

* Speech was laid on the Table.
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connectivity between mining areas in the hinterland and Mangalore Port. It will
also facilitate the movement of petroleum products from Hassan to north
Karnataka and central India. Therefore, I would urge upon the Railway Minister
to increase the allocation for this railway line and give adequate compensation to
farmers as the huge fertile lands were acquired for the project.

I would also request the Railway Minister to take steps to construct new
station buildings at Hosadurga, Chikjajur, Ramgiri and Halalkere stations where
all basis amenities should be made available to passengers.

Besides this, kindly ensuere that all unmanned Level Crossings be removed
to enhance safety of road and rail users and improve the safety in train passengers.

With regard to Tumkuru-Davanagere railway line, the 199.7 km railway
line, was anounced in the 2011-12 Railway Budget and sanctioned by the Railway
Board in October 2013. The cost of the project is Rs. 1,837 crore. The Railway's
share is Rs.856 crore and the State Government's share is Rs.980 crore, including
the land acquisition cost of Rs.124 crore. There is a need to expedite the work on
this railway line. It was stated that the Centre would bear fifty per cent of the cost.
I would suggest that the Central Government should bear more than fifty per cent
of the cost for speedy implementation of the project. If the work between
Chitradurga and Tumkur is completed, it would reduce the travel time on this
route. Therefore I would like to request the hon. Railway Minister to issue
necessary directions to the authority concerned to expedite the work on this
railway line.

I would also like to draw the attention of the Hon. Railway Minister that a
total of 102 km of the proposed 213 km railway line passes through Karnataka,
while a length of 111 km is in Andhra Pradesh. The work between Raydurga-
Tumkur railway line needs to be expedited as it would be helpful to both
Karnataka and Andhra Pradesh states. In the current budget about Rs.47 crore was
allocated. This should be enhanced to ensure on time completion of the railway

project.
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Another point I would like to state that the hon. Railway Minister indicated
that he would like to engage states as partners in projects. But there is no clarity
on how he wants to go about it. He has not mentioned any conditions the Indian
Railways would like to have in such projects with partnering states. In any case,
this is not a new idea. States like Karnataka, Jharkhand and West Bengal etc, are
making contributions to develop railway projects for which the Centre also make
contributions. I would like to suggest that the railways can only depend on states
for one or two small projects. It is not possible for state to contribute for major
railway projects. The Government of Karnataka has submitted a representation to
provide 100 per cent funds to take up railway projects in the state. I request the
hon. Railway Minister to look into it and take step to provide entire project costs
to states for completion of railway projects.

The Hon. Railway Minister has mentioned in the budget for setting up of
waste to energy conversion plants near major coaching terminals; it would be a
good step to dispose of the waste in an environment friendly manner. He also
mentioned setting up of a pilot plant, however there is no mention of details of the
place where the pilot plant would be come up and how much funds are entitled for
the said purpose. I would like to request to the Hon. Minister to make it clear
about the place and funds for the said project, which is very essential to ensure
clean environment and generate energy to meet the needs of the people of the
country.

There are reports on Railway Unions are opposing FDI in Railways. 1
would like to say that the Indian Railways is a symbol of national integration.
Whatever steps are taken by the government should help Railways to improve its
business and uphold the national integration. I do hope the Minister will not
privatize it through any back door.

Indian railway is the prime mover of our country and is considered as soul
of Indian economy. I welcome the stand taken by the hon. Minister to improve the

running capacity of trains on the existing high density network. He also promises

that emphasis would be on Gauge conversion, doubling, tripling and electrification.
At the same time, Hon. Minister should ensure that the promises he made not
remain only on paper. I also welcome the announcement of a special initiative for
disabled travelers to concessional e-ticketing after one time registration. I also
appreciate the steps to increase the number of coaches from the existing 24 to 26
coaches in indentified trains.

Introduction of Wi-Fi in all B category stations, e-catering system,
developing a multilingual e-ticketing portal, initiatives such as 24X7 customer
care 138 to address the grievance of customers on real time basis are welcome.
Developing of a mobile application to reduce railway time related complaints from
Ist March, 2015 onwards on a pilot basis, Toll free number 182 to address security
cover to women passengers, operating Five minutes scheme to mitigate the
inconvenience cause to purchase railway tickets at all counters are good. But how
these initiatives help commuters to enjoy these facilities depend on seriousness of

its implementation by the Railway.

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*SHRI VINOD KHANNA (GURDASPUR): I want to express my views on the
first railway budget of the NDA Government. This is a budget that is at once
pragmatic and visionary. It is one that has the potential to be transformational- by
increasing capacity and improving technology on the supply side, improving
quality of services on the demand side, and focusing on transparency and
efficiency on the operational side. Previous railway budgets followed populous
trend and did not have any business plan in them. The challenge before the hon.
Railway minister is to immediately fill the financial gap by attracting investors.
The hon. Railway minister has also said that railway colonies and staff would be
taken care, and this a welcome step. The rail budget envisages an investment plan
of Rs.8.5 trillion, over the next five years. This will have a multiplier effect on
everything from the fortunes of steel companies to the coutnry's ability to attract
foreign investment in railways and boost the government's ambitious 'Make in
India' programme. The budget sets out a five year action plan that is based on the
principle that is fundamental to Railways' turnaround by enhancing its capacity
and generating the resources to fund it. The budget aims to channelize the PPP
participation for improving its freight business. It has been losing traffic to roads
and will focus on the construction of feeder routes to the dedicated freight
corridors and also set up a Transport Logistics Corporation of India to develop
user facilities and provide end-to-end logistics solutions. The budget also
mentions a review of the wagon leasing scheme, special freight train operator
scheme, private freight terminal scheme and liberalized wagon investment scheme
to make them more liberal and attractive for the private sector. All these have been
longstanding demands of the industry. As the budget has the vision to implement
and improve the quality and services of railways, I would like bring to the kind
attention of our hon. Railway Minister few issues which my constituency

Gurdaspur is dealing with and which require immediate redressal.

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First, I would request our hon. Railway minister to consider the matter of
constructing the entry point to Pathankot Cantt, Railway station from Jammu
Jalandhar Highway side. This proposal will certainly bring a lot of relief for
people of Pathankot and outskirts. Entry to pathankot Cantt railway station from
highway side will reduce the influx of traffic inside the Pathankot town. Traffic
load on both the railway crossing (Narrow gauge and Dhaki road) will be relieved.

Second, on Sujanpur-Pathankot railway line, there is a level of crossing
through which 55 to 60 trains run up and down from Jammu-Pathankot-Delhi
daily. A large number of commuters including school going children have to wait
for a long time for the opening of level crossing is gate. Hence, construction of
R.O.B. on this level crossing required. This issue needs hon. Railway Minister's
kind attention.

Third, there is an urgent need for the construction of new railway line
between Qadian and Beas to provide direct rail connectivity to Batala town.
Batala is an industrial town with annual consumption of pig iron, the basic raw
material, of about 2 lac tonnes. Whole of the above said raw material is unloaded
by the railway department only, but in the absence of the direct rail link to Batala,
industrial raw material has to be brought to Batala either via Amritsar or via
Pathankot which increase the cost of raw material because of road transportation.
Apart from this, seasonal produce of food grains are carried to different parts of
country from Batala by railways. Moreover, due to lack of connectivity more than
10 lakh people have to travel via Amritsar or via Pathankot from Batala which is
time consuming as well as a costly affair. The project is already under the
consideration of the construction department of railways.

Fourth, a railway over bridge was constructed on Batala-Dera Baba Nanak
road railway crossing a few years back. After railway over bridge was made
functional for public, the under bridge railway crossing was closed permanently by
railways which created many hardship among the people living over there as

railway over bridge of on Batal-Dera Baba Nanak road railway crossing does not
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link to Batala-Aliwal-Fatehgarh Churian road and people have to travel nearly 4 to
5 kms to reach bus tands, civil lines, hospital and school/colleges etc. Therefore,
the under bridge railway crossing should be made functional for public
convenience.

Fifth and most important issue of narrow-Gauge problem in Pathakot city
needs immediate redressal. This narrow guage line is operational day and night.
During peak hours right from 8.30 a.m. to 8.25 p.m. the railway crossing is closed
nine times which create traffic snarls and choke movement of normal traffic. I
request hon. Railway Minister to consider the suggestion of shifting the narrow
gauge station from main pathankot city to outside the city with a view to give long
awaited relief to the people of Pathankot from the situation of traffic chaos on this
account. There is also a genuine demand from the people for halt of one Delhi
bound train at Dinanagar station.

Sixth, also there is a huge demand for doubling the tracks and increase in
trains between Pathankot and Amritsar. There are a lot of people who commute
between Pathankot and daily by train as they have jobs there and the road
transport is very expensive. Till this happens, you can kindly consider increasing
the bogies in existing trains. Also, the train timings should be revised as people go
to work and return on the same day.

Lastly, the proposal of converting railway crossing 'D-10' to 'C' category
was approved in 1992-93, but has not been implemented. With the passage of
time the traffic in this area has increased manifold. I humbly request the hon.

Railway Minister to consider this from safety point of view.

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*SHRI C.N.JAYADEVAN (THRISSUR): This time, I want to speak in my
mother tongue, Malayalam. Sir, Kerala has only stories of neglect and injustices
to tell, regarding railway facilities. Shri K.C.Venugopal, Shri M.K. Raghavan and
Shri M.P. Rajesh may all belong to different political parties, but they all have the
same story to tell. In matters of railways, we continue to be neglected. We need a
change of mindset at least now. We are only making a legitimate claim to the
Railway Minister and the Government. The previous Railway Minister, Shri
Sadananda Gowda happened to be our neighbor. He belonged to the State of
Karnataka. We got no consideration from him. I do not want to repeat it. But |
presume that Shri Suresh Prabhu, though he belongs to Maharashtra, knows the
people of Kerala very well. The city of Mumbai, is a mega city were lakhs of
Keralites live. When any train to Kerala, moves from Dadar or VT station, you
can see thousands of Malayalee families on the platform. All cities of India,
whether it be Calcutta, Bengaluru or Chennai have lakhs of Keralites who live
there. Perhaps, the people of Kerala constitute the largest chunk of railway
travellers. But we continue to be neglected by the Railway Ministry. We
generally say, that in Bengaluru city, if you fling a stone, it is going to hit at least
two Keralites and one among them is sure to be an IT professional. Sir, there are
limited trains from Bengaluru to Kerala. We have several express buses, and they
charge exorbitant rates. We would even accuse that the railways are hand in glove

with the bus owners lobby.

We, believe, that this lobby is exerting influence, to ensure that no new
train is introduced to run between Bengaluru and Kerala. The same story, repeats
itself in Chennai; lakhs of Keralites, including engineering professionals live in
Chennai. On festivals like Onam, Vishu Christmas and Eid, they have to face

several hardships to reach home.

*English translation of the speech originally delievered in Malayalam.
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Sir, everyone spoke about their constituencies. The two ministers are not
listening. Guruvayoor, is a temple city, that comes under my constituency. Smt.
Indira Gandhi, Shri Vajpayee and several ministers have visited this temple.
Guruvayoor has a small railway station. There is a small gate in front of the
temple. This gate closes twenty four times during a day. It is not closed to allow
the passing of trains. Fourteen times engines are shunted here and due to this the
railway gate at the level crossing is closed. For years now, we have been
demanding the construction of an over bridge. May be, the State Government also
has a role to play in the construction of the over bridge, but I urge the Central
Government to show special interest and construct an over bridge, for the people
of Guruvayoor and the pilgrims who visit this place.

My BJP friends from Trichur, when they came to know that I am going to
speak in the House today, asked me to invite Minister Shri Suresh Prabhu and the
Minister of State for railways, to visit Guruvayoor. [ invite our Hon. Minister to
visit Guruvayoor They can then have a first knowledge of the difficulties faced by
the natives of Guruvayoor and the pilgrims who visit the place, and the difficulties
caused due to the frequent closing of the railway gate at the level crossing near the
Guruvayoor temple.

Trichur Puram, is one of the greatest religious festivals in our country. At
Trichur railway station, we have been trying to construct an escalator for two years.
It has not been completed yet. Kindly install the escalator, which has been our

long standing demand.
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*SHRI MEKAPATI RAJA MOHAN REDDY(NELLORE): At the outset, I
congratulate the new railway minister for presenting his maiden Budget. I am sure
that the Minister, known for his intellect, execution skills and integrity , will rise
to the occasion and do justice to all states and appeasement to none.

Indian railways have played a significant role in the development of India
since their inception in 1853. Indian railways today have the largest passenger
operation amongst the entire railway network in the world and carry out about 25
million passengers daily.

One of the major concerns of the Railways today is the increasing number
of rail accidents, cleanliness in the railways, weeding out old coaches, constructing
rail over bridges to decongest traffic, abolishing unmanned level crossing, crimes
in running trains, provision of safe drinking water and hygienic food for
passengers. Besides technical upgradation, modernisation to make Indian railways
as a world class railway.

The President of YSR Congress Party along with party MPs had already
met the Hon. Minister and submitted a memorandum of rail projects to be taken up.
I must mention here about some rail projects for the state of Andhra Pradesh. First
and foremost is the completion of Nadikudi-Srikalaihasti project.

It may please be recalled that the undivided Andhra Pradesh Government
and the Union Railway Ministry had taken up jointly the implementation of
socially and economically desirable Nadikudi-Srikalahasti line encompassing four
districts i.e. Guntur, Prakasam, Nellore and Chittoor measuring 309 kms passing
through allthe backward areas in the said four districts. This will also be an
alternative and 'all-Weather Route' between Hyderabad and Chennai passing
through the entire Nagarjuna Sagar Project Ayyacut areas and backward areas of
four districts. It is also pertinent to state here that the state Government had

reiterated and willing to provide land free of cost and also bear 50% of the cost of

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this railway line project. The Railway Ministry should get all the formalities
completed from the successor state of Andhra Pradesh and start work on this
project without any further delay.

It is also not out of place to mention here that even the Expert Committee
appointed by the Union Government to study the alternatives for a new capital for
Andhra Pradesh had opined similar proposal in their concluding report wherein
they had specially emphasised on the Kalahasti spine which is also advisable to
take care of the foreseeable environmental concerns within the proposed Chennai-
Vizag coastal corridor. The Committee was also of the opinion that the Kalahasti-
Nadikudi is probably one of the most important projects which can be a major
change agent for much of southern Andhra Pradesh. Over and above, it would
also facilitate significant boost to the development of Chittoor, Nellore, Prakasam
and Guntur joining many of the existing small towns along the proposed Kalahasti
spine within the industiral corridor.

The railway minister in this Budget speech 2014-15 said 'there are 29
projects running in Andhra Pradesh and Telengana at an estimated cost of
Rs.29,000 crore. 'l intend to hold a coordination meeting with the officials of the
newly created states and consider their requirements so as to give necessary
economic boost'. Nothing has been done so far.

In the A.P. Reorganisation Act 2014, Government promised to create a new
Railway Zone in Seemandhra. In the Act, Government also mentioned that the
central Government shall take measures to establish rapid rail and road
connectivity from the new Capital of the successor state of Andhra Pradesh to
Hyderabad and other important cities of Telengana. No progress in this regard so
far.

The state has been pitching for dedicated train to Delhi post-bifurcation, on
the lines of A.P. Express presently originating from Hyderabad. But, issues
relating to works on several lines including Nadikudi-Srikalahasti, Vijayawada-

Nidadavole-Jaggayyapet-Vishnupuram, Kakinada-Pithapuram and Obulavaripalle-
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Krishnapatnam have not found a mention in the Railway Minister's speech in
spite of the state Government agreeing to bear 50 per cent costs on development of
the lines as also doubling works on Guntur-Tenali route.

The following new trains may be introduced for the benefit of commuters:
(1). A.P. Express from New Delhi to Tirupati via Vijayawada; (2). Another A.P.
Express from New Delhi to Visakhapatnam; (3). Tirupati to Shiridi via Nellore,
Vijayawada; (4). Evening train from Vijayawada to Bangalore and vice-versa; and

(5). Tirupati to Ajmer via Nellore, Vijayawada

There is a demand of the passengers for a halt at Nellore Railway station of
the following trains: Train No. 12841/12842 Coromandal Express; Train No.
12621/12622 Tamil Nadu Express; and Train No. 12611/12612 Nizamudin Garib
Rath.

There is a genuine demand of people of Kavali, Nellore district, for
providing halt at Kavali town for the following trains: Train No.17229/17230
Sabari Express; Train No. 12863/12864 Yaswanthpur-Howrah Express; and Train
No. 17209/17210 Seshadir Express

The railway budget has made no mention about the long-pending demands
from Andhra Pradesh. Except for an announcement of launch of works on third
line between Kazipet and Vijayawada, the Union Minister's speech is devoid of
any concrete proposals relating to state including the much awaited announcement
of separate zone and clubbing of Waltair Division with that zone. AP has four
railway divisions, despite which, we fail to understand as to why the Railway
ministry is delaying the process of declaration of a zone with Head Quarters at
Visakhapatnam.

Previously, there was a huge Loco shed in Bitragunta, where nearly 1500
acres of land, abundant water facility and quarters for crew to stay are available. It

may be considered to establish a coach/wagon manufacturing factory as the
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location is ideally suitable for such purpose with minimum financial investment by
utilizing the existing railway assets and resources to the optimum level.

What a passenger needs is that trains should run in time, safe travel
especially for women, railway stations and trains should be hygienic and
availability of clean drinking water. India is a young nation where our young men
are constantly on the move for education, employment and other purposes and
they need digital connectivity in running trains. I think the railway budget and its
proposals have taken care of all these expectations of our young Indians.

I support the Bill on behalf of my party YSR Congress.

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*SHRI C. GOPALAKRISHNAN (NILGIRIS): 1 appeal to conenct
Mettupalayam with Chennai via Sathyamangalam, Gopichettipalayam, Cithode,
Erode to Chennai to fulfil the genuine demand of the people of the Western Tamil
Nadu. Mettupalayam is about 55 km from Ooty which is the capital of Nilgiri
District and a well known tourist centre, the most popular destination of Indian
Cinema industry. Tourists and the local people coming to or going from Ooty
have to alight Mettupalayam and continue further journey. Mettupalayam lies
deep in the Kongu region and it does not have rail connectivity to Erode via
Satyamangalam, Gopichetipalayam, Cithode.

In addition, I request to add more coaches (upto 24 coahces) in Chennai-
Nilgiri Express vice versa and extend Cheran Express up to Mettupalayam so as to
get benefit to industrial business, national and international tourists and common
people.

If Mettupalayam is connected to Erode by broad guage rail line, then people
can easily reach to Chennai as Erode is already connected to Chennai. At present
a project to construct a new Railway line from Chamrajnagar to Sathyamangalam,
copichettipalayam and Erode is progressing. The work is under going slowly. If
this project is expedited, then Railway line has to be extended a distance of only
46 km. By doing this, Metupalayam adjoining Ooty will be connected to Chennai
by a Rail line via Sathyamangalam, Gopichettipalayam, Cithode and Erode to
Chenai at a very nominal cost. In view of dire need of this rail line by the local
people as well as tourists. I request to take necessary initiatives for construction of
this new rail line on priority basis and announce the same in the present budget

proposals.

Shri Abdul Dawood Khan, an employee belonging to ICF, Chennai and

Football Sports Person has represented three times to Indian Railways (National

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SHRI RAM PRASAD SARMAH (TEZPUR): Sir, I thank you for allowing me to
speak on the Railway Budget for 2015-2016. I am sorry for my bad throat.

I appreciate that the hon. Minister, under the able leadership of our Prime
Minister, has tried to cover in his Railway Budget all sections of the society,
particularly, the lower income group by increasing the number of unreserved
coaches in long-distance trains. This Railway Budget is a reinvention and rebirth
of the Indian Railways by emphasising on technology-based modernisation.

The 2015 Rail Budget is a progressive and an extremely practical Budget,
and the hon. Minister has given great importance to passenger convenience and
safety. Overall, this Rail Budget is a pro-people Budget. The Railway Minister has
also not increased the passenger fares, as a few colleagues of ours were expecting.
I appreciate that Railway Minister Shri Suresh Prabhu has not announced a single
new train or extension of services in his Budget for 2015-16, but he concentrated
on service and quality improvement of railways, and completion of long pending
projects. This is, perhaps, the first time in many years that the Railway Minister
has not announced any new train.

The Railway Minister has specially mentioned that the Government is
committed to provide rail connectivity to all North Eastern States. But I would like
to remind the hon. Minister that North East is far behind in terms of development.
The maximum number of projects which were announced by the earlier Railway
Ministers is either running late or the execution work of these projects has not yet
started. Bogibeel Bridge is one of the leading examples. This project was supposed
to be completed in 2009 and, in the meantime, a number of time extensions has
been granted. Till now, there is no guarantee by when this rail-cum-road bridge
will get completed. There were some chances to allocate more resources to the
North Eastern States, but those have been neglected. However, the hon. Railway
Minister has awarded the largest amount for train infrastructure development and
for completion of pending rail projects in the North East, for which I would like to

congratulate and appreciate his efforts.
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I am also grateful to the hon. Railway Minister for allocating an extra
amount of Rs. 39,000 crore for a period from 2015 to 2019 to the States of North
East region and Jammu and Kashmir. A major share of this amount will certainly
go to the North Eastern States because we are seven States with 45 million
population. It is quite a large area as compared to Jammu and Kashmir.

Assam and the North East are the most neglected areas in the last 70 years.
North East is hub for tourism, organic farming, tea industry, religious sites, and
tribal cult and culture, but in the last 70 years, we have not got anything
substantial. The local youth hardly get two to 5 per cent employment in NF
Railway. We are suffering badly for the last so many years. There is also a long
pending demand for doubling all tracks with electrification from New Jalpaiguri to
Morkongselek, from New Jalpaiguri to Dibrugarh, and from Lumding to Agartala
via Silchar. The people of Assam certainly deserve a coach building factory in
Guwahati, which will encourage local employment. I am sure the hon. Railway
Minister would take into account the serious bottlenecks of rail communication in
the North East. The need of the hour is also to totally detach NF Railway from
Bihar and Bengal. In tune with the hon. Prime Minister’s initiative to boost
development in the North East, special recruitment policy with a Zonal
Recruitment Board for the youth of the North Eastern Region is a must.

In my constituency Tezpur, Rangapara Station should be declared as
‘Adarsh’ station, and the Intercity Express should connect Tezpur with Guwahati
for public convenience. Rajdhani Express should run from Naharlagun to Delhi, at
least, twice in a week so that the people of the area get facilities to travel directly
to Delhi in Rajdhani. Metro Rail should be taken up from Azra in Kamrup to Jagi

Road in Morigaon District.
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I would also request the hon. Railway Minister to put extra weight on
Assam by adding a few more rail tracks and bridges. There is a need of
connectivity from Changsari (Kamrup District) to Tezpur (Sonitpur District) via
Sipajhar, Mangaldei, Dalgaon, Borsola and Singri, besides two overbridges at
Rangapara North and Mission Chariali Tezpur.

For such a progressive Rail Budget, on behalf of the people of Assam and
of my constituency, Tezpur, I thank the Railway Minister. I also thank you, Sir,

for giving this chance to speak.
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*SHRI DEVUSINH CHAUHAN (KHEDA): I congratulate the NDA Government
for this Rail Budget 2015-2016 .In one word we can define this Budget as the
Budget of future of Rail in our country.

When we visit outside the country at that time, we all think that when our
country has a facility of the train like foreign country, this Budget is going to
fulfill that expectation of the citizen of country.

This Budget is going to lay down the foundation of new rail standard that
we see in abroad. In our country so far the Railway Budget had been politically
motivated but this Budget presented by Hon’ble Railway Minister has been far
from politics and is aimed at development of railway for the entire nation, keeping
in view the Motto of Ek Bharat Shresht Bharat.

My humble request to Hon’ble Minister is that in my Constituency this time,
there is a pending issue of Nadia-Udaipur rail line since 1978. So, please do
needful in the matter. Kindly consider conversion of Metre Gauge into Broad
Gauge and regular train service may be provided to meet the long pending

demands of people of my Constituency that is Kheda in Gujarat.

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*SHRI P.R. SENTHILNATHAN (SIVAGANGA): 1 would like to place on
record the requirements of rail passengers on behalf of the people of my
Sivaganga Constituency who have heeded to our leader, Makkalin Mudalvar,
Puratchi Thalaivi Amma.

Considering the increased number of passengers travelling by Silambu
Express (16181/16182), it may be operated as a daily train instead of operating it
as a biweekly train. A road-over-bridge or a subway must be constructed at
Pudhuvayal junction in Karaikudi-Pudhuvayal Road and also at Ariyakudi
Railway gate near Karaikudi Railway Station.

It would be of great help if Pallavan Express terminating at Karaikudi is
extended upto Manamadurai.

Considering the increased number of passengers travelling by
Rameswaram-Coimbatore Express (16617/16618) this train may be operated daily
instead of Weekly once.

Much of progress has not been made in the braod-gauge conversion work
on the Karaikudi-Pattukottai-Thiruvarur section of the rail-line for a long time. It
should be geared up to ensure speedy completion. Till such time when that work
is completed, Kamban Express which is not in operation now may be made
operational through Tiruchi as a daily train to minimize the traffic congestion in
the Rameswaram-Chennai trains and to avoid the inconvenience faced by the
travelling public.

The over-bridge construction near the new entrance at the Karaikudi
Railway Junction is yet to commence even after its being approved by the
Department.

Considering the increase in the number of Passengers Travelling by
Pondicherry-Kanyakumari Express (16861), the weekly train may be operated as a

daily train. Stated below are the requirements for new lines: (1). Trichy-

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Rameshwaram Dual Railway track line; (2). Karaikudi-Madurai new railway track
line required (Distance 10 km.); (3). Karaikudi-Kanniyakumari via (Devakottai-
Thiruvadanai-Ramnad) new railway line. (Survey for this route has been
completed already); (4). Pudhukottai-Thondi vai (Aalangudi-Aranthangi) new
railway line; and (5). Karakudi-Kovai via (Thirupathur-Singampunari-
Kottampattai-Dhindugal-Palani) new railway line.

The railway platform at Devakottai Railway Station has to be raised to the
level of the last footstep of the train and the roof length in the platforms of
Devakottai Railway Station be increased.The Devakottai Railway Station must be
provided with proper lighting facility covering the entire platform with power
backup facility. Purified drinking water facility needs to be provided. The
Railway Reservation Counter may be made operational for the entire day from
0800 a.m. to 0800 p.m. I hope in this IT era, it should be just possible

The foot over bridge in the Karaikudi Railway station must be relocated to
the middle of the platform. The 3rd and 4th platform at Karaikudi Railway Station
must be proivded with roof. Adequate lightings must be done to cover the entire
platform. Karaikudi Railway Station must be provided with escalator.

Manamadurai Railway junction must be provided with escalator as it
handles number of passengers coming from Madurai, Trichy and Rameshwaram.
The working time for Reservation Counter there must be extended from 8.00 am
to 8.00 pm.

The railway platform at Chettinadu Railway Station has to be raised to the
level of the last footstep of the trains. Pure drinking water facility may also be
provided. The working time for reservation counter is up to 5.00 p.m.

Pudhukottai Railway Station must be fitted with escalator as more number
of passengers travel in all the trains that pass through this station.

Considering the demand of the increased number of Passengers travelling

by Rameshwaram-Bhuvaneshwar Express (18495/18496) and Rameshwaram-
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Varanasi Express (14259/14260) these two trains must have stoppages in
Sivagangai, Devakottai, Pudhukottai Stations.

A daily express train may please be introduced between Rameswaram to
Mysore via Trichy, Erode and Bangalore.

Considering the demands of thousands of pilgrims from this area who visit
Thiruvannamalai and Tirupati throughout the year, a regular daily express train
may please be introduced between Rameswaram and Tirupati via Karaikudai,
Trichy and Thiruvannamalai.

The frequency of Puducherry-Kanyakumari Express and Coimbator-
Rameswaram Express train may be increased to make them daily trains.

Last but not the least, I would like to request to provide stoppage for all
trains at Thirumayam which is an important historical town between Pudukottai

and Karaikudi.

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SHRI R. RADHAKRISHNAN (PUDUCHERRY): Hon. Chairman, Sir, I thank
you very much. At the outset, on behalf of the hon. Chief Minister and the people
of Puducherry, I would like to thank the hon. Railway Minister and congratulate
him on his first Budget.

This Budget is focusing on stabilizing the Railways. He has not given in to
any populist demand. In fact, he has given more importance to the demands of the
consumers or the people who are using the Railway network. He has taken a lot of
care into the cleanliness, sanitation, food, reservation of tickets and so on. The hon.
Minister has given due importance to all these issues. No service could be
successful if we do not attend to the needs of the consumers or the people who use
that service. In that way, his main focus has been to serve the passengers of the
Railways.

He has promised an investment of Rs. 8.5 lakh crore in the next five years
into the Railways. Definitely, this will bring about a big thrust in the employment
and in the economic development of the country. While insisting on the price rise
and justifying the demand on the price rise last year, the hon. Finance Minister had
said the rise was justified because people have to pay for the services. This time,
the Minister has not made any increase in the fare of the railway users. I think,
now the Ministry has decided that we should provide the adequate service for what
the people are paying to the Railways. I think, he has decided to look inwards. No
amount of increase will make the Railways successful until the efficiency of the
services is improved. That way, I think, the Railway Minister has given more
importance to improving the services of the Railways.

16.17 hrs (Hon. Deputy-Speaker in the Chair)

As far as Puducherry is concerned, it is a UT. I would request the hon.
Minister on behalf of all the UTs to exempt them from the State’s share because
the entire length of Railway network covering the Union Territories would be less
than 200 kilometres. It would greatly benefit the Union Territories which are using

the Railways, if they are exempted from the contribution of the State’s share.
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He has kept the impressive targets by increasing the operating ratio to 12.5
per cent. I congratulate him. I wish him well that his targets would be achieved
with possible contribution of the Railways in the development of the Indian

economy. | once again congratulate the Railway Minister.

I would like to bring to your kind notice that there is a need to increase the

number of firmly fixed waiting chairs/benches (including overhead sheds) for
passengers at different railway stations in my Constituency, Pali-Rajasthan. The

Railway's negligence in respect of welfare of passenger travelling to JU-
AII-JSM-BKN in the West Rajasthan is a step motherly treatment. The special
train Ex MAS-JU & Ex MAS-AII, which were running from 2000 to 2007 have

been suddenly withdrawn. A new train to Ajmer Ex Tiruchi Via Diva-Vasai-ADI-
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ABU-MIJ is very much needed. A stop for T.No. 16125/26 at Rani-Jawai Bandh
(WR) may also be granted.

There are more than 3 million Rajasthanis living in Tamilnadu and there is
only one train i.e. Chennai-Jodhpur Express Train No. 26125 which is being run
only once a week. It is requested to increase the frequency of Train 26125 to 3
days a week along with catering facility.

I would also like to draw the attention of the Government that two
important announcements were made for Jodhpur by then Railway Minister, Ms.
Mamta Banerjee in Railway Budget 2009-10. First, construction of Multi-
functional complex in station premises for providing rail user facilities like
shopping, food stall and restaurants, PCO/STD/ISD/Fax booths, medicines &
variety stores, budget hotels, underground parking etc. and the Second,
establishing a Railway Medical College attached to Railway Hospital to give
higher education facilities to new generation of Railway employee's children. The
construction work of Multi-functional complex has since been completed but the
matter regarding Railway Medical College is still hanging fire for the last 5-6
years due to lack of sincere efforts of Railway Administration. It was revealed that
due to non-availability of land, the construction work of Medical College could
not be taken up. There is a Railway Stadium Ground where no Railway activities
worth mentioning take place and the ground is leased out to public for Ramlilas,
marriages and cricket matches held by private clubs. The existing stadium ground
has common compound wall with Divisional Railway Hospital and demolish the
age-old quarters for constructing the building of announced Railway Medical
College.

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ADV. JOICE GEORGE (IDUKKI): Thank you hon. Deputy Speaker Sir, though
my constituency is not connected with rail, more than 8,500 families of my
constituency are being affected by the delay in implementing a project. It was our
ambitious project to have rail connectivity between Angamaly and Sabarimala,
which is the most sought after pilgrimage centre in my State and in South India
also. This project was announced in the year 1997-98 and land acquisition
proceedings were started in 1999 and a preliminary notification was issued. Due
to that preliminary notification, the rights of the people over the land have been
freezed for ever. They are not in a position to exercise their rights over the
property by pledging the property for availing financial assistance from the banks
or sell the property or not even re-construct or maintain their residential buildings
within that property. Because of the delay in implementing this project, the people
are suffering like anything.

The project has been reduced to 116 km. from 138 km. The total fund
required for the project is Rs,1,565 crore. Till now the Government has spent
Rs.139.49 crore and completed only 10 km. of rail line. Last year there was an
allocation of Rs.23 crore. This year only Rs.5 crore has been allotted for the
project. The Central Government is of the opinion that with 50 per cent
participation of the State it can complete the project. The State Government is not
prepared to make its 50 per cent contribution. Due to this difference of opinion
between the Central Government and the State Government, the project is in limbo,
thereby, the lives of the people are being affected. I, therefore, urge upon the
Government to have a consensus on the issue and complete the project as early as
possible in a time-bound manner. Our Railway Minister is also committed to
complete all the on-going projects in a time-bound manner.

Sir, I have some more points to be raised. I may be allowed to lay my

speech on the Table.
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HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: It cannot be laid. You can give it in writing to the
Minister.

ADV. JOICE GEORGE : I may be allowed to raise only one point. I, being an
independent Member, may be given some more time.

As I said, Sir, my constituency is not connected with rail. We had five
railway reservation centers in my constituency. All these centres have been closed
down. I would urge upon the Government to re-open all these centres.

Sir, Tamil Nadu may also be interested in having a railway line between
Ernakulam and Madurai. I would request the Minister for mooting this proposal.

Dehradun based trains i.e. Janshatabdi c.c. (DDN-New Delhi), Indore Express,

(twice a week), and Shaharanpur Passenger daily. I am suggesting some points

regarding development of Dehradun Railway station.

Departure of new trains primarily based Dehradun.

In Uttarakhand more than 10 million people are visiting from every
corner of India. Looking at their convenience there is no adequate
transportation of Railways, which causes so many problems to

people and administration.

. Even many soldiers of Indian Army want to catch their trains from

Dehradun while they have to go to Rishikesh/Haridwar or
Saharanpur.

Haridwar Dehradun Railway line should be doubled.

Jammu), Chennai Express (DDN-Chennai), Hawrah - DDN trains
should be Dehradun based trains.

DDN-Mumbai Shatabdi or Rajdhani Express Train should be run
from Dehradun.

Dehradun Station should not be removed from Dehradun City.
Harrawal Railway Station should be developed as Parking and

Washing line of the trains.

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9. There is also a need of escalators in Dehradun Railway Station to go
to Platform No. 4 and 5 (developing).

10. There should be a circular train to connect four states (Uttarakhand,
Himachal, Haryana & U.P.)

11. More than 20 million people will get benefit of Metro train. Train
should be clock and anti-clockwise.

12. The track of the circular train will be Dehradun Selakqui,
Vikasnagar, Ponta Sahib, Yamunanagar, Roorkee, Haridwar and
Dehradun.

13. Industry will also go up by joining four states.

14. Indian Army will also get benefits because of Uttarakhand and
Himachal touching the border of China.

15. There should be a direct Shatabdi train running between Delhi -
Dehradun.

16. Metro train between Dehradun - Vikasnagar.
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SHRI S. SELVAKUMARA CHINNAIYAN (ERODE): Hon. Deputy Speaker, Sir,
irrespective of whatever is being said of this Budget, it is disappointing because
there is no announcement about new trains.

My colleagues from my Party, AIADMK, have analysed the Railway
Budget in detail. So, I would confine myself to making requests regarding the
requirement of my Erode Constituency.

Laying of new railway line between Palani and Erode is pending for a long
time. Even the survey work has been completed. Kangeyam, Chennimalai and
Dharapuram will be greatly benefited by this new railway link. It is commercially
viable because the movement of textile goods from Chennimalai to north Indian
towns can earn more revenue for the railways. Similarly, Kangeyam, an
agricultural rural centre is famous for agro-products like oil and rice.

In this Budget, the Railway Minister has announced that an additional 200
stations would be taken up for upgradation under Adarsh Railway Station Scheme.
I urge upon the Railway Minister to include Erode which is an important station
linking Tamil Nadu with neighbouring States and also the northern State.
Upgradation of Erode Junction with adequate number of platforms to handle 24-
coach trains with a parking slot and escalator facility is necessary.

Kodumudi is an important pilgrim centre and this pilgrim town must be
given a stoppage for all the trains including Jan Shatabdi train running between
Coimbatore and Mayiladuthurai. Likewise, Mysore-Mayiladuthurai and Tuticorin
— Mysore Express trains may also be provided stoppage at Kodumudi.

Pasur Railway Station between Karur and Erode must have a stoppage for
Mangalore — Chennai Egmore Express train.

Similarly, Unjalur Railway Station may be given a stoppage for Nagercoil —

Coimbatore Fast Passenger Train. Lakkavaram level crossing on Erode Town
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Ring Road and also Anangur level crossing on the road between Veppadai and
Tiruchengodu may be provided with a road overbridge. This is necessary because
of the increased traffic congestion in those two places. Sine the Minister has laid
stress on increasing the number of road over bridges, I hope he will look into this
request of the people of my Erode Constituency.

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DR. MAMTAZ SANGHAMITA (BARDHMAN DURGAPUR): Mr. Deputy-
Speaker, Sir, thank you for giving me the opportunity to speak on the Railway
Budget. Since I have only a couple of minutes at my disposal, due to time
constraint, I am not going to waste my time by trying to please or displease the
hon. Railway Minister or the Railway Budget.

Sir, there is no local train between Durgapur and Bardhman. You may be
aware that Bardhman is an old and a growing town which has got a university, a
medical college and also is an agricultural belt. Durgapur is known as a steel city
and an industrial town. There is no local train between Durgapur and Howrah.
There is a heavy rush of passengers on this line including labourers, students and
office goers. There is also no local train between Katwa and Sealdah which is a
very thickly populated belt. There is a Gomoh local that runs between Bardhman
and Gomoh and the journey is about six hours. But you will be surprised to know
that there are no toilet facilities in this train and the same is the case with the
Purulia local which runs between Purulia and Howrah and the journey time is
about three hours and if the train is late, then it gets extended up to four to five
hours. Under the circumstances, the conditions of the passengers, particularly the
women and the senior citizens could well be imagined. There is an urgent need for
a railway overpass in Kalna Railway Gate in the outskirts of Bardhman town. This
Kalna road connects the famous GT Road passing through the heart of the
Bardhman town having traffic load and also urgency of ambulance service etc.
There is also a need for Talit rail gate overpass which is on Siuri road which
connects the National Highway 34 to North Bengal, Sikkim and other N.E. places.
The importance of bringing this fact to the notice of the hon. Railway Minister is
that there is transportation of mineral and coal and also tourists to Bolpur and

North Bengal, Sikkim and Bhutan.
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There are no security arrangements in the trains. Everybody talks about
security of women. But there are no security arrangements in the ladies
compartments of the local trains running between Bardhman and Howrah,
especially during the evening and night time. The hawkers are sometimes a
menace in these local trains and women in the ladies compartments feel insecured.
There is need for having ID cards for the hawkers.

There is an over bridge at Burdhwan Station over the GT Road which is
very narrow. Food and water supplies are essential requirements for railway
journeys but presently, they are being run by RTC on the platforms. They only
serve junk food mostly. I think the local vendors should be hygienically

supervised and be allowed to take over that also.
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* SHRI D.S. RATHOD (SABARKANTHA): The Rail Budget by NDA
Government is a historical Budget which brings happiness for Indian citizen.
When we visited the developed country at that time, we all some time or the other
we travel by train and at that time we compare their train with our own rail and we
want that type of train in our Country. This Budget is going to fulfill all the
requirements of passengers in future.

I am requesting our Hon’ble Rail Minister that there is a long pending
demand since 1978 of guage conversion of Modasa-Shamloji-Udaipur and
Amravati-Himmatnagar-Shamloji. Should be completed in the interest of people

of my Country.

SHRI PREM DAS RAI (SIKKIM): Hon. Deputy-Speaker, Sir, I would thank you
for allowing me to speak on the Railway Budget for 2015-16. I would first like to
congratulate the hon. Railway Minister for bringing in a Budget which, in many
way, is transformative. I believe that it also has hidden in it the transformation of
the economy and measures for helping the economy grow as much as we would
like the economy to grow. I think there is a lot of scope through this Budget for
creating long term funds by the Special Purpose Vehicles that will be made
available through this Budget.

I would also like to thank him for the kind of thrust that has been given to
the North-Eastern States, especially the Rangpo-Sevoke railway line which has
been languishing for the last five years. I think a sum of Rs.230 crore has been
allocated this year. I would first like to thank him for that. Hopefully, we can
utilize that in order to be able to build the mountain railway.

Finally, I would like to just make one more suggestion which I make
continuously. From 1947 onwards, we have not been able to add to our knowledge
how mountain railways are made. That in itself is something which we need to do
because if China can bring railways at a height of over 15,000 feet, we should be
able to bring this kind of railways in the mountains of the Himalayas. A trans-
Himalayan Railway Line should be thought of in future.

With these words, I thank you very much for allowing me to speak on this

subject.

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SHRI B. SRIRAMULU (BELLARY): Hon. Deputy-Speaker, Sir, first of all, I
would like to say that for the first time in the recent history, the hon. Railway
Minister Shri Suresh Prabha ji has presented a passenger-friendly Railway Budget
for which I sincerely congratulate him on behalf of my native State of Karnataka.

Sir, he has tried to translate our hon. Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi
ji’s vision of “Make in India” and “Sabke Sath, Sabka Vikash” into an honest and
growth-oriented action plan.

I am particularly happy that he has not made any false promise. He has
made announcements of a realistic nature like the previous Railway Minister. For
the first time, the hon. Railway Minister tried to draw attention towards small
comforts like ladders for the sleeper class passengers. I also draw the attention of
the House to his promise to immediately provide portable ladders. It is a great
relief.

For the convenience of the passengers, he has tried to provide chairs for

women passengers as well as senior citizens. This is a difference in reservation.
He has tried to reserve the lower berth for old-age passengers and the middle berth
to women passengers. It has instantly won the hearts of the common people.
HON. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: You come to your constituency-related issues.
Whatever you want to say, you say.
SHRI B. SRIRAMULU : Sir, I discussed the introduction of drinking water
vending machine on the railway platform and to construct Rail Over Bridges and
Rail under Bridges to replace the unmanned level crossings. It is also an
extraordinary step in the direction of Sabke Sath, Sabka Vikas. 1 am coming from
Bellary District.

Now, I make my humble request to the hon. Minister to implement various
railway projects and fulfill the dreams and demands of the public of Bellary.

In the 2014-15 Railway Budget, a new line was announced between
Bellary and Gabbur by Shri Sadananda Gouda but till today no effective steps are

taken and no funds are allotted. I would request the hon. Minister to allocate some
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minimum fund for this. Further, I would request the hon. Minister to take steps to
complete the Rayadurga-Tumkur line. As of now, only eight kilometres of work
has been completed. If this line is completed, the distance between Bellary and
Bengaluru will be reduced to 300 kms. as against the present traveling distance of
420 kms. I would further request him to complete the Munirabad-Mehbubnagar
line.

Next, I would request him to connect Swamihalli-Rayadurga Line via
Rampur and Hanagal which only has a distance of 30 kms.

Now, I come to my constituency matter. I would request him to take steps
to connect Ranjitpur near Toranagal-Lakshmipur-Sandur-Yeshvantnagar which is
in turn connected to Hosapete-Kottur Line. By laying the above two lines, it will
reduce the distance, time and cost of transport of coal to BTPS and will reduce the
congestion of traffic on Bellary and Hosapete line.

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"SHRI V. ELUMALAI (ARANI): At the outset, I thank heartily our hon'ble
Makkal Mudalvar, Puratchi Thalaivi, Amma, who has chosen me to be present in
this House to participate in the discussion on Rail Budget 2015.

Our Hon'ble Makkal Mudalvar, Puratchi Thalaivi, Amma calls this budget,
an exercise in consolidation to set right the functioning of this important railway
sector which had gone through the mismanagement of the previous UPA
Government.

In this Budget, safety of passengers more particularly of the women
passengers, cleanliness in the railways and environmental sustainability get
priority.

Our leader hon'ble Makkal Mudalvar, Puratchi Thalaivi, Amma has noted
commencement of the preparatory work on the Diamond Quadrilateral High Speed
Rail Network.

Expediting the completion of pending projects in Tamil Nadu must get the
attention of the Hon'ble railway minister. As requested by our leader, Hon'ble
Makkal Mudalvar, Puratchi Thalaivi, Amma, sufficient funds may be allocated to
increase the pace of ongoing railway projects in Tamil Nadu.

An over bridge at Cuddalore-Chithur State Highway No. SH9 near LC No.

Hon'ble Minister has stresses upon the decongestion of heavy haul routes
and speeding up of trains, emphasis on gauge conversion, doubling, tripling and
electrification of routes, passenger amenities and most importantly safety. Special
emphasis is given to cleanliness, integrated cleaning by engaging professional
agencies and training of staff, Bio-toilets. There is new toll free number 182 for
security related complaints. Surveillance cameras will be provided on a pilot
basis in selected mainline coaches and ladies' compartments of suburban coaches
without intruding into privacy. The speed of 9 railway corridors is to be increased
from existing 110 and 130 kmph to 160 and 200 kmph respectively so that inter-
metro journeys like Delhi-Kolkata and Delhi-Mumbai can be completed overnight.
There is provision for creation of job opportunities by upgrading the
manufacturing capability. Action plan being prepared for areas where accidents
occur. The MUTP phase III for Mumbai has also been taken up.

I would like to thank the Hon'ble Minister for reconnaissance Engineering
cum Traffic Survey for new line between Malegaon-Satana- Sakri-Chinchpara
(100 kms) and new line between Umarpara and Nandurbar (110 km) in my
Constituency. Funds have been allocated for survey of new line between Manmad
- Indore via Malgaon and Dhule (339 km) has also been. Some works have to be
undertaken in my constituency which are my demands to the Hon'ble Minister.

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SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Thank you, Mr. Deputy Speaker,
Sir. I would like to appreciate the approach, the concept and the vision made in
the Railway Budget. But I would like to express my strong opposition in respect
of gradual privatization of Indian Railways. 1 also take this opportunity to
congratulate the hon. Railway Minister. Instead of making populist
announcements in the House, a pragmatic approach has been taken by the hon.
Railway Minister, for which, definitely he deserves credit and congratulations. I
extend my heartfelt congratulations to the hon. Railway Minister for delivering
such a speech in the House.

My specific point, which I would like to highlight, is that the entire
Railway Budget is a vision document. It is full of dreams and aspirations. I would
like to know whether the Government is able to fulfill the dreams and aspirations
by means of fiscal performance of the Railways as well as fiscal statement which
you have made along with the Budget.

Sir, I will confine my speech only with one point which is the resource
mobilisation of the Indian Railways. What are the goals that you have made?
There are four goals and I am not going to elaborate them. They are the
improvements in customer amenities, rail — a safer mode of travel, capacity
augmentation and infrastructure modernisation and financial self-sustainability.
These are the four main goals. I do fully agree with these four goals.

The documents which you have presented other than the Budget Document,
the White Paper, medium-term perspective plan, Vision-2030 Document which is
yet to come, and the Five Year Action Plan. On the basis of all, let us analyse the
present Railway Budget. The Plan Outlay proposed in this Budget is Rs. 1,00,011
crore that is 52 per cent increase of the previous year. I would like to appreciate it.
There is a provision that you have got 41.6 per cent plan allocation from the
Government of India and 17.8 per cent allocation from internal resources. 1 would
like to ask a question as to where do we find 40.6 per cent resources. That is the

main question. There comes the real villain that is the extra budgetary resources
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(EBR). This is the real villain in this Budget. In the Five Year Action Plan, which
you have announced in this House, it is mentioned that Rs. 8.5 lakh crore is
required for investment in Railways for the next five years. In this Five Year
Action Plan, you have got only Rs. 1.5 lakh crore within three years. There also
the term EBR comes. The anticipation is that this EBR will come from joint
ventures, foreign direct investment, public-private participation and the Special
Purpose Vehicle. These are the four means by which this extra budgetary resource
is going to be accumulated or found out.

I would like to make three concrete suggestions before the hon. Railway
Minister. I would fully like to congratulate you for having your announcement
yesterday that you have entered into an agreement with the Life Insurance
Corporation of India for availing a soft loan of Rs. 1.5 lakh crore for the
infrastructure development of the Indian Railways. My first suggestion is that
utilise the public sector undertakings to have their investment in Indian Railways.
The institutional investment should be promoted. Secondly, enhance the
efficiency of the Indian Railways by improving the operating ratio. There is a
clear provision in the Budget that the operating ratio is to be reduced from 93.6 per
cent, which was the operating ratio of the last year, to 88.5 per cent. It is also an
appreciating step. Thirdly, there should be a commercial utilisation of the surplus
land of the Indian Railways. These are three concrete suggestions which I would
like to make before the hon. Minister so that the financial crunch or the resource
mobilisation can be handled in a better way instead of going for privatisation.

Sir, I would also like to say one point regarding fiscal performance of this
year. 65 per cent of the Railways earning is from the freight traffic. There is an
increase in freight charges from 10 to 14 per cent by restructuring the existing
classification of commodities like iron ore, coal, steel, etc. You are anticipating
Rs. 4,000 crore by doing this. You have also estimated an increase of 85 lakh

tonnage of freight traffic in the next year.
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In the 160 years of the history of the Indian Railways, increase in freight
tonnage by an incremental 85 million tonnes is being anticipated in 2015-16. The
only question is, whether it is possible or not.

I now come to Gross Traffic Receipt. You may kindly go through the
Budget. In the current year, that is, 2014-15, it is less by Rs.917 crore compared
to the Budget Estimate of the year, 2014-15. In this year, 2015-16, you are
anticipating 16.7 per cent excess in passenger traffic, also 85 million tonnage in
freight traffic and the total is Rs.1,83,578 crore, that is 15.3 per cent excess than
that of the previous year. It is not in consonance with the real economic terms.
That is my point.

Anyway, I do wish the hon. Minister all the best because his dream is nine
million more people per day to travel within five years and 0.5 billion tonnes of
freight cargo in a year. It is a wonderful dream. If we are able to achieve it within
five years, definitely it will be a wonderful thing. Resource mobilisation is an
apprehension.

As far as Railways is concerned, you are doing privatization. Definitely it
will be adversely affecting the common people of our country.

Sir, I would like to make two, three points regarding my constituency. My
first suggestion is that there has to be a new train from Punalur to Kollam and to
Karaikal or extension of the Tea Garden Express up to Punalur via Kollam. There
has to be another train from Chhattisgarh because lakhs of Malayalis are there in
Chhattisgarh. His Excellency the Governor, the Chief Minister and everybody
recommended for having another train from Chhattisgarh or for increasing the
frequency of the existing train.

For gauge conversion of the railway line from Punalur to Sengottai, a sum

of Rs.86 crore has been earmarked. That is a good amount. I do appreciate it. I
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am also thankful to the hon. Railway Minister for having given a second entry
point to Kollam railway station. It is included in the Budget proposal. 1 am
thankful to the hon. Railway Minister. So, sufficient amount may be earmarked
for this.

With these words, I conclude my speech.
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"‘DR. PRABHAS KUMAR SINGH (BARGARH): I lay the following points
with respect the Rail Budget presented by the Hon'ble Minister of Railways.

After a long period, here is one Railway Minister who has presented a
forward looking budget. This budget has many positives and less negatives in
overall prospective. The Railway Minister has labored hard to prepare this
budget and has gathered courage for mobilization of additional fund for various
development works.
