However, since our present life is what is in fresh memory, we all realise
that in these five years or four years eight months that have passed by — our
dear Minister Piyush ji and others would be aware — all that this Government of
yours has done is actually completely follow in the misdeeds and the bad
modus operandi of the Congress...... (Interruptions) We have to understand
that the people of this country are smarter than all of us. They rejected the
Congress hoping the country will be saved from the evils of the
Congress......

You had your plan B. You had your electoral bonds lined up so that
when you do this, you cripple your political adversaries and you take up issues
where you alone shall be the richest party and everybody else will be a beggar.
Similarly, as you are trying to make your political adversaries beggar, you had
also made the farmers beggars. When you are doling out two thousand
rupees for every four months or six thousand rupees in a twelve month period
to a farmer, do you think that will suffice to help him survive? A farmer is
compelled to commit suicide when he realises that he has nobody that he can
go to. And what do you do? You give him Rs. 2,000 which probably does not
even fill in a full tank diesel for a tractor which, if run for two days in his fields of
two hectares - which is a base minimum you have taken - the tractor will not

have enough diesel also to plough the fields. Are you trying to say that the
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farmer is a beggar? Are you giving him alms? Are you giving him bhiksha?
This is something that troubles me because apart from your abilities, you have
now taken for granted that power will be yours. Power will always be with the
rich, with the educated, with the so-called elites and you do not believe that the
power lies right down at the ground level. It is another matter that for the past
ten years in the last two Lok Sabhas when we were all there, we saw a Prime
Minister who never had the ground reality, who was not even elected to the
Lok Sabha, who could not come into the Lok Sabha and a Prime Minister
ruling this country from the Rajya Sabha. Today also, we see a bulk of our
people — | mean no personal affront to anyone -- a bulk of the senior
responsible Ministers of this Cabinet are from the Rajya Sabha whereas we
have all these capable people of the Lok Sabha sitting here who could have
easily taken up the reins of this country, who are rooted in the ground level of
India, who understand the problem and who face people on a day to day basis.
They are ignored in this Government just as they were ignored in the last
Government.

We have to admit the farm crisis is for real. Let nobody misguide us.
Like | said earlier, yes | admit, it is not a recent phenomenon. It is not
something that you have started but you have continued it with vigour just like
the Congress had done it.

It is time for the whole governance system to understand that farming
needs much more than Rs. 2,000 or Rs. 6,000 doles. The ruling elite of India

has neglected farms for so long that we have forgotten as to what the
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importance of water in the fields for farmer is. We have forgotten as to how
does a farmer access proper seeds at the correct time. We have no idea as
to what kind of scientific or technological back up the farm sector deserves by
which productivity can go up. How can they be competitive world-wide with
organic food being produced in India?

In your Budget Speech, you have bravely mentioned about Making
India self-sufficient in food. Let me quote Para 77.

“Making India self-sufficient in food, exporting to the world to meet

their food needs and producing food in the most organic way is

the eighth dimension of our vision. ”

Your visions might be fantastic. But what have you done in the last five
years apart from giving this dole?

Para 68 talks of vision for the next decade. You have said that you have
resolved many problems which were coming in the way of realising our full
potential as a society and an economy.

| would like to challenge the Government. | would like to challenge the
governance system of this country. ...(Interruptions). What social or economic
problems have you addressed? Apart from trying to help those crony
capitalists who are your friends, what have you done for the MSMEs? Apart
from levying angel tax, which has made nearly about 48 per cent of them sick
and virtually leaving this country, what have you done for the Start-ups?

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You have done nothing for the Start-ups. You have done nothing for
small businesses. You have done nothing for small enterprises either. Since
somebody has told you, now you talk about job creation....(Interruptions) But
how do you expect people will create jobs if you do not encourage them right
from the beginning?

You have virtually scrapped the Five-Year Plan. The Twelfth Five Year
Plan, which was from 2012 to 2017, has died a natural death. No country can
possibly grow if there is no mid-range and long-range planning of growth. You
have stopped the five-year planning system, and no one is discussing it.

You have no Vision Document for 15 years nor is your Three-Year
Action Plan has any structured route map. The three-year document also has
no financial powers. As only a broad roadmap to the Government, it is
toothless because it has no financial powers. ...(Interruptions) Since it needs
no Cabinet approval, its recommendations are not binding on the Government.
It reminds me of something like the Press Council of India which is supposed
to monitor the media and to control the media, but it is virtually powerless.

| find it is a deep-seated concept in India that the economic pie is fixed.
Our system, probably, believes that the resources are limited, and that limited
wealth is derived solely through taxation. In reality, a nation like India has

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SHRI T.G. VENKATESH BABU (CHENNAI NORTH): Thank you, Madam
Speaker. The Budget for 2019-20, presented by hon. Piyush Goyal ji, is hailed
on the one hand as pathbreaking, bypassing the tenets of an Interim Budget
and addressing the maximum possible sections of the Indian people and on
the other hand blamed for the doles and sops extended on the eve of election
with an eye on election. It is more populist than being prudent enough to
manage the macro-economic potentials. For that matter, budgets should be
populist lest they be discarded by the people. For that reason only, the last
Budget of the UPA-Il, whether it was Vote on Account or account on vote,
rolled out the ‘One Rank, One Pension’ Scheme with a corpus fund of Rs. 500
crore. Also, there were effective sharp cuts in the Excise duties. The promise
of loan waivers and the minimum guarantee scheme by the Congress are also
eyed at elections without substantiating it.

That was the first surgical strike by the Congress which is now
reciprocated by the second surgical strike by the NDA. The Centre it seems
has at least moved closer to sabka saath sabka vikas which is inclusive
growth. There is direct income support to 12 crore small and medium farmers
and tax exemptions to three crore middle class salaried employees who will
collectively have Rs. 18,500 crore more to spend. There is a pension scheme
for 40 crore unorganised workers, less TDS on interest on income and also on
notional house rent, and an amendment to bring housing under sections 80(1)
BA and 54 to benefit three crore taxpayers including traders and pensioners who

constitute one-half of the total taxpayers. Further, the housing related tax

proposals can give a leg-up to the real estate sector. The poor who bore most
of the cost of reforms since 1991 should finally benefit from the success of
these reforms. The public is becoming more assertive. JAM, that is Jan Dhan
Aadhaar Mobile makes a cost-effective direct benefit transfer to farmers. The
direct tax proposals put more money in middle class pockets and provide an
economic incentive for housing and so will boost private consumption that will
help the economy. This is reflected in the stock market indices. The stock
market only decides the health of an economy and not any other individual.
The Mudra loan extended to MSME industries will boost up that sector
resulting in more jobs in which 70 per cent of the loan goes to women. The
Ujjwala Yojana connected six crore LPGs mitigating the hardships of women.
Most of the beneficiaries of Rs.3000 pension scheme are also womenfolk.
Further, funds for women under various schemes have also been increased.
The hon. Prime Minister has rightly said that the Budget aimed at pleasing as
many constituencies as possible. The Finance Minister goes to the extent of
pleasing their own constituency through the Rashtriya Kamdhenu Aayog, a
cow welfare scheme with a corpus fund of Rs.750 crore. It is noteworthy that
over the last few years, buoyancy to direct tax has been a welcome feature
and the continuation of the trend is expected to result in gross tax revenue of
Rs.25.52 lakh crore, an increase of 13.5 per cent. This growth rate may
outstrip the 13.3 per cent growth in total expenditure of Rs. 27.84 lakh crore.
The tax cuts and the fund transfer to farmers may result in sharp rise in fiscal

deficit but does not threaten macro-economic stability. When inflation is kept
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low, it may help to stabilise food prices instead of crashing to offset farm
productions. The direct cash transfer to farmers amounting to Rs.75,000
crore will cost 0.4 per cent of GDP only and the tax rebates at 0.5 per cent of
the GDP may not offset the fiscal prudence, whereas the minimum income
guarantee scheme proposed by the Congress will cost 4.6 per cent of GDP.
The fund transfer will protect the farmers from market and price fluctuations.
The well targeted fund transfers to farmers can be made without distorting
fiscal consolidation and macro-economic vulnerabilities unlike the unfunded
Universal Basic Income Scheme. Comparatively the average fiscal deficit
has fallen to 3.7 per cent compared to 5.3 per cent during UPA 2 regime.
The current account deficit averaged 1.5 per cent in NDA regime when it was
3.3 per cent during UPA 2. The ratio of external debt to GDP has fallen from
23.9 per cent to 20.5 per cent; foreign exchange reserves being comfortable
at 393 billion dollars and have touched an all-time high of 435 billion dollars.

The farm distress in India is deep rooted. The Government has
sincerely attempted to raise the Minimum Support Price to one-and-a-half
times of the cost of production and has extended it to almost all the
agricultural products including horticulture. It has stepped into doubling the
farm income in 2022.

The M.S. Swaminathan Committee Report has been totally ignored by
the UPA regime whereas this Government has taken some efforts in
implementing the recommendations of M.S. Swaminathan Committee. But it

could reach the half-way mark only.
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At the same time, the food processing and the food product preservation
units have not adequately matched with the increased production cost, cost
escalation of inputs. A fair price for the produce is still a distant dream for
farmers. The availability of institutionalized credit to all farmers is still a pipe
dream. The irrigation facilities augmenting the availability of adequate water
and the modern techniques for the optimum utilisation of water are a far cry.
Our Government in Tamil Nadu has been taking efforts relentlessly for many
years to address the core of these problems. Apart from providing cash
incentives to lower and middle level farmers, we also supply input materials
like seeds and fertilizers free of cost or at heavily subsidized rates. Ours is the
only Government that has stabilised the credit system in a massive way so that
the farmers are not put to the mercy of the usurpers and moneylenders.
Though loan waiver may not be the ultimate solution, as the Congress Party is
proposing, we extended it during droughts. We are the only Government
which has compensated the drought-stricken farmers. We have vastly
improved the irrigation channels and are correspondingly improving the
modern irrigation techniques to be used in water scarce countries like ours.

We have also taken steps to improve the non-farm income of the
farmers like distribution of free goats, free chickens and free cows which have
vastly improved the rural income of our farmers. As a result, we do not register
any farmer suicide.

Madam, coming back to this Budget, | wish to point out some of the grey

areas of this Budget which can be corrected by the future Government.
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Unemployment is the Achilles heel of this Government. The CEO of NITI
Aayog has observed as to how the world’s fastest growing economy was not
creating enough jobs. But unfortunately, he has forgotten about the
phenomenon of jobless growth.

Madam, the official data for 2017-18 readied in December, 2018 by the
National Sample Survey has predicted a sharp rise in unemployment. Though
the Government is trying is fudge this data by saying that it is a draft report, the
leakage of this information to the media has driven this Government to
embarrassment. The plea of the Government that the start ups and the self-
employed are not taken into account. The EPF’s contribution has been on the
rise but is wanting. The loss of jobs in the MSME sector due to demonetisation
and the GST is yet to recover. Of course, this Government is taking maximum
efforts to revive MSME but it will take its own time. Till then, the Government
has to cope with the unemployment ratio.

Madam, GST is another worrying area affecting the resources of the
States especially the manufacturing States like Tamil Nadu. Out of Rs. 90,000
crore allotted to the States as their share in GST in 2018, only Rs. 51,736
crore have been realised.

Madam, what will be the fate of Rs. 1,01,200 crore to be shared by
States in 2019-20207? GST growth is expected to grow 25 per cent for the next
financial year but given the fact that growth was less than seven per cent for

the last six months, this goal is far off.
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Another area of concern is the friction between the Centre and the RBI.
The centre demands that the RBI support the debt market with softening
interest rate as a backdrop of shrinking global growth, bringing down the
inflows. When the international demand is shrinking, the domestic demand
has to be boosted up, but the successive RBI governors maintained a
relentless focus on checking inflation which has to be worked out at the
interest of the nation and the people at large.

Madam, finally, will these populist measures bring in votes for NDA is a
moot question. Given the past experience, the answer is nay. The answer to
Congress manifesto is also nay. The people of this country are prudent enough
to weigh a party more on its records than on its promises.
