Two things are not clear. The Minister of Labour is the Chairman of the ESI
Corporation. They have reduced the employers’ contribution from 4.75 to 3.25 per
cent. They have reduced the employees’ contribution also. All trade unions
oppose this reduction of employers’ contribution.

The ESI is a good scheme for the workers. It is good that it is being
extended. But different companies owe crores of rupees to the ESI as dues. The
jute mills in my area owe about Rs. 100 crores to the ESI. Also, the ESI hospitals
are not running properly as was mentioned by the Member who spoke earlier.

Our country has been progressing and we need to resort to various
applications of modern technology. There is no doubt about it. | also admit the

fact that the hon. Minister has tried to present a comprehensive Bill.

However, | would like to inform him that there is a gap between the cup and
the lip. First of all, you are going to violate the fundamental rights of the people of
our country because you have proposed DNA testing of undertrials in a
compulsory manner. Rather, it is a mandatory provision which you have inserted

in the Bill which is contrary to the fundamental rights of an individual.

Therefore, we find no alternative but to oppose the introduction of the
flawed legislative document. The reasons are as follows. It inadequately
regulates use of DNA in civil matters as it is silent on consent, storage and
removal of profiles. It does not assert individual rights such as right to notification

of storage, right to appeal and challenge storage of DNA samples.

It does little to address the capacity constraints of the law enforcement
agencies, and neither does it provide a roadmap towards building capacity. The

proposed regulatory board is too powerful and its functioning is too opaque. The
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proposed cost of the project is highly underestimated forcing one to wonder if an

adequate cost benefit analysis was carried out.

Sir, under Rule 72 (2) of the Rules of Procedure and Conduct of Business, |
rise to oppose the introduction of the Bill — The Unlawful Activities (Prevention)

Amendment Bill, 2019 — on the following four grounds.

Number one is regarding the original Act of 1967. The sole purpose or the
intent of the Bill is to address the issues and prevent unlawful actions done by the
associations or organisations.

TADA and POTA. There are various other judgments also which | am not quoting.

Four, the Statement of Objects and Reasons is very vague. It is indefinite. It
is unclear. | fully support the view that terrorism and anti-national activities have to
be dealt with very stringently and very seriously. We can never compromise our

national security. The integrity of our country can never be compromised.

But in the name of terrorism, the basic Fundamental Rights of the citizens
can never be curtailed. We have the experience of POTA; we have the
experience of TADA. From 1985 to 1995, the TADA law lapsed on its own. For
POTA, | also participated in the discussion in the Joint Session. POTA was
passed in 2002. It is a very, very valid point. POTA was passed in 2002 and it
was repealed in 2004 at the time of the UPA Government. My point is: why had it
been so?

(Prevention) Act enables the Government only to ban organizations and

associations. It is meant to be used against a collective and not against
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individuals. Actually, if there is a lone wolf terrorist, you have ample powers to
arrest him. You have plenty of ways to deal with these people. You can seize
their properties also. If it is a Global terrorist recognized by the UN Security
Council, then you can incorporate them under the 2007 UN Order, which is read
with Section 51A. Why do you want to use UAPA to declare an individual a
terrorist? Let the Minister give us examples of terrorists who are not members of
banned organizations, due to which we need such a law. As my colleague has

pointed out, the Bill really opens up a great deal of scope for misuse.

Secondly, once a person is unilaterally declared a terrorist by the
Government, the burden is shifted on to the individual to prove his innocence
before a Review Committee. The organization can do it. How can an individual

SHASHI THAROOR (THIRUVANANTHAPURAM): Sir, again there are three
procedural concerns which are very serious. First, they are introducing a Bill
which removes the mandate to constitute Special Courts and are designating

existing Sessions Courts to double up as Special Courts.

You can imagine that our system is so clogged already; there is such a
backlog. The Law Minister is constantly explaining to this House as to how many
cases are backlogged in this country. Now you are only adding more cases to our
clogged system. What is the point of this amendment? The Bill is actually not
based on any logical approach. We need Special Fast Track Courts to hear terror

cases; that is fine. But the Bill does not propose that.

Secondly, the Special Court Judges to hear terror cases are normally,
specially selected by the Chief Justice of a High Court after a request is made by

the NIA. But the Bill basically removes this procedure.

Thirdly, it is a completely piecemeal legislation because it ignores the
fundamental problem in the NIA that NIA Prosecutors have talked about, which is
its lack of independence, especially in the area of prosecution. The
Former Special Prosecutor, you would remember, said that she had been
pressured to go soft on those accused of committing the bomb blast in Malegaon.
So, the Government has also not filed an appeal on the acquittals in the

Samjhauta blast cases. The Bill does not do anything to insulate the NIA from
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political interference. | think, if the Minister would be kind enough to take the Bill
back, improve the Bill, address these glaring gaps in the Bill, and bring it back, it

SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY (BAHARAMPUR): Sir, the dilution of and
the assault on democratic institutions in our country have been continuing
unabated much to the detriment of the nation. From RBI to CBI, all the democratic
institutions have been either diluted or undermined. Now the turn has come for

the National Human Rights Commission.

Under the parent Act, the Chairperson of the National Human Rights
Commission is a person who has been a Chief Justice of the Supreme Court.
The Bill amends this to provide that a person who has been a Chief Justice of

India or a Judge of the Supreme Court will be the Chairperson of NHRC.

Also, | draw the attention of the Ministry as well as the House, through you,
Sir, that the Bill should enable significant expansion of the number of members at
the National and State Human Rights Commissions and ensure adequate
representation of members, including on the basis of gender, caste and
indigenous status. We can improve upon the existing framework and could move
towards complying with the international standards by instituting a more
transparent and inclusive selection process, one that includes civil society
members, human rights activists and other such persons who may have expertise

at the ground level.

My third and the last point is that scarcity of resources or misappropriation
of resources plagues the functioning of many State Human Rights Commissions.

The
Commission itself had acknowledged and requested the Government to vest it
with additional powers of contempt to punish civil servants who do not follow its
orders, especially with regard to the timely submission of reports.

requirement on board.

And, my third point is that the National and State Commissions have been
plagued by positions which are left vacant for an unreasonable period of time. The
Bill does not even mention the need for time-bound appointments.

On this issue, my Party had also opposed the Bill when it was brought in
the last Lok Sabha. The problem is that there are two substantive grounds for not
introducing the Bill without change. The first is that the Bill removes the President
of the Indian National Congress from the Jallianwala Bagh National Memorial
Trust. So, this makes it an arbitrary action because the very reason why this Bill
was moved in the august House by Dr. Ambedkar in 1951 was to make the
Congress President an ex officio trustee because of the intimate connection

between the history of the Congress and the history of the Trust. Without the

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Congress Party, there would be no Jallianwala Bagh Memorial. The British would
try and convert it into a bazar. We are the ones who raised the money, built the
memorial and the fact is, therefore, that it is a denial of the heritage of the country

of the Freedom Struggle and therefore, it must be stopped.

Secondly, there is also a technical objection to the Bill in its present form
which is that it empowers the Central Government to remove nominated trustees
before the completion of their terms without assigning any reason. This is another
arbitrary act. This power can easily be used to remove trustees who do not agree
with the Government’s views or the ruling party’s views. The Government should
not fear accountability. This is a national heritage. We have no objection if their
nominees are there; they should not object if the President of the Congress Party
is there. The point is that this is the national Freedom Struggle that we are
commemorating in this historic site. Please, in this centenary year, do not betray

our history and our heritage.

The only access to
these places in the Kottakadavu — Arangil gate roundabout has a level crossing
which is very near to the National Highway Juction. Due to the heavy rail traffic
this railway gate remains closed for most of the time creating long queue of
vehicles and traffic congestion on the National Highway. Moreover, it causes
innumerable hardships for the people to reach public institutions, bus stand etc. |,
therefore, request the Railway Minister to take necessary steps to construct an

underpass at the above site at the earliest.
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(xviii) Need to set up a rail coach factory at Kanjicode, Kerala

SHRI V.K. SREEKANDAN (PALAKKAD): A coach factory was sanctioned for
Kerala at KanjiKode in Palakkad in the 2008-09 railway budget. The foundation
stone was laid by the then Hon’ble Minister for Railways in 2012. Then Kerala
Government acquired 439 acres land for it, and later, a compound wall was built
around the acquired land. Thereafter, nothing has moved beyond that. However,
production has commenced in coach factories which were sanctioned or
announced later on. This is a total discrimination to the people of Kerala, who
were expecting much from this project in the form of employment to the youths of
the State and other economic activities and, therefore, | urge upon the

Government to set up the Coach Factory at Kanjikode at the earliest.
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(xix) Regarding Kochi ‘waste to energy’ project

SHRI HIBI EDEN (ERNAKULAM): India is facing one of its most difficult
challenges like any other rapidly developing country with its large quantities of
waste being produced as a result of fast economic growth and urbanization.
Ernakulam (Kochi) is one of the most developing cities in India. The info park is
located in this city. The current situation in the city of Kochi (Kerala, South India)
is that the existing waste disposal process is limited to just collection and surface
dumping of the waste into uncontrolled sites. Kochi waste to Energy Project is a
successful solution in India through the Kochi Brahmapuram waste to energy
plant. The waste-to-energy plant was mooted as a long-term solution to manage
Kochi’s garbage. So | would request the Central Government to consider this
project as one of the model waste management systems and allocate central find

for the maintenance and proper running of this project.

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(xxii) Need to amend GSR 751 (E) Guidelines to conduct aeronautical study

in approach funnel beyond 300 meters

SHRI RAHUL RAMESH SHEWALE (MUMBAI SOUTH-CENTRAL): | would like
to suggest amendments to GSR 751 (E) guidelines as for conducting Aeronautical
Study in approach funnel beyond 300 metres (which extends to 15 Km from
Runway Strip) which is not permitted. | would suggest that since entire area
included in approach funnel is very huge, a blanket rule of ‘no Aeronautical study
in approach funnel’ may not be required. | would highlight paragraph from
Annexure 14/ Volume 1, Page 38 of GSR 751 (E) guidelines regarding
construction of new objects or extension of existing ones. New objects or
extension of existing objects should not be permitted above approach surface
beyond 300 metres from inner edge, the conical surface or inner horizontal
surface except when, in the opinion of appropriate authority, the object would be
shielded by an existing immovable object, or after aeronautical study it is
determined that object would not adversely affect the safety or significantly affect
the regularity of operations of aeroplanes. The previous paragraph allows Airport
Authority of India to mitigate a new object lying beyond 300 metres in Approach
Surface with an Aeronautical study which would include PANS OPS. The
conclusion on this is enhanced height can be permitted to buildings lying in the

approach surface beyond 300 metres after conducting the aeronautical study.
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Procedure for takeoff and landing should be laid down taking into consideration of
all existing buildings in the approach take off surface. If necessary they should be
revised taking into account the increased FSI allotted by Municipal Corporation for
utilizing full potential of plot. The above information leads us to conclude that
current set of rules to establish permissible heights in the approach funnel and in
IHS are not stringently following ICAO rules and need to be revised or updated
and reviewed. Since enhanced height is very critical for the redevelopment
projects in Mumbai, it is my request to Civil Aviation Minister to consider
conducting an Aeronautical Study beyond 300 metres in the Approach Funnel in

the revised GSR 751 (E) Guidelines.

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(xxvi) Regarding abolition of GST on job works

SHRI P. R. NATARAJAN (COIMBATORE): All the goods and services in the
world are produced in multistage and by different persons like division of labour.
Individuals, organizations, and nations are endowed with or acquire specialized
capabilities and either form combinations or trade to take advantage of the
capabilities of others in addition to their own. Like the same way, many products
and many reputed company products in the country are produced by job work. As
per GST Act, job work means any treatment or process undertaken by a person
on goods belonging to another registered person. The person doing the job work
is called job worker. This is to complete a part or whole of the process which
results in the manufacture or finishing of an article or any other essential

operation.

Thus, many small and medium entrepreneurs are totally dependent upon
the job work. When they take job order, the principal manufacturer supplies all the
essential/required raw materials and other equipment to the job workers for
production of the particular goods. According to the job workers, they are not
buying anything and they are not selling anything and not producing anything
new. After the finished/semi-finished reach goods the principal manufacturer and
when he/she sells the goods to the consumer/customer, again GST is charged.

So, it involves many stages of production and also payment of GST many times
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for a single product. Finally, all the OST falls on the heads of the common people
i. e. buyer of the goods and services. Due to the multistage /multilevel GST, the
business of the many small and medium entrepreneurs has gone down and they

have shut down their business establishments.

In view of the above, | urge upon the Union Government to take necessary
action to abolish GST on job works so that small and medium. entrepreneurs will

get some work and survive without any difficulties.

DR. SHASHI THAROOR (THIRUVANANTHAPURAM): Sir, thank you very much
for giving me the opportunity to present my views on the Budget, which the hon.
Finance Minister gave us. | would like to begin by congratulating the hon. Finance
Minister for her maiden Budget, and the first of the new Government in their
second innings. It is indeed a matter of pride for all of us in this august House and
the country that this was the second ever Budget that was delivered by a woman
since Shrimati Indira Gandhi presented the Budget way back in 1970. On behalf
of my Party, | would like to extend my deepest appreciation for the hon. Finance

Minister for recreating history.

As a traditional practice, it is for the Opposition to hold the Government
accountable for its performance, including the announcement of the Budget.
Before | do so, | would like to place on record my personal admiration for the hon.
Finance Minister. | have known her for some years. It was a marvellous touch to
bring a dose of Tamil sangam poetry into this House with her verse about the
elephant and paddy field. But | cannot resist pointing out that her metaphor

accurately makes her Government a slow-moving elephant again.
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What we were all hoping for was a bounding, lithe and agile tiger. Sadly,
this Budget, with its creeping incrementalism devoid of any bold proposal, falls
considerably short of unleashing the animal spirits that John Maynard Keynes
spoke about; the poor animal of the Indian economy, this lumbering and limping

elephant, still remains leashed and fettered as it has been for the last five years.

One cannot blame her entirely for the abject disappointment that has once
again been caused by an underwhelming Budget because the fact is that she had
to inherit the mess that the Government has spent five years in power creating the
legacy of economic mismanagement that has featured a disastrous
demonetisation, unemployment at a 45-year high, agrarian distress that has
raised farmer’'s suicides to record levels, declining rates of savings and
investments, and widespread stagnation in every area from manufacturing to

exports.

It is with deepest regret that | note that the Budget that was presented last
week, was characterised by rather modest if not mediocre set of announcements,
distinctive misses, deafening silences on matters of substance and the utterly
evident insincerity of this Government to truly offer a way forward to the people of
our country from the series of crises that they have been afflicted with since the

first innings of this Government. Since cricket is on our minds these days with the
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World Cup Semi-final tomorrow, let me say that instead of the bold boundaries we
expected in this Budget after the Elections, what we have are unnecessarily

defensive strokes, dropped catches and quite a few no-balls and wides.

Moreover, the Budget reflects yet another complete disregard for the
genuine concerns, hopes and aspirations of our people who have given a fresh
mandate to this Government. It must be said that it is not we in the Opposition
that the Government has failed by offering these terms of disappointment, rather it
is the mandate of the people of India that the Government has chosen to

squander at the beginning of its tenure.

Now, there were some remarkable aspects to this Budget but, Mr.
Chairman, these came from what was not said in the Budget Speech rather than
what was. This is perhaps the first Budget in the history of the country where
allocations, the engine of the document, were not mentioned. For over two hours,
we waited for announcements of substance but had to make do with an hour-long

recitation of the so-called achievements of the first term and grandiose promises
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of fluff for the coming decade, when the people wanted concrete answers to their

problems of today. We had to go and look into the documents afterwards.

| must say that we were left with the sort of ‘Trishanku’ budget that was
neither here, nor there, and at its heart, this kind of modest incrementalism
wedded to some lofty ideals for a grand future. But sadly, there was no indication
of a comprehensive and robust strategy or a roadmap to get to that lofty vision.
From the Aam Aadmi’s perspective, just a series of missed opportunities and

uninspired reiterations of existing ideas.

To start with, the macroeconomic situation of our country’s economy was
not even considered worth a mention in the Budget Speech. | cannot blame them.
The mess that they made does not really make for a pretty picture worth
mentioning, after all. There was strikingly no mention of the country’s GDP growth
rate. In fact, the word ‘GDP’ was only mentioned once. And that was with regard
to the external debt-to-GDP ratio. And the principal contributors to GDP —
investment levels, manufacturing, consumption are not mentioned. Even the
Government’s dubious fiscal deficit target was only mentioned, amusingly after
the official speech concluded, as an afterthought. But since the Government has
intentionally failed to provide a full picture, let me begin by doing their job for

them.
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Respected Chairman, The Economic Survey that was presented last
Thursday on the Budget eve makes a rather optimistic projection of 7 per cent
GDP growth in the upcoming fiscal year. In fact, it goes on to mention that during
the last quarter of the fiscal year, the growth rate will even pick up to 7.5 or 7.6
per cent and it will be a step towards hitting this 8 per cent growth rate which is, of
course, integral to achieving the PM’s target of a $5 trillion economy by the end of
2024-25. 1 do not know where they are getting their figures from. Last time, there
was a concern, they were getting their economics from a yoga teacher. But,

certainly here, there is a real credibility issue with any of these numbers.

As the Government’s own last Chief Economic Advisor has pointed out, our
current growth rate could in reality be as much as 2.5 points lower than what is
being projected. The Government has offered to present a point-by-point rebuttal
to the methodology used by Dr. Subramanian to arrive at this conclusion, but they

have still not come through to Parliament on this.

Similarly, we all remember the controversy about the GDP back series
which was kicked up last year when NITI Aayog brought in yet another method to
calculate GDP in a manner that boosted the growth, on paper, of the NDA
Government while bringing it down retrospectively for the UPA Government, a
move that invited widespread condemnation from experts around the world. The

recurring high-profile departure of experts from the Administration, the latest being
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the Deputy Governor of the RBI, also does not inspire confidence in the credibility

of the numbers offered by this Government.

Traditional economic wisdom dictates that the GDP of a country will only
grow if the key contributions to it expand such as investment, manufacturing,
consumption and exports. But here we have a peculiar situation where none of
these is growing. In fact, many have actually hit rock bottom. But the Government
still believes we are going to be growing at seven to eight per cent in the future
without explaining how this is going to happen. Let us not forget that the GDP
growth rate in the most recent quarter is considerably lower than such fevered

fantasies at a rather tepid 5.8 per cent.

The Finance Minister at the onset of her speech echoed the Economic
Survey by emphasising the central role of investment to propel the economy,
pointing out that we need to invest heavily in infrastructure, digital economy, in job
creation, in small and medium firms. Of course, she is right in this regard. But
according to the Centre for Monitoring of Indian Economy (CMIE) which has
tracked project announcements and implementation in the June quarter,
investment - both private and public - has shockingly gone down by 81 per cent
from the previous quarter, and worse still 87 per cent from the same quarter last
year. This reflects an alarming decline in both public and private investment at an

overall 15-year low.

Our manufacturing and services sectors have been particularly hit with the
former falling by 68 per cent from the previous year and the latter by 98 per cent
from the previous year. This horror story only gets worse. So, where does the
Government’s optimism about investment come from? Who is going to invest,

how are they going to invest, and why are they not investing now?

Projects to the tune of nearly Rs.13 trillion are currently stalled and the
stalling rate based on the percentage of projects under implementation in the
private sector has already hit a new record in Indian history - a record high of 26.1
per cent in the June quarter; 27.2 per cent of manufacturing projects are stalled,
20.4 per cent of power projects are stalled, and together with the services sector,

these account for 92 per cent of the total stalled projects.

Ask any industrialist what will it take for him to invest in the present Indian
economy and he will tell you, “Improve consumption so that people will buy what
we make. Otherwise, why we are going to invest and make something that people
cannot buy”. This is the challenge that the Finance Minister has failed to address

in her Budget.

However, consumption levels also in any case tell a negative tale.
According to the Society for Indian Automobile Manufacturers, automobile sales

fell by 20.6 per cent in May, the steepest decline in 18 years, which in turn has
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arrested manufacturing and demanded inventory correction causing total

production in the automobile segment to fall by eight per cent.

Two-wheeler sales fell by 17.3 per cent in fiscal year 2019. Even
traditionally strong movers of consumption like Fast Moving Consumer Goods are
likely to fall by an overall two per cent according to a report published by the

market analytics and information firm Nielson.

The slowdown in consumption which was alluded to in the Economic
Survey but strangely skipped in the Budget Speech has also affected India’s
prime services sector. The Nikkei India Services Business Activity Index or PMI
fell to 49.6 in the June quarter, the lowest this year. What is interesting is that any
figure above 50 indicates expansion and anything below signals a contraction. In
this case, it is a first contraction since this Government presided over one

contraction in May 2018.

Now, the decline in all these key indicators makes it clear there is an acute
trust deficit amongst investors coupled with low consumer confidence in the
economy for which this Government in the Budget has neither addressed nor

provided a roadmap on how it will turn the situation around.

The hasty and ill-thought through demonetisation bears a large share of the
responsibility for shutting down lakhs of small and micro enterprises throwing

many more lakhs of people out of work. As a well-known couplet tells us: -

that has been published recently by the Harvard Centre for International
Development based on its Economic Complexity Index for 133 countries which is
a measure of the diversity and sophistication of the productive capabilities
reflected in the exports of a country. They say that India will only manage an
average annual growth of 5.5 per cent until 2027, whereas China, they say, will
continue to remain the fastest growing major economy at 6.1 per cent. We had

that title very briefly. Under this Government, we have lost it.

As for the fiscal deficit target, the announcement that the Government is
again targeting 3.3 per cent hardly inspires any confidence because this 3.3 per
cent is the same figure, they announced last year and failed to meet. We all recall
how my good friend Arun Jaitley kept having to adjust his fiscal deficit target every

year.

Another fact is that the Government’s assumption is entirely based on a
growth and tax revenue to offset increased Government’s spending on schemes
like Ayushman Bharat and the expanded version of PM-KISAN which they have
allocated some good money to. But as the Economic Survey itself highlights,
while direct tax improved by 13.4 per cent, the gross tax to GDP ratio actually fell

to 10.9 per cent, a decrease of 0.3 per cent, as indirect taxes fell by 16 per cent
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due to shortcomings in the GST which by the admission of the Government’s own

Economic Advisors requires a mop up.

Now, in the present scenario how will this Government finance the deficit
and how will they meet this target of 3.3 per cent when their projections
themselves are highly contestable. They are going to suggest that perhaps they
will make up a little bit from non-tax receipts, namely, the self-declared
disinvestment target of Rs. 1 trillion. But we all know how the Government has so
far played the disinvestment game by getting one public sector company to buy
shares of another public sector company which is not disinvestment at all but
fudging the books. Now, the Government is hoping for a lakh crore rupees by
selling loss-making Air India. But when the far more successful Jet Airways has

failed to find a buyer, who is going to bid for Air India?

Sir, | would like to draw the attention of this House to the Government’s
continued failure to give the country any relief on direct taxation. My esteemed
senior colleague Mr. Chidambaram had in 2009 proposed a Direct Tax Code to
replace the complex and outdated Income Tax Act of 1961 and bring India’s tax
ecosystem in line with the demands of a fast-growing economy. However, despite
having constituted a Task Force to propose draft legislation on direct taxation, this
Government has failed to provide any tangible roll out plan for this much needed
tax reform and the Task Force’s deadline keeps getting extended, the way the

Pakistanis keep extending the duration of the courts for the 26/11 trials. Now, the
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last extension to 31 July has taken the overall delay to over a year and this is

going to have been the first Budget of the new Government.

Now, the Government did seek to provide short-term sops to the aam
aadmi. There is an additional income tax deduction of Rs. 1.5 lakh on affordable
home loans. But given the higher excise duty they have also imposed on essential
items for the home like ceramic tiles, marble flooring, electronics, mountings for
furniture - which are imported mainly because, of course, they are cheaper - the

savings may well be more than offset by higher costs for all these items.

Similarly, they have given a deduction of Rs. 1.5 lakh on loans towards the
purchase of electric vehicles. But given the complete lack of public infrastructure
and Government investment to support electric vehicles, repeated power failures
in every part of the country — | am living in Lutyens’ Delhi, | go through 4-5 power
cuts a day — and the absence of any grid or cabling to support the much higher
power load that would be needed to charge electric cars, these additional

deductions are meaningless.

Meanwhile, the aam aadmi is already paying the highest fuel prices in the
world because of this Government’s taxes on petrol and diesel at a time when
prices of fuel are dropping worldwide. The Finance Minister has added an extra
two rupees on every litre of petrol and diesel at a time of international low prices

of crude oil. This is adding insult to injury. | must say, not only it is not fair for the
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Finance Minister to suggest that it affects only those who own private vehicles. |

pass the burden to the consumer, to the aam aadmi. So, this is a continuation of
the BJP Government’s established practice of dangling a carrot before the citizen
and while he is not looking, distracted by all this hoopla, pulling whatever cash he
has out of his pocket. So, while the hon. Finance Minister did quote ancient poetry
to thank the taxpayer, allow me to offer a more recent poem which | modified from
one that is currently in circulation on BJP’s favourite medium WhatsApp. It rather

aptly captures the present situation:

Tax his car, tax his wage,

Tax his book on every page.

Tax his fuel, his credit card,

If he screams, tax him hard.

Tax his newsprint, tax his drink,

Tax him if he tries to think.

Tax his bosses, tax his peers,

If he cries, tax his tears.

Tax his pay, tax his phone,

Tax his house, tax his loan.

If he thinks, this is a sin,

Another big announcement by this Government, met by plenty of table

thumping by my friends on the other side of the Well, was the extension of the 25
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per cent corporate tax to companies under Rs. 400 crore turnover. However, in
keeping with this Government’s underhand tactics, even this headline-grabbing
figure was meant to obscure the reality. The Government has actually failed to
live up to its own promise of a universal corporate tax rate at 25 per cent by Fiscal
Year 2020 which was announced in the Fiscal Year 2016 Budget by the then
Finance Minister Shri Arun Jaitley. It has also failed to phase out tax anomalies
that have led to such prolonged tax litigation in our country. As numerous analysts
have repeatedly pointed out, India remains one of the least competitive
economies with the total effective tax paid by some corporates reaching an
astronomical 48 per cent, whereas organisations like Cll have been calling for you
to reduce the corporate tax rate to 18 per cent. In comparison, all Chinese
companies enjoy a flat corporate tax rate of 25 per cent, with this dropping to 10
per cent for certain small scale or other encouraged business. When the Chinese
can thrive with that kind of approach, | don’t know why we must tax our
businesses. By not sticking to its own promise, the Government has once again
failed corporate India and missed out on a significant opportunity to actually
encourage increased private investment in our economy.

While the macro-economic picture of the country’s economy was treated by
the Government rather dismissively by not mentioning it in the Budget speech, the
Finance Minister did spend quite some time building castles in the sand,

particularly with her lofty Vision for the Decade which includes $ 5-trillion economy
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goal. That is supposed to cater to the ‘aasha, vishwas and aakansha' of the
people. But ask the same people what this target means to them and it is
completely unimaginable to them. What will actually cater to their needs, their
aakansha would be the GDP per capita in rupee terms which goes directly into
their pockets and matters to them. But according to the most recent World Bank
classification this month of countries by Gross National Income per capita, India
continues to be a lower-middle income country along with 46 others, while even
little Sri Lanka has climbed to the upper-middle income group for the Fiscal Year
2020. What the Government plans to do to increase the Gross National Income of
its citizens to even the Sri Lankan level was strangely absent from the Finance
Minister’s imagination. Clearly, this imagination of an expanded dollar footprint of
the country’s economy represents only the ‘aasha, vishas and aakansha’ of the

'suit boot ki sarkar than of the aam aadmi.

What will the Government’s Budget leave for the aam aadmi? The hon.
Finance Minister memorably invoked the Father of the Nation quoting the

Mahatma’s immortal vision: “The Soul of India lies in its villages.”

She went on to emphasise the Government's apparent commitment to
gaon, garib aur kisan. But for each of these categories; rural India, the
economically and financially challenged in our society and those who put food on

our table, there was sadly very little for them to write home about.
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Take our nation’s kisans, those who provide the ‘food security’ that the FM
has mentioned. These men and women, during these last five years, have seen
nothing but a step-motherly treatment from this Government which has resulted in

record level of farmers’ suicides.

Yes, the Budgetary allocation for the Ministry of Agriculture has gone up,
from the previous fiscal, very high, from Rs. 75.75 crore to Rs.1.39 lakh crore.
But if you look at why it has gone up, you will realise that this essentially is only
because of Rs.75,000 crore that has been allocated this time for the expanded
version of the Pradhan Mantri Kisan Samman Nidhi, which of course provides an

annual income transfer of Rs.6,000 to most of our farmers.

As we in the Opposition have repeatedly pointed out, the PM-KISAN
Scheme in its current form is clearly divorced from the reality of the acute agrarian
crisis the country is facing. There are fundamental structural challenges that have
not been mentioned. Just a hand out. It was announced first in the Interim
Budget earlier this year; the present Government decided, that the burden of the
farmer was only worth a paltry Rs.500 a month. That is what Rs.6,000 a year
comes to. So, in their pitiable attempt to reach out to a community where the
average annual indebtedness of an Indian farmer stands at Rs.47,000, did the
Government really believe that a Rs.500 note would provide relief to a farmer in
the throes of existential despair? Did they believe that salvation will come to him

in the form of Rs.16.5 a day? Or even lower, for, in the average rural household

of five members, it would really mean Rs.3 a day, a staggering lower than one-
eighth of the poverty metric of Rs.27.2 per person and much lower than they
could earn through the Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee
Scheme that our Party had brought in. The idea was not to provide genuine relief
but just enough money to win votes. Ghalib will forgive us if we change his
famous lines a little and say:

This cynical lip service to those who put food on our table could not have
come at a worse time. Just look at the situation. You made a song and dance in
2016 about doubling farmer income by 2022. Have you even come close to
increasing farmer income? Farmer income in fact in our country has fallen. You
can check the data. Growth rate in this sector has been acknowledged by your
Economic Survey as having slowed down to a crawl. Input prices and, therefore,
the cost of cultivation has gone up every year but earnings have fallen every year.
The procurement system of MSPs has largely failed to assuage the crisis
experienced by the debt-stricken farmer. To make things worse, the southwest
monsoon, which accounts for 70 per cent of India’s annual rainfall, has so far
seen a deficit of 26 per cent. That has led to 27 per cent decrease in planting in
the kharif season. Farmers across the country, as you know, have risen in

protest, last year and a year before. They have marched in order to flag the
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attention of the Government that has consistently, systematically, and
unconscionably failed them. What reception have their legitimate concerns
received? In Delhi, they were ignored. In Nasik, they were harassed and in

Mandsaur they were shot.

Our kisans could be forgiven for changing the words of another well-known

shayari and saying:

Under these grave circumstances, it is not surprising that the allocation for
support schemes like the Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana, the Government’s

flagship crop insurance scheme, has seen a modest increase.

In her address — even while the hon. Finance Minister began by praising
her Government as one whose signature was in the last mile delivery — there has
not been a mention of the glaring loopholes in the Fasal Bima Yojana that
undermines its supposed benefits as a crop insurance scheme. Since the
implementation of the scheme, the insurance companies have collected annual
premiums far exceeding the pay-outs to the aggrieved farmers and what they
have paid, has not been timely. Recent reports based on data from the
Government’s own Ministry of Agriculture, says that as of May 10, 2019, out of the

Rs. 12,867 crore of claims that have been filed and certified by the State
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Governments concerned, 40 per cent of claims, that is, Rs. 5,171 crore from the

kharif season that ended last year, remain unpaid.

As you must be aware, according to the guidelines of the Fasal Bima
Yojana, claims have to be paid within two months from the end of the harvest. But
that means, two months would have been February 10, 2019 latest. But by May,
they have not been paid. By comparison earlier, under the equivalent UPA
schemes, the National Agricultural Insurance Scheme and the modified National
Agricultural Insurance Scheme, the gross premium collected was Rs.10,560 crore
and total claims paid was Rs. 28,564 crore. So, in our scheme, insurance
companies had to pay three times more than they collected. In your Government’s
scheme, the insurance companies are actually collecting more than what they are

paying out.

No wonder enrolment in the Fasal Bima Yojana, has fallen from 58 million
farmers in Fiscal Year 2017 to 55 million farmers in Fiscal Year 2018. It only
remains a golden goose for the insurance companies. | must say that from a
country that is suffering from such agrarian distress, we cannot afford to have a
scheme that enriches the insurance companies, but gives a raw deal to the poor
farmers.

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At the same time, there is very little investment in other schemes for
farmers that could have actually helped them to reach their target of doubling
farmer income. For instance, the allocation for agriculture-related research, the
research in education — which often offers very good returns on investment — has
only risen marginally from Rs. 7,900 crore to Rs. 8,078 crore. So, it is about 0.37
per cent of agricultural GDP - the same amount, as before, far short of the one

per cent, that is a globally accepted requirement target.

There was also the mention of the return to ‘zero budget’ farming, which is

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Then, there is the grand announcement of ‘Matsya Sampada Yojana’ under
the Department of Fisheries. ...(Interruptions) the Department of Fisheries and
not the separate Ministry, a long promise made by this Government. The
Government announced a separate Ministry that it will be, in its National Policy on
Fishing- 2012 and promised it in its 2014 manifesto, but now, with just a
department, you are claiming that your Yojana will introduce a robust fisheries
management framework. As an MP from Thiruvananthapuram which has a

significant fishing community, | have ...(Interruptions)

Sir, | am just over halfway through. We have a little more time. | have

repeatedly pushed this Government on the urgent need for a dedicated Ministry.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: You have already crossed the time that has been allotted

to the Party.

DR. SHASHI THAROOR: Sir, just give me another fifteen minutes.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: You have already crossed half of it and some other

Members from your Party also have to speak. Think about it.

DR. SHASHI THAROOR: | will conclude in 10-15 minutes after making the key

points.

This is a source of livelihood for nearly four million of our country’s citizens.

Most of the fishing communities are vulnerable groups. They live below the
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poverty line. A dedicated Ministry could have solved their problems to some
degree but | am told that there is no rationale for the creation of a separate
Ministry. The result is that the Finance Minister can talk about a Blue Revolution
but they have not allocated a single rupee for the strengthening of our coastline
through a sea-wall. In my constituency, from Pallithura to Pozhiyoor and from
Valiyathura to Shankumukham, every single day, large swathes of our coastal
land is being washed into the sea as a result of widespread coastal erosion. It is
affecting the homes and the livelihoods of lakhs of fisherfolk, but their repeated
pleas, which | have raised three times in ‘Zero Hour’, in the last couple of years,
have fallen on deaf ears. You have actually reduced the money for the Coastal
Management Programme by 42 per cent in your budget. When the Ministry
responsible is more concerned with cow protection than protecting fishermen,
obviously it is better to be a cow than a malsyathozhilali in India today. But it is

also a part of continuing pattern of the neglect of the needs of my State, Kerala.

The money required for the rehabilitation of cyclone Ockhi victims has not
been provided. The same can be said by my Odisha friends about victims of
Gaja. There is practically nothing for the victims of last year's Kerala Floods
either. Our fishermen are in terrible condition, yet they have shown great heroism
in rescuing thousands of people in the floods, but our requests for help to rebuild
Kerala have been rejected in this Budget. They have been recognised globally

but not by our Finance Minister who has given nothing for re-building Kerala.
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Also, where is the corpus for rubber farmers and assistance for
economically vulnerable immigrants returning from Gulf countries? We want their
remittances, but we want to do nothing for the people who have been sending

these remittances, when they lose their jobs and come back.

My request for establishing the National Institute of Medicinal Plants in
Thiruvananthapuram has been continuously overlooked even though you claim to
be in favour of traditional medicines. The promised National Ayurveda University,
an institute of national importance, has not come either. Despite the
Government’s big talk of promoting Ayurveda, it has failed to harness Kerala’s
great potential in traditional knowledge in this field, even though | had a public oral
commitment from the AYUSH Minister when he came to Thiruvananthapuram last

year.

The plantation industry in South India is in terrible condition. It provides
employment to 1.5 million workers, that too in remote areas, but no funds are
being given in this Budget for the Commodity Boards. There is no proposal to
upgrade the National Institute for Speech and Hearing in Thiruvananthapuram
into a National University for Rehabilitation and Disability, also promised by this
Government in its previous avatar. So, the fact is that we have serious

challenges here but Kerala is not the only example of this Government’s neglect.
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In her address, she barely scratched the surface of the greatest crisis
facing India today. The crisis of jobs in the country. After dismissing findings
from a leaked NSSO report earlier this year, the Government did a full U-turn and
reached the same figure as per its own Ministry of Statistics and Programme
Implementation. That shows a 45-year high unemployment. Now 6.1 per cent
of the total labour force is unemployed; 7.8 per cent of all employable youth in
urban areas are jobless and the percentage in rural areas is 5.3 per cent. The

joblessness among men stood at 6.2 per cent.

That is all very well for the Finance Minister to claim that ‘Indialnc are
India’s job creators’ but the fact remains that Government’s silence on this issue
is truly shocking. What about the two crore jobs in a year that this Government
used to talk about? We do not hear that anymore and there are no successful
schemes for youth employment.  You can call the youths, Bhagya Vidhatas, but
you give them no jobs to create their own Bhagya. This is worrying for more

reasons than one.

Let me stress that our demographic dividend is possible now but it is
definitely reducing because our population growth rate will slow down in the next
two decades and we would go through a demographic dividend phase which will
end by the early 2030s. So, we must really seize the last decade that is available
to us. Otherwise, this Government can justly be accused by history of

squandering the golden opportunity on its watch.
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After all, for whom are you building a new India if not for the young? The
fact is that we have very severe challenges in that regard. | do want to say that
education is such a neglected area. It is rather sad that it is not this
Government’s priority. They have increased the total allocation rather modestly
which is well short of the Kothari Commission recommendations. They are not

even half of the level of the recommended six per cent of the GDP.

The SC/ST students have been ill-treated because the budget estimates for
post-matric scholarship for SC students has been slashed from Rs.3000 crore.

The post matric scholarship for ST students has also been reduced this year.

Allocations for fellowships and scholarships for Ph. D and post-doctoral
students from the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes community also

has a similar tale.

They have created this National Research Foundation which may be fine in
theory but no one will know if the Government is simply using it to centralise
Government control on research; clamp down on academic and intellectual
freedom on our campuses and hold our universities to ransom because it gives
them control over what research they are allowed to do. It is very worrying, at the
same time, that one of the world class institutions, like we have the [IMs, their
central share of allocations has fallen from Rs. 1336 crore last year to Rs. 445

crore this year.
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HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude now.

DR. SHASHI THAROOR: Sir, | am coming to the key points at the very end. The
state of education is bad enough. Allocation for Defence was barely mentioned
and it represents a very modest increase from last year’s allocation and it is the
lowest since the 1962 war and with all of that it comes at a time when the
Parliamentary Standing Committee has been told that 68 per cent of our Army’s
equipment is in the vintage category. As far as the Army is concerned, the
Government enjoys saying things like "how is the josh’ but you ask the Defence
experts, their answer is, "where is the money’? There isn’t money for all the needs

that the Army and the Armed Forces need to fulfil.

There are plenty of misses and half positives, but keeping in mind your
request for the time, | will quickly finish with one sentence each on every point. On
environment, the Government talks of electric vehicles, but as | said, there is
absolutely no grid infrastructure to promote that. The allocation for the Ministry of
Environment is so abysmal that it is even less than what was spent on the statue
in Gujarat and there are substantive cuts for the National Green Tribunal. The
allocation has gone down by 75 per cent; the allocation for the Environment
Protection Management and Sustainable Development scheme has gone down
and merely a sum of Rs. 40 crore has been allocated for the Climate Change
Action Plan. On health care, in respect of Ayushman Bharat, it has the same

problem as that of the Fasal Bima Yojana. The insurance companies seem likely
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to gain but how much actually people are going to get? The numbers are not

encouraging.

There is a striking missed opportunity in the tourism sector which, many of
you know, creates eight times jobs, the jobs of the same amount of money
invested in industry because you can absorb semi-skilled and unskilled workers in
jobs that do not require much training like waiters, door-man, bus boy, gardeners
etc. But you have given no major tax relief for the industry; no major incentives for

PPP model tourism development; no encouragement to invest in jobs in this area.

So, the fact is that there are definitely some things they have done that the
hon. Finance Minister pointed to which won them votes, such as building toilets
under Swachh Bharat. But a study shows that 65 per cent of these toilets do not

have running water. So, how will they stop open defecation in India.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Hon. Member, you have to conclude now. You already

have taken 45 minutes.

DR. SHASHI THAROOR: Sir, | am concluding. The fact is that even, for example,
the gas cylinders, 90 per cent of the recipients cannot afford to refill the gas
cylinders. That is according to objective studies in this regard. So, these signs of
Acche Din are not terribly encouraging in terms of any concrete solutions. The
fact is that a great deal needs to be done to address the issues in all these

sectors that | have pointed out and | must say that it is extremely important
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because if you want to truly respond to the akansha of the Indian people you need

to actually address their real fears and hopes. As Ghalib pointed out:

India, we shall also be able to establish a benchmark for all the Government
borrowings, both domestic and international, and because we are not taking
domestic savings but mobilising foreign savings, we will also be able to bring
those savings into investment. This is a very important and a very profoundly
significant decision that has been taken by the Finance Ministry to do a sovereign

bond.

Finally, because of the inflation targeting policy that the RBI is following
right now, the Government borrowings are low. G-sec rates come down. Inflation
expectations are better anchored. It is possible we create the monetary space for
the Reserve Bank of India to take advantage of its accommodative monetary
policy stance and further bring down the interest rates. Bringing down interest

rates is also good for consumption because it means your EMIs come down.

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SHRI T.R. BAALU (SRIPERUMBUDUR): Madam Chairperson, at the outset |
would say that neither myself nor my leader, Dr. M.K. Stalin, nor the Members of
Parliament nor the people of Tamil Nadu received any cheers from the Budget.
But at the same time we had a sigh of relief when Madam Finance Minister

quoted the verses of Purananuru, and Pisirandaiyar of the Sangam Age.

| would now go into the details of the Budget. My friend’s son, Shri Jayant
Sinha, has now just asked us to talk about figures. He said that unless we quote
figures he would not accept anything. That is what my friend’s son already spoke.
He is very much correct. | am just pointing out two or three figures. The
Government of India has claimed that during 2018-19, the tax to GDP ratio will go
up to 12.4 per cent. This was my friend, Shri Jaitley’s words. Now, it has dwindled
to 11.9 per cent. Next year it is going to be 11.7 per cent. Then, how will you be

able to say that the economy is growing?

| am an ordinary person. | hail from a small village, a remote corner in deep
South. | am a farmer’s son. | thought these questions would be good ones that
can be posed to the Government of the day. The public debt has mounted without
any check causing severe damage to the economy. The income is Rs. 19.62 lakh
crore. The expenditure is Rs. 27.86 lakh crore. Hence, the Government is forced
to borrow Rs. 7 lakh crore. Apart from that, the National Highways Authority of
India and the Food Corporation of India will be borrowing not less than Rs. 4.4

lakh crore. So, altogether approximately Rs. 11 lakh crore have to be borrowed
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by this Government to survive. In this scenario, where is the chance for the

Finance Minister to fund the infrastructure projects?

They are all very big economists. They know what will happen if the price of
petrol and petroleum products is increased. They know pretty well that the
common man will suffer. There will be spiralling effect in the economy if you
increase the price of petrol and diesel and petroleum products. If you increase
the price of petrol and diesel, there will be a cascading effect. It is wide open to

the economists and they know what will happen.

| have to appreciate the boldness of the Finance Minister and the present
day Government. If we increased the price of petroleum products even by 10 or
15 or 25 paise during UPA’s period, the present day ruling Party, the then
Opposition, used to jump from ground to sky. But now they have got the guts to
increase the price of petrol by Rs. 2.57 and that of diesel by Rs. 2.30 per litre. As |
said, whenever we used to increase the price by even 25 paise during the UPA’s
regime, they used to pounce on us. But now they are comfortably increasing the
price by Rs. 2.57 and Rs. 2.30 per litre of petrol and diesel respectively. What is
the basic price of petrol in Chennai? It is Rs. 33.91. For diesel it is Rs. 38.54.
Excise duty is Rs. 19.98 on petrol. Excise duty on diesel is Rs. 15.83. Dealer

commission is Rs. 3.56 for petrol and for diesel it is Rs. 2.50.
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The retail price per litre of petrol is Rs.72.96. The price of diesel per litre is
Rs.66.69. Suppose, without providing for excise duty and VAT, if they levy 18 per
cent GST, what will happen? The price will be of the order of Rs.44.21 per litre of
petrol and Rs.48.43 of diesel. So, there is a difference. Holistically, the difference
of price of petrol will be Rs.28.75 per litre. There will be a reduction. At the same

time, Diesel will be Rs.18.26 per litre.

Madam, you can understand how this Government is mopping up the public
money, the common man’s money to the Exchequer. This is not fair. This is not at
all fair to punish the common man to spare his money to the Exchequer. How can

we tolerate this? How can the people’s representatives tolerate all these things?

Madam, what did the Ministers coming from Delhi to Chennai say at the
Airport? It was said, “Yes, we are not going to accept the excise duty hereafter,
we are not going to allow the VAT to be levied by the States and definitely, we are
going to levy GST only.” What has happened to the promises made by the
Ministers? They have wiped out 17 taxes; they have wiped out 13 cesses. Why
have they not introduced GST in case of petrol and diesel? Why can the excise
duty not be wiped out? Why have they not allowed VAT to be levied by the
States? What is the problem? This has to be answered by the Finance Minister as

well as by other people of the ruling party.
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Public are suffering; the common men are suffering. This is very much an
awful thing. This Government will be pulled down because of this reason. It
affects the farmers; it affects the common man; it affects the petty shop owners
and it affects everybody. So, this has to be withdrawn forthwith and at the same

time, they should introduce GST on petrol and diesel without any loss of time.

My late revered leader Dr. Anna who established our Party was worried
about the development of Tamil Nadu. He was worried about the economic
development; he was worried about the industrial development. He continuously

argued for this.

My leader Dr. Kalaignar Karunanidhi and the whole party was vociferously
fighting for a separate Dravida State. Why have we pushed it to that extent? It is
because we did not have any industry and we did not have any economic
development in those days. | am talking about those days. So, invariably, we were
arguing for a separate Dravida State. But that was given up because of the

Chinese aggression in 1962.

In 1962, Anna took a view that during emergency, during the wartime, we
should not push this. So, he withdrew this. But at the same time, he said, “the
reasons are still continuing and it will continue.” Even oday, it is continuing. Even

now, Dr. Anna’s words are continuing. Even now, we are rejected and that is why
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we are dejected. Madam, what has happened to the Salem Steel Plant? Anna

vociferously declared a resurgent day for Salem Steel Plan.

My Leader, Dr. Kalaignar Karunanidhi, took up the matter with the rural
masses. He had travelled the length and breadth of Tamil Nadu and has created
awareness among the public. There was a lot of hue and cry in Tamil Nadu. So,
what has happened? Finally, the people at the helm of affairs here in Congress
like Congress Leader, Shri Kamaraj, took it very seriously. He had established the
tank factory, and he was the root cause to establish a BHEL in Trichy. So,
industrial revolution started taking place because those Leaders, who were very

much knowing the problem of Tamils, had come to our rescue.

On 21/03/1970, my Leader, the then Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu. In the
National Development Council (NDC) in front of the mighty ruler, Shrimati Indira
Gandhi, he roared like lion and said that : “My State is being ignored as there is
no industrial relation or economic development. So, at least, in this meeting in the
Fourth-Five Year Plan, the Salem Steel Plant should find a place.”. This is what
he had roared at that time in that meeting, but it was not understood by Shrimati
Gandhi at that time. Therefore, my Leader, Dr. Kalaignar Karunanidhi, had walked
out of that NDC. Thereafter, within 15 days, Shrimati Gandhi called my Leader,
Dr. Kalaignar Karunanidhi, to Delhi and it was in the Parliament itself on
14/07/1970 that it was announced that the foundation stone of the Salem Steel

Plant would be laid very shortly. This was what was expressed in the Parliament.
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Today this particular Plant has gone to red. Why has it gone to red? It is not
because of the labourers. It is only because of the Management, and | can say

that it is only because of this Government.

What is happening now? This Government had promised to bring solar
power plant, which has not been brought. If they would have brought the solar
power plant, then Rs. 30 crore would be reduced from the cost. The cost of power
is Rs. 133 crore; the cost of depreciation is Rs. 90 crore; and interest is Rs. 100
crore. As regards the interest part, the investment made by this Government is
not in the form of grant, but it is totally based on borrowed money to interest
payable by the company to the Government of India. Will it be able to bear it? For
us and Tamil Nadu, it will be an interest-bearing loan, but for other States it will be

a grant. Will anybody accept it? This is what is happening to Tamil Nadu projects.

Moreover, for the past three years, the labour force is trying to reduce the
losses. What is happening there? In 2014-2015, the result was Rs. 355 crore; in
2015-2016, it was Rs. 465 crore; and in 2016-2017, it was Rs. 77.65 crore. So,
you can very well understand as to how the people have toiled and slowly
bringing it from ‘red’ to ‘green’. So, this is happening in Tamil Nadu. This industry
has been brought with great care and fight of my Leaders. So, it is an emotionally

integrated subject for me.
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The Minister of State, Mr. Anurag, is sitting here who is a young gentleman,
and he can understand the problem that 4,000 farmers gave their farming land out
of which many people gave it free of cost and many people gave it at throw-away
prices. Those farmers will not permit you to hand over the plant to any third-party

private person.

| can only warn. | can only say, beware of Ides of March. You know as to
what is meant by ‘Ides of March’. At the same time, management people are the
root cause for losses and not labourers. People running the management are
simply sitting in the airconditioned rooms. As Madam stated yesterday, people

running the management are sitting in the airconditioned rooms.

Raw material has to come from Durgapur — from Durgapur to Salem. You
can imagine the logistics. You are all from the finance background. You all know
what is accountancy. How is this type of loss being created? Materials are not
supplied on time. Steel is not supplied on time. Moreover, what is the order of
Railways? Railways, being a Government concern, has to purchase. It has to
purchase tonnes and tonnes of stainless steel from the Salem Steel Plant. Now a
days, it is not doing so. What it amounts to? The Ministry of Railways has reduced
the order. Earlier, the Ministry of Railways used to put indent from Salem Steel
Plant for 5,575 tonnes per year. This year, what has happened? It has reduced
the order to 121 tonnes. That means, your Government is not totally concerned

about this Plant. The Government is simply ignoring the plant For all these acts of
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yours, you have to answer to the people. In this regard, | can only request my
friends on the other side, who were all my friends once; | have friends on this side

also.

Same thing is happening to the Sethusamudram project. Whose project is
that?

Madam, | have to speak on my subject and for my constituency. Please
permit me. Twenty-four lakh voters have elected me with a margin of 5 lakh votes.

At the same time, | have to do some certain projects. Mr. Anurag and the
hon. Finance Minister have to come to the rescue. Please provide the metro ralil

Madam, ever since | have been seeing the Budget Speeches, | have never
seen a Budget Speech like the one delivered on 5" July, 2019 which is so
lengthy. | have never come across such a lengthy Budget Speech which does not
have any details and/or indication regarding how this object will be achieved. This

Budget is completely a visionless budget and in fact the total vision is derailed.

On top of it, not only the Budget imposes cess but also additional excise
duty on petrol and diesel leading to their price increase. The increase has been
nearly Rs.2 per litre. Along with VAT and cess the increase comes to Rs.2.5 per
litre. Therefore, it is having a tremendous effect on daily lives of the people of the
country. All will be affected. Each and every one will be affected. Although in the
world market the price of crude oil has not increased, but by reason of imposition
of surcharge and special additional excise duty, Rs.2.5 per litre on petrol and
Rs.2.3 per litre on diesel will be the increase. In the global market during the last
three months, the price of crude oil has decreased by 11 USD. But, during the last
five years, petrol price has been increased nine times while it has been decreased

twice.
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Madam Chairman, this is not at all a growth-oriented budget. Hon. Finance
Minister had given thanks to the honest taxpayer. If the taxpayer deserves thanks
from the Finance Minister, why tax relief has not been given to the persons who
earn more than Rs.5 lakh a year? A surcharge of three per cent has been
imposed on income of Rs.2 crore a year. We say that the people of the country,
the students of the country, youths of the country should be more educated and
that they should get good employment. For the educated person, employee,
serviceman, professional, an annual income of Rs.2 crore is nothing. They are not
rich. They are only in the upper middle class. Mr. Anurag Thakur Ji, they are only
in the upper middle class, they are not rich.

of rich people.

Madam, this Budget speaks about nothing but corporates. Corporate tax
reliefs have been extended from Rs. 250 crore to Rs. 400 crore turnover. Tax
benefit has been given to those companies with annual turnover up to Rs. 400
crore but the benefit has not been extended to persons who earn more than Rs. 5
lakh.

Sir, this Budget is completely in favour of the corporates. Disinvestment
target has been made to Rs. 1,05,000 crore in this Budget. Therefore, you are
selling the nation’s property. You are really selling the nation’s property. You are

selling the country itself. You are trying to bring in only foreign investment. You
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are bringing in foreign investment in the insurance sector. This is disinvestment.
Due to this disinvestment, service of the employees will be under threat. Each and
every one knows in any corporate, employees and workers work under hire and
fire policy. One does not know whether tomorrow his service will be there or not.
By making disinvestment, by bringing in foreign investors, by selling the assets of
the country, you are keeping the employees and the services under threat.

Being a representative of this Parliament, | had some chance to visit foreign
countries. In every country, they praise Air India. Air India is compared with British
airlines. Air India is a national carrier. Everywhere, Air India is being compared
with their national carrier. But today, you are going to sell out Air India. What is
remaining today? Everything will go to the Adanis. All will go to Adanis and other
industrialists. Very good! Will they run the country?

So far as unemployment is concerned, in the Budget, no roadmap or plan is
there to create jobs for youth. A Report from the National Sample Survey
Organisation stated that unemployment in the country has touched a 45-year
high. This is today’s condition and it has gone up to 6.1 per cent in the financial
year 2017-18. But in West Bengal it is 4.6 per cent as per the former Deputy
Governor of the Reserve Bank of India.

Sir, labour-oriented industries like leather, jewellery, petrochemicals and

garments are generating more jobs under the leadership of our Chief Minister.
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India is having a jobless growth now. Only one million jobs were created in
the last five years, whereas we need more than one million jobs every year. The
Modi Government earlier, and this year also, has failed to keep up its promise on
employment which would be dangerous for our country’s security also.

Around 40 to 45 per cent workforce is engaged in agriculture and
associated activities. Sixty per cent of the population is dependent on agricultural
income as per the Census 2011. The Government is proposing Zero Budget
Natural Farming. What does that mean? The policy of Zero Budget Natural
Farming does not mention whether the zero budget implies zero input.

During the last three years, 12,000 farmers have committed suicide. This is
your agriculture policy in our country. Today, nothing has been indicated in the
speech itself or in any documents as to how the condition of farmers will improve.

As far as the housing loan is concerned, it was stated that if one purchases
a house worth a price up to Rs. 45 lakh, tax relief will be granted to him. Can any
of the Ministers go in any metro citiy and give me a one-BHK flat at the cost of Rs.
45 lakh? The middle-class people who want to purchase a flat in the metro cities
will not get tax relief at all. Why is there such discrimination between the middle-
class citizens of the metro cities and those living in other places?

The interest rates of PPF and other small savings schemes have been
decreased. We have 104 million elderly persons in India. In every Budget, you are

decreasing the interest rates of PPF and small savings schemes. How will they
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survive? Hon. Chairperson, you are a lawyer and have legal experience. Please
tell me, in case of a permanent maintenance at the time of divorce, a woman has
to pass an entire life with the support of interest earned on the maintenance
amount. Day by day, you are decreasing the interest rate. What relief are you
giving?

giving this relief. Today, a child is also entitled to get the maintenance. His
maintenance is kept aside. When the child grows up, what rate of interest will he
earn on this amount and how will he survive? Therefore, the reduction in interest
rates of PPF, fixed deposit, or any other small savings scheme every year is
taking away the little bit of Right to Life as protected under Article 21 of the
Constitution of India. The Government is hitting at their right to life.

The most ignored part of this Budget is education. We are still far behind
implementing the Kothari Commission’s Report with regard to spending six per
cent of GDP on education. Nothing has been mentioned about the school
education in the hon. Minister's speech. We need a clear plan about allocation of
funds to educate each and every child of this country. The Government is trying
to make education a commodity. Today, studying engineering in some premier
institute of India costs Rs.10 lakh. The same education in India after 15 years

would cost Rs.40 lakh to Rs.50 lakh.
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How has the GST killed the small-scale industry, the textile hub of Surat,
Gujarat, in India? As per the GST law, the power looms have been barred from
seeking any input tax credit refund. Last year’s massive protests by Surat’s textile
business houses against GST, where all the work was stopped for a period of 20
days, have resulted in a loss of over Rs.100 crore across the market.

Zari, a famous industry in West Bengal, has also been affected because of
the imposition of GST. Bidi, crackers, beverages, biscuits, pickles,
confectioneries, and so many other items of daily use have been affected
because of the GST.

How has the Tea industry been suffering? The draconian proposal to levy
two per cent tax if annual cash withdrawals exceed Rs. 1 crore will affect Bengal’s
tea industry as most tea garden owners disburse wages in cash. Around 3.25
lakh workers are employed in 276 tea gardens. Around 90 per cent of the
workers are still getting their weekly or fortnightly wages in cash. If this is done,
how much amount has to be withdrawn in a month? For paying wages in cash to
the tea garden workers, it requires around Rs.7 crore per month. The
Government will impose two per cent tax on this amount. Ultimately, it will go to
whom? It will not go to the owner, but it will be passed on to the employees.

In November, 2016, when the Centre had demonetised 1,000-rupee and
500-rupee notes and laid stress on digital modes of payment, the disbursal of tea

workers’ wages got delayed because of the cash crunch. The banking
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infrastructure is so weak in these areas that the management had to resume
wage disbursement in cash. Do you seriously believe that e-banking works in
rural areas? If you go to rural areas, you will not get the Internet. You cannot
digitally make any bank transaction.

| may tell you that two weeks back | wanted to order one article online. One
of my colleagues tried to help me but he failed. Ultimately, | had to go out and get
that article. The Digital India Programme is not at all achieving results.

Sir, | will speak briefly. A minimal amount has been increased in a few
cases. In case of industry and commerce, in 2018-19, it was Rs. 28,394 crore.
Now, it has been decreased to Rs. 27,043 crore. In the case of North-East
development, it was Rs. 2,629 in the R.E. It has been increased only by Rs.3,000
crore.

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SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): It is indeed a pleasure when you
are in the Chair and | am speaking. | would say, the first Budget of this
Government is indeed something which is being appreciated widely, despite the
fact that Sensex is crashing and why is it happening needs to be explained. We
have heard from previous Finance Ministers that it has nothing to do with the
Budget. Sensex goes up and down on its own and there is very little logic to bring
both of them together. | think that the Finance Minister will be in a position to tell
us why after this Budget, Sensex is crashing so badly.

Sir, | would start by saying what we had been told since our school days.
During those days, when people discussed about ‘good’, ‘better’ and ‘best’,
normally the school student would say that ‘bad’ is the greatest enemy of ‘good’,
which it actually is. But our teacher told us that it is ‘better’, which is the greatest
enemy of ‘good’.

Therefore, | would say that this is not the best Budget but it may actually
create what we most need, that is, more jobs. This Budget has been presented in
such a time when slowdown is worsening day by day. Faltering GDP growth,
consumption slowdown, truant monsoon that has hit Kharif sowing, mounting
global trade tensions, and freeze in the credit market are all dark clouds, which
are hovering before us, before this country. At this juncture, the Finance Minister

has presented this Budget.
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It has set alarm bells ringing across the financial system when Madam was
presenting her maiden Budget. Last Thursday, the Economic Survey, 2018-19,
was presented in this House. It gives a rosy picture, which normally every
Economic Survey does. It is also very futuristic. It pats on its back that during the
past five years, economy performed well and the Government ensured that the
benefits of growth and macro-economic stability reach the bottom of the pyramid.

To achieve the objective of becoming US$ 5 trillion economy by 2024-25,
as laid down by the Prime Minister, it has set a goal to achieve a real GDP growth
rate of eight per cent.

What are the Budget highlights? The Government proposes to spend Rs.
27,86,349 crore in 2019-20, which is 13.4 per cent above the revised estimates of
2018-19. The receipts other than net borrowing are expected to increase by 14.2
per cent to Rs. 20,82,589 crore owing to higher estimated revenue from
corporation and dividends. The GDP growth, of course, is targeted, assuming a
nominal GDP growth rate of 12 per cent with real growth and inflation in 2019-20.
The nominal growth estimate of 2018-19 was 11 per cent.

Sir, of course, the deficit needs to be discussed more thoroughly. The
revenue deficit is targeted at 2.3 per cent of GDP, which is higher than the revised
estimates of 2.2 per cent of 2018-19. Fiscal deficit is targeted at 3.3 per cent of

GDP, which is lower than the revised estimates of 3.4 per cent of 2018-19.
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The crux of the matter is discussion on Demands for Grants. Today, | was
enquiring when they were going to lay the Demands for Grants for our
consideration. Not a single Demand for Grants has been laid yet. But we will be
discussing about Railways on Monday. We will also be discussing about two other
Demands for Grants on Thursday and Friday. How much time the Government is
giving us to study those Demands for Grants, is actually a challenge for us to burn
the midnight oil and go through them.

But as regards allocations among the top 13 Ministries, the highest
percentage increase is observed in the Ministry of Agriculture and Farmers
Welfare, which is around 82.9 per cent and one should be happy about it. A
large amount of it, i.e., Rs. 75,000 crore, goes to Pradhan Mantri Kisan Yojana.

There was a commitment in the previous Budget in February where a little
amount was provided and this is an addition to that. You are keeping your words.
You can take credit for that. But apart from this, there is an increase of 32.1 per
cent in the budget of the Ministry of Petroleum and Natural Gas. The allocation
for the Ministry of Railways is 23.4 per cent.

Sir, the best thing, which | would say, is relating to transfer of finance to the
States. The Central Government will be transferring around Rs. 13,29,428 crore
to States and Union Territories in 2019-20. This is an increase of 6.6 per cent

over the Revised Estimate of 2018-19 and includes devolution of Rs. 8,09,133
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crore to States out of the Centre’'s share of taxes and Rs. 5,20,295 crore in the
form of grants and loans.

There is no big bang as was expected with 303 Members of a single largest
Party coming to power along with another 35 to 40 or 50 Members supporting it
as a part of NDA. There was a talk after the result came out on 23" May that
here is a Government which has the mandate and it can go full-fledged with the
reforms. But we do not find the big bang relating to reforms be it critical banking
sector or infrastructure or rural development or start-ups. The objectives are
clearly defined in this Budget.

The serious policy decisions can only be taken when you have non-
controversial numbers or data. Your data is being questioned. | would say,
accelerating economic growth must be on top of the agenda of this new
Government.

It is only a fast-growing economy that will generate the surpluses which are
necessary to address many of our socio-economic problems. It can provide
social safety nets. For faster growth, what is critically needed is a higher
investment rate. In current prices, the ratio of gross fixed capital formation to
gross domestic product has stayed low at 28.5 per cent between 2015-16 and
2017-18; in 2018-19, it is estimated at 28.9 per cent.

Several studies indicate fall in corporate investment. There has been a

steady decline from Rs. 2,050 billion in 2014-15 to Rs. 1,487 billion in 2017-18.
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Industries-wise distribution of projects sanctioned by banks and other institutions
in 2017-18 show that power sector accounted for 38.2 per cent of the total
expenditure. Pure manufacturing had only a small share. All these points
indicate to the urgent need to accelerate investment. | am sure the Government is
aware that much of the investment happens outside the Budget. The bulk of
investment comes from public sector enterprises including the Railways. What
should have been done is to prepare a programme of public investment for 2019-
20.

A strong public investment programme can be a catalyst of private
investment. The banks are under stress and the ratio of NPA has risen. There is
a need to resolve this issue so that banks get back to lending at a significant
pace. In the absence of term-lending financial institutions, banks provide both,
working capital and long-term loans. That is why, resolving the issue of NPAs is
critically important.

In last June, at a NITI Aayog meeting, the Prime Minister had set a clear
and a bold economic target to make India grow into a US$ 5 trillion economy by
2024.

Historically, such goals by popularly elected leaders have voiced the
aspirations of voters and energised nations to realise their potential. What is this
target of five trillion U.S. dollars? It is Rs. 350,00,000 crore of GDP at current

prices at Rs.70 to a U.S. dollar exchange rate. India’s provisional GDP in 2018-19
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at current prices is Rs.190,10,164 crore, that is 2.7 trillion U.S. dollars, which
means the annual per capita income would be Rs.1,42,719, or about Rs. 11,900
per month. This target seems very huge.

History shows that no country has succeeded in accelerating its growth
rate without raising the domestic saving rate to close to 40 per cent of GDP.
Foreign capital can fill in some of the vital gaps but it is not a substitute for
domestic resources. Even in China, FDI inflows as a proportion of GDP never
exceeded five to six per cent. Gross FDI inflow into India has never been more
than 2.7 per cent of GDP which was the highest in 2008-09. Thereafter, it has
decelerated. Hence, there is a need for caution against exuberance or
opportunistic bias that FDI will help to get to the five trillion U.S. dollar GDP target.
| would say, though five trillion U.S. dollar economy appears daunting, it is yet
doable provided the Government steps up domestic saving and investment.

| have a very important issue to raise here. It relates to my State, Odisha.
Our Chief Minister has been repeatedly saying “Make Odisha a ‘Special Focus
State’.” That should have found place in the Budget because this was discussed
in the NITI Aayog. Recently, an hon. Member from Bihar also mentioned about
special category status which we have been saying for the last 30-40 years in this
House. Those States which face natural calamity repeatedly, every year need
special attention from the Government of India. Therefore, a new nomenclature

that has been propounded is, make a specific natural calamity affected State a
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‘Special Focus State’ for a specific period. We do not want this to be in
perpetuity. It is because, very recently, during the last four years, we have faced
four cyclones. Therefore, it is necessary that attention should be given to it by the
Union Government.

Poverty in Odisha, which was about 57 per cent in 2004-05, has declined
sharply by 25 percentage points to 32 per cent in 2011-12 as per Tendulkar
Committee methodology. This is the highest reduction among major States in
India. But one natural calamity again pulls the State back to poverty. Therefore,
it is necessary that adequate support mechanism should be built in budget-wise
so that we get adequate support. It is because, restoring normalcy is one thing
but bringing up resilience of that restoration so that we face it in a better way is
something else.

Another point which | would like to mention here is coal royalty which has
been pending with this Government since 2015 and there is a need for raising it.

Sir, | will conclude. My last point here is relating to the budgetary
provisions. The Budget has spelt out the problems India is facing. It is clearly
laying emphasis on infrastructure development for taking the economy to the five
trillion USD level, which will require Rs.100 lakh crore in the next five years. As
we all know, there are always two sides when we look at an object. The Finance

Minister devoted around two hours and 15 minutes to deliver the Budget speech.
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The earlier part was devoted to spelling out the policy but did not give any
indication of any structural changes, and the later part, which is devoted to

taxation proposal, was similarly devoid of anything significant.

In direct tax, the regime remains unchanged. In indirect tax, the scope for
announcing changes is limited as any concrete decision taken on GST has to be
done by the GST Council. However, two specific changes have been announced.
The Government has imposed an excise duty and cess of Rs.1 each per litre of
petrol and diesel. This will not pinch the citizens but another change that is minor
but sends a signal is the imposition of five per cent customs duty on imported
books. What is noteworthy is that the Budget Estimates for the current year

envisage a rise in tax revenue of 10.8 per cent over the previous year.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude.

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB: This is almost half of the 19 per cent rise
achieved that year over the final figures of 2017-18. Are we foreseeing a decline
in tax revenue buoyancy? This is sought to be made up by a huge anticipated rise
in other capital receipts by 31 per cent as opposed to a 20 per cent shortfall in the

previous year.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude.

Now, Shri Sukhbir Singh Badal.
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SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB : Please allow me one minute.

On the expenditure side, revenue expenditure is set to go up by 14 per
cent, understandably, because interest payment is set to go up by 12 per cent. On
the other hand, the overall expenditure on the capital account is set to go up by
seven per cent. This does not say much about the ability to create fresh
infrastructure without which India is unlikely to become a five trillion USD

economy soon.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude.

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB : | am going to conclude.

It is because the demand is slowing down; manufacturing is getting
affected; and economic momentum is slowing down. If one asks an economist---
some of us heard that—how bad it is, the answer will be, it is like a frog in a
boiling water because the frog does not understand that actually the water is

boiling. But if you put a frog in a hot water, it will immediately jump out.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude.

Now, Shri Sukhbir Singh Badal.

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB : So, slowdown is there and it has been

happening for the last 9-10 months.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude.
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SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB : Why is it happening? The answer needs to be

given along with a solution. ...(Interruptions)

SHRI SUKHBIR SINGH BADAL (FIROZPUR): Mr. Chairman, Sir, on behalf of my
Party, Shiromani Akali Dal, | stand here to support the Budget. First of all, | would
like to congratulate the Finance Minister and the hon. Prime Minister for a bold,

revolutionary and a futuristic Budget.

Every section of the society has been taken care of by this Budget. If we
have to say about the Budget in a few words, this Budget concentrates on rural
India where Indians live, the poor and the farmers who are in majority. If we are
able to uplift them, | think nobody can stop the growth of the country. | must
compliment the Prime Minister because he thinks big and he tries to achieve big.
The Prime Minister or the leader of any nation, who thinks big, always takes his

country ahead, and this can be seen from this Budget.

There are a lot of highlights in the Budget. | do not want to get into all of
them. But | would like to mention a few areas, which, | feel, are important where
he tried to look after the interests of the poor and the farmers. One best thing,
which the hon. Finance Minister has done, is providing Rs.6,000 support to the

poor and marginal farmers.

The second major and bold step that the hon. Prime Minister has

announced is that every citizen of the country will have a house, electricity
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connection, gas connection, water supply and toilet by 2022. | think it is a very big

target to achieve and | must compliment him for this.

Another area which | cannot stop myself without mentioning is the medical
insurance of Rs.5 lakh per family. Today, a lot of people die especially in rural
areas and in poor and slum areas in cities due to lack of money and medical
facilities. | think by providing medical insurance to the citizens of India a major

step has been taken by the hon. Finance Minister and the Prime Minister.

Besides that, the Prime Minister has tried to encourage the corporate India
by reducing tax to 25 per cent. He has also kept a provision in the Budget to
develop 18 tourist destinations. This is very important because tourism is one of
the highest revenue generation sources for any country. | must compliment him
and the hon. Minister concerned for laying a lot of emphasis on food processing

industry. They have done a good job in this regard. ...(Interruptions)

SHRIMATI SUPRIYA SADANAND SULE (BARAMATI): Please give some credit

to the hon. Minister concerned.

SHRI SUKHBIR SINGH BADAL: That is what, | said.

In his last talk on Man Ki Baat, the hon. Prime Minster spoke about water.
Water scarcity is going to be the biggest problem we are going to face. If we do
not put our mind to it, we are going to face a major water crisis. | have with me

data from the Central Ground Water Board, Government of India. They have
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mapped and categorized all the blocks in the country and divided them into four
areas. Some are identified as safe blocks with enough water. Then, there are

semi-critical blocks, critical blocks and over-exploited blocks.

Sir, you will be shocked to know that the State which has the highest
number of over-exploited blocks is Punjab. About 80 per cent blocks in our State
are over-exploited. How are they over-exploited? They are over-exploited in their

effort to provide food for the nation.

Sir, the whole nation depends on monsoon. If there is a good monsoon, we
will have a bumper crop. If there is a bad monsoon, there will be no crops.
Farmers will commit suicide and the people living in rural areas will be in crisis.
During the last 10 years, it is six times that we had monsoons with less than 50
per cent rains. But the production in our State of Punjab has been increasing.
How is that possible? It is because we have been using a canal network and
exploiting water through tube wells. Our farmers protect their crops like their
children. They can sell anything to get their diesel sets running but they would not
let their crop die. It is because of this that our production has been increasing.
Today Punjab, which occupies only two per cent of land, alone provides 45 per

cent of wheat and 35 per cent of rice to the country.

Sir, if the nation does not help us, | think in coming 10-15 years, Punjab will

become a desert. The nation needs to help the State now, which has been
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feeding it. This is a very critical situation. There are a lot of ways the Government
of India can help the State. | wish to bring it to the notice of the hon. State Minister
of Finance who is present here. The Budget also talks about saving of water. We
need immediate financial assistance to rebuild our canal system, we need money
to rejuvenate our ground water reserves, we need to create bunds, we need to
create ponds and we need to do a lot of things in this regard. So, we need the

Government of India’s full attention to help save the State.

Sir, just imagine a situation if Punjab stops growing wheat and rice. There
will be a food crisis in the country. If India faces food crisis, we will have to import
food from the rest of the world and then the world will face food crisis because we
have a huge population of 1.3 billion people, which Punjab had been feeding till
now. So, if we import food, then you can imagine the scale of problem which will

happen in the country and the world.

Sir, we need to encourage farmers of Punjab to diversify into less water
consuming crops, like maize and others. The Prime Minister has announced MSP
for these crops, but unfortunately, the Governments are not buying them at MSP.
The MSP is just on paper; farmers in distress are selling their crops at a price
much less than MSP. Unless we ensure that these crops are bought, like wheat
and rice, by the Government, it will not help. In the same way, the Government of

India, through the State Governments, should buy all the alternative crops at
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MSP. | think, the Government of India should make a special allocation in the

Budget to buy these alternative crops. That is one of the ways to help farmers.

Every State having natural reserves gets a royalty. Rajasthan and Assam
get royalty on petroleum products. A lot of States get royalty on marble, coal or
other mines. Punjab has been mining water in the interest of nation, but Punjab
does not get anything. Even our water had been given to the State of Rajasthan
and we have not been paid for it. At that time, Rajasthan Canal was built by Indira
Gandhiji, but we were not compensated for it. We have not got anything for it. As
per riparian laws, the State through which the river passes has the right over
water. Rajasthan had no right, but still water was given to them. Still, we have not
got any compensation. One of the major concerns of our State today is saving the
groundwater. The Government of India in this year's Budget and the future

Budgets should come up and save the State which has been saving the country.

Now, | come to the second important issue. Every State has a capital.
Punjab is the only State in this country which does not have a capital. Every State
Capital contributes 10 per cent to 35 per cent of its GDP. Just imagine, if Mumbai
is taken away from Maharashtra, what will be the financial position of
Maharashtra? If Hyderabad is taken away from Telangana, if Chennai is taken
away from Tamil Nadu and if Ahmedabad is taken away from Gujarat, what will
happen? When | say ‘taken away’, | mean to say that if they are made Union

Territories, they will face the same problem that we are facing. Punjab does not
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have a capital. It is Chandigarh which is a Union Territory. The income earned
from all taxes accrued from our capital — all our industries are in Chandigarh - go

to the Government of India and not a rupee comes back. | think, we need justice.

Sir, just look at it. The GDP of Mumbai is $ 210 billion; the GDP of
Bengaluru is $ 83 billion; the GDP of Hyderabad is $ 75.2 billion; and the GDP of
Chandigarh will also be a couple of billion dollars, but we do not benefit from it
and that is one of the major crises which we are facing. So, there is a need that
the Government of India restore our capital or till the time a decision takes place,
at least the revenue should go back to our State. ...(Interruptions) Yes, we were
promised Chandigarh. In every case where a State is carved out of an old State,
the original State retains the capital. Ours is the only State where a new State has
been formed and we have not been given the capital; and we are without a

capital.

Sir, there is another very important area. We face the border with Pakistan.
Since we are facing our border with Pakistan, the land has been fenced and
approximately, about 17,000 acres of our agricultural, cultivable land is on the
other side of the fence. Farmers cannot go there to cultivate their lands. Even if
they allow them, they give them four hours in a day or sometimes, they do not do
even that. Those farmers are suffering. There are 212 villages and 11,000
families which are affected by that. When Shri Vajpayeeji was the Prime Minister,

he came to the border and started giving Rs. 2,500 an acre to the farmers whose
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land is on the other side of the border, but unfortunately, after that, they have not

received anything.

| would request the Finance Minister that they should either acquire that
land or compensate them for their land at least to the extent of Rs. 20,000 per
acre. Having land on the other side leads to drug smuggling. You might have
read in the newspapers that Pakistan is providing not only terrorism but also
narco terrorism to India. It is attacking millions of our youth through narco
terrorism. You might have read in the newspapers that 425 kgs. of cocaine and
heroin was caught by the Customs from the Wagah border just a few days ago.
This is the scale of Pakistan’s designs in our country. We always used to get
compensation but not getting it now. So, | would request the hon. Finance

Minister to make a special provision in the Budget for that.

Another important issue is this. We are not against giving incentives to our
neighbours. They should be given. Jammu and Kashmir should be given;
Himachal Pradesh should be given; Uttarakhand should be given. They have the
right and they should be given. But why have you created an island among all of
them? On one side we have Pakistan, on the other side we have Jammu and
Kashmir and Himachal Pradesh. We are an island. In the last 20 years, no
industry has come to Punjab. No industry wants to come to Punjab as they prefer

to go to either Jammu or Himachal Pradesh or Uttarakhand.
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We suffered during partition. We suffered 20 years due to terrorism. We do
not have a capital. Our water level has gone down to 700 ft. and the rate at which
it is depleting trying to feed the nation, I think, in another 15 or 20 years, we will
become a desert like parts of Rajasthan. The worst part is a lot of industries from
Punjab have dismantled their units and took them to Jammu and Kashmir and
Himachal. So, what is the purpose of killing one State? Why can you not add our
State in the package? If you cannot do that, at least the border areas should be

given some compensation.

So, after having raised all these issues, | would like to congratulate again
the Finance Minister and the Prime Minister. But | would like to request them to
pay their attention to the four points that | raised which concern the State of
Punjab. The existence and prosperity of the State of Punjab is very important for
the nation because that is the State which has been providing food for the last fifty

years to the nation. Thank you very much.
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SHRI RAGHU RAMA KRISHNA RAJU (NARSAPURAM): Mr. Chairman, Sir,
thank you for the opportunity to speak on the Budget. It so happened that today,
8th July, is our beloved leader Dr. Y.S. Rajasekhar Reddy’s birth anniversary. So,
| have to make a mention about our beloved leader before | start the speech. He
was the Member of this august House in the 9th, 10th, 11th and 12th Lok Sabhas.
He never lost any election during his life time. He is regarded as the God in our
State. ...(Interruptions) | am coming to the subject. Give me a minute to speak
about our leader. Today is 8th July. That is why | am speaking about him.
Otherwise, | would not have spoken about him. | thought | should remember our

beloved leader and the mentor of our Party, today being 8th July.

Now, | will come to the subject. | was listening to our friend, Shri Sukhbir
Badal. He was talking about the difficulties that Punjab had faced. But he has
forgotten one thing. The State of Andhra Pradesh is also in a similar position. Our
Capital has gone to the newly-formed State. So, we are left without any capital.
We have been thrown out without any capital. We are also on a similar platform

like you do.

So, we also need special consideration. Our hon. Finance Minister has
presented the Budget. Undoubtedly, the presentation is very good. Her English
is very good and she has spoken different languages also. That is fantastic. She

is also the bahu of my constituency, Narsapuram.
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But the injustice that has been done to our State in particular, is really a
painful to all the people of Andhra Pradesh. We all expected a lot. A lot of
promises had been made in this august House at the time of AP reorganisation.

Even those promises were not fulfilled.

In the Budget, there is no mention about Andhra Pradesh. Of course, no
other State has been mentioned. But in the last 5-7 years, this is the only State
which has been divided and left without the capital. A lot of promises have been
made. What we are requesting is that in the direct taxes, let there be an incentive
for the industries which would be set up in the next ten years and in the indirect
taxes, let there be a tax benefit for the GST for the coming ten years. Mr.
Chairman, Sir, this is a very fair request which had also been promised but which
was not brought into the form of an Act. If at least a mention that special care
would be taken of the State of Andhra Pradesh is added in the Budget, that would

give a lot of relief to the entire people of our State. This is our humble request.

In addition to this, we were given earlier Rs.350 crore under the Backward
District Development Fund. It was given only for a period of three years. For the
last two years, because of non-submission of Utilisation Certificates by the
previous Government, though the money was released, within 24 hours, it was
taken back. It is unfair. Now all the bills have been submitted. So, we urge upon
the Government to consider the release of Rs.700 crore which has been taken

back.
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Unfortunately, there is no mention about the Polavaram project in the
Budget. Our Chief Minister, day and night, is focussing on this project. We are
spending our money first to the tune rupees two/three thousand crore and then
they are reimbursing the money. Instead of that, a revolving fund can be set up
wherein the Central Government may deposit rupees two/three thousand crore
and when we submit the bills, then they can replenish it. This is a request from

our side which needs to be considered.

There were so many good points in the Budget, especially Prime Minister's
Gram Sadak Yojana, Sagarmala Project, Ujjawala Scheme etc. At the macro
level, at the national level, it is a wonderful Budget. Nobody can deny that. But we

are very much worried about the injustice done to our State.

With regard to farmers, as Sukhbir Ji has mentioned, no support is being
given to them. In the State of Andhra Pradesh, our Hon. Chief Minister has set up
at the State level a fund of Rs.3,000 crore for price stabilisation. Sukhbir Ji, you
have to listen to this. If the Government of India can take it, with our leader’s

support, as a role model for agriculture, that would also benefit the country.

With regard to water conservation which is the prime concern of the hon.
Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modi Ji, special impetus has to be given in the
Budget. We have to make the water harvesting pits mandatory in the farms,

lands and in the house also. Karnataka is an example in this respect. What they

are doing is that they have given the permission that in every house a certain
number of plants have to be planted and the water harvesting has to be done.
This has to be made a law and whoever does it, they should be incentivised and
whoever is not doing it, they should be disincentivised. As far as water

conservation is concerned, | request the Government to consider this.

| am concluding by saying that at the macro level, it is a wonderful Budget
and we are supporting it. But the injustice that has been done to our State has to
be looked into in a very specific manner. To start with, a special place, a special
mention to our State should be considered in view of the divided and left-out

State.

This point has to be added, and with this addition and with the correction of
our industrial incentives | am concluding my speech. As regards building the
capital, we would request for the support of the entire Members of this august

House. Thank you very much.

SHRI SUNIL DATTATRAY TATKARE (RAIGAD): Sir, thank you very much for

giving me the opportunity to speak on the General Budget. | also thank Supriya ji.

Sir, this is my maiden speech in the 17" Lok Sabha. So, | dedicate my
maiden speech to the country’s visionary leader, hon. Shri Sharad Pawar, who
has been working for India for six decades and who has been unbeaten in 15
elections. He laid the foundation of second agricultural revolution in the country. |
also mention the name of one more leader of the country, the architect of Tamil
Nadu, Shri M. Karunanidhi, who was also unbeaten in thirteen elections. So,

Salaam Pawar Sahab and Vanakam Karunanidhi ji.

Sir, | would like to mention that | come from a small town, Roha, the same
town that late Shri C. D. Deshmukh also belonged to. He was appointed the first
Governor of the Reserve Bank of India in 1943. He was the first Finance Minister
from 1952-56. He was the pioneer of LIC. He resigned for the formation of the

Sanyukt Maharashtra Movement. | am from that area.

Some of my colleagues from Gujarat must be knowing about Shri
Pandurang Shastri Athawale, the great philosopher of Shrimad Bhagwad Geeta,

Swadhyaya Pariwar. He was also from Roha.
| pay my respect to these honourable personalities.

Sir, the Government created history by getting a huge mandate from the

people of India the second time. In 1985, when late Shri Rajiv Gandhi headed the
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Congress Party, they had such a majority. After a long span, people have given
you the maijority but you have failed to live up to the expectations of the farmers,

the middle class and the youth.

The Government is using fancy words but allocations to various sectors
present a grim picture with regard to its commitment ‘Sabka Saath, Sabka Vikas
and Sabka Vishwas’. There is a severe economic crisis in the country today which
the Government fails to acknowledge. The Government is talking about doubling
the income of the farmers. When my mentor Shri Pawar Ji was the Agriculture
Minister, Swaminathan Committee was appointed. That Committee had given its
recommendations. But there is not a single word regarding the acceptance of
Swaminathan Committee recommendations in this Budget presented by hon.

Finance Minister.

There is no procurement and there is no increase in minimum support
price. | know this because | come from a rice-procurement area. In 2004 during
Atal Bihari Vajpayee Ji's Government, Rs.450 was given per quintal. When my
mentor was the Agriculture Minister, it was Rs.1,550. But in the last five years,
there has been no increase in this minimum support price. Even for procurement

of food grains, no special provision has been made. It is unfortunate.

Further, Aadhaar is now linked to the IT. About 70 per cent of the country’s

economy is in the agriculture sector. By connecting it to Aadhaar, is the
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Government going to impose income tax on the poor farmers of India? The

Government will have to answer this question definitely.

Instead of providing relief to the common man and the middle-class families
by giving tax relief, the Government has hiked the Excise Duty on petrol and
diesel which will be a burden on the common man who has been bearing the
brunt of excise taxation on petrol and diesel. It is my demand that petrol and

diesel be brought under GST to lower their prices and benefit the consumer.

The Government always talks about Startup India. In a survey conducted in
2018 on 33,000 startups, 80 per cent said that they received no benefit from the
Startup India scheme and over 50 per cent said that corruption remains to be the

single biggest challenge to business apart from bureaucratic inefficiency.

The share of loans given to entrepreneurs belonging to SC and ST
communities under the scheme has so far been negligible. Thus far, only six per
cent bank loans have been given to Dalits or Adivasis and less than 20 per cent is

given to women. As a result of Excise Duty hike, inflation may take place.

The Government has launched its Ayushman Bharat scheme. When | was
the Finance Minister in my State, our State Government had implemented a
scheme called Rajiv Gandhi Jeevandayee Yojana. An amount of Rs.4,000 crore

was given in the Interim Budget presented in February, 2019. However, it is
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expected to benefit mostly the private hospitals and not the beneficiaries. So, to

implement this scheme, you will have to take the healthcare further.

Under Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana, as on May 2018, only 45 per
cent of the claims made have been settled for farmers as per the Annual Report
of the Insurance Regulatory and Development Authority of India. An amount of
Rs.11,900 crore was collected by 11 private sector insurance companies whereas
they paid claims worth Rs.8,000 crore only. Especially in Maharashtra, my
colleague from Shiv Sena, who are allies of the NDA Government, has also

quoted these things.

Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana saw 4.5 per cent reduction in allocation. In his
2018 Budget Speech, Finance Minister Arun Jaitley Ji committed to constructing
1,000 crore houses by the end of 2019. Only 63 lakh houses or 61 per cent of the

target has been achieved by December, 2018.

In the reply given in Lok Sabha on 25" June, 2019, the Ministry of Rural
Development stated that they had completed the construction of just above 81

lakh houses against the sanctioned number of over 99 lakh houses.

Maharashtra is a pioneer in local governance. The expenditure by the
Ministry of Panchayati Raj dropped from Rs. 3,390 crore in 2014-15 to Rs. 871
crore, a decline of 74 per cent. This Government looks very keen on turning a

blind eye towards strengthening Panchayati Raj and local governance.
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Sir, | would like to mention about the reduction in total spending on
education. Despite the claims of the present Government to improve education
across the country, the total expenditure has not seen an increase in proportion to
the Budget. It has actually fallen from what it was in 2017-18. | would like to give
an example. The spending in 2017-18 was 3.7 per cent; spending in 2018-19 was
3.4 per cent; and the spending in 2019-20 is going to be around 3.4 per cent. |
would like to say here that you are going to set up international universities in the
country and foreign students will be allowed in those universities. Sir, through you,
| would like to ask the hon. Minister as to what will happen to the reservation?
When foreign students are allowed in those universities, what will happen to the

SC/ST, OBC reservation? That will be the problem therein.

| would like to ask the Minister regarding the PSUs, about which my
colleague also mentioned here. The profit-making PSUs are also likely to be
disinvested. You had given the assurance that two crore jobs will be created
every year. An hon. Member stated earlier that even profit-making PSUs are
going to be disinvested. If that is the case, what will happen to the youngsters

who are waiting for the jobs?

Sir, | would like to ask about Pradhan Mantri Gram Sadak Yojana. Now the
Budget for this is Rs. 80,000 crore. | would like to mention about my Raigad
district here. Since the last three years, not a single rupee has been spent on this

particular scheme.

Sir, | would like to point out that this country is a secular country. Coming to
the reduction in funds for minorities, Sir, post-matric scholarship scheme is there
for the minorities. The budget for this scheme was Rs. 692 crore in 2018-19 and
Rs. 496 crore in 2019-20 it is. So, there is a decline of 28 per cent. For the
National Minorities Development and the Finance Corporation, the budget was
Rs. 165 crore in 2018-19 and Rs. 60 crore in 2019-20. So, there is a decline of 64
per cent. For Maulana Azad Education Foundation, the budget allocation was Rs.
125 crore in 2018-19, and it is Rs. 90 crore in 2019-20. So, there is a decline of

Rs. 28 crore.

Sir, | would like to mention one thing here. In Bharat Mala project, there is
one highway which goes from Mumbai to Goa, and then from Karnataka to
Kerala. We have been reminding the Government about that stretch from Mumbai
to Goa for the last 40 years. The hon. Minister, Shri Gadkari is an influential
Minister in NDA. | would like to bring to the notice of the Treasury Benches that in
Maharashtra he is not known by the name of Nitin Gadkari, but by the name of
Nitin Roadkari. But | do not know whether he is helpless or what, this road is not
being constructed. | would like to ask that what had happened to that road. Same

is the case regarding Sagarmala Project also. So, it is pending.

Sir, | would like to bring to their notice through you, that the highest civilian
award of Republic of India, Bharat Ratna has been awarded since last six

decades.
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HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude now.

SHRI SUNIL DATTATRAY TATKARE: In 1958, Maharshi Dhondo Karve who
was born in Dapoli in Ratnagiri district worked for the women’s welfare. Mahatma
Jyotirao Phule, Savitribai Phule were from Dapoli. Pandurang Vaman Kane who
was awarded the Bharat Ratna award in 1963, for his scholarly work that spanned
40 years of active academic research, which resulted in 6,500 pages history of

Dharmashastra.

Shri Vinoba Bhave was born in Gagode in my Raigad district and translated
the Gita in Marathi language titled as Gitai. Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar was born in
Mhow but his childhood was spent in Mandangad, Ambawade. These four Bharat
Ratna awardees belong to only two talukas. So, the Ratnagiri district should be
declared as a tourism district. Shri Nanasaheb Dharmadhikari, the recipient of
‘Maharashtra Bhushan’ which is the highest civilian award of Maharashtra, is also
from my Raigad district. So, the circuit of tourism should be there. The new
generation should be aware as to what sacrifice our people have made for this

country. Lastly, | would like to say a few words in Marathi.

*Government of Maharashtra has sent a proposal to Government of India
to accord a classical language status to Marathi language. Power and pride of

Marathi language is quite evident in many books like Dyaneshwari, Sant Tukaram

“English translation of this part of the speech was originally delivered in Marathi.
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and Warkari literature, Mahanubhav Sect literature and in other forms of literature
written by various Marathi saints. Saint Dyaneshwar Mauli had said that our
Marathi language is greater and sweeter than the nectar.

Hence, classical language status should be accorded to Marathi. You
people only talk about nationalism. But, many Marathi poets like Sane Guruiji,
Kusumagraj have elaborated and celebrated the greatness of Marathi language in
their poems. | would request Union Government to accord classical language
status to Marathi immediately and also allow me to speak in Marathi for pressing
this demand till it is fulfilled™.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: You can speak in English or Hindi, but Marathi translator

is not here as you have not given prior notice.

SHRI SUNIL DATTATRAY TATKARE: | will speak in English now so that the
Minister can understand. Bank of India is the lead bank of my Raigad district. Rs.
11,000 crore have been deposited by the common people. Only for the NPA of
Rs. 60 lakhs, the branch in a small village of Mhsala Taluka has been closed. The

villagers are now required to go 22 kilometres away to the taluka place.

Shrimati Supriya Sule had asked one question about CSR fund. Our
Raigad district has a very high investment from the Government of India, the
State Government and private entrepreneurs, but no CSR funds are allotted to my
Raigad district. Even the CSR funds of RCF and JNPT have not been given to our

district. So, | request that the CSR fund should be given to our district.

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SHRI PRADYUT BORDOLOI (NOWGONG): Hon. Chairperson Sir, thank you for
giving me this opportunity to participate in the General Discussion on the General

Budget, 2019.

One was really elated to listen to the Budget speech of the hon. Finance
Minister on the 5" of July, 2019. It was a fine seamless blending of English, Hindi,
Urdu and Tamil. She gave us a lot of hope but during her speech when she
started to elaborate on the real issues, the hon. Finance Minister urged the hon.
Members to refer to the annexure to the Budget speech to know about the

specifics.

When one goes through the specifics, the Budget speech turned out to be a
facade an empty rhetoric and non-philosophy. The hon. Finance Minister, in her
Budget speech, promised the country a journey towards a five trillion-dollar
economy, a journey with the slowest pace in the last 15 years! In the last five
years, the economy of India, no matter what the Government claims as India is
the second fastest growing economy was actually lumbering painfully. With
prudent policy management India should have surpassed China. But with the
slowest pace in economic growth, are we supposed to reach that five trillion-dollar

economy within the targeted period?

The Economic Survey says that India has envisaged a growth rate of eight

per cent but eight per cent growth is nowhere to be seen in round the corner. If
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we were to reach the target of five trillion dollars economy, we have to grow at the
rate of 12 per cent and not eight per cent. The gap between receipts and
expenditure in our budget is nearly 25 per cent. The Budget speech indicates that
this gap has to be bridged by borrowings. The borrowings of Rs. 7 lakh crore is
not a small figure. The hon. Finance Minister also has indicated that the country
might resort to the external borrowings for bridging the gap. Not being sceptical,
it reminds us of cases of Latin American countries like Venezuela, Chile or some
other countries having resorted to the reckless external borrowings. So, when it
comes to External Borrowings we would like to know the action plan of the
Government of India, if it resorts to external borrowings, like at what rate, what
would be the return and what would be the repayment period. This country has

the right to know about the action plan of any such external borrowings.

A Budget is not merely an account of receipts and expenditure or an
account of fiscal deficit or financial concessions. A Budget is actually a
philosophy. A Budget should actually be a roadmap for tangible implementation

of that philosophy. So, this Budget should give us the roadmap.

And the primary aim of any Budget of the Government of India should be to
generate income and employment. It is a matter of grave concern that we are
facing an unprecedented job crisis in India today. | would just quote the figures in
this regard. In 2011-12, unemployment rate was 3.8 per cent which jumped to

five per cent in 2015-16. As per the latest report of the National Sample Survey
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Office which was released last June, unemployment rate has jumped to 6.2 per
cent in 2017-18. Sir, it is not a joke. The slow and steady rise of the figure has
been attributed to subdued investment and stunted growth of our manufacturing
sector. Even today, this Government has failed to give us a National
Manufacturing Policy. This Government has failed to give us an Industrial Policy
that would boost or accelerate the growth of the manufacturing sector and multiply
economic activities. The Periodical Labour Force Study Report released by the
National Sample Survey Office in June, 2019 clearly states that unemployment

rose by 3.5 per cent over the figures of 2012-13.

What is alarming is that only in the year 2017-18, thirty millions or three
crores of our working force got failed. Three crore people in 2017-18 alone lost

their jobs and became unemployed. This figure is really a matter of big concern.

Now, what are the tools of job creation provided by this Budget? This is the
question now. Like unemployment problem, there is another big crisis looming
over us and that is the agrarian crisis. We all know that 55 per cent of our working
population, basically, is engaged in the agricultural sector. But what is the
contribution of the agricultural sector to our GDP? It is merely 17 per cent. Why
does this mean? This means that we have huge disguised unemployment in the
agricultural sector. There is a lot of scope to increase and to accelerate the

growth of agrarian economy.
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The Prime Minister's Kisan Samman Nidhi Yojana is a nice policy, but it is
only a subsidy. It is not an investment in the agrarian sector. | come from Assam.
About 75 per cent of our farmers in Assam are still settled with a single crop.
Assam, probably, has the most fertile land. But if we invest in watershed
management, if we invest in irrigation, if we invest in mechanisation, and if we go
for multi-cropping, the agrarian income and the rural income will multiply. These

are the areas where investment is required and budget remains mum.

The Finance Minister has actually given us a lot of hope that the job crisis
will decrease and the agrarian economy will accelerate because of private sector
investment. But where is the private sector investment? There are no signs of
optimism in the private sector and ....(Inferruptions) Fresh private sector
investment plunged to a 15-year low figure. Even public sector's new projects

failed by a staggering 41 per cent in the last five years.

The public sector projects are being stalled at an all-time figure of 26 per
cent. Make in India has been a monumental failure. What would be the boosting

formula? The Budget has not provided anything....(Interruptions)

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude now.

... (Interruptions)
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SHRI PRADYUT BORDOLOI : | would like to tell you one thing. | come from the
North-Eastern Region....(Interruptions) | just want to say that the great Indian
nation strives on pluralism. ...(Interruptions) The great Indian nation is not
consolidated by a singular idea or Hindutva. This country is held together when
you respect pluralism and recognise it. There is a huge difference between the
core and periphery. From the core, you cannot impose the singular idea to the
people of periphery. You have to reach out to them with compassion and
empathy. Otherwise, the centripetal tendency of the core will degenerate into

centrifugal tendency....(Interruptions)

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude.

SHRI PRADYUT BORDOLOI : There will be a tendency of secession if you do
not reach out to the periphery. You cannot impose a unitary or singular idea on

the idea of pluralism.

| come from Assam, the North-East....(Interruptions) We have not come
here with a begging bowl. We want that the peripheries should be protected. The

peripheries should be given due importance with understanding.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude now.

SHRI PRADYUT BORDOLOI: Sir, the special status of the North-Eastern Region
has been removed. The North-East Industrial Investment Promotion Policy has

been dropped. These were the measures with which the core reached out to
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ensure that the regional disparity can be eroded. You have to reach out to the
periphery. You can not impose an idea from the core....(Interruptions) and expect

that India will be 'Akhand Bharat'.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Kindly conclude. Otherwise, the speech will be

unfinished.

... (Interruptions)

SHRI PRADYUT BORDOLOI: Sir, that is why, with profound regret, | have to say
that the Budget of the Government of India presented by the hon. Finance

Minister has failed us. Thank you.
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HON. CHAIRPERSON: Hon. Member, you can speak on this point during the

Railway Budget. We are going to discuss it separately. Now, please conclude.
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SHRIMATI APARAJITA SARANGI (BHUBANESWAR): Hon. Chairman, Sir, |
consider it to be my privilege to be able to speak in this august House on our
Government's Budget, which was presented to this House by Madam Nirmala
Sitharamanji on 5" July, 2019. This particular Budget is the reflection of the

extraordinary balance between intent and content, vision and provision.

| am reminded of a line from Victor Hugo, a French poet, who had said: ‘No

power on earth can stop an idea whose time has come.” Now, | would definitely
like to put in here that the time of crystallisation of hon. Prime Minister’s idea of
‘New India’ has come. This particular Budget provides the building blocks for

‘New India’.
18.34 hours (Shri Rajendra Agrawal in the Chair)

If you read the Budget, five words actually stand out. They are very
powerful words. One is ‘aspirational’; Number two is ‘structural’; Number three is

‘transformational’; Number 4 is ‘inclusive’; and Number 5 is ‘sustainable’.

It is a highly aspirational Budget. We are talking of a $ 5 trillion economy,
which would be achieved by 2024. But at the same time, this particular aspiration
is an affirmation of Prime Minister’s slogan: ‘Reform, Perform and Transform’; and
this is something, which Prime Minister is not leaving for the successive

Governments to realise. He is basically calling upon the collective will of the
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people of India, collective strength of the people of India and collective energy of

the people of India to transform our country into a middle level economy.

So, from here, | would like to list out some of the points. There is paucity of
time, | understand. But | would definitely like to place before this House some of

the issues that actually are brought out very well in this particular Budget of ours.

Sir, there is a discourse; there is a declaration of Rs. 100 lakh crore for
infrastructure development by 2024. The Budget Speech also talks of formation
of an expert committee which will look into the ways and means of resource

mobilisation which is definitely a very good step in the right direction.

Thirdly, | was quite amused in the morning when hon. Member, Mr. Shashi
Tharoor, talked of suit-boot-ki-sarkar. This particular Budget is focussed on
dwelling upon gaon, garib aur kisan. The other day, during the weekend, | have
been to one of the villages in my Constituency. Many villagers were there. One
of the villagers stood up and said: “We are getting five things from the
Government: First is the toilet, second is the cooking gas facility, third is roof over
our head, fourth is electricity and fifth is the piped water supply by 2024. What
more do we need?”, and he said: “Please go to Delhi and convey our gratitude to
hon. Prime Minister.” This is the message from the villagers of my Constituency,

Bhubaneshwar in Odisha.
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We are talking of a new Education Policy. We are talking of the Higher
Education Commission. This, particular, Commission is very much required. In
fact, if we are talking of getting all the students from foreign countries, as many
students as possible come to India and study, this is a very welcome move and a
welcome initiative of the Government of India. | would like to place before the
House that by rough estimates, eight billion to ten billion dollars are spent by
Indian students who are studying outside. If we are able to have institutes of
academic excellence here, our children will not go outside and children from
outside will come here. So, we will be earning foreign exchange on the one hand

and saving our foreign exchange on the other.

The Budget also talks of the National Research Foundation. The National
Research Foundation is a right step in the right direction. We have to fund; we
have to coordinate; and we have to promote research and development in the
country. | would like to point out here that this is a very timely intervention of the
Government and we must commend the efforts of the Government and the hon.
Finance Minister for this because India is spending 0.88 per cent of the
expenditure whereas Sweden is spending 4.1 per cent of the expenditure. USA is
spending 2.8 per cent of the expenditure and, | think, it is China is spending 2.1
per cent of the expenditure. So, it is the right time to think about promotion of

research and development in the country. We need to align with emerging areas
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of bio-technology, bio-engineering, robotics, and artificial intelligence which this,

particular Government, our Government, is planning to do in the days to come.

| would like to talk about the self-help groups. | would like to talk about the
PMGSY. | would also like to talk about Green Budgeting. We never ever heard
of Green Budgeting. In fact, my predecessor, the earlier speaker from my Party,
had already said about SHGs. It is a wonderful thing. We are going one step
ahead of the National Rural Livelihood Mission. We are talking of Rs. 5,000
overdraft. We are talking of Rs. 1 lakh to one particular SHG member under the
MUDRA Scheme. We are talking of interest subvention for all the districts of the

country. This is a very welcome step.

| would also like to mention about the PMGSY. The other day, the hon.
Finance Minister mentioned on the Floor of the House that as far as PMGSY is
concerned, we have started constructing 130 kilometres to 135 kilometres of
roads per day. Keeping in view the fact that this is a wonderful intervention of the
Government connecting all the roads, all the farm networks, connecting our
farmers to the markets, this particular Government, our Government, has,
actually, earmarked Rs. 80,250 crore. It will be constructing 1,25,000 kilometre of

roads in the days to come.
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| would also like to mention here about Green Budgeting. We are talking of
solid waste management. We are also talking of the usage of plastic waste in the

PMGSY roads.

These are very welcome initiatives. We are talking of reducing of GST and
bringing GST down from 12 per cent to five per cent so that consumers can afford
electric vehicles. These are very welcome steps, path-breaking initiatives and

hon. Prime Minister and the entire team needs to be commended for this initiative.

Let me honestly tell you, | was hearing all my friends since morning. We
were all sitting and we were all listening to them. Let us all work together in such
a manner that we unitedly disprove that cynicism is the national disease of India.
We should not be cynics; we should not be pessimist. In fact, | am reminded of
Helen Keller. The other day | was going through one of her books. She said: “No
pessimist ever discovered the secret of the stars, or sailed to an uncharted land,
or opened a new heaven for the human spirit”. Let us not be pessimist. Let us be

optimist; let us rise to commend and let us say that this is a wonderful Budget.

The recapitalisation of banks by pumping in Rs. 70,000 crore is a wonderful
initiative. | must say this because we are ensuring credit flow and we are also
ensuring that there are greater levels of private investment. This is something

which we really need to commend the Government about.
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If you look at the Budget, there is the highest-ever allocation to agriculture
sector. How do we call it ‘suit-boot ki Sarkar? How do we call it the Sarkar of big
businessmen? We are talking of garib; we are talking of kisan; we are talking of
gaon; we are talking of vendors in the urban areas; we are talking of youth; we
are talking of women. All the vulnerable sections of society are being taken care
of. | would like to mention here that this is a huge budget and there is the highest-
ever allocation to agriculture sector which includes Rs. 87,000 crore under the
PM-KISAN scheme which is a very welcome step. We are talking of reforms
through e-NAM. We are talking of reforms through APMCs. We are talking of

10,000 farmer-producer organisations. These are wonderful steps.

This particular Budget is different from other Budgets of pre-2014
Governments. There are two things which | would like to mention here. We are
not talking of vast schemes and grandiose theories. Vast schemes and grandiose
theories will not achieve the same benefits as the accumulation of smaller,
consistent and attainable goals. This particular Budget indicates that our country
should be an example of what the sum would look like when all the smaller parts

that actually work are added up.

| am really very thankful to the entire team of hon. Finance Minister. Under
the direction of hon. Prime Minister, a wonderful document has been prepared.
This particular Budget is a great document. Let me honestly tell you, this

particular Budget is not a collection of numbers. In the morning, some of my
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friends were saying, “Where are the numbers? Earlier there were numbers; there
are no numbers.” It is not a question of giving numbers. It is an expression of the
values and aspirations of our Government, of our people. So, this Budget is of a

very high quality and we should commend the Government for it.

| have worked in the Rural Development Department for five years; | had
the privilege of handling MGNREGA. We were talking of water conservation; we
were talking of Pradhan Mantri Krishi Sinchayee Yojana (PMKSY). We were
talking of ‘per drop, more crop’ idea of hon. Prime Minister. We have graduated
to the next level now. We are consolidating all the Departments working in ivory
towers of isolation and we are talking of a Jal Shakti Mantralaya which is a

wonderful initiative.

If there is a third world war, it is said, it will be around water. We are aware
of the depleting water levels. We are aware of the erratic monsoon. There are
many questions in the Lok Sabha in the last couple of days, | am seeing, on the
issue of less water in the reservoirs. So, we are going to face a terrible water
crisis. Just think of the foresightedness of this Government, our Government. |

am so proud that | am a part of this Government.

| am proud to be part of the hon. Prime Minister's team. This particular
Government has understood the need for working towards water conservation

and water management, and that is why, we have the Jal Shakti Ministry. That is
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why, all provisioning has been given for ensuring piped water supply to every
household by 2024. It reflects the courage of conviction. Otherwise, it is very
difficult. We are talking of seven lakh villages. We are talking of 69 per cent of the
population of our country. What courage of the Government to say that these five
things—I counted them—uwill be given to each household! | will repeat them. We
are talking of toilets; we are talking of cooking gas; we are talking of electricity; we
are talking of a roof over head; and we are talking of piped water supply. What
more do we require? It requires courage of conviction which has been shown by

the Government in vast measure. This particular Budget needs all appreciation.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Now, you please conclude.

SHRIMATI APARAJITA SARANGI: Please give me one minute more.

Coming to houses, earlier, 1.56 crore houses were built and 1.95 crore
houses are being built again. We are fixing targets and we are monitoring it. Last
but not the least, | find there is sustainability; and there is continuity in this Budget.
This is not a stand-alone Budget. There was this great Government from 2014 to
2019. Many initiatives were taken. We want to solidify them. We are not talking of
vast schemes and grandiose theories. We want to ensure that all these
endeavours, all these exercises that were taken earlier, all the schemes that had

The State Government has not actually gone into these two schemes,
although the Central Government has been telling the State Governments to be
part of the National Nutrition Mission and Ayushman Bharat scheme. | just pray to
God that good sense prevails and the State Government decides to be part of

these two schemes.

| would definitely say that this particular Budget is a pragmatic Budget and
there is absolutely no reason why anybody would criticize this Budget. It is
rhetoric; and it is verbose. They just keep standing and saying anything about this
Budget. But this is one of the best Budgets. This is the best Budget because it
talks of the farmers; it talks of the youth; it talks of the rural artisans; and it talks of
the small shopkeepers. Our small shopkeepers and our vendors are also being

taken care of. Thank you very much.
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SHRI TOKHEHO YEPTHOMI: Mr. Chairman, Sir, | rise to participate in the
General Discussion on the Budget presented to this august House on 5" of July,

2019.

Hon. Chairman, Sir, the Budget presented by the hon. Finance Minister is a
very calculative and a balanced Budget. As | look at the Budget speech given by
the hon. Finance Minister, it is first of its kind that has been presented in this

august House.

In the last five years, the hon. Prime Minister has been talking about
cashless transaction in the country. | have also been thinking how this cashless
transaction will be successful in the coming days. But the vision of the hon. Prime
Minister is going a long way. The hon. Finance Minister has proposed to impose

two per cent tax on those people who withdraw more than Rs.1 crore at a time.

This is a strong step that has been taken by the hon. Finance Minister. By
implementing it, first, the Government will be able to control the circulation of
counterfeit money in the country; secondly, this will improve tax collection and
thirdly, this will encourage people to avoid cash transactions. | also commend the
proposal of the Government to impose two per cent tax on cash withdrawal of
more than Rs.1 crore from a bank account in one financial year. It will encourage

people to have easy transactions and avoid cash payments.
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The hon. Finance Minister has presented a Budget with a focus on India’s

10-point ‘Vision for the Decade’ to take this country to a new height.

The hon. Member who spoke earlier has raised an important issue that the
hon. Finance Minister has focussed on agriculture sector. The Government in its
Budget has proposed to give more importance to strengthen agriculture, develop
infrastructure, and support private entrepreneurs. Therefore, the Government has
increased the budget allocation for the Ministry of Agriculture and Farmers’
Welfare by over 78 per cent to Rs.1.39 lakh crore. This has been proposed in
order to help the farmers and also to uplift the poor and down-trodden people in

our country. Thus, more attention has been given to agriculture sector.

| would also like to raise an important issue on the natural rubber farming in
our country, especially in the southern State of Kerala and some North-Eastern
States. For the last five or six years, a little over 13,000 lakh natural rubber
farmers and a little over five lakh workers have been severely affected because of
huge natural rubber import from other countries. If this trend continues, these

farmers and workers will remain badly affected.

According to a report, the import of natural rubber in 2008-09 was 77,762
lakh tonnes which has increased manifold and reached 5,82,351 tonnes in 2018-
19. Thus, the increased import of natural rubber over last 10 years has affected

these farmers and workers severely.
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The import of natural rubber from other countries will have to be reduced.
Unless that is done, there will be no improvement in the conditions of natural
rubber farmers and workers in India. Unless the import is reduced, India will
remain fully dependent on foreign countries for its strategic raw material.
Therefore, | would humbly request the hon. Finance Minister to look into it and

reduce the import of natural rubber from other countries.

Sir, in the last speech of hon. President addressed to Members of both
Houses of Parliament on 20" June, 2019, he made a special mention about the
development of infrastructure in the North-East, to encourage the farmers in the
North-Eastern States and to encourage tourism in the North-Eastern States.
When | look at the fund allocation under Demand No. 22 for the Ministry of
Development of North-Eastern Region, | find that it is only Rs. 3,000 crore. Even
the year before, in 2017-18, it was Rs. 3,000 crore. In 2018-19, it was only Rs.

2,865 crore. This year also, it is only Rs. 3,000 crore.

As | look at the outcome of the Budget 2019-20, the split of this amount of
Rs. 3,000 crore is as follows: the North-Eastern Council gets Rs. 885.18 crore;
Central pool of resources gets Rs. 666.17 crore; and North-East Special
Infrastructure Development Scheme gets Rs. 694.65 crore. When the hon.
President of India and the hon. Prime Minister of India have given so much

importance to infrastructure development in the North-Eastern States, if the fund
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allocation remains stagnant at this amount for the North-Eastern States, it will

take a long time for them to come up and develop their region.

If this small Budget allocation goes by the size of the States, naturally,
Assam, being the biggest State among the eight North-Eastern States, will get a
chunk of funds out of this allocation for the North-Eastern States. | had shared this
in my previous speech also. Among eight North-Eastern States, only the State of
Assam has railways and airlines, but they do not have waterways while rest of the
seven North-Eastern States depend on road transport. Unless road transport is
improved in the North-Eastern States, we cannot come at par with rest of the
States in the country. Therefore, | want to make a humble request and suggestion
to the hon. Finance Minister and hon. Prime Minister to kindly revise the Budget

allocation for the development of the North-Eastern States in the coming days.

gone down. Experts are of the opinion that Punjab will turn into a desert if this

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trend continues. Air is like our guru. Water is considered father. And land is
considered as mother. But, unfortunately, all three of these elements have been
contaminated. Our air has become poisonous. Water has been polluted. And
land has become poisonous due to chemicals etc. used in fertilizers.

Sir, in November, 2019, we will be celebrating the 550th anniversary of Shri
Guru Nanak Dev ji. However, the irony is that not a single rupee has been
allocated for this purpose in the Budget. Guru Nanak Dev ji was the Guru of
entire world. He was not the Guru of Sikhs alone but was ‘Jagat Guru’. His
writings talk about the welfare of humanity. Hon. Prime Minister will visit Punjab.
We all will be bearing the cost of his visit. Sir, we have the concept of ‘langar’ or
community-kitchen. We feed the hungry millions without discrimination free of
cost.

Secondly, Sir, 531 kms. of Punjab’s border is the international border with
Pakistan. 5 acres of land has been taken from us in the name of security. That
means nearly 2600 acres of cultivable land has been taken away from our
farmers. There is constant shelling and death knocks at the doors of those living
in border areas. So, we must be a provided with a special zone status.

Sir, for irrigation, Rs.3500 crores have been allocated in the Budget.
Punjab will get a measly 1.5% of this amount i.e. about 47 crores only.
Recharging of our water bodies is the need of the hour. Punjab means ‘the land

of five rivers’. However, we are running short of water. This is the irony.
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Sir, in the end, let me point out that the food processing Minister Harsimrat
Kaur ji hails from Punjab. But, the irony and travesty is that we do not have any
food processing unit in Punjab. If we get food processing units, the farmers of
Punjab will gain out of it.
