DR. SHRIKANT EKNATH SHINDE: Sir, the Government aims to double
farmers’ income but we have seen doubling of farmers’ suicides in
Maharashtra. As per an RTI reply, in October 2019, out of a total of 15,356
farmers’ suicides from 2013 till 2019, 396 cases were reported between 1%
January, 2019 to 20" February, 2019.

NABARD is All India Rural Financial Inclusion Survey released in August
2018 shows that the average agricultural household income was a mere
Rs.8,931 per month in 2016-17. The income of farm household has increased
by just Rs. 2,505 per month which is calculated by comparing the NABARD
report with a 2012-13 study by National Sample Survey Organisation. Another
government body estimated the average monthly income of farm household at
Rs.6,426.

The ambitious scheme of doubling farmers’ income by 2022 requires
innovative thinking. One of the focus areas of report on doubling income talks
about shift of farm to non-farm occupation. One such way of implementing it is
to turn farm waste into fuel instead of burning it. This farm waste had an
adverse impact on Delhi’s pollution recently. According to the Ministry of Earth
Sciences, 44 per cent of Delhi pollution was because of stubble burning. So,
we have to think about converting this waste into bio-fuel which will bring

commercial farming to low income rural household and encourage small
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enterprises to collect, process and extract bio-fuel. Has the Government

thought about such a method? If yes, what has been done to achieve this?

is being implemented in a phased manner to provide broadband/internet
connectivity to all the gram panchayats in this country.

This visionary thought was initiated by UPA Government in 2012. As
part of BharatNet project, the last-mile connectivity through WiFi or any other
suitable broadband technology is to be provided to gram panchayats in the
country to access broadband services under the Universal Service Obligation
Fund Scheme. 25,000 public WiFi hotspots are being set up, using the
infrastructure of telephone exchanges of BSNL in rural areas of the country.

As per available Government data, as on October, 2019, WiFi hotspots
have been set up in 24,118 rural exchanges and out of them, WiFi services are
being provided at 23,000 rural exchanges in different States.

In the modified strategy approved by the Union Government, Digital
Communication Commission has approved the implementation of BharatNet
Phase Il in the State of Tamil Nadu. BharatNet Phase |l was supposed to be
completed by 31.03.2019. However, till date, not a single WiFi hotspot has

been installed.

Nurses professional
associations across India are struggling for implementation of
recommendations given by the Central Government’s Expert Committee which
was set up on the hon. Supreme Court Directions. The Committee endorsed
minimum wages of Rs.20,000 a month at least for private nursing
professionals, which varies depending upon the number of beds in the hospital
and corresponding working conditions, as provided to their counterparts in
government hospitals. The States were required to implement the panel's
recommendations within three months but in most parts of the country this

reasonable request has not merited a response.
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Despite representing an indispensable component of India’s healthcare
infrastructure, despite their life-saving role which makes them a source of pride
for our country for their domestic and international contributions, the legitimate
concerns of our nurses to be offered decent benefits on par with their
counterparts in government hospitals continues to be ignored.

As elected representatives, we have a moral duty to offer our
wholehearted support to this community and to do our best to offer them better
working conditions and financial support. No one here has not benefited in
some way from nursing services. Therefore, | urge this Government to take
strong cognizance of this long-pending demand and do a timebound
implementation of minimum wages for them throughout the country. Thank
you.

SHRI T. N. PRATHAPAN (THRISSUR): For the last one month, the students
of Jawaharlal Nehru University are on strike. | salute the spirits of students in
JNU for resisting the fee hike. It is not the matter of JNU alone. Protests are
going on in major universities, ITs and AllMs against the fee hike. It is very
important to ensure subsidized education in public educational sector in order
to sustain social justice in our country. Students should not be denied their

right to education at any cost.

Indian institute of Technology has proposed an increase in fees from Rs.
25,000 50,000 per year, to Rs. 2 lakh per year. The IIT fee hike shows how
little the government supports research. Fellowships are not distributed for
several months. Our research scholars are suffering due to lack of funds. This

will lead to a huge intellectual crisis in our future.

The Government has allocated only 4.6% of the GDP for education last
year in the budget.

DR. T. SUMATHY (A.) THAMIZHACHI THANGAPANDIAN (CHENNAI
SOUTH): According to the 2011 slum population Survey of India, 31%of
Chennaites live in slums. Chennai Metropolitan population has grown from
2.64 million in 1971 to 4.68 million in 2011; and now it is 6.5 Million. The
expansion of the Chennai Metropolitan Development Area (CMDA) from 1,189
Sq. Kms. to 8,878 Sg. Kms. has increased Slum Population in CMDA eight

fold.

Slums present the most unhygienic, ugliest, nauseating scene. During
rainy season, it becomes a breeding place for mosquitoes, exposing the slum
people to all sorts of diseases. During summer, the thatched huts are prone to
fire accidents. Thus, the slum dwellers life is the most miserable one. The Slum
dwellers of Chennai are the worst affected due to very heavy rains, frequent

floods and cyclonic storms during Monsoons.

Our Visionary leader Dr. Kalaignarempowered the government to protect
the rights of slum dwellers from eviction or relocation in 1971. The policy
helped in created the Tamil Nadu Slum Clearance Board (TNSCB) in 1971. At
present the CMDA has forgotten to address problems due to climate change,

urbanisation, and Chennai’'s expansion. Development for the urban poor is
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beyond the provision of social housing. This requires around 1.5 Lakh houses
with all the associated infrastructure facilities for providing quality education to

medical care to create Smart Slums in Chennai Metropolitan Area.

I, therefore, urge the Government to take appropriate steps to provide
funds for the construction of 1.5 Lakh houses under the Pradhan Mantri Awas
Yojana—Housing for All (Urban) and also initiate the Smart Slums
programmeunder the Smart Cities Initiative in Chennai Metropolitan Area

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(xxii) Regarding revival of Nanguneri SEZ in Tirunelveli

SHRI S. GNANATHIRAVIAM (TIRUNELVELI): Nanguneri SEZ was the
brainchild of former Union Minister Murasoli Maran, who conceived and
proposed this project in 1997. The foundation for the project was laid shortly
thereafter by the then CM Kalaignar Karunanidhi. Soon after changes in the
state government led to the project being put on hold. Nanguneri SEZ is
spread over an area of more than 2600 acres at par with international
standards with abundant connectivity options by Road, Rail, Sea and Air. It is
pertinent to note that India’s 4th largest and Most efficient Sea Port, the

Tuticorin Port is less than 2 hours by road from the SEZ.

The State Government of Tamil Nadu from the year 2011 has taken no
steps to invite manufacturers to utilise the SEZ. The proposal by the
Government of India in 2016 to open up Defence Manufacturing Industries is
also pending with the State Government. The opening up of Nanguneri SEZ
will create direct and indirect job opportunities and livelihood to more than
100000 families, easing the unemployment situation in the country. | request
the Government of India to expedite the process so as to create more job

opportunities for the residents of Tirunelveli District in Tamil Nadu.
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(xxiii) Need to repair 50 km stretch of National Highway
26 in Andhra Pradesh

SHRI BELLANA CHANDRA SEKHAR (VIZIANAGARAM): National Highway
26 is passing through my Parliamentary constituency of Vizianagaram. 50
Kms stretch from Gajapathinagaram to Bobbilli and Saluru road is in a very
bad condition due to heavy traffic and stagnation of rain water. Around 500

PROF. SOUGATA RAY (DUM DUM): The Reserve Bank of India
unexpectedly hit a pause button on cutting interest rates as it gave more
importance to prevailing inflation pressure and rising food prices over a
worrying slowdown in the economy of the country. This is a proof of the twin
pressures felt by the economy. After five consecutive cuts in interest rates this
year, the six-member Monetary Policy Committee (MPC) headed by RBI
Governor, unanimously voted to hold the key repo rate at 5.15 per cent and
reverse repo rate at 4.90 per cent Bankers and economists had widely
expected the Central bank to cut rates for the sixth time to support a slowing
economy to release more credit in the market.The growth rate slipped to a six-
year low of 4.5 per cent in the September quarter from 7 per cent a year back
and unemployment rose to 8.5% highest in 45 years. The RBI reiterated that it
would maintain an accommodative stance as long as necessary to revive
economic growth but cut its GDP growth forecast to 5 per cent for the 2019-20
fiscal from the earlier estimate of 6.1 per cent helping all that claims of the
Government. This is when the Government has taken huge amount from the

reserves of the RBI.
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(xxv) Regarding the issue of final Eco-sensitive
Notification of Western Ghats

SHRI VINAYAK BHAURAO RAUT (RATNAGIRI-SINDHUDURG): The matter
regarding issuance of final notification declaring Eco-Sensitive Area (ESA) of
Western Ghats in Sindhudurg and Ratnagiri Districts of Maharashtra has been
pending with the Ministry of Environment, Forest & Climate change for quite a

long time.

People of my Constituency’s Sindhudurg & Ratnagiri have been
demanding for exclusion of certain villages from the final ESA Notification to be
issued by Ministry of the MOEF&CC. Maharashtra Government has furnished
their final suggestions/comments on the Draft Notification sought by the
MOEF&CC and has also recommended these villages for exclusion from the

final ESA notification to be issued by the Central Govt.

However, this matter has been pending with the Central Govt. since
2013. Due to inordinate delay in issuing the final ESA Notification, essential
development works have been adversely affected and local people are unable
to carry out even their routine work. This is causing huge loss of livelihood to

the local people of my Constituency.

Hon’ble Bombay High Court in its judgement dated 19th July, 2019

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my Constituency had directed the Union of India to issue the final notification
latest within 6 months from the date of Judgement i.e. 19th July, 2019. The

SHRI BALLI DURGA PRASAD RAO (TIRUPATI): Thank you, hon. Speaker

Sir.

Tirupati is one of the world-famous heritage temples. Daily, around
1,50,000 pilgrims come to Tirumala for darshan of Lord Balaji not only from all
parts of the country but also from abroad. Around one lakh devotees are taking

food from the Annaprasadam complexes maintained by the Tirumala Tirupati
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Devasthanam (TTD) without monetary benefits. This food is supplied only
from 10 a.m. in the morning to 3 p.m. in the afternoon. With regard to the night
dinner and morning breakfast, pilgrims are forced to depend on private
restaurants in the vicinity of TTD.

With effective machinery, TTD is running Annaprasadam programme
whereas the private restaurants are facing a lot of problems because of GST in
running their businesses. GST paid by institutions are different compared to
GST paid by private tenants and restaurants. Also, the charges inclusive of
GST for choultries and rooms are high, which are maintained by TTD. It is
difficult not only for the poor people but also for the middle-class people. If
GST charges on choultries are relaxed, the pilgrims would be happy. Further,
TTD can also extend more facilities with the available funds.

Keeping in view the prevailing situation and in the interest of the
pilgrims, | request the hon. Minister of Finance, through you Sir, to kindly
recommend this issue to the GST Council for giving GST exemption only at
Tirumala, which would give great benefit to the pilgrims.

The artificial system consists of a pouch like structure on their
stomach. Due to this surgery, ostomates do not have control over their waste
discharge and they are forced to live with limitations of daily routine resulting in
tremendous trouble for their livelihood.

The appliances used for artificial waste management are very expensive
and is an additional lifetime burden on the patients. Patients are under
constant fear that a waste carrying bag may get leaked or may get burst. As
the patient cannot be recognised by others, the chances of appliances getting
damaged increases during rail journey. The Ministry of Railways was kind

enough to provide concession for Ostomates in railway journeys.
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| would like to earnestly request the hon. Minister, through you, to
include Ostomates under the physically-disabled category and provide them all
the facilities as is being provided to disabled people as this would help
minimise physical, economical and mental problems.

SHRI HIBI EDEN : Sir, the hon. Minister has just now mentioned, after

introducing the Bill, that there are only 296 Anglo-Indians across the country.
He is misleading the House. That is my point because in my Parliamentary
constituency alone, in Ernakulum, there are more than 20,000 Anglo-Indian
people.

Sir, there is a Report of the Fact-Finding Team of the Ministry of Minority
Affairs, which says: “To understand the social and economic problems as well
as the aspirations of the Anglo-Indian Community in India, the Minister led the
delegation to five cities, namely, Kolkata, Hyderabad, Bengaluru, Chennai and
Kochi.” Sir, there are pictures in this Fact-Finding Document and they have
very clearly mentioned what exactly is the situation — the economic, social,
educational — and the system, which prevails in this country about this

particular community.
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The Article 366(2) of our Constitution has defined an ‘Anglo Indian’,
which says:

“‘An Anglo Indian means a person whose father or any of whose other

male progenitors in the male line is or was of European descent but who

is domiciled within the territory of India and is or was born within such
territory of parents habitually resident therein and not established there
for temporary purposes only.”

So, it is very clearly mentioned, who exactly is an Anglo Indian.

Sir, | studied in an Anglo-Indian school till my 10" standard. We have
got a Higher Secondary School just five years back, which shows how
educationally backward this community is. This community is an ethnic
minority, which has historically contributed a lot to the growth of this country.
You can check from the records of the Railway Ministry, for example, about the
number of employees, who worked in the initial stages, right from the pre-
Independent times and how much contribution this community has given to the
country.

Sir, the Portuguese came to the Malabar in 1498 as a part of the spice
trade in this country. The Dutch, French and British followed, and they all
married to women from India. Their progenies later were categorised  as
Anglo Indians. When India became independent, the community was not
included in Article 366(2). They contributed much in the field of education
through hundreds of Anglo Indian schools all around the country. In nursing

supports, defence services, and laying the railway lines and telegraphic lines,

the Anglo Indians made immense sacrifices and contributions. Sir, the hon.
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Defence Minister, Rajnath Singhji is sitting here. The Air Chief, the Naval
Chief and several war heroes, who secured Gallantry Awards are sagas of
sacrifice of the Anglo Indian community. The first Olympic medal winners and
several distinguished police officers tell the story of the integrity and patriotism
of this community.

In the Constituent Assembly Debates, we notice every community in the
country confined to their own areas and formed language based States and
leaders of every organised religion argued for the individual identity and
existence. The Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes, who wanted to make
sure of their voice heard in the law-making bodies in the country, were
provided reserved Constituencies. Anglo-Indians, who were scattered all over
the country in the operation of railway, had no particular area, the State to
claim of their own. In these circumstances, the generous framers of our
sacred Constitution, provided representation for them in the Parliament and in
the State Legislatures by providing them Article 331 and 333. Sir, through
Article 334(a), the reserved Constituencies for the Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes were reserved for stipulated years. Through Article 334(b),
the reserved seats in Lok Sabha and State Legislative Assemblies were
provided for stipulated terms for Anglo Indians. As such, Article 334(a) and
Article 334(b) were extended up to 25" January, 2020 by the 95"
Constitutional Amendment. But now, the present Government has brought the
126" Constitutional Amendment to extend only Article 334(a). The reasons

mentioned by the hon. Minister for not extending Article 334(b) is that Anglo
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Indians are well off, and they do not require reserved seats through
nomination. This is strange.

Sir, in this Lok Sabha, there are around 543 elected Members. Is there
any one elected as Anglo Indian Member in this august House? # 31Tdds AT

JMIRT|  So, the reservation has to exist considering the social fabric, the
economic situation and the educational backwardness. | urge upon the
Government to continue the reservation.

If the Anglo-Indian community is not adequately represented in the
House of the People, the President may nominate more than two Anglo-
Indians. The Anglo-Indians face several problems including unemployment,
financial and educational backwardness and cultural erosion. Most of them are
staying in rented houses. All of this is mentioned in the Report of the Ministry
of Minority Affairs prepared in 2013.

One will wonder to see the statistics on the population figures mentioned
in the Parliament by the responsible Ministers. | have the figure given by the
All-India Anglo-Indian Association where in West Bengal, they have a
population of 45,000. In Assam, they have a population of 8,000. In
Chhattisgarh, they have a population of 5,000. In Uttarakhand, they have a
population of 5,000. In Jharkhand, they have a population of 7,000. In Uttar
Pradesh, they have a population of 15,000. In Delhi, they have a population of
7,000. In Haryana, they have a population of 5,000. In Punjab, they have a

population of 3,000. In Madhya Pradesh, they have a population of 20,000. In
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Maharashtra, they have a population of 25,000. In Andhra, they have a
population of 15,000. In Telangana, they have a population of 20,000. In
Karnataka, they have a population of 45,000. In Tamil Nadu, they have a
population of 42,000. In Kerala, they have a population of 80,000. There are
around 3, 47,000 Anglo-Indians spread across the country. About 50,000 are
scattered all over the states and Union Territories including Goa.

Therefore, on the basis of these facts and figures, | request the
Government to reconsider it. The Anglo-Indians, as | mentioned, are facing the
cultural erosion. How can the Government deny, a weak and microscopic
minority, a Constitutional guarantee, without studying the real population
figures, the social, educational and financial situation, provided by the
founding-fathers of our Constitution? It is just a step by the Government to
extend the nomination of the Anglo-Indians. | urge the Government of India to
appoint a Committee to study the socio-economic situation of this community
and also understand the educational and employment status of this
community.

That was the baseline of the Bill
which he has introduced yesterday. How can we deny a right which is existing
in the Parliament? According to that right, they cannot be elected to this
House. So, constitutionally, they have been given these rights considering

their historical contributions to this country. So, | would like the Government to
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again think on these lines to reconsider this very genuine demand of the
Anglo-Indians brothers and sisters across the country. My specific question to
the Minister is this: “You said that the law Minister cannot be wrong.”

SHRI RAVI SHANKAR PRASAD: You are misleading the House. | never said
that. Do not misquote me.

SHRI HIBI EDEN : When you started your speech, you mentioned something
like that. You can go through the records. What is the basis of a figure of
2967 Article 366 (2) of the Constitution says about the ‘European descent’. It
is also very clearly mentioned. Some people are trying to mislead the House
by saying that there is only British descent but that is very unfortunate. The
community cannot be elected through an electoral process. So, | would like the
Government to understand the peculiar situation and continue the reservation
for this community. You cannot take away the Anglo-Indian representation in
the Assemblies also without considering the particular State. It is quite an
unfortunate situation. There are many hon. Members who would be speaking
after me who will, definitely, say their state-specific contribution. Therefore, |
urge upon the Government to appoint a Committee and study their social,
economic, educational and unemployment status in this country and continue
the reservation as in the case of Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes.
Thank you, Sir.

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DR. HEENA VIJAYKUMAR GAVIT (NANDURBAR): Thank you, Speaker, Sir.
| rise to support the historic Constitution (One Hundred and Twenty-Sixth
Amendment) Bill, 2019 which aims at extending the reservation for the
Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes under Article 334 of the
Constitution for the next 10 years.

15.03 hrs (Shri P.V. Midhun Reddy in the Chair)

The reservation for SCs and STs in the Lok Sabha and in the State
Assemblies was to expire by January, 2020. This new Bill will extend the
reservation for the Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribe community for the
next 10 years, that is till January, 2030. Our Government after coming to
power has done a lot for the welfare and development of the Scheduled
Castes and the Scheduled Tribes. The Narendra Modi-led Government has
shown its tireless commitment for the welfare and upliftment of the SCs and
the STs.

Today, we know where the SCs and the tribal people stand and what
their situation is. Despite 70 years of independence, we have not been able to
provide an equal or a level-playing field for the SCs and STs as that of the
people belonging to the general category. If we see the Human Development
Index of particularly those areas where the SCs and STs reside, we can clearly
see that the areas where the tribals live or where the Scheduled Caste
communities live, the Human Development Index is way much less than what it
is in the general areas. Also, one programme which has recently been started

by our Prime Minister Modi ji is about the development of the Aspirational
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Districts. Most of the districts in the Aspirational Districts — there are around
110 districts — are tribal dominated. From this, we can definitely make out that
the tribal areas and the areas of the Scheduled Caste people are the ones
which are yet to be developed.

| come from a tribal area. Being a doctor, | would like to also speak
about the health sector, particularly in the tribal areas. In most of the tribal
areas, we see a very strange picture. We will see most of the children
suffering from malnutrition, and girls and women suffering from anaemia.
There is a high rate of maternal mortality. There is a high rate of neonatal

Another important sector is education. While talking about education, |
would also like to highlight some of the numbers, particularly about the literacy
rate of our country, right from Independence to till date. | would like to mention
that in 1961, the literacy rate of the general population was 27.86 per cent, that
of the Scheduled Caste was 10.27 per cent and that of the Scheduled Tribe
was 8.53 per cent. In 1971, it was 33.80 per cent for the general population; it
was 14.67 per cent for the Scheduled Caste; and it was 11.30 per cent for the
Scheduled Tribe. In 1991, the literacy rate of the general population was 52.2
per cent; it was 32.5 per cent for the Scheduled Caste; and it was 29.60 per
cent for the Scheduled Tribe. In 2011, if we see the literacy rate, it was 73
per cent for the general population; it was 66 per cent for the SC; and it was 59
per cent for the ST. From these numbers, it is very clear that still the SC and
ST communities in terms of education are way behind the general population.

While talking about education, | would also like to mention about the
school drop-outs taking place in the Tribal areas. Our Government has now

initiated a programme of Eklavya Model Residential Schools for opening new
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English medium residential schools for Tribals in every block which has a
population of at least 50 per cent Tribals or 20,000 Tribals residing there. Now,
because of this residential school facility, a lot of Tribal children, who used to
go from their house to the school and then after certain years used to drop out
earlier, are now staying in those English medium residential schools. They are
getting good quality education. Today, we are trying to mould these children
into those children who can clear exams like [IT, who can clear exams like
NEET and who can clear exams like UPSC. | can very proudly say that in one
of the Eklavya Model Residential Schools in my constituency, one Tribal boy
has got admission into the IIT in Assam. Being a Tribal, | am really proud that a
Tribal boy from my constituency could qualify in the IIT Exam also.

While talking about education, | would also like to mention about the Skill
Training Programme which is being initiated by our Government, particularly
for the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes. It is not just only the skill
training but after the skill training, the boy or the girl, who gets the skill training,
is getting an opportunity to become entrepreneurs as well. There are
programmes like MUDRA loan, there are programmes like Start-Up India, there
are programmes like Stand-Up India where these boys and girls belonging to
SC/ST categories are getting an opportunity to become entrepreneurs as well
and provide jobs to more and more such boys and girls belonging to SCs/STs.

Sir, | would like to draw the attention of the House to the fact that there is
a huge a backlog of vacancies of the SCs and STs in different sectors in the

country. | would like to thank the Government that they have started carrying

out special drives for filling in these vacancies. The Railway Ministry has
started a recruitment drive for the SCs, STs, women and the General category
people.

With this | also would like to bring to the notice of the Government and to
the hon. Minister some concerns which have come up while filling in these
vacancies. Many candidates who apply in the tribal category are not originally
tribals. They get jobs or they get admissions in the medical colleges and
engineering colleges. Once they get admission there, if there is some
complaint or if there is some enquiry into that, these people move to the court.
The court after knowing that they have taken admission or have been studying
for one year or have got jobs, gives directive to let them continue. This is
actually creating problems and causing injustice to those who originally belong
to the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes. Through you, Sir, | would like
to request the hon. Minister to bring in a strict legislation so that those
candidates only belonging to SCs and STs category could apply for these jobs.

Sir, | come from the State of Maharashtra where there is a caste validity
provision. If somebody has a caste certificate, only on the basis of that caste
certificate that person cannot apply for a job or take admission. This caste
validity is done through a proper scrutiny committee which enquires into each
case individually. | would request the hon. Minister to bring in a legislation
where in every State all over the country there should be a scrutiny committee

which can look into who is originally a SC/ST candidate and then give caste
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validity to that person so that only those who belong to original Scheduled
Castes/ Scheduled Tribes would get justice.

Along with this, | would also like to request, through you, to the hon.
Minister to bring in a legislation particularly for those who are taking
admissions but do not belong to original SC/ST communities. There should be
a strict penalty in that case and they should be removed immediately. There
have been cases where people have got jobs particularly in banking and other
sectors. Till they retire, they remain in service and there is no justice given to
original SC/ST candidates and these bogus people continue. Therefore, |
would request the hon. Minister to kindly look into this.

Sir, | can very proudly say that today in this Parliament we have 47 MPs
from Scheduled Tribe community and 84 MPs from the Scheduled Caste
community. In the State Assemblies, out of 4120, there are 614 candidates
belonging to the Scheduled Castes and 554 candidates belonging to the
Scheduled Tribes. These Members of Legislative Assemblies and Members of
Parliament are actually the voice of SCs and STs of the country. There are
many issues of the tribal areas. We need a representation at the State and the
Central level. Today, the Government by bringing the One Hundred Twenty-
Sixth Amendment to the Constitution has in a true sense given justice to the
SC/ST communities of the country.

Sir, the Modi Government has continuously shown its commitment
towards welfare and upliftment of STs and SCs. Before Modi Government

came to power, the earlier Governments also had housing schemes,
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electrification schemes, drinking water schemes, etc. But these schemes were
never implemented in a true sense. There were housing schemes, but not
many tribals and not many SCs could get houses. After Modi ji came to power,
they brought in the Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana, which in a fixed timeframe
will be completed. Housing for All by 2022 Mission is being implemented by the
Modi Government.

The Ayushman Bharat Yojana is a scheme for universal health coverage
for all the poor and the under-privileged. The Saubhagya Yojana is to provide
electrification to all houses. | can very proudly say that through this Saubhagya
Yojana about 1,10,000 houses in my own constituency have been electrified
by March 2019. Sir, these houses were unelectrified all these 70 years of
Independence. Right now, after Modiji came to power, he brought in the
Saubhagya Yojana and in a fixed timeframe, by March 2019, all these
programmes of electrification were completed.

In the tribal areas, people live in hamlets. Along with this, there is
drinking water issue. Most of the tribal families have to fetch water for drinking
from a distance. Now, by bringing Har Ghar Jal drinking water scheme, every
house is going to get pure potable drinking water. This is definitely going to
help the tribal and the SC families which had to struggle for drinking water,
particularly in the summer season, where especially the women had to walk for
kilometres to bring water for their houses.

Also, | would like to congratulate the Government for increasing the

budgetary allocation for the SCs and the STs. If you see, Sir, consistently over
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the last five years, every year the budgetary allocation for the SCs and the STs
has been increasing. In fact, in the last five years, | can very proudly say, it has
almost doubled of what it was in the year 2014. Coming from a tribal area, |
feel proud that my Government is working with a commitment towards the
tribals and the SCs.

Sir, | would also like to urge upon the Government to look into the fact
that in the States also, like the Central Government is giving budgetary
allocation, there is a directive of the Central Government to the States that in
every State, the budgetary allocation should be based on the percentage of the
tribal and the SC population of that State. It is unfortunate that many States are
not following that. So, | request the Central Government to also make a strict
legislation that the States also follow the same rule as the Central Government
is following.

Along with this, | would also like to highlight the fact as to why this
political reservation for the SCs and the STs is important. The first thing is that
the SCs and the STs will find a place in the Government as representatives of
the SCs and the STs. Historically, both have been the disadvantaged groups
who never had that representation earlier and now, they are here to express
the agony and hardships of the tribals and the SCs.

Sir, | would also like to speak about one of my colleagues who just
spoke from the opposition benches. | was listening to him very carefully and
really disappointed to see that my friend from the opposition side had more

concern about 296 people rather than the 30 crore SCs/STs of the country. So,
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| would request my friend from the opposition that when we are talking of
sabka sath, sabka vikas, sabka vishwas, then they should also have vishwas
in our Government and should also think ... (Interruptions)

Lastly, | would like to once again congratulate the Government for
bringing in this Bill to extend reservation for next ten years and also taking into
consideration the issues, the problems related to the SC and ST communities
of the country.

Thank you very much.
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SHRIMATI KANIMOZHI KARUNANIDHI (THOOTHUKKUDI): Sir, | would
have been very happy to support this Bill. Actually, this would have been one
Bill which the Government has brought and we could have supported entirely,
but then unfortunately, they made sure that there is something that we cannot
accept. Hon. Minister is a very erudite lawyer and | hope that he can explain a
few things to us. He says that this Bill does not mention the Anglo-Indian
community, but it is there in the Statement of Objects and Reasons and also
the annexure. If it is not included in the main Bill, then | would like to know why
he is not saying that the reservation for the Anglo-Indian community will be
extended, like he is explicitly saying that it will be extended for the SCs and the
STs, which we welcome. Why is he not saying that it will be extended for the
Anglo-Indian community also?

We all know that the Anglo-Indian community is shrinking. Even then,
the number given by the Minister is highly exaggerated one because | am sure
amongst us we would know around 50,000 Anglo-Indians in Tamil Nadu itself.
As Shri Hibi Eden has just now mentioned more than three lakh Anglo-Indians
live in this country. Their contribution to this nation in terms of sports, in
Government Departments, especially in Railways, in arts, etc. is something we
cannot forget. Just because they cannot elect a Member with a population of

three lakh as they are spread out all over geographically, it is not fair to deny
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them this representation. Not only that. They are taking away their right to be
represented as MLAs in State Assemblies. Around 13 State Assemblies have
MLAs who belong to the Anglo-Indian community. Five of them are from the
South. The South Indian States have one each. Did you discuss with the State
Governments? Have they accepted it? This Government is again and again
interfering in the States’ rights and it is taking away their rights in every single
Bill. As | said, the States’ rights are being taken away by this Government.

Just because you have a majority does not mean that you have to hurt
the minority. Yesterday, you brought a Bill which would hurt the Muslims.
Today, you are bringing a Bill which is going to hurt the Christians. So, | think
majority is not the only factor on which we should run this country. More than
that, it is the humaneness and the inclusiveness which are more important in
democracy.

When it comes to the issue of Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribe
reservation, we completely support that. We welcome that. Our intellectual
revolutionary from Tamil Nadu, Periyar said, “All women and men should live
with dignity”. Have we achieved that dignity? After 70 years of political
reservation, where are we? Still we build walls to keep the Dalits away. Even
today, we cannot share a crematorium with them. Even the ashes cannot
mingle with each other. We cannot share water, wells, and tanks. We cannot

share living spaces with Dalits. They cannot walk on our streets. Is this what
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we have achieved after 70 years of Independence? Aren’t we all ashamed to
say this in this august House? | think we have to hang our head in shame. You
may see how many Dalit girls are insulted and raped. Do we raise our voices
against these atrocities? Do we talk about that? Do we discuss that? In some
ways, we come to accept it. Even the media does not report it. It is only what
happens in the cities that get reported. We just ignore what happens to the
Dalits in this country. The condition of Scheduled Tribes is so bad that we do
not even think of them and we do not even acknowledge their existence in this
country.

Many people proudly said here that in Parliament we have 15 per cent
Scheduled Caste Members and 8.6 per cent Scheduled Tribe Members. But
this reservation has been given based on the 2001 Census. | think it is high
time we increased it based on the 2011 Census. We cannot just keep numbers
which are long gone and decide reservations on that basis. When we are
talking about reservations | would also like to remind the Minister about the
Women Reservation Bill which does not seem to be happening at all. Women,
whichever caste they may belong to, are the Dalits of this country.Ten Central
Government Departments which employ more than 90 per cent of the people,
around 8,223 posts for SCs have not been filled and for STs, 6,955 posts have
not been filled. Is this the way we are going to make the wrongs into rights?

Even the Central Government does not want to fill the posts which have to be
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rightfully filled by SCs and STs. This information was given by hon. Minister,
Shri Jitender Singh on the floor of the Parliament.

Sir, when we talk about that the people not being able to live in the same
vicinity, not being able to walk in the same streets, proudly, | would like to talk
about Tamil Nadu. When the DMK Party was in power, we built
Samathuvapuram. It is a complex of houses where our leader, Dr. Kalaignar,
when he was the Chief Minister, brought in people from different communities -
from the upper castes to the OBCs, Dalits, SCs and STs. Everybody lived
together in the same complex and | think it was a giant step, giant lift for
humanity to include and do away with the caste system.

Sir, | would also like to talk about the scholarship benefits given to
students. When we talk about empowering the SCs and STs, | think education
plays a vital role in that. This Government has done away with scholarship
benefits to SC and ST students who get into colleges through the management
quota. It hurts the students to a very large extent. The Central Government is
yet to release grants pertaining to around Rs.384 crore to the SC students of
Tamil Nadu. Is this the way you are going to reach out to the Scheduled
Castes of this country by not even giving them the Grants which you should
give to them?According to one survey conducted by the IIM Bengaluru, out of
642 faculty members across 13 [IMs, four were from the SC community and
one was from the ST category. The same thing is there when it comes to the
[IT Madras. In the last ten years, out of 3,848 Ph.D. admissions, only 234 were

from the SC and ST communities.
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Sir, is this not the intellectual untouchability? Is this not what Rohith
Vemula meant when he said that when equality is denied, everything is
denied? Sir, this intellectual arrogance will not take this country anywhere. |
think we have to work on helping them in an inclusive and wholesome way.
Just bringing in reservation and continuing it — we welcome it — is not going to
help. You have to empower them in all possible ways and treat them with
dignity and respect and stop playing religion and communal politics.

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PROF. SOUGATA RAY (DUM DUM): Sir, | rise to speak on the Constitution
(126th Amendment) Bill, 2019. | start my speech by paying homage to the
Father of the Nation, Mahatma Gandhi, Dr. B. R. Ambedkar, Babu Jagjivan
Ram and other leaders of the Scheduled Caste and oppressed communities of
this country.

Sir, this Bill has two parts in which two of our speakers will speak. One
part deals with the extension of reservation to Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes for another ten years from 2020. The second part deals with
taking away the reservation given under Article 334 to the Anglo-Indian
community.

| fully support the extension of reservation in Parliament and Assemblies
to the members of the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes. There are 20
crore Scheduled Caste and ten crore Scheduled Tribe people in the country.
They must have their proper representation in all the legislative bodies. | must
mention that in this context, still, injustice is being done to the people from
Scheduled Castes. The ... is not sending Scheduled Castes, Scheduled
Tribes Commission Bill to the West Bengal Assembly. The House was
adjourned last week because of this. This is a great humiliation to SC and ST
people. | would urge upon the ...* to change his ways.

Having said, let me concentrate because Shri Sunil Mondal from our
Party will speak on the Scheduled Castes Scheduled Tribes reservation part

for which extension is there and there is all round-support for the same. We

" Not recorded.
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have not yet been able to remove the disparities that exist in the society. The
hon. Member, Kanimozhi mentioned about the humiliation faced by the
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes in the country. Still, Scheduled Tribes
in the jungles of Bastar are going to Maoists because they are not getting
justice from our society. These are the matters which should be dealt with in
great detail.

| totally object to the Government's efforts to obliterate the
representation of one community and for this, the hon. Minister has taken
recourse to false reports from the Registrar General of India saying that there
are only 296 Anglo Indians in this country. You throw away that report of the
Registrar General of India. It is totally incorrect. There are several lakhs of
Anglo Indians in the country and they are spread all over the country. They are
spread from Thiruvananthapuram to Dehradun and they live in as many as 22
of the 28 States and 9 Union Territories of India. The Anglo Indians have
greatly contributed to the development of the country. Sir, you must read one
book by John Masters, it is called Bhowani Junction, which is about the trials
and tribulations of the Anglo-Indian community at the time of partition. They did
not know which way they should go. But Anglo Indians led by Frank Anthony
who was a Member of the Constituent Assembly pledged to remain in India
because the Constituent Assembly gave them reservation of two seats in
Parliament and one seat each in thirteen Legislative Assemblies.

The Law Minister at one stroke of pen wants to take away what was

given by Dr. Ambedkar. What Dr. Ambedkar gave, Ravi Shankar Prasad ji

seeks to take away. It is very, very unfortunate. Sir, | may mention that the
Government did not even once consult the representatives of the Anglo-Indian
community regarding this step. The thirteen States are involved. Bengal has
representation of one per cent in the West Bengal Assembly. They did not
consult the West Bengal Government at all whether it is necessary to take
away this thing.

Sir, if | may say, the Anglo Indians have played a great role in the Army,
the Armed Forces, education, Indian Railways, police, customs, post and
telegraph, nursing and other strategic services. We had General Rodrigues as
the Chief of the Army Staff. Sir, you would know that not only in Army, but in
Air Force also they have contributed. We had a Chief of Air Staff from the
Anglo-Indian community. Sir, you may have heard of Leslie Claudius, four-time
Olympian. He is from Calcutta and he was the Captain of the Indian Hockey
Team in Rome Olympics.

Sir, the greatest contribution of the Anglo-Indians is in the field of
education. There are hundreds of Anglo-Indian schools under the ICSE Board
spread across the country. They are the most sought-after schools in the
country. Even BJP leaders would like to put their children in the Anglo-Indian
schools. These schools have spawned corporate leaders, politicians,
bureaucrats, acclaimed professionals and academicians. People from all walks
of life, hundreds of thousands of children, Hindus, Muslims, Sikhs, Jains,

Parsis, besides the Christian children are nurtured into becoming caring, well-
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rounded citizens of India in these schools. There are several lakhs of Anglo-
Indians who are proud citizens of this great nation.

Sir, | would invite you to Bow Street in Kolkata, in Sudip
Bandyopadhyay’s Constituency. During Christmas, a thousand Anglo-Indians
would gather there to celebrate Christmas. Bow Barracks is a heritage
structure. Anjan Dutt made a film titted Bow Barracks Forever. Only in Bow
Barracks, a thousand Anglo-Indians live. Yet, the Minister comes here and
says that there are only 296 Anglo-Indians! The Minister is an honourable man;
so are they all, all honourable men.

| come to speak against obliteration of a community which was given this
representation at the time of Independence. At the time of the adoption of the
Constitution, they adopted India as their homeland. There are two parts to the
Bill. The first is the part relating to SCs and STs. But, why did you drop the part
relating to Anglo-Indians. Do not obliterate a proud people. Maybe their only
fault is that they are Christians and this Government in their rightful thinking,
just like they brought the law yesterday, wants to go and tell the country, “See,
we have Hindu consolidation. Christians are being deprived of their rights.”
This is not the way to go. The mosaic that is India consists of different
religions.

Tagore, in his famous poem which became the National Anthem
mentioned:
“Ohoroho tobo aobhano procharito,
Shuni tobo udaro bani;
Hindu Bouddho Shikh Joino Parosik
Musolmano Khrishtani”
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Mind you, Muslims, Christians, Jains, Parsees and Buddhists are all part of the
country.

Purobo poshchimo ase,
Tobo singhasono pashe,
Premoharo hoy gatha.

This is the latter part of Jana Gana Mana.

Sir, let us talk of taking everybody on the big pilgrimage that is India. Let
the BJP change their worldview and take India as a Bharat Teertha, as a
pilgrimage place of India. With this, | again support the extension of reservation
to SCs and STs, and totally denounce the taking away of the representative

character of the Anglo-Indians. Thank you for the time.
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HON. CHAIRPERSON: The next speaker is Kumari Goddeti Madhavi, the
second youngest Member of the House. She is 26 years old, she represents
Araku Parliamentary Constituency from Andhra Pradesh which is an ST
Constituency.

KUMARI GODDETI MADHAVI (ARAKU): Thank you, Chairman Sir, for giving
me this opportunity to put forth our party YSRCP’s views on the Constitution
(126th Amendment) Bill, 2019. Sir, reservation of seats for SC and ST
communities in Indian Parliament was envisaged to act upon one of the basic
tenets on which our forefathers expounded. The SCs and STs have faced
historic oppression and their voices have been suppressed for far too long.
The special provisions need to be put in place to ensure that their place and
representation is secured in the temple of democracy.

Article 334 of the Constitution lays down the provisions for the
reservation of seats for SCs and STs in the Parliament. It mentions that such
provision shall be stopped to have effect on the expiration of the period of 70
years from the commencement of the Constitution. The idea behind such a
deadline, which can be extended by the Parliament, is to ensure that future
parliamentarians can debate and deliberate about the utility of such
reservations and consider reviewing the same. Today, we are fortunate to be
given the responsibility of considering such extension of reservations as the

deadline is 25" January, 2020.
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Sir, | would like to bring to your kind notice the deplorable conditions of
tribal population in India. About 45 per cent of them live below the poverty line
in rural areas and 24 per cent in urban areas. | am proud to be a part of the ST
community, and my very presence here in this august House is due to the
reservation policy introduced by the founding fathers of our Constitution. | can
vouch for the fact that today, many communities do not have access to quality
education and dignified livelihood opportunities. In spite of the various
schemes under different Ministries, the conditions have not been improved
adequately.

Sir, | represent the Araku constituency in Andhra Pradesh, which as |
have mentioned above is a reserved seat. Apart from livelihood, education,
access to drinking water and health issues, rural connectivity in my
constituency needs to be improved drastically. Precious lives are lost due to
lack of connectivity and the time taken for patients to reach a hospital. Lack of
rural connectivity is also one of the major reasons for the fruits of development
not reaching or filtering down to the people belonging to the tribal communities.
In this regard, | would like to highlight two major points.

For the construction of rural roads, there is a point system which is
followed, based on the number of habitations that the road connects. However,
as all Members of this House would agree, especially in hilly and dense terrain
areas, this point system for evaluation does not seek to achieve the objective

of rural connectivity. So, through this august House, | request the Government
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to exclude this point system, especially for reserved constituencies and
construct roads that connect all habitations

Secondly, more often than not, a lot of these development works need to
be undertaken in forest areas. In that regard, the speedy clearance, especially
environmental clearance is absolutely necessary.

In this regard, through you, Speaker Sir, once again, | would like to urge
the Government and especially the Rural Development Ministry to pay special
focus on Pradhan Mantri Gram Sadak Yojana and ensure that rural
connectivity is improved drastically and there is proper and full utilizations of
the budget allocated to various schemes under the Ministry of Tribal Affairs. In
conclusion, | would like to extend the support of YSRCP Party for this
legislation which caters to the demand of the present scenario, and is bold
enough to rethink the utility of provisions, as was constructed by our
forefathers.

Thank you, Sir.
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SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): Thank you, Sir. This is a very
important Constitution (One Hundred and Twenty-Sixth Amendment) Bill,
important in the sense that it gives us the responsibility to be committed to
make our society whole, to make our nation great, to bring the deprived
sections of our society into the mainstream, and to provide them equal
opportunity.

It was contemplated during the Constituent Assembly debate that
adequate reservation should be provided to those people who have been
deprived of opportunity, because of various reasons, for thousands of years.
But the history goes beyond our Constituent Assembly debates. One falls
back on the Poona Pact, an agreement which was signed in 1932 between
Mahatma Gandhi and Dr. Ambedkar at Yerwada Jail. Subsequently, Mahatma
Gandhi undertook the Harijan Padyatra, especially in Odisha, for more than 28
days. That is the only place where Mahatma Gandhi walked on foot with his
compatriots and also created an awakening for social intertwining of respective
castes. That was also another method of bringing cohesiveness within the
Hindu society.

What was happening then was, a major attempt was made by the British
imperialism to divide the society because our society was caste-ridden. One
constituency was for the Muslims. Another constituency was being created
especially asking a specific section of the society that they are deprived,
oppressed and that is the reason why they should also strive to have a specific

constituency.

The Poona Pact made it cohesive so that everyone would come under
one banner and one society. That is the reason why subsequently we had
double membership from one constituency. We have progressed from double
membership to specific reservation of respective seats and accordingly it has
been divided since our Constitution came into existence ... (Interruptions).
HON. CHAIRPERSON: This will not go on record. Please go ahead with your
submission.

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB: | still have a question to ask the hon.
Minister of Law and Justice. When he introduced the Bill, | wanted to
understand why he has only mentioned extension in the long line after Clauses
(a) and (b), it says, “for the words ‘70 years’ the words ‘80 years’ in respect of
Clause (a) and 70 years’ in respect of Clause (b shall be substituted. One can
understand, while going through the Bill, this extension is going to be done for
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes. But when you are not extending the
reservation for Anglo-Indians, should it be understood that reservation or
nomination of Anglo-Indians is not getting extended? | think by Friday, this
House is going to be adjourned sine die if you are not extending it by another
2-3 days’ time. If that is so that we are adjourning the House sine die on

Friday, are you going to bring another amendment to the Constitution to

" Not recorded.
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provide for nomination of Anglo-Indians that is being provided for the last
seven decades? | do not believe that, that is going to happen.

Here | would just like to repeat one issue that had been said earlier in
this House, in early 1950s by a famous tribal or a Jharkhand leader of that day.
He was Major Jaipal Singh. He said that civilisation first started from forest. It
moved towards river valley and it flourished. Now the civilization is going back
to forest. What did he mean by that? He said that urbanization is moving
towards those areas which have large mines, adequate water and where new
townships are being created. That is what he said that civilization is moving
back and it will move further to the forest area.

Being a member of the previous Delimitation Committee, | came to
understand - especially in our State and the neighbouring States of Odisha -
that the population of tribals is shrinking in Scheduled Areas because a large
number of people from other parts of the State and educated mass of people
are being employed in those townships, steel plants and other industries.
They are outnumbering the Scheduled Tribes of those areas. So, the
demography of that area is getting changed. The reservation is also being
denied to those people. It is because of urbanisation that the tribal people
move out.

With new investment relating to construction of irrigation facility, dams
and barrages, a large part of area gets inundated. With the result, they are
forced to move out. So, that is the major reason why there is depletion of

Scheduled Tribes in the Scheduled Areas, especially Scheduled Area 5 and
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Scheduled Area 6. | believe the same issue will also be affecting the Andhra
Pradesh and Telangana. Here is a case which | think this House should
consider and the Government should also consider that how to protect the
indigenous character of our people. How to protect the interests of the people
belonging to the Scheduled Tribes? How to protect the political power that is
being provided through the reservation to the Scheduled Tribes? That is what
is necessary when we are deliberating and extending the period of reservation.
It is necessary to extend this reservation for another 10 years, but it is also
necessary to ensure that their numbers do not shrink.

Prof. Sougata Ray just now mentioned, while he was deliberating, that
today we have a Scheduled Caste population of around 20 crores and a
Scheduled Tribe population of around 10 crores. Here a change is happening.
When we go through the National Register of Population, we find that at one
point of time, during the 1970s, they were concentrated in certain areas. |
could say about my State of Odisha. A large number of people belonging to the
Scheduled Castes are engaged as agricultural workers. They do not have that
much of land-holdings and they are mostly share-croppers. They have been
victims of circumstances for years together. In my State, | would name one
Schedule Caste community, namely, Bhoi. Some 1300 years ago, they were
rulers of the State of Odisha. During that period, the maritime activities had
flourished which had contacts with Indonesian islands. But they were defeated
in different wars and were driven out from the urban areas of that age. Many of

them went back to the forests.
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HON. CHAIRPERSON: Hon. Member, you have one more Member to speak
from your Party. Please keep that in mind.
SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB: They were pauperised and were unable to
sustain themselves and subsequently today they are termed as people
belonging to the Scheduled Castes. Their number also has increased. Here |
am reminded of the affirmative action of the United States of America. The
indigenous people of the United States were the actual owners of that country.
They were denied justice. They fought against the Europeans of that time and
they were deprived of the facilities that they were enjoying. After a civil
Government came into existence in that country, they provided affirmative
action. That is why we find a large number of African-Americans being in
sporting arenas and also in other activities and Ms. Condoleezza Rice is one of
the ladies who got the benefit of education. That is the reason why it is
necessary that more attempts should be made to provide them with adequate
educational facilities. It is only because of a deprivation of opportunity that
people belonging to these Castes is suffering from poverty. It is because of
deprivation from education that they suffer from poverty. If these two pillars can
be strengthened, then the people belonging to the Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes community can come back to the mainstream and make this
nation rich.

Sir, with these words, | support the Bill. | would like to end my speech

with a word of caution that what does the Government propose to do relating to
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the issue of the Anglo-Indians. Government should not say that it is under
consideration. That is a typical bureaucratic usage. | would like to know if the
Government is doing it or not doing it. That should be made clear.

briefly due to paucity of time. | would like put my points in two parts.The first
part is, of course, we support this Bill which talks about reservation to the
Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes in the Lok Sabha and State
Assemblies. We support this reservation wholeheartedly. | come from a State
which has always led from the front with social change, be it B.R. Ambedkar,
be it Sahu Maharaj, be it Mahatma Jyotiba Phule. All Members have talked
about the challenges faced by the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled
Tribes. Actually, the beginning or the sunrise of all these issues started in my
State, Maharashtra and a direction was given to bring in social change in the
country.

| do agree with the Minister that this needs to be extended. Inclusion is
not bringing people into what already exists. It is making a new space, a better
space for everybody and, | think, this whole House realises this that we do
need to bring this inclusion. | would like to quote Dr. B.R. Ambedkar here:

“There is no doubt in my opinion that unless you change your

social order, you can achieve very little in the way of progress.”

That has happened even in our State, be it MLAs, be it Zilla Parishad
members, be it Panchayat Samitis, the SC/ST reservation has brought in a lot
of new leadership. Without this reservation, they would probably have never

got an opportunity to come and lead from the front.
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But there is only one small issue | would like to bring to the notice of this
House and | would like to take ideas and thoughts from everybody about which
Mr. Mahtab also talked about. There was a survey about reservations and
there is a reply given to an Unstarred Question No. 81 by the Minister of Tribal
Affairs on 18.11.2019. The reply says that there is no such survey conducted
regarding how reservation has impacted. This is official, | will put it on the
Table. | do have concerns on this because the reservation is by rotation. A lot
of new leaders do come, they do get an opportunity and once that reservation
is removed, those ladies or gentlemen do not get opportunity and they get
pushed back. So, is there some way where we can either educate them or
bring them from the reserved category to the open category so that they can
still work in an organisation and build the nation? | think there are lots of good
leaders who come through reservation, but once the reservation goes away,
they are lost in the crowd. So, is there something more we can do for such
people? It is not something which specifically comes under this legislation. But
since you are looking at this reservation, let us look at it in a holistic way where
we can keep them included. The whole idea of this Bill is inclusion and | think
that is what we need to put our minds to.

| will not repeat any of the points that others have made. We all have
data, what is our education system and what challenges we face. But there is
one point besides the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes, which is of
very serious concern to me. All the earlier speakers have mentioned about it.

Of course, you being a very eminent lawyer, with your permission and
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indulgence, | would like to use a quotation here. This is not for you, but, with
your permission, | will quote:

“This is the skill in achieving one’s ends by deceit or by evasion.”

Deceit does not apply to the Minister. If you read the Bill, the Bill does
not talk about the Anglo-Indians. But in the Annexure as well as the Statement
of Objects and Reasons, it is mentioned. You do not put them on the list, but
by not putting them on the list, it is understood. | think Mahtabji very aptly put it
that they have been kept out very surreptitiously. It is my personal opinion. |
am not a lawyer. | hope the Minister would throw some light on it.

| would like to ask just three quick questions to the hon. Minister. This
Government talks with great pride about federalism. They say that they want to
empower the States very much and they do not want to keep any power here.
My straight question to the hon. Minister is this. Have you asked or consulted
the States and also have you consulted the stakeholders? | know | am using a
very harsh word. But when we are talking about democracy, does this not
sound a little dictatorial that you are taking decisions for States without even
consulting them? There are 13 States that need to be consulted. Have you
asked them? If you have asked, what are their reservations or what are the
ides or thoughts which they have given? If you could kindly put them on the
Table of the House, it would be appreciated.

Secondly, | want to ask whether you have consulted the stakeholders. |
come from the State of Maharashtra. A lot of people talked about schools. |

think Professor Roy talked about the Anglo-Indian schools that they all run. My
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own children go to that school. It is one of the top schools in the country and
the earlier Chief Minister’s daughter was also in that school. We take pride in it.
We do not put them there because it is an Anglo-Indian school, but it is a very
good school and they run many, many institutes like this all over India. | do not
want to go into data because a lot of people have already given the data. So,
firstly, why are we doing this? What about the cooperative federalism and
what about the stakeholders? Also, one big question which comes to my mind
is that yesterday the hon. Home Minister vociferously defended his pain and
this Government’s support for minorities in other countries which is a wonderful
large-hearted attitude. | really respect it, appreciate it and compliment the
Government for that. But now when it is our turn to protect our minorities, then
you are taking such a harsh way. Is that not a contradiction? So, let us put it
all on the Table because if you are reaching out to other people, | ask with full
humility and humbly why are you leaving our people out? | am not going to get
into the cards, whether it is Muslims, whether it is Christians, | am not going to
get into that because for me, humans are humans. Caste is something, race is
something that you practice on your own. He is a very eminent lawyer. | know
he will always beat us at words, but | would like to request him to clarify this. |
whole-heartedly support it and looking forward to put our minds together to see
how much more we can empower the SCs and STs in reservation and
representation. But definitely the Anglo-Indian issue must be addressed
clearly by him to put it on record because if you do not include them, what

Mahtab ji said is absolutely right, without saying no it amounts to your shutting

the door on them in a very simple way. So, please do not do that. Everybody
has a right to reservation and let us not get into numbers. You could be very
small, the smaller the people, the weaker the people, the bigger voice that you
give to them is what the Home Minister said yesterday. So, | hope the hon.
Minister takes one leaf from yesterday’s Home Minister’s vision and takes the

similar view forward for the minorities in the State.
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SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH (MAVELIKKARA): Thank you Madam
Chairperson for giving me an opportunity to support this Bill on the one hand
and oppose this Bill on the other hand. | support this Bill because of the
extension of reservation for Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes in
Parliament and State Legislative Assemblies for another ten years. While
being jubilant about the extension of period, | am also compelled to ask a few
questions directed to the conscience of the House. Why were the reservations
granted in the first place? Even when the nation gained Independence from the
British, the discrimination against the oppressed classes such as
untouchability, harassment, humiliation and lack of access to prosperity and
education plagued the nation’s oppressed classes. Untouchability has been
practiced for more than 3000 years. This tragic condition was left unresolved
as caste system and Brahmanism ensured the condition remains deplorable.
What happened even after 70 years of Independence despite the following
galaxy of Acts in force? The safeguards provided to Scheduled Castes are
grouped in the following broad heads: Social safeguards under Article 17, 23,
24 and 25 (2) (b), economic safeguards under Article 23, 24 and 46,
educational and cultural safeguards under Article 15(4), political safeguards
under Article 243, 330 and 332; service safeguards under Articles 16(4),
16(4A) and 335. The legislations that are in place are: The Protection of Civil
Rights Act, 1955; The Scheduled Castes and Tribes (Prevention of Atrocities)

Act, 1989 and Rules thereof; The Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes
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(Prevention of Atrocities) Amendment Act, 2015; Scheduled Castes and the
Scheduled Tribes (Prevention of Atrocities) Amendment Rules, 2016; Acts and
regulations in force in different States to prevent alienation of land belonging to
SCs/STs.

What is the present situation? | am asking the hon. Minister that as per
the latest data available with the National Crime Records Bureau, over the
decade, from 2006 to 2016, the crime rate against Dalits rose by 25 per cent.
From 16.3 per cent crimes per 100,000 Dalits reported in 2006, it rose to 20.3
per cent. Similarly, cases pending police investigation for both marginalised
groups, SCs and STs, have also risen by 99 per cent and 55 per cent
respectively while the pendency in courts has also risen by 50 per cent and 28
per cent respectively. From, 2006 to 2016, the conviction rates for crimes
against SCs and STs have fallen by two percentage points and seven
percentage points respectively to 26 per cent and 21 per cent. This is a fact.
This is the situation of the Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribe community
people in this country.

According to the DoPT Report, even after following the Reservation
Policy for so many years, the total strength of the SCs and STs in Grade-|
service has barely touched five per cent mark though they constitute 14 per
cent and seven present of India’s population respectively. Madam, the
Government’s share in recruitment is only 3.5 per cent of the total jobs
available in the country. What is the present situation?  The Government is

going to privatise all the public sector undertakings. By doing so, who would
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be the loser? The losers would be the Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribe
people. It is because in the private sector, there is no reservation. For the
contract labours and outsourcing jobs, there is no reservation. So, now,
everybody can see the pathetic living conditions of the Scheduled Caste and
Scheduled Tribe community people in the country.

Therefore, the Government should realise the real situation of the
Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribe people in this country. Their living
conditions are very bad. In regard to social security, the condition of dalits is
very bad. So, we have to improve the conditions of people belonging to these
castes. As there is no reservation for the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes in the private sector, nobody from these communities is being given
employment there. We see that the performance of the private sector is going
up and that of the public sector is coming down. So, who will look after the
interests of the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes?

Madam, different organisations have long been demanding reservation
for SCs and STs in the private sector jobs, but it has not been fulfilled yet.
Hon. Minister of Law and Justice is present here. | would like to ask him. What
is the reservation in the Supreme Court and High Courts? There is no
reservation in the Supreme Court and High Courts.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude, now.
SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH: | am just concluding, Madam. | am supporting
the extension of reservation for the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes

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same time, | would request the Government that they should take steps to
improve the living conditions of the people of the Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes community in this country.

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SHRI P. R. NATARAJAN (COIMBATORE): Thank you, Madam, Chairperson.
| am supporting the first portion of the Bill that is, extending the period of
reservation for 10 years, that is up to 2030, for the SC and ST community in
employment, in the Parliament, in the Assemblies and in the local bodies. But |
oppose the move to end reservation or representation of the Anglo-Indian
community in the Parliament.

Since the Anglo-Indians did not have their own State, and they were too
small or a geographically spread out minority to get elected — therefore they
represent community interests in the Parliament or in the State Assemblies —
they needed reserved seats. It is a kind of vendetta against a peace-loving
and religious community with reasons unknown. The claim of Modi ji's
Government for this sinister move seems to be that the community is now well
off and no special rights as envisaged in the Constitution need to be continued.
This assumption is totally contrary to the objectives and the reality.

We know there are still some families living below the poverty line. The
recent floods also sabotaged the dreams of many Anglo-Indian people residing
in the coastal areas of Tamil Nadu and Kerala. So, | strongly register my
request with the Government and the Minister and urge them to extend the
reservation for another 10 years to the Anglo-Indian community also. Our hon.
Minister very cleverly says that they have not mentioned a single word in this
Bill regarding the Anglo-Indian people. But that itself shows that the reservation

provided for them will automatically lapse. So, through you, Madam, | request
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the hon. Minister to consider this. The Minister should add a provision in the
same Bill to extend the reservation for another 10 years to the Anglo-Indian

people. Thank you.
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'SHRI M. SELVARAJ (NAGAPPATTINAM) : Hon. Madam Chairperson,
Vanakkam. As per article 334 of the Constitution, the Committee of
Constitution headed by Dr. B.R. Ambedkar provided reservation to the
Scheduled castes and Tribes of the Republic of India, knowing their
backwardness educationally, economically and lacking in employment
opportunities, This Bill has been brought here to extend the reservation for
another ten years from 25th January, 2020 onwards. |, on behalf of Communist
Party of India, welcome this Bill. At the same time | want to request through
this august House that the reservation given to Anglo-Indian community should
also be restored. This Government and the Minister should take necessary
action for restoring that reservation to that community. As per the Constitution
this reservation has been extended for the upliftment of such persons in their
life. It still remains a question whether they have been uplifted. Even today
there are not so many employment opportunities available for them. At the time
when PSUs are being privatized by way of disinvestment, social justice can be
achieved only by giving reservation in private sector also. The Government
should act in this regard. Persons belonging to Scheduled Caste should be
educated to get upliftment in the society. Only then they can get equality of
status in the society. It should be ensured that SCs and STs get additional
education and employment opportunities. Even today, in some villages, people

belonging to SCs are being ostracized. They do not have a graveyard. Even

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they do not have a way to reach that graveyard. They are forced to walk
through farm fields to reach graveyards. This is the pathetic situation that
prevails in the country. This should be changed. In Tamil Nadu, When
Kalaignar Karunanidhi was the Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu, he implemented a
Scheme called Samathuvapuram, where people belonging to all communities
lived together. He also implemented a scheme of making people of all castes
to become priests of temples across the State of Tamil Nadu. Through these
schemes social justice was achieved in Tamil Nadu. But whether there is
social justice throughout the country. That is my question? Whether all people
of all castes are getting equality or equal status in society?

That is my question. In several places, we see separate places
earmarked for bathing for persons belonging to different castes. There are
different places for lifting drinking water for different castes. Even today we
face untouchability in different places of our country. We can protect equality of
status only by stopping all these things. Equality should be provided so as to
get benefit from the Constitution brought by Dr. B.R.Ambedkar. There should
be social justice. People belonging to Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes
should be educated, and provided employment opportunities. Only when the
dreams of Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar will come true in providing equal status to
all. I partly support the Bill and partly oppose the Bill. | conclude by saying that
the Anglo-Indian community should continue to get reservation and the

SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN: Only for me such a stringent warning is being
given even before | start. It is quite unfortunate. | rise to support the
Constitution (One Hundred and Twenty-Sixth Amendment) Bill, 2019 partly. |
fully support the extension of reservation to Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes for a further period of ten years. Even ten years is not sufficient as far as
the Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribe people are concerned. Even after
70 years of our Independence and even after providing reservation for 70

years, the political participation of Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes in
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the mainstream has not been significant. So, definitely | support the
Government in bringing such a legislation for extending the term of reservation
to a further period of ten years, that is 80 years. | fully support it. At the same
time, | strongly oppose the second part of the Bill. That is, taking away the
reservation meant for the Anglo-Indians in the House of People as well as in
the Legislative Assemblies. | will come to the factual position later.

| would like to take up legal drafting first. Kindly permit me to
substantiate my point. Hon. Minister himself is an eminent lawyer. We all are
aware of that fact. Hon. Minister, kindly see the legal drafting. Four articles are
involved in this. They are articles 330, 331, 332 and 334. So, this is having
impact on four articles of the Constitution. You kindly see how shabbily it has
been drafted by the Legislative Department. You please see that. It will take a
little bit of your time. Kindly bear with me Madam. It is highly technical. This
shall not be allowed also. As far as legal drafting is concerned, it should be
legible, specific and unambiguous. This is ambiguous, confusing and non-
legible.

Madam, if you have a copy of the Bill, kindly see. You are also an
eminent lawyer. In the Bill after clauses (a) and (b) it is mentioned, “shall cease
to have effect on the expiration of a period of seventy years from the
commencement of this Constitution”. That ‘seventy years’ is replaced by
‘eighty years’. | fully agree with that. But at the same time you are saying that it
is not applicable to clause (b) but still that expression ‘seventy years’ remains.

Where will it remain? Of course, | can very well understand the meaning of it.
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But as far as the legislative drafting is concerned, there is no such provision.
Clause (b) is there. In clause (b) there is no ‘seventy years’. But you are saying
that ‘seventy years’ will remain in clause (b). But at the same time it will be
‘eighty years’ as far as Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes are
concerned.

Coming to the facts regarding the Anglo-Indian community in the
country, my learned friend Shri Hibi Eden and almost all other hon. Members
who spoke have already mentioned this point. The Government’s stand is that
this community is doing well and hence does not require reservation in the
legislatures. This is against the facts reported in various studies and Reports of
the Government. The Ministry of Minority Affairs had conducted a study in the
year 2013 and that Report is there. | am not going to read the contents of the
Report. It is observed that amongst the various challenges and problems being
faced by the members of the Anglo-Indian community in India, the most
significant ones are related to identity crisis, lack of employment, educational
backwardness, lack of proper facilities and cultural erosion. These are the
findings reported by the fact-finding mission appointed by the Ministry of
Minority Affairs in the year 2013. That Report is before the Government. When
such a Report is there, how can the Government say that the Anglo-Indian
community’s economic and social position has improved and, therefore,
reservation in the House of People as well as in the Assemblies not required?

There is no logical reasoning for this. As Madam Supriya Sule rightly

mentioned, yesterday we discussed about the exclusion of a particular
community from the list of people who are entitled for the citizenship.

Today, we are giving extension of reservation for 10 years to SC and ST
people. We fully agree with this. But at the same time, kindly review the
position that reservation should also be extended to Anglo-India community in
the House of People as well as in the State Assemblies. With these words, |

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SHRI P. RAVEENDRANATH KUMAR (THENI): Thank you, Madam for this
opportunity. On behalf of AIADMK Party, | welcome this Constitution (126th
Amendment) Bill, 2019 which has been brought by the Government with a view
to retaining the sensible and moderate spirit, as envisioned by Dr. B.R.
Ambedkar, the Father of Indian Constitution. In my view, by significantly
amending the Constitution Bill, our hon.

While appreciating the efforts of the Government, | would like to
take this opportunity to urge the Government to ensure the effective
implementation of reservation quota in higher education, employment and
faculties in the institutions of higher studies. In particular, faculty positions for
reserved candidates in higher institutions like IIT, IIMs have not been filled
adequately.

According to provisions in the Constitution, all Government institutions
are mandated to provide 15 per cent reservation for Scheduled Castes, 7.5 per
cent for Scheduled Tribes and 27 per cent for Other Backward Classes. As per

the data provided by the Government, SCs, STs and OBCs together made up
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just 9 per cent of total faculty in lITs and 6 per cent in [IMs. Such kind of
discrimination prevails in other segments also like job opportunities,
promotions, private sector etc.

Therefore, | request the hon. Minister that the Committee on Welfare of
SC/ST consisting of Members of Lok Sabha and Rajya Sabha may be
provided by respective departments about the steps taken to ensure
reservation quota in education from the primary to higher level as well as in
employment and promotion level. The reservation which has been successfully
implemented in Lok Sabha and State Assemblies should also be followed in all
fields so as to retain the strong structure of democracy of our country. With that

hope, | support the Bill. Thank you, Madam.

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DR. D. RAVIKUMAR (VILUPPURAM): Madam, | will speak in English. | want
to raise some points. When the Government extends the benefits to the people
belonging to SC and ST, the Government also has to increase the number of
their representatives both in the State Assemblies and in the Lok Sabha.
Reservation to SC/ST people is linked to the census figures. Reservation was
to be given on the basis of the 2011 Census. However, the Government had
decided that delimitation will be done in the year 2025. So, based on that
decision of the Government, SC/ST people are denied their due share of about
16 seats in Lok Sabha for 20 years. This is a grave injustice. |, therefore,
request the hon. Minister to conduct delimitation after every ten years.

| would also request the Government to extend reservation to SC/STs in
the upper Houses of all legislatures. There is no reservation for SC/STs now in
Rajya Sabha and in the Upper Houses of State legislatures. Only seven to
eight per cent of the Members in Rajya Sabha are from SC/ST communities.
Without reservation for them, we cannot achieve equality in Upper Houses. So,
| request the Government to extend the reservation to Upper Houses also.

At this juncture, | want to mention that the reservation method we are
now following is not the one proposed by Dr. Ambedkar. After the Poona Pact,
the reservation system introduced by the Government was of Dual

Member Constituencies. During the British Rule and for two elections
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After Independence, we practised the system of Two-Member Constituencies.
Only after the defeat of hon. V.V. Giri in the Parvathipuram Constituency in
1957, the then Congress Government introduced the present reservation
method. | request the hon. Minister to reintroduce the Dual Member
Constituency system.

communities is highly inadequate; it is only a drop in the ocean. We can easily

But the same delimitation, when it happens again and the SC/ST
reservation is taken away from there, those people cannot contest from there.
That exposes the social divide that is still existing in the society of today. How
do we cover this? That is a big question that we have to face today. And one of
the important spheres for that is to provide proper jobs, provide good education
and proper health care to the SC and ST communities, which already the hon.
Members have also mentioned. So, definitely, the Central Government has to

think about how to provide jobs.
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Madam, right now, if you see, 98 per cent of the job sector is in the
private sector in the country today. So, how do we extend the reservation
towards the private sector is something that the Central Government has to
think of. You have to bridge the gap and provide them equal opportunities in
these spheres. Madam, in education sector also, there is a lot of difference
when you compare the Government institutions and the private institutions.
There is definitely a visible divide that is being seen in the quality of education.
And when you want to bring the youth of the SCs and STs on par with people
who are studying in private educations, then, definitely, there needs to be an
improvement in the standards of the Government education and also in terms
of health care that is being provided to them. So, definitely, equal opportunity
comes with equal opportunities in jobs, equal opportunities in health care and
education. That is very very important.

| want to mention one more thing to the hon. Minister regarding the
Anglo-Indian issue that is being raised. Definitely, there seems to be a
confusion what the Minister is saying and what the Bill says. There is a clear
confusion there. On behalf of TDP, we would like to request that the
reservation towards the Anglo-Indian should also be extended. It is the
democratic obligation of each and every one of us, at least, in this House
where we hear the voices of each and every minority of this country. Let it be
one or one lakh people, definitely, there need to be a representation and let
this reservation be continued.

Till then, it is the duty of
this House and the Government to extend such reservation for SCs and STs.
On a side note, | request everybody in this House to pay attention to the
life-changing event in regard to backward classes and women in my State. The
hon. Chief Minister Shri Jagan Mohan Reddy has brought about a law
providing 50 per cent reservation for SCs, STs, BCs and minorities in all the
nominated posts as well as 50 per cent reservation for women of all
communities in corporations, temple committees, agricultural market
committees and all other nominated posts available at the State level.

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SHRIMATI SARMISTHA SETHI (JAJPUR): Hon. Speaker Sir, | welcome the
Constitution Amendment Bill brought before this august House to further
extend the tenure of reservation for Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes
in the Parliament of India and in the Legislative Assemblies in the States.

The Constitution of India mandates the special provision for reservation
of SCs and STs in the Parliament of India and in the Legislative Assemblies in
the States. When the Constitution was enacted in 1950, the reservations were
to cease after ten years. However, having regard to the conditions of the
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes, the Constitution has been amended
from time to time, and the period of ten years has been extended to 20 years,
then to 30 years, then to 40 years, and then to 50 years. It was later provided
that reservation will cease after 60 years, i.e., after 2010 as per the 79"
Amendment Act, 1999. Then, once again, the Constitution was amended vide
the 95th Amendment Act, 2009, whereby the reservation will cease after 70
years. If the provisions would not extend further, SC and ST reservation for
political representation in Parliament and State Assemblies will cease to exist
on the 25" January, 2020. We all know the history of exploitation and struggle

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SHRI BENNY BEHANAN (CHALAKUDY): Sir, this Bill has got two parts. One
part is specifically for the extension of the SC/ST reservation and second part
is about the Anglo-Indian. | support the first part unconditionally but | have
serious reservation about the other part regarding Anglo-Indian. Sir, the idea of
reservation is a noble path shown to us by the founding fathers of our
Republic. We remember Mahatma Gandhi, Baba Saheb Ambedkar and Pandit
Ji with gratitude. Let the present Government not try to get the credit of idea of
reservation.

The hon. Minister is a learned lawyer and a very experienced Minister.
When he presented the Bill, | am not saying that he misled the House but his
explanation created some confusion. It is because he said that this Bill is for
extension of reservation for SC/ST. But the Bill in the long line after Clauses
(a) and (b), says, “for the words 70 years” the words ‘80 years’ in respect of
Clause (a) and 70 years’ in respect of Clause (b) shall be substituted. It
means that you are extending the reservation for SC/ST and you are cutting
the reservation for the Anglo-Indian community.

At the outset, | wonder where the Government and the Ministers get
their data from these days. Does it have a mechanism to assess the data
including that of population of the country? | ask this question because today
on the floor of this House | get an impression that only a few hundred Anglo-
Indians exist in India. Fellow parliamentarian, Mr. Derek O’ Brien asked for a
separate head in the Census to track their lives and numbers. He said that

there are five lakh Anglo-Indians across the world and two lakhs still reside in
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India. This is as per submission in the Rajya Sabha. So, your explanation is
not correct. | invite the hon. Minister to my constituency and also to the
constituency of Mr. Hibi Eden. We can physically show him more than 10,000
Anglo-Indians. They come under the definition of our Constitution.

Mr. Hibi Eden and other people talked about the contribution of Anglo-
Indian people. There are people like Mark Antony from our community who
are there in every sphere. There is a foot baller, Mr. Michael; a cricketer — Mr.
Roger Binny; and a billiard champion — Mr. John William. They are all from the
Anglo-Indian community. Yesterday, the Government assured this House that
they will take care of the minority population. But if the Government fails to
take care of the interests of the microscopic Anglo-Indian community, then how
will the Government protect the interests of the 20-crore strong other minority
communities? There is an agenda of this Government and that agenda is not
