SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB : This deals with teachers’ training. In the Answer,
of course, the Minister has stated about development of or launching an integrated
teacher training programme called NISHTHA. My question is related to the
teacher educational institutions that are there throughout the country. As it is in
the Concurrent List, most of the States have built up Government teachers’
training colleges. The National Council for Teacher Education is the body which
looks after or gives affiliation and recognition to these teaching colleges. | would
like to understand from the Minister, as there are regional bodies which go around
and inspect the teachers’ training colleges, whether any specific guideline has
been fixed to approve such Government colleges. It is because in Odisha, | have
found — it has been reported in media — that all the teachers’ training colleges have
been de-affiliated by the National Council for Teacher Education. Last year, that is
in 2020-21, not a single student got admitted because the Central Government has

withdrawn affiliation and recognition of these colleges. There may be some
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shortfall. Time may be given. Therefore, | would like to understand from the
Minister whether he will take active interest in providing affiliation to these colleges
and give some adequate time so that the State Government can fill up all those
inadequacies and allow the students to be there, to study. It is because we have a
large number of vacancies in providing teachers. Therefore, | would request the
Minister or | would ask the Minister whether he is going to take active steps in this

regard.

DR. SHASHI THAROOR: Hon. Minister, Sir, | just want to point out that heritage is
not only monuments and buildings. For example, UNESCO recognises oral and
intangible heritage. There is heritage in biodiversity.

For example, in my constituency, Sir, we have a lake, the Vellayani lake
where there is a 490-acre unique freshwater ecosystem, providing habitat for
several species of birds and fishes that cannot be found elsewhere. With a
hundred avian species, 23 species of migratory birds, the lake harvests 42 species
of fishes of which four are near threatened and two are vulnerable.

Five years ago, the Kerala State Biodiversity Board recommended that this
be declared a biodiversity heritage site. Now, the question is about surveying the
heritage sites. Has any survey been conducted? Is there any intention to conduct
it? Would the Minister be kind enough to look at biodiversity as a vital part of our
national heritage?

GOVERNMENT BILLS — Introduced

(i) Mines and Minerals (Development and Regulation) Amendment Bill, 2021"

THE MINISTER OF PARLIAMENTARY AFFAIRS, MINISTER OF COAL AND
MINISTER OF MINES (SHRI PRALHAD JOSHI): Sir, | beg to move for leave to
introduce a Bill further to amend the Mines and Minerals (Development and
Regulation) Act, 1957.
HON. SPEAKER: Motion moved:

“That leave be granted to introduce a Bill further to amend the Mines

and Minerals (Development and Regulation) Act, 1957.”
DR. SHASHI THAROOR (THIRUVANANTHAPURAM): Thank you, Mr. Speaker. |
am afraid that | wish to oppose the introduction of the Mines and Minerals
(Development and Regulation) Bill on three grounds. One, it is violative of Article
48 (A) of the Constitution because the Bill fails to acknowledge the adverse impact

on environment and biodiversity by stipulating automatic transfer of rights,

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approvals, clearances and licences from previous lease holders to the new
owners. This is a violation of the Constitution.

Secondly, the Bill threatens the life and wellbeing of the people residing in
close proximity to the mines by doing away with the requirement to obtain fresh
permits despite a change in prevailing conditions. This endangers the right to life
under Article 21 of the Constitution.

Thirdly, the Bill impinges upon the federal structure of the State as
prescribed by the Constitution by awarding the power to the Central Government
alone to auction mines owned by the States thereby encroaching upon the rights
exercised by the State to hold auctions.

For these reasons, Sir, | urge the hon. Minister to introduce the Bill only after
the concerns surrounding it have been addressed and an approach guided by the
sustainable development has been incorporated in the Bill so that the ease of
doing business does not take away the ease of living of our people. Thank very
much, Sir.

SHRI PRALHAD JOSHI: Sir, Dr. Shashi Tharoor is the most learned Member. As
far as Rule 72 is concerned, it mentions:

‘If a motion for leave to introduce a Bill is opposed, the Speaker, if
thinks fit, after permitting, brief statements from the Member who
opposes the motion and the Member who moved the motion, may,

without further debate, put the question:

Provided that where a motion is opposed on the ground that the Bill

initiates legislation outside the legislative competence of the House.”
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Now, the Bill is being legislated under Union List, Entry 54 of the Seventh
Schedule to the Constitution. Entry 54 under the Seventh Schedule says:
“‘Regulation of mines and mineral development to the extent to which
such regulation and development under the control of the Union is
declared by Parliament by law to be expedient in the public interest.”
It means that the Parliament has full power and authority to legislate it. Entry 23 of
the Seventh Schedule to the Constitution deals with the power and authority of the
State. The Constitution has made it crystal clear. Entry 23 states:

‘Regulation of mines and mineral development subject to the
provisions of List-I with respect to regulation and development under
the control of the Union.”

Here, List-l means, Union List - Entry 54.

So, whatever law is passed by the Parliament, the State Government has to
enact it accordingly. This is very much clear. That is why, through you, |
appeal to the hon. Member not to oppose the introduction of the Bill. So far
as other two issues that he has raised are concerned, they are about the
merits of the Bill and | am ready to give full reply after the debate.

STATEMENT BY MINISTER

Recent developments pertaining to the welfare abroad, of Indians, Non-Resident
Indians (NRIs) and Persons of Indian Origin (PIOs) in the COVID situation

THE MINISTER OF EXTERNAL AFFAIRS (DR. SUBRAHMANYAM JAISHANKAR):
Hon. Speaker, Sir, | rise to apprise this august House of recent developments
pertaining to the welfare abroad, of Indians, Non-Resident Indians and Persons of
Indian Origin in the COVID situation. This is a subject on which many hon.
Members have expressed deep interest. We in the Ministry of External Affairs also
regularly receive communications relating to individual cases and respond to the
best of our ability. Such concern is natural and | take this opportunity, Hon.
Speaker Sir, to place before the House a comprehensive picture on the global
state of affairs as a result of COVID, its impact on our people and the
Government’s response to the challenges that have emerged.

Hon. Members would be aware that the big issue through the last year was
to address the situations of difficulty and distress that many stranded Indians faced
abroad. The Prime Minister directed that we undertake the Vande Bharat Mission
to bring back our countrymen and women home. This was an all-of-the-
Government effort, involving the Ministries of External Affairs, Civil Aviation, Home
Affairs, Health, Defence and Shipping, amongst others. A total of 45,82,043 people
from 98 countries have returned to India under the aegis of the Vande Bharat

Mission. The vast majority came through flights, though there were also some who
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came by ship and across land crossings. Kerala received the maximum returnees,
followed by Delhi, Maharashtra and Tamil Nadu. UAE was the country from where
the maximum number of stranded Indians returned, followed by Saudi Arabia,
United States and Qatar. Thirty-nine per cent of the returnees were workers, 39
per cent were professionals, 6 per cent were students, 8 per cent were visitors and

4.7 per cent were stranded tourists.

Hon. Speaker Sir, while organizing the return home, the Government also
focused on ensuring that our people were provided the necessary amenities in
foreign countries. This applied to those awaiting repatriation as well as those who
stayed behind. It involved a vast range of activities that were coordinated by our
Embassies and High Commissions. They included providing food, shelter and
transportation to supplying masks, PPEs, medical support and even facilitating
hospital stays. It involved intense and continuous interactions with foreign
Governments, pro-active and responsive measures by our Embassy staff and
close coordination with community organizations abroad. Government expended
an amount of Rs. 33.5 crore from the Indian Community Welfare Fund (ICWF),
whose mandate was perceptively broadened by the Government in 2017 with such
contingencies in mind. | should also add that we facilitated the return from India of
more than 1.1 lakh foreign passport holders to 120 countries in the same period.

Many of them were P1Os and NRIs.

Members would appreciate that the largest repatriation exercise in the
history of the world could not have happened without the goodwill and cooperation

of partner Governments. And if that was so forthcoming, it is because of the
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enormous efforts of this Government’s diplomacy, starting from the Prime Minister
personally. Whether it was in reaching out, invoking relationships, using our
networking or engaging in direct contacts, we really went all out to ensure the
welfare of our brothers and sisters abroad. And let me emphasise this: at the end
of the day, the sympathetic response of others reflected their positive image of us.
Indeed, this was a real testimony of India’s enhanced global standing as a result of
six years of exceptionally energetic diplomacy. The focus of our efforts in the last
few months has now shifted to Indians going back to their usual places of work,
study and domicile. To that end, our Government has concluded air transport
bubbles that are temporary reciprocal arrangements for commercial passenger
services until the resumption of regular international flights. Such arrangements
have been concluded with 27 nations so far. The Air India group alone has
operated more than 9,500 flights, taking 10.9 lakh passengers abroad. The largest
numbers, not surprisingly, have gone to the Gulf. During the pandemic, our Prime
Minister had declared that the Government would take care of both lives and
livelihood. This guidance has been the basis for the activities of our diplomacy

abroad.

Hon. Speaker Sir, just as the Government has led the way for an economic
recovery at home, we are also similarly untiring in our efforts to help renew

livelihoods for our people abroad.

The air travel arrangements are a necessary enabling measure. But beyond
that we have been active in urging our partner Governments to look

sympathetically at the employment of our citizens as they chart their own recovery

pathway. The Gulf has been the focal point of our endeavours though this is a
global effort on our part.

In recent months, the Prime Minister has engaged the leaders of Saudi
Arabia, UAE, Qatar and Oman. Under his directions, | have travelled, even during
the COVID period, to UAE, Qatar, Bahrain and Oman to discuss with the
Governments there the welfare of our people. It is because of the restrictions at
their end, such travel was not possible to Saudi Arabia and Kuwait, but | have
been in regular touch with their Foreign Ministers. The Minister of State, Shri
Muraleedharan ji, on his part has also gone to Oman and the UAE. | have also
recently hosted the UAE Foreign Minister in India and expect to do so with that of
Kuwait very soon.

Now, during our visits to the Gulf we have interacted with both
representative community organisations and the partner Governments. From the
community the overall picture was that our people were well taken care of during
the pandemic by the host authorities. From the Governments, the message was of
appreciation for the responsibility shown by our people amidst the pressures of the
pandemic. We were told that the message of discipline and social distancing that
was so strongly propagated by our leadership at home had an equally strong
impact with the Indian community abroad. The support extended from India for the
stay and travel of our citizens was warmly acknowledged by the community and
the Governments alike.

The provision of medical supplies and food items from India as an

exceptional gesture to the Gulf during this period clearly had a powerful
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resonance. So did the arrival of health professionals and medical staff, especially
the dedicated medical team that were sent to Kuwait. From our recent interactions,
we have reason to expect that partner Governments in the Gulf would be helpful in
facilitating the early return of many who were compelled to go back because of the
pandemic.

Hon. Speaker, Sir, the Government is fully cognizant of the employment
concerns that our people abroad have in the context of the COVID pandemic.
Especially in the Gulf, there has been tremendous economic and social disruption
that has impacted them. We have softened it somewhat. But the real challenges
are there to be addressed. Let me assure the House that we take this as a priority.
Both my MoS and | and indeed our Ambassadors and senior officials spend time
and effort to go into these problems in the greatest of details. We have been in
regular touch with most community organisations and get their feedback on both
the health situation and the economic recovery.

We are aware that there are problems of compensation, re-employment and
re-skilling that need solutions. These are today the core of our agenda with our
partner Governments.

The welfare of students studying abroad has also been a particular concern
to all of us. Across the world our Embassies have been given instructions to reach
out to them, monitor their situation, and assist their return where required. As with
workers and professionals, the focus has now shifted to the going back to

universities. Some countries have been more open in this regard than others,
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obviously reflecting their particular COVID challenge. This, therefore, remains a
high priority and our endeavour will be to encourage an early return to normalcy.

Seafarers have been another category requiring particular attention. We
have been working with shipping companies across the world to ensure their well-
being and where required return to India. The challenges presented by crew
change procedures were daunting, but the flexibility shown by various
stakeholders allowed us to overcome them.

Members would also recall the predicament of two crews who were in
particular difficulty outside Chinese ports. Their situation was also eventually
resolved through great perseverance. We continue to interact with many
Governments to devise more friendly SoPs for crew change requirements.

Our fishermen have also been affected by the difficulties arising from the
pandemic. We saw, in particular, serious problems faced by those who were
working out of Iran.

Some Gulf nations also witnessed this, perhaps to a lesser degree. Many
Members have expressed their anxieties at that time and here too, the repatriation
phase is over and the re-employment one has just started.

Hon. Speaker, Sir, in conclusion, let me underline that from the very
beginning, the Modi Government has been deeply committed to the welfare and
protection of Indians abroad. And equally, we value and nurture our relationship
with PIOs. The COVID pandemic was a test of our commitment on this matter as
on so many others, and whether it was the problems of the worker or the student,

the professional or the tourist, we have risen to the occasion.
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A huge collective effort by nameless and faceless individuals from our
Embassies and other organizations, in India and abroad, made that possible. Like
the nation at home, they too were inspired by the Prime Minister’s Leadership and
vision. | wish to assure this august House that in the days ahead, as our quest for
normalcy progresses; as the global market place and work place resume activities;
as centers of study reopen their doors, we will be there to encourage, facilitate,

secure and support. Thank you, Sir.

Firstly, the Bill violates the Constitutional principle of separation of powers
as it assigns the responsibility of issuing an adoption order to a District Magistrate
rather than the Civil Court. An adoption order, under Section 61 of the principal
Act, requires a deliberation on the welfare of the child and creates legal rights for
the child and the adoptive parents. Thus, it has to be a Civil Court, which is the

suitable authority to be dealing with this process.

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Secondly, it further violates the Constitutional principle of separation of
powers by providing for an appeal against an adoption order to be made to the
Divisional Commissioner, under Section 101 of the principal Act, instead of giving
a Civil Court, once again the final say over the legal process of adoption.

Thirdly, it delegates responsibilities to the District Magistrate and Additional
District Magistrate including sanctioning and monitoring Child Care Institutions and
overseeing the functioning of various agencies under the principal Act. This means
that the protection of children under the principal Act suddenly becomes much
more dependent on a single authority controlled by the Government.

For these reasons, Sir, | have to oppose the proposed Bill because there are
very major concerns being expressed by stakeholders, experts, NGOs and others,
which would also warrant reconsideration in addition to the Constitutional
provisions that | have mentioned today. Thank you, Mr. Speaker.

SHRIMATI SMRITI ZUBIN IRANI : Hon. Speaker, Sir, | think that it would be a
great disservice to this Bill if it is only looked myopically from the instances that
have just been enunciated by the hon. Member.

Sir, | must highlight here that it is very much an Entry 5 in the Concurrent
List, which empowers the Government of India to introduce this legislative Bill for
your consideration and that of the House.

Here | must also raise the issue that there have been exhaustive
consultations with all the stakeholders, including the State Governments. In fact, |
must articulate that the State, Mr. Tharoor has the privilege of representing, also

has supported this particular intervention by the Government of India.
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To elaborate further, there was a positioned officer called the District Child
Protection Officer who had the challenge of convening all officers within the district
to protect children in a better manner in each district. It was felt incumbent upon
administrations, both at the Centre and at the States, to empower officially the
District Magistrate. | must also highlight here that the hon. Supreme Court of India
has, in fact, identified a gap in terms of identification of a separate class of
offences, which is now also a part of this amendment that we propose.
Additionally, the Child Welfare Committee is being empowered with regard to
qualifications of those who seek to serve in such a Committee. In totality, this is an
amendment which helps to protect our children in a better manner.

Hence, | would appeal, through you, Sir, to the hon. Member to support the
same.

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(il) Regarding Manual Scavenging

SHRIMATI MEENAKASHI LEKHI (NEW DELHI) : Manual scavenging is banned in
India but it continues to be practiced. The number of people involved in this
practice has decreased since the implementation of the Swachh Bharat Scheme.
While this practice has stopped, there is a need to provide some alternate
employment opportunities and skilling for effective rehabilitation.

The Government currently offers a financial support of Rs.40,000 for
rehabilitation of persons who have left manual scavenging. Moreover, the transfer
of the money takes place through middle men. This raises serious concerns as in
many instances; the district officials deny the existence of manual scavenging.
Denial by government officials makes it harder for victims of manual scavenging to
rehabilitate.

Therefore, | request the Government to increase the rehabilitation amount

DR. R.K. RANJAN (INNER MANIPUR): North-eastern region of India is the
CITRUS depository of our country and it is also reported that many Cifrus fruits
originated from here. So, it enjoys a remarkable position in the genetic resources
of the country.

Soil and climatic conditions along with physiographic landscape of the
region is highly suitable for faster plant growth and fruit quality.

As many as 17 Citrus species have originated from this region.

Despite favourable genetic diversity and immense potential to raise the
quality fruits, we are not doing enough for production, conservation and
commercialization of these rare fruits. Climate change, depletion of natural
resources, jhumming practices etc., result in genetic erosion and destruction of
fruit species.

It is high time for the scientific community, planners and policy makers to
think seriously for conservation and commercialization of citrus fruits of the
Northeastern region.

Molecular and morphological characterization of the reported germplasm,
evaluation and screening against biotic and abiotic stresses should be undertaken
to safeguard and improve the existing plants. In the absence of these facilities our

citrus genotypes are on the brink of extinction.
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Therefore, to conserve and promote our valuable citrus genotypes, | urge
upon the Union Government to set-up a CITRUS PARK under the aegis of the
CENTRAL AGRICULTURAL UNIVERSITY, IMPHAL with proper funding from the
Centre. This Citrus Park in the region will facilitate scientific intervention for

conservation, promotion and commercialization of our exotic citrus fruits.

(xiii) Regarding setting up of National Institute for One Health

SHRI JADGAMBIKA PAL (DOMARIYAGANJ) : Finance Minister announced setting
up of National Institute for One Health. The framework of OH is expansive and
thus falls under the domain of various ministries, namely- Ministry of Health and
Family Welfare, Ministry of Agriculture an Farmers Welfare, Ministry of Fisheries,
Animal Husbandry and Dairying, Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate
Change and Ministry of Science and Technology. Thus, it will require an inter-
ministerial structure with a funding mechanism to address some of critical policy
bottlenecks in implementing OH model for India.

We also need international expertise in a collaborative framework. However,

international collaboration for public health research in India involves various
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permits from various agencies including the Ministry of Health"s HMSC clearance,
MoEFCC"s NBA clearance and relevant forest department, panchayat etc. All of
these are holding up or delaying important collaborative research.

For a OH framework, we need stakeholders from sectors of public health,
veterinary health, social sciences, animal husbandry, forestry, agriculture, wildlife
and ecology. | welcome the step taken by the Government and request the

Government to look into these concerns.

(xiv) Regarding pathetic condition of Circus artists

SHRI K. MURALEEDHARAN (VADAKARA) : | would like to draw the attention of
the Government towards the pathetic situation of the Circus artists. It is a fact that
Circus artists are not getting due consideration for their skills either from the
Central government or from the state Government. They are the worst sufferers as
the circus companies have shut down their business. I, therefore, request the
Government to consider the following demands. Give due consideration, as being
given to the Sports and cinema, to the Circus. Constitute awards for Circus artists,
Reserve 25% of the seats in the Sports Authority of India centre for the children of
Circus artists.

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(xv) Regarding Blue Economy Policy

Dr. SHASHI THAROOR (THIRUVANANTHAPURAM) : | wish to draw the attention
of the Honourable Minister of Earth Sciences to the concerns surrounding the
recently released draft of the Blue Economy Policy.

Seeking to regulate the marine resources of our country and the allied
economy, the Policy is set to have far-reaching implications on the lives of coastal
communities. Despite this, only a ten-day period was allowed for inviting
suggestions on the Policy. Further, the unavailability of the document in the local
vernaculars precluded the Policy benefiting from the inputs of the fisherfolk who
are well-versed with the on-ground conditions.

| would, therefore, urge the Minister to release copies in all regional
languages, extend the window for seeking comments, undertake consultations
with fishing communities and relevant stakeholders, and introduce the Policy only
after their recommendations have been incorporated so that a comprehensive
Policy can be devised that contributes effectively to the growth of our blue

economy.
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(xvi) Regarding promotion of bicycle industry

SHRI RAVNEET SINGH ( LUDHIANA) : India is the second largest producer of
bicycles and produces around 1.5 crore bicycles every year. Ludhiana is the
bicycle hub of the country. Entire bicycle industry has been badly hit by unfriendly
environment and infrastructure for cycling in our cities. Cycling can improve health
by mitigating pollution.

The Government must consider slashing GST, particularly on low-end
bicycles to make them affordable for all sections of the society. The Government
should also focus on developing bicycle lanes and bicycle-friendly road
infrastructure. The Government needs to extend its PLI scheme under the
Aatmanirbhar Bharat initiative to bicycles, e-bikes and their components to help
make the sector globally competitive. Policy initiatives such as subsidy support can
also boost bicycle usage in rural areas.

Thus, the Government has to play a more pro-active role through necessary
financial allocations and infrastructure development to promote the bicycle industry

in the country and, particularly, in Ludhiana.

Madam, | have given the notice to speak in my mother-tongue Punjabi.

This Government says that it can alter an emergency into an opportunity.

Step-motherly treatment has been meted out to
Punjab since 2014. Even today, it is continuing. Even no announcements have
been made regarding this. Not a brick has been laid anywhere in Punjab by

railways.

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Survey work of many trains have been completed. One is from Moga.
However just to favour their erstwhile allies, they did not allow new railway lines to
be laid on the routes where their allies’ buses were being run. Patti-Ferozepur is
an important route where new railway line needs to be laid. One hour worth of
travelling time will be reduced. The people of the area, Punjab and the entire
country till Mumbai will gain out of it. Punjab Government acquired the land and
given it to the railways. Kindly start the work on this route at the earliest.

Sir, Beas-Qadian route is another important route. | am 52 years old now.
Even since | was a young man of 22 years, | have been listening that this route will
be brought on the railway map. Our floor leader Ravneet Bittu ji is here. We have
raised this demand vociferously. The Rajpura sector is another important area
that needs to be looked into.

Madam Chairperson, Rail Coach Factory is there in my constituency.
Beautiful railway coaches are being manufactured there. These coaches are also
being exported to 18 foreign countries and foreign exchange is being earned by
the country. The Congress Government under Shri Rajiv Gandhi ji had
established it in Punjab during militancy days. It generated employment for the
people of Punjab. We gave our fertile land for the rail coach factory. It is running
with 105% efficiency and | congratulate the Railway Minister Piyush Goyal ji for
this. You are renaming it. What is in the name. Even if it is named after Adani, it
should help the people of Punjab.

Madam, | understand that the Government wants to privatise these things.

But, it should not be at the cost of our people. If you go to North-Eastern states
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like Arunachal Pradesh and Meghalaya, the Government wants to improve the
railway network. It is ok. Our unfriendly neighbours always cast an evil eye on
these states. But, trains to these states pass through states like U.P. Punjab also
is a border state. Military movement, passengers and goods, all ply on these
routes. So, states like UP and Punjab also should not be neglected. In Mizoram,
Nagaland, no railway network is there. Ask the private players to go and start
railway network there. Why privatise established lucrative routes?

At first, you made airports at Amritsar etc. But, new airports are coming up
in Gujarat and Guwahati. You are privatizing airports too. Same will happen to
railway stations. But, we do not want to further enrich Adanis and others who have
their offices of 27 floors. We oppose privatization.

Madam Chairperson, we are living through difficult times. Our inimical
neighbours do not want us to prosper. Bullet trains are a good initiative. China
has taken its Bullet train in Tibet to our borders in North Eastern states. Kindly
think how to counter it. Instead of Mumbai and Guijarat, focus your attention there.

Delhi-Amritser and Delhi-Katra are important routes. They are holy centres
and tourist-spots. Lakhs of passengers ply daily on these routes from all over
India. Further trains are required on these routes.

The BJP leaders are indulging in photo-sessions and eulogising the
Government for it's achievements.

Amritsar
railway station needs to be made to match international standards. International

airport is already there.
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| will take 2 more minutes. It seems as if Punjab is being penalized for the
farmers’ agitation.

Our brave soldiers fight at the borders. Our farmers produce food grains for the
entire country. We have done everything for the country. Then, why we are being
neglected and targeted.

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"SHRI JAGDAMBIKA PAL (DOMARIYAGANUJ): In line with the hon. Prime Minister,
Shri Narendra Modi Ji’'s mantra ‘Reform, Perform and Transform’, and his advice
that it is better to set a stiff target and seek to achieve it rather than drifting forward
without aim, the Ministry of Railways, under the able leadership and guidance of
Shri Piyush Goyal Ji, has worked towards ushering in transformational changes
across all the areas of its operations and management. Working on this mantra,
the Indian Railways have prepared a National Rail Plan for India — 2030. The plan
is to create a ‘future ready’ railway system by 2030. This Budget is a step in that
direction with an outlay of unprecedented Rs. 1,10,055 crore (of which Rs.
1,07,100 crore is for capital expenditure) which is an annual increase of 25 per
cent over 2019-20.

Last year when the COVID-19 pandemic came unannounced, the Indian
Railways donned the role of Corona Warrior. The Ministry of Railways arranged an
emergency unique train service in coordination with individual State Governments
called the Shramik Special Train and the first special train was flagged off on 1%
May, 2020. With maximum trains to Uttar Pradesh (1,726) and Bihar (1,627),
Shramik Express carried 63.15 lakh passengers to 23 States through 4621 trips
between 1 May and 31° August, 2020 in response to the State Government’s
requests. The Indian Railways also converted coaches into wards for COVID-19

patients.

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This year has been a year of grit and victories for the Indian Railways. The
lockdown period was used as an opportunity by the Railways to complete more
than 200 critical maintenance projects including massive track maintenance
exercise, overhauling the freight business and fast tracking of the ongoing
infrastructure projects like Dedicated Freight Corridors, J&K and North-East
connectivity and completed over 350 critical and long pending major bridge and
track works.

Total goods revenue for the year 2020-21 is Rs. 1,24,184 crore which is an
increase of 9.42 per cent as compared to 2019-20. The Net Revenue Surplus is
Rs. 2,800 crore for the year 2020-21, which is an increase of 76 per cent as
compared to 2019-20. In the post lockdown phase, remarkable revival in Indian
Railways’ freight loading has been observed especially in the last five months
which shows the economic revival in the country as well as modal shift to
Railways. This is due to doubling of average speed of freight trains from 23 kmph
to 46 kmph, various tariff and non-tariff measures as well as a first time ever
Freight Business Development Portal for online booking of freight. This only
proves the words of the hon. Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi Ji that Indian
Railways is the growth engine of nation’s Vikas Yatra.

Safety and service in Indian Railways are the foremost priorities of this
Government. Indian Railways registered the best ever safety record during 2019-
20. Including this year, so far there has been no fatality of any railway passenger
in any train accident. The remarkable feat has been achieved for the first time in

the year 2019-20 since introduction of Railway System in India 166 years ago in
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the year 1853. The zero passenger fatalities in the last year is a result of
continuous efforts by the Indian Railways to improve safety performance in all
respects. Safety being the topmost priority always, the measures undertaken for
safety improvement include elimination of manned level crossings, construction of
Road over Bridges (ROBs) / Rod under Bridges (RUBSs), rehabilitation or bridges,
highest ever renewal of rail tracks, highest ever supply of rails during the year from
SAIL, effective track maintenance, stringent monitoring of safety aspects,
improved training of railway staff, improvements in signalling system, use of
modern technology for safety works, switching over to modern and safer LHB
coaches in phases from the conventional ICF coaches, etc. To further strengthen
this effort, high density network and highly utilised network routes of Indian
railways will be provided with an indigenously developed automatic train protection
system that eliminates train collision due to human error.

All the above could become possible with inputs in the system in the form of
Rashtriya Rail Sanrakshan Kosh introduced in the year 2017-18 with a corpus of
Rs. 1 lakh crore to be spent in next five years having annual outlay of Rs. 20,000
crore. With this fund, it has been possible to undertake very critical safety works of
urgent nature and results are evident.

A new initiative ‘Meri Saheli’ was launched for instilling a sense of security
among women travellers. The main objective is to provide an environment in which
women feel safe, secure, and comfortable all along their journey. The initiative has

reportedly been successful and has rendered help to women travellers in several
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instances. The number of passenger trains is being increased in phases post
lockdown.

Now, more amenities for passengers at stations have been planned and are
being implemented. 893 railway stations are now provided with improved
illumination levels similar to airport standards. Better train information display
coach guidance system is in place at 673 stations while train indication boards are
now commissioned at 1208 stations. 500 railway stations certified for
implementation of Environment Management System to ISO: 14001. 96 Foot Over
Bridge (FOB) provided in financial year 2020-21 (till December) and 5885 stations
have been provided with wifi facilities. Relentless and continuous efforts to provide
clean and green transportation to all its stakeholders and commuters has resulted
in Indian Railway bagging 13 awards in three prestigious categories of National
Energy Conservation Awards (NECA) for the year 2020, organised by the Bureau
of Energy Efficiency (BEE), Ministry of Power.

Catering has also been a focus area with compulsory printing of MRP on all
food items and use of artificial intelligence to monitor food production in base
kitchens for improving quality and hygiene along with services to book meals
online and get food delivered on stations. Indian Railways is also playing its part in
promoting tourism by designing special trains, routes and coaches for providing a
wonderful experience to tourists. Indian Railways has launched completely
digitised online Human Resource Management System (HRMS). Human Resource
Management Systems (HRMS) is a high thrust project for Indian Railways to

leverage improved productivity and employee satisfaction. It is a move to improve
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efficiency and productivity of railway system and a step towards realising the vision
of hon. Prime Minister to transform India into a digitally empowered society and
knowledge economy. HRMS is expected to create a big impact on the functioning
of all the employees and will make them more tech savvy.

Indian Railways has progressed significantly on path of Atmanirbhar Bharat
significantly in 2020. With consistent efforts, import has reduced to less than 1.6
per cent as compared to 5.6 per cent in year 2013-14. A National Monetisation
Pipeline of potential infrastructure assets will be launched under which dedicated
freight corridor assets of the railways will be monetised as well.

National Projects of Jammu and Kashmir, Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand,
and North Eastern region have been allocated highest ever outlay of Rs. 12,985
crore in BE 2021-22 against the RE 2020-21 of Rs. 7535 crore that is an increase
of 72 per cent.

Future dedicated freight corridor projects namely East Coast Corridor from
Kharagpur to Vijayawada, East-West Corridor from Bhusawal to Kharagpur to
Dankuni and North-South Corridor from Itarsi to Vijayawada will be undertaken.
Detailed project Reports will be undertaken in the first phase. 100 per cent
electrification of broad-gauge routes will be completed by December, 2023. Broad
gauge route kilometres (RKM) electrified is expected to reach 46,000 RKM, that is,
72 per cent by end of 2021 from 41,548 RKM on 1 October, 2020.

At the outset, | express my disappointment as well as disagreement over
this Government’s move to privatize the Indian Railways, the largest provider of
employment in the public sector in this country.

This Government itself has informed this house that there has been a large
scale reduction in the number of posts in Railway over the past three decades.
The 16.5 lakh posts came down to 12.4 lakhs in 2019 and even out of it, around 3
lakhs remained un-filled in June 2019.

With the official freeze on recruitment in the aftermath of COVID-19, | am
sure the vacancies would have only gone up. By cutting the work force, what the
govt. wants is to increase the work load of already existing employees, demoralize
and then slowly make its functioning inefficient in the eyes of public and then sell
out at cheaper rate to the corporates.

This Government is eager to sell out all the valuable assets of this country
built by the efforts of millions of ordinary workers of this country and the Railway is
no exception.

The Government has already made its intention clear by announcing the
operation of 151 trains in 109 routes by the private sector at an investment of Rs.

30,000 crore.

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Railways is the cheapest mode of transport and we all know, what will
happen if private sector is given a free hand in running the trains.

Already, the govt. is looting ordinary people in the name of Suvidha specials,
festival specials and dynamic fares by charging at exorbitantly high rates
compared to normal fares. With the private sector coming in, | am sure, it will get
further worsened, with train travel becoming unaffordable to ordinary people.

The freight movement in the country, especially of essential commodities
largely depends on the Railways for speedy and economic transport. This is also
going to be handed over to private players, who will then get an opportunity to
control the prices of these commodities.

Hence, | take this opportunity to request the govt. to withdraw from
privatizing the Indian Railways in the larger interest of the common people of this
country.

Now | come to the long standing demands from the State of Kerala with
regard to the development of Railway facilities. The first and foremost is the
establishment of an exclusive Railway Zone to which this govt. has turned a deaf
ear till date. The attitude towards projects like Sabari Rail Line, which is in limbo
for almost two decades is also not different.

Now, with the Government of Kerala agreeing to share the cost of the Sabari
Line, | urge the govt. to take the lead in completing the project in a time bound
manner to fulfil the dreams of lakhs of devotees coming to Sabarimala temple from

all over the country.
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There has been long pending demands for improving the facilities in various
Railway station in my parliament constituency including Alappuzha, Cherthala and
Karunagapally. Be it related to developing parking space, construction of shelter
over platforms and foot-over bridges connecting platforms and reconstruction of
connecting roads to railway stations, several promises by the govt. and the railway
authorities are yet to be fulfilled. | urge the govt. to allot sufficient funds to improve
the facilities in all these railway stations.

Finally, even while disagreeing on this Government’s move to privatize the
Railways a cut short its work force, | take this opportunity to thank the Government
for its resolve to complete the track doubling in the Ernakulam-Alappuzha sector
fully utilizing railway funds and urge this govt. to expedite the work without further
delay.

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*SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): Indian Railways is the third largest
network in the world under single management. In 2020-21 financial year, Indian
Railways carried 1.2 billion tonnes of freight and 8.1 billion passengers making it
the world’s largest passenger carrier and fourth largest freight carrier. The Finance
Minister announced a record sum of Rs. 1.10 lakh crore for the Railways, out of
which Rs. 1.07 lakh crore is for capital expenditure. Rs. 75,000 crore is from
internal resources and over Rs. One lakh crore is from external budgetary
resources.

The total proposed capital expenditure for 2021-22 is Rs. 2,15,058 crore.
This is an annual increase of 21 per cent over 2019-20. Majority of the capital
expenditure will be financed through the budgetary support from the Central
Government, that is, 50 per cent followed by extra budgetary resources which is
47 per cent. For the first time since 2015-16, the budgetary support from the
Central Government will be higher than the borrowings. Railways will fund only 3
per cent of this capital expenditure from its own resources. It may be noted that
Railways’ capability to fund its capital expenditure from its own revenue stream
has been declining. Over the vyears actual capital expenditure has been
considerably less than the budget estimates too.

Now-a-days, seldom it is noticed what the Union Budget says about Indian
Railways. In 1930, Mumbai-Pune Deccan Queen was started. This is perhaps the

only train with an official birthday, that is, on June 1, 1930. Indian Railways have

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come a long way since 1930, and down the years, several committees have
probed the erosion in competitiveness and suggested solutions. In the historical
evolution of Railways in India, the emphasis was on passengers, not freight.
Geographical parts of the country, important from a freight perspective, were
bypassed. Therefore, even towards the end of the 19" Century and the first
decade of the 20" Century, Railways did not contribute as much to growth as it did
in other countries.

It is a fact that over the years, traffic revenues have been unable to keep
pace with the increase in staff costs and pension payments. While the passenger
and freight revenues increased by 84.8 per cent from 2010-11 to 2019-20, the staff
and pension costs raced ahead at almost double that rate by 157 per cent in the
same period. Further, while staff plus pension costs formed 55.7 per cent of the
traffic earnings, by 2019-20 they had shot up to 77.5 per cent of the traffic
earnings. This despite the fact that there has been a reduction of about one lakh
staff on roll during this period. The spike in the staff and pension costs is largely
attributable to the implementation of the Central Pay Commission
recommendations, a 10-yearly feature. The next, that is, the Eighth Pay
Commission is around 2025-26. Therefore, the immediate challenge is to achieve
a quantum jump in the revenue, particularly on the freight front and drastic
reduction in the number of employees, but this would, in no way, reduce the
number of pensioners in the short run. It is in this context that the full
commissioning of the two Dedicated Freight Corridors (DFCs) slated to be

operational by 2022 assumes great urgency and importance.
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The Ministry of Railways has prepared the National Rail Plan, 2030 for
augmenting its infrastructure during the 2021-51 period. National Rail Plan is a
complete 1,178-page document. Among other things, the National Rail Plan is
meant to increase the share of Railways in freight rectifying pre-Independence and
post-Independence bias, and develop a capacity that will cater to demand in 2050.
This NRP has noted that Railways could be left with a financing gap of over two
lakh crore rupees for its capital expenditure projects in the next five years. This
relates to the funding gap for projects under the annual work plan of Railways and
the National Infrastructure Pipeline. The National Infrastructure Pipeline is a plan
of infrastructure projects worth Rs. 102 lakh crore between 2019-20 and 2024-25.
The NRP envisages an additional capital expenditure worth Rs. 5.8 lakh crore
during 2021-26 period. It may be noted that it would be challenging to fund the
projects and envisaged under the NRP from internal resources due to persistently
high operating ratio. In 2018-19, India’s operating ratio was 0.59 for freight and
1.92 for passenger traffic. The problem is low passenger fares and artificially high
freight rates required to cross subsidize those. Actually, it is worse because freight
and passenger trains share common sections of track and passenger trains are
given preference over goods trains in getting path. Therefore, the average speed
of freight train is 24 km. per hour. During lockdown, there were fewer passenger
trains, practically none and average speed of goods trains increased to 40 km. per
hour. Dedicated Freight Corridors (DFCs) are meant for this. When average speed
increases to say 50 km. per hour, cost will decline and become competitive. Both

Western and Eastern Dedicated Freight Corridor should happen. Even after doing
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this, gaps remain. There are places where one needs new tracks and investments.
Yet, | would say it should always be borne in mind that creation of national
infrastructure should not be viewed from the narrow prism of return on capital.
Railway projects or any infrastructure projects impact the socio-economic
conditions for entire population. If the rate of return is taken as the only
benchmark, then only business centres will be having rail connectivity and
hinterland will be deprived of safe and environmentally advantageous connectivity.

When the idea of constructing railway in India was first started, it was
considered that there would be little passenger traffic on account of the poverty of
the people and that the chief business would be derived from goods. This is from
an essay written in 1905 by NG Priestly, the first Secretary of the Railway Board.
Is this the new mind set now? | would say partly yes. There is a slow movement
towards it. For security reasons, attempt is made to complete the National projects
in Jammu and Kashmir, Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand and North East. National
projects have been allocated the highest every outlay of Rs. 12,985 crore in 2021-
22 against RE 2020-21 of Rs. 7,535 crore which is an increase of 72 per cent.
These projects and other infrastructure and safety works will give a boost to the
construction industry, resulting in employment generation. Railway capital
spending has a huge multiplier effect on the economy.

Railways have not been able to meet some key physical targets for
expansion and modernization in recent years. It has missed its budget targets in all
three years between 2017-18 and 2019-20 for construction of new lines and gauge

conversion. In 2018-19 and 2019-20, Railways also missed targets for
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electrification of railway lines. It is noteworthy that Railways aims to achieve 100
per cent electrification of all broad gauge routes by 2023. Is this feasible? Now, |
come to some of Odisha-specific issues.

The Centre has allocated Rs. 6,995.50 crore for the development of railway
sector in Odisha. It had allocated Rs. 4,373 crore last year. One of the oldest and
important projects of the State Khurda Road-Balangir Railway Project has been
allocated with Rs. 1,000.50 crore against last year's Rs. 520 crore, which is an
increase of 92.4 per cent. The State had demanded around Rs. 7,200 crore for the
development of the railway sector in Odisha.

The funds have been allocated for doubling projects such as Bansapani-
Daitari-Tomka-Kakharpura with Rs. 228 crore against Rs. 80 crore, an increase by
185 per cent as compared to last year’s allocation; Brundamal-Jharsuguda fly over
with Rs. 20 crore against last year's Rs. 10 crore; Budhapank-Salagaon with Rs.
215 crore against last year's Rs. 205 crore, Rourkela-Jharsuguda third line with
Rs. 230 crore against last year's Rs. 170 crore an increase of 35 per cent and
Narayangarh-Bhadrak third line for which Rs. 225 crore has been allocated against
Rs. 50 crore an increase of 350 per cent.

| have repeatedly drawn the attention of the Government relating to low rail
density in Odisha. The rail density that is 15.0 in the State is much lower compared
to the national average of 19.0 and that of the adjoining States West Bengal is
43.4 and Jharkhand is 24.3. Hence, there is urgent need for expanding rail

network in the State to bring the rail density to the level of the adjoining States.
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New lines/projects are being demanded by the State for important lines such as
Puri-Konark, Bargarh-Naupada, Chakulia-Buramara, Jajpur-Aradi-Dhamra etc.

In order to expedite augmentation of rail infrastructure in the State,
Government of Odisha has taken many initiatives such as formation of joint
ventures/Special Purpose Vehicles (SPVs) jointly with Railway Ministry and other
Ministries to undertake new rail lines/corridors, directly financing construction
besides offering land free of cost for establishment of new railway projects. Special
attention needs to be paid on the successful completion of ongoing projects,
sanctioning of new line, station modernisation, introduction of new trains,
extension of existing trains, improved passenger amenities at stations, on-board
services, establishment of rail-based industries, multi-modal logistics parks etc.
There is demand for redevelopment of Puri, Bhadrak, Brahmapur, Cuttack, Jajpur-
Keonjhar Road, Khurda Road, Rayagada, Sambalpur, Balasore, Jharsuguda and
Rourkela stations to national standards with superior passenger amenities.
However, there has been no statement by the Ministry.

Further, | would like to state that Odisha Chief Minister Naveen Patnaik in
2019 had urged Prime Minister Narendra Modi for reorganisation of railways in
Odisha after the Centre created a separate zone for Andhra Pradesh. The Railway
Ministry had announced bifurcation of Bhubaneswar headquartered East Coast
Railway (ECoR) to create South Coast Railways (SCoR) to be headquartered at
Visakhapatnam. Chief Minister Mr. Naveen Patnaik also sought the Prime
Minister’s intervention to declare three new Railway Divisions at Rourkela,

Rayagada and Jajpur to unify railways in Odisha under one administrative zonal
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headquarters of ECoR, Bhubaneswar. Till such time, the Chief Minister requested
not to operationalise the declared SCoR at Visakhapatnam, which has been done
without consultation with Odisha. He had been demanding reorganisation of
railways in Odisha with three new divisions. Presently, about 70 per cent of Odisha
is under the ECoR’s jurisdiction. An efficient and strong rail network with a single
administrative structure within the State is necessary to maintain the impetus of
growth.

Large tracts of land are lying vacant in and around Cuttack Station which
can be utilized for commercial purpose. Specific plan can be carved out and area
can be developed which will bring revenue to the Railways.

A separate Railway Budget has passed irrevocably into history. However,
the need for a detailed public scrutiny of the affairs of one of the largest
undertakings in the country, at least once a year, has not gone away. Take for
instance the Operating Ratio, which is broadly the ratio of working expenses to
revenues. It has been artificially kept below 100 per cent by making less than
required provision for pension payments during 2019-20 and 2020-21. While the
official figures of Operating Ratio are 98.36 per cent for 2019-20 and 96.96 per
cent for 2020-21, the actual Operating Ratio works out to 114.19 per cent and
131.49 per cent respectively, if the required provision is made for pension
payments. Why should the Government indulge in this self-delusional exercise?
Technically, the Indian Railways are well and truly in the red. Tinkering with
statistics cannot alter that reality. Perhaps for the first time ever, the Indian

Railways were unable to adequately provide for the Pension Fund, both for 2019-
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20 and 2020-21 totalling Rs. 78,119 crore. The Railway Ministry has sought a loan
from the Central Exchequer to meet the shortfall. While the under provisioning for
2020-21 can be explained by the shortfall in revenue due to the pandemic, the
shortfall amounting to Rs. 27,642 crore even during 2019-20, when there was no
COVID-19 should be a cause for serious concern. In fact, the passenger and
freight earnings in 2019-20 were less than in 2018-19 indicating that a downslide
had started even before the outbreak of COVID-19, probably due to the economic
slowdown. Actually, Railway finances are out of whack and COVID-19 has nothing
to do with it. It is not as though all this has happened suddenly.

The Railways are in the midst of an unprecedented financial distress and
are faced with fundamental organisational issues. This is no time for evasiveness
and obfuscation but for clarity and transparency.

With these words, | conclude.
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"SHRI SAPTAGIRI SANKAR ULAKA (KORAPUT): | would like to put forth my
views on Demand for Grants, Railways for the year 2021-22.

Gunupur - Therubali project continues to be in back burner with only
Rs.1,000 allocations, various demands ignored, meagre amount sanctioned to
Jeypore - Malkangiri/ Nabarangpur, Rayagada Division, no new trains.

Extension of Naupada — Gunupur broad gauge line up to Therubali (79.15
Km) was included in the budget 2017-18 subject to clearance from the
Government (NITI Aayog, Cabinet Committee on Economic affairs). As per DPR
the cost of the project is approx. Rs 1274 crore with Rate of Return (-) 3.19%.
Project being financially unviable, State Government of Odisha has been
requested to provide land free of cost and share 50% of the cost of the project.

State Government of Odisha vide letter dated 04.01.2020 has agreed to
provide land free of cost. Central Government has written back that the letter from
State Government doesn’t mention about sharing 50% of cost of construction but
the State Government is arguing that once land is provided free of cost the Rate of
Return would now be in the range of 10% and has requested the Central
Government to consider approving the project. Unfortunate that this project is just
in the backburner with no progress and only Rs. 1,000 was allocated to this project
in the current budget. Would request Central Government to not delay further and
if required set up a committee to fast track the progress and end dead locks so as

to urgently revive the project.

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| welcome Jeypore — Nabarangpur Rail Line project but the proposed
railway line passes through the heart line of Borigumma town which is going to
cause havoc in the lives of hundreds of families directly or indirectly including
those who make their livelihood from farming and farm related activities. Besides,
the project in its present form is feared to have a negative impact on few existing
and upcoming residential colonies and even the existing health centre, market and
several schools and the only college of Borigumma. | Would like the Rail Ministry
to revisit the Survey in its present form and the proposed land acquisition. The go-
ahead for the land acquisition may not be ordered without first addressing
adequately the issues by diverting the railway line in its present form and suitably
shifting the proposed railway project 5 KM away from the centre of Borigumma
town.

There have been multiple discussions on Koraput bypass between District
Administration, NH Division officials and Railway officials along with elected
representatives for transfer of Railway land for construction of Koraput bypass.
The concerns from Railway officials have been addressed and joint inspection
conducted on 27 November 2020 and it was concluded that the outer edge of
proposed Koraput bypass is not less than 48 meters from the railway boundary of
road and 60 meters from the edge of railway quarters. Hence would request
Ministry of Railways to kindly expedite the approval for land transfer so that
construction of Koraput bypass can be restarted immediately — this is pending for

quite some time.
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| would like to thank the Government for sanctioning Rayagada Division as
part of ECoR restructuring. Unfortunately, it's almost 2 year and there is hardly any
progress on the front. Only Rs. 40 lakh out of required Rs.170 crore has been
sanctioned in the current budget. | would request the government to expedite the
request and approve the DPR pending with Railway Board at the earliest.

The Union Government had announced the Railway Divisional headquarters
in Kalaburagi in 2014 and a detailed project report given approval and the required
land allocated to the Indian Railways, the Railway Division still remains a distant
dream. At present, the region is served by three railway zones — Central Railways,
South Central Railways and South Western Railways and five Divisions — Solapur,
Guntakul, Secunderabad, Hyderabad and Hubballi. As the region is divided into
various zones and divisions, it is difficult to get train facilities or any other work on
priority basis as we have to get approval from various Divisions and zone offices.
However, a committee has been set up to give feasibility report on this Division,
but still the report is not submitted to the Government.

Request to restore stoppage facility of Express Train at Shahabad Railway Station -

Shahabad is a Taluka Headquarter of Kalaburagi District which lies on
Mumbai —Chennai Railway line.

Minister of Railways
was present in the House as | will be raising issues concerning the State of Andhra
Pradesh.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Pradhan ji is taking note of it. The hon. Minister will also
be coming.

SHRI MAGUNTA SREENIVASULU REDDY: | would have appreciated if he was
present in the House when | was speaking on the Demands for Grants.

We are discussing the Demands for Grants under the control of the Ministry
of Railways. For the last three to four years, we have been discussing the
combined Union Budget involving both the Railway Budget and the General
Budget. Earlier, we could not understand what is to be discussed under the
Railway Budget. We were able to understand it later. Railway Budget generally
involves issues concerning a particular State and its constituencies.

In this Budget, the total revenue expenditure by Railways for the year 2021-
22 has been projected at Rs.2,17,460 crore, which is an increase of 12 per cent
over the last year. The traffic revenue has also increased by 12 per cent. The
total revenue of Railways for the year 2021-22 is projected to be Rs.2,10,000 crore
approximately and the capital expenditure is estimated to be just four per cent
higher than the Budget Estimates.

Sir, after the COVID pandemic, we need to develop the railway stations. The
development of railway lines is also required. Due to the worldwide COVID

situation, the whole country was in panic and everything came to a halt. Even the
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works related to the maintenance of railway lines came to a halt. Under the
guidance of the hon. Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modi Ji and due to the
efficiency of the hon. Railway Minister, the works related to the development of
railways started again. More capital expenditure is required to revive everything. It
has to be provided in the Budget itself.

Now, the passenger traffic is also increasing slowly. During COVID times,
train services were stopped totally. Later, some of the trains were introduced for
the migrant workers. That was a great boon for the people of the country. | must
really appreciate the hon. Railway Minister for starting such trains. At that moment,
everything came to a standstill. It was so disturbing to know that the miserable
migrant workers had to walk miles and miles. All those things had happened.
Really, | must appreciate the hon. Railway Minister for his efforts. During that
COVID period, we also used to come to Delhi. At that time, when we were unable
to come to Delhi, we used to tell him certain issues concerning our constituency
telephonically. He used to take up those issues also over phone itself. Sometimes
he used to arrange video calls to connect to all the MPs and by arranging such
video calls, he was able to resolve such issues in time. | am grateful to him for
that. We must appreciate certain things.

As far as my State of Andhra Pradesh is concerned -- whatever revenues
are stated there -- it also contributes a lot for the development of Indian Railways.
But the expenditure in that particular area is very low. | would request the hon.

Railway Minister to look into the matter and try to resolve this issue expeditiously.
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Our Hon. Chief Minister, Shri Y.S. Jagan Mohan Reddy Garu has
appreciated the Budget. He wanted me to thank the Government on his behalf for
the Dedicated Freight Corridor Project -- the East Coast Corridor from Kharagpur
to Vijayawada and the North-South Corridor from lItarsi to Vijayawada. These
corridors are very important for the State of Andhra Pradesh for the movement of
goods. These have also been stated earlier in all our meetings.

Now, | come to the main thing. In the Andhra Pradesh Reorganisation Act,
2014, the creation of a separate zone had been decided. It was passed in both the
Houses also. | was also a Member of the Lok Sabha at that time. The creation of
that special Zone, that is, Visakhapatnam Zone is still hanging on for a very long
time. We had anticipated the headquarters at Visakhapatnam comprising Guntur,
Guntakal, and Vijayawada divisions. But that is not happening. It has been
mentioned in the Andhra Pradesh Reorganisation Act, 2014. There is no
development with regard to the South-Coast Railway Zone. That will be beneficial
for Andhra Pradesh. Through you, | would like to request the hon. Railway Minister
for the implementation of the same.

There are other long pending issues. There is a new line namely Gadwal-
Macherla. The work on Vishnupuram (Macherla) — Vinukonda line of 66 km is
pending since 2012. The work on Jaggayyapeta Town — Miryalaguda line of 65.9
km is also pending since 2011. The works on Tenali-Repalle double line of 37 km
and Mahaboobnagar-Gooty double line of 240 km are also pending for a long time.
The work on Dharamvaram — Pakala double line of 227 km is also pending. The

work on Singarayakonda — Kanigiri new line of 66.53 km is also pending. It comes
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under my Parliamentary constituency. | request you to consider all these things.
Along with these, the work on Kadapa-Bangalore line is also going on for a long
time. The completion has to happen on that line also.

Most importantly, the prestigious Nadikudi-Srikalahasti Railway Line is an
alternative line, when floods occur on the main Vijayawada route. That is very
much required for the high-level areas. There is no water in upland areas. Not only
water can be transported, but passengers can also be benefitted with this railway
line.

| would request for certain other things. | will not take much of your time.

Sir, actually, to tell you frankly, these projects have to be done as early as
possible. Otherwise, everything will get delayed. My sincere request is this and all
the Members of this House will also appreciate that Railway underbridges and
Railway overbridges have to be constructed at many places. Whenever we
request the Railway Ministry, they say that 50 per cent of the contribution has to
come from the State Government. Our State of Andhra Pradesh is a newly formed
State under the leadership of our Chief Minister Shri Y.S. Jagan Mohan Reddy
Garu. But you must consider this as a special case. These RUBs and ROBs have
to be sanctioned with hundred per cent contribution from the Ministry of Railways.

| also want to talk of stoppage of trains. Everybody is asking for stoppage of
trains. Even you are also asking for stoppage of trains. It is because in your
parliamentary constituency, all the people want to go to other places in the fast

trains. The issue of stoppage of trains is also pending for a long time. Our hon.
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Minister has said that a Committee has to be formed. At least | would request the
hon. Railway Minister to form the Committee and try to give new stoppages.

Now, | come to the issue of second-class coaches for every common man.
This is not only a pleasant trip but also a livelihood trip for them. Those second-
class coaches are being reduced day by day. You are bringing new air-
conditioned coaches. | request you that second-class coaches are a very must and
that has to be continued. All the physically challenged people also need special
coaches.

| must appreciate that, during COVID period Indian Railways under the
leadership of hon. Railway Minister Shri Piyush Goyal, people have felt very
happy. Even now also, the traffic is going very slow on roads. Earlier people used
to go by road. Now, people are coming to the Railway stations.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Now, please conclude.
SHRI MAGUNTA SREENIVASULU REDDY: Sir, you have given 26 minutes to the
previous speaker.

Sir, | am also a senior Member. | am not taking much time. | will conclude in
two minutes.

It is a COVID period. You have done wonderful things. | am appreciating the
Indian Railways for whatever they have done. But these RUBs, ROBs, stoppage of
trains have to be considered immediately because these do not cost much money.

| must tell you that we have a complaint. It is a complaint from all the MPs.
Whenever any special thing happens, no invitations come from Railways even in

their Parliamentary constituencies. It is a sad thing. It was not there earlier. That
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has to be corrected by our Ministry itself. So, | request you to convey everything to
the Ministry. Our hon. Chief Minister Shri Y.S. Jagan Mohan Reddy Garu wanted
to develop Railway links to many places. Somehow if new Railway lines are
developed, then there will be a lot of passenger traffic there.

Not only that, now Kisan Rails have been started. You have started it from
Anantapur. | must appreciate that. It is a big thing. All the farmers of that area are
very happy. Our Narasaraopet MP is also here. He has been asking for a Kisan
Rail for the people of Vijayawada, Guntur and other places. Try to introduce it
immediately.

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"SHRI P. R. NATARAJAN (COIMBATORE): | would like to inform that the under
mentioned railway facilities to the public or students or business people or pilgrims
and tourists of my Coimbatore Constituency are to be included in the Demands for
Grants for the year 2020-2021. This issue has been brought to the attention of the
Southern Railway Zonal General Manager, Chennai and Divisional Railway
Manager, Salem in the past. But, the main demand for overnight train service to
Bengaluru and restoration of Coimbatore-Rameshwaram, Coimbatore-Kollam
express trains are unattended for more than 10 years. Moreover, Coimbatore was
identified under ‘the smart city’ project and developments like the transport
facilities to the public are very much needed.

The demand for a new overnight-train service from Coimbatore to Bengaluru
is pending from 2007. In the year 2007, the then Honourable Minister of Railways
has announced a new overnight train from Coimbatore-Bengaluru for the benefit of
business people, office-goers in I.T. Sector, school and college students and
ordinary public who are going for work in Bengaluru for their livelihood. The
commuters from Bengaluru and Coimbatore and who are depending on the road
transport are experiencing much inconvenience as it involves spending of huge
amount and time. So, it is a dire need of the Coimbatore-Bengaluru people to have
an overnight train facility.

The next demand is related to restoration of train service from Coimbatore-

Rameshwaram via Podanur, Pollachi, Madurai and Coimbatore-Kollam via

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Pollachi, Tirunelveli. In the past, before commissioning of Podanur-Dindigul gauge
conversion work, the said trains were being operated via Podanur, Kinathukadavu,
Pollachi, Dindigul, Madurai which is the shortest route to the pilgrim, business
community of Nilgris, Coimbatore and Southern Districts of Tamil Nadu. Even after
the gauge conversion completed and Coimbatore-Madurai train is operated via
Podanur, Kinathukadavu and Pollachi, restoration of these trains is not come into
operation for the benefit of the public. The reasons for non-operation of these
trains in Coimbatore- Pollachi advanced by the railway authorities as not feasible
will naturally create a doubt on the functioning of technical authorities who have
given approval for this non-feasible gauge conversion work with the budget
estimate of Rs. 300 crores. So, an independent enquiry be conducted immediately
as to why there was gauge conversion without considering feasibility of introducing
new trains and responsible technical/approval authorities be tasked for such
incurring of wasteful expenditure which is not beneficial. Serious consideration to
be given for conducting an independent enquiry immediately.

The next demand is related to a new Intercity train from Coimbatore to
Madurai. In this train route many famous and important temples, tourist centres,
vegetable hub at Oddanchatram, wholesale fruit market and tourist centres are
available.  Business = community and unorganised and  organised
workers/employees/pilgrims from Coimbatore and Nilgris are depending on the
costly and time-consuming road transport when compared to the low-cost train

fare. So, to suit their convenience and benefits, a day time Intercity trains service
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is needed which will be a financially viable route and will connect all the southern
districts which are having more pilgrimage and tourist centres.

My next demand is related to a direct train from Coimbatore to Nagercoil via
Podanur, Kinatththukadavu, Pollachi, Madurai. | would like to point out that there
is no direct train service to Nagercoil which is a trade and Tourist Centre is Tamil
Nadu. Presently, one passenger train to Nagercoil in the morning and in the night
is plying between Coimbatore and Nagercoil. If a direct train from Coimbatore to
Nagercoil is introduced via Podanur, Pollachi, Palani and Madurai, it will save
more than two hours journey of the commuters of Coimbatore and Nagercoil
districts.

Another demand is with regard to a new direct train service from Tirupur to
Chennai. Tirupur is known as dollar city across the world and fetching more dollars
by means of foreign exchange. So, a new train service from Tirupur to Chennai be
introduced and named as "dollar city" as like Cheran Express from Coimbatore
and Yercaud Express from Erode.

The next demand is of a direct train from Coimbatore to Chennai Egmore via
Podanur, Pollchi, Udamalpet, Palani, Dindigul and Salem. There is no direct train
service to Chennai-Egmore in the shortest route of Podanur, Pollachi, Dindigul,
Salem to cater the needs of Coimbatore, Pollachi and Dindigul people for their
needs. So, one more new train to Chennai-Egmore via Pollachi be introduced for
the needs of coconut business and allied agriculture products.

The next point is regarding rakes kept idle at Coimbatore be used for CBE-

MDU train service. Conventional rakes used in the Chennai-Coimbatore
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(12680/12679) express was replaced with the latest LHB rakes. So, these
conventional rakes can be used for the Coimbatore-Madurai new train service and
operated.

| request the expansion of railway platform for having stoppage of
passenger/express trains at Irugur. Irugur is having a railway station in which
goods store yard is functioning. It is situated on the Kerala-Tamil Nadu National
highways. It is nearer to the Coimbatore International Airport. It is not having
sufficient length of platform to the train length. The people are suffering much for
their train transport facility. Daily, more than 200 commuters are using this facility.
They are travelling in public bus and then catch a train for their journey to reach
their work places. So, expansion of platform will only cater the needs of the public
of lrugur and nearby villages. So, it shall be considered at the earliest.

| also request the stoppage of following night trains at North Coimbatore
railway station — Train No. 12083 (Mayiladuthurai-Coimbatore), Train No. 2266
(Nagercoil-Coimbatore), Train No.12675 (Chennai-Coimbatore), Train No.11013
(Mumbai CST-Coimbatore). The abovesaid trains are crossing without stoppage at
the North Coimbatore R.S, which is very inconvenient to the people of R.S. Puram,
Saibaba Colony, Gandhipuram and Kavundampalayam area people.

| shall be thankful, if you would kindly consider the abovesaid train facilities
required for the people of Coimbatore Constituency and arrange to sanction the
new train services which would be beneficial to the business community, traders,
pilgrim tourist centres.

LHB coaches should be attached in train No. 22107/8 and 22143/44 and 24
racks should be made available for these trains.

Miraj-Kurduwadi fast passenger train should be extended up to Latur. It had
been approved by the then General Manager on 15.1.2019. It should be done

immediately.

Two additional sleeper coaches should be attached with train No. 51426 on
regular basis. It should also be extended up to Sangli in order to enhance the

railway revenue.

While train No. 51425 halts at Murud but on return journey train No. 51426
does not have any halt at Murud. The halt of train No. 51426 at Murud should be

provided at the earliest.
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A new train from Tirupati-Latur-Tirupati via Gundkal, Mantralaya Road,

Gulbarga, Humnabad, Bidar, Latur road & Latur should be introduced.

A new train from Bidar to Jaipur via Latur, Kurduwadi, Pune, Kalyan/Panvel,
Vasai road, Surat, Vadodara, Bhawani Mandi, Kota, Sawai Madhopur should be

Hyderabad/Pune, Amravati/Pune and Kolhapur/Nagpur trains should be run
on daily basis. The speed of these trains should also be increased by curtailing
loose time. In case these trains are converted into super-fast category, railway

income will also be increased.

Train No. 17013/14 Hyderabad-Pune-Hyderabad tri-weekly train should be
run on regular basis as provided in the project Resolution 2019 of South Central
Railway. The approval of Central Railway is required for running this train on daily

basis.

A new rack should be provided for 11404/3 Kolhapur-Nagpur Express to

ensure its regular operations.

The weekly train No. 11415/16 Kolhapur-Bidar should be extended up to

Hyderabad/Secunderabad.

Train No. 17009/10 Hyderabad Bidar Intercity Express should be extended

up to Latur.
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Train No. 18519/20 Vishakhapatnam Kurla train should be run via Bidar,
Latur Road, Latur, Osmanabad on experimental basis instead of Gulbarga-
Solapur route. Reason being 35 trains per week already run on Gulbarga Solapur

route.

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DR. DNV SENTHILKUMAR S. (DHARMAPURI): Vanakkam, Chairperson, Sir.
Thank you for giving me this opportunity to speak on the Demands for Grants
under the Ministry of Railways.

15.01 hrs (Shri P.V. Midhun Reddy /n the Chair)

Much was expected from this Government regarding infrastructure and
development of railways including laying of new lines, doubling, electrification,
freight corridors etc.

But, unfortunately, the State of Tamil Nadu has been neglected and due
importance has not been given. Not only now, we have been seeing this happen
for the past six to seven years that for Tamil Nadu railway works have been
neglected and much importance has not been given.

Sir, there are around ten new lines which have been promised already. We
would like to know the status. The State has been wating for these ten new lines
for a very long, long time. The Chennai-Mahabalipuram-Cuddalore line has been
kept in abeyance. We want to know the status of the Tindivanam- Nageri new line
project connecting Villupuram, Vellore, Tiruvannamalai, Tiruvallur and Chittoor.
The new railway line along ECR between Karaikudi and Kanyakumari via
Thoothukudi, Tiruchendur and Rameshwaram will provide an alternative route to
Thoothukudi, Tiruchendur, Kudankulam and Kanyakumari. We would also like to
know the status of the Karaikudi- Thoothukdui via Ramanathapuram line, the
Ramanathapuram-Kanyakumari line, the Tirunelveli-Sankarankovil line, the

Viranialur-Nagercoil Chetti Kulam line and the Erode-Palani line.
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There are a lot of announcements which mislead the people. The allocation
of the Budget especially for Tamil Nadu is very low. The projects are getting
inordinate delays due to lack of funds.

There is a big threat of privatisation of corridors by which the tax-payer’s
money is being taken to award them to the private players overnight over a platter.
There is no sense of any prior announcement that such line is going to be
privatised. For example, after COVID-19, we had one line which runs from
Mettupalyam to Coonoor, that is, Ooty. Overnight, it was just being privatised and
there have been like train hostesses etc. There was a big uproar in Tamil Nadu.
Then again, the Government came back and said that this is a trial method which
we have given for a private company. So, only after such opposition was voiced,
they are going back on such statement. This has to be taken back.

The Government is planning to privatise 13 new routes in Tamil Nadu. Six
are originating from Tambaram station. Tambaram station is also being planned to
be privatised. | would like to bring to the notice that DMK which is facing election
and — we are very confident of coming to power — will oppose it tooth and nail with
all our might to save the railways and the lives of employees and common citizens
at least in Tamil Nadu.

Sir, regarding my constituency, Dharmapuri, | have been requesting for an
elevator, an escalator for a long time. The problem is not lying with us. They say
that they only have a certain number of footfalls. But the train which is supposed to
stop at platform no. 1, stops at platform no. 2. So, the old people are made to

cross the bridge which they are not able to do. We are asking for two things. One,
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to stop the train at platform no. 1. They say that there will be five-minutes delay, if
they stop it at platform no. 1. If you are not able to do that, at least you should
provide an alternative of an escalator. They say, ‘Do it from MPLAD funds’ . For
two years, the MPLAD fund is not there. What we are requesting is this. It is not
our fault. It is the Railway’s fault which is not stopping the train. So, | request the
Ministry to consider an elevator at Dharmapuri station. Whenever we go to the
Railways, they give a statement saying that the utilisation is in the hands of the
State Government and we should get clearance from the State Government.

There is a Railway Over Bridge at Adhiyamankottai in my constituency
Dharmapuri where only two blocks have to be constructed. But no work has been
done for the last three years. The State Government has finished its work. There
are instances of people using that bridge and since two blocks are not there,
people have met with fatal accidents and some lives have been lost. | do not know
the reason why the Government is not constructing those two blocks of bridge for
the last three years.

Then, we need a stoppage at Bommidi so that vegetables of farmers can be
transported. This has been a long pending demand. | request the Minister to allow
this stoppage. In the past, there had been a train running from Mettur to Chennai
and it has been stopped now. | would request the Government to restart the train.

| would like to bring to the notice of the Government another important issue
regarding the Dharmapuri-Morappur line which has been pending since long. The
Minister of Railways Shri Piyush Goyal flew down to Dharmapuri by helicopter just

before 2019 Elections and he laid the foundation stone for this line. The stone just
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lies there. | have been running from pillar to post to start the work on this line. An
amount of Rs. 358 crore was allocated for this line in the Union Budget for the year
2017-18 and the foundation stone was laid in 2019. | met the Divisional Railway
Manager, General Manager of the Southern Railways, | met the CEO and the
Railway Board Chairman and | met the Minister of State for Railways late Shri
Suresh Angadi and also the Railway Minister. | have been going around, but there
is no solution to this issue. This line is for 36 kms. In this line, the survey for 28
kms. has been done. | would request the Minister of Railways to quickly finish the
survey for the remaining 8 kms. When we approached the District Administration,
they said that they are ready to form a Committee. But the Railways is also
supposed to form a Committee to do the survey. This 8-kms. long line comes
through the town. So, we need an alternate route. The District Administration is
ready, but they do not have funds. So, | request the Minister to complete this
survey as soon as possible.

With regard to all the 10 lines in Tamil Nadu which | have just mentioned,
most of them have been allocated a sum of only Rs. 1,000. With this meagre
amount, how can they go ahead with conducting the survey? Let them not do what
the DMK requests. But, at least, let the Government complete the works promised
by the BJP. Why do they not start those works? That is my question. | do not know
where to get an answer for this because | met everybody and the work is not being
done. The District Administration says that only if the Railways allot the funds, they
can go ahead and conduct the survey. They say that issues like land acquisition

and other things are there. Of course, we are very confident that we would come to
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power in the forthcoming Assembly election in Tamil Nadu and these things will be
taken care of. But we request the Railways to give some importance and allocate
some funds so that the survey can be completed and the work can be taken up at
the earliest.

Sir, we would like to introduce a Pilgrimage Circuit and a Tourist Circuit in
Tamil Nadu. Then, we have also made an election promise to introduce metro train
in Tiruchy, Madurai and Salem. Last week, the High Court Judge in Chennai made
an observation that the cleanliness of the railway coaches has to be improved.
There are many rats running around within the coaches and then the blankets and
bed sheets are not clean. This observation has been made by the High Court
Judge. | hope the Government will take it seriously and take necessary action in
this regard.

The common man is affected due to the increase in the rate of platform
ticket. This has been increased too much. | demand that this should be rolled back
to the previous level so that the common man is not affected.

Coming to the issue of social justice, which is a core principle of DMK, |
would like to point out that manual scavenging is a social evil. We have promised
to eradicate manual scavenging in Tamil Nadu as soon as we come to power.
Whenever we raise the issue of abolition of manual scavenging with the Railways,
they just pass on the buck to the contractors. | would urge the Railways to have a
keen watch on the contractors and see that no manual scavenging takes place in
Railways. If such things happen, the contract should immediately be cancelled

because manual scavenging has to be abolished from this country. With so much
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of inventions of science and technology, there are new methods which many
countries are following to eradicate manual scavenging. | hope that the
Government would take necessary steps to eradicate manual scavenging in the
Railways.

With these words, | thank you for giving me this opportunity.
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"SHRI JAYADEV GALLA (GUNTURY): | am thankful for this opportunity to express
my views on the Demands for Grants under the Ministry of Railways. The hon. FM
has presented railway finances along with the Union Budget and has given Rs.
1.10 lakh crore which is the highest ever, and more appreciable thing is that Rs.
1.07 lakh crore out of this is given for capital expenditure which is pegged at Rs.
2.15 lakh crore. | am confident that the hon. Railway Minister will be able to
generate Rs. 7,500 crore from internal resources for capital expenditure, but |
need a little clarity that how the Railways is going to pool Rs. 1 lakh crore through

extra budgetary resources. | request the hon. Minister to explain this.

| also compliment the hon. Railway Minister for a remarkable recovery of
freight business during the last 6-7 months. But this can be further pushed and can
give real challenge to road traffic if we are able to increase the average speed of
trains to about 60 kmph from the present 30-40 kmph, and also by giving more
concessions. | request the hon. Minister, Shri Piyush Goyalji to take this into

consideration.

There is no doubt that the Budget 2021-22 gives emphasis on infrastructure,
and railways is also following the same path. As a part of this, the hon. FM
announced National Rail Plan 2030 for infrastructure development in the coming
decade with an estimated expenditure of Rs. 16.7 lakh crore, under which some
dedicated freight corridors have been identified. | thank the hon. FM and the

Railway Minister for announcing dedicated freight corridors between:

* Speech was laid on the Table
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PVijayawada to Kharagpur and

P> North-South Corridor from Vijayawada to Itarsi

At the same time, | wish to bring to the notice of the hon. Railway Minister
about his Ministry which is silent on new Amaravati railway line announced in 2016
with an estimated cost of Rs. 3,272 crore. It is 106 kms. line from Errupalem-
Amaravati-Nambur (57 kms.), Amaravati-Pedakurapadu (24 kms) and
Sattenapalli-Narasaraopeta (25 kms). | have been raising this issue on this very
floor since 2017. But no allocations were made in 2018 and 2019, and this year,
you have given just Rs. 1,000 crore. This indicates the seriousness of the
Railways towards the new capital Amaravati. If the recent reports in the media are
to be believed, then it looks like the Centre is going to shelf the Amaravati line,

citing lack of support from the State Government.

Here | would like to draw your attention to what 13th Schedule to AP

Reorganisation Act says. It says and | quote:

"The Central Government shall take measures to establish rapid rail
and road connectivity from the new capital of the successor State of

Andhra Pradesh fo Hyderabad and other imporiant cities of Telangana”

It is a hard fact that in spite of new capital of AP, Amaravati, being located
close to Vijayawada and Guntur, it is deprived of rail connectivity and it is precisely
the reason why the AP Reorganisation Act mentioned in explicit terms that the
Central Government shall take steps to develop rail and road connectivity from

new capital to Hyderabad and other important places in Telangana.
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So, all | appeal to the hon. Railway Minister is to not neglect our new capital

as is being done by the present State Government.

Then | come to the creation of new Railway Zone in the State. It is welcome
that the hon. Minister has announced this just before the 2019 general elections,
but since then, it is not taking the kind of shape it ought to have been. Secondly, till
when is the new RRB going to be set up in Vizag? So, | request the hon. Minister
to tell us the present status of new Railway Zone at Vizag and till when this will

become fully operational.

| wish to make a few more points relating to my State of AP and request the
hon. Minister to kindly look into them seriously and take up and complete the

projects on priority basis.

» The Ministry has sanctioned 66 ROBs and 2 RUBs in AP. | wish to know the

status of the ROBs and RUBs.

P> The present railway bridge at Arundalpet in Guntur is nearly 7 decades old and
it is in a dilapidated condition, and the commuters are facing huge traffic

congestion on this bridge. So, | request that this ROB be replaced with a new one.

P Tenali-Guntur doubling line with electrification has been taken up to be
completed in 18 months but it is still going on at snail's pace. Sir, it is a small
project of 24 kms. So, this may kindly be taken up and completed in a fixed

timeframe.
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P> Development of Guntur and new Guntur stations has become really important
after making Thullur Mandal as the new capital area of AP. Secondly, Guntur
station needs to be given the status of 'capital station' and be provided all

necessary facilities.

> Along with these, Mangalagiri station situated between Vijayawada-Guntur
should also be developed as it has new AIIMS, new capital and many important

offices in its vicinity due to which there will be heavy passenger traffic.

P> The survey for Pagidipalli-Guntur railway line was completed long back. In the
absence of second line, passengers are facing a lot of problems and delays due to
heavy traffic leading to loss of revenue for Railways. So, the hon. Minister may

show some generosity on this and sanction the second line.

The next point | wish to make is the proposal relating to complete
disinvestment of Container Corporation of India before the end of coming Fiscal
Year. Being an entrepreneur, | know corporate management is far better and
meticulous than the bureaucratic management. But, now, things are changing,
albeit, slowly but steadily. So, | feel, we should not disinvest or privatize any and
every public sector blindfold. They are our family’s silver. We have to weigh

options, study deep into pros and cons of disinvestment or privatization.

The next point | wish to make is relating to Operation Ratio which is an
indicator of what railways is spending and how much it is earning. In 2021-22, OR
is pegged at 96.2% when compared to 98.4% in 2019-20. It is reasonably okay

during pandemic times. Sir, | was just looking at the 2020-21 figures relating to
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pension fund. The BE for Pension Fund was Rs. 53,160 crore and this was
reduced to Rs. 523 crore at RE stage. So, if appropriation is made as per BE, then
the OR would have been 131% in 2020-21. Similarly, there is 60% less
appropriation i.e., Rs. 20,708 crore in pension fund in 2019-20 against the BE of
Rs. 50,000 crore. If you calculate, OR comes to 114% in 2019-20. The CAG had
observed last year that if certain advances in 2019-20 were not included as
receipts in 2018-19, the OR would have been 101.77% for 2018-19. So, the hon.
Railway Minister has to look into this issue seriously as the entire game of railways

is Operating Ratio.

The next point | wish to make is about the fuel expenditure of railways. Sir,
you are spending huge 13% on fuel. Your revenue expenditure in 2021-22 is
estimated to be Rs. 2.11 lakh crore and if you calculate, it comes to Rs. 27,000
crore on fuel expenses. Sir, you have huge tracts of land lying idle. Why are you

not focusing on alternative sources of energy?

You can set up solar plants extensively and bring down your fuel expenses
to a bare minimum level. This will help the domestic solar panel manufacturing
industry, create employment opportunities and also reduce import of solar panels

from China and other countries.

Doctor is a doctor, be it Allopathic doctor or AYUSH doctor. Hon. Minister is
aware that AYUSH doctors are working in Railways under Staff Benefit Fund. But |

am given to understand that there is discrimination in payment of honorarium to
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AYUSH and Allopathic doctors. He may kindly look into this and see to it that

AYUSH doctors be treated equally with Allopathic doctors in all respects.

Artificial Intelligence is slowly but steadily becoming part of our personal and
professional life, and the hon. PM is also pushing hard to use Al in every possible
way. Sir, railways is eco-friendly transport system. There is no doubt that the
Railways is taking the advantage of digitization in its operational, passenger
services and infrastructure areas. Al helps to make rail transportation safer,
smarter and more reliable, apart from reducing traffic congestion, analyse travel
demands from various quarters and quickly identify risks. The hon. Minister is
aware that the PM has recently inaugurated driverless metro on Magenta Line. So,
what is his Ministry doing to push in use of Al and what budgetary allocation has

been made in 2021-22 for this may kindly be explained.

With these observations, | support the Demands for Grants under the

Ministry of Railways. Thank you.
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SHRI ACHYUTANANDA SAMANTA (KANDHAMAL): Hon. Chairperson, Sir, | thank
you very much for giving me this opportunity.

| rise to speak on behalf of my party Biju Janata Dal on the Demands for
Grants of the Ministry of Railways. We definitely appreciate the allocation of Rs.
1.07 lakh crore for Railways in the Union Budget for the year 2021-22 which was
presented by Shrimati Nirmala Sitharaman.

We also applaud the National Rail Plan for India to create a future ready
railway system by 2030 and introduction of two new technologies — MetroLite and
MetroNeo -- to provide metro services at a much less cost with same experience
and convenience in tier-Il and tier-lll cities. | understand that the year 2020 has
been a very tough time for every sector including the railways, but still | would like
to raise a few demands.

Sir, Odisha as an industrial hub has immense contribution to the railway
revenue of the country. It has been, time and again, pointed out by our hon. Chief
Minister, Shri Naveen Patnaik-ji and many of my esteemed colleagues form the
Biju Janata Dal here on the floor of this House.

This year, after many demands from the Government of Odisha, we have
seen an outlay of nearly Rs. 4,500 crore in the railway budget for the State of
Odisha. The Ministry has committed to the construction of several new lines,
doubling existing lines, yard and workshop enhancements, computerisation,
passenger amenities and safety across the State.

The biggest positive has been the allocation of around Rs. 1,000 crore

towards the completion of the Khurda-Bolanagir line, a project that has been in
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limbo/delayed for several years, and has been the demand of all Odia people from
that region. The inordinate delay means that till date, in spite of acquisition of land
by the State Government, only 15 kilometres from Bolangir side and 76 kilometres
from Khurda side has progressed, which is a low percentage compared to the total
distance of 289 kilometres to be constructed. Since this project had commenced
from 1994-95, it is high time that this project is taken to its completion so that the
local population can be benefited from the connectivity.

In this context, | would like to point out a case of my own Parliamentary
Constituency, Kandhamal, which still has little to no connectivity to the main routes
in the form of railways. | have previously also requested the hon. Minister
regarding the need to connect the nerve centre and the district headquarters of
Kandhamal, that is, Phulbani. The closest railhead which is expected to be a part
the Khurda-Bolangir line is Puranakatak, which is merely 39 kilometres from
Phulbani. The inclusion of a small annexe from Phulbani to Puranakatak will allow
many residents of Kandhamal to enjoy rail access to the rest of Odisha and the
country. In fact, this annexe can later be smoothly connected to the proposed
Talcher-Lanigarh line. So, | would request the hon. Railway Minister to include this
annexe construction in the outlay for Odisha as it will benefit the entire District of
Kandhamal which is also known as an aspirational district.

Sir, some other very important demands have been missing from the
Demands for Grants relating to Ministry of Railways. Key among them are as

follows:
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1. The wagon factory at Sitalapalli, Ganjam District. The wagon manufacturing
unit in Ganjam, for which land has already been earmarked, was announced
in the 2012 Budget. The project did not kick-off then. But both the East
Coast Railways and the then Minister assured that the project would kick-off
once the wagon demand increases post-2019. With railways booming
across the country, the construction of the proposed wagon factory at
Sitalapalli will be a huge boost to the region.

2. Similarly, about the electric locomotive periodic overhauling workshop in
Kalahandi District, the Centre had previously agreed to set up an electric
loco periodical overhauling workshop at Kalahandi for which land has been
allocated. Again, this year only, a nominal budgetary allocation has been
made for this project. Establishing a POH workshop will reduce the
pressure on the Railways, which can find an intermediate point like
Kalahandi for their maintenance needs.

3. There is a need to expedite the process to introduce passenger trains on the
Haridaspur-Paradip line. It has been commissioned for the benefit of people
in Kendrapada District. Over 15 goods trains are plying on this route daily.
We request the hon. Minister for timely arrangements to introduce
passenger trains on the Angul-Sukinda line, which is currently under
construction.

4. Some new projects like extension of Nuapada-Gunupur BG rail link up to
Theruvalli (79 kilometres), Puri-Konark link (38 kilometres), Bansapani-

Barbil (18 kilometres), Jajpur-Keonjhar Road-Dhamra Port via Jajpur/Aradi
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(95 kilometres), Talcher-Gopalpur (245 kilometres), Paradeep-Dharma (80
kilometres), missing railway links in Mayurbhanj District; Buramara-Chakulia
(50 kilometres), Bangiriposhi-Gorumahisani (42 kilometres), Ongoing
projects: Khurda Road-Bolangir NBG rail link; Talcher-Bimalagarh (154

Railway related Baramati Constituency demands
Daund railway station to be given suburban status under Pune railway division
Pune is growing rapidly towards Lonavla, Daund, Saswad and Jejuri areas. People
prefer to stay in sub-urban areas due to comparatively cheaper availability of land
and residential premises in the suburban areas. In view of this, it has become
necessary to declare Pune-Daund section as suburban zone and to provide
Suburban services to the commuters from this region under Pune Division.
Requesting a suburban train service on Daund-Pune route
Daund Junction is a major stop for passenger trains and is a major freight hub.
Daund Jn. Railway station has 5 platforms and 140+ trains pass daily. From this
proposed Daund-Pune route, people of Daund and the villages like Patas /
Kadethan/Kedgaon / Khutbav / Yevat / Uruli Kanchan / Loni / Manjri / Hadapsar -
would benefit.
At present only four shuttle trains operate on this Pune-Daund route. These shuttle
trains though useful, they are insufficient in meeting the travel needs of people on
this route to access Pune City.
Construct QUADRUPLE TRACK between LONAVALA - PUNE - DAUND section

(4 Lanes)

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The doubling of tracks in Solapur Division between Daund - Manmaad, Daund -
Solapur and Kurduwadi - Latur is in process. Once this work gets complete all the
traffic strain will automatically come over Daund -Pune section. Also, with work for
six laning of Kurkumbh to Hadapsar (NH9) (which at present has 4 lanes) in
progress, scope for industrial, residential and commercial develox between Daund
to Pune is bound to increase.

In view of this, it has become necessary to construct the QUADRUPLE
TRACK between LONAVALA - PUNE - DAUND section (4 Lanes.). Quadrupling
can contribute to faster operation of trains. High-speed rail and commuter rail can
co-exist in quadruple track without interrupting each other. Also, it is relatively easy
to do maintenance and engineering work of tracks.

Miscellaneous points for consideration of Railways

A. Poor operating efficiency as reflected in very high operating ratio of railways
During NDA-I, the operating ratio remained above 95% , reaching as high as
98.4% during 2017-18

Operating ratio indicates an entity's operating expenses as a percentage of its
revenue. A higher operating profit hinders an organisation's ability to generate
profits.

In 2018/19, operating ratio is still at inefficient levels at 96.2% and is projected to
be at 95% in 2019/20.

B. Railway Privatisation Programme- 100 Day Action Plan to privatise Railways

In addition to providing wi-fi at all railway stations, installing advanced signalling
systems and eliminating all manned level crossings on the golden quadrilateral
and diagonals, the action plan also aims to restructure the railways, corporatize
railway production units, 'redevelop' 50 railway stations and urge passengers to

give up subsidy on train tickets.
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PUs and associated workshops are supposed to be clubbed into a new entity
called "Indian Railways Rolling Stock Company" under the Ministry of Railways.
Starting with the newly set up MCF-Rae Bareli, all PUs are to be taken over by the
new entity in a phased manner.

Since all of these units are profit making, trade union leaders argue that there's no
need to change their structure and operations.

Railway unions across the country have expressed strong opposition to this action
plan, calling it the first step in the complete privatisation of Indian Railways.

C. Privatisation announcement is contradictory to earlier announcements by Union
Government - U turn by Central Ministers

In speech at Diesel Locomotive Works (DLW) Banaras in 2014, PM Narendra
Modi can be heard reassuring his audience that there were rumours of
privatisation of railways but they were all lies as he won't ever let it happen.
Ironically, DLW Banaras is one of the seven production units being considered for
corporatisation.

In April 2017, the then Railway Minister Suresh Prabhu categorically ruled out
privatisation underlining the fact that Indian Railways had to meet social
obligations to the tune of Rs. 30,000-35,000 crore through subsidies, passenger
rates and other concessions.

On 11 June 2018, the new Railway Minister Piyush Goyal who replaced him too
reiterated the same saying, ""Let me make it very clear that there are no plans to

privatise railways, either now or ever".
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As far back as in 2017 itself the Railway Ministry under Suresh Prabhu circulated a
draft cabinet note to various ministries seeking their response to handing over 400
railway stations on a 45-year lease to the private sector for redevelopment. After
drawing up an unnecessary ambitious plan of redevelopment of railway stations for
Rs.1 lakh crore, Piyush Goyal recirculated the note in January 2018 with a
modified proposal involving 600 railways stations on a 99-year lease. He did this
with the blessings of the PMO despite objection from the Finance Ministry, which
wanted the lease period to be restricted to 60 years only.

D. Cost escalation by 131.83% of railway projects - Report by MOSPI

The total cost overrun of 205 delayed railway projects is a whopping *2.21 lakh
crore. the latest flash report of the Statistics and Programme Implementation
Ministry (MOSPI for December 2018 showed. According to the report, the total
original cost of these 205 projects was 21,68,116.34 crore up to December 2018.
The total anticipated cost of these projects is estimated at 23,89,745.97 crore,
which indicates overall cost escalation by 131.83%.

E. Lack of corresponding increase in infrastructure for decongesting lines at railway
stations- CAG Report 2018

Decongested line at a station is largely dependent on factors like adequate
number and length of platforms and tracks, proper interlinking of tracks, adequate
lines for stabling and maintenance of passenger trains and obstacle free

movement of trains without any permanent speed restrictions.
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But CAG found that the infrastructure such as platforms, washing pit lines and
stabling lines at the stations were not augmented according to increase in number
of trains handled on audited stations.

Audit reviewed the data of number of trains handled, platforms, washing pit lines
and stabling lines in respect of station for March 2007, March 2012 and March
2017. The number of trains originated/ terminated per day increased by 13 per
cent (94 trains) in March 2017 in comparison to March 2012. However, in these 11
audited stations, only two pit lines were added during this period and the number
of stabling lines remained the same.

Recommendation- Ministry must focus on removing constraints and bottlenecks for
ensuring timely arrival and departure of trains to/from the stations- most important
indicator of quality of service being provided to passengers.

Nagpur railway station case study by CAG- Nagpur station handles around 122
trains per day with eight platforms. During the last three years one platform has
been added to this station. During March 2017, there was en route detention of
3634 minutes in respect of 569 trains between adjacent stations to the Nagpur.
522 trains were detained on platforms at Nagpur station for 6275 minutes over and
above their scheduled stoppage time prescribed.

To decongest the Nagpur station, development of Ajni station, was sanctioned
during the year 2016- 17, but detailed estimate was yet to be sanctioned
(November 2017). The work of extension of platforms No. 4, 5 and 7 for 24
coaches was proposed by Divisional authority of Nagpur Division in the year 2013-

14, the same was not included in the Final Works Programme.
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F. More than 15% of railway posts are vacant- Standing Committee

As on 01, April, 2017, a total of 2,22,509 number of posts out of 14,68,715 (total
strength) were lying vacant in all categories ie. 15.2% of total posts are vacant.
Further, there are 1,28,942 vacancies out of 7,64,882 sanctioned strength only in
Railway safety and maintenance category itself ie. 16.9% of the sanctioned posts.
Filling up vacant posts may not only play a key role in running all Railways
smoothly but also enables the working personnel to be relieved of the stress of
overwork beyond normal hours

G. Spending on women safety

As per the data, the corpus transferred to the Public Account for the Nirbhaya
Fund up to 2018-19 was Rs 3,600 crore out of which since 2015, the BJP-led
central government was only able to release Rs 1,513.40 crore till December 2018
-i e, only 42% of funds released since 2015.

Centre must ensure 100% release of funds from Nirbhaya Fund to respective
Ministries, including Railways.

Since there is a huge population in Mumbai, we need to improve the
infrastructure and connectivity in the urban and suburban lines. Therefore, more
funds should be allocated.

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SHRI LAVU SRIKRISHNA DEVARAYALU (NARASARAOPET): Thank you, Sir, for
giving me the opportunity.

First of all, | would like to congratulate the Ministry for three things. The first
one is the increase in the speed of the freight trains. In the last few months, it has
been increased from almost 25 kms. to 60 kms. | had the opportunity to meet with
a lot of traders who are very happy wherein they are getting the freight from places
like Bihar and Uttar Pradesh all the way to Andhra Pradesh in less than 24 hours,
which is never heard of. So, | would like to congratulate the Ministry.

The second thing is with regard to the Ministry’s idea regarding increase in
the speed of the passenger trains as well. We have been seeing that they want to
increase it to 180 kmph. It is a good move.

Thirdly, in the last few years, there is a drastic decrease in the accidents that
are happening. We have to congratulate the Ministry and all the people concerned
who have contributed to make it happen.

But | have some questions regarding the operations and the financial
situation of the Railways. Firstly, the operational ratio of the Railways has
worsened from 90 per cent in 2012-13 to 96 per cent in 2021-22. This higher
operational ratio reflects that the expenses of the Railways have been raising
faster than the revenues. | would like to know from the Ministry what is being done
to improve the operational ratio so that the financial situation is maintained and as
a result the Railways will be financially sustainable for the passengers and the

freight traffic.
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Secondly, the capital expenditure budgeted for the year 2020-21 is higher
than the Budget Estimate for the year 2020-21. However, the question is of the
implementation status of the capital expenditure allocation. In 2020-21, there has
been under achievement on physical targets of construction of new lines by -40
per cent; gauge conversion by -33 per cent; doubling of lines by -26 per cent;
wagons by -17 per cent; and track renewals by -20 per cent. This happened when
there was COVID-19 situation across the country and when the tracks were not
being used. If you had used this allocated budget well, you would have created
lakhs of employment across the country. This is what we have seen in the last one
year. | would like to know from the Ministry what is being done to spend the capital
expenditure budget of Rs. 2.15 lakh crore effectively in 2020-21 and 2021-22.

Thirdly, the National Rail Plan draft has also estimated that in 2020-21 and
2021-22, Rs. 3.1 lakh crore will be needed for projects under the National
Infrastructure Pipeline. | would like to know from the Ministry how they will create
the infrastructure where there is a budget allocation shortfall of almost Rs. 1 lakh
crore. We are a little happy. | would not say that we are very very happy when it
comes to Andhra Pradesh when we heard about freight corridor between
Vijayawada and Kharagpur and Vijayawada and lItarsi. If these freight corridors
have to see the light of the day, where will the Budget come from because you are
already in shortfall by almost Rs. 1 lakh crore.

Now, | will come to the issue of my State, Andhra Pradesh. The Andhra
Pradesh Reorganization Act, 2014 had committed that the Ministry will create a

new Railway zone in Andhra Pradesh within six months. It has been more than six
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years since the Bill was passed and the people of Andhra Pradesh are still waiting
for the work to begin on the South Coast Railway Zone. Even though this new
zone was announced, the creation of Railway Recruitment Board was not
announced. Correct me if | am wrong but it is a general practice that a RRB is
attached to every Railway Division. But this was ignored in the announcement of
the South Coast Railway Zone.

On the one hand, the promises made to Andhra Pradesh have not been
fulfilled, on the other hand, the existing Waltair Division is being wound up and one
half of it is being merged with Raigarh Division in Odisha. | wish to remind the
House that the Waltair Division is one of the highest revenue earning divisions in
the country. It is one of the leading revenue earners for the freight. In 2019-20, it
even earned revenue close to Rs. 8,200 crore from freight alone. We request the
Ministry to work dedicatedly towards fulfilling the commitments made in the Andhra
Pradesh Reorganization Act; allocate funds exclusively for the South Coast
Railway Zone; and give us a timeline when it will be functional.

We also request that the Waltair Division be retained as it is as it serves the
important functions of providing freight services for Andhra Pradesh which also
has a lot of major ports.

Coming to the issues concerning our State, | would say that introduction of
Kisan Rail is a great move by the Central Government. We have seen its benefits
in one of the districts, that is Anantapur in Andhra Pradesh, where it is functioning
at its full capacity. But | think there is a need for the Ministry of Agriculture and the

Ministry of Railways to coordinate. Coming from a district like Guntur, | know, the
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major products of that area, that is chillies and turmeric, are not included in that
category. Spices are not being included in that category. The benefit is given to
only vegetables and pulses and spices are not being included. When | tried to
understood what would have been the thought behind it, | understood that even
they do not have any idea about it. So, | would request that spices be included in
that category.

With regard to Nadikudi — Kalahasti railway line, | would like to say that the
work is on for so many years, but it is not being done at a pace at which it should
be done. It will give a lot of impetus to growth in the highlands of Andhra Pradesh.

Likewise, Gadwal - Macherla railway line is also very important. It connects
Telangana and Andhra Pradesh. The distance is not that much. It is being
planned for so many years, | think, for the last 15 or 16 years. But somehow it has
not seen the light of the day.

Now, | would like to talk about RUBs and ROBs. | am sure the Ministry is
facing this day in and day out. The design of RUBs is a huge issue in our
constituencies. Water keeps accumulating in the rainy season. For almost three to
four months, no one can pass through that. There is some kind of design flaw. |
think the Ministry has to look into it. The ROBs also need to be looked into. The
issue with ROBs is that you are asking the State Governments to chip in with 50
per cent of the amount. But most of the municipalities where these ROBs need to
come up, do not have this kind of revenue to fund these ROBs.

The other issue is regarding the reduction in the number of stoppages.

Please correct me if | am wrong. What | heard from the Railway authorities is that
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if one cannot get 50 tickets for that specific train in that particular station, the
stoppage would not be there. That is what | have been given to understand.
Correct me if | am wrong. Most of these stations where these 50 tickets have to be
sold do not have that reservation capacity. For example, if a station has
reservation for only five tickets, how do you expect 50 tickets to be sold in that
station? Eventually, the passenger capacity will be decreased. Eventually, not
many people are not boarding the trains at that particular station because
adequate reservation facility is not available. So, | hope you will look into it.
Coming to upgradation of Narasaraopet Railway Station in my constituency,
| would like to submit that a new district is being formed. | hope the Ministry will
look into it so that upgradation of this Station will happen as soon as possible.
Along with that, | would like to request that the, upgradation of stations in the
Secunderabad — Guntur line, that is Sattenpalli, Piduguralla, Nadikudi, etc. may
please be taken up. There is already a plan to upgrade these stations. But it is not
happening at the speed at which it is required to happen. Please include Tirupathi
also in this upgradation plan. It is a town where a lot of pilgrims come. | hope the
Ministry will look into these issues and ensure that everything is taken into
consideration and the problems are solved as soon as possible. Thank you very

"SHRIMATI SUMALATHA AMBAREESH (MANDYA): Thanks for allowing me to
participate in the discussion on demands for grants of the Indian Railways for the
year 2020-2021.

| would like to congratulate the hon. Union Minister for Railways, Shri Piyush
Goyal ji for his sincere efforts to make the Indian Railways as world class
institution to provide the best service to its passengers. Several important projects
including the redevelopment of railway stations, providing lift and escalators,
cleanliness, e-ticketing facilities etc., etc. are really commendable. As recently
announced by the hon. Railway Minister, all trains passing through Karnataka will
only run on electric traction by 2023. The Government has also proposed for
suburban railways to the Bengaluru. Railways in the last six years has electrified a
track length of 792 km. About 70 new road over bridges (RoBs) and 160 road
under bridges (RuBs) have been sanctioned in Karnataka. | am sure all these
would help to boost the economic development of the State.

Let me draw the attention of the hon. Minister for Railways to some of very
important railway demands of my parliamentary constituency, Mandya in
Karnataka.

One of that is about adequate funds for laying of new railway line between
Hejjala-Chamarajanagar. | would like to raise a very important issue pertaining to a
long pending demand of the people of my region, that is, laying of new railway line

between Hejjala-Chamarajanagar.

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The railway line was proposed in the railway budget nearly two and a half
decades ago. However, still it has seen the light of the day. Sir, | would like to draw
the attention of the hon. Railway Minister that this new railway line would be a
lifeline for the regions adjacent to Cauvery basin, Malavalli, Halaguu, Kollegala
and Kanakapura talukas in the State of Karnataka.

In the absence of even a single railway line, residents particularly, poor
labours, traders, college and university students from Mandya, Ramanagara
Chamarajanagara and Mysore districts are deprived off the railway facilities

Hence, there is an urgent need to have railway line to provide an economic
and social upliftment for the people of this region. Even though the Railway is the
cheapest mode of transportation, this facility is not available to my people,
especially for working classes, those who are working in garments, construction
sectors and other industries as daily wagers. They are forced to spend their hard-
earned money on other modes of transportation as there is not a single railway line
in these parts of the State.

| urge upon the Union Government to consider this new railway line from
Hejjala-Chamarajanagar (142 KM), which was shown in the Pink Book No.5 of
1996-97, and treat it as a priority project. | urge upon the Government to take
steps to provide adequate funding for the railway project.

Apart from this, there are other demands from the people of my constituency
such as construction of RUB in lieu of Level Crossing No.73 in Mandya City and
providing escalators and lifts to facilitate passengers especially for senior citizens,

women and children at Mandya railway station.
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Then, there is another point regarding stoppages of trains. As far as
stoppages of various trains connecting my parliamentary constituency, Mandya is
concerned, | would like to draw the kind attention of the hon. Railway Minister that
Srirangapattna is one of the many historical heritages and religious importance
places in our country. Every day tourists not only from within the country but from
all parts of world visit here. However, a number of trains have not stoppage in such
a significant tourist destination.

Therefore, | would urge upon the hon. Railway Minister to issue immediate
directions to the railway authorities concerned to provide stoppages at
Srirangapattna without fail. Let me mention the details of the trains. One,
T.N0.16021/22 Mysuru-Chennai Central-Mysuru Cauvery Daily Express at
Srirangapattana. Two, T.N0.16219/20 Chamarajanagar-Tirupati Daily Express at
Srirangapattana. Three, T.N0.16227/28 Mysuru-Talguppa-Mysuru Daily Express at
Pandavapura, Byadarahalli, Srirangapattana, Settihalli, Hanakere. Four,
T.No.16557/58 Mysuru-Bengaluru City-Mysuru Rajyarani Daily Express at
Srirangapattana. Five, T.N0.17325/26 Mysuru-Belagavi-Mysuru Vishwamanava
Express at Srirangapattana. Six, T.N0.56263/64 Mysuru-Bengaluru City-Mysuru
Daily Passenger. Seven, there should be stoppage for all Express trains at Maddur
except Shatabdi and Humsafar expresses.

| would like to draw the attention of the hon. Railway Minister towards and

urgent need of converting tri-weekly train into a daily train service. A train between
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Bengaluru-Mangalore via Mysuru was introduced on tri-weekly basis. Now, there is
a need for providing this service on a daily basis. It is very much necessary to
cater the needs of the commuters in these cities and towns.

There is a need for restoration of passenger train services on Bengaluru-
Mysuru section. This trains service was available prior to imposition of COVID-19
lockdown in March 2020. So, this train service should be re-introduced to cater to
the needs of a large number of people working in unorganised sectors in
Bengaluru and surrounding towns. As we all are aware, in the COVID-19
pandemic, livelihood of these sections of people are badly affected. Now there is a
need to restore the trains services as it is the only affordable mode of transport for
the economically weaker sections of the society.

There is an urgent need for speedy completion of the electrification project
of Mysore-HASSAN-Mangalore Section as several towns/ villages in the section
fall in the jurisdiction of Mandya parliamentary constituency.

Similarly, there is a need for restoration of season ticket facilities. Though
online booking of tickets is also available and the passengers can travel in
reserved compartments of the trains, it is not fully booked. At present, in a majority
of trains running on Mysuru-Bengaluru section, the percentage of seat occupancy
is said to be less than 30 per cent. So, restoration of season ticket facilities would
be helpful for commuters on this route.

Then, there is a need for restoration of senior citizen concession in express

trains fares. It is for the benefit of the elderly people who need to travel for health
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check-up, surgeries, specialised treatment in major cities such Bengaluru, Mysore,
Hyderabad, Chennai. Delhi etc.

With these words, | conclude my speech. Thank you.

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SHRIMATI ANUPRIYA PATEL (MIRZAPUR): Thank you, Madam. | rise to speak in
support of the Demands for Grants of the Ministry of Railways for the year 2021-
22. As | learn, the Railways’ revenue for the year 2021-22 have been estimated at
Rs.2,17,460 crore, revenue expenditure at Rs.2,10,899 crore and the capital
expenditure at Rs.2,15,058 crore.

Talking about the revenue side first, there are two primary sources of
Railways’ revenue. One is the freight traffic, the passenger traffic and the other is
miscellaneous sources. In the freight traffic, as we know, most of the revenue
comes from the bulk transport of coal, followed by iron ore, cement, food grains
and fertilizers. We are largely dependent on the bulk transportation of coal.
Slowly and gradually, it is decreasing day by day. So, since the share of coal is
coming down, | want to understand from the hon. Minister what exactly we are
doing to expand our limited freight basket so that we can increase our revenue.

Secondly, the Railways have been constantly losing the share of the freight
traffic to the other modes of transport on account of price competitiveness and the
carrying capacity issues. To some extent, a solution has been found by way of the
Dedicated Freight Corridors. It is because in India we used to run both the
passenger and the freight traffic on the same track. Now, we have Dedicated
Freight Corridors. | am glad that the hon. Minister has announced for the East
Coast, the East-West, and the North-South Corridors in this year’'s Budget.

Another thing is this. Railways have a tendency to utilise the profits earned

from the freight traffic to compensate for the losses made in the passenger traffic.
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Here, what is important to understand is that these are COVID times. Now, we
hear about the third wave of COVID and we see a fresh series of lockdowns in
certain cities of India. Of course, | agree that the vaccination drive has started and
more than two crore people in India have been vaccinated. But what | want to
understand from the hon. Minister is this. Are you hopeful that the passenger
traffic is going to return to normalcy level in these COVID times? It is because we
eventually have to be concerned about the losses that we are making in the
passenger traffic which are being compensated by the profits that we make in the
freight traffic.

Coming to the revenue expenditure side, which is proposed to be
Rs.2,10,899 crore, 45 per cent of it will be spent on staff wages, 26 per cent on
pension fund and 13 per cent on fuel and electricity. The allocation to the pension
fund is estimated to be Rs.53,000 crore. To the depreciation reserve fund, it has
been Rs.800 crore. So, what | wish to point out here is that for the past few
consecutive years, the appropriation to the pension fund as well as the
depreciation reserve fund has been much lesser than what has been allocated in
the Budget.

Especially, if you look at the Depreciation Reserve Fund, it is only Rs.800
crore, which is much lower as compared to the value of the overaged assets which
need to be replaced. What | want to understand from the hon. Minister is: are we
going to do the same this year also? Are we going to be appropriating less to the

pension fund as well as to the Depreciation Reserve Fund?
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Putting everything together, the core issue is that the Railways has not been
able to generate surplus and that is why we will be sourcing most of the capital
expenditure, which we are targeting at Rs.2,15,058 crore, from the budget
resources of the Government and the extra budgetary resources, which is not a
very favourable situation. The more we rely on our extra budgetary resources, the
more the financial situation of the Railways is going to worsen. So, our operating
ratio becoming lower is an important issue. Over the past few years, it has
remained at more than 90 per cent. That remains the core issue for the Railways
to be addressed.

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“SHRI D.K. SURESH (BANGALORE RURAL): | am thankful for this opportunity to
participate in the discussion on the Demands for Grants of the Indian Railways for
the year 2020-2021.

The Indian Railways has so far aimed at inviting private players to run
passenger trains on 109 important routes of the Indian Railways. Private entities
for undertaking the project will be selected through a two-stage competitive bidding
process comprising of Request for Quotation (RFQ) and Request for Proposal
(RFP).

Most of the tracks were laid before Independence. The Railway Minister,
Shri Piyush Goyal, was categorical in saying that Indian Railways would not be
privatised. Only facilities were being upgraded through Public-Private Partnership,
he claimed at Indore in January 2020. But in July 2020, the Railway Ministry has
moved to open up 109 routes, and 50 railway stations and goods sheds were
handed over to private players.

The process was expedited during the lockdown, without too many public
consultations or discussions in Parliament.

The Government is arguing that the private players would bring in an
investment of Rs. 30,000 crore. Even if they bring in this money and invest, it will
certainly come from public sector banks as loan. Once again, it will be public
money which will prop up the so-called private investment. My point is : Why can

the Railways not borrow the same amount and run the same services?

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The Indian Railways already runs exclusive trains like Rajdhani, Duronto
and Shatabdi Expresses, and the Palace on Wheels for the tourists. If the Union
Government is really keen to run luxury trains for rich passengers, what stops the
Indian Railways from doing it? The Government can do it by availing loans or the
responsibility of the entire management of Railways can be handed over to the
respective State Governments. The State Governments, if they are willing to run
the trains and maintain the railway stations, should be given top priority instead of
private players.

We had so many examples of our erstwhile kings shouldering the
responsibilities of operating trains in their territories, like the Maharajas of Mysore.
The erstwhile Kingdom of Mysore established Mysore State Railway for improving
rail connectivity soon after the commissioning of Madras Royapuram-Bangalore
City railway line in 1879. Though it was very expensive to manage Mysore State
Railway, King Chamarajendra Wadiya of 10" decided to lay a new rail from
Bangalore to Mysore in 1870.

The 56 kilometres (35 mi) stretch between Bangalore-Channapatna was
completed on 1% February 1881, the 37 kilometres (23 mi) Channapatna-Mandya
stretch was completed on 20" March 1881 and the final 45 kilometres (28 mi)
Mandya-Mysore stretch was completed, and the entire stretch was thrown open to
traffic on 25" February 1882. The railway line currently has maximum operating
speed of 110km/h (68mph).

The claim that the private players will bring in technology and create jobs is

also a dubious claim. Private players with no experience of running trains will

actually poach personnel from the Railways. Some foreign companies will be
roped in and massive commissions will exchange hands. As elsewhere in the
private sector, people at the top in these private companies may earn a higher
salary for some time, while others like the hostesses will be made to work for 18
hours for a paltry salary of Rs. 15,000 a month. It is again exploitation of our own
people. So, it can be reconsidered.

As many as 15 companies have expressed their interest in running private
trains with Indian Railways lending the services of the driver and the guard.
Naturally, none of these companies have any experience of running railways.

Another important railway infrastructure project for the State of Karnataka —
Bengaluru Suburban Transport — was also highlighted by the Minister's Budget.
The 148 km long Bengaluru Suburban Transport Project would be a game changer
if it is implemented at the earliest. The Bengaluru Suburban Rail Network will
comprise of four corridors — Kengeri-Whitefield; Neelmangala-Bypanhalli;
Heelalige-Devanhalli; and Bangalore-Rajankunte sections. However, the
Government is not taking any concrete steps to complete it soon.

As far as railway demands for my Lok Sabha constituency are concerned,
around 15 RoBs and RuBs, including Bangalore city Agrahar, SBC-MYS Main
Road to printing press/Forest Layout, SBC-MYS Main Road to Ramohalli, SBC-
MYS Main Road to Chellagatta, SBC-MYS to Vasanth M/Road, SBC-MYS M/Road
to Kempamuthi, SBC-MYS Main Road to Katehalli, SBC-MYS Main Road to
Manoharshetty Halli, SBC-MYS Main Road to Devaralli, SBC-MYS Main Road to

Komanalli, SBC-MYS Main Road to Mudagere, SBC-MYS Main Road to Koluru at

Yarab Nagar, Ramanagar town (near church), Aldenahalli, Samanduru, Marasuru,
Iggaluru villages, Krithy Lay out Chandapura in Anekal Taluk and others, are
requested, but not a single one is sanctioned. Only one RoB in Channapattana is
under progress, but the work is going on at a snail’s pace.

Apart from this, | have also requested for widening of Railway under-bridge
(RuB) at Maranayakanahalli, Channena Agrahar, Badaregere, Arvantigepura in
Anekal taluk. These are also not considered by the Department.

One more point | would like to mention is that there is a need for
establishing a railway station at Kunigal Check Post. The Railway authorities
stated that it was not possible due to the height of the railway track on the station.
So, | would like to request the hon. Minister that Railway authorities should
reconsider this request as it would be beneficial to the farmers and convenient for
local community also.

| would also request that while acquiring the lands from small and marginal
farmers, the Department should chalk out a plan to make it beneficial for farmers
who have only a small piece of land. While acquiring such small pieces of land of
the marginal farmers, their voices should be heard and their interests should be
protected.

In most of the cases, the Railway Department acquires the land required for
the railway project and leave a small piece of one gunta or two guntas with
farmers. So, it is not possible for the farmer to continue with agriculture in a small
piece of land. In such a situation, both agriculture, and farmer and his family were

affected. Therefore, | would like to suggest to the hon. Minister to issue necessary
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directions to the Railway authorities to look into all these aspects while designing
the railway project itself so that no farmer and agriculture is affected in the name of
a railway project.

Another important demand pertaining to my constituency is regarding the
laying of a new railway line between Hejjala-Chamarajanagar. This issue was
raised in the House several times and representations were given to the Railway
Ministers. The State Governments also sent their proposals. However, there is no
adequate allocation made for this project.

Originally this new railway line was sanctioned on 50:50 cost sharing basis
and the Government of Karnataka agreed to provide land free of cost. Now, the
issue is that the Union Government has sanctioned various projects on 75:25 cost
sharing basis. | mean to say that the Central Government pays the share of 75 per
cent and the State Government will expense 25 per cent cost. As far as this new
railway line is concerned, the Government of Karnataka has agreed to provide the
required land for the project free of cost. However, now-a-days, the prices of the
lands are multiplied and it is a big burden on the State Government to bear the
land cost and also to share on 50:50 basis the cost of the project.

Therefore, | urge upon the Union Government to look into this very
significant issue of the new railway line and reconsider the cost sharing pattern to
ease the burden on the State Government. | would also request you to allocate
sufficient funds to execute Hejjala-Chamarajanagar railway line at the earliest.

| would also request for the expansion of Namma Metro to outskirts of

Bengaluru city to cater to the needs of the people of Bengaluru and the
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surrounding areas such as Kanakapura road, Hosur road and Devanahalli road
etc. So, the Union Government should allocate adequate funds for the expansion
of the Metro Rail Project.

With these words, | conclude my speech. Thank you.

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"SHRI GURJEET SINGH AUJLA (AMRITSAR): | thank you, Madam Chairperson
for giving me the opportunity to speak on the Demands for Grants for Railways for
the year 2021-22.

Hon. Minister Piyush Goyal ji is sitting here. | want to draw his attention
towards certain problems pertaining to his ministry. | have listened since morning
to the speeches made on this subject by BJP members and NDA allies. They
have only eulogized their Government. This is not the way things should go on.
We are passing through the period of pandemic Corona. The railway was found
lacking in this period. Migrant labourers from poor states do work in Punjab.
When Corona pandemic hit us, these hapless labourers were left in the lurch. No
special trains were run for them. They were asked to purchase tickets during
lockdown period.

| thank Shrimati Sonia Gandhi ji and our Chief Minister Captain Amarinder
Singh ji. They came to the rescue of these poor labourers. We provided money to
these labourers and made arrangements so that they could return to their native
places because these poor labourers work for the welfare of our state.

Our BJP members were saying that all development works were undertaken
only after 2014. As if nothing existed before 2014. Let me emphasise that 23
million passengers travel daily via railways. Goods worth 3 million metric tonnes

are transported via railways. 12.50 lakh railway employees are there. Do you

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think that the entire infrastructure was created only after 2014? You should not
negate history.

If you are doing good work, good. But, also tell about the work of previous
Governments. To negate their achievements is falsehood. Please look into this.

In Punjab, during the farmers’ agitation, Piyush Goyal ji was present in the
meetings. We, the MPs, met you. Amritsar is a historic city and a tourist hub. It is
a holy place where all of us pay obeisance. People from all over India visit
Amritsar. The farmers provide food grains to the entire country. Food grains from
Punjab are transported to other states via goods trains. Chemicals and fertilizers
come to our state from other states. Lakhs of daily passengers travel by trains
daily. However, Hon. Minister Sir, when we went to meet you, your attitude was
not friendly and up to the mark. If left much to be desired. You are ruling the
country. You should treat everyone with fairness. You should not ignore other
states and behave in an unfriendly way.

The farmers’ agitation has been neglected and ignored by you. You have
stopped means of transportation like trains. It added to the loss of the
Government exchequer. Hon. Minister Sir, you do good work. But, you should be
large-hearted. When one is in power, one should have a large heart.

Let me say, if you grant 117 kms track to us in Punjab, our problems will be
sorted out. On Batala-Qadian-Tanda route, 30 kms railway track is needed.
Garhshankar-Jaijon-Una route needs 10 km railway track. Chandigrah-Rajpura

route via Mohali needs 18 kms of tracks. Phillaur — Nawanshahar route needs 20
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kms of tracks. Mor Mandi-Talwandi needs 16 kms of railway track. Beas-Qadian
route has also been mentioned by my friend and associate MP.

Double lining of tracks from Amritsar to Pathankot is needed as a lot of
military movement is there on this route. This is a border area and these are
tourist places. Sultanpur Lodhi should be joined via railway track to Goindwal
Sahib. We have already celebrated 550" Birth anniversary of Guru Nanak Dev ji.
We are going to observe the 400" anniversary of Guru Tegh Bahadur ji too.

Let me say sir that Amritsar is a tourist place and visitors from all over India
and world visit this holy city. We do not have direct trains to South India. Only
Cochi train runs once a week. Businessmen, passengers and army men, all travel
via this train. But, booking in this train is very difficult. So, Amritsar-Hyderabad
train should be started. Nanded-Bidar train is also needed. Amritsar-Pune-Goa
train should also be introduced. The 12716 Amritsar-Nanded train’s time needs to
be changed. It starts in the morning at 5.50 a.m. It reaches Nanded very late in
the night. Passengers face a lot of problems there. So, its time should be
changed. The 12472 weekly train goes to Hazur Sahib. But, it is weekly. Its
booking is full within 3-4 hours. 3 months reservation is there. This train should
also be made daily. This train to Hazur Sahib should ply via Tarn Taran, Khadoor
Sahib, Beas. It should start one hour early. More pilgrims will be able to visit the
holy Hazur Sahib.

On Dera Baba Nanak-Verka-Tarn-Taran-Goindwal-Khadoor Sahib route, a
DMU train is the need of the hour. People go to Kartarpur Sahib to pay obeisance.

This is a chain of holy places. So, a DMU is needed. We will be obliged. | also
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urge you, Hon. Minister Sir, that there is an acute shortage of railway staff at
Amritsar railway station. At least 200 strong staff is needed there.

The position of taxi and auto-stand here leaves much to be desired. These
need to be improved. Amritsar railway workshop is an old workshop. 1550
workers work there. But, they are not provided adequate work. Government also
suffers. Work should be given to them. A&B block quarters here are unsafe. New
quarters may kindly be built.

Madam Chairperson, please give me more time. Bhandari bridge needs a
reconstruction. Lohgarh bridge and other manned railway gates need to be looked
into for repairs. Under-pass is also needed at various places. The Patti-Makhu
rail link will help reduce 225 km railway line in J&K, Himachal and Punjab and
inter- link these states. Amritsar is the backbone of our Majha area of Punjab.

If trains are run on PPP mode, train fares will increase. The fares will match
airline fares that will be very costly. So, kindly look into this. Amritsar railway
station should be made into an international railway station.

Nobody can exactly say when this will end and when we can witness a ray of
hope. Nobody can say that at this juncture but we have to face the reality. Of
course, we all are proud of you. With over 67,580 route kms, ours is the third
largest network in the world. In addition, Indian Railways is the world’s largest
passenger carrier and fourth largest freight carrier. It is a safe, efficient, and
competitive means of transport. Now there are technological advances in Indian
Railways. The question before us is how to save Indian Railways from the
economic crisis. Ninety per cent of the total revenue is from the budgetary means
only.

The expenditure also is rising on one side. So, it is a difficult situation. What
we are doing now is damage repair and crisis management. Expenditure on fuel
and electricity is also increasing. There are only two ways before us. One is to
reduce the expenditure and the other is to develop non-budgetary revenues. With
regard to reduction of expenditure, newspapers are reporting that we are going
ahead with some moves like freezing new appointments, closure of uneconomic
routes, reduction in the manpower, and various other expenditure control methods.
We understand the compelling situation of the Government. But while
implementing cost-reduction measures we have to be very careful and understand

the ground reality.
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Coming to generation of non-budgetary income, we can utilise the unutilised
land which is in the possession of the Railways. There was a proposal to make this
kind of unutilised property for some kind of internal revenue generation.

With regard to Kerala, even before COVID-19 we had problems like floods,
etc. Kerala is very backward. We all know that. On the railways side also we were
neglected like anything. In my Constituency, Thirunavaya-Guruvayoor railway
route and Nanjangud railway line, all these things are long pending. | humbly
request the Minister, to take care of these things when we are rebuilding the
railways. Similarly, MEMU in Trivandrum-Palakkad Division also may kindly be
developed.

One thing | would like to say. Of course, we understand the problem. It is
our problem also; the Minister alone cannot solve it. But one thing we have to
realise. This privatisation process in the Railways is very dangerous. You are
doing this privatization without any limits. Railways is the property of the nation. It
is very valuable and very precious. If you blindly hand over this to the private
sector, it is very dangerous.

Indian Railways has launched the process of opening up the train operations
to private entities on 109 destinations. It has invited tenders, etc., for that. The
Railway Board has moved ahead with its long pending plan, setting a tentative
schedule for privatisation. Hon. Minister also said that trains like Tejas are also
going to be handed over to the private sector. | would like to say that the Minister
and the Government should think well and this kind of tendencies should be

curbed. We should not do like that. National property is our own property. If you
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handover everything to the private sector, it would be really a threat for the nation.
So, | humbly request the Government to desist from this kind of things. We have to
understand the realities.

We are prepared to cooperate with the Government for rebuilding the
Railways. We are bound to cooperate with the Government. Instead of criticising
the Government, we are prepared to play a constructive role in this. However, the
Government should keep our own property and should not hand over this property
to private sector like this.

With these words, Madam, | conclude. Thank you very much.

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"SHRI B. Y. RAGHAVENDRA (SHIMOGA): Thanks for this opportunity to
participate in the discussion on Demands for Grant on Railways for the year 2021-
2022.

At the outset | express my whole hearted congratulations for the hon. Union
Minister for Railways, Shri Piyush Goyalji, for his sincere efforts to make the Indian
Railways a world class institution to provide the best service to its passengers. |
would also like to congratulate our hon. Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modiji, for
his valuable guidance and inspiration for overall development of Railways and also
progress of the entire country.

Before | speak on Demands of Railways, | feel it is my duty to pay my tribute
to late Shri Suresh Angadiji, who was my senior colleague and a kind hearted
person. We all miss him a lot. He contributed a lot to the country and also to the
Karnataka State as the Railway Minister. So, | pay my tribute to Suresh Angadiji
for the exemplary work he has done as a Minister of State for Railways.

We always should appreciate the good works. Our NDA Government
deserves credit for all these achievements. As far as Railways is concerned
several important projects including the redevelopment of Railway stations,
providing lift and escalators, cleanliness, e-ticketing facilities etc. are really
commendable. Railway Department has put in great efforts to change the entire
scenario of the Indian Railways. We all have seen these achievements.

Now | would like to say a few words on Railways with regard to the State of

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Karnataka. Let me quote the words of hon. Railway Minister Shri Piyush Goyalji
who said : “Both Central and State Governments are seen working together as a
team as far as Railways in Karnataka is concerned". This was said by Shri Piyush
Goyal ji while launching key Railway projects via video conferencing last week. |
am thankful to him for his appreciation of the works going on in Karnataka under
the Leadership of Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi ji at the Centre and Shri B. S.
Yediyurappaji as hon. Chief Minister of Karnataka.

The Budget for 2021-2022 has allocated Rs 3,897 crore, which is nearly
five times what was being invested for projects in Karnataka prior to 2014.

All trains passing through Karnataka will only run-on electric traction by 2023
and sanctioning of sub-urban Railways to the Bengaluru. Railways in the last six
years has electrified a track length of 792 km., which is 17 times more than the
length of track electrified from 2009-2014.

About 70 new Road Over Bridges (RoBs) and 160 Road Under Bridges
(RuBs) have been sanctioned in Karnataka since 2014. Above all these, Indian
Railways plans to electrify the entire Railway network in Karnataka by 2023. |
believe that the Railway projects are expected to prove a catalyst for the entire
progress of Karnataka.

Now | would like to bring to the notice of the hon. Railway Minister a few
demands of my Parliamentary constituency Shivamogga.

My district Shivamogga is a major district in the Malnad region. In the Union
Budget of 2019-2020 the Shimoga Shikaripura-Ranibennura new line was

announced. The Government of Karnataka has committed to share 50 per cent
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cost of construction of this new line and is providing land free of cost. In the Union
Budget of 2021-2022, Rs. 100 crore were allotted for this project. Land acquisition
is in advanced stage for the first phase of it and land will be handed over to the
Railways very soon. It needs to be prioritized as it is a very significant Railway line
in my constituency. So, | would request the hon. Minister for Railways to expedite
the work to float the tender for this new Railway line at the earliest.

Another point that | would like to mention is with regard to Coaching Depot
at Kotegangur in Shivamogga, which has been sanctioned in 2020-2021 Budget.
The Government of Karnataka has already started the process of acquiring land
for this project free of cost. Railways has already appointed the agency for
commencing work of the Coaching Depot. However, the proposal of constructing a
terminal Railway station, which is an essential part of the Coaching Depot is yet to
be sanctioned by the Railway Board.

On 8" March 2021, Shri B. S. Yediyurappa, hon. Chief Minister of Karnataka
has presented the 8" State Budget as Chief Minister of the State. In this Budget,
the State has committed to provide Rs. 3,991 crore as State's share for seven
ongoing new Railway projects, and in addition to this, Rs. 2,630 crore will be
allocated for acquisition of land for these projects. Rs. 850 crores have been
earmarked for the Bangalore Suburban Railway project, which is the project taken
up jointly by the Ministry of Railways and the Government of Karnataka. Hence, |
would humbly request the hon. Minister for Railways to take immediate necessary
steps to sanction this work at the earliest.

Shivamogga District is situated in Malnad region, which is well known for its
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eco-tourism. The Government of Karnataka has come forward to develop the
world-famous Jog Falls as an all-weather tourism destination. As the Talaguppa
Railway station is the gateway to the world-famous Jog Falls, there is a need to
provide better facilities at this Railway station to cater to the needs of both
passengers and also from the tourists’ point of view. The cost for it is estimated to
be Rs. 160 crore. Once the project is completed, the approximate tourists' footfall
is anticipated around ten thousand at Jog Falls per day. This will be a major game
changer for the economy of this region. So, | would request the hon. Railway
Minister, Shri Piyush Goyal ji, to chalk out a comprehensive plan for
redevelopment of the Talaguppa Railway station to attract tourists from around the
world.

In the end, | once again would like to place my humble submission to hon.
Railway Minister, Shri Piyush Goyal ji, to consider all the demands of my
Parliamentary Constituency Shivamogga and take necessary steps to execute the
Railway projects at the earliest.

With these words, | conclude my speech. Thank you.
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SHRI ANUBHAV MOHANTY (KENDRAPARA): Thank you, Sir. The total outlay for
the Railways in the general Budget is Rs.1.10 lakh crore which is a record in itself.
| appreciate from the bottom of my heart the hon. Minister Piyush Goyal /i and the
hon. Finance Minister Shrimati Nirmala Sitharaman j. The total capital
expenditure outlay includes, highest ever, Rs. 1.07 lakh crore from gross
budgetary support, Rs. 7,500 crore from internal resources and over Rs. one lakh
crore from external budgetary resources. With a 33 per centincrease in total
capital expenditure for 2021-22 over Rs.1.61 lakh crore, according to the revised
estimates for 2020-21, the Railways funds will be utilised to boost AtmaNirbhar
Bharat Mission and towards completion of vital infrastructure projects, capacity
building, passenger amenities and safety enhancement which is a welcome step.

| believe, the difference in the way the nation used to see the railway
connectivity before you came into power and now is huge. We believe, this
difference will continue to grow. You will keep on taking good steps for the nation
and people will be benefited from you.

Coming to the key announcements in the Budget for the Railways, a
National Rail Plan for India — 2030 has been prepared for infrastructure
development. Railways will monetise Dedicated Freight Corridor assets for
operation and maintenance. High density network and highly utilized network
routes will be provided with an indigenously developed automatic train protection
system that eliminates train collision due to human error which is a wonderful step.
It is because accidents are always accidents and you cannot save yourself when it

is manually done. When it is automatically done with modern, latest technologies,
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maybe there are chances that we can save our passengers, save our people, save
ourselves from different kinds of accidents and collisions.

The entire nation and this august House knows very well that my Party Biju
Janata Dal, headed by hon. Shri Naveen Patnaik, has always supported whenever
the Government, whichever Party is in power in the Centre, has taken up really
good issues which are beneficial to the common man. We have also not left a
single stone unturned to draw the attention of the hon. Minister or the Government
towards any lacuna or loophole, which can be bettered, in anything that the
Government proposes for the benefit of the people.

| would like to cite certain things which the Government must take care of.
Railways have not been able to meet some key physical targets for expansion and
modernisation in recent years. It has missed its Budget targets of all the three
years between 2017-18 and 2019-20.

| now come to construction of new lines and gauge conversions. In 2018-19
and 2019-20 Railways also missed targets for electrification of railway lines. It is
noteworthy that Railways aims to achieve hundred per cent electrification of all
broad-gauge routes by 2023. As per the revised estimates for 2020-21, the
achievement will be less than the Budget targets on almost all the indicators listed
in the Table. | have the Table with me. If you wish, | can share it with the hon.
Minister. | am very sure, as efficient Minister, he must be having all the data with
him.

While examining the progress of the construction of new lines, the Standing

Committee on Railways, 2020 - | was fortunate enough to be a part of it - had

observed that downward revision in allocation towards capital expenditure requires
reworking of priorities and rescheduling of activities which lead to tardy progress in
the construction of new lines.

Over the last few years there has been a decline in the growth of both rail-
based freight and passenger traffic. This affects railways earnings from its core
business of running freight and passenger trains. In 2021-22 Railways estimates a
decline in some of its key revenue earning traffic. For example, coal traffic is
estimated to register an annual decrease of five per cent over 2019-2020. Overall
freight traffic is estimated to have an annual increase of only one per cent over
2019-2020.

NITI Aayog, in 2018 had highlighted the shortfall in carrying capacity and
lack of price competitiveness as some of the reasons for the decline in freight
share. It further observed that since passenger and freight traffic trains run on the
same tracks, India has not been able to increase speed or capacity in a significant
manner. Although the speed and the capacity have increased but not to a
significant size compared to global benchmark, which has been our target.

It has also noted that various dedicated freight corridors have been planned
by Railways for bringing improvement in facilities for freight. The freight basket is
also limited to a few commodities, most of which are bulk in nature. In 2019-20,
coal contributed to about 48 per cent of freight revenue. Therefore, any shift in
transfer patterns of any of these bulk commodities like coal, cement, iron ore, etc,

could affect Railways finances significantly. This must be looked into.
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Now, | come to the demands of Odisha. Hon. Piyush ji is very well aware of
Odisha’s demands and requirements. He has been very cooperative with all of us,
whenever we have met him. He has been very friendly and has always welcomed
us as a brother. He has always taken care of the entire nation. | would like to
draw his attention towards the demands of Odisha.

The rail density of Odisha, which is 15 km per 1000 sq. km, is much lower
compared to the national average of 19 and that of the adjoining States of West
Bengal, which is 43.4 and Jharkhand, which is 24.3.

We are not complaining as to why the adjoining States are having so much
of rail density but we are concerned about our own State and our own people. We
are representing them. We are committed to them to raise their voice and you are
there to help us. We request your kind attention on this matter. Hence, there is an
urgent need of expanding rail network in the State to bring the rail density to the
level of the adjoining States. New lines and projects are being demanded by the
State for important lines such as Puri-Konark, Bargarh-Nuapada, Chakulia-
Budhamara, Jajpur-Aradi-Dhamra, etc.

Now, | come to rail infrastructure. In order to expedite augmentation of rail
infrastructure in the State of Odisha, the State Government has taken many
initiatives such as formation of joint ventures/Special Purposes Vehicles (SPVs)
jointly with the Railway Ministry and other Ministries to undertake new rail lines and
corridors, directly financing construction besides offering land free of cost for the
establishment of new railway projects. So, special attention needs to be paid on

the successful completion of ongoing projects and also on the sanctioning of new
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lines with modernisation of stations. There should also be introduction of new
trains with extension of existing trains and there should be improved passenger
amenities in the trains as well as at the stations. There should be an establishment
of rail-based industries in Odisha and multi-model logistics parks, etc.

The Government of India must provide a backward and forward linkage for
the industrial hinterlands of Dhamra, Paradeep and Gopalpur Ports with the
Northern and Central hinterlands through a Dedicated Freight Corridor between
Visakhapatnam and Kolkata through Odisha in the Union Budget. This is a special
request from our side. | hope you will consider it and reply to it.

There has been a demand for redevelopment of Puri, Bhadrak, Brahmapur,
Cuttack, Jajpur-Keonjhar Road, Khurda Road, Rayagada, Sambalpur, Balasore,
Jharsuguda and Rourkela stations to international standards with superior
passenger amenities. Unfortunately, there has been no statement by the Ministry
in this regard.

In 2019, our hon. Chief Minister, Shri Naveen Patnaik had urged the hon.
Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modi Ji for reorganisation of Railways in Odisha
after the Centre created a separate zone for Andhra Pradesh. The Railway
Ministry had announced the bifurcation of Bhubaneswar-headquartered East-
Coast Railway to create South Coast Railway to be headquartered at
Visakhapatnam. | remember we had visited the hon. Minister, Shri Piyush Goyal Ji
then. Although we were assured that this was not going to happen but later it
happened and Odisha was not taken into consideration. We were not even

informed about it properly. He also sought the intervention of the hon. Prime
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Minister to declare two new Railway divisions at Rourkela and Jajpur to unify
railways in Odisha under one administrative zonal headquarters of East Coast
Railway, Bhubaneswar. He had been demanding the reorganisation of Railways in
Odisha with three new divisions. Presently, about 70 per cent of Odisha is under
East Coast Railway’s jurisdiction. An efficient and strong rail network with a single
administrative structure within the State is necessary to maintain the impetus of
growth.

I will finish my speech in a few minutes. There has been a demand for
drafting Master Plans for the modernisation, expansion, and upgradation of Puri,
Jajpur-Keonjhar Road, Bhadrak, Bolangir, Talcher, Baripada, Brahmapur,
Meramandali, Bargarh, Belpahar, Rayagada, Athagarh, Angul, Jeypore, Koraput
railway stations. That is very much needed. We are celebrating the 75" year of
Independence and we are planning to celebrate it so lovingly and wonderfully. |
must thank the hon. Prime Minister and all the hon. Chief Ministers of the entire
nation for this. At this time also, there are still six districts in Odisha which have not
seen railway connectivity till now. It is very shameful thing to know. This had been
happening right from the time when the UPA Government was there. Things have
started changing when the NDA Government has come into power. But, at the
same time, | feel that if the kind of friendly approach and the kind of brotherly and
affectionate approach which the Government is showing towards Odisha, would
grow a little bit more and in a more expeditious way, then definitely and
undoubtedly, those six districts, which have been ignored and deprived of the

railway facilities, will start getting benefits out of it. There is a special demand for
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passenger train connecting Kendrapara, which is my constituency. During the
election time also, Shri Piyush Ji had been there. He knows the people there very
well. The people of Kendrapara are thankful to him. They are thankful to hon. Chief
Minister, Shri Naveen Patnaik because during the last one and a half years,
Kendrapara has seen freight cars.

But now, there has been a demand for passenger train. Kendrapara till now
has not seen a passenger train and Kendrapara needs to connect with other
districts of Odisha and also with other districts of India. The youth of Kendrapara
do not want to migrate everywhere. They want to earn their livelihood there itself.
HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude.

SHRI ANUBHAV MOHANTY : It is their right. We must look into this matter and
provide rail connectivity in a stronger and bigger way which is going to generate a
lot of revenue for Kendrapara and for the State as well as the nation.

Sir, recently, a huge announcement has been made in Odisha. A big plant of
Mittal group is going to come up. An MoU has been signed with the State
Government and the people are very much excited and at the same time, if you
announce the passenger train as early as possible, we will be obliged to you.

Shri Piyush Ji is not only handling one Ministry but also he is one-man army
with so many Ministries and he is handling every Ministry very beautifully and very
wonderfully. So, with the same hope, it is a special request to hon. Minister Piyush
Ji and also to the hon. Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi Ji to ensure that a
passenger train is provided for the people of Kendrapara as early as possible and

all the demands that have been made by me and also by Shri Achyutananda
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Samanta Babu who is first speaker from our Party be fulfiled. Please consider
these demands and Odisha will always remember if you really honour all the

demands which are quite genuine at its place.

Thank you so much, Jai Jagannath, Bande Utkal Janani, Jai Hind.
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DR. R.K. RANJAN (INNER MANIPUR): Hon. Chairperson, Sir, thank you for giving
me this opportunity to participate in this discussion.

At the outset, I, on behalf of the people of Manipur, would like to express my
gratitude and also my happiness to the Ministry of Railways for taking up the
Jiribam — Imphal railway project on a faster pace now, After the completion of this
project, the State will be properly visible in the railway map of the country. If |
remember correctly, this project was initiated in the year 2003 during the first NDA
regime at the Centre. However, the implementation of the project started only in
the year 2008 as a national project with a cost of Rs. 13,809 crore for construction
of a 111-kilometre railway line. We hope that the completion of this railway project
and commissioning of this railway line with a majestic world’s tallest rail bridge will
certainly attract more domestic and international tourists and also provide manifold
economic opportunities to the people of the State. Unfortunately, the completion
target for this project has always been extended from 2014 to 2019 and then to
2020 and now to 2022. Frequent extension of completion target has caused
manifold loss of time and energy resulting in deprivation of various economic
opportunities to the people of Manipur. Moreover, this also has resulted in cost
overruns.

It is also a known fact that the project has faced different strategic difficulties
during the process of tunnelling and construction. Unstable geological landscape,
difficult terrain and social dislocations and discomfort are the main factors for the
delay of this project. In addition, security has been another major concern for the

workers and engineers working at the ground level of the project.
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The transportation of railway construction materials and machinery to the
construction sites have been adversely affected due to non-completion of two
major bridges across the Barak and Makru rivers. Here, | would also like to draw
the kind attention of the hon. Road Transport Minister and request him to complete
the construction of these two bridges which were delayed for more than a year.
Progress of the railway project has been severely impacted due to this
transportation bottleneck.

Despite all these obstacles and difficulties, | earnestly request the Union
Minister of Railways for completion of the project by 2022 with strict monitoring
and kind personal indulgence. We hope, this time, under the able leadership of the
hon. Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modi ji and the hon. Railway Minister, Shri
Piyush Goyel ji, there would not be any need to extend the completion deadline
any further.

Sir, secondly, | would like to inform the Railway Ministry, through you, that
the survey work of Imphal to Moreh railway line bordering Myanmar has been
completed. For this sector a specific Budget allocation is required to push forward
our hon. Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modi ji’'s "Act East’ policy.

Finally, taking advantage of recently inaugurated 1.9 kilometre long Indo-
Bangla border bridge, the MAITRI SETU, in commemoration of the 50" birth
anniversary of Bangladesh, we can think of connecting the seaport of Chittagong

with Agartala.
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A hinterland railway networking may now be developed and expanded
linking Agartala with Aizawl, Imphal, Kohima, etc. By doing so, these landlocked
areas of the region will be exposed to new economic opportunity provided by a sea
port. This dream of a new railway network may also be materialised by providing a

separate budgetary provision under the National Rail Plan, 2030.

Another important railway infrastructure project for the State of Karnataka is
that Bengaluru Suburban Transport was also given emphasis in the Budget. The

148 km-long Bengaluru Suburban Transport project would be a game changer if it

of four corridors, Kengeri — Whitefield, Neelmangala — Bypanahalli, Heelalige —
