SUSHRI DEBASREE CHAUDHURI : Hon. Speaker, Sir, | would like to draw
the kind attention of the hon. Minister towards the reply given in the Lok Sabha
to an Unstarred Question No. 1577, dated 28" July, 2021, in which the hon.
Minister had given a detailed answer zone-wise about the total broad-gauge
route kilometer, electrified broad-gauge route kilometer and the balance broad-
gauge route kilometer to be electrified. ... (Interruptions) In the said reply, the
hon. Minister stated that as on 31% March, 2021, in the Northeast Frontier
Zone, out of 4152 route kilometers, only 652 route kilometers were electrified
and the balance 3500 route kilometers were yet to be electrified.

From 2007-2014, only 4337 route kilometers were electrified whereas from
2014-2021, 24080 route kilometeres have been electrified.

SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY: Hon. Minister, the railway
electrification move comes a year after the Railways and the General Electric,
(GE) controversy. Last year, your predecessor, Mr. Piyush Goyal Ji asked the
Indian Railways to review the GE diesel locomotive project as the Indian
Railways wanted to go for complete electrification by 2022. ... (Interruptions) |
do not know whether the target will be fulfilled or not. Do you protect Mr.

Piyush Goyal's comments? The US-based company, General Electric, has
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warned the national carrier that any decision to scrap the project would have a
serious impact on job creation and skill development, and cause the

Government to incur substantial cost.

The GE was asked to set up a diesel locomotive factory in Bihar in 2014,
and as per the Government’s decision, the Indian Railways would buy 1,000
diesel locomotives each over 10 years. ...

Member has raised a very pertinent
point. To make India self-sufficient in container manufacturing, CONCOR has
already placed orders on six Indian companies, namely, Braithwaite, BHEL,
VAZRON, Amba Coach Builders, Railtech and Mazagon Dock Shipbuilders.
....(Interruptions) Each of these contracts is for about 1,000 containers. That is
the order quantity. So, for manufacturing orders, a total of 6000 containers
have been placed on Indian companies. ....(Interruptions) This is a trend which
will continue to strengthen in future as more and more private sector players
come and start manufacturing containers. We will try to procure as much as

possible from Indian manufacturers only. ....(Interruptions)

SHRI T. R. BAALU: Sir, the Golden Rock Workshop at Tiruchirappalli has all
the wherewithal and capabilities to manufacture containers. It is a well-
equipped workshop. At the same time, about 10,000 containers are imported
every year from China. Golden Rock Workshop, which has existed in India for
many years, which was set up during the British period, is not allowed to
participate in the tender process itself. When they were going for bidding

process, the Department, especially the Accounts Department very surprisingly

said that because of non-availability of procedure, Golden Rock Workshop is
not permitted to participate in the tender process. We do not know what do
they mean by ‘non-availability of procedure’. ....(Interruptions). The
Government of India, especially the hon. Minister for Railways, who is a new
Minister himself should interfere in the matter himself since it has got all

capabilities to manufacture containers. ....(Interruptions)

It has got the production capacity. It has got the technical capacity.

Sir, through you, | seek that the new Railway Minister should look into
the matter and see that the Golden Rock Railway Workshop at Tiruchirappalli
is allowed to participate in the tender process. If the bid is okay, they can allow
it; otherwise, they can reject it. | would like to have a response of the hon.

Member has made, we are now
definitely encouraging, as far as possible, the Indian container manufacturers.

If
the price of yarn is not controlled, many companies in the textile industry in the
State, the second largest in the country, will be forced to close down and
consequent job losses will be huge. The major reason for the rise in cotton
prices is the imposition of five per cent basic customs duty, five per cent
agricultural infrastructure development tax, and 10 per cent social welfare tax
in the Central Budget for 2021-22, and increasing the total import tax to 11 per

cent.

Therefore, the Government should intervene in the matter to protect the
textile industry and prevent job losses by removing the 11 per cent import duty
on cotton to avoid speculation. In addition, in order to participate in the
electronic auction for small, medium and micro enterprises, the existing terms
and conditions should be adjusted to a minimum of 500 cotton bales. From
December to March, the peak cotton procurement period, extension of five per

cent interest subsidy to cotton mills should be given. Thank you.

SHRI KOMATI REDDY VENKAT REDDY (BHONGIR): | would like to bring to
the kind notice of the Government about the fact regarding Antigen tests for
Covid-19 being conducted at high rates at the Rajiv Gandhi International

Airport at Shamshabad, Hyderabad.

It is stated that some private organisations are conducting Antigen tests
on a compulsory basis for the passengers who are leaving for abroad from the
RGI Airport which has become costly with exorbitant collection of fee of Rs.

(xvi) Regarding declaration of wild boars a vermin

ADV. DEAN KURIAKOSE (IDUKKI): The issue of problematic wild boar is
very serious in the state of Kerala. A request was submitted to the Central
Government to declare the animal as a vermin on 01/11/2020, in exercise of
the powers conferred by Section 62 of the wildlife protection act, 1972.
However, this was returned by the centre, directing the state to use Section
11(1)(b) of Wildlife Protection Act, 1972 utilising the services of Panchayati Raj
Institutions. However, the state has been utilising Section 11(1)(b) since 2011
and it has been found ineffective in curbing the issue. The crop loss and other
risks posed by the Wild Boar is causing a great toll on the lives of people who
live close to the forests. | urge the Government to take immediate decision and

declare the wild boar to be a vermin under Section 62 of WPA, 1972.
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(xvii) Regarding recruiting faculty members from SC/ST/OBC
communities under Mission Mode

DR. T. SUMATHY (A) THAMIZHACHI THANGAPANDIAN (CHENNAI
SOUTH): Caste-based discrimination against people from marginalised caste
backgrounds is highly concerning. Our educational institutions are witnessing a
rise in such instances. In this regard, in August, the Ministry of Education
asked institutions such as IITs, Indian Institutes of Management (lIMs),
National Institutes of Technology (NITs) and central universities to fill faculty
positions by actively recruiting faculty members from SC/ST/OBC communities
under the “Mission Mode” by September 2022. The ministry also sought a
monthly report on the actions taken by these institutions to fill the vacant
positions. Some [ITs brought out notices for the special recruitment drive. But
the process is not taking place as actively as it should be. | request the Union
Government to take active measures to ensure a speedy recruitment drive in
the above-mentioned institutions. The monthly reports should be made publicly
available in order to ensure transparency and accountability in the process. A
special high-level committee needs to be set up to ensure that the recruitment
drive is carried out in accordance with the constitutional principles of

reservation.
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(xviii) Regarding relief measures for Andhra Pradesh affected by rain and
flood related incidents
SHRI P.V. MIDHUN REDDY (RAJAMPET): The recent extensive rainfall has
caused devastating floods in Kadapa, Chittoor, Anantapur and Nellore districts
in Andhra Pradesh in November. Continuous rainfall has inundated 1402
villages and four towns including the Temple city of Tirupati, affecting nearly
1.83 Lakh people in the four districts. As per newspaper reports, rain and
flood-related incidents have claimed 41 lives. In terms of damage to
infrastructure pertaining to roads and buildings, power, panchayat raj, rural
water supply and sanitation, the total loss would run into thousands of crores

which is yet to be estimated.

The Central share to the SDRF over the previous years was inadequate
to provide the disaster relief measures to mitigate the loss. Further, even the
sanctioned amount was not fully transferred. | request the Hon’ble Home
Minister to sanction substantial interim relief to Andhra Pradesh and depute an

Inter Ministerial Central Team to assess the loss.
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(xix) Regarding service conditions of Home Guards

SHRI MAGUNTA SREENIVASULU REDDY (ONGOLE): | want to draw the
attention of the Government towards the problems of Home guards. Their
services are equal to police personnel and casualties are also there throughout
the country during police operations but they are getting very meagre wages
when compared to other Police forces. They are demanding for regularization
of their services for a long time.

During the year 1947, Govt. of India formulated an Act regarding the
utilization of the services of the Home Guards. The State Government is
paying daily wages to the Home Guards. Recruitment is taking place since
1962. Almost all of them belong to the communities of SCs, STs, BCs and
OCs. Their services were mentioned in Home Guard Act as “self voluntary
services”. This “self voluntary service” word may be deleted and their services
may be regularized and pay and allowances may be sanctioned at par with
Police Personnel working in BSF, CRPF, CASF, RAF, RPF, RPSF and Police,
Fire, Prohibition, Excise, Forest, Jails, Rta. and also absorbed in the uniform
service departments. In Andaman Nikobar, the services of Home Guards were
regularized vide 1A .No.01/2009 in Civil Appeal N0.3379/2009, dated 10-09-
2009. The Government of India also regularized the above orders vide Home
Ministry letter No.N-U-114040/22/2009, ANL dated 28-1-2015. | request the

Government to take necessary steps and necessary instructions may be
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issued to the State Governments on the above demands of Home Guards of

the Country.

(xx) Need to sanction an underpass or subway at Kamarkundu in
Arambagh Parliamentary Constituency, West Bengal

SHRIMATI APARUPA PODDAR (ARAMBAGH): | would like to draw the kind
attention of the Government towards Kamarkundu in Arambagh Parliamentary
Constituency, West Bengal. There is an urgent need of underpass for the easy
movement of public and the pilgrims who face problems and go barefoot to

SHRI SYED IMTIAZ JALEEL (AURANGABAD): Spinal Muscular Atrophy
(SMA) is a genetic disorder characterized by weakness and wasting Atrophy in
muscles used for movement Skeletal muscles. It is caused by loss of
specialized nerve cells. SMA mostly affects small babies and children at very
early age. Babies with severe SMA type 1 do not live beyond to 1 or 2 years,
Type 2 & 3 live up to teenage and adulthood. However, they are confined to
wheelchair and go through Scoliosis of spine, poor lung functions about 625
patients exist in India. There are three life saving medicines approved for SMA

by US FDA. However none of them are yet available in India.

However a reimbursement pathway would be needed for this.

SHRI KARTI P. CHIDAMBARAM (SIVAGANGA): Respected Chairman, Sir, it
is quite heartening to finally debate a Bill in this House. It has been a long time
since we have had the opportunity to debate a Bill. | would like to first thank my
Party President, Mrs. Sonia Gandhi, for giving me the opportunity to be the first

speaker to speak on a Bill in this Session.
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While we have over a billion people in India and we always consider
India to be an overpopulated country, there are many people who are unable
to have children and who find the benefit from assisted reproductive
technologies. So, it is essential that this technology is available to all, it is
regulated also, and it may be ensured that best medical practices are followed

while this technology is made available to all.

Sir, indulge me a little bit. | am a great admirer of our puranas,
ithigaasams and epics. | grew up reading Amar Chitra Katha. | do not even
know whether Amar Chitra Katha is still around or not but | grew up reading
Amar Chitra Katha. When | was growing up, my maternal grandmother told me
many fables and stories. This is a Government which professes to draw
inspiration from our puranas, from our ithigaasams, and from our epics.
Government Ministers have spoken about pushpak viman. Even research was
sought to be done on the existence of pushpak viman and on the science
behind it. The Prime Minister has alluded to Ganesha when he was addressing
a conference of doctors in 2014. | come from Sivaganga. Pillaiyarpatti is the
biggest and the most famous temple over there, and we are all great devotees

of Ganesha. In fact, there is not a single day that goes by where | do not say:

“Tehadry faaTe, ashguery eafe, o1 &l Jraedre)”

The Prime Minister, when he spoke to the doctors said that evidence of
plastic surgery was there because Ganesha has an elephant head. The head

was fitted to a human being. It is a different matter but | have always wondered
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how an elephant head of that circumference can be fitted to a human. But still,
we draw inspiration from our puranas. Our epics have so many instances of
unconventional births. The Mahabharata is the starting point of that. If you look
at the Kuru Dynasty of the Kauravas, Dhritarashtra and Gandhari could not
have children. Duryodhana was also known by the name of Suyodhana. In
fact, we must have a debate on why Duryodhana is not called as Suyodhana.
His real name is Suyodhana. Somebody must explain this to me at some point
in time. In fact, the legend is that all the Kuru princes, the hundred of them
were born in earthen pots. We always believe that this is the beginning of the
test tube baby. It perhaps came from this inspiration. This is what your

Government believes. Your Government always draws inspiration from epics.

Similarly, in the case of Pandavas, you know that King Pandu was
cursed by Durvasa. He could not have children through Kunti or Madri. In fact,
Kunti had to invoke the Gods to have children. That system was called Niyoga.
Surya was the father of Karna; Dharma was fathered by Yama; Arjuna was
fathered by Indra; Bhima was fathered by Vayu; and Nakula and Sehdev were

fathered by Ashwini. So, the system of Niyoga was there in those days.

In Kerala, the most revered God, Ayyappa is said to have been born by
the union of Shiva and Vishnu. That is why he is called Hari Hara Suta. In
Tamil Nadu, the most revered God is Murugan. In fact, my parents have

named me after the same God. Karti is one more name for Murugan. He was
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born from the netrikan, which is the third eye of Shiva. So, unconventional

births are mentioned in our puranas throughout.

This Government always says it draws inspiration from these puranas.
But this law which they have drafted is not inspired by the liberal Hindu epics.
In fact, this law has been drafted by somebody who has got a regressive,
colonial, and Victorian mindset. This law has not come from the Hindu liberal
traditions. This law has come from the completely regressive, Victorian, and
colonial mindset. | will tell you why. This law excludes many people, rather than
it includes. When | have given you so many instances of unconventional births
and unconventional unions in our Hindu epics, this law only allows married
people to have access to this technology. It does not allow LGBTQ people to
have access to this technology. It does not allow single men to have access to

this technology. So, this law is actually a Victorian law; it is not a Hindu law.

So, do not ever say that you are a Government which is actually
propagating Hindu values. The Hindu values are liberal values. You are, in
fact, propagating a Victorian colonial value. ... (Interruptions) | do not know

Hindi. | did not know Hindi earlier and | do not know Hindi even now.

This law does not take into account the new realities of India. Of course,
these new realities are not new realities. These were there in our ancient
scriptures. Those unions which were always there, were suppressed by the

colonial mentality. These unions must also be given access to this technology.

The LGBTQ population, live-in couples, and single men must also have access

to this technology if they want so.

This law is discriminatory. This law violates article 14 of the Constitution
as well as the Puttaswamy judgement of the hon. Supreme Court. The liberty
of procreation and choice of family life are an intrinsic aspect of the
fundamental right to privacy. Every individual who is mentally and physically fit
to be a parent and also financially fit, must be able to avail these technologies
and you cannot discriminate people by the lifestyle choices they make and

deny them access to this technology.

This law again is patriarchal. That is again a hallmark of this
Government and the hallmark of all it says. A person who is capable of
donating an egg, has to be married and has to have a child who is at least
three years old; only then can she become a donor. A single woman cannot be
a donor. Again, this reeks of patriarchy. According to this Government, unless
a woman fulfils the role of becoming a mother in an established union, she
cannot become a donor. This is again shameful. You again take away the right
of an individual to decide to be a donor or not. This aspect has to be looked
into. The Minister needs to address this issue. He should definitely give an
answer on why only married women and that too who have a child and whose

child has to be three years old, can become a donor of the egg.

There is something which is very troubling in this law. This law says that

you can send the embryo for determining any pre-existing deficiencies. This is
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very problematic because you are not defining what these pre-existing
heritable life-threatening genetic diseases are. This almost borders on
eugenics, where you want to do selection, where you want to decide what kind
of children can be born and what kind of children cannot be born. So, the
Minister must definitely address this issue. He should address as to why these
specific diseases which they want to prevent have not been defined and

leaving a very gaping hole there.

The Surrogacy Bill was passed in this House without a debate. That Bill
is still pending in the Rajya Sabha. So, it has not yet become a law. But this Bill
says that there is going to be an Oversight Board which will draw its powers
from the Surrogacy Act. Why are you bringing this Bill when that Bill has not

become a law?

There are many conflicts between these two laws. Why do you need to
have two Bills? Why could both not be combined? The Surrogacy Bill says that
you must keep record of 25 years. This Bill says you must keep the record for
ten years. Again, the Oversight Board will draw its powers from the Surrogacy
Act. The Surrogacy Bill has not become an Act yet. So, how are you going to
establish the Board where you are drawing the powers from that Act which is
not there? So, there is a lot of conflict. The Minister must address as to why
there is a haste in bringing this Bill when that Bill has not been passed? And
why is there a need to have two separate Bills, instead of having one

combined Bill, which deal with pretty much the same subject?
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Another issue has not been addressed. It could be problematic. It is a
very sensitive issue. A child born through a donor, after the age of 18, might be
curious to find out who the father is. That right is not given here. | accept that
there is a privacy right of the donor. There must be some sensitivity in this. The
ICMR has suggested that the characteristics of the donor must be revealed to
the child. The identity, of course, cannot be given because most donors are
anonymous. So, that sensitivity has not been handled in this Bill. The Minister
must inform us how he is going to handle this sensitive issue. As | said, it is a
very sensitive subject. | accept that. There is no politics in it. It is a very

sensitive subject and he must deal with it.

As far as complaint mechanism goes, only the Board can complain. An
individual cannot complain. So, you are really taking away the fundamental
right of a person from going to court. Only the Board can go to court and not
the individual. Again, this is very problematic. You cannot take away the
fundamental right of a person to go to court. The Board is only established by
the Surrogacy Act and the Surrogacy Act has still not been established. So,

that is another lacuna which you must address.

You want the Aadhaar card for the donor because you want to identify
the donor through that Aadhaar card. But the donor has to be anonymous.
What if there is a leak of data? What are we doing to protect that because a lot
of people are donors, but you do not want their identities to be there? It is

because they have no legal right over the child. So, lots of issues of privacy,
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lots of issues of fundamental rights and lots of issues of discrimination are very

much there and we must take them into account.

The clinics are not regulated. They are becoming commercial
establishments. The Minister knows that. IVF is a very, very expensive
procedure. People go through many cycles before they have any success in it.
It is a very expensive procedure. There is no control over its pricing. There is
no control over how these clinics are established. But you prohibit the donors
from charging anything because you do not want commercial exploitation of
that. There is a lot of merit in that, but there must be some balance. While you
are not regulating the medical practice, you are completely regulating the
surrogacy part of it. So, there must be some balance between them and there

must be some clarity in it.

The other thing that has not been addressed is this. This is a very
expensive procedure. Many people from all strata of society want to have
children of their own. What is the provision for them who do not have money?
Is there any programme which the Government is proposing by which people
who do not have the resources can also access this technology? This
technology cannot be available only to the rich. This technology must be
available to everybody who wants to have children. It should be accessible to

all. So, the Government must definitely address this issue as well.

As | said in the beginning, this is the Government which always says that

it draws inspiration from our puranas. But this Government is not at all acting in
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the way in which | have been taught Hindutva by my grandmother. This
Government is a Victorian colonial Government and it acts like that. Every act
of this Government is colonial. This Bill is also a colonial Bill and not a Bill
which is true to our faith, which is liberal, which accommodates everybody,
looks at different kinds of relationships, and looks at all kinds of things
encompassing all philosophies. That all-encompassing philosophy has always
been lacking in this Government. This Bill is yet another example of that.

DR. HEENA VIJAYKUMAR GAVIT (NANDURBAR): Sir, | rise to support the
Assisted Reproductive Technology (Regulation) Bill, 2020. In India, assisted

reproductive technology has remained unregularized for a long, long time.

Baby Manji Yamada Versus Union of India was the first case wherein
the Supreme Court had remarked on the importance of developing a strong
legislative framework to govern surrogacy which is a common method of
assisted reproductive technology in India. This judgement also holds critical
importance because it was decided upon by the judges under the presumption
of legality of surrogacy agreements and surrogate motherhood. This
judgement also acts as the precursor to the Surrogacy (Regulation) Bill, 2019
which was passed by the Lok Sabha in August, 2019 after which it was

referred to the Select Committee.

The Surrogacy (Regulation) Bill bans commercial surrogacy. However, it

has allowed altruistic surrogacy to the intending infertile Indian married couples
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between the age of 23-50 years for females and 26-55 years for males. The
reason why we need regulation of the assisted reproductive technology is that
lots of studies have been done in this field. Since 2002, studies have reported
that India has boomed as a major centre for assisted reproductive technology,
especially surrogacy. A report by the Confederation of Indian Industry in as
early as 2002 estimated that the practice will generate about two billion dollars

to three billion dollars per year till 2012.

The 129" report of the Parliamentary Standing Committee on Health and
Family Welfare on the Assisted Reproductive Technology Bill, 2020 had also
highlighted the growing market for assisted reproductive technology facilities
and a growing demand for the same. A market research by Fortune Business
Insights on assisted reproductive technology has found that the high
prevalence of infertility among citizens is responsible for the booming market

for assisted reproductive technology.

A report by the Ministry of Women and Child Development also
emphasized that there has been an increase in the number of foreign couples
coming to India who opt to travel to India to have surrogate children. There can
be lots of reasons behind that. One reason is that there is a legislative
prohibition in some of the countries. That is one of the reasons why foreign
couples come to India. One of the most important reasons why foreign couples
come to India is that earlier there was a lack of any legislation which was

having regulation over assisted reproductive technology. The second reason is
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that the cost of assisted reproductive technology in India was much, much

lower than in other parts of the world.

The increasing influx of foreigners to India for the Assisted Reproductive
Technology procedures has been one of the key reasons for medical tourism
in India. The heightened financial disability among women -- of a particular
section of the society -- in India has been an important factor that aids these
practices. The prospect of earning money in exchange of providing support for
the Assisted Reproductive Technology procedures has made many women in
India an easy target for rich and wealthy couples who want to have children

through Assisted Reproductive Technology.

This has paved way for ‘Womb on rent’ as a concept of earning
livelihood for the destitute women with no financial resources to back them. So
far, we have seen that mostly the under-privileged women come forward for
giving services or helping in Assisted Reproductive Technology, particularly for
becoming surrogate mothers. This, in turn, leads to a lot of exploitation of
women, abandonment of children, and there is commercialisation seen in this

field.

Initially, Assisted Reproductive Technology came on a humanitarian
ground to assist those couples who are infertile and who cannot have their own
children. But, unfortunately, over a period of time, a lot of commercialization
has taken place. Hence, we need the regulation of Assisted Reproductive

Technology (Regulation) Bill.
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This Assisted Reproductive Technology Bill addresses an array of
issues that have been observed in practices prevailing in India. The Bill
provides for eligibility criteria for couples who want to avail the benefits of
Assisted Reproductive Technology, and eligibility criteria for those who are
rendering services related to Assisted Reproductive Technology. It also
mandates proper registration of Assisted Reproductive Technology clinics and
banks to enhance scrutiny of their functioning by authorities constituted by the

Government under this Act.

As regards the objectives of the Bill, it seeks to regulate Assisted
Reproductive Technology services including the In-Vitro Fertilisation, egg
retrieval, embryo transfer, and surrogacy among many other Assisted
Reproductive Technologies. Firstly, the Bill was drafted with an objective for
regularizing the registration of the Assisted Reproductive Technology clinics
and banks; secondly, regularising the age and other criteria for couples who
are looking to avail for the benefits of Assisted Reproductive Technology;
thirdly, specifying the number of embryos to be planted to the uterus of a
woman; fourthly, disallowing sex selection at every stage of the Assisted
Reproductive Technology process; and fifthly, ensuring penal provisions for

unethical practices in the Assisted Reproductive Technology clinics.

How is registration going to benefit us? | would like to share a data with
this august House. As of 2017, only 20 per cent of the IVF clinics and two per

cent of the functional Assisted Reproductive Technology clinics were
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registered under ICMR. This means that 80 per cent of the IVF clinics were not
registered and 98 per cent of the Assisted Reproductive Technology clinics
were not registered. This indirectly means that we had no control over what
was happening. They were not accountable if any mishap happened there
because they were not registered. So, lots of these issues were coming up and

that is why this registration is of prime importance to all of us.

A centralised registry of the Assisted Reproductive Technology clinics is
the first step towards ensuring transparency in the service that they are
providing. This point is very important. Anything in Assisted Reproductive
Technology has to be transparent. Unfortunately, in the past, we have seen
that not many things were happening in a transparent manner. Hence,
transparency will come once there is a national registry for registering Assisted
Reproductive Technology clinics in the country. This will also help in ensuring
legitimacy in their clientele and regularise the cost at which these services are
being provided. This will also allow the Government to monitor the quality of
services that are being provided by these entities, which is critical to ensure
the health safety of mother and child who are involved in the Assisted
Reproductive Technology process. Registration will also further ensure strict
adherence to the guidelines issued by the Government including submission of
the documents and proof of manpower who are trained for these complex

procedures.
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When we talk of Assisted Reproductive Technology, it is a very complex
procedure, and we need to have skilled manpower working in those Assisted

Reproductive Technology clinics.

Minister particularly for bringing in this Bill. | would like to highlight that in the
past very scant insurance coverage was seen in the ART procedures. Most of
the times, what happens is that - and normally also — pregnancy has an
inherent risk. Nobody sitting here can say that this lady during her pregnancy
will not have any complications. Complications can arise at any point of time.
We have seen in the past that lots of legal issues have also come up.

Therefore, insurance of those women is very important.

For conditions like when there is a complication of placenta previa where
it is supposed to not continue the pregnancy because it becomes a high-risk
pregnancy. In some cases, like the surrogate mother, couple wants the mother
to give birth to the child. So, the doctors go for a conservative pregnancy.
Then, that can become life threatening also to the mother. Therefore, having
insurance coverage for the mother is very important. | thank the hon. Minister

for especially addressing that issue also.
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This ART Bill allows the following beneficiaries to avail the benefits of
the Assisted Reproductive Technology: one is the Indian married couples,
male and female; single Indian females; single foreign females; and married
foreign couples, male and female. | was listening to my colleague on the other
side who was speaking of — why single males or only males cannot be a part of
this? Then, a lot of people also question, why single male is not allowed to take
the benefit of the Assisted Reproductive Technology. According to the
Adoption Rules of 2017 in our country, a single male cannot adopt a girlchild.
According to this Bill, sex selection of the embryo is not permissible. So, even if
a male wants to adopt a child, it is difficult in the earlier stages to know that the
conceived child or the child which is going to be born, is a male or female. Sir,
it is because of this practical issue, it is not possible to have single male go for

the ART procedures.

The rights and duties of the ART Clinics is very important because this is
where the entire procedure is going to take place. The ART Clinics must
ensure that the women who are approaching to the ART Clinics for their
services are above the legal age of marriage and below the age of 50 years
whereas the men who are approaching the clinics for their services are above
the legal age of marriage and below the age of 55 years. What happens is
this. In the past we have seen that there are many such cases, | will not say all,
but in many clinics, many unmarried girls are going; many unmarried girls are

participating in this ART procedure. A lot of exploitation has been done in the
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past. If a female is married and has her own child, many a time it also happens
that while giving birth to a child, she might have a complication and because of
which in the future, she might not be able to give birth to any child. That is the
reason why it is essential that she is married and she has her own child. Then

only, she should be going for the Assisted Reproductive Technology services.

According to the Bill, the ART Clinic must also ensure that the oocyte
donor is between the age of 23 and 35 years of age. It also says that the donor
may donate oocyte only once in her lifetime and only seven oocytes shall be
retrieved from the donor. Why only seven? | would also like to address that
because when a female oocyte is retrieved, she is given Ovulation Induction
Drugs (OID). There have been studies in the past when women are given too
many high doses of OID to get more oocytes. This has been practiced in many
ART clinics. They want more oocytes; then, they can make more money out of
it. That is the reason why the Bill says, only seven oocytes because when we
give OID, it causes ovarian hyperstimulation syndrome; in mild cases, it just

secretes fluid in the body.

But in severe cases, it can be life threatening to the female whom we are

giving these drugs to get the oocyte. So, it is very properly put in clause here.

In the best interest of the oocyte donors, the Bill also mandates that the
oocyte shall be retrieved from a woman who has been married like | already
said and she should have at least a child of three years of age. Under section

22, the Bill mandates for an informed consent from all the parties which are
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involved in the procedure of the ART technology. To further affirm the well
being of an oocyte donor, the Bill mandates that there must be an insurance

coverage in favour of the oocyte donor as well.

The most important thing | feel when we talk of ART procedure is the
professional counselling of both the commissioning couple as well as the
woman who is involved in this procedure. It is very important that the ART
clinic must professionally counsel about the implications, the success rate and
also guide them to make an informed decision which is very important. | am

glad that the Bill also speaks on this.

Any information at the ART clinic about the single woman or the
commissioning couple is to be kept confidential which is very important

because we all think of privacy these days. | think this is very, very important.

Every ART clinic and bank must have a grievance redressal cell. If
anybody has any complaint or anybody wants to take up any issues, the

grievance redressal cell will definitely be addressing those issues.

| would commendably congratulate the Government because recently,
the National Family Health Survey-5 has come which has shown that India has
a higher number of female citizens than male citizens. Though this indicates a
significant and definite improvement in the space of gender equality at birth,
this was also achieved through the relentless and constant work of the

Government to ensure the same.
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When we are talking of technology, it can be a boon and a curse at the
same time. Therefore, to ensure that the technology is used ethically, this Bill
expressly prohibits sex selection at all stages of the procedure. Section 21
prohibits sex selection. Section 32 lays down penalty for those who engage in
sex selection. Section 32 mandates imprisonment for a period extending from
five to ten years. The Bill mandates that the rights of the child born through
Assisted Reproductive Technology will have the same rights as that of a
biological child born to the commissioning couple. The child will have the same
rights, responsibilities and privileges that are otherwise available to a biological
child under any law in force. Section 33 states that if the parents or the medical
practitioner abandons the child, the person responsible will have to pay a fine
of Rs. 5 lakhs to Rs. 10 lakhs for the first offence. If this is being done
subsequently, they will be liable to be imprisoned for a term of eight to twelve

years along with a fine which is above Rs. 10 lakhs and less than Rs. 20 lakhs.

Different authorities to regulate the ART have also been put in place. To
ensure maximum coverage among laws, the National Board, State Board and
the National Registry shall be the same as the National Board that was
mentioned in the Surrogacy Bill. The National Board will be constituted under
sub-section 1 of section 15 of the Surrogacy Act. The powers and functions of
the National Board will be to advise the Central Government on policy matters
related to the ART. The National Board will remain the central policy making

authority to bring uniformity in access, treatment services and quality across all
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clinics. They shall also govern the ART services provided, nature of services
provided and the outcome of the services. However, since the penalties are
different for both the Bills, the offences and penalties under the ART Bill will be
administered by the registration authority under the ART Bill. According to
section 40 of the Bill, these three authorities or the officers authorised by these
may search the premises of any facility where they think that any offence under

this Act has taken place.

Under the quick development of technology and science along with the
vast expansion of ART facilities in India, there is a real and urgent need to

introduce a legislative framework to regulate the functioning of these entities.

There are numerous social, legal, ethical, and scientific aspects to the
ART procedures that need to be taken into account while devising the
framework to govern the ART practices in India. The Bill has analysed ART
landscape in India and has effectively addressed all the issues and
malpractices that are there. The Bill has elaborately laid down a framework that
expressly prevents exploitation of women and children involved in ART
procedures and carries the best interests of donors and biological parents

forward.

Sir, we see that these days a lot of celebrities are using surrogacy to
have children. Many celebrities who have already had their own biological
children are also going in for surrogacy. This Bill will definitely ensure that

people who are in need, the couples who are infertile, can avail the benefits of
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ART. It is not that just because somebody who has lots of money and does not
want to carry a pregnancy can go for this. | think these things also will be

checked upon by this Bill.

Sir, lastly, | would like to make a small suggestion before | finish. Section
12 speaks of the State Board and its composition. In the composition, it says
that an eminent medical practitioner will be one of the members on the Board.
Instead of having ‘eminent medical practitioner, if we have an ‘eminent
gynaecologist or obstetrician’, | think that will be more appropriate in the

context of the Bill.

Sir, with these words, | wholeheartedly support the Bill. Thank you.

SHRI GAUTHAM SIGAMANI PON (KALLAKURICHI): Mr. Chairman, Sir,
thank you for giving me this opportunity to express my views on this Assisted

Reproductive Technology (Regulation) Bill, 2020.

As a DMK Member of Parliament concerned over State powers, first |
wish to start with the powers of the National and State Boards as provided in
the Assisted Reproductive Technology (Regulation) Bill, 2020. Section 8 of the
Bill states that the powers of the State Boards and every provision is only an
insistence to follow the directions of the National Board. Sir, then | do not find
any reason to have a State Board. The easiest way would have been to have a

branch each of the National Board in every State like the Union Government
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officers already existing. So, the present Government has taken on itself the
sole responsibility of regulating the emerging field. This obsession of this

Government is very established now.

Next, as a Medico, | wish to register a strong protest on behalf of the
medical community. This Bill in the guise of stringent rules, tries to project the
medical practitioners of assisted reproductive medicine as willing or conscious
defaulters. Sir, regulating a medical practice need not focus so much on
criminalising the whole process. Registration, maintenance of proper records
and following protocols as provided in the Act is fine. But proposing stringent
criminal clause and punishment provisions does not seem to be fair. Periodical
inspections, monitoring, and summoning registered clinics for verifying the
records and enquiry is all right. But search and seizure of records are
thoroughly unwarranted. Tomorrow if a clause is added, arrest and remand

can also be provided under this Act.

Sir, there is room for irregularities in every service and regulating the
same is in order. But medical service works on a different footing. Every
decision taken can be interpreted in more than two ways. When so much care
is taken to deal with the ‘complaint’ part, not a clause is there to protect or
even defend the medical practitioner. As the Government is aware, this is an
ever-growing new field and innovative methodologies are added every now
and then. Hence, there should be a clause to defend the medical decisions

taken in specific situations. The field has agencies who could exploit the
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commissioning couple and the doctors as well. Hence, the following few points

need to be addressed immediately.

1. The National and State Boards should necessarily have Assisted
Reproductive Technology experts on them.

2. The complaints could range from clerical errors to critically technical
ones. So, the complaint redressing mechanism should not be handled
by non-medico bureaucracy/police alone. The Complaints Evaluation
Committee should have an ART expert in the panel.

There should be a clause to punish the complainant if the complaint is

proved false. This will discourage false and motivated complaints.

Lastly, the criminal and punishment clause providing for long
imprisonment should be removed. Defaulters and offenders should be dealt

with as per the CrPC.

Thank you, Sir.
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DR. KAKOLI GHOSH DASTIDAR (BARASAT): Thank you, Sir. Our country
has, for long, awaited the legislation on Assisted Reproductive Technology.
Nearly 60 million people of this country of adult age group were waiting for the
legislation because nearly 60 million people at a time of the reproductive age
group in this country suffer from infertility who are unable to bear a child after
one year of unprotected coitus, that is, nearly 30 million couples. So, it is at
least laudable that the hon. Minister and the Government have brought this
Bill, though the Surrogacy Bill was like putting the cart before the horse. It was
brought here before. Surrogacy cannot take place unless in-vitro fertilisation

takes place. So, we brought the cart; now we are bringing the horse.

What | would like to say is this. | completely agree with Mr. Karti here in
point about the exclusion of single parents, transgenders and LGBT couples at
this age; they should be brought in. They also have a right to become parents.
Extracorporeal fertilization, that is what ART is, which is fertilization outside the
human body, has been compared to man’s landing on moon. It is so specific,
so sensitive and so super-specialised. People who have been working on it for
30-40 vyears have devoted their lives to make the baby happen.
Extracorporeal fertilization means taking out the gamete, that is the oocyte
from the woman, and the sperm from the male partner, and mimicking
completely whatever we have inside us, the human beings. In physiological
terms, it is known as milieu interieur. We mimic this situation outside in the

laboratory, in the computer which has oxygen, carbon dioxide, humidity as we
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have in our body and the baby is formed outside. This is a very, very difficult
task. But it is a proud moment for India that we are contemporary with
Professor Robert Edwards and Mr. Patrick Steptoe of the Bourn Hall Clinic,
Cambridge. They have been given the Nobel Prize but our own scientist Prof.
Subhash Mukherjee was not. But he was a contemporary of not only
Professor Robert Edwards and Mr. Patrick Steptoe but also of Townsend of
Australia and Harvard Johns of the United States. He was a Bengali. | am
proud of that. But he had to commit suicide because the then Government, the
Left Front Government ridiculed him. They did not believe that he did it. So,
he committed suicide. | have a very sensitive feeling towards him. | am
humble that | was his physiology student. After his death, his work was taken
up by one of his colleagues and another student, Dr. Baidyanath Chakraborty
and Dr. Sudarshan Ghosh Dastidar, who not only carried forward his work, but
also reported the first successful IVF pregnancy from Asia in the Third World

Congress at Helsinki, Finland in 1984.

Before we go deep into the Bill, from my side, | would like to elaborate a
little bit on the procedure. It is because the procedure has a great significance
to this Bill today. As Dr. Gavit was saying that ovarian hyperstimulation might
take place. Ovarian hyperstimulation is a killer disease. It is not talking about
Gynaecology. Sometimes an IVF laboratory is mixed up with a pathological

laboratory. It has nothing in common.
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A pathologist knows nothing about the IVF. He has never handled the
gametes. An ovum is 100 microns in diameter, about as wide as a strand of
hair, and can only be seen under microscope. A sperm is much smaller than
that. When in vitro fertilization takes place, these two are mixed in petri dish.
Though it is called test tube baby these days, most people do not use test
tubes. They use petri dishes. This petri dish is then put in the incubator for the

baby to develop on its own.

There is an advancement to this, which is known as intracytoplasmic
sperm injection. In case the sperm is so slow, or so less in number, hair-thin
pipettes are used to place the sperm in an equipment called the
micromanipulator, where the tail of the sperm is crushed and it is then injected
into an ovum to develop into a baby. This is called intracytoplasmic sperm

injection, which is a much superior technology than ART or IVF.

To master this technique of catching hold of sperm, by using joysticks, in
the robotic movement and putting it in the ovum, a doctor spends his life time.
When we are talking about the National Board or the State Board, we are not
mentioning who is going to be its member. With due respect to the
administrator, with due respect to the officers who are going to be the
members of the Board, | would like to say that they have no knowledge about
these equipment, or the scientific procedure involved. So, if they themselves
do not know or understand the procedure, how are they going to catch hold of

those erring clinics? How will they be able to know who is doing wrong,
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cheating the patient, and who is actually doing AID but saying that he has done

ICSI. What is the difference between the two?

AID is Atrtificial Insemination by Donor. It is a very simple and easy
technique. A woman who is ovulating comes to the doctor saying that her
husband’s sperm count is very low. A doctor who knows about ICSI will say
that he can use his husband’s sperms. Even we have an advanced technique
to ICSI, that is TESA, in which a single sperm can be taken out by cutting the
testis of a man and then following ICSI. In this way, the doctor can assure the
patient that the baby will have the genetic material of its own father because it
is his sperm which he has taken out and used. But, if a doctor is trying to
cheat, he can take somebody else’s sperm from the sperm bank and use it. If
the administrator of the Board does not know about this procedure, he will not

be able to find out whether the patient has been cheated. So, it is completely

wrong, erroneous, and — mind my words — | would say that some ... i} person
has coined this term of administrator in the Board. It is not done. The National

Board or the State Board cannot be formed like this.

Bengal has a role in the renaissance. Bengal has come up again
through music, culture, and art because of our hon. Chief Minister, Kumari
Mamata Banerjee. Some Member was talking about poor patients. Kumari
Mamata Banerjee has opened a state-of-art ART Centre of Excellence in a

State Government hospital of West Bengal where poor patients can take the

* Not recorded
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benefit of free IVF or ICSI treatment. This has already been started. If the
Government want to control or stop the patients from being cheated, such
centres must be opened in the Government sector because the private sector
has been cheating the patients. | will here mention only the name of the State
and not the name of the doctor because | do not want to highlight her. In
Gujarat there was a lady, who nearly owned a whole village, who used to go to
poor ladies, give them food for one year, take out their ovum, make them
surrogate mothers and cheat them. | do not want to name her. | am sure the
Government knows about her. | have just mentioned the State. | do not want
to mention the name of the person because it is not the State which is erring

but it is that particular doctor who is erring.

So, there are doctors who want to err and cheat patients. This kind of a
National Board and a State Board is completely erroneous because unless the
doctor or the member of the Board knows about the subject, they cannot catch

hold of the patients.

The provision with regard to the registry is good. The clinics should be
registered. The clinics should be made accountable and they should be putting

in the data that how many oocytes were retrieved.

Dr. Heena Gavit was talking about hyperstimulation. Each woman
ovulates once a month in the reproductive age group. But when we are doing
this artificial insemination, we are giving them injections depending upon her

hormonal status and too many eggs might come out. The eggs might be so
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many -- that is called hyperstimulation -- that there is extravasation for fluid in
the third space and she might get collected fluid in her abdominal ascites.
Even fluid might collect in her thorax or hydrothorax and she might die. So, you
have to know where to stop this stimulation of the injections and to stop that, a
qualified doctor, who has been working on the subject for the last 20 or 25 or
30 or 40 years, must see the result of the rising blood E2 level every day. So,
unless the Board is qualified enough, it will not be able to catch it. How do you
see how many eggs are coming out? You cannot see it from the top. So, for
that, we do a transvaginal ultrasound daily. We measure the doppler blood flow
daily and we measure the size of the follicles daily. So, one doctor has to sit
throughout the day and night measuring the follicles every day in the woman to

see that she will not die.

It is a very humble moment for me. | am this country’s first Transvaginal
Ultrasound Sonologist. | started my work in 1980-81. | have forgotten the year.
Maybe, it is more than 42 years. So, unless you know how many eggs she is
bringing out, you cannot caution her that she might die. You just stop the
medicines and the injections, take out the follicles and let her live. There
should be a qualified person in the Board. The Bill says nothing about the
qualified persons. We cannot have so many boards — one board here, one
board there and everywhere. Here a prick, there a chick, and everywhere a
chick chick. We do not have so many qualified people in this country. There

are a few qualified people who have been working for the last 20 or 30 or 40
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years. So, you might have one single board and it might be a centralised
reporting telling who is doing what. Many clinics have been cheating women.
Many women have lost their lives. Many women have lost their properties
trying to get a baby because everybody wants to have a baby after marriage.
Nowadays, before marriage, young people want to have a baby. Now, we have
to keep up to the times. If they are of age, why cannot we give them a benefit

of becoming parents? We should be able to do that. Science is there.

Another erroneous term here is the ‘bank’. This is not the State Bank in
Kolkata or the State Bank in Delhi. It is talking about ‘gamete’ banks. Where to
get the gametes from? As far as male is concerned, it is very easy. Males
know how to take out the samples. That is treated and the same is put in the
bank. But for the women again, she has to stimulate it with injections. The
folliculometry has to be done through the transvaginal ultrasound -- the serial
rise of the estradiol level like | was talking for the patient -- and then, through
the vagina, the ovum retrieval has to be done. So how do you form an ovum
bank without the qualified people? Who trains the qualified people? As far as |
know, even till date, we do not have an ART degree here in the country.
Please let me tell you that Gynaecologists are not ART specialists. Dr. Heena
Gavit, | am sorry to say this. Gynaecology has only one chapter on it. Williams
has only one chapter maybe. Gynaecologists, per se, are not infertility
specialists. Infertility specialists are those who have worked with the gametes.

They are the ones who have been doing it for twenty years and who know the
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subject right from the beginning. So, who will form the Board and who will

monitor the bank?

You were also talking about the gamete bank and zygote bank, that is,
an embryo bank. To form the embryo, you need an IVF lab. So, unless there is
a proper and a government-monitored IVF laboratory with serious, sincere and
experienced doctors, how do you form a gamete? As | have told you earlier,
take the oocyte from the lady through the transvaginal ultrasound and take the
sperm from the man if it is a masturbated specimen and if he does not have a
semen outside, then cut the testis and take it out. This is called TESA or

PESA.

You put them together and make the baby. Then, you put the embryo in
the bank. So, you need a laboratory. The bank and the laboratory must be in
the same place because if the bank is somewhere and the laboratory is
somewhere, you take out the egg here and make the baby here and carry it to

the bank. It will die on the way. The baby is smaller than your hair strand.

This Bill today, | think, also goes to support corporates. There are
corporates and we know about them. | do not want to mention the names here.
They have come into India. They are mostly international corporates. It will
support them because the international corporates will be using foolhardy
gullible patients. They will tell them that they will get them donor. They take
money from them and do not give to the donor or to the surrogate. So, this will

support the corporates and not the poor people of the country. It will not
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support the sixty million brothers and sisters who are looking for a child, for
whom this Bill is being brought today and for that case, | am so grateful to the

Minister.

Hon. Minister should give a thought to the things that | have been
speaking about. This Bill has to be changed. It has to go to scrutiny and the
Board must be manned by people who know the subject. But banks have to be
completely abolished unless it is associated with an IVF laboratory manned by
the people who know the subject and who are not actually pathologists. | am
not trying to demean the pathologists. If a pathologist has been working on IVF
for 30 years, then welcome them. If an hon. gynecologist is working on IVF for
30 years, then welcome them. Otherwise, every gynecologist is not an IVF
specialist because it is not taught in MBBS or MD curriculum. You have to give
thought to all these things before we come to the Bill to pass it. Thank you so

much Sir.
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DR. BEESETTI VENKATA SATYAVATHI (ANAKAPALLE): Thank you

Chairperson Sir.

On behalf of YSR Party and under the dynamic leadership of Shri Y.S.
Jaganmohan Reddy garu, | stand here to support the Bill. Many previous
Speakers like Dr. Kakoli Ghosh and Dr. Heena have highlighted many points.
While hearing Dr. Kakoli Ji's speech, | felt like | am hearing gynecology class

during my post-graduation days. It is a pleasure that | am here with you all.

Respected Chairperson Sir, from my Party, | want to make a few points
about the Bill. The Assisted Reproductive Technology (Regulation) Bill, 2020
provides for the regulation and supervision of the assisted reproductive
technology clinics and assisted reproductive technology banks. So, this Bill is
for regulation, prevention of misuse, safe and ethical practice of assisted

reproductive technology services and the matters connected therewith.

Chairperson Sir, this Bill also intends to protect the affected women and
children from exploitation, support the oocyte donor with an insurance cover,
regulate multiple embryo implantation and protect the children born through
ART. The Bill, further, aims to regulate cryopreservation of sperm, oocytes
and embryo by the ART Banks and intends to make pre-genetic implantation
testing mandatory for pre-existing heritable or genetic diseases only for the

benefit of the child born through assisted reproductive technology.
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So, again, Chairperson Sir, India’s fertility industry is an integral part of
the country’s growing medical tourism industry which experienced 30 per cent
growth in 2000 and 15 per cent growth between 2005 and 2010. Despite so
much activity in India, there are no standardisation protocols yet and reporting

is still very inadequate.

Furthermore, there are only guidelines on ART and no law still exists.
There has been debate on the medical, ethical and legal aspects of the ART.

That is why, this Bill has come to regulate all these things.

So, to mention a few points, the Bill provides that every ART clinic and
bank must be registered under the National Registry of Banks and Clinics of
India. The National Registry will be established under the Bill and will act as a

central database with the details of all ART clinics and banks in the country.

State Governments will appoint Registration Authorities for facilitating

the registration process.

Hon. Chairperson, Sir, a child born through ART will be deemed to be a
biological child of the commissioning couple and will be entitled to the rights
and privileges available to a natural child of a commissioning couple. A donor
will not have any parental rights over the child. These are the few

regularisation points that | wanted to make.

The other point is about the establishment of Boards. With regard to the

national and State Boards, the Bill provides that the national and State Boards
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for surrogacy constituted under the Surrogacy Regulation Bill, 2019 will act as
a national and State Board respectively for the regulation of the ART services
also. The key powers and functions of the national Board include advising the
Central Government on ART related policy matters and reviewing and
monitoring the implementation of the provisions of the Bill. Any clinic or bank
advertising or offering sex selective ART will be punishable with imprisonment
between five and ten years, or fine between Rs. 10 lakh and Rs. 25 lakh, or
both. No court will take cognizance of offences under the Bill except on a
complaint made by the national or State Boards or by any officer authorised by

the Boards.

The Standing Committee also made some recommendations. The
Committee noted that the cost of ART services varies across clinics. It
recommended that a Standard Operating Procedure should be formulated to
ensure the uniform cost of ART services and also adhere to global quality
standards. Further, a monitoring mechanism should be set up under the
national Board to prohibit commercialisation of ART services by the private

sector providers.

Sir, before | conclude, | would like to submit that the Bill is a welcome
legislation and the impact of it would be that it would bring about the
registration of all the clinics; it would control unethical ART practices; it would

improve the quality of ART services; it would facilitate framing of requisite
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policies as we would be having all the data; and most importantly, the needy
couples would be more sure of the ethical practice of ART.

At present there are only six IVF clinics in Government sector, namely,
in AIIMS, Lady Hardinge, PGI, Chandigarh, KGM Lucknow, Army Hospital
Delhi and Pune, while remaining thousands of IVF centres are in the private
sector. So, the Government should ensure that each medical college or
premier Government hospitals or institute must have IVF for ART facilities so
as to enable the common poor masses to avail the services of ART.

Sir, finally, from our State of Andhra Pradesh | would like to highlight that
post-bifurcation of the State — since the hon. Health Minister is present here —
absence of tier | cities in the State has resulted in no scope for private
healthcare sector to provide super-speciality healthcare services in the State.
This is only possible through setting up of public sector institutions. Hence, |
would like to request the Government, through you, to approve the proposal for
setting up of 13 new medical colleges that have been submitted already by our
hon.

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SHRIMATI SUPRIYA SADANAND SULE (BARAMATI): Mr. Chairman, Sir, |
stand here and thank the hon. Minister for bringing this very important Bill to
Parliament today. | would like to congratulate my colleague Kakoli Ghosh who
has outdone herself in her speech today. It was really one of the finest
speeches we have heard in Parliament after a long time. She was very
patiently heard by everybody. My colleague Sangeeta Azad is not a doctor, my
colleague Karti Chidambaram, and Dr. Satyavati, who herself is an MD, have
thrown a lot of light on a very serious subject.

Sir, | am not a doctor. But | do understand the trauma a couple goes
through. | was just talking to my friend Kanimozhi about the same thing. When
such a Bill comes up, it really makes you to introspect and think about your life
that something which comes so easily to millions of women, there is a cross-
section of couples or human beings who have such difficulty in having a child. |
think having a child is one of the happiest moments for any woman in this
world. So, | congratulate the hon. Minister for bringing this Bill. But | would just
like to ask him a few questions and give some suggestions to him. | think this is
a very wonderful and one of the finest debates where, | think, we have all

learnt something new today.

| would like to ask the hon. Minister as to how the Surrogacy Bill and this
Bill are going to complement each other, because there was one big point

which everybody has made and | would also like to highlight. | am not going to
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repeat any points which have been made earlier by my colleagues and they

are all very valid.

We all feel that besides the couples who want the children, there is a
cross section of single people in this country today, who also want to have
children especially the LGBTQ community, and a single father, which | think
Karti Chidambaram talked about. Here, Heena Gavit clarified that because of
the Adoption Rule, 2007, single men cannot adopt a girl; and because they
cannot adopt a girl, they cannot avail of this Bill. | think, this is something, we
as a society need to introspect. | agree, a single father is a man, and | think,
here we will have to talk to the Minister of Women and Child Development. |
would request the hon. Health Minister to speak to the hon. Minister of Women
and Child Development. Maybe, a lot of us can also help and contribute, and

work out on it after an extensive discussion.

But | feel that we should not deprive any human being, who deserves or
wants to have a child. So, just to leave any man out because there are some
adoption rules, will not be fair. Rules are made by all of us and they have to be
inclusive. That is the beauty of legislation. So, why do we not put all the bright
minds together, take technical people who have worked on this, and see how
we can make best use of it? Everybody can make use of all such legislations

that we make and this being one of the most important one.

Another point, which | would like to make to the hon. Minister, who is so

patiently listening to us is, what Kakoli Ghosh also said. It is really about the
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timing of the Bill. ‘The horse before the cart or the cart before the horse’, is
what has happened. But | think, we must expedite this and make sure that the
Bill, which is pending before the Rajya Sabha, is moved so that we can
integrate the two Bills. You can make sure that they are implemented

flawlessly in this country.

Kakoli Ghosh extensively talked about the technicality of people, who
will be on the Committee. | propose to the hon. Minister, with the permission of
all my colleagues, that why don’'t you start with Parliament? We have
Satyavathi-ji and Kakoli Ghoshi-ji who are so qualified. So, why does the
Parliament not promote such people, who genuinely want to do something?
They have done things on the field and it is not that the first time they would be
doing it. Heena is also a doctor. So, they can choose and make sure that this
Committee has got people who are working on the field. | have nothing
against it. It is wonderful that there should be Secretaries in the Committee.
As Dr. Kakoli Ghosh said, we have no objection to Secretaries being there in
the Committee. But then, the Secretaries, who are going to be there, have to
be highly qualified like my friends Dr. Satyavathi, Dr. Kakoli and Dr. Heena.
So, | feel that the Committee has to be very, very critical. If | am put on this
Committee, | am not sure whether | would be able to contribute like all these
women colleagues who are so qualified to do it. So, | think, it is going to be

very, very important of how to get this Committee going.

| would like to highlight one more point to the hon. Minster. There is a
pre-implementation genetic testing. Will you be allowing this? The technical
part of pre-implementation genetic testing is that this is not for sex
determination but it is for disease determination. So, what is the Government
line on this? What would the Mantralya like to propose for this testing? It is
because the parents would not really want to give birth to a child who could be
having deformity. It is the question of the life of the parents and the child. We
do not even know how long the child will live. Normally, it would be either
down syndrome or epilepsy or cerebral palsy. There are so many issues that
the parents go through. So, if there is a chance that we could address this as
an extension, it would be good. | am sure, Kakoli Ghosh-ji and Satyavathi-ji
would throw some light on this later on and explain to us whether this kind of
technology can be made use of. | am saying it because this Bill seems to be
silent on disease control. So, can you guide us on how we can take this

forward?

About the clinics and technicians, the other Members have already
spoken extensively. But to make this affordable to all, why don’t you give it as
a project to every State? You may give a target to every State. We would
want firstly the skilled workers to do it. Whatever | understand from the speech
of Dr. Kakoli Ghosh is that it is a highly technical and skilled job. There are a

lot of times and even in Government hospitals, we do not get people even to
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do simple sonographies. So, here, the big question is that if we do not have

technicians for a simple sonography, how are we going to expand the ART?

So, is the Government doing something through the Skill Development
Department to make sure that we put this as an agenda as a top priority
programme for any Government, be it our State or your State or the country as
a whole? Why don’t you take the help of FOGSI, which includes great
gynaecologists? They have also written to you. They have a great

organisation in India.

| think, the COVID-19 has taught all of us that the entire medical
fraternity has exceptionally delivered and, actually, outdone themselves during
COVID-19 times. Why are we looking at only putting everybody in jail? Jail is
not the solution. The doctors are not criminals. They have proved to be God
right now in India. In COVID, who has saved our lives? It is the administration
which has worked overtime and all the doctors and medical workers who
worked so hard during the COVID-19 pandemic. Therefore, | urge the hon.
Minister to find a way out. Just putting in jail all our doctors may not be a
solution. Why do not you take the help of IMA or FOGSI or all such
organisations instead of putting criminal charges on doctors? Is there not a
way where their institute, IMA or the FOGSI, can punish the doctors instead of
us punishing and putting them in jail? | do not think, putting them in jail is

going to be a solution. | think, this is something about which you must talk to
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all doctors. Your MoS, Bharati tai, is also a doctor. Why do you not ask her to
talk to the fraternity? Sanjay bhai, who is sitting here, is also a doctor. | am
sure, they will all agree with what | am saying. This is not about you versus us
but this is largely a social goal that we have to achieve. We have to make sure
that the doctors of this country feel very secure and safe. We cannot threaten
our doctors. So, this is a very good act that you all are doing. Technically, |
am not sure if India is really ready and sound and, therefore, | urge the hon.
Minister, in his reply, to see how we, as States, can work better with you to

improve the situation of all the women.

Just a last line that | would like to read what the lady Gita Aravamudan,
an award-winning journalist, said in the book, Baby Makers: The Story of
Indian Surrogacy. She said in her book: “The Constitution gives a woman the
right to reproduce or not to reproduce as she wishes and she has the right to
privacy when she makes her reproductive choices.” So, this has to be
incorporated in the Bill. If | have the right to reproduce, | mean, | can hire a
surrogate. | can go in for IVF whether | am a transgender or a lesbian or a
divorcee. | have this right as | wish. This is a woman who has lent her womb,
who has all these rights. So, | request you to be considerate. This is not a
gender issue; this is a social issue. | think, sometimes, some things should be

dealt with the heart. Thank you, Sir.

SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN : It is under rule 376 and rule 66 of the Rules

of Procedure and Conduct of Business in Lok Sabha.

Madam Chairperson, as per rule 66, a Bill which is dependent wholly or
partly upon another Bill pending before the Houses may be introduced in the
House in anticipation of the passing of the Bill on which it is dependent,
provided that the second Bill shall be taken up for consideration and passing in
the House only after the first Bill has been passed by the Houses and assented
to by the President. | am quoting rule 66 because of this reason. Kindly go
through clause 3, clause 4, clause 6, and clause 7 of the Bill. Clause 3 of the
Bill says that the national board to be constituted under sub-section 1 of
Section 15 of the Surrogacy Act shall be the national board for the purpose of
this Act. Where is the Surrogacy Act? The Surrogacy Act has not been passed.
The Surrogacy Bill is pending before the Upper House. That has not been
passed. How can this House pass a law depending upon another law? ...

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SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN : My point is that this Bill cannot be taken for
consideration. This Bill cannot be discussed. My Point of Order is, this Bill
cannot be taken for discussion. Why? It is because we are depending on
another Act, that is, the Surrogacy Act, which has not come into existence.

That is still pending in Rajya Sabha.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: | will draw the attention of hon. Speaker, and we will

get back to you. Let us continue with this now.

SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN : Madam, let me elucidate my point. The
Speaker can very well suspend rule 66. There are so many precedents in the
House by which rule 66 was suspended, and then the Bill was taken for
consideration and passing. No Surrogacy Act is there. We are going to pass a
Bill, depending on an Act which is not in existence. We are referring to an Act
which is not in existence. It is identical to the Surrogacy Bill, which is pending
before the Rajya Sabha. It is improper, it is unfair, and it is not the propriety of
the House actually. How can it be passed? Suppose the Bill is passed, then
what would be its impact because another Act is not in existence. That is
pending before the Rajya Sabha. Rule 66 is very clear about this. In such a
case, the other Bill has to be passed by both Houses and assented to by the
President, and then only, this Bill can be taken for consideration. If that be the
case, what is the propriety of this House in legislating or taking into
consideration and in passing of this Bill? So, it is quite unfair. It is not as per

the legislative practices. There are precedents in the House by which the hon.
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Speaker has suspended rule 66. But at the same time, without suspending rule

66 this Bill cannot be taken for consideration. That is my point.

So, my submission is, kindly defer this Bill for some other day till the
ruling comes. Let the ruling on this issue come. Then only, this can be taken

for discussion. Otherwise, it is not fair on the part of the Government.

SHRI HASNAIN MASOODI (ANANTNAG): Madam, let me at the outset
congratulate the hon. Minister for bringing this comprehensive legislation. It is
a good attempt to fill up a legislative vacuum and a good attempt at providing a

legislation for a subject that is important which required a legislation.

The urge to have a child is there maybe for religious or psychological
reasons because there is a belief that one survives through a child. So, in that

background, people who are not blessed with a child are prone to exploitation

* Not recorded.
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or vulnerable to exploitation. They have been exploited in the absence of a
valid law to regulate assisted reproductive technology. It is a right law. It is a

right step in the right direction.

My friends have pointed out some lacunae which need to be addressed
by the hon. Minister. The first and the foremost difficulty is the technical
difficulty. This Bill depends on the Surrogacy Act and that law is yet to mature
into an Act. We know that there are different stages in a legislation. That is still
a Bill. As was pointed out, clause 3 says that the National Board to be
constituted would be the same as that of the clause 5 of the Surrogacy Bill. But
that Act is not in existence. That is yet to come. So, this may create some kind

of technical difficulties in the days to come.

Secondly, as pointed out by learned Members, this is discriminatory in
some respects. An effort is required to be made by the hon. Minister to give a
re-look and remove those areas because it leaves out some segments of the
society that should have been benefited by this legislation and should have
been made eligible for the benefits of this legislation. But they have been left
out. In that regard, there should be some re-look and the benefits under this

legislation should be extended to those groups as well.

Dr. Heena pointed out that the difficulty in extending the benefits of this
legislation to a male more than 21 years of age is because there is a
prohibition in adoption. But that does not sound convincing. Of course, there

are reasons why they are left out. It is because the girl child should not be
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exposed to some kind of exploitation. That is why adoption was prohibited. But
that can be dealt with by other means, by having some other regulations so
that those problem areas can be covered. But the benefits cannot be denied.
Otherwise, we would keep some segments of the society left out. The
argument that is put forward to say that this benefit should be denied to a
male, because the child may be a girl child, and when the adoption is
prohibited how can the male have that child, does not hold good in the case of
LGBTQ. Of course, the Bill makes a good effort as regards the prohibition on

pre-implementation of genetic testing.

But Section 25 of the Act keeps pre-implementation genetic testing an
open-ended provision. You say in the provision, ‘such other purposes as may
be prescribed.” This makes it an open-ended provision and this gives a kind of
scope for misuse of this provision. If you identify the disease for which the pre-
implementation genetic testing can be done, you better identify it with certainty

than to keep it open ended.

The Act has some important provisions and takes care of some
important aspects of the matter. The first one is about transfer of human
gametes and embryos to any country outside. Section 30 takes cares of it.
Again, Section 31 is very important. Section 31 (1) says, ‘the child born
through assisted reproductive technology shall be deemed to be a biological
child of the commissioning couple and the said child shall be entitled to all the

rights.” Section 31(2) says, ‘a donor shall relinquish all parental rights over the
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child or children which may be born from his or her gamete.’ This used to be a
question of dispute between the natural child, the donor, and the child or the

commissioning couple. These areas are covered.

Lastly, | would like to talk about the pricing aspect. Madam, your speech
has made us realize the advantage of having an expert in the House. To be
very honest, we do not know many things. | do not know particularly the money
aspects of the problem which were highlighted by you. You made us
understand that. It is the job of an expert and | wish that you are made the first
chief of the national Board that is contemplated under the Act, so that you can
give disha and direction to this new legislation. But one thing is very important.
Madam, we were told only by you that there are 60 million people who are in
the queue, who are not blessed with a child and who will depend on this
assisted reproductive technology. They will be indirectly benefited by this Act
and will be saved from the exploitation which is so common in this field. But
this Act should also take care of the cost of this assisted reproductive
technology. Unless and until it is done, it will be a luxury, it will be restricted to
a creamy layer. It will be restricted to only 60 million people. But what about the
people who cannot afford it? So, the Bill should also take care of the cost or
regulate the cost. What about the BPL families or the families which are not
blessed with a child and which will depend on this technology but cannot afford

it because they do not have the sufficient resources? So, | would request the
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hon. Minister to give a thought to this aspect as well, so that the benefits under

the Act become available to that segment of the society as well.

With these words, | conclude my speech.
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ADV. A.M. ARIFF (ALAPPUZHA): Madam, before entering into the
discussion, | would like to submit to the hon. Speaker Madam that you should
consider the point of order raised by the senior Member. The clarification given
by the hon. Minister has not sufficient relation with Rule 66 of the Rules of
Procedure. Madam, please consider the point of order raised by Shri N.K.

Premachandran.

Even though | support the intention of the Bill, | would like to submit
some suggestions and criticisms which have come from the various corners of
the society and also been published in the medical journals. | think the hon.
Minister will consider all the suggestions and the criticism in this regard at the
time of clause by clause consideration. All other Members who spoke earlier
pointed it out that the Bill excludes same sex couples and the live-in couples
from accessing ARTs. The Bill missed an opportunity to recommend that
reproductive rights, which are internationally and constitutionally recognized as

universal, be extended to live-in couples and same sex couples.

It is noteworthy that the eligibility for access to surrogacy under the SRB,
2019 includes a medically necessitated condition, but the ART Bill, 2020
restricts it only to infertility. It has failed to fully address the right of donors,
especially egg donors. This is despite the fact that hormonal treatment is
necessary for an egg donor, and the procedure for extraction of eggs is

invasive and can potentially be life-threatening too.
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The Bill recommends insurance coverage for the donor for 12 months
and also social security insurance, the parameters of which are not clear. It
also recommends the payment of maternity benefits to an egg donor who
suffers from miscarriage. This is perplexing as a gamete donor is not carrying a

pregnancy. So, the question of a miscarriage does not quite arise.

There is no provision for donor compensation or even the
reimbursement of expenses for loss of salary, time, and effort. The labour
involved in producing and sharing biomaterial for the benefit of third parties is
not recognised. Any compensation is available only when there is an untoward
medical incident by way of a miscarriage. This is justified in keeping with the

altruistic nature of the ART Bill, 2020.

The crucial definitions in both Bills remain unsynchronised. For example,
the SRB, 2019 does not define ART, ART clinics or ART banks. The ART Bill,
2020 defines these terms. Then, there are terms defined in the SRB, 2019, but
not in the ART Bill, for example, fertilisation, implantation, foetus, and sex
selection. The definition of infertility differs between the two Bills. Given the
overlap between surrogacy and ART procedures, precision in and consistency

between the two Bills, when it comes to medical terms, are critical.

Several stakeholders have criticised the ART Bill, 2020 for prescribing
long prison sentences with punishment being disproportionately high in relation
to the offence committed. Differential treatment of defendants who have

committed the same offences under both Bills will constitute arbitrary executive
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action, which is unconstitutional. The Bill has omitted intervening on significant
issues with constitutional ramifications such as access to ARTs and

compensation for the egg donor.

As some of my previous speakers pointed out, permitting medical
tourism and access for foreigners changes the economics of the ART
market. In the absence of pricing regulation for ART clinics and banks, these
organizations will continue to grow unbridled such that only the wealthiest can
access ARTs excluding millions from the non-elite socio-economic
groups who aspire to form families. Meanwhile, women who provision
reproductive materials and labour will continue to be devalued, uncompensated,
and unprotected as underground markets for egg donors and surrogacy

would thrive.

Also missing entirely in the ART Bill, 2020 is any mention of the
rights of the child born out of ARTs to know their parentage, which is
crucial to their best interests, and is increasingly accepted as a norm globally

and was protected under previous drafts of the ART Bill. Thank you, Madam.
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SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Thank you very much, Madam

Chairperson.

Madam, | rise to support this Bill subject to the reservation that | have
made at the time of raising my Point of Order regarding the procedural
irregularity in considering this Bill at this juncture because the Surrogacy Bill is
pending before the other House. It has not yet been passed and assented to
by the President. Since it has not become an Act of Parliament, referring to
provisions of that particular Bill, which has to be passed by Parliament, is not a
good legislation. It is a bad legislative practice. | hope that the hon. Speaker
may give a Ruling on this issue. Subject to the reservation of that Ruling, | am

making some of the points on this Bill.

| would like to know only one point from the hon. Minister. Suppose, the
other House, in its own wisdom, is not passing the Bill - it depends on them; it
is not mandatory that the Bill should be passed by the other House - what
would be the fate of this Bill? The hon. Minister has to explain this because
the legislative wisdom of Lok Sabha cannot be taken for granted. This is in the
legislative domain. You cannot take it for granted that the other House would
pass the Bill and the hon. President, will give assent to the Bill. Suppose the
President is not giving assent to the Bill, suppose the President is returning the
Bill, what would be the fate of this Bill? So, please don’t take Parliament,
please don’t take Lok Sabha for granted. We are having the right in our own

legal or legislative domain; we are having the legislative supremacy in passing
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the Bill and the same should be respected. So, first of all, | make my

reservation with the hope the ruling may come from the hon. Speaker.

Madam, | support the Bill in many senses. Madam, your speech was
well heard by the House and the same was appreciated. The medical
perspective of the Bill and the ethical and other issues have already been
covered by most of the learned speakers. The Assisted Reproductive
Technology (Regulation) Bill is to provide for the regulation of ART services in
the country. | support the Bill. There are many defects and concerns in the Bill.
Still, I am supporting the Bill because something is better than nothing. Now a
days, there is nothing to regulate the ART services; its growth is mushrooming

in the country.

According to the research study conducted by an institution on medical
technology based in Bengaluru, — it has now available in the public domain -
ten to 15 per cent of the married couples in India are facing infertility. That
means, 27.5 million of married couples in India are facing infertility. This means
that it is one of the lucrative businesses by which money or business can be
made by exploiting these poor people or these married couples, who do not
have a child. So, definitely, regulation is highly required. Since there is no
regulatory mechanism to supervise and monitor these ART services, definitely,
it is the need of the hour. | support the Bill with certain reservations and

objections.
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The second point is regarding the definition of assisted reproductive
technology services. The definition includes all techniques that seek to obtain a
pregnancy by handling the sperm or oocyte outside the human body and

transferring the gamete into the reproductive system of a woman.

Madam, | have gone through the Standing Committee Report. There are
detailed discussions about the definition of ART services but unfortunately
none of the observations made by the Committee has been adopted by the
Government in redefining the definition of ART services. It is quite unfortunate
on the part of the Government. This definition has to be elaborated; this

definition has to be further explained. This is my suggestion.

During the last few decades, there is a growth of Art services, especially
in India. We have gone through this Bill and have gone through many
documents. It is very astonishing to see there that India is becoming one of the
major centres of global fertility industry, and thereby, India is becoming a
reproductive tourism centre. That means, it is becoming a lucrative business;
that means definitely the commercialisation of ART services is going to
happen. | do appreciate the Government and the hon. Minister for bringing this
Bill. We have to have some mechanism to regulate ART services. The
commercialisation of ART services has to be regulated and restricted because
it is a humane service to be provided to the married couple, who do not have
any issue or children. There were guidelines in our country but they are not

sufficient to meet the purpose.
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The ART services involve medical, legal and social issues. To an extent,

we are able to contain or address the legal issues.

But as far as the social issues and ethical issues are concerned, | do not
think the Bill is sufficient to meet the purpose. That should also be addressed.
In the Standing Committee’s report, it is very clear but, unfortunately, nothing
has come out. | did not hear the introductory speech of the hon. Minister. The
Committee cautions the Government. The second para of the report, ‘The
general observations and recommendations of the Standing Committee’
states: “The Committee however believes that the Government should make
efforts to undertake a study to work on the cause of infertility instead of

allowing the private sector to maximise the profit by marketing ART services.

The Committee in this regard also recommends that the Government
should enhance ART services in each medical college or district hospitals by
opening infertility clinics so that the poor masses can avail the ART facilities.
The Committee strongly decides that the ART facilities should not be confined
to the ‘bourgeoise class’. It is the word that was used by the Standing
Committee. This shall not be confined to the bourgeoise class, the capitalist or
the rich people in the country. In this regard, the Committee cautions the
Government not to allow commercialisation venture. At IVF centres,
commercialisation of gamete donation must be prohibited in letter and spirit by
effective implementation of the provisions of the proposed legislation ensuring

that the ART services do not expand as money making business. This
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observation is very vital and the Government should definitely address this

issue. Otherwise, it will create big concerns among the public at large.

Most of the hon. Members have spoken regarding consent. | am not
supporting the argument given by most of the learned Members about it not
being allowed to the single male. | do not support it because there are many
things a single male is not allowed to access in a country like India because
our ethos, culture, and traditions are not permitting him to do it. Sometimes,
section 377 is scrapped by the hon. Supreme Court and, sometimes, in future,
it may allow it. But for the time being, what the Government has done is the
best. | fully support it. | am not supporting the argument given by most of the

learned Members regarding the first point.

My second concern is about the violation of Article 14. In the case of
Justice Puttaswamy vs. Union of India, the Supreme Court held the sanctity of
marriage, the liberty of procreation, the choice of family life, and the dignity of
all individuals irrespective of social status from the aspects of privacy. This is
an act of privacy. Is the right to privacy being protected by this legislation? How
can the Government ensure through this legislation this right to privacy? There
are the chances or loopholes in the law by which the details can be leaked to
some other sources that will be causing grave repercussions. That is my first

concern.

My third concern is regarding Article 23 of the Constitution. A woman

receives no compensation or reimbursement of expenses for loss of salary,
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time, and effort, failing to pay for services and unpaid labour which are

prohibited by Article 23 of the Constitution which is against exploitation.

Another part is regarding the commissioning parties which only need to
obtain an insurance policy. Is the amount of insurance fixed? Is the minimum

ceiling limit fixed? Is the time also fixed?

The fourth concern is the about absence of a qualified medical person in
the State level regulation authority who may understand the nuances of
infertility and IVF treatment. His absence would become problematic. | have
given a notice of the amendment. If the hon. Minister can see me, | would
request to him to accept that amendment. Let it be a woman medical

professional, who is aware of these issues, in the State authority.

The last point which | would like to make is that there is going to be
multiplicity of legislation on this larger issue. There is the Surrogacy Bill, there
is the Medical Termination of Pregnancy Bill, and then there is this ART
(Regulation) Bill. Why three Bills? Why can we not have a comprehensive Bill
covering all these three aspects? Multiplicity of laws on the same issue leads
to confusion and is bad for implementation. The issues of surrogacy and ART
services are closely related. |, therefore, urge upon the Government to come
with a comprehensive Bill covering all these three aspects of surrogacy,
medical termination of pregnancy, and the ART services. With these words, |

conclude. Thank you.

Madam, this Surrogacy (Regulation) Bill, 2019 was introduced by the
Minister of Health and Family Welfare in Lok Sabha on 15" July, 2019. A3

Now we have concern
for three parties in this, Madam, the unborn child, the surrogated mother, and
the intending couple. So, while passing the Bill, we have to take care of the

rights of all these three parties. Commercial surrogacy is banned and at

| come from Tamil Nadu which has huge infrastructure and development
potential in the medical sector. It has the second-highest Artificial
Reproductive Technology (ART) clinics in the country. Also, it is a hub for
medical tourism. Hence, any legislation which will regulate these practices will

increase medical tourism which will lead to an increase in revenue.

| would like to point out that raising a family is an important aspect of life
in Indians. India faces a lot of burdens in terms of infertility with at least 27 to
30 million reported cases of the same, and it is on the rise in India. With this
spirit, the Government has introduced this Bill that will regulate ART services in
the country. | would like to add that with this, couples will feel more confident

and will view the ART methods as ethical.

| would like to highlight that the Bill has a slew of advantages. This Bill
provides safe and ethical ART methods. The doctors will be allowed to test,
thus preventing any genetic disease. Also, this Bill will establish regulatory

boards at the State and national level.

India is a world leader in ART methods. The industry is currently
expanding at a CAGR of 18 to 19 per cent and is expected to touch INR 25

billion. | would like to highlight that only one per cent of the infertile couples
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come for treatment and this Bill will help in removing the stigma and will be of

great help.

It is important to note that currently 50 per cent of the IVF cycles are
performed in India by unorganised clinics. | would like to point out to the Chair
that this increases risk, and this Bill will go a long way in minimising this.
Currently, no regulations are in place and the entry barriers are low. Hence,
this Bill is absolutely necessary to bring regulation and ensure that norms are

met.

| would like to highlight another angle which is economic. India is a hub
for medical tourism and hence this Bill will provide regulations. This will offer
numerous benefits such as economies of scale, promotion, branding and fair
pricing, etc. combined with high quality of care and service. It is a huge
opportunity for the medical tourism sector and will pave the way for India to

become a global leader.

With this, | extend my heartiest congratulations to hon. Prime Minister
Shri Narendra Modi ji for his guidance. On behalf of my party, AIADMK, |

support this Bill.

Thank you, Madam.
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SHRI K. NAVASKANI (RAMANATHAPURAM): Thank you Madam. | will not
say a lot. The Assisted Reproductive Technology (Regulation) Bill is a much-
awaited piece of legislation. However, there are certain key areas of concern.
There are certain drawbacks in the Bill in its current form which need to be
addressed. | hope the Government will be able to answer the concerns that |
have. | will briefly raise them here. Unless these areas are addressed,
bringing such a key legislation with such massive drawbacks would have
severe ramifications in the future. | will ask few questions point-by-point, and

the Minister can clarify if my concerns hold value or not.

The first question on the ART Bill in the current form is the question of
discrimination. The Bill defines the ‘commissioning couples’ as infertile married
couples in Clause 2(g). This is highly discriminatory and violates the Right to
Equality guaranteed under Article 14 of our Constitution and the Right to Life

under Article 21.

The ART Bill also does little to protect the egg donor. Though there is a
provision for insurance, there is no monetary compensation provision in the Bill
for the loss of salary, time and effort. There is no provision for the donor
withdrawing her consent at any point after giving her consent, even though the
same has been provided for the commissioning couples. This too hurts the

interest of the donor.

The Bill still retains the very existing heritable life threatening or genetic

diseases clause for the pre-implantation genetic testing, even though the other
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purposes as may be prescribed, has been dropped. This is a vast definition

and would be misused as a loophole.

Thank you.
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SHRIMATI PRATIMA MONDAL (JAYNAGAR): Madam, | rise to speak on the
Assisted Reproductive Technology (Regulation) Bill, 2020. | got an opportunity
to hear an excellent debate, especially from you Madam, and all other hon.
Members on this important Bill. So, for me today is the first day of the Winter

Session.

| have a very small query and | would like to ask the hon. Minister to
clarify the norm set for the eligibility to avail the facility of ART. According to
Clause 2(g) ‘commissioning couple’ means an infertile married couple, and
Clause 2(a) states ‘woman’ meaning ‘any woman above the legal age of
marriage’ is eligible to avail the ART route of reproduction. This means that
unmarried women have an option to become mothers. So, it is a very welcome
small step in the right direction. But | would say that it is contradictory to the

provision contained in the Surrogacy Bill passed by the Lok Sabha.

The Surrogacy Bill allows only infertile couples to opt the method of
surrogacy, which itself is a form of Assisted Reproductive Technology. On the
one hand, single women are allowed to bear child through IVF or ICSI but if the
intending mother is infertile, she cannot consider surrogacy as an option. So,
what kind of law is this? The provisions contained in one law are contradictory
to the other though both are absolutely related. So, | would like to request the

hon. Minister to clarify the same.

| would also like the hon. Minister to ensure that no discrimination is

made in ART clinics against unmarried women seeking to be mothers through
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ART. There must be a provision which specifically mentions that discrimination
against the unmarried women is a punishable offence.

Other Members have already spoken about the single men and the
LGBTQ community wanting to be fathers. This is absolutely unconstitutional
as the right of individuals wanting to be parents is curbed.

| would also request the Minister to kindly elaborate Clause 35(1) under
Chapter 5 which states:

“No court shall take cognizance of any offence punishable under

this Act, save on a complaint made by the National Board or the

State Board or by an officer authorized by it.”

Does this mean that any aggrieved couple or any individual cannot
approach the Judiciary directly? Do they have to register a complaint to the
boards or the officers? If so, then it is making the situation even more difficult.
This is absolutely unacceptable and is a burden on the people who are already
suffering. So, | sincerely hope that the hon. Minister acknowledges these
issues and explain the ambiguity.

| would like to conclude by repeating that this Bill is extremely important

but the provisions are not up to the mark. Therefore, these must be amended.
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SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY (BAHARAMPUR): Madam
Chairperson, an exhaustive discussion has already taken place on the ART
Bill. | think, virtually, | have been orphaned by the arguments that need to be

proposed from my end.

Hon. Minister, Dr. Mansukh Mandaviya Ji, you have listened to the entire
deliberations with rapt attention and | think, all the salient points -- that have
been raised by my colleagues -- have been properly noted and the same will

be addressed later. | am certainly optimistic about it.

Madam Chairperson, principally, there is no qualm to say that we have
no objection with this kind of a legislation provided that certain loopholes,
lacunae and deficiencies, are dealt with in a proper manner. Most of the hon.
Members, especially from the Opposition side, have raised valid arguments

with regard to the Bill while supporting the essence of the Bill principally.

Core ART processes are left undefined. Several of these are defined in
the SRB but not in the Bill. Definitions of commissioning couple, infertility, ART
clinics and banks need to be synchronised between the Bills. A single woman
cannot commission surrogacy but can access ART. The Bill designates
Surrogacy Boards under the SRB to function as advisory bodies for ART which

is desirable.
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However, both will set up multiple bodies for registration which will result
in duplication or worse lack of regulation. Surrogacy clinic is not required to
report surrogacy to National Registry. Also, the same offending behaviours
under both the Bills are punished differently and punishments under the SRB

are greater. Offences under the Bill are bailable, but not under the SRB.

Finally, records have to be maintained for ten years under the Bill, but
for 25 years under the SRB. The same actions taken by a surrogacy clinic and
ART clinic which are likely to be the same entity but may attract varied
regulation.

SHRIMATI KANIMOZHI KARUNANIDHI (THOOTHUKKUDI): Sir, the
candidates who write the UPSC Mains examination are allowed to choose their
preferred language, out of the Eighth Schedule languages but when they write
the Prelims examination, they have a serious obstacle, especially for the
students who come from non-Hindi speaking background, and also students
who are not fluent in Hindi. This being the qualifying examination, it involves
comprehension and other language-related tasks. It gives an undue advantage

to the candidates who are educated in Hindi or English medium curriculum. So,
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there is no level-playing field for the candidates who come from the remote
parts of the country. Their representation is very important. While only 26 per
cent of the total population has Hindi as their mother tongue, 59 per cent of the
candidates qualifying for recruitment by the UPSC alone, are chosen from the
Hindi-speaking background. So, you can see how it works against the students

who do not come from the same background.

Other examinations like the Staff Selection Commission examinations,
the Combined Graduate Level Examinations, the examinations conducted by
the Railways and the banking examinations are also written in either English or
Hindi. This is against the interests of the students as they lose out to a large

extent; the opportunities are denied to them.

So, | urge the Government to conduct all the recruitment examinations in

the 22 Scheduled languages of the Constitution.

SHRIMATI CHINTA ANURADHA (AMALAPURAM): The Andhra Pradesh
Reorganization Act, 2014 declared the Polavaram project as a national project
with the Central Government being made responsible for the execution of the
project. Owing to the delays in the project execution and significantly higher
compensation for land acquisition, rehabilitation and resettlement in the light of
the applicability of the provisions of the Right to Fair Compensation and
Transparency in Land Acquisition, Rehabilitation and Resettlement Act, 2013,
there has been a significant cost overrun on this account. Various Central
committees such as Technical Advisory Committee and Revised Cost
Committee have accorded approvals for the enhanced project cost. What
remained a cause of concern for the people of the State is the stand taken by
the Central Government in limiting their responsibility to the extent of the
project expenditure at the 2013-14 price level indicating that the State should

mobilize the remaining funds from its own sources.
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Further, the Central Government also seems to be absolving itself of the
responsibility for the project execution to the extent of the drinking water
component, despite the fact that the drinking water component is usually
clubbed with the irrigation component in any National Project. These
unfortunate occurrences have the potential to jeopardize the future of a project
that is regarded as the lifeline of the State, and a long-cherished dream of the
people of Andhra Pradesh. Hence, it is requested that full funding be provided
and the completion of the project by the Government of India be ensured in
line with the letter and spirit of the provisions of the Andhra Pradesh

Reorganization Act, 2014.

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DR. M.K. VISHNU PRASAD (ARANI): | come from Arani Parliamentary
Constituency of Tamil Nadu. In my Parliamentary Constituency two new
railway lines, namely Tindivanam-Tiruvannamalai and Tindivanam-Nagari,
were proposed in the year 2009 but till now the work has been stalled as far as
the proposed Tiruvannamalai to Tindivanam railway line is concerned. | do not
know why. A question was raised and it was said that land acquisition was the
problem. It has again been activated. | urge upon the Union Government,
through you, Sir, to expedite the process to lay these railway lines immediately
for the public use.

Most importantly, in my Arani Parliamentary Constituency there are
three villages, namely, Manjarabad in Polur, Peranamallur and Savalambari,
that is in Vandavasi. These places are rich in population but there are no
banks in and around that area. People have to walk around five kilometres or
go by road transport. | had represented this case to the hon. Finance Minister
and had requested him to get a new bank branch opened in that area or at
least a single-manned bank branch in these three places.

Last but not least, Tamil Nadu has seen the worst ever rainfall in the
history. Our poor farmers have toiled for so many months and finally their
crops have been severely damaged. So, | would request the Union
Government to release minimum Rs.25,000 per acre for crop loss to the
agriculturists so that their lives can be saved.

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DR. DNV SENTHILKUMAR S. (DHARMAPURI): Vanakkam Speaker, Sir. |
would like to bring to the notice of this House a rare disorder that affects mostly
children. It is called muscular dystrophy. It is very rare that around 3,500 boys
have been affected by this muscular dystrophy disease, and around 800
children have been affected by the spinal muscular atrophy. To cure this
disease, medication or the gene mutation therapy should be given before two
years of age or there is a greater possibility of losing the child.

The cost of the drug is around Rs.16 crore. The only way by which the
parents can procure this drug is by private funding. Not all can do so, and
even after achieving the target there is a GST of Rs.4 crore on this drug. Our
Chief Minister, Thiru M.K. Stalin had written to the Finance Minister to waive off
the GST of Rs.4 crore on this drug. It should not be done on case-specific
basis. There should be a blanket ban of GST and the drug should be made
available to everybody at an affordable cost.

As Article 21 ensures health for all, | would urge the Union Government,
through you, Sir, to invoke compulsory licensing clause under Indian Patent
Act drawing a parallel with TRIPS Agreement policy measures, taking route of
trade margin rationalisation for capping the price to make the drug for SMA
affordable to everybody in this country.

Even many Members have called upon me to assist them. |
urge upon the Union Government to set-up a ‘Yatri Niwas’ in Vellore
constituency so that people coming to CMC Hospital for medication can stay
there at a cheaper cost and can be benefitted.

In my previous speeches, | had mentioned about a Kendriya Vidyalaya
in Vellore constituency. Land for building a school has already been allocated.
It has really been two years now and the project has not yet started.

Therefore, again, | urge upon the Union Government to give us funds for
constructing a new building and for the infrastructure as well so that, at least, in
the next financial year, we can go for the admissions.

Minister to look into this
matter and set right these discrepancies not only for him but also for other

students. Thank you.

SHRI M. SELVARAJ (NAGAPATTINAM): Sir, | wish to bring to your kind
notice that the northeast monsoon has advanced unexpectedly this year and
caused innumerable and irreparable damages to the livelihood of the farmers
and severely caused losses in more than three lack acres of cultivable land in

Tiruvarur, Nagapattinam, Mayiladuthurai and Tanjaur delta regions.

It has rained this year more than 200 per cent over the average rainfall
in this part of Tamil Nadu due to which Samba, Thaladi paddy crops have fully
submerged which were ready for harvest. It has been rendered waste and the

farmers are in great losses.

Even house and hut has been destroyed due to heavy rain and there
has been water logging for more than 15 days. Most of the houses under Indira
Awas Yojana and Prime Minister Awas Yojana were heavily damaged which
needs to be compensated by the Government. Roads have also been
damaged due to heavy erosion which need to be constructed from the Central

funds.

SHRI P. RAVINDRANATH (THENI): Mr. Chairman, Sir, the Government had
introduced Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana aimed at boosting the safety of

the crops to protect the interest of farmers.

Sir, the Government has allocated Rs. 16,000 crore during the year
2021-22 which is Rs. 305 crore more than the previous year’s allocation.
However, less than 12 per cent of 14.6 crore land owning farmers in the
country alone were covered under crop insurance during the last Kuruvai
season. This is despite the fact that 52 per cent of the country’s farm land does

not have assured irrigation facility and depends only on the monsoon.

Sir, in Tamil Nadu, for the last year's Samba season, the insurance
companies had collected crop insurance premium of Rs. 3,176 crore from
13.01 lakh farmers, but paid a compensation of Rs. 1,597 crore to about six

lakh farmers. So, the maximum compensation paid to the farmers was only 19
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per cent. Our Tamil Nadu farmers are suffering a lot due to the recent heavy

rain.

So, | request the Government, through you Sir, that they should enhance
the incentive-linked crop insurance scheme to ensure that the farmers get

maximum of the insured amount as compensation.

Soyabean is a very important crop as far as rural economy of
Maharashtra is concerned. Farmers fetched remunerative prices for it last year.
Hence cultivation of this crop is increased this year. But, due to the unseasonal
and heavy rains before harvesting, farmers had been landed in trouble. Now
the decision of importing 12 lac MT of Soyabean residue cakes has been taken
by the Central Government. Subsequently, Government decided to fix ceiling
on stocks of oil seeds and edible oils and also relaxed the import duty on

edible oils. Due to this, soyabean crop price has come down drastically.

Now after yielding to the demand of Poultry Breeders Association, the
Central Government has decided to import in additional 5.5 lac MT of
soyabean residue cakes. This decision will devastate the soyabean farmers
completely. Hence, through you, | would like to request the Central
