SHRI MAGUNTA SREENIVASULU REDDY (ONGOLE): | want to raise the
voice of tobacco dealers in this august house. Tobacco dealers are basically
from agricultural families and belong to rural areas. They fall under “MSME”
category. Earlier there were hundreds of tobacco dealers which is now falling
down to two digit due to difficult and adverse trade conditions.

They are looking for support from Tobacco board, Banks, Exporters and
Ministry of Finance. If helping hand is not given to them, tobacco dealers will
vanish from the Trade due to current crisis. They are requesting for following
reliefs:

1. Waiver of Interest on Loans due to losses in Tobacco business in view of
the Covid pandemic.

2. Reimbursement of interest overcharged by Banks on the loans availed by
tobacco farmers. As per the sanction advise interest was 10-15 % per annum
but the interest is charged around 12.50% to 13.50%.

3. Interest free Seed Capital assistance to them.

4. Some interest subvention Scheme for tobacco dealers.

5. Waiver of processing charges on the loans provided to tobacco dealers.

| request the Government that requests / problems of Tobacco dealers
may kindly be considered favourably and necessary steps may be taken for

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(xxi) Regarding privatisation of public sector banks

PROF. SOUGATA RAY (DUM DUM): Bank unions under the United Forum of
Bank Unions (UFBU) is on a nationwide strike on December 16 and 17 against
the proposed privatisation of public sector banks (PSBs). Close to 9 lakh
employees of PSBs like State of India (SBI), Punjab National Bank (PNB),
Central Bank of India are on a two-day strike. These unions are protesting
against the government’s intent to privatise two public sector banks (PSBs).
The government has planned to bring the Banking Laws (Amendment) Bill,
2021 during the ongoing Parliament session. The AIBEA reiterated its stand
that if the government would assure that the Bank Privatisation Bill (Banking
Laws Amendment Bill, 2021) would not be tabled during this session of the
Parliament, we would be inclined to reconsider the strike but the government
could not give any such assurance to them and the unions were forced to go
on strike. The Union said that if PSBs are privatized then bank branches in
rural and backward regions will be closed and implementation of all
government schemes meant for EWS (economically weaker sections) will be
affected. | urge upon the Government to consider the genuine demands raised

by bank employees’ unions to avoid a strike.
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(xxii) Regarding grant of approval for the development of BDD Chawls
existing on the MbPT land at Sewri

SHRI ARVIND SAWANT (MUMBAI SOUTH): In Mumbai, there are four
clusters of BDD Chawls namely Worli, Naigaon, N. M. Joshi Marg & Sewri. A
total of 217 buildings were raised on 92.70 acres of land in the year 1920 by
Bombay Development Board and hence are known as BDD Chawls. Since
these buildings are 100 years old & are in dilapidated conditions, the Govt. of
Maharashtra has decided to redevelop these buildings. Govt. of Maharashtra
took the onus of development of these buildings through MHADA, a Govt.
Authority and offered the resident a new home having the carpet area
equivalent to 640 sq. ft. free in place of present 160 sq ft room i.e., on
ownership. The project has been launched and the work is in progress. The
scheme will be made applicable to all BDD Chawls clusters except Sewri as
the Ministry of Shipping has not granted the approval till date. It is really unfair
and unjustified as these residents are being deprived of their legitimate right to
get the free house having 640 sq ft area. These buildings are on the land of
MbPT which is under the control of the Ministry of Shipping. What is required is
approval of the Shipping Ministry for development which is being carried by the
Govt. of Maharashtra & not by private developer and where Shipping Ministry
do not have to incur any expenditure. Moreover, it is in tune with the Hon’ble

Prime Minister’'s dream to provide a Pucca Ghar to every houshold. Hence, |
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request the Ministry of Shipping to grant the approval to Govt. of Maharashtra

for the development of BDD chawls existing on the MbPT land at Sewri.

SHRI MAHESH SAHOO (DHENKANAL): Talcher and its adjoining areas
produce 30% of total coal output in the country. Having said that, one must
also note that employment opportunity in Mahanadi Coal Limited is very low
when compared to other coal producing locations.

Mahanadi Coal Limited in Talcher employs only twenty-one thousand
people whereas, coal field in Bihar, Jharkhand and West Bengal employ much
higher in number close to one lakh at each location. Employment in fewer
number for performing similar amount of work means that the workers are
either over loaded when output is more or the output has been compromised
by employing fewer number of workers. Employing more workers by MCL will
negate both the challenges.

There is opportunity for MCL to give employment to more than 5000
people from the locality. If employment is provided, production and
performance of MCL will improve. Above all, the problem of unemployment in
Talcher and adjoining areas will also be taken care of for a long period of time
to come.

The agriculture is the backbone of our nation. This is true for my
Constituency as well. Idukki produces about 60% of all the cardamom
produced in the country.

However, there is no support price mechanism for
spices. Cardamom, pepper and rubber should be included in the list of
agricultural crops and provision must be made to make sure that procurement
happens at MSP as recommended by CACP. The Government has made no
effort to get this done. | would like to express my disapproval and seek a

positive intervention in this regard.

The sad plight of plantation labour has been brought to the attention of
this House many times by me. Labour leads an extremely difficult life. They
have poor access to education, health care and even housing. They are made
to live in temporary housing called "layams", which is extremely difficult for
them. Some of these "layams” have not been renovated in the last fifty years.
How can we allow this state to go on? Their welfare is the responsibility of
concerned estates. However, these estates are doing little, citing their financial
status. The Central Government should have announced a comprehensive
package worth Rs. 1000 crore for this sector in South India, as it did to the
States of Assam and West Bengal. It is disappointing to see that precious little

is being done in this regard.
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The issue of human-animal conflict is a pressing issue. In the last ten
years, 40 people were killed and more than 300 people injured in Elephant
attacks in my Constituency.

Also, considering the climate change and human population pressure in these
areas, there should be capital expenditure to ensure that infrastructure is built.
Also, the forest department should be funded adequately to ensure that there
are enough resources inside the forest so that the animals do not venture
outside. | urge upon the Government to look at this serious issue and take

steps accordingly.

The Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee Act was a
landmark legislation that protected the livelihoods of crores of rural people
through a rights-based approach. There is plenty of international studies that
prove that the scheme helped in the alleviation of poverty. However, the
budgets in the last few years have neglected this scheme and its
implementation has been blocked by the Government by not spending enough
funds. The projects executed under this scheme has a potential to improve the
infrastructure and livelihood opportunities of rural poor. The wages should be
increased and they should be released on time. More productive works
suitable to local conditions must be added and more days of work must be
ensured. This should be looked upon with seriousness and funds be released
to achieve the aims set by the legislation. | urge upon the Government to

release funds immediately.
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The ASHA workers, Auxiliary Nurse Midwife and the staff who work
under National Health Mission are the people who work on the ground to
achieve the health standard targets set by the Government. The salary of staff
nurse in Kerala is Rs. 17,000; Lab technician — Rs. 14,000; Pharmacist — Rs.
14,000; Junior Public Health Nurse — Rs. 14,000; and Nursing Assistant — Rs.
7,000. This is much less compared to the kind of hard work they do. The
Centre’s share in their compensation must be enhanced at least by 50%. They
are paid much less and there is no security for their employment. | urge upon
the Government to increase the honorarium and make sure that they are
compensated enough to live a life of dignity. They should be skilled and
equipped with enough resources on a war footing. | urge upon the Government

to ensure that this is done through the funds sanctioned through this Bill.

The road transport has got a big boost in the Budget. A handsome
amount is being appropriated through this Bill as well. However, there are a lot
of concerns raised alongside. One of them is the status of the important NH-85
that connects Kochi to Dhanushkodi and passes through Idukki. The new
alignment under the proposed Greenfield Business Corridor will leave towns
like Kolenchery, Muvattupuzha, Kothamangalam, Adimali and Munnar out of it.
There is a popular demand that the old alignment be kept as national highways
and be developed as 24 meters wide, with four lanes. This demand should be

noted by the Minister as we discuss this Appropriation Bill.
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Under the PMGSY in phase-3, 1300 kilometres were allotted to the
Kerala state. This comes to less than 120 kilometres per district. Under the
guidelines of phase-3, the focus is on tarring existing all weather roads, rather
than tarring existing earth roads. Under the same guidelines, works with more
than 40% of tarring of earthen roads cannot be permissible. In my
constituency, more than 500 kilometres of roads can be identified that falls
under the underdeveloped category.

It fails to satisfy this House that such
an expenditure was warranted or is being spent at the best interest of the
people of India. | express my strong disapproval of the motion and vote against
the passage of this Bill. | urge upon the Government to consider the issues |
have raised and make due financial commitment so that these important needs

by the people are met.
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*SHRI JAGDAMBIKA PAL (DOMARIYAGANUJ): For the first time since
Independence, under the guidance of hon. PM, Shri Narendra Modi, the thrust
on the holistic development of our nation is escalating with a trajectory. It
behoves me to mention that "History tells us that powerful people come from
powerful places". However, | think history was wrong! There was a time when
Chhatrapati Shivaji Maharaj proved history wrong and now, there is a time
when our hon. Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modi has shown this world that
"Powerful people make places powerful". We are in an era that belongs to
'‘Jagadguru Bharat'.

With this, | would like to congratulate the Prime Minister and the Finance
Minister to have come up with the second batch of Supplementary Demands
for Grants with a gross additional expenditure of Rs.3,73,761 crores. The
2021-22 Budget, passed in February 2021, had estimated an expenditure of
Rs 34,83,236 crore for the year. With this, there is an increase of 8.6 per cent
in expenditure over the Budget estimate. The Indian economy is booming
today. There was a period between 2009-14 when the external debt (as per
cent of GDP) was 23.9 per cent and today, it has come down to 20.6 per cent.
Also, the foreign exchange reserves were at 304.2 billion USD in 2013-14 and

now, we have reached the supreme number of 586.1 billion USD, and | am

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cajoled that we will reach heights under the leadership of our hon. PM Shri,
Narendra Modi.

Now, | would quickly brush upon the major proposed expenditures in the
second batch of Supplementary Demand for Grants. It has been led by four
big-ticket items, such as fertiliser subsidies, pending export promotion
incentives, expenditure towards food storage and warehousing, and equity
infusion into Air India Assets Holding Ltd (AIAHL). The Ministry of Chemicals
and Fertilisers would be given Rs 58,530 crore, and Rs 62,057 crore would be
given to the Ministry of Civil Aviation for equity infusion in Air India Assets
Holding Ltd for repayment of past dues and liabilities. In addition, Rs 49,805
crore would be provided to the Ministry of Consumer Affairs, Food and Public
Distribution for meeting the expenditure towards various schemes of food
storage and warehousing. The Ministry of Railways will get Rs 20,000 crore
under the second tranche of the Supplementary Demand for Grants. This will
take the allocation for the Railways' capital expenditure to more than Rs 2.35
trillion in 2021-22. The increased Budget allocation for Railways also reflects in
the contribution it makes to the GDP.

There was a time when PM Nehru had to import 20 lakh tons of wheat
from the US to feed Indians and today, there is a time when under Pradhan
Mantri Garib Kalyan Ann Yojana (PMGKAY), 80 Crore Indians are being
served with food grains for free. The Government has already incurred an
expenditure of nearly Rs.2.60 lakh Crore in PMGKAY Phase |-V and the food

grain under Phase V would entail an estimated food subsidy of Rs. 53,344.52
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Crore and the total outgo of food grains in Phase V is expected to 163 LMT.
The second batch of Supplementary Demands for Grants has proposed Rs
40,170 crore for decentralized procurement of food grains, for additional
allocation of food grains under Pradhan Mantri Garib Kalyan Anna Yojana
(PMGKAY). And today, those, who always use the poor people card, are not
supporting this allocation. It is saddening! However, | would like to say that
today, if there is someone who is working for the poor people of this nation, it is
just our Government. Since 2013 14, the Budget for agriculture has increased
by more than six times, and similarly, the food production has increased to
about 300 million tonnes now from 251 million tonnes in 2015-16. The MSP for
paddy has increased 2.4 times since 2013-14, and similarly, the MSP for
wheat has increased 1.77 times. Sir, close to 11 crore families have benefited
from the PM Kisan scheme, and about 15 lakh crore as institutional credit has
been given to the agriculture sector. Also, about 11 crore farmers were issued
free soil health cards to avoid indiscriminate use of fertilizers. Today, organic
farming covers over 15 lakh farmers. And the Opposition parties say that we
don't work for the farmers. If some people did not work for the farmers, they
were the people on the other side.

The obsession of the UPA Government with the import of fertilizers, is
well known, and we know that Rock Phosphate, which is the key raw material
for DAP and NPK fertilisers, is imported excessively. India is 90 per cent
dependent on imports. Volatility in international prices due to logistic issues

affects the domestic prices of fertilisers. They have never worked to help the
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farmers and the economy by developing the Indian Fertilizer Industry.
However, the Government under the leadership of our visionary PM, Shri
Narendra Modi is well intended to work for the framers and the Industry. The
Government has brought Potash Derived from Molasses (PDM) under Nutrient
Based Subsidy (NBS) scheme, for the first time since its inception in 2010, to
give a push to its manufacturing by Sugar Mills as a by-product. It will reduce
India's dependence on 100 per cent import of more than 42 LMT of Mineral-
based Potash i.e., MOP which cost around Rs. 7,160 crores annually. Also, the
Gorakhpur Fertilizer Plant, which was shut for more than 30 years, has been
revived and built at a cost of around Rs. 8600 crores. The Gorakhpur Plant will
make available 12.7 LMT per annum indigenous neem coated Urea. We will
become Atmanirbhar in fertiliser very soon. The Government has directed to
commercially exploit and ramp up the production in the existing 30 lakh MT of
Phosphorite deposits which are available in Rajasthan, the central part of
peninsular India, Hirapur (MP), Lalitpur(UP), Mussoorie syncline, Cuddapah
basin (AP).

We are concerned about the rojgar for everyone. Our Government has
allocated Rs. 73,000 crore under MGNREGS for 2021-22. It is an increase of
Rs. 11,500 crore as compared to the FY 2020-21. More than Rs 4.7 lakh crore
has been allocated under MGNREGA in seven years of the Modi Government
while Rs 1.75 lakh crore was allocated during 10 years of Congress-led UPA
dispensation. And yet, they talk about rojgar. However, this is nothing but an

oblivious void. They have never worked for the poor people of this nation! They

Government has created more jobs in four years than SP and BSP did in 10
years when they were in power!

| remember that some people from the opposite side used to criticize
Digital India Mission. However, today, | am proud to share that more than 10
crore unorganized workers have registered themselves on the E-Shram portal
in less than 100 days. Also, 99.7 per cent of the payment of wages under
MGNREGA is being made through e-transfer. This is a befitting reply from the
poor of this nation to those who underestimated them.

Now, | will come to a super sensational subject that is the Disinvestment
of Air India. | would like to say that we are just rightly orienting the path of the
civil aviation industry of our nation by working on the mistakes made by them.
First, in 1953, they nationalised Air India and ruined everything. And second,
by 2007, they merged Air India (which flew international flights) with the
domestic carrier, Indian Airlines, to reduce losses that were the result of their
previous mistakes. How poorly the airline was run could be judged from the
fact that it has never made a profit since 2007. In fact, since 2009-10, the

Government (and indirectly the taxpayer) has spent over Rs 1.1 lakh crore to
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either directly make up the losses or raise loans to do so. Besides, as of
August 2021, that is before disinvestment, Air India's debt was Rs 61,562
crore. Moreover, every additional day that Al remains operational, the
Government would have had suffered a loss of Rs 20 crore, or Rs 7,300 crore
per year. And yet, they are giving us lessons on how to run the civil aviation
industry. With this privatization, we have revived Air India and have unfurled
new opportunities in the civil aviation industry. Now, I think, the next big move
of the Government should be the privatization of BSNL.

Other than this, the second batch of Supplementary Demands for Grants
has proposed Rs 53,123 crore for payment of pending export
incentives/remissions under various export promotion and remission schemes.
Sir, India's overall exports (Merchandise and Services combined) in July 2021
are estimated to be USD 54.95 billion, exhibiting a positive growth of 36.19 per
cent over the same period last year and a positive growth of 23.24 per cent
over July 2019. The FDI into India has reached USD 81.7 billion in FY 2020-
21. The World Investment Report 2021, released on June 21 by UNCTAD,
states that India was the fifth largest FDI recipient in the world in 2020, with its
incoming FDI rising 27 per cent over that in 2019. FDI in India has witnessed a
127 per cent hike in the last 7 years that is, USD 36.05 billion in FY 2013-14
and USD 81.7 billion in FY 2020-21. The GST Collections have reached the
supreme number of Rs 1.31 Lakh Crore in November.
