THE MINISTER OF POWER AND MINISTER OF NEW AND RENEWABLE 

ENERGY (SHRI RAJ KUMAR SINGH): Sir, we have just started or  are trying 

to use artificial intelligence   in our transmission and distribution system; not 

tried to use in biomass, as yet. Basically, it has not been made clear to us 

which aspect of biomass will artificial intelligence be applied to. First, the 

problem statement has to be made. Then, we can get to the experts and ask 
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them to check if artificial intelligence could be utilised for energy production 

from biomass.

SHRI HARDEEP SINGH PURI: Sir, the Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana for the 

urban sector was launched in June 2015. At that stage the demand 

assessment was for one crore awas overall. This was subsequently revised to 

1.12 lakh. I am very happy to inform the House that this figure now stands at 

1.15 lakh houses, which has been sanctioned. So far as Assam is concerned, 

under the four verticals – Credit-Linked Subsidy Scheme, In-Situ Slum 

Rehabilitation, Affordance Housing in Partnership, and Beneficiary-led 

Construction. With regard to the figures that have been given by the hon. 

Member, I can provide him the details. Beneficiary-led Construction is for 

properties already owned by a family and some amount is given, typically 

Rs.1.5 lakh for doing up the property. Insofar as Credit-Linked Subsidy 

Scheme is concerned, this is an interest subvention where the applicant goes 

to the bank, applies for a loan, and we give a certain amount by way of interest 

subvention. 
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 I have all the figures for ‘In-Situ Slum Rehabilitation’ and ‘Affordable 

Housing in Partnership’. Typically, after the Affordable Housing in Partnership 

Scheme is sanctioned, it takes about 18 to 24 months for the project to be 

completed. In all these cases, all the vertical-wise figures are there including 

for the Kokrajhar Parliamentary Constituency. I have these figures. I will be 

happy to share them. It is not a case that there is any delay. The Scheme 

started in 2015. The sanctions are still being given. So, it depends on when a 

project is sanctioned. After it is sanctioned, it typically takes 18-24 months to 

complete.

Rehabilitation.

SHRIMATI VANGA GEETHA VISWANATH : Sir, the total number of houses 

earmarked for Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana-Gramin Scheme is 4.3 crore but 

only 2.32 crore houses have become eligible after verification by Gram 

Sabhas. The objective of the hon. Prime  Minister, Modi ji, is ‘Housing for All’. 

But we proudly say that the objective of our Chief Minister of Andhra Pradesh, 

Shri Y. S. Jagan Mohan Reddy Garu, is ‘Pedalandariki Illu’ in which 33 lakhs 

houses are to be given to the homeless poor which is worth Rs. 7000 crore. I 

would like to know from the hon. Minister regarding beneficiaries rejected from 

the Scheme by Gram Sabhas on the ground of migration and of death, and 

what are the steps that the Government is taking to ensure the redressal of 

these gaps and timely completion of these projects. 
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SHRI HARDEEP SINGH PURI: Sir, I am responding in the Question Hour 

today as the Minister for Housing and Urban Affairs. The hon. Member has 

asked a question on the Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana-Gramin which falls 

under the jurisdiction of my colleague. I have the figures for Pradhan Mantri 

Awas Yojana-Gramin also, and I can read those out in totality. I can give the 

details of total allocated by the Ministry, houses sanctioned and PMAY-G 

houses completed. The total figure is 2,60,46,426; houses sanctioned by the 

States are 2,28,49,166; PMAY-G houses completed are 1,76,07,292. Insofar 

as other granular details, I will be happy to pass this on to my colleague under 

whom the Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana-Gramin comes and I am sure he will 

be very happy to provide those details.

SHRI E.T. MOHAMMED BASHEER : Sir, the question pertains to Haj 

embarkation, Scholarship Scheme, and expenditure. If you look at the budget 

allocation and expenditure, in the last four, five years the expenditure is 

negligible. I am quoting this from the Report of the Standing Committee related 

to the Ministry. It says, “The Committee are surprised to note that the Ministry 

was not able to spend the budgetary allocation fully in 2020-21 despite it being 

reduced by more than RS.10,000 crore.” The Report also says, “The Ministry 

of Minority Affairs has stood way behind utilizing the allotted fund. This surely 

calls for some introspection”.  

 How has this situation come? Not only the scholarship fund but there are 

various schemes where the expenditure is low. The Minister may be knowing 

the reasons, I am not blaming him. Why is this happening like this? I wish to 

ask the Minister why he is not spending the money allotted to him in the 

Budget. If this is the position, where will things go? What about the problems of 

the minorities? Is the hon. Minister aware of this? If so, what remedial steps is 

the Government going to take to fulfil the commitments of this House?

The total Budget for Minorities, which has about 19.3 

per cent of the total population, is very meagre. This year’s Budget is Rs. 

22,04,422 crore which is an increase of about 23 per cent compared to last 

year.  But at the same time, the Ministry of Minority Affairs Budget is only for 

Rs. 5,020.50 crore approximately, which is 0.23 per cent of the total Budget. 

The Budget for the Ministry of Minority Affairs has increased only by four per 

cent. There has been an increase of only Rs. 209.73 crore.   

 Sir, many schemes earmarked to Ministry of Minority Affairs, particularly 

for education has been reduced. There is a reduction of one crore rupees in 

the budget of Quami Waqf Board Progressive Scheme and also a reduction of 

Rs. 41 crore in Skill Development Initiative Scheme. Apart from this, there is 

also a reduction of Rs. 41 crore in Nai Manzil Scheme and Rs. 5.50 crore in 

the leadership development of minority women scheme.  

 The budget of the Maulana Azad Foundation has been abolished 

altogether and a provision of only one lakh rupees has been made.  

 I would like to know whether the Government has any plan to make a 

sub-plan for Muslim Minorities like SC/ST sub-plan because the Sachar 

Committee and the Ranganath Mishra Commission have recommended it and 
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also for your information, the hon. Chief Minister of Andhra Pradesh Shri Jagan 

Mohan Reddy has already introduced a sub-plan scheme for minorities in 

Andhra Pradesh.  

 I want to know whether the Government has any such plan to make a 

sub-plan for minorities.

SHRI HARDEEP SINGH PURI: Sir, I want to thank the hon. Member for 

having raised a specific question and sought information on the quantum of 

progress from 2009 to 2014 and from 2014 to till today and also for having 

raised the issue of Gorakhpur. The hon. Member is aware that I have a special 

attachment to Gorakhpur. The hon. Member and the Chief Minister hosted us 

when we opened Kushinagar Airport, which is an international airport and I am 

personally aware of the kind of problem that is being outlined. Before I give him 

an answer, which he will be happy to hear, let me first share with him what 

progress has been made.

 Sir, as everybody knows, because of an unsettled condition and military 

action in one part of the world, following the COVID crisis, the prices of LNG in 

the international market have gone up very much. If you compare the figure 

from April, 2021 to February, 2022, the price hike has been more than 37 per 

cent whereas our increase at the bunk has been only five per cent. Let me also 

share with you that insofar as the LPG price - the Saudi CP - is concerned, 

from April, 2020 to March, 2022, the price has gone up by 285 per cent and the 

increase in the last six months alone has been 37 per cent. I just want to place 

these facts before this august House so that they understand what the 

international situation today is. In spite of all that, the Government is making 

every effort to make sure that the consumer, at the point of consumption, is not 

affected.

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DR. SHASHI THAROOR:  Thank you, very much Sir.  I just have to make a 

comment, and then I would ask my Supplementary.  The comment is that the 

hon. Minster talked about the fact that the prices have been held despite the 

international price increase, but there has been no reduction in the taxation, 

which the Central Government has been imposing.  But that is not my 

question, Sir. 

 I have a Constituency-related issue here.  In Thiruvananthapuram, we 

have no CNG vehicle registrations for the simple reason that it is impossible to 

actually refill or test the CNG stations.   

Apparently, in our country, something called hydrostatic testing is 

mandatory, a test procedure to examine CNG cylinders for leaks, structural 

flaws and corrosion, and this has to be done every three years.  We have no 

such thing in Thiruvananthapuram.  Kerala has 7,500 CNG auto-rickshaws but 

because of the absence of hydrostatic testing, they have to go and take their 

cylinders to Hyderabad or Nagpur in order to get them tested. 

 So, my question to the hon. Minister is this. Given this unfortunate 

situation, and a State that is progressive and is willing to go towards more 

CNG, can you do something to install hydrostatic testing facilities in the State 

of Kerala so that people are able to have an incentive and effective  practical 

approach of being able to have more CNG vehicles in our State, and in my 

constituency, in particular? Thank you. 
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SHRI HARDEEP SINGH PURI:  Sir, I am not personally aware of the specific 

issue that might be relevant to the hon. Member’s Constituency.  But I have 

been reviewing this in its entirety, and I think that if there is an issue such as 

this, which comes under PESO, which is under the Department of Industrial 

Policy and Trade, so, I would be happy to coordinate it with them.  

As far as I know, this is an issue which should not be difficult to resolve if 

it is a question of a testing system.  But I think, in this regard, I would be happy 

to sit with my senior colleague Minister, Shri Piyush Goyal-ji and also with the 

hon. Member to see what it is that can be done there.   

 But our overall policy is to award these areas, and based on MWP, to 

have the entire population covered, specifically in areas where it is not difficult 

because of the topography; and the beautiful State of Kerala comes under that 

category. There is no question of any difficulty about Kerala though there are 

some  difficulties  which we face in certain other parts of the country.  

 So, I would be happy to sit with the hon. Member and with my senior 

colleague, Shri Piyush Goyal-ji, to see what we can do on this particular issue.

SHRI HARDEEP SINGH PURI:  Sir, the hon. Member has asked a question, 

which I think, goes to the heart of the energy security issue that we face. 

 We have, I think, 26 sedimentary basins, and a total of something like 

3.3 million square kilometres covered under these 26 sedimentary basins.  

Regrettably, in the past we, the Government of the day, have not devoted 

sufficient attention to increasing the area under exploration and production.  

Over the years, the amount of sedimentary basin, which has been exploited for 

exploration and production, has remained static between six and seven per 

cent.  

 I am very happy to inform the hon. Member that following Modi-ji’s 

Government in May, 2014, we took some concrete steps from 2016 onwards.  

Today, the sedimentary area under exploration production has gone up from 6 

per cent/seven per cent to 10 per cent.  It is our expectation that this will go up 

to 15 per cent very shorty, and go on to 30 per cent after that.  

 It should be our endeavour, especially since we import 85 per cent of our 

requirements of crude, and about 50 to 55 per cent of gas, that we should 

become totally self-reliant on our own.  
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 A number of steps have been taken.  Some of these are listed in the 

annexure to the written answer that I have provided to the hon. Member.  

These are steps which relate to doing ‘ease of business’, which are steps 

where we have changed the method of the auction.  Instead of production 

sharing, what we have done is this.  It is costly to invest in exploration 

production, So, we are giving the people, who do that, a free run.

 If they find oil or gas and have a windfall gain, we would do that.  A 

number of steps have been listed in the answer to the question itself.  I would 

be very happy if there are other questions.  This is a very important and 

complicated subject.  Our attempt all the time is to get the narrative out for 

everyone to understand what the issues are, how we are dependent on 

imports, and what we can do to rectify that.  

SHRI MANISH TEWARI : Thank you very much Mr. Speaker, Sir.  I know, we 

are short of time.  One of the most significant developments which have taken 

place in the hydrocarbon area has been the commercial exploitation of shale 

gas and oil.  What I wanted to know Mr. Speaker through you from the Minister 

is this.  Under the hydrocarbon exploration and licensing policy, are there any 

specific steps which have been outlined in order to incentivise or boost the 

exploration of shale oil and gas?  Have there been any significant discoveries 

of either shale oil or gas in the country during the previous few years?   
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SHRI HARDEEP SINGH PURI: I would like to thank the hon. Member for 

raising this question.  It is because of the relative neglect of exploration and 

production in the past, as I mentioned, our E&P has been static at six to seven 

per cent.  I am very happy to inform the hon. Member that this year our 

production of domestic gas will go up by 18 per cent.  The question was: “Is 

there any significant discovery of shale oil and gas?”  We are taking a number 

of steps.  Some of these have been listed, as I said, in the Annexure.  I am 

very happy to sit down and say that we are, in fact, encouraging all forms of 

energies.   

Now, shale got a lot of difficulty in some parts of the world because of 

fracking and the kind of environmental damage there is.  But within those 

qualified parameters, we are taking a large number of steps in order to be able 

to increase the production of domestic oil.  We encourage people to come 

forward and this is a part of our overall E&P policy.  We have so far not been 

able to establish shale in India but there is shale.  It has to be addressed.  We 

have also made certain steps which I would call a policy for seeing how we can 

exploit shale oil and gas.  I would be happy to share those details.

SHRI PARVESH SAHIB SINGH VERMA (WEST DELHI): The restructuring of 

the Delhi Administration Subordinate Services (DASS) cadre has been in news 

since 2015. The SN Sahai committee recommended de-linking of the post of 

Grade-I (DASS) officer of Delhi from the feeder grade of DANICS and also 

introducing two new regular promotional posts in the grade pay of Rs. 6600/- 

and Rs. 7600/- (in-situ). The DASS cadre has not been restructured for the last 

54 years from its inception in 1967. Guidelines mandate that every organised 

cadre must be reviewed after every 5 years. About 100 officers are compelled 

to take voluntary retirement from service every year due to non-implementation 

of the recommendations of the Sahai Committee for Grade-I (DASS) officers 

and another 500 officers are in the queue. About 700 grades -1 Officers had 

retired on superannuation during the last three years without getting any 

benefit as per the recommendations of the Committee.Therefore, I request the 

Central Government to look into this issue and ensure the implementation of 

recommendations of the Sahai Committee for the welfare of all DASS officers. 
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(vii) Need to develop a Logistics Park in Rajgarh Parliamentary 

Constituency, Madhya Pradesh

SHRI V. K. SREEKANDAN (PALAKKAD): It has been a demand of people of 

Ottappalam to have stoppage of train No. 12677/12678 Ernakulam-Bangalore-

Ernakulam Intercity Express at Ottappalam railway station as this is the only 

day time train running between Kerala and Bangalore. Ladies and children 

prefer to travel by this train because of security reasons. The people have to 

travel to Palakkad which is 32 kms away from Ottappalam to board this train. 

This train used to have a halt at Erode junction for change of engine for 20 

minutes. This system has been changed and now it halts at Erode for 5 

minutes. Therefore, one minute stoppage at Ottappalam can be provided 

easily for this train.  

It has been a demand to provide stoppage for Kannur — Ernakulam 

Intercity Express at Pattambi. Pattambi is a commercial centre and is a thickly 

populated municipality too, and therefore, the number of passengers to board 

and deboard the trains at Pattambi would be quite high if stoppage is provided.  

All passenger trains which were running between Palakkad and 

Coimbatore, Shoranur-Nilambur, Kozhikoe-Shoranur and Ernakulam to 

Palakkad be restored in the interest of commuters at the earliest. These 

passenger trains were cancelled due to Covid-1 9. Similar trains have already 

been restored in other divisions.  
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(xiii) Need to develop spiritual destinations in Kerala under 

 PRASAD scheme 
 

SHRI BENNY BEHANAN (CHALAKUDY): Kerala is famous for its Spiritual 

Tourism destinations. Some of the main such destinations in Ernakulam are 

Kalady, the birthplace of 8th century Indian philosopher and theologian Adi 

Shankara, Malayattoor St. Thomas Church which is one of the eight 

international shrines in the world, Cheraman Juma Masjid in Kodungallur, the 

first mosque in India and the Kodungallur Devi temple, one of the most 

powerful Shakti peethas in Kerala. And hence it is quite inevitable that these 

destinations have to be developed in order to provide better experience and 

amenities to the tourists, and further promoting economic growth. 

Therefore, I urge upon the Central Government to include these 4 

spiritual destinations under PRASAD Scheme to provide complete religious 

tourism experience. 
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(xiv) Regarding interest rate cut on EPF 

 

SHRI S.R. PARTHIBAN (SALEM): The annual interest rate on Employees’ 

provident fund has been reduced to 8.10% in 2021-22. It is unfair that the 

interest on provident funds, which guarantees the social security of workers, 

has been reduced by 0.40%. This is the lowest interest rate on provident fund 

deposits in the last 44 years. Reducing interest rates on provident fund 

deposits will have a devastating effect on workers. It would be a great injustice 

for the provident fund beneficiaries.  Provident Fund Board refused to pay even 

8.5% interest, while earning returns of up to 15% on investments made in the 

stock and credit markets. The interest rate cut has been allegedly due to 

pressure from the Union Ministry of Finance of not paying more than 8 per 

cent, even though the board is willing to pay 8.5 per cent or more in practice.It 

is not fair that interest on PF deposit should also be reduced as only 6.5% 

interest is paid on investments made in banks. The rich and corporates 

deposited their surplus money for security in banks, but PF deposits are not 

like that.Workers monthly pay is not enough to cover their family expenses, 

they cut costs and invest in PF for future social security.                     
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(xv) Regarding grant of Environmental clearance to Rayalaseema Lift 

Irrigation Project 
 

SHRI KURUVA GORANTLA MADHAV (HINDUPUR): I would like to draw 

your kind attention towards the fact that the Government of Andhra Pradesh 

requires urgent Environmental Clearance for the Rayalaseema Lift Irrigation 

Project.During June 2020, the Andhra Pradesh Government announced the 

Rayalaseema Lift Scheme to facilitate the Rayalaseema region to stabilize 

irrigation and drinking water. The announced scheme is within the purview of 

KWDT Award (Krishna Water Dispute Tribunal), i.e. out of total 811 TMC 

water, 512 TMC for Andhra Pradesh and 299 TMC for Telangana. 

 In July 2020, after study, the expert committee has given its opinion that 

the scheme does not require environmental clearance. During September 

2020 also, NGT pronounced that the EC is required for the scheme. After that, 

the Hon’ble CM of Andhra Pradesh put the matter before Hon’ble Minister, 

MOEF to consider expert committee opinion. During June 2021, the AP 

Government approached MOEF for amendment in existing environmental 

clearance process. Based on this application EAC (Environmental Assessment 

Committee) in its June 2021 meeting discussed the topic and issued minutes 

asking some clarifications. AP Government submitted clarifications thereon. In 

this regard, kindly grant environmental clearance to the Rayalaseema Lift 

Irrigation project.

(xvi) Regarding flouting of environmental norms by Industries in Palghar 

Parliamentary Constituency 
 

SHRI RAJENDRA DHEDYA GAVIT (PALGHAR): Tarapur MIDC under my 

Lok Sabha constituency of Palghar has been declared as the most polluted 

industrial cluster between 2009 and 2018 by State of India’s Environment 

report 2021.The National Green Tribunal (NGT) in August 2020 had ordered 

102 industrial units and the operators of the common effluent treatment plant in 

Tarapur MIDC area of Palghar to collectively pay up Rs 160 crore for 

restoration of the environment damaged by the discharge of untreated 

effluents into drains, creeks and the sea which includes Rs 75 crore as a 

‘Super Fund’ to meet expenses of remediation. The fine imposed by NGT on 

these polluting industries has still not been paid & continuous pollution through 

untreated synthetic and chemical effluent has affected and impacted the lives 

and livelihood of residents of 18 fishing villages from Tarapur to Kelve. Due to 

non-payment of the imposed fine there has been a consistent environment 

degradation including land, water & air pollution in Tarapur which will have 

adverse health effects on the people. I request the Government to take strict 

action against these polluting units & also instruct CPCB to initiate necessary 

proceedings for enforcing the order of NGT regarding payment of 160 crore for 

restoration of environment at the earliest.  
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(xvii) Need to redress the grievances of LIC Agents

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SHRI S. R. PARTHIBAN (SALEM): The growth of ecommerce volumes in 

India is attracting the attention of players around the globe. India, the second 

most populous country in the world, is home to 1 .2 billion people. 

However, India having the potential to exports instead of India is 

importing double the amount of what we are exporting now. The main imports 

are mineral fuels, oils and waxes and bituminous substances (27 percent of 

total imports); pearls, precious and semi-precious stones and jewellery (14 

percent); electrical machinery and equipment (10 percent); nuclear reactors, 

boilers, machinery and mechanical appliances (8 percent); and organic. 

Promoting to renewable energy in transport is the only way to 

sustainable growth of the Indian economy. Till now the resources and the 

technology in the field are not available. This causes the renewable energy 

costs more that the common man can offered. 

1.27 % rise in India's export, which touched the mark of $22.6 billion. 

This growth was seen in the Indian export after a long dull period of 1 9 

months. With this achievement, Indian export has taken a step forward to 

realizing its $900 billion vision by the end of 2020. 6 Major Problems Hindering 

India's Export Growth. 

One of the biggest problems faced by the Indian export sector is the high 

restrictions that the government has put on the trade. Not just the Indian 

government, but also the government of countries with which you are trying to 
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make trade. A number of licenses and permissions need to be taken by both 

the countries that create confusion in the mind of the traders who refrain from 

making export due to this. 

The Indian trade policies are not on the same pace with the international 

trade policies or requirements. The international traders see India as a very 

complex market that has many barriers to trade. There are many reasons 

behind this complexity like paying high taxes, construction permits, cross-

border trading, enforced contracts etc. 

An increased import tariff dissuades many exporters to make trade in 

India. Increased import tariff leads to an appreciation in the real exchange rate 

of the country. Additionally, high import tariff encourages traders to lean 

towards illegal means of import/export. This leads to smuggling which today 

has become a full-fledged industry. Traders think Indian market to be corrupt 

and hesitate from making any trade. 

Another factor that leads to low export in India is the lack of proper 

infrastructure facilities. There is inadequate space, both at the seaports and 

airports for keeping and storing various goods. In addition to that, many goods 

require special facilities that India is, unfortunately, still trying hard to provide. 

India's export trade would see considerable improvement if the infrastructure 

facilities are improved here. 

India has a pretty good inclination towards adopting means to 

substituting import and regards export promotion or publicity at a lower scale. 

Promoting export trade in India is one of the chief issues that Indian 
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government should work on in order to have a considerable growth in terms of 

export trade. If people don't get to know about the goods and services that the 

country has, then they would never be attracted to making trade relations.  

In fact, India should also implement many tax reforms and concessions 

to promote export business and set a step forward in Indian export growth. 

It is an undeniable truth that trading in the international sphere calls for 

more time and energy. However, it is known that the export procedure of India 

is not only lengthier but complex too when compared to other countries. 

Various documents are required for export trade which makes the process 

more time as well as money consuming.

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DR. T. R. PAARIVENDHAR (PERAMBALUR): I would like to present my 

points on Demands for Grants under the Ministry of Commerce and Industry 

for 2022-23 here. 

My long pending issues of my Perambalur parliamentary constituency 

also, I would like to mention in this Demands for grants for 2022-23. 

Perambalur parliamentary constituency is a under developed 

constituency and there are no big industries. So, there is no job opportunity for 

educated youths. This particular constituency is agriculturally based one. 70% 

of the people are farmers. 

In this constituency small onion, corn, cotton, bananas are grown in 

large number. And there no processing units or factories to make the above 

crops into a value-added product. Perambalur is one of the largest producers 

of small onion in the state. But so far there is no processing unit and 

warehouses in large area available locally. 

A Multi product Special Economic Zone in Perambalur District at an 

estimated project cost of Rs.827 Crore and 3,000 Acres Land Acquisition has 

been completed in 2006-2007. Site located in NH 45, 220 Kms from Chennai 

Airport, 70 Kms from Trichy Airport. But, till this time there is no progress in 

that project. 
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Import from China and other countries should be minimized. India's 

major imports from China have been of items like automatic data processing 

machines and units, telephone equipment and video phones, electronic 

circuits, transistors and semiconductor devices, antibiotics, heterocyclic 

compounds including nitrogen, fertilisers, sound recording devices and TV 

cameras, automobile components and accessories and project goods. 

We have something to do with the manufacturing capabilities of India. 

We import finished products from China for our domestic requirements. India 

imports the major telecom equipment and mobile phones in huge quantities 

from China. China dominates the electronic hardware market. 

PSUs should be supported to run without any problem to give more job 

opportunities. Privatization should be stopped to prevent PSUs. 

Sivakasi contributes to almost 90% of the fireworks produced in the 

country and is as the 'firecracker capital of India'. About eight lakh workers are 

engaged in the firecracker industry in Virudhunagar. If the production units shut 

down due to bans and safety protocols, their lives are at stake. Union 

government should take necessary action to save Sivakasi workers. 

Industries are classified into small, medium and large scale. Government 

should encourage them. There are numerous clusters of micro enterprises 

across the State. With a view to helping such clusters, the Government should 

launch many programs to help them. 
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Unemployment becoming a big pandemic at present, union government 

should intervene and find some solution through start-ups and initiatives to 

encourage the youths.Kindly consider the above demands.Thank you. 
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SHRI P. P. CHAUDHARY (PALI): I would like to lay my views on the General 

Discussion on the Demands for Grants under the control of the Ministry of 

Commerce and Industry under the Union Budget of 2022-23, hence, I support 

the Union Budget of 2022-23 for the Minister of Ministry of Commerce & 

Industry presented by the Hon'ble Minister of Finance, Smt. Nirmala 

Sitharaman on 1st February, 2022. 

As India approaches its 100th year since independence, the Budget 

targets for FY2022-23 aim to promote India's aspirations in Amrit Kaal. 

Promoting progress and well-being for everybody. Technology-enabled 

development, energy transformation, and climate action are all being 

promoted. Virtuous cycle starting from private investment, crowded in by public 

capital investment. 

The Union Budget for FY 2022-23 this year aims to strengthen the 

infrastructure with its focus on four priorities of: PM GatiShakti Inclusive 

Development Productivity Enhancement & Investment, Sunrise opportunities, 

Energy Transition, and Climate Action Financing of investments. The Union 

Budget for 2022-23 focuses on demand stimulation, claiming that increased 

capital spending will lead to increased demand and job opportunities. Capital 

expenditure has been increased by 35% to about Rs. 7.5 lakh crore. States 

would be given a Rs. 1 lakh crore interest-free 50-year loan to help fund 

infrastructure projects. We're looking at a total of Rs. 10.5 lakh crore in public 
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spending from the Centre and the states. The Budget 2022's increased capital 

spending of Rs. 10.5 lakh crore is estimated to have a 3-4 times multiplier 

effect on economic activity. 

For the current year, the spending for the 'Scheme for Financial 

Assistance to States for Capital Investment' was increased from Rs.10,000 

crore in Budget Estimates to Rs.15,000 crore in Revised Estimates. In 2022-

23, Rs.1 lakh crore would be allocated to help states catalyse general 

economic investment through fifty-year interest-free loans, in addition to 

standard borrowings. States will be allowed a fiscal deficit of 4% of GDP in 

2022-23, with 0.5 percent of that connected to power sector reforms. 

Hon'ble Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi ji introduced the Start-up 

India programme as a flagship initiative of the Indian government on January 

16, 2016. The goal of the project was to create a stronger ecosystem for 

developing India's start-up culture, which would help the country's economy 

flourish, encourage entrepreneurship, and create large-scale job possibilities. 

With over 60,000 recognised start-ups, India has become the world's third-

largest start-up ecosystem, boosting our employment and self- reliance. Start-

up India has played a critical role in fostering entrepreneurship outside of Tier 

1 cities. States and Union Territories (UTS) have worked together to build a 

national ecosystem that will help us achieve our economic goals. While Tier-1 

cities account for 55 percent of recognised start-ups, Tier-2 and Tier-3 cities 

account for 45 percent. The Indian government is embarking on a 

transformational plan to promote balanced regional development across the 
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country's districts. The One District One Product (ODOP) programme aims to 

identify and promote the manufacture of one-of- a-kind products in each of 

India's districts that may be sold globally. This will aid in realising a district's 

genuine potential, resulting in increased economic growth, job creation, and 

rural entrepreneurship. The ODOP effort has been operationally amalgamated 

with the Department of Commerce's DGFT's 'Districts as Export Hub' initiative, 

which includes DPIIT as a significant player, in order to streamline DGFT's 

work. Manufacturing, marketing, branding, internal trade, and e-commerce are 

among the primary activities assisted by DPIIT with Invest India under the 

ODOP project. I, therefore, strongly support the Demands for Grants under the 

control of the Ministry of Commerce and Industry under the Union Budget of 

2022-23.

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SHRI RAJU BISTA (DARJEELING):I am putting my views in support of the 

motion for Demand of Grants for the Ministry of Commerce. Under the dynamic 

and visionary leadership of our Hon'ble Prime Minister Narendra Modi ji and 

Hon'ble Commerce Minister Piyush Goyal ji, India is fast emerging as the 

manufacturing and export hub of our continent. India is already leading in the 

services sector, and with the way our government has promoted trade and 

commerce, I am confident that day is not far when India will outpace our 

regional rivals in manufacturing and exports too. I take pride in sharing the 

good news that our country has achieved a historic feat today, by reaching its 

ambitious target of $400 billion in good exports, 9 days ahead of the 

scheduled. Our nation has recorded the highest ever merchandise exports 

worth $400 billion in 2021-2022 compared to $292 billion in 2020-2021.The 

2020-2021 export tally was an achievement in itself as it came in the midst of 

the global Coronavirus pandemic.This is because of our government's push for 

"Make in India', "Aatmanirbhar Bharat", "StandUp India", "StartUp India", 

"Vocal for Local" and numerous other schemes launched by our government in 

these past 7 years.The success of Production Linked Incentives promoted by 

our government has written a new story of export led growth in our nation.It 

can be ascertained from the fact that Apple recently recorded exports of Rs 

10,000 crore worth of iPhones in just one year after Apple launched its 

operations in India, under the production-linked incentive scheme (PLI). As 
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trade and commerce enter an unprecedented era of growth, I want to draw 

your kind attention to some critical issues:  Tea exports from our nation have 

seen a rapid drop in the past two decades. Hence, I request you to take 

immediate remedial steps to revive the growth, especially exports.The tea 

garden workers continue to suffer due to non-implementation of the Labour 

Codes passed by the Parliament, hence timely implementation of various 

social welfare measures announced by the Govt is necessary. There is an 

urgent need to provisioning of Land Rights to the tea garden workers, and also 

implementation of Minimum Wages Act in the tea gardens.Provident funds and 

other financial security for the workers should be regularised, and all unpaid 

instalments should be paid by the owners. Government should find a way to 

help those tea garden owners, who are yet to fulfil their side of PF 

contributions. Govt should ensure financial security for seasonal workers too, 

who don't have any social safety net, after their working age is over. Nearly 16 

tea gardens in Darjeeling hills, Terai and Dooars are shut down. People have 

suffered untold miseries, including starvation deaths. Central Government 

should intervene and assist in opening the closed Tea gardens of the area. 

The tea garden workers do not have healthcare facilities, Government should 

encourage tea companies to join ESIC system. Opening of multiple ESIC 

hospitals in the region are needed. The children of tea garden workers come 

from an economically marginalized backgrounds, Govt should provide especial 

funds with annual contributions from the tea companies and workers also, for 

providing scholarships for the tea garden children. 
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The Union Government has allocated Rs 1000 crore towards the welfare 

of tea garden workers in West Bengal and ssam in the 2021-22 budget. The 

distribution of this welfare fund is pending. It is requested for expediting the 

allocation - best would be DBT to tea garden workers accounts. The tea 

gardens in Darjeeling region have suffered due to political unstability and 

COVID. Therefore, I am requesting for granting, a one-time special financial 

assistance to tea gardens based in Darjeeling region, that were hit due to 

political shut down for 4-months in 2017, and COVID pandemic. It should be 

ensured that workers who were not given their salary during this period too are 

compensated their wages. The Tea Gardens not connected to banking 

facilities, hence the workers prefer wages in cash, as going to banks entail 

losing a whole day of work. I am requesting for a moratorium/suspension on 

the 2% cash withdrawal in the tea gardens, until banking facilities are provided 

to each garden. In this digital age, we are yet to realize the full potential of tea 

industry. Technologically we are still in 19th century instead of 21st century, 

there fore Technological upgradation is a must if we want to remain 

competitive. The role of Tea Board is immense in this regards.Tea Board 

needs to focus more on promoting and marketing Indian tea. We need more 

push for international tea trade, innovative products, innovative marketing 

ideas must needed. Recognition of small and independent growers by the Tea 

Board of India is needed, who have till date been denied any support and also 

No-Objection- Certification (NOC) to sell their tea. This denial is contrary to 
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Modi ji's vision of 'Atmanirbhar Bharat'. The Licence Raj in Tea Industry should 

come to an end. 

 Small Growers can contribute immensely towards development of the 

tea sector. We need to find ways to bring synergy among existing tea 

companies and small growers for mutual benefit of both.I also request for 

provisioning special subsidies and financial incentives for small growers.  

Export incentives should be revived across the board. This is India's 

chance tocapture share from China which we have lost on several occasions. 

The jobcreation and multiplier effect of that on economy is very high. India's 

defence exports have increased to 8,434.84 crore in 2020-21.In 2016-17 it was 

1,521 crore.  Govt plans to target to achieve exports of about 35,000 crore ($5 

billion) in aerospace and defence goods and services by 2025. India's overall 

exports (Merchandise and Services combined) in April-November 2021 are 

estimated to be US$ 418.74 Billion, Positive growth of 37.21% over same 

period in 2020, and a  positive growth of 19.13 % over April-November 2019. 

We need to promote growth of exports - may be PLI type scheme for 

exporters is needed. Promote R&D in the country - give tax deduction of 200-

300% . Focus on MSME - 2nd largest employment creator after agriculture . 

Focus needed to boost local manufacturing and Atmanirbharta. Liberalise 

start-up regime - liberalise tax regime, eligibility conditions, higher incentives . 

Focus on reduction of freight rates of exported goods. Reduce collateral 

requirements for term loans on capital goods investment. Develop 

infrastructure for last mile delivery of goods.  
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The emergency credit line guarantee scheme which ends on March 31st 

2022 needs to be extended in the next financial year to give liquidity support in 

the wake of new COVID variant. This will be helpful to over 10 Million 

enterprises protecting about 54.5 Million jobs. Also focus on faster clearance of 

pending dues, rationalisation of compliance requirements and tailor made 

fiscal package for first time MSME borrowers. 

India has become net exporter of steel to China.  Steel exports have 

accounted for 719,267 crore in 2021-22, while imports are at 16,369 crore. 

Sterlite Industry like sabotage of various industries should be prevented. 

Attempts already made with attack and strikes in Apple Manufacturing units. 

Use Government procurement from a prospective date of Policy, For instance, 

invite bids for procurement of 1 GW of Solar Panels on the condition that 90% 

value addition takes place in India and that procurement would be for 5 years 

from the date Production and Supply commences. There is a need for bold 

statements to be made reiterating Government's focus on boosting 

manufacturing.  Attracting investment for setting up of Semi-conductor industry 

is a must. We should urgently bring investment either as PPP basis or 

encourage large corporate to put up capacity. I thank you for giving me an 

opportunity to express my views and I once again congratulate our government 

and Hon'ble Minister Piyush Goyal ji for taking the Commerce sector in our 

nation to new heights.Thank You and Jai Hind.

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DR. T. SUMATHY (A) THAMIZHACHI THANGAPANDIAN (CHENNAI 

SOUTH): Commerce and Industry is the life line of India's economy. The ruling 

governments of the past have taken so much pain to build our economy to this 

level. The policy makers left the financial industry free to innovate and what it 

did was to innovate itself, and the rest of us, into a big, nasty mess. In a nation 

like India with over 80 million SMBs who contribute roughly 40% of the GDP, 

how can businesses sustain themselves? How can a downturn in the economy 

be avoided? Is there a way to turn the adversity into an opportunity? All we 

require is Compassion, Collaboration and the Commercial will. But this 

government lack all the three. 

Apparel Export Promotion Council (AEPC) has urged the government to 

remove import duty on cotton for boosting apparel exports, as one of its key 

budget recommendations for promoting the Indian apparel industry. Apparel 

exports would touch $20 billion in fiscal 2022-23, and the biggest hurdle is high 

raw material prices. The removal of import duty on these could give a major 

fillip. We need to stop import duty on raw cotton. It is our major demand 

because raw material prices in India are very high. Cotton prices have gone up 

by almost 70-80 per cent in the last one year. A solution could be the removal 

of 11 per cent import duty on cotton. So that the mills can import cotton at 

lower prices. Cotton and yarn prices have gone up by 70-80 per cent and that 

is creating hurdles for garment exports. 
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We need to fast track negotiations and sign Free Trade Agreements 

(FTAs) with major buying destinations like the EU, the UK, Australia and 

others. This will remove the duty disadvantages that Indian apparel faces. The 

DGFT is meant for facilitating exports and imports. Unfortunately their sudden 

policy decisions have become a big deterrent to imports and exports. When 

the Government for some reasons with some logic impose restriction on 

certain items which were imported or exported till then it gives great agony and 

pain for the traders.  

Many businesses have crashed due to rigid or sudden decision taken by 

the people at Udyog Bhavan. I think those importers or exporters who have 

suffered due to a sudden decision of government could alone understand this. 

The government need to change its attitude. Several export promotion councils 

have become outdated and redundant in nature. There are sea changes 

effectively introduced in several countries including India with regards to the 

EXIM policies. The export promotion council should be aware of it and able to 

get support for their members from the government and their counterparts in 

foreign countries.  

Regarding the Special Economic Zones (SEZs) the government should 

take a proactive progressive decision. Most of the SEZs are defunct and not 

functioning. More than one third of the SEZs do not deliver justice to their aims 

and objectives the investments and labour involved in establishing those SEZs. 

The Special Economic Zones Act will be replaced with a new legislation that 

will enable the States to become partners in 'Development of Enterprise and

Service Hubs'. The industry expects the new policy to ensure domestic 

companies be able to utilise the SEZ infrastructure, and the policy shall enable 

unit by unit de notification. 

It's is the duty of the government to rejuvenate the SEZs and make them 

suitable for multi varied sector businesses again. The intellectual property 

rights is very important in global trade and commerce. India should encourage 

for getting more IP rights to match with USA, European union, China and 

Japan. The ministry of commerce and industry should identify unique products 

from villages and towns and accord Geographical Indices to them to 

encourage the trade. The industrial federations like CII, ASSOCHAM, FICCI 

and several others should be involved to spread the new policies and norms 

effected by the government time to time and sensitize the young entrepreneurs 

the do's and don'ts of the trade and commerce industry. The government 

should encourage SMBs to create a robust local manufacturing ecosystem. 

There are challenges with regards to supply of raw materials, manpower and 

working capital, policymaking should support local manufacturing, especially 

the SMBs who can play a huge role in making India self-sufficient in certain 

areas.  

The Government and NBFCs will also play a significant role in helping 

SMBs tackle financial crunches that the sector is facing. Hope the government 

at least hear the problems and issues of the industries and take appropriate 

actions to come out of the economic uncertainty.  
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Additionally, established players and e-commerce companies, backed 

by state-of-the-art technology, can come together to eliminate the supply-relate 

challenges impeding these small enterprises. The government has a 

responsibility to effect this. 

As with any other crisis that India has faced in the past, a proactive effort 

on the part of the Government and industry will definitely help the nation 

overcome these times.The Hon'ble Finance Minister discussed as to how we 

can take forward the MSME credit guarantee scheme," There is need for quick 

disbursal of additional loans to MSMEs, and urged bankers to simplify process, 

formats and documentation. But at the ground level, it's very different. The 

banks ask too many questions and lay too many conditions and finally reject 

the loan proposal. This happens to 99 SMBs out of 100. The Government 

should take a serious note of it and act accordingly. Two important factors that 

affects the global trade scenario is the FDI and FTA. Foreign Direct Investment 

is the key to the success of industrial growth. Free Trade Agreement is also 

essential for exporters to get more benefit out of the business agreements. 

At the same time the government should encourage States like Tamil 

Nadu which is an industrial State attracts more FDI. I urge the government to 

provide adequate support to Government of Tamil Nadu in signing MoU with 

more foreign companies of varied nature under the Defence Corridor projects. 

An estimated investment of Rs.50,000 crores would be attracted under the 

Tamil Nadu Defence Industrial Corridor (TANDICO). 
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There is one detrimental factor need to be monitored, checked and 

curbed in flourishing exports and imports is Trade deficit. India's trade with 

foreign countries should be balanced with respect to exports and imports. But 

unfortunately over a period time India's dependency over imports is too high. 

India's trade deficit widened as exports fell and imports rose over the previous 

month.  

The gap rose to $21.19 billion from $17.42 billion in January 2022, 

according to preliminary data by the Ministry of Commerce and Industry. 

Exports rose 22.4% year-on-year but fell 2% over the previous month to $33.8 

billion. The Trade deficit with China is high, that China gets 5 times higher than 

what India gets. This need to be bridged. The over dependence on China for 

our country's imports is providing some advantages to china in geo politics. 

India should somehow reduce this Trade deficit with not only China but with 

any foreign countries. Tamil Nadu is the India's 2nd Largest Economy and 3rd 

Largest Exporting State, contributing 8.95% to India's net Exports. The 

Industries department of Government of Tamil Nadu is taking several proactive 

measures under the dynamic leadership of our Hon'ble Chief Minister Thiru. M 

K. Stalin. There will be several foreign companies interested in signing 

agreement with TIDCO an industrial arm of Government of Tamil Nadu. 

New industrial parks would come up in tier II and III cities and 

surrounding areas to promote development in Tamil Nadu. These industrial 

parks, would be created to attract large investments to revive the state's 

economy. The new industrial parks would come up in Coimbatore, Perambalur, 
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Madurai, Vellore and Tiruvallur districts.For the manufacturing of electronic 

products, two exclusive clusters would be established at Pillaipakkam 

(Kancheepuram district) and Manallur (Thiruvallur district) with financial 

assistance from the Union government. Sensing the demand, the government 

is working towards creating land banks for new industrial parks and expediting 

ongoing projects. Tamil Nadu, the 'Automobile Capital of India,' is home to over 

1300 factories engaged in Automobile & Auto Component. Tamil Nadu, with 

92% of women between the age of 15 to 49 years having bank accounts lead 

among the Indian States in terms of financial inclusion of women. 

Hon'ble Chief Minister Thiru. M. K. Stalin laid the foundation stone of 

India's 1st International Furniture Park at Thoothukudi. This 1,150+ acre 

landmark project will bring tremendous growth prospects to the southern 

districts of Tamil Nadu.Led by the Hon'ble Chief Minister Thiru. M. K. Stalin, 

Tamil Nadu signs 14 MoUs worth Rs. 4,488 crore with a direct employment 

potential of 15,000+ 179 projects at a cost of Rs. 8.6 lakh crore (US$ 117.58 

billion) relating to Tamil Nadu have been included in the national infrastructure 

pipeline. These projects will be implemented in the next five years (2020-25). 

Thus Tamil Nadu is emerging fast as the Champion Industrial State in the 

country. I urge the government to allocate substantial funds to Tamil Nadu to 

realise an unprecedented growth and pinnacle of success in industrial 

development and employment generation.  Thank you.         
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SHRI PRADYUT BORDOLOI (NAWGONG): What is the status of NEIDS for 

the Northeast which is expiring on 31.03.2022? Is a new policy being mooted? 

Why don’t you include Service Sector in the new policy for the Northeast, 

because Northeast can have investments on its core strength i.e., Service 

sector?

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DR. MOHAMMAD JAWED (KISHANGANJ): I put my views on the Demand 

for grants under the Control of the Ministry of Commerce and Industry for 

2022-23. 

The Budget Estimates (BE) of 2022-23 for the Ministry of Commerce 

and Industry have declined sharply from the Revised Estimates (RE) of 2021-

22. The total allocation to the Ministry of Commerce and Industry have 

declined by 8.7% from 2021-22 to 2022-23. The total share of budget allocated 

in 2022-23 to the Department of Commerce has declined by 18.1% from the 

budget allocation of 2021-22 and the share of budget allocated for Central 

Sector schemes and projects has declined by 21.6%. 

The budget cuts have also affected the establishment of micro, medium, 

and small-scale enterprises (MSMEs) in Kishanganj, Bihar especially in the 

plywood industry, tea-processing plants, jute industry, inter alia. Kishanganj 

has immense potential of developing and exporting these commodities across 

India and even through international trade, however, due to constant budget 

cuts and no allocation of funds to Kishanganj for the development of MSMEs, 

the sectors have been left underutilized and impoverished. 

As per a study conducted by the Business Standard, Bihar has an export 

potential of $900 million, however, due to low allocation for Trade Infrastructure 

for Export Scheme (TIES), which is a vital tool for the development of export 
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infrastructure in the country, the trade potential of Bihar has remained 

unrealized. 

Special Economic Zones (SEZs) in Bihar have been controversial due to 

protests against land acquisition for industry and trade purposes but the 

government has not made efforts to negotiate with conflicting parties and the 

state government in Bihar to sign a series of Memorandums of Understanding 

(MOUs) to balance the regional imbalance of the distribution of the number of 

SEZs across India. 

The consultative committee has recommended the Ministry of 

Commerce and Industry to seek additional funds for the establishment of SEZs 

across the country and there is a dire need for such economic zones in Bihar 

especially the poorest regions of Seemanchal and Kishanganj. 

Bihar's unemployment rate increased 31.2%, rising to 46.6% in April 

2020, according to a survey conducted by the Centre for Monitoring Indian 

Economy (CMIE). Although there has been a 6.26% increase from RE 2022 

(Rs. 744.76 crore) to BE 2023 (Rs. 791.40 crore) for the Industrial 

Development for Backward and Remote areas, the allocations are actually a 

7.38% decrease from BE 2022 (Rs. 854.50 crore). 

The government has therefore failed to prioritise the development of 

backward and remote areas especially Seemanchal and Kishanganj in Bihar 

amidst rising unemployment and low-production levels. 
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Make in India was launched to increase the share of manufacturing in 

India's GDP to 25% by 2022 and to generate 100 million manufacturing jobs. 

However, the share of manufacturing has actually decreased since the 

scheme's launch. Manufacturing has dropped by 14.3% since 2016 and 24 

million people have lost jobs in the manufacturing sector. Unemployment level 

in Bihar is at an all-time high and lack of industries has left remote areas 

impoverished and jobless. 

Boosting financial innovations will boost the disposable income amongst 

the low-income bracket families especially in Bihar that has a per capita 

income of Bihar was INR 41 ,000 (Financial Year 2019). Bihar had the lowest 

per capita in the last decade, since FY 2012. The average earnings of an 

individual are rapidly declining amidst stark unemployment. 

Special Financial Assistance to Bihar by the Ministry of Commerce and 

Industry has been ignored which has led to poor infrastructure and economy of 

Bihar. Budget Allocation for Central Projects and development of industries is 

important for the economic development of Kishanganj and adjacent 

impoverished and remote areas in Bihar. 

Henceforth, the government has to increase investments and budget 

allocation specially to Kishanganj and Seemanchal in Bihar to establish 

MSMEs and increase the employment rate and give opportunities to the youth 

of Bihar. 
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Therefore, I would like to request the Ministry of Commerce and Industry 

to urgently look into the matter and devise remedial measures to rectify the 

current situation.

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SHRI HASNAIN MASOODI (ANANTNAG): The Budget Estimate for the 

Ministry for FY 2022-23 surprisingly are less than the RE for 2021-22. This is 

going to impact growth, of course adversely, of Industries and Commerce. The 

allocation of Rs 834.00 crore is far less than the requirement of Rs. 10,267.45 

crore proposed by concerned committee. 

 The major initiatives by the Ministry are increase in FDI flow, 

establishment of Project Monitoring Group, 32 Greenfield Corridors, 11 

Industrial Corridors, NICDC are laudable. However, some key sectors get a 

rough deal when it comes to investment. Food Processing Industry is a leading 

example.  

 The FDI investment flow is far from satisfactory. It is mostly restricted to 

signing of MOUs without any significant development on ground. The outflow 

of investment or reverse FDI is a matter of grave concern.  

Jammu and Kashmir 

Jammu and Kashmir has gone through a rough and difficult time for last 

four years for lockdown and COVID-19 pandemic challenge. The trade and 

industry have suffered colossal damage due to devastating floods of 2014 and 

a long and extended lockdown post-2019. The textile units are going defunct. 

The budgetary proposals do not take cognizance of the plight of trade and 

industry and nearly 50,000 crore rupee losses suffered for the afore-stated

reasons. The package to bring relief to the trade, commerce and industry was 

expected. Jammu and Kashmir does not get any Greenfield corridors or other 

industrial corridors. The industrial estates announced are yet to be translated 

into reality. Most of industrial units on decline. The tourist industry is a big 

loser. There is inordinate delay in renewal of lease in favour of hoteliers. 

Hoteliers who had been running hotels for decades together. Resultantly, there 

is no significant increase in hotel accommodation having negative impact on 

tourism industry. 

Jammu and Kashmir does not find place in TIES- Trade Infrastructure 

for Export Schemes. Resultantly, no projects under TIES are approved for 

Jammu and Kashmir. Jammu and Kashmir would earn foreign exchange for 

the country with export of carpets and other handicrafts, fruits and fruit 

products.  But with no attention paid to promotion of export, Jammu and 

Kashmir is a big loser. The commercial fruit processing deserved to be given 

importance because 30 million fresh fruit production. This area has been 

neglected.The export of carpets has suffered negative trend 21 per cent than 

previous year. Same is the case with spices with 16.54 per cent negative 

growth.There has been no new investment on ground. The financing of new 

project is an uphill task for the industrialists and local businesses. The dreams 

of big investment remain to be realized. The FDI is restricted to 

announcements without investment on ground. The demands do not take care 

of need of Jammu and Kashmir’s industries, trade and commerce, The ease of 

business remains a slogan.  
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KUMARI AGATHA K. SANGMA (TURA): In the NE Region, significant efforts 

have been taken on insurgency and security concerns bring peace and stability 

to the regions, which have played the important role in peace in the region. 

While the allocated budget for industrial & infrastructure development in 

the North East is welcome, particularly the 1500 Cr for PM-DevlNE (The Prime 

Minister's Development Initiative for North-East to be implemented through the 

North-Eastern Council to fund development projects in the North-East region.) 

Act East policy shift seeks both to bring structure to New Delhi's foreign 

policy and to achieve its domestic developmental goals specifically within 

India's North Eastern region. The area has been of key concern as its 

landlocked geography and inadequate infrastructure, along with its history of 

separatist insurgencies, have often hindered its development. Through the 

framework of Act East Policy, India seeks to achieve deeper political and 

economic development goals for the region by creating sophisticated markets 

and connectivity links between the region and Southeast Asia. The current 

infrastructural initiatives include the India-Myanmar-Thailand trilateral highway 

that will span more than 1,360 km. The importance of potential investment 

from ASEAN is considered a strategically important step in addressing 

grievances of the region not enjoying the benefits of economic and industrial 

growth occurring in other parts of India. 
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Between 2017 and December 2020, only 104 industrial units have been 

registered under the NEIDS. Failing to attract private investment, government 

expenditure still plays an important role in driving the economy in most North-

Eastern states. Apart from Assam, the remaining six states are in the top eight 

states where share of government expenditure as percentage of state 

economy is the highest. 

After that, the Government of India announced the North East Industrial 

Development Scheme (NEIDS), 2017 with a validity of five years on 12 th April 

2018, but NEIDS failed to garner interest among the entrepreneurs for 

investment. In the last four years, the State of Meghalaya has got a meagre 

investment of 25.00 crores only. This itself, speaks about the effectiveness of 

North East Industrial Development Scheme, 2017. There are many lacunae in 

the NEIDS, 2017. The cap of 35.00 crore of capital investment incentive does 

not appear to be attractive  

The state of Meghalaya has been blessed with many minerals like 

limestone, China clay, quartz etc. Due to 1997 and 2007 policies, huge 

investment has come to the state of Meghalaya in the Cement sector which 

provides direct and indirect employment to a large number of people. In 

NEIDS, cement (but not clinker) & Steel Rolling Mills have been kept in 

negative list which has got no rationale at all. It is cement industry & Steel 

Rolling Mills which will bring a lot of investment, create huge employment 

opportunities, promote ancillary units and will contribute revenue to the 
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exchequer. Therefore, cement and steel rolling mills should not be kept in the 

negative list in the new industrial policy. 

I urge the Government to launch an exclusive industrial policy for North 

East in view of Landlocked region, difficult terrain, legacy of conflict and 

insurgency. Cost of doing business is high as raw materials are imported and 

finished product is exported. We have very small market with low purchasing 

power of people. Economic and Regional Disparity in the country may have 

implications on governance and unemployment, and migration is the biggest 

challenge for the region. 

Maximum incentive of Rs 5 Cr for capital investment discouraged big 

investment, expansion was not covered in policy so local industries also 

discouraged to invest. NEIDS was extended in Uttarakhand and Himachal 

Pradesh, so investors preferred placed close to mainland, present North East 

Industrial Development scheme ought to have been notified before the expiry 

of the NEIDS on 31st March 2022. 

As representative and elected Member from North Eastern Region I 

demand the Government to extend period of new Industrial policy for North 

East minimum for 10 years. Besides new units, existing units undergoing 

expansion should also be eligible for incentives. There should not be any 

upper limit for capital investment subsidy. Freight incentive on raw materials 

and finished product must be allowed from factory to original points through 

rail, road, water and airways. Tea, cement and steel rolling mills may be 

removed from the negative list. Government should consider to start any 
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special incentives for development of sectoral parks, commercial infrastructure 

etc. 

The Industrial Policy should be exclusive for NER and not be extended 

to other states and Central GST and IT exemption must be 100% to the North 

Eastern Investors. Government can even give interest subvention may be 

provided for term loan. 

If Government starts more PSUs or job-oriented investment in the 

Region like Rail coach factory and steel industry, it will help to generate 

employment in the region which is very low in North East in comparison with 

rest of the country. Tea Board of India headquarter may be shifted to the 

Guwahati from Kolkata as Assam is the largest producer of tea in the country. 

Some Special policy may be brought out to incentivise the quality and organic 

tea production and Incubation centres may be set up and special incentives 

may be provided to start-ups. 

Minimal share of 0.156 per cent of exports from the eight States of North 

Eastern Region (NER) which is abysmally low when compared to the total 

exports from India. It is also worrisome that the marginal trade being 

conducted is lopsided, wherein a major chunk of the export is from Assam and 

minuscule trade from the rest of the region. Need to focus on minimising the 

obstructions in the trade ecosystem, supplemented by establishing strong 

linkages of the region with mainland traders as well as developing a robust 

land-based trade across borders which would boost local economies. 
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Edible Oil - Oil Palm programme received Rs 900 crore in the recent 

budget - to reduce import dependence and increase economic welfare of 

farmers - with a thrust to the NER to make it an oil palm hub. While reducing 

import dependence and ensuring our sir, edible oil security is crucial, scientific 

evidence and mounting vulnerability to climate change clearly demonstrate that 

the North East Region must not be a target area for expanding palm oil 

cultivation in India. Example Mizoram Mizoram's experiment with oil palm 

cultivation has led to a host of impoverished farmers, and unaccountable  

companies - contracts given to three companies which became virtual 

monopolies over much of the state's oil palm production. While the 

Government claims that Oil or Palm will not be promoted by destroying forest 

cover, it has already replaced natural and semi-natural forest areas in the 

North-East, especially in Mizoram. Therefore, the concern that such a trend will 

follow in other North Eastern states cannot be ignored. 

In view of the above given the need to conserve biodiversity and the role 

of forests in climate change mitigation, I urge the Government to look at 

bringing permanently farmed / agricultural land in peninsular India under oil 

palm cultivation instead of NE's biodiversity rich forest or jhum land. 

The budgetary allocations made to Agricultural Product Export 

Development Authority (APEDA), Marine Product Export Development 

Authority (MPEDA) and plantation boards such as Tea, Coffee, Rubber and 

Spices Boards in BE (budget estimate) 2022-23 is low. The Standing 

Committee opined those insufficient allocations to these heads would 
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negatively impact the exports of agricultural and marine products, tea, coffee, 

spices, natural rubber and rubber products. 

l, therefore, once again urge the Government to launch improvised North 

East Industrial Development scheme with large coverage of interest of people 

of North East and explore more opportunities for the over-all development of 

the Region. 
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SHRI D.M. KATHIR ANAND (VELLORE): The long-term vision of the 

Department of Commerce is to make India a major player in the world trade by 

2020 and assume a role of leadership in the international trade organizations 

commensurate with India’s growing importance The unfavourable gap between 

India’s imports and exports is expected to widen further in the current and the 

next financial year, with the trade deficit soon doubling to hit the $200 billion 

level. India reported record exports and imports trade deficit numbers for the 

month of December. The record trade numbers in December were likely on the 

back of positive price effect, seasonal uptick, and buoyancy in global and 

domestic demand, India exported goods worth $37.3 billion in December, up 

37% from a year earlier and 37.6% from the pre-pandemic level, Commerce 

Minister Piyush Goyal said this week. The merchandise exports hit $300 billion 

during April-December, a record for the first three quarters of any fiscal year to 

date. Top large exports were petroleum products, engineering goods, and 

gems and jewellery. India’s imported goods also hit a historical high rising 

38.1% to $59.3 billion in December led by pickup in electronics imports and 

pearls, precious and semi-precious stones imports.All existing industries, 

particularly the Small Medium Scale industries which thrived for several 

decades are in deep dilapidated condition. 
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Financial crises of some kind or the other occur sporadically virtually 

every decade and in various locations around the world. Financial meltdowns 

have occurred in countries. Each financial crisis is unique, yet each bears 

some resemblance to others. In general, crises have been generated by 

factors such as overheating of markets, excessive leveraging of debt, credit 

booms, miscalculations of risk, rapid outflows of capital from a country, 

unsustainable macroeconomic policies, off-balance sheet operations by banks, 

inexperience with new financial instruments, and deregulation without sufficient 

market monitoring and oversight. 

As the Covid-19 pandemic continues to disrupt lives and economies, 

various industries including aviation, automobile, hospitality, IT services, 

pharmaceutical and e-commerce are grappling with the challenges posed by 

this unforeseen crisis.  The global outbreak of coronavirus has adversely 

impacted businesses in India, across sectors. A closer look reveals that in 

addition to bringing small and medium businesses to a halt, it has also put the 

future of these businesses at risk. 

  In a nation like India with over 80 million SMBs who contribute roughly 

40% of the GDP, how can businesses sustain themselves? How can a 

downturn in the economy be avoided? Is there a way to turn the adversity into 

an opportunity? All we require is Compassion, Collaboration and the 

Commercial will. But this government lack all the three.

We need to fast track negotiations and sign Free Trade Agreements 

(FTAs) with major buying destinations like the EU, the UK, Australia and 

others. This will remove the duty disadvantages that Indian apparel faces. 

The DGFT is meant for facilitating exports and imports.  Unfortunately, 

their sudden policy decisions have become a big deterrent to imports and 

exports. When the Government for some reasons with some logic impose 

restriction on certain items which were imported or exported till then it gives 

great agony and pain for the traders. Many businesses have crashed dur to 

rigid or sudden decision taken by the people at Udyog Bhavan. I think those 

importers or exporters who have suffered due to a sudden decision of 

government could alone understand this. The government need to change its 

attitude.  

           The commerce industry under commodity Board for spices, coffee, tea, 

turmeric, cardamom to name few. There is an urgent need for testing 

labs/centre in the local areas where they are grown. The exports of these agro 

products are facing huge problem due to adulteration and use of banned 

chemicals as fertilizer and pesticides. What happens is some countries ban 

certain chemicals and if the farmers and exporters are not been given 

awareness about banned chemicals, they end up with their products getting 

rejected for the presence of banned chemicals in the products exported from 

our country. For this the government should conduct an IEC or awareness 

program so that they will not get into such trouble in future.  
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Several export promotion councils have become outdated and 

redundant in nature. There are sea changes effectively introduced in several 

countries including India with regards to the EXIM policies. The export 

promotion council should be aware of it and able to get support for their 

members from the government and their counterparts in foreign countries.  

The Hon'ble Finance Minister discussed as to how we can take forward 

the MSME credit guarantee scheme,” There is need for quick disbursal of 

additional loans to MSMEs, and urged bankers to simplify process, formats 

and documentation. But at the ground level, it's very different. The banks ask 

too many questions and lay too many conditions and finally reject the loan 

proposal. This happens to 99 SMBs out of 100. The Government should take a 

serious note of it and act accordingly. 

 There is one detrimental factor need to be monitored, checked and 

curbed in flourishing exports and imports is Trade deficit. India's trade with 

foreign countries should be balanced with respect to exports and imports. But 

unfortunately, over a period time India's dependency over imports is too high.  

 India's trade deficit widened as exports fell and imports rose over the 

previous month. The gap rose to $21.19 billion from $17.42 billion in January 

2022, according to preliminary data by the Ministry of Commerce and Industry. 

Exports rose 22.4% year-on-year but fell 2% over the previous month to $33.8 

billion. 
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 The Trade deficit with China is high, that China gets 5 times higher than 

what India gets. This need to be bridged. The over dependence on China for 

our country's imports is providing some advantages to China in geo politics. 

India should somehow reduce this Trade deficit with not only China but with 

any foreign countries. There are bad incidences where Fictitious farmers' 

groups works as cotton Mafia get false certification for conventional cotton as 

organic cotton. Recently the European union have found these organic cottons 

are not organic. This is going to jeopardize our country's export credibility.  

The price of organic cotton, on an average, is 30-40 per cent higher than non-

organic fibre. Under the Paramparagat Krishi Vikas Yojana, the Centre has 

been promoting organic farming in clusters. Organic cotton production in India 

is estimated about 1,23,000 tonnes or 51 per cent of global 2,40,000 tonnes. 

This may occur in other organic products. Therefore, I urge the government to 

assign APEDA to maximum power to eliminate such malpractice by the cotton 

Mafia.   

In this connection I would like to know from the Hon'ble Minister Whether 

APEDA has conducted a detailed investigation in view of faulty and fake 

certification of organic cotton farming? Has APEDA conducted investigations in 

adequate number of grower groups in comparison total number of grower 

groups? If so, how many farmers was visited by the investigation team?

Nadu increased to Rs. 1.39 lakh crore in 2018-19, at a growth rate of 10%. 

Tamil Nadu has introduced the ‘Industrial Policy 2021’ to achieve an

म§ इसे इसिलए कह रहा हóं ³यŌिक इस िवषय को सामने रखते हòए उīोग या वािणºय 

मंýालय ने अपने काम को आगे बढ़ाया, ÿोसेस को री-इंजीिनयåरगं करना, काम को µलोबल Öट§डडª 

तक लेकर जाना, रोजगार के अवसर ÿदान करना, भारत के उīोग को अतंराªÕůीय ÿितÖपधाª  म¤

रही है  ।  

चाहे िकसानŌ कì बात हो, सूàम लघ ु या मÅयम वगª के एमएसएमई सै³टर के मेहनती 

उīिमयŌ कì बात हो, Öटाटªअप सै³टर कì बात हो, जो तेज गित से िवĵ म¤ अपनी छाप बना रहा 

है, चाहे बड़े उīोगŌ कì बात हो, जो देश के āांड और दशे कì ±मता को पूर ेिवĵ म¤ पहचान िदला 
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रहे ह§, हर ±ेý म¤ वÐैयू और वॉÐयूम दोनŌ म¤, कुछ ±ेýŌ को छोड़कर जो इÆफलेशन से ÿभािवत ह§, 

अ¸छी विृĦ हो रही है ।

 आज ही, माननीय ÿधान मंýी जी ने सबुह देश को एक खशुखबरी दी है  । कल दोपहर दो 

बजे एक पोटªल पर एक लाख करोड़ Łपये कì खरीद सरकारी ÓयवÖथाओ ंने जेम पोटªल के माÅयम 

से कì है  । इसम¤ तेजी से विृĦ होती जा रही है  । िपछले चार वषŎ म¤ एक लाख करोड़ Łपये का 

हòआ था  । इस वषª अकेले एक लाख करोड़ Łपये øॉस कर गया है  । म§ सभी को आमंितý कłंगा 

िक आप अपनी-अपनी राºय सरकारŌ, अपनी-अपनी पचंायतŌ या लोकल बॉडीज स ेभी कह¤ िक व े
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जेम पोटªल से ही खरीद¤  । इसकì ताकत कैसे बनती है? जो ÿधान मंýी जी कì एक सोच है  । आप

  सर, Öटाटª -अप इिंडया Öकìम कì कÐपना माननीय ÿधान मंýी जी ने आज से लगभग 6 

साल पहले, 16 जनवरी, 2016 को देश के सम± रखी थी  । तब थोड़ी आलोचना भी हòई थी  । 

साधारणत: लोगŌ को लगता था िक यह Öकìम िसफª  नाम के िलए शłु हो रही है या यह िसफª  एक 

Öलोगन है  । कई लोग आलोचना करते थे  । लेिकन, आज पूर ेिवĵ म¤ इससे भारत कì पहचान बनी

कुछ ऐसी वÖतुए ंहोती ह§, जहा ंहमारा कÌपीटेिटव एडवाÆटेज नहé होता है  । अगर कÌपैरेबल देख¤, 

तो िवदेशŌ से लाना भी अ¸छा हो सकता है  ।

लेकर कॉिÆफड¤स के साथ जाए ंऔर अपना सामान िवĵ भर म¤ पहòंचाए ं ।  
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 हम¤ Öकेल का लाभ कई से³टसª म¤ नहé िमला है  । कई ऐसे से³टसª ह§, जहा ंहम छोटे रह 

गए ह§, िजन स³ेटसª म¤ बढ़त हòई, उसम¤ अ¸छी बढ़त हòई है  । जैसे Öटील है, आज हम Öटील म¤ 

कÌपीटेिटव ह§  । हमारा Öटील पूरी दिुनया म¤ जाता है, लेिकन कुछ Öपिेशयलाइºड ÖटीÐस ह§, 

िजसम¤ भारत म¤ åरलेिटवली åर³वॉयम¤ट्स भी कम थी, तो हमने Öकेल ÿाĮ नहé िकया  । ऐसे ही

लाखŌ कì सं́ या म¤ लोगŌ को रोजगार द¤ग,े िजसम¤ फूड ÿोसेिसगं है, िजसम¤ ऑटो कंपोनेÆट्स ह§, 

िजसम¤ टे³सटाइल के ±ेý म¤ जो फैिāक टेि³नकल टे³सटाइल है, मैन मेड फाइबसª है, दिुनया तो 

आगे चली गई, लेिकन भारत का शेयर 2-3 ÿितशत ही रह गया है  ।  

 जैसे बैटरी है, अगर हम इलेि³ůक ÓहीकÐस को ÿमोट करना चाह¤, तो आपने देखा होगा 

और म§ आज के अखबार म¤ ही पढ़ रहा था िक शायद इस वषª चार लाख से अिधक इलेि³ůक 

ÓहीकÐस िबकने वाले ह§  । उसका úाफ एकदम तेजी स ेचढ़ता जा रहा है  । ऐसी पåरिÖथित म¤ हम¤ 

बैटरी चािहए होगी  । एक माननीय सदÖय तो बैटरी कì काफì जानकारी भी रखते ह§, लेिकन बैटरी 

मैÆयुफै³चåरगं एक ऐसी िवशेष चीज है, िजसम¤ अगर आज भारत ने तेज कदम नहé उठाए, तो हम 

िफर से िवदेश पर िडपेÆड¤ट हो जाएगं े  । सोच-समझकर और सभी इंडÖůीज़ के साथ सलाह-

मशवरा करके सेमी कंड³टर के अवाला ऐसे 14 ±ेý ह§, ÿोड³शन िलं³ड इंस¤िटव Öकìम के माÅयम 

से लगभग दो लाख करोड़ Łपये अलग-अलग ±ेýŌ म¤ देने का िनणªय िलया है  ।

बड़ी कंपिनयां आती ह§ तो उसके आस-पास एक ऐÆसलेरी और ईकोिसÖटम के łप म¤ लाखŌ को 

रोज़गार िमलता है, िजसको हम इÆडायरे³ट बेिनिफट्स ऑफ पीएलआई Öकìम कहते ह§  । अगर 

एक बड़ा बैटरी मैÆयफैु³चरर आता है और बड़े Öकेल पर बैटरीज़ बनाता है तो वह अतंराªÕůीय Öतर

छोटा रख¤गे तो हम ना तो िवĵ बाजार म¤ कंपीट कर पाएगें और इससे भारत का सामान भी महंगा 

होगा  । हमार ेकंºयूमसª को भी वह सामान महंगा देना पड़ेगा  । यह एक पाटªनरिशप है  । बड़े और 

छोटे उīोग जब िमलकर काम करते ह§, तभी देश आगे कì ओर ÿगित करता है और देश का तेज 

गित से िवकास होता है  ।  

 अÅय± महोदय, हमने इसी ÿकार स े कंÈलाइसं बडªन तथा ईज ऑफ डूइंग िबजनेस पर 

बहòत सार ेकदम उठाए ह§ और पूरा देश और िवĵ जानता है िक गत् 5-7 सालŌ म¤ िजस ÿकार से 

भारत कì र§िकंग सधुरी है, हम कहां तो 140 से ऊपर कì र§क पर होते थे और आज 60 र§क पर आ

 Sir, Happiness Report is prepared by using six factors. Gross domestic 

product, life expectancy, corruption, economy, fraternity and freedom are those 

six factors. In the Global Hunger Index and in the Press Freedom Index also, 
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we are in a very poor position. Every moment since 2014, we are falling down; 

our dignity is torn apart in front of the world. This Government has looted the 

happiness of our people. To such a Government and to their Budget, what 

should we comment? Yet, I have something to register, and I would like to 

speak in my mother tongue Malayalam. 

Our ports are being leased out to the Corporates. Eleven of the most 

important ports of India, are with Adani. Sir, in the Lok Sabha elections, which 

happened in 2014, when our Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modi, was Gujarat 

Chief Minister, he had used the helicopter owned by the Adani group, for 

elections campaigning.* 

HON. CHAIRPERSON : Please try to avoid the names. 

SHRI T. N. PRATHAPAN : *As a return gift, airports were handed over to 

Adani.* 

HON. CHAIRPERSON: You cannot make an allegation like that. 

SHRI T. N. PRATHAPAN : Sir, there is no allegation. 

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Mr. Prathapan, if you want to make any allegation 

against the Prime Minister or against any Minister, an advance notice should 

be given in writing. Without that, it cannot be made and it will not be on the 

record.

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SHRI T. N. PRATHAPAN : *Eleven of the important ports in our country are 

with the Adani group. Sir, recently in the Mundra port, which is now owned by 

the Adanis, a  container arrived which had heroine worth 21,000 crore rupees. 

Sir our ports, are strategically important. Should they be handed over to the 

private players, or corporates like Adani? It is going to affect the security of our 

country.  

Therefore, I humbly urge the Minister in charge of Shipping and Ports, 

that the practice of selling ports to private players and corporate must end, 

once for all. 

 Sir, when the ports are handed over to private players, the fishing 

community, and other labourers; are driven out of the vicinity. Sir I can sight 

several examples, including our Vizhinjam port, you know the facts of 

Vizhinjam. The fishermen have started an agitation there. In several other 

ports, across the country, the fishing community have started agitation, in 

protest of being removed from their place of work. Therefore, retain the ports, 

as a Public Sector Undertaking.* 

 Sir, after the Adivasi community, traditional fishermen are the most 

unprivileged people in our country. Their life is getting miserable day by day 

due to many reasons. Repeated natural calamities, unscientific coastal 

developments, and other problems related with climate change are some 

important issues that our fishers are facing. Going out to the sea for fishing is 

very risky and dangerous. 
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 Sir, I was born in a traditional fisherman family. My father and elder 

brother were active fishers. I also used to go for fishing in the sea. Therefore, I 

know what dangers they are facing when they go to the sea for fishing. But 

they are not living a better life at any point of their lifetime. We should have a 

complete welfare package aimed at traditional fishers in marine and inland 

sectors. Now, our blue economy concept is an exploitation of the efforts of our 

fisherfolk. 

 Our economy will have the benefits.  But we shall have to give priority to 

our traditional fisheries.   

 Hundreds of fishermen and boats are detained in Pakistan, Sri Lanka, 

Indonesia, Seychelles, etc.  The Government should intervene diplomatically 

for their unconditional release.  

Sir, our fishermen are driven out of the sea area; when a port comes 

up. Therefore when you build a port, and add facilities to existing ports, it must 

be done by protecting and safe guarding the interests of our fishermen. Sir 

Kodungallur port is one of the important ports of Kerala. 

It was known as Musiris port. Even before independence, from the Tamil 

Sangham period, this port was in existence. The Arabs, The Britishers, and 

others would come in Sailing Vessels, to this Kodungallur port. Sir the 

government had earmarked 10 crore rupees for the development of this port. 

Sir, it is the most important port in Central Kerala. The Central government

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must give a special package and other back up support for developing the 

Kodungallur port. I also request that this port too must be retained under public 

sector management. Similarly, our waterways are very important to us. Sir, the 

Kollam port, which falls under the Chairman’s constituency area and several 

other ports like Ponnani; are facing a crisis. All merchant vessels, carrying 

merchandise are prevented from entering these ports.  

Sir, there is no timely dreading conducted in these harbours. The warfs 

are not enlarged. There are no timely upgradation of ports. So Kollam port and 

all other major ports must be dredged and the entry and exit of merchandise 

ships must be ensured. Financial help for this must be extended to all ports of 

South India. 

Sir, water bodies are very important they are not just for attracting 

tourists. They are essential for protecting the underground water. As part of the 

climate change, India too is facing drought. Most of our villages do not have 

potable water. Sir I had gone to Yamuna and recently I had gone to see the 

Siberia birds who visit India. We can see the Sea Gulls, during morning and 

evening hours. The plight of Yamuna is indeed miserable. I am sharing the 

anguish I felt while visiting Yamunagad.* 

But when I reached  Yamuna Ghats, I felt very sad because Yamuna is 

a river which thousands of people worship as Goddess  and love it as their 

mother.  This holy river is filled with toxic waste.  Its colour has become 

blackened. Any living organism cannot survive there. It flows with a very bad 

smell also. Same is the condition of all the rivers in our country.

So a more serious 

approach is needed from the Central Government to remove the pollution of 

our rivers. Sir, there are 44 rivers in Kerala. And we have a national water 

ways, and Kollam-Kottaparamp water ways. The first phase of this water ways 

is over the work on the second and third phase need to be completed. That is 

from Kottapuram to Kollayi in Kozhikode. Sir funding is needed for this 

programme, Sir for the first phase of this work no land acquisition is needed. 

So this phase, Kottapuram-Kallayi, which requires no land acquisition 

requires your monetary support. And bridges, port bridges and lockers, are to 

be rebuilt. Only the government needs to allot funds.

 Sir, as the country knows, the country's maritime sector plays a crucial 

role in its overall trade and growth, with 95 per cent of the country's trade 

volume and 65 per cent of the trade value being undertaken through maritime 

transport. The long and contiguous coastline spanning 7,500 kilometres and 

extensive navigable inland waterways provide an excellent opportunity to tap 

an environment friendly water based modal transport, which can complement 

rail and road-based cargo movement.  

To make India one of the top maritime nations in the world, Ministry of 

Ports, Shipping and Waterways (MPSW) has prepared Maritime India Vision 

2030 (MIV 2030). The hon. Prime Minister of India unveiled and launched the 

vision document during Maritime India Summit 2021. The Maritime India Vision 

2030 would involve an investment of over Rs. 3 lakh crore and unlock annual 

revenue potential for major ports immensely.  What are the aims and 

objectives of MIV 2030? Sir, Rs.1.25 lakh crore investments planned in 

augmenting the infrastructure of major ports.  Under this vision, there is a plan 

to develop mega capacity ports in high potential areas of Gujarat, 
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Maharashtra, Odisha, West Bengal, North Eastern States and other clusters at 

an investment of over Rs. 80,000 crore.  

 Then, its objective is to increase the transhipment volumes of Indian 

cargo at Indian ports from 25 per cent in 2020 to more than 75 per cent by 

2030 by operationalisation of Vizhinjam port and development of transhipment 

zone at Galathia Bay in Andaman and Nicobar Islands.  

 Sir, the vision is to promote waste to wealth through sustainable 

dredging and domestic ship recycling. Another is, to enhance cruise 

infrastructure by developing dedicated cruise terminals at 12 selected ports. 

Then, the vision is to promote development of five themes for cruise tourism, 

that are, pilgrimage, heritage, Ayurved and Wellness, island tourism and 

regional international circuit (India, Sri Lanka, Myanmar and Thailand). 

 Sir, another objective is to facilitate global cruise liners to make India 

their home port. Also, the vision is to strengthen the maritime institutions to 

enhance India’s training and development capabilities at par with global 

standards. This would also help in increasing India’s share of seafarers from 

12 per cent to more than 20 per cent. So, these are the major aims and 

objectives of MIV 2030. How can we achieve these goals? What is the vision 

of our hon. Prime Minister and what has the Ministry done in the last seven 

years? 

 Sir, as you know, there are three Acts. The Major Port Authorities Act

legislation provides for regulation, operation and planning of major ports in 
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India to vest their administration, control and management in the Boards of 

major port authorities.  

 The legislation ensures that the major ports transit from present service 

model to landlord model whereby the ports would provide basic facilities which 

would be run by PPP concessionaires on Design-Build-Finance-Operate-

Transfer (DBFOT) model.  

  The legislation empowers major ports to perform with greater efficiency 

on account of increased autonomy in decision making, and by modernising 

their institutional framework.  

 The legislation also provides authority to abolish Tariff Authority for 

Major Ports (TAMP) and empowers the Board of each major port authority to 

fix its own tariff. Sir, it is to be noted that the port authority will fix its own tariff 

or scale of rates for usage of port assets and services by the users. 

 Similarly, the PPP concessionaires in Public-Private Partnership 

Projects have been given the power to fix tariff based on market conditions and 

such other conditions as notified.

All this led to 

hindrances and hurdles in seamless navigation across States and 

development of the sector.  

 The new legislation will cater to modern and contemporary needs and 

development of the inland water transport sector. It will help realise the 

potential of inland water transport and promote it as a supplementary and eco-

friendly mode of transport to the congested road and rail network, for 

movement of cargo and passengers.  

 The third Act is Marine Aids to Navigation Act, 2021. The Act received 

the assent of the President on 31.7.2021. The Act replaces the old Lighthouse 

Act which was enacted in 1927. Sir, please note this. This was enacted in 

1927.

Metric Tonnes Per Annum (MMTPA) from 800 MMTPA in 2014. Sir, please 

note this. From 800 MMTPA in 2014, in the last seven years, we have 

achieved a capacity of 1,560 MMTPA. This has more than doubled. The cargo 

handling capacity of the non-major ports also increased to 1,000 Million Metric 

Tonnes Per Annum (MMTPA) from 689 MMTPA in 2014. In 2014, it was 689 

MMTPA, and in our regime it has increased to 1,000 Million Metric Tonnes Per 

Annum. 

 The turnaround time of vessels, that is, containers, reduced substantially 

to 27.38 hours in 2021 as compared to 41.76 hours in 2014.  

 Next is, the average draft in various ports also improved from 12.5 

meters in 2014 to 14.5 meters in 2021. The plan is afoot to increase it to 18 

meters by 2030 to enable the ports to handle Cape-size and bigger vessels. 
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 The dredging cost per annum, which was Rs.2,500 crore, has been 

substantially reduced to Rs.819 crore per annum due to several policy 

interventions made to improve business practice and transparency in the 

administration. 

 The total operational income of the major ports also increased. It 

increased from Rs. 9,162 crore in 2014 to Rs.14,690 crore in 2021. It was 

Rs.9000 crore in 2014 and in our regime, under the leadership of hon. Prime 

Minister, it increased to Rs.14,700 crore in 2021. The number of cruise 

passengers also increased manifold since 2014 from 100,000 in 2014 to 

4,68,000 in 2020.  

 Now, let me come to inland waterways. The total number of inland 

waterways increased from 5 in 2014 to 111 in 2021. An amount of Rs.1,619.44 

crore was spent, that is about Rs.58 crore per annum, for the development of 

national waterways since Financial Year 1986 till Financial Year 2014.  

However, with growing focus towards inland water transport sector, 

expenditure of approximately Rs.4,644 crore has been incurred during last 

eight years, that is, since Financial Year 2014-15 till Financial Year 2021 22. 

The multi-modal terminals on national waterways increased from just one in 

2014 to four in 2022. The inland water cargo increased manifold in these eight 

years. It increased from 16 million metric tons in 2013-14 to 96 million metric 

tons till February, 2022, that is, 2021-22.

DR. KALANIDHI VEERASWAMY (CHENNAI NORTH): Hon. Chairperson, Sir, 

I thank you very much for permitting me to speak on the Demands for Grants 

under the Ministry of Ports, Shipping and Waterways (2022-23).  

 Sir, shipping is not anything new to India. Ancient India has had 

documented several kingdoms which had trade routes where they have 

travelled through the seas to several countries abroad, like Indonesia, China 

and Rome. From the ports of Poompuhar and Arikamedu in Tamil Nadu, we 

have had so much of trade relationships and these trade relationships have 

been exemplified by the visits of two Chinese Premiers who had visited 

Mahabalipuram. This shows the relationship that the ports of the Southern 

State of Tamil Nadu have had in the past.  

14.00 hrs   (Shri Kodikunnil Suresh in the Chair)  

The Premiers Zhou Enlai and Xi Jinping both have visited 

Mahabalipuram. This shows the ties which they have had during the ancient 

period. Even during the British India period, there were British India shipping 

companies and they were playing monopoly. In 1906, a freedom fighter from 

Tamil Nadu, V. O. Chidambaram started his own swadeshi shipping company 

where he got two ships, and these were having trade routes between Tamil 

Nadu and Sri Lanka. The British Government did their best to close down the 

company, got him arrested, and he was sentenced to two life terms. He was 

sadly forgotten by probably most of the people. Luckily, the Tuticorin Port has 

been named after him, which is doing an extremely good job in port activities. 
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In fact, during the last Republic Day parade, the Tamil Nadu Government had 

proposed to send a vehicle to portray all these leaders, namely, V. O. 

Chidambaram, Subramania Bharati, and Velu Nachiyar. But sadly, the 

Government did not permit that. By taking advantage of this, our hon. Chief 

Minister made these vehicles go all over Tamil Nadu to exemplify their role in 

the freedom struggle.  

 In fact, during the last Republic Day parade, the Tamil Nadu 

Government had proposed to send a vehicle to portray all these leaders, 

namely, V. O. Chidambaram, Subramania Bharati, and Velu Nachiyar. But 

sadly, the Government did not permit that. By taking advantage of this, our 

hon. Chief Minister made these vehicles go all over Tamil Nadu to exemplify 

their role in the freedom struggle. In fact, regarding shipping, Subramania 

Bharati has even sung a song, where he has said: 

Velli pani malaiyinmeedhu ulavuvom 

Adimelai kadal muzhuvadhum kappal viduvom 

 It translates to: 

We will stroll on the snow-clad mountains 

and sea fare on the high seas. 

 He has been another freedom fighter who through his poems has 

kindled the interest right from children to adults about the freedom struggle. 
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 The Member who spoke earlier was talking about the amount of growth 

which has been happening in the ports. He was mentioning about the amount 

of development which has happened in the last seven years. Probably I have 

to agree with him but the question I have is this. How much of this is 

happening through Government ports and how much of this is happening 

through private ports? In fact, if you take the statistics and see, you will find 

that the Adani Port Special Economic Zone is the one which is having the 

highest amount of growth. So, in respect of all the statistics which the hon. 

Member who was speaking before me from Mangaldoi has mentioned, I would 

like to really question how much of that has come to the Indian Government. 

If you see the amount of money which is being spent for the Sagarmala 

Project, the proposed expenditure is Rs. 6,00,000 crore. They have claimed 

that there are so many projects which are to be implemented. But sadly, the 

ports which are there in Chennai – there are two Government ports, one is 

Madras Port, and the other one is Kamarajar Port – are operating only in the 

range of about 40-60 per cent capacity. Just a few kilometres away from this 

port, we have Krishnapatnam Port. For this port, they have given a proposal to 

the Government of India, where they want to expand it by three times. This is a 

project which involves acquiring about 6,000 acres of land.  

They are going to acquire 6,000 acres of land; 2,000 acres from 

reclamation of sea; 2,000 acres from marshlands; and 2,000 acres from the 

land, which belongs to the private people. They are planning to acquire this 

and give it to a particular person. There are so many issues in expanding this 
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port because adjacent to the Krishnapatnam Port, there is Pulicat Lake. So, 

environmental clearances cannot be provided for this but somehow this project 

is being proposed and mooted by the Government to benefit a single 

individual. This is totally unfair because not only will it affect the ecology over 

there but it will also affect the fishermen over there whose livelihood is at 

stake. 

 You are claiming that there is so much of growth. I understand 

development and growth are good but should it be happening to an individual 

or private sector rather than for the Government of India and the country? 

Similarly, the Member who spoke earlier also spoke about the 7,500 kilometres 

coastline which we have and how best we can utilise this to enhance our 

economy. No doubt, we can do that but how many new ports or major ports 

have been constructed in the past? Several projects have been identified for 

implementation during 2015-2035 under Sagarmala Project, that is, for 20 

years. Already seven years have passed. Almost 33 per cent of your time has 

gone but how much of development has happened? 

If you look at the budget allocation for this Ministry, they have given Rs. 

2,244 crore, out of which Rs. 750 crore is the capital expenditure. When you 

are talking about a Rs. 6,00,000 crore-project, like Sagarmala Project, and you 

are saying that capital expenditure is only about Rs. 750 crore, I am wondering 

how long is it going to take for us. Even by 2050 or 2070, I do not know 

whether the Sagarmala Project will be completed. 
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 So, I would like to urge the Government to take steps to ensure that the 

Sagar Mala project be taken up in this current year itself with a bigger 

allocation. The reason why I am saying this is that whenever there is a 

pandemic or whenever there is a recession, it is an ancient tradition, even king 

those days used to build temples and roadways and all those things during 

recession or during a drought, so that the people can be employed and 

probably the labour can also come out much cheaper.  

So, taking up all these projects,  be it road projects or railway projects or 

shipping projects, if the Government could give a little bit of push, the huge 

unemployment which is being faced in this country could be mitigated to a 

certain extent. So, I hope that the Government will look into this and ensure 

that the port activities are taken up at a fast-track pace.  

 Also, talking about the waterways, we have 14,500 kilometres of inland 

waterways. The Member who spoke earlier had said that the previous 

Government had only five National Waterways, whereas now there are 111 

National Waterways which have been announced. I would like to say that the 

National Waterway No. 4, which connects Andhra, Tamil Nadu and 

Puducherry, is running for about 1,000-odd kilometres, but I do not think even 

a DPR is being made ready for the project yet.  It is because several times I 

have written to the Inland Waterways Authority of India asking them about the 

status of the National Waterway No. 4 project which will be a huge benefit for 

the States of Andhra Pradesh, Tamil Nadu and Union Territory of Puducherry. 

So, I would urge the Government to ensure this Waterway is implemented at 
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the earliest. The work should be started and completed at the earliest. This will 

not only help in this period of unemployment, the main reason why I want this 

is whenever you are talking about transportation, a known fact is that shipping 

is the cheapest mode of transport. If it costs you roughly paise 50 to transport 

by ship, the cost of transporting it by road or rail is twice or even four times 

higher. So, that way cheap mode should be utilized and should somehow be 

made possible and this benefit should come to our State. So, I really hope that 

the Government will look into this.  

 The Member who spoke earlier was talking about several Bills. I would 

also like to talk about a Bill, the Indian Marine Fisheries Bill. This is something 

which is against the fishermen. The fishermen in my State, and I am sure the 

fishermen in Kerala also will find that in the new Indian Marine Fisheries Bill, 

there is a proposal - I do not know, I have been told about this and I have 

reading in the media where  they say that the fishermen are going to have 

licences which are going to become expensive and punishments may even be 

imprisonment. Fishermen are like agriculturists. In fact, they are probably a 

little bit more. They are doing something like farming in the sea laying their 

lives at risk. So, there were so many people who have gone fishing and who 

have died.  

Even recently also, there was an incident where Tamil Nadu fishermen 

had gone and they were stranded in Burma during the cyclone, and we had to 

bring them back. They had gone through such a horrible period in the sea. 

They are the ones who have put India on the map being the second largest 
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fishing nation in the world. So, when they have done so much, I do not think it 

is fair that the Government is proposing to bring in a Bill where they are going 

to be making their jobs and lives more difficult by passing this Bill. So, I hope 

that the Government will look into this and ensure that the fishermen are taken 

into consideration. 

 Regarding the Kattupalli Port, what is the reason why they are 

expanding it to such an extent when adjacent ports like Madras Port and 

Ennore Port are operating only at 40 or 50 per cent capacity. So, when the 

capacity is so low, why is it that a private enterprise is being promoted with a 

growth of about 300 per cent, giving about 6,000 acres of land; 4,000 acres of 

land belongs to the Government. Why is the Government giving the land? I 

would like to make sure that this port is not given clearance and I would like to 

ensure that the environmental impact should be taken into account and proper 

care should be taken. Even the people over there are claiming that 

consultations are not being held where they are not called and they are poorly 

informed. They are planning to have a consultation and we have been insisting 

on the local Collector over there to ensure that the meeting should be held 

fairly where everybody’s views are taken into consideration, and if that is done, 

nobody will give a sanction for this. I hope that the Government will listen to it 

and stop this project. 

 With these words, I conclude my speech. 
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HON. CHAIRPERSON: Hon. Members, those who want to give written 

speeches may hand it over at the Table of the House. 

SHRIMATI  PRATIMA MONDAL (JAYNAGAR): Sir, I rise to participate in the 

discussion on the Demands for Grants under the Ministry of Ports, Shipping 

and Waterways for 2022-2023. 

 India is strategically located on the world’s shipping route with a 

coastline of approximately 7,517 kms. Maritime transport handles around 70 

per cent of India’s trading in terms of value. It has 12 major ports and 200 non-

major ports. As compared with other ports across the world, the numbers are 

not encouraging in India. 

 Due to the lack of a deep seaport with 20 metres draft, mother vessels 

coming to India from anywhere in the world have to unload their cargo at 

transhipment ports like Colombo or Port of Singapore to load them into small 

ships and then send it to the Indian ports. This puts an extra burden of around 

Rs. 16,000 per TEU.  Furthermore, all the ports are saturated and this leads to 

poor functioning. There has been a sharp indication that the design of existing 

ports is inadequate to meet the current requirement for quick turnaround and 

handling of increased volumes. This causes delay in the feeding and 

evacuation of cargo, and consequently lowering the efficiency and productivity 

of vessels.  
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There are around 14 institutions providing naval architecture degree to 

about 700 graduates per year in India whereas the country needs about 10 

times more naval architecture and shipbuilding engineers per year. It is also 

predicted that there will be an eight per cent increase in demand every year. 

With many of the students leaving India, the shortage of skilled architects will 

affect the industry. Therefore, the intake capacity must be increased, and 

women must be promoted in the field.  

 Instead of modernising the ports, the Government’s Rs. 8 lakh crore 

Sagar Mala Project is causing some irreversible damage. Environmental 

effects on the coasts with issues like coastal erosion as well as severe 

problems of degradation are being noticed. The Government is highlighting 

about the Sagar Mala Project, but its drawbacks should not be overlooked. 

 Around 352 ports had been identified to be implemented as major ports. 

A target of 3,200 million tonnes of port capacity to handle 3,000 million tonnes 

of cargo was set to be reached by 2020. But in 2021, the total capacity stood 

at 2,562.85 MTPA. Furthermore, the development of road network, electricity, 

and overall infrastructural development is also the need of the hour. Port 

productivity and efficiency also depend upon the quality and reliability of road 

and rail connectivity and adequate storage and handling facilities. The lack of 

expressway connectivity between major ports as well as industrial clusters and 

high fuel cost make hinterland transportation inefficient and slow. Also, the 

container freight stations and businesses need to be organized efficiently 

through good management practice in space utilization. 
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 India has domestic industries, which can produce some of the raw 

materials required in shipbuilding, especially when India has competitive steel 

manufacturing, light engineering, and IT industries, which can offer the 

required products at an economical cost. Thus, these should be boosted. 

Rather, the Minister must highlight the Government’s steps in this regard. 

 In the 2020-2021 Budget, the hon. Finance Minister had announced that 

by 2024 the ship recycling capacity of the country would be doubled. The 

Minister had asked for a 60 per cent raise in this year’s Budget in order to fulfil 

the aim, but the raise is negligible. Rather, the worrying fact is that 48 per cent 

of Alang’s capacity remains unutilized. The main reason for it is non-

compliance with environmental norms. Until and unless that is done, it will 

never get any ship from the entire Europe, and at this rate the target will never 

be reached. 

 Rs. 100 crore was allocated towards ship building research. What has 

been the outcome of the project? There has been no mention about it since. 

Also, the allocation of Rs. 100 crore to Sagarmala indicates that the 

Government is relying heavily upon the private sector for its implementation, 

which is unacceptable.  

 Talking about the problems being faced by the shipping industry, the 

ABG Shipyard scam comes to the forefront.  

 It is the same company for which the BJP Government of Gujarat had 

allotted 1.21 lakh sq.mtr. of land at Dahej, Gujarat at 100 per cent reduced 

rate. Despite the adverse report of CAG, the land was sold at Rs.700 per sq. 
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mtr. instead of Rs.1,400. The company was caught in one of the highest 

scams, that is, of Rs.22,892 crore in 2016 but the FIR was filed very recently in 

February, 2022. Why is the delay? What is the current situation of the case? 

How is the Government planning to bring back the lost amount? I would 

request the hon. Minister to address this issue in his reply. 

 Along with these problems, the current problem being faced by the 

traders revolves around the ongoing war. There have been sanctions on the 

Russian ports which are important to the Indian market. Not only that, huge 

number of obtaining containers are stuck in Russia leading to a dearth of the 

same. Freight rates have gone high. Perishable items of exports like fruits such 

as grapes are getting destroyed. In such a scenario, the traders and farmers 

are severely affected. I would like to request the Minister to look into the matter 

and also enlighten the House on the steps taken by the Government to combat 

the effects of war on shipping and its dependent industries.  

 Here, I would like to ask the hon. Minister whether 21 stranded sailors 

near the Black Sea were rescued or not. This I say so because I did not get 

any update regarding the same.   

 The shipping and port industry is plagued with regulatory and 

permission-related obstacles. Here, I would like to take the opportunity to 

mention that the Government of West Bengal has created a single window 

channel for all the works related to the non-major ports.  Even the Tajpur port, 

which will be completed within three years, due to the efforts of our hon. Chief 

Minister, Mamata Bandyopadhyay, will boost the economy of the State. Similar 
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steps should be taken for the major ports falling under the responsibility of the 

Central Government.  

 The Waterways Authority of India has found out  25 out of 111 national 

waterways fit for cargo or passenger movements. The National Waterways 

No.44 on river Ichhamati is one of these. I would like to know from the Minister 

about the status of the construction work of the same.  

According to the detailed project report, it should have been completed 

within 24 months since the beginning of construction. Moreover, there are 

ferries already running in the areas along Bashirhat and Itinda. So, what will be 

the future of these ferries once the said waterway is constructed. Once the 

cargo transportation becomes operational, there is bound to be water pollution. 

How will that be taken care of? 

 In 2020-21, the share of major ports had declined to 54 per cent while 

that of non-major ports increased to 46 per cent. In the upcoming future the 

non-major ports will be handling more cargo and the Government in its 2021 

Bill is centralising the power even more. The need of the hour is to decentralise 

and give the State Governments their due share of power for a better future.  

 With these words, I am concluding the speech, with thanks to the Chair 

for allowing me to complete my speech. I hope that the Minister will address 

the issues which I have raised here.  
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DR. DNV SENTHILKUMAR S. (DHARMAPURI): The Ministry of Ports, 

Shipping and Waterways has been allocated Rs crore for the year 2022-23 

against the projected demand of Rs. 2542.43 crores. This shortfall of 32.76% 

of the overall budgetary requirements to the Ministry the year 2022-23 will 

have an adverse bearing on the implementation of various port projects of the 

Ministry. The Standing Committee observes that under various crucial heads 

such as Sagarmala Development Company, Indian Maritime University, 

Kolkata Port Trust, Inland Water Transport etc., significantly lesser 

allocation/no allocation has been made against the projected demand of the 

Ministry. The growth of the Indian maritime sector is paramount important as 

approximately 95% of the country's trade by volume and 68% by value, is 

moved through maritime transport. "Faking specific cases related to Sagarmala 

as it is one of the flagship programmes of this government. The allocation to 

this broad-head "Sagarmala" is Rs. 412.79 Crores which includes the 

allocation of RS. 52.78 Crores to Andaman Lakshadweep Harbour Works 

(ALHW) where it was submerged with the Sagarmala scheme as against the 

demand of the ministry in a separate head. So effectively speaking the 

Sagarmala had a projected demand of Rs. 690 Crores but the allocation made 

under the head is merely Rs. 360 Crores that is 52.17% of its projected 

requirement. The committee was disappointed to note this huge mismatch, as 

said earlier it is the flagship scheme of this ministry. This significant shortfall

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will impact the target associated with the scheme. The flagship scheme of this 

government is seeing a less allocation either over the RE of 2021-22 or under 

projected demand of 2022-23. Earlier we see the similar scenario of less 

allocation to yet another flagship scheme known as RCS (Ministry of Civil 

Aviation) which is also known as UDAN. The SC observes that out of the 44 

Sagarmala projects under various stages of development, no funds have been 

released for as many as 3 1 projects, which points to the lack of any 

substantial progress having been made for those projects. 

 The committee also notes that the allocation to the Development of 

Minor Ports for the FY 2022-23 is just Rs. 52.79 crores against the projected 

demand of Rs. 128.59 crores. This less allocation of the Minor ports owned by 

State Government or State Maritime Board is insufficient for the upgradation of 

infrastructure to face the challenges from the private players. 

 This is my short observation on Demand for the Ministry of Ports, 

Shipping and Waterways.         
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SHRI LAVU SRIKRISHNA DEVARAYALU (NARASARAOPET): Sir, we 

should all be happy that our economy is in the top five of the world. But we 

should be really concerned with regard to the ports and maritime industry 

where we stand at 18th in the world. It needs a lot of improvement because the 

Government of India is talking about a five trillion dollar  economy, PLI 

scheme, Atmanirbhar Bharat, and manufacturing hub. If all these things have 

to happen, the position of ours has to increase at facilities in seaports and 

marine industry have to increase. 

 The Ministry has been allocated 33 per cent less budget in comparison 

to its last budget. So, when we are saying that our infrastructure has to be 

increased, I do not know how are we going to achieve that. Even for the 

Sagarmala project, which is the flagship programme of this Government, it was 

provided only Rs.360 crore, which is a mere 52 per cent of its projected 

requirement. For the development of minor ports, there is a huge shortfall. The 

demand by the Ministry was Rs.128 crore, but the allocation was only Rs.52.69 

crore. India has around 12 major ports and almost 200 minor ports with the 

combined capacity to handle 2,400 million tonnes of cargo. The Government of 

India is planning to develop major ports in Andhra Pradesh, Telangana, West 

Bengal and Maharashtra. It has been planning for so many years but nothing 

has happened on the ground. If we want to make world-class logistics, we 

cannot dump all the responsibility on the private players. It is easy to dump 
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everything on them and wash your hands off but the Government of India 

needs to handhold if we are planning for the ports for the future.  

 Coming to some of the suggestions. I come from Andhra Pradesh which 

has a huge coastline. I need some clarifications. Gati Shakti project is meant to 

improve road and rail connectivity but we need a separate plan under Gati 

Shakti to connect all major and non-major ports. Dredging and keeping the 

channel depths of large vessels is a high-cost exercise. This is one of the 

major concerns of the persons who are running our seaports. It needs liberal 

support from the Government of India. We see this happening day in and day 

out at the Vizag Port.  

It is one thing to build a world-class port but operating it at world-class 

level is another. This needs to be supported by the Government of India. We 

should plan for more multimodal logistics to be developed not just by NHAI but 

also by Indian Railways at strategic locations. It will improve the efficiency of 

our supply chains.  

 Pratima Mondal madam also spoke just now regarding mother vessels 

or main line container vessels not coming to the Indian ports. Singapore, Sri 

Lanka, UAE, and Malaysia are the only countries which are attracting mother 

vessels. Somehow, mother vessels are not coming to India which is a cause of 

concern. Since the mother vessels are not coming to India, the shipping cost 

has increased and there is a huge delay in the shipping of the containers as 

well. The main problem why they are not coming is that there is a delay at the 

Indian ports and there are draft constraints, high tariffs, and high bunkering 
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charges. These are some of the issues that the Ministry has to resolve. This 

will make our imports cheaper and exports competitive across the world.  

 This Government is talking a lot about ‘One Nation, One Card’. Recently, 

we have passed a Bill for linking Aadhaar Card with Voter ID Card. At the 

ports, there are many different types of services provided, be it by the 

Government or by private players, such as customs house agents, freight 

forwarders, stevedores, truck operators, loading and unloading agencies etc. 

We should also think of One Nation and One Registration policy for all these 

different types of service providers which should help them to operate at any 

Indian port. A uniform KYC and registration policy for these service providers 

should be made and they should all be brought under one platform. I hope the 

Ministry will do it as soon as possible.  

 If you go to Delhi Airport, there is Aerocity, and at Hyderabad Airport 

also, there is Aerocity but we should also plan for the port cities. Development 

of port cities with separate industrial warehouses and residential zones is the 

need of the hour. This would support the growth of the ports in an organic and 

inclusive manner.  

 The Central Government has been talking a lot about the coastal berths 

for many years but nothing has been happening. There is almost 7,500 kms of 

coastal line in the country but we need to give impetus to develop coastal 

berths in all major and non-major ports to increase coastal movement.  
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This is the need of the hour. There are a lot of hon. Members who spoke 

about inland cargo movement. For that to happen, we need to have a barge 

policy. The barge policy has not evolved in our country. It needs to be evolved 

and brought in as soon as possible.  

 Sir, this is another major suggestion that I wish to make. There are more 

than 20 Ministries of Government of India and State Governments which have 

to give approvals for the functioning of a new port. The Ministry of Ports, 

Shipping and Waterways should come out with a single-window policy wherein 

all requisite approvals for smooth operating of a port should be given in a time 

bound manner. The other day we listened to Gadkari ji tell us how he had 

brought almost 50 RTO services onto the digital platform. Maybe the Ministry 

of Ports, Shipping and Waterways should take a leaf out of his book and try to 

implement this. 

 Sir, as a Member of Parliament from Andhra Pradesh I would like to 

make this major demand from the people of Andhra Pradesh. Establishment of 

a major port at Duggirajapatnam has been a promise made by this House 

during the State bifurcation. However, due to its non-feasibility, the location 

was changed to Ramayapatnam. For the construction of the port, the Andhra 

Pradesh Government has already identified 3,000 acres of land. We have 

been pursuing this for many years. We request the Central Government to 

construct the port at Ramayapatnam as early as possible and fulfil the promise 

made in this House under the Andhra Pradesh Reorganisation Act.

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SHRI P. P. CHAUDHARY (PALI): I would like to lay my views on the General 

Discussion on the Demands for Grants under the control of the Ministry of 

Ports, Shipping and Waterwaysunder the Union Budget of 2022-23, hence, I 

support the Union Budget of 2022-23 for Minister of Ports, Shipping and 

Waterwayspresented by the Hon'ble Minister of Finance, Smt. Nirmala 

Sitharaman on 1st February, 2022.  

The Ministry of Ports, Shipping and Waterways has been allocated 

1,135 crores which more than 16% of the budget allowed last year. The 

highest allocation have been made towards Inland Waterways Authority(37%) 

which is 10% higher than the revised estimate of 2021-22 followed by 

allocation towards Sagarmala (24%) and port development (17%) both are 5% 

higher than the previous years.This allocation is towards the implementation of 

various projects under the Jal Marg Vikas Project (JMVP). These include: (i) 

construction of multi-modal terminals at Varanasi, Sahibganj, Farakka, and 

Haldia, (ii) development of Roll On-Roll Off (Ro-Ro terminals, and (iii) provision 

of information and communication facilities. The IWAI also receives grants for 

projects in the North East region. In 2022-23, the IWAI has been allocated Rs 

20 crore for such grants. 

In 2022-23, Sagarmala has been allocated Rs 413 crore. This is 5% 

higher than the revised estimates of 2021-22. This includes an allocation for 

the development of coastal community, assistance for creation of infrastructure

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to promote movement of cargo and passengers by sea and National 

Waterways, and funding of unique innovating projects. As a part of the 

SagarmalaProgramme, more than 800 projects at an estimated cost of around 

5.54 lakh crore have been identified for implementation during 2015 to 2035. 

Till 2020, 20Sagarmala projects worth Rs. 4,543 crore have been completed 

which comprise 9 projects of Port Modernization worth Rs. 1,405crore, 7 Port 

Connectivity projects worth Rs. 2,799 crore and 4 Coastal Community 

Development projects worth Rs. 339 crore. 

The government has come out with Maritime Vision 2030, which 

envisages aggressive targets to be achieved by the sector by 2030. Some of 

which include the development of three mega ports of greater than 300 MTPA 

cargo handling capacity, increasing trans-shipment cargo share from 25 

percent to 75 percent, increasing share of cargo handled at major ports by 

PPP operators to >85 percent, and improvement in port efficiency measures. 

Between 2015-16 and 2021-22 (up to January 2022), the average 

capacity utilization at Major Ports was 46%, while that at Non-Major Ports was 

60% During this period, the capacity at Major Ports grew from 965 million 

tonnes per annum (MTPA) in 2015-16 to 1,591 MTPA in 2021-22, at a 

compounded annual growth rate (CAGR) of 8.7%. 

The Ministry of Shipping is aiming to promote the Indian shipbuilding 

industry and also have discussion with some leading countries for Make in 

India shipbuilding. The PCS 1x has digitized processes such as Electronic 

Invoice (e- Invoice), electronic Payment (e-Payment) and Electronic Delivery 
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Order (e-DO) for physical release of cargo by custodians. Further, the process 

of generation of electronic Bill of Lading (e-BL) and enabling the Letter of 

Credit (LC) process to be conducted digitally have already been implemented 

in the PCS 1x. There is also going to be complete integration between PCS 1x 

and Indian Customs EDI Gateway (ICEGATE). Partial integration has been 

completed. 

In order to augment the Indian tonnage in the shipping industry, this 

Ministry has implemented a new cheme for promotion of flagging of merchant 

ships in India by providing subsidy support to Indian Shipping companies in 

global tenders floated by Ministries/Department/CPSEs. In order to promote to 

objective of Atamanirbhar Bharat, the Government of India has approved a 

Scheme to provide Rs. 1624 crore over a period of five years and it was 

approved by the Cabinet on 14th July, 2021. As the outcome of the scheme 

Indian Shipping companies will become Internationally competitive while 

importing government cargo. The ports, shipping and waterways ministry has 

identified 101 projects under PM Gati Shakti National Mater Plan to enhance 

port connectivity with consumption and production centers. The government is 

proactively encouraging private sector participation in the development and 

operation of port infrastructure. Investments in ports have touched an all-time 

high of USD2.35 billion. 

I, therefore, strongly support the Demands for Grants under the control 

of the Ministry of Ports, Shipping and Waterways under the Union Budget of 

2022-23.          
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SHRI E.T. MOHAMMED BASHEER (PONNANI): Thank you, Sir. 

 This maritime transport includes ports, shipping and waterways and 

inland navigation. All these things are foremost pillars of the socio-economic 

infrastructure of this nation.  

 That is why, I am quite happy to participate in this discussion.  

 With regard to ports, the Vizhingam port is in our State. It is coming up in 

Kerala. The work is in progress. Earlier, there was some problem with the NH 

connectivity. The hon. Minister intervened in that and finally, it has been settled 

nicely. Things are progressing smoothly. I humbly submit that more 

expeditious action should be taken with regard to the completion of this project.  

 Now, I come to the other thing. The Ponnani port is in my place. It is 

encircled with certain formality kind of things. It has some private participation 

also. There are some hurdles. The hon. Minister may be aware of it.  I hope 

that he will attend to that also.  

 With regard to ports, I have certain suggestions. We must establish 

strong linkage with private ports and also ports that are under the Government 

– both major and minor ports.  

 This linkage will have a lot of benefits like creating joint ventures and 

many things can be done in this field.  
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 My second point is about the optimum utilization of unutilized land with 

the ports. That is an area where we have to work a lot. Even experts say that 

joint ventures can be done there also. Even solar energy can also be 

generated in the unutilized land of the ports.  

 With regard to new ports, many hon. Members are demanding about 

new ports. Of course, that is our ambition also. What I would like to say is that 

we have to give priority for the development of the existing ports.  We know 

that there are a lot of challenges. International competition is also there with 

regard to ports. In that way, increasing the depth of the existing ports must be 

our priority.  

 My next point is that the connectivity of the ports to rail and road should 

be there. That is a very important thing. Unfortunately, that is not taking place. 

The Ministry of Ports, Shipping and Waterways have once in their report said 

that out of 98 road connectivity projects, only 13 projects have been 

completed.  

Out of 91 rail connectivity projects, only 28 projects have been 

completed so far. This is correctly pointed out by the Committee.  So, what I 

am saying is that we must have a dedicated mechanism in this regard because 

without road connectivity or rail connectivity, the real purpose of the port 

cannot be achieved. That has to be done. Importance should be given to that 

also.  

 Similarly, Sir, the potential for ship building and ship repair may also be 

given due consideration.  
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 We have a potential for cruise tourism. We are having near about 7517 

kilometres of coastal belt. We can develop this tourism. The hon. Minister and 

everybody may be aware that the Scandinavian countries are making a lot of 

wealth out of these kinds of things.      

We are having enough potential for cruise tourism. What I am 

suggesting is that optimum utilisation of such kind of a thing should be 

encouraged and we must take emergent steps in this regard.  

 Sir, along with ports and other things, the other point is about inland 

waterways. The hon. Chairperson also knows that we have a lot of inland 

waterways. There are many hurdles with respect to these inland waterways, be 

it at the State level or at the national level. The main thing is that all these 

waterways are under different kinds of pressures.  

I would like to refer to a new kind of crime, called the `Water crime’.  

When I am using this terminology, you may ask what I mean by `Water crime’. 

What is happening in our seas today? Our seas are roaring with sorrows. 

Pollution in the seas is taking place and it may be through spilling of oils as 

well. What I would like to mention here is that the quality of the sea water is 

very important. Our rivers are dying inch by inch. That is also a concern. 

Similarly, the beautiful face of our backwaters is becoming ugly because of 

pollution.  
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Sir, you may be knowing the traditions of Kerala. There is immense 

potential hidden in our backwaters. Kerala’s ABC is – A for Ayurveda; B for 

Backwaters and C for Culture. The condition is such today that some time in 

future our seas would be called `Plastic Seas’. In these waterways, all kinds of 

toxic and hazardous chemicals like chromium and metals, pesticides and all 

are flowing from the agricultural fields, lead and mercury, magnesium, dirt and 

silt are flowing and the water bodies are getting polluted.  

Recently, I read an article titled`, `Yamuna is not a river, but a dirty 

drain.’ Pollution is taking place in such a big way today. What I would like to 

suggest is that these water bodies should have proper purification and quality 

of water should be maintained with due care.  

Sir, we proudly say that all our ancient civilizations originated along the 

river banks. But these kinds of things are taking place today and we must have 

control over that. Today we are witnessing man-made calamities and this issue 

has to be addressed.  

 In the State of Kerala, we are having near about 46 rivers. Now, river 

rejuvenation is taking place. That is a good initiative. I am representing the 

Ponnai Parliamentary constituency and I request that the river Bharatapuzha 

should be included in this river rejuvenation programme.  

 My final point is about the deep-sea fishing policy of the Government. 

This policy needs to be reconsidered. There is a lot of anxiety amongst the 

fishermen today. I would like to humbly request the hon. Minister to think about 

this. This Ministry has the role of a guardian. This Ministry also has a role in 
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protecting the interests of the fishermen. We must dedicate ourselves to 

achieve these goals.  

 Sir, with all these wishes and prayers, I conclude my speech.  

 Thank you.  
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SHRI ANUBHAV MOHANTY (KENDRAPARA): Sir, on behalf of my party, the 

Biju Janta Dal, I would like to appreciate the innovations and interventions in 

the field of shipping, ports and waterways and the need for their continuous 

development as they play a pivotal role in the economic development of a 

nation that has a coastline of about 7500 kilometres.  

 Sir, I would like to go back in history and highlight how old are our 

maritime roots are. It dates back to the Harappan Civilization. Vedic texts have 

several references to naval and commercial expeditions and sea voyages 

which our ancestors undertook. Indian ships in the ancient times sailed the 

distant shores of Africa and Arabia in the West and harbours of South Asia in 

the East.  

 In fact, that ancient eastern cost trade route is still celebrated in the form 

of Bali Jatra in my State of Odisha. 

 I would like to highlight a few important issues and bring them to the 

notice of the Minister so that sustainable growth, inclusive development, 

productivity enhancement, increased logistical connectivity and financing of 

investments are taken care of. 

 While the emphasis on PM Gati Shakti and the Government’s National 

Master Plan for multi-modal connectivity is laudable, the current budgetary 

allocation seems misaligned with this intent.  The Demand for Grants for this 

year has not grown much from last year’s allocation, a tepid increase of just 

Rs. 7 crore over all, from Rs. 1702 crore in the Budget Estimates last year to 

Rs. 1709 crore this year.  
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 This brings us to the concern that the Ministry is failing to consistently 

utilise the funds being allocated to it which is leading to lower or stagnant 

budget allocations year after year.  As a global super power, our port 

connectivity and water-based infrastructure is as important as our roads and 

other infrastructure.  To that extent, a stagnant budgetary allocation does not 

correctly represent India’s ambition as a water super power and should be 

improved in certain areas.  I would like to list some of them, through you, Sir, 

before the hon. Minister.  

 As regards Sagarmala Programme, it is our Government’s flagship 

project to improve logistics across the country and to use waterways and 

develop coastlines to facilitate the movement of goods at minimal cost. It has 

not been given the boost required to truly propel its growth.   The demand for 

Sagarmala grants and capital expenditure is merely Rs. 412 crore which is 

barely more than the Revised Estimates of last year.  Similarly, out of the 44 

projects under Sagarmala, no funds have been issued for 31 projects.   Such 

delay in issue of funds will lead to inefficiencies which will only further increase 

the costs in the future.  With such limited resources, the Ministry will be forced 

to act more conservatively which may stall the growth and progress and 

evolving fast-paced infrastructure that Sagarmala sets out to achieve. 

 This brings me to another point under this topic.  There has been no 

demand raised for allocation of funds to the Sagarmala Development 

Company.  Even in the Revised Estimates of last year, Rs. 100 crore had been 

allocated to SDCL.  SDCL has been involved in various strategic investments 
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of the Government in the past and even now has been entrusted by Ministry to 

focus on conducting detailed studies to suitably modify the National 

Perspective Plan for CEZ (Coastal Economic Zones).  No investment in SDCL 

further shows the Government’s reluctance to use the entity to create SPVs 

and speed up the process of achieving the goals Sagarmala has set out to do. 

 As regards minor ports and R&D funds, our country has a vast coastline. 

Uniform progress of the goal of Gati Shakti can only be seen if minor ports are 

given equal weightage and attention as the other ports in the country are 

given.  They already face tough competition from private ports and now, 

considering that the budgetary demand for improvement of minor ports is 

nearly zero, a sharp drop off from last year’s allocation, where the BE was 

nearly Rs. 134 crore, minor ports are likely to come under considerable 

hardship.  The budget allocation could have been used to further modernise 

these ports and make them important logistical bases in the connectivity 

scheme.   Every little piece matters in the jigsaw and ignoring our minor ports 

may be a crucial miss by the Government. 

 This problem is intensified by only a token demand of Rs. 1 crore for 

research and development of ports, while we all know that investing in cutting 

edge research and best practices is the hallmark of any growing economy.  

This problem is echoed in the case of Ship Building R&D.  While BE of 2022-

23 is Rs. 11 crore higher than the RE of 2021-22, still it is Rs. 38 crore less in 

comparison to the actual expenditure in 2020-21.   
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 I hope more funds will be allocated under these headings as it will only 

bolster the system and keep us updated in line with global development.  The 

Government needs to ramp up finance for research and development across 

the industries. 

 For the last few years, Paradip Port has been given the authority to raise 

their own capital resources from the market through IEBR (Internal and Extra-

Budgetary Resources).  However, the allocation for this, especially in the case 

of Paradip Port Trust, has decreased from Rs.206 crore under Actual 

Expenditure of 2020-21 to only Rs.162 crore under the current Demand.  

 Paradip Port is one of the best and most functional and active ports in 

the entire country. Its corporate social responsibility contributions have been 

increasing year after year. As it is one of the fastest-growing ports and one that 

handles a bulk of the cargo on the Eastern seaboard, providing more 

headroom in the form of increased IEBR will allow this Port to grow further.  

 Sir, my next point is delay in obtaining Environmental Clearance. This is 

a very, very crucial point.  A vast number of projects sanctioned in 2018 are 

still awaiting EC and even projects sanctioned in 2017 and 2018 are yet to 

begin the process as of 2021. I urge upon the Government, through you, to 

intensify the efforts on this front, while maintaining all environmental standards 

so that the benefits of sustainable development can be achieved.  

 My next point is about increase in cargo handling capacity with a minor 

increase in traffic handles. In the past few years, we have been very 

successful in increasing the cargo handling capacity of both major ports and 
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non-major ports also. In fact, cargo handling capacity of major ports in the 

country has increased by about 79 per cent between the years 2014-15 and 

2020-21 with an annual growth rate of 10.2 per cent, while the cargo handling 

capacity of non-major ports have increased by about 52 per cent.  

However, this rapid increase in the cargo handling capacity has not been 

reflected in the actual traffic being handled at the ports. There has been only a 

minor increase in traffic handles. For instance, it is only 16 per cent between 

2015-16 and 2019-20 in major ports and it is around 30 per cent between 

2015-16 and 2019-20 in non-major ports.  

 To further the same example, while the capacity of the major ports (in 

million tonnes per annum) has increased from 700 tonnes approximately in 

2011-12 to more than 1,500 tonnes in 2020-21, the traffic (in million tonnes) 

has remained at around 600 tonnes, more or less the same figure as it was ten 

years back. The Government should bring in new policies to ensure that the 

ports and their available capacities are promoted, incentivised and fast-tracked 

so that the maximum capacity available is used on a regular basis.  

 Only about 63 per cent of the funds allocated under the head ‘Capital 

Outlay on Inland Water Transport’ for 2021-22 have been spent till 7th 

February, 2022. Out of the allocation of Rs.410 crore in RE of 2020-21 under 

the head ‘Directorate General of Lighthouse and Lightships’, the Ministry has 

been able to spend only Rs.280 crore, that is, about 68 per cent of the total 

allocation till 7th February, 2022. The financial allocation under the National Oil 

Spill Disaster Contingency Plan and Green Port Initiative is unclear.  
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 Sir, I would like to finish my speech with a very special and genuine 

request on behalf of 4.5 crore Odias and my Party, Biju Janata Dal, though it is 

not directly related to the Demand for Grants. I have been saying this 

repeatedly in this House and many of my colleagues both in Rajya Sabha and 

Lok Sabha have been repeatedly saying this. I would like to request the hon. 

Minister to rename the Paradip Port after legendary, Biju Patnaik.  

 Sir, Paradip Port is the brainchild of Late Biju Patnaik. He envisioned it 

as the gateway of Odisha’s prosperity. He braved immense struggle like non-

availability of road communication, electricity and rejection of proposal by the 

Planning Commission for building an Express Highway connecting mining 

areas of Keonjhar and Sukinda.

 Sir, I will conclude soon. I thank you for giving me more time to speak 

because this is a very genuine demand and particularly this matter is very 

emotionally connected to Odisha. I am sure everyone will agree that Biju Babu 

cannot be limited within Odisha only or India.  

He is an international figure, a daredevil. Determined Biju Babu had an 

inward impelling faith that once the construction of the port and expressway 

was completed, he could influence the Centre to convert them into Central 

projects. That he did and could. Such was the daredevil spirit of our legendary 

leader Biju Babu.

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SHRI VIJAYKUMAR ALIAS VIJAY VASANTH (KANYAKUMARI) : India is 

blessed with a maritime heritage. Maritime transportation is a very crucial 

driver of economic growth and as per data 95% volume and 68% value of 

Indian trade is through sea. However it was disappointing to know that under 

utilization of funds and delay in flagship project Sagarmala and very low 

funding for research in this area is hampering the growth. 

6.87% decrease in revised estimate from the budget estimate for 2021-

22 reflects my concern. With a major part of the budget is earmarked for 

sagarmala project, lack of proper planning and execution has resulted in under 

utilization of fund. As of August 2021, only 172 of the 802 projects under 

Sagarmala had been completed. Out of 44 ongoing projects, no funds have 

been allotted to 31 projects. Lack of coordination between ministries and 

various states have resulted in this dismal performance. This project is claimed 

by the Govt as a prestigious flagship project and such half hearted efforts from 

the Govt shall result in cost over runs due to the delay in projects. This has to 

be addressed and resolved at the earliest so the funds allotted this year is 

utilised to the fullest in a fruitful way. 

Having said I would also like to stress upon the concerns raised by local 

fishermen regarding implementation of this project. I urge upon the Govt to 

take utmost care in safeguarding the livelihood and interests of the fishermen 

along the coast.

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When we look at the Inland water transport we had a shocking 84% 

decrease in the revised estimate than the budget estimate. The Govt in 2016 

had promised that 37 national water ways will be completed by 2019. But work 

on 21 such projects has not even begun till date. Above that we have 

recognised 106 new water ways and the studies show that 63 of them is not 

viable for commercial or passenger movement. This year Govt has allocated 

just 93 crores for inland water transport and this shows that Govt is not inte in 

developing inland water ways which would help MSMEs to a large extent.  

Other major concern is non allocation of funds for developing minor 

ports. 39% of our cargo is handled by such ports and neglecting these ports 

will be affecting the trade. We are pumping money to develop Chabar port but 

our ports are ignored. 

In Feb 2021 this Govt had issued a vision document "Maritime India 

Vision 2030". It was marked as a blue print for accelerating the growth of our 

maritime infrastructures. When I had read that document I was expecting 

drastic increase in budget allotment in line with the vision document. But this 

budget for ports, water ways and shipping doesn't align with the vision 

document. The vision document is for the next 10 years and some 

announcements in the budget inline with the document would have given a 

hope for the future. But the vision seems to be blind. By 2030 our vision was to 

become top 10 nation in ship building and repairing. I would like to know from 

the Hon minister on how we are going to achieve this with the less funds 
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allotted for the same. This is just an example of how vision document and the 

budget are not trying to converge. 

There is lot of discussion of transhipment container terminal and as per 

the vision document my constituency Kanyakumari is the most favoured place 

for the terminal. But I would take this opportunity to inform the house and the 

Govt that any project in Kanyakumari which would affect the livelihood of 

people and environment will be resisted and shall not be allowed. Govt should 

drop the idea of any such project in Kanyakumari which would. Reclaim the 

sea, is against CZR norms,lead to high sea erosion and accretion, would affect 

the marine biological diversity and would also have an impact on the western 

ghats. Thank You 
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SHRI FRANCISCO SARDINHA (SOUTH GOA): Sir, at the outset, I thank you 

for giving me an opportunity to take part in this important debate. 

 Sir, Goa is a small State and there are four important rivers. Out of them, 

two rivers flow in my constituency. We have got one major port out of 12 major 

ports in our country and that is the Mormugao Port and we have got the Panaji 

Port which is a minor port out of 200 minor ports in India. 

 My colleagues have raised various points relating to this subject. I would 

like to confine my speech only to my State of Goa. What I find of late is 

astonishing. The Centre is usurping the powers of the States and local bodies. 

The Centre should not encroach upon the powers of the local bodies. In fact, 

the Centre has created a State within the State of Goa. To cite an example, the 

Union Government has recently constituted a new board, Major Port Authority 

for the Mormugao Port. No consultation whatsoever has been made with the 

Government of Goa. This shows the authoritarian streak of the Central 

Government which is certainly not acceptable. This is a blatant move to 

diminish the powers of the State and the Mormugao Port. This process is 

aimed at ensuring that local laws are redundant within their jurisdiction. How 

can a State forego its domain and power that are there under their domain and 

discretion? This act of the Union Government is also aimed at renaming and 

replacing the Major Port Trusts Act of 1963. 

 Sir, most of our rivers are navigable to the point of their origin. Goa, 

being a small State, Mormugao Port is very important for us. Earlier, iron ore 

used to be exported through the Mormugao Port and today, iron ore is not 
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there. A lot of passenger boats used to come to the harbour. After COVID-19, 

passenger boats are not coming. Today, mostly we are exporting our 

pharmaceutical goods that are normally manufactured within the State of Goa. 

There are many jetties in Mormugao Port and these jetties have been given to 

the private sector. Today, what is happening is, we are importing a lot of coal 

into our country which people do not want and, as a Member of Parliament, I 

am also against it because right now we know that India has got 35 out of the 

50 most polluted cities in the world. 

 We do not want to add one more city, Vasco, which is totally populated, 

to be  the 36th most polluted town or city in the world. 

 Of course, we do not want  coal to be stopped from  coming, but we do 

not want our Mormugao Port or Goa to be a coal hub.  Goa is a tourist place.  

A lot of tourists come and visit Goa.  But  this pollution problem will badly 

impact the tourism of the State. 

 Sir, what is totally bad for the State is that now the jurisdiction of the Port 

has been increased from the Port to Betul Beach.  Nothing can come up in all 

our beaches of the South without the permission of the Port Trust.    Normally, 

what happens in Goa is that soon after rains, people are given sheds on the 

shores a little inside, for tourism purpose.  This time, when the Government 

gave them the permission, the Port Trust or the Authority objected to it.  Then, 

this whole process got delayed. Then again, the Government came forward 

and referred it to them and finally things went right and the permission for

sheds was given.  So, what I want to submit is that these things have just 

started and I doubt, it may continue further. So, steps need to be taken. 

 I want to make one more request.  In the interior, about 10 kilometres  

inside  the Port, there is San Jacinto Island, which is  totally populated. Now, 

the jurisdiction of the Port is up to  San Jacinto Island from the eastern side, 

and is  up to Betul Beach   from  the southern side.  In between, there are so 

many beaches that come in the way.  So, regarding jurisdiction, there is always 

a fight going on between the local bodies and the Port Trust, or the new Port 

Authority that has come up.  Actually, what I want to say is that the income of 

the local people is very meagre, and tomorrow if all is usurped by the authority, 

they will not be able to function at all. 

 Secondly, this Mormugao Port comes under the jurisdiction of the Vasco 

Municipality.  Today, there can be anything inside, and we do not mind.  But 

just beyond that also, if they do not need permission of the Municipality, that is 

totally wrong.  This way, some stretches will come up, and the State will not be 

aware of it at all.   

 In my case, it comes in my locality, as an MP from South Goa.   

Similarly, many MPs must have been  facing the same thing.  Today, there is 

no representation in the   Authority for any local person.   My request is that if it 

comes under the area of an MP, that MP should be put in that Authority to 

have his say, so that tomorrow, whatever happens, the States should be 

aware. It should not be against the interests of the local people.  An MP 
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represents several lakhs of people in his Constituency.  So, he can contribute 

a lot. 

 Then, I would also request that two Members of the State Assembly 

should be included there.  It is because, whatever happens, the State should 

be aware of it. This way, they can safeguard the interests of the State in regard 

to whatever expansion that is taking place. 

 Lastly, when the Port Trust was there, a lot of people were getting 

employment.  But now, after this Authority came into being, so many jetties 

have been privatised. So, there will not be any employment for the local 

people. So, I would request the hon. Minister to take this into cognisance and 

please see that the interests of the local people are protected at all costs.

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SHRI SUNIL DATTATRAY TATKARE (RAIGAD): Sir, thank you for giving me 

an opportunity to speak on the Demands for Grants of the Ministry of Ports, 

Shipping and Waterways.  

 It is the nodal Ministry to administer shipbuilding and ship repair, major 

ports, National Waterways and inland waterways. Sir, I would like to talk about 

some tourism passenger jetty projects that are pending with the Central 

Government under the Sagarmala Scheme. 

 The first one is about Radio Club, that is, the Apollo Port. The Gateway 

of India is an important tourist destination in Mumbai from where the existing 

five jetties are used for Elephanta, Mandwa, JNPT and Harbour Cruising. This 

carries around 30 lakh passengers annually. The existing jetty facilities at the 

Gateway are inadequate for the passengers, and they cause a lot of problems 

to the passengers, especially the elderly, women, and children. For the 

convenience of the passengers, construction of a new passenger jetty and 

other related facilities at Radio Club near the Gateway of India is proposed 

under the Sagarmala Scheme. For that, Rs.163 crore is required from the 

current year’s fund of the Central Government. 

 The historical Fort, Janjira, which is partially submerged in the sea, is in 

my Raigad district. It is an important tourist destination and is visited by 7-8 

lakh tourists every year from Rajpuri, Dighi and Murudkhora Bandar. There is 

no jetty equipped for landing of the boat at the Janjira Fort. Therefore, the 

tourists need a jetty to get off the boat safely at Janjira Fort. For this, Rs.111

crore is required. The project has been submitted to the Central Government to 

make available the funds in the year 2021-22. 

 Padmadurg Fort in Raigad district is an important tourist destination and 

is visited by 20,000 tourists every year. There is no boat-equipped jetty at 

Padmadurg Fort. So, the passengers and the tourists should be provided with 

a well-equipped jetty for safe entry and exit from the boats at the time of entry 

into the Padmadurg Fort. Accordingly, a Rs.20 crore budget estimate was 

submitted to the Central Government on 6.10.2021 for consideration and 

approval. I request the hon. Minister to kindly direct the officials concerned to 

release the grants at the earliest. 

 Suvarnadurg Fort is a historical site at Dapoli in my Parliamentary 

Constituency in Ratnagiri district. This fort, which was built during the Shilahar 

dynasty, was captured by Shri Chhatrapati Shivaji Maharaj in 1660 by 

defeating Ali Adil Shah. Shivaji Maharaj later rebuilt and strengthened the Fort. 

Due to its vibrant history, Suvarnadurg Fort attracts a lot of tourists.  

 It takes about 20 minutes to reach Suvarnadurg fort by a boat from 

Harne port. For the safe movement of tourists, a Budget Estimate of Rs.18.16 

crore has already been forwarded to the Central Government.   

 Then, Mandwa to Alibaug is another very important road. Passengers 

travel from Mumbai to Alibaug and various other places in Raigad district and 

make use of their private vehicles through Ro-Ro service from Bhaucha 

Dhakka, Mumbai to Mandwa. This has led to increased traffic congestion on 
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the existing two-lane road from Mandwa to Alibaug. This road needs to be 

converted into a four-lane road so that there is no traffic jam. 

 Vijaydurg Port falls in the Sindhudurg district. There is an urgent need to 

widen the existing road from Vijaydurg Port to Mumbai-Goa highway. This is 

the need of the hour.  

 Sir, modernization of fishing harbours and fish landing centres under 

Sagarmala is a very important project. As part of its Coastal Community 

Development under Sagarmala, the Ministry of Shipping will provide Central 

financial assistance to the Government of Maharashtra for development and 

modernization of the nine fishing harbours and 16 fishing landing centres in 

Maharashtra. The projects are proposed to take up the programme in two 

phases. Of these nine harbours, I would like you to kindly consider Harne, that 

falls in Ratnagiri; Jeewana, that falls in Shivadurg; and Agardanda, that falls in 

Alibaug. They fall in the Raigad district. The total cost of the project is about 

Rs.560 crore. I would also like to suggest to set up a Marine Food Park, a Sea 

Food Restaurant, and an Art Gallery in the premises in the proposed Sassoon 

Dock area. 

 I would request the Central Government to provide grants under the 

Blue Revolution scheme for infrastructure facilities at Bodani, Taluka Alibaug in 

Raigad district. This is with reference to the letters of the Government of 

Maharashtra dated 07.01.2020, 03.02.2020 and 24.07.2020. 

 Revalidation of funds for Mirkarwada in Ratnagiri Fishing Harbour under 

the Blue Revolution Scheme is also urgently required.  
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The new Karanja Fishing Harbour needs upgradation and issues related 

to height, requirement of additional channel, dredging, and re-modelling of 

PCC soling of outer part as well as increasing break water wall for optional dry 

dock should also be resolved as early possible. 

 For safety and easy movement of the fishing boats, size of this channel 

needs to be increased by 20 Meters. That is, it should be 70 meters in length. 

It will ease the fishing boats operation by 24 X 7, and even in zero tide, fishing 

boats can easily approach Karanja Fishing Harbour due to widening of the 

channel.  

 Sir, Karanja Fishing Harbour will become one of the landmark fishing 

harbours in India if the above said points are considered. It is going to be the 

most modern fishing harbour if these facilities and transport connectivity is 

considered. 

 Karanja Fishing Harbour is the only fishing harbour with 20 acers of land 

for multipurpose use, which will develop massive infrastructure in future. It 

would provide more job opportunities and generate other fishing-based 

activities for the local youths.  

HON. CHAIRPERSON : Please conclude. 

SHRI SUNIL DATTATRAY TATKARE :Sir, I conclude with one last point.  

 I would humbly request the Central Government to consider aquaculture 

at par with agriculture. I would like to apprise the august House that to promote 

aquaculture, and to make aquaculture activity more profitable and sustainable, 

the Government of Maharashtra through multiple communications with the 
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Ministry of Fisheries, Animal Husbandry and Dairy has raised the subject of 

considering aquaculture at par with agriculture. However, nothing has been 

reported by the Central government so far.  

 Therefore, through you, I would like to urge upon the Central 

Government to consider the above stated proposals of the Government of 

Maharashtra at the earliest.  
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SHRI MOHANBHAI KUNDARIYA (RAJKOT): Thank you for giving me the 

opportunity to put my views on the Demands for Grants of the Ministry of Ports, 

Shipping and Waterways for 2022-23. 

And I would thank my party to consider me to participate in the 

discussion on the demands for grants of the Ministry of Ports, Shipping and 

Waterways 2022-23. I thank Hon. Prime Minister Shri. Narendra Modi for 

getting explored of about country's 14500 km of navigable waterways - a 

cheaper mode of transportation, through rivers, backwaters, canals, creeks 

and so on. 

 Hon. Prime Minister Shri. Narendra Modi's Government led flagship 

Programme Sagarmala to promoted Port-Led Development in the country has 

four major components: Port Modernization, Port Led Industrialization, Port 

Connectivity Enhancement, and Coastal Community Development. National 

Perspective Plan (NPP) 2015-2035 for Sagarmala was released in 2016 

Projects are being undertaken in the states of Gujarat, West Bengal, Odisha, 

Andhra Pradesh, Kerala, Goa, Karnataka, Maharashtra and Tamil Nadu. Port 

modernization: Projects have been identified for capacity augmentation at 

existing ports especially Kandla to meet the future growth in cargo volumes, 

which included mechanization of cargo handling process, development of 

multi-purpose berth and setting up of barge and coastal jetty to name a few.  

                                    
 Speech was laid on the Table.  
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And Port connectivity has providing for enhancing port-connectivity to 

hinterland and creating optimal mode of evacuation to/from ports connectivity 

projects have been identified. These include • 6 Port- rail connectivity projects 

including connection of western DFC to Hazira, Pipva & Mundra; providing 

broad Gauge Rail linkages to Old Bedi Port and other internal rail connectivity 

projects for Kandla port. Along with Port – Road connectivity projects like 

constructing alternative road from Bhavnagar to Sosiya - Alang Ship Recycling 

Yard and other internal port road connectivity projects. 

Freight expressway connecting Sarkhej in Ahmedabad to Mundra and 

Pipvav with leveraging the ports for aiding industrialization and facilitating 

export oriented manufacturing in the state 7 projects have been identified.  

It included building major industrial clusters like petrochemical cluster, 

Cement cluster, an export based apparel cluster in Saurashtra; an auto cluster 

in Sanandiv; a marble-based furniture hub in Kutch and a Maritime cluster in 

Gujarat. 

Sagarmala, an initiative taken by the Ministry of Shipping under the 

Guidance of Hon. Prime Minister Shri. Narendra Modi is one of the strategic 

plan to promote port led development in India. It aims to leverage India's 7,500 

km long coastline, 14,500 km of potentially navigable waterways and strategic 

location on key international maritime trade routes. The project Sagarmala will 

also boost development of coastal economy, save logistic costs, balance 

modal mix for cargo movement, lead to growth in manufacturing sector and 

facilitate ease of doing business. Under Port Modernisation component of 
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Sagarmala Programme, major achievements in cargo handling capacity of 

major ports in the year 2013-14 of 800.52 MTPA and to 1451.19 MTPA in 

2017-18 and traffic handled by Major Ports in 2013-14 from 555.49 MT to 

679.47 MT in 2017-18 with increase in traffic of 123.98 MT and overwhelming 

average turnaround time with 93.60 Hrs in 2013-14 thus reducing it to 65.00 

Hrs in 2017-18. 

Further, I would like to draw attention of Shri. Sarbananda Sonowal Hon. 

Minister of Ports, Shipping and Waterways towards long pending 

representation for developing Navlaki Port to ease the transportation of files 

from Morbi. Hon. Minister ji, I would like to draw your attention of Shri. 

Sarbananda Sonowal Hon. Minister of Ports, Shipping and Waterways that 

around 3000 containers per day loaded from Morbi to Mundra port which 200 

kms away.Whereas Navlakhi is just 45 kms far from Morbi, if this post is 

developed for container transportation, transportation and product cost of 

Morbi Ceramic tiles and Rajkot Automobile engineering products could be 

brought down signification for the South India. Currently transportation by sea 

limited to few cities f south. If Navlakhi port is developed, it could easily handle 

containers anywhere between 6000-8000 per day. Finally concluding my 

speech through I request Hon. Prime Minister Shri. Narendra Modiji to guide 

Shri. Sarbananda Sonowal Hon. Minister of Ports, Shipping and Waterways 

Ministry for its early exploring of development of Navlakhi port. Thank you all. 
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ADV. A.M. ARIFF (ALAPPUZHA):  Hon. Chairperson, Sir, I stand here on 

behalf of the CPI(M) to speak on the Demands for Grants for the Ministry of 

Ports, Shipping and Waterways.  

Sir, the Ministry has an important role in handling the cargo traffic in and 

out of the country, but unfortunately, this Government has not succeeded in 

implementing its vision of making India a preferred investment destination. It 

has been seven years now since the launch of the Sagarmala Project in 2015 

and even now, nothing substantial has changed in India's ports. This 

Government has claimed that 574 projects would be implemented at a cost of 

Rs.  6.01 lakh crore as part of the Sagarmala Project. For this, the Government 

is partnering with the corporate giants like Adani Ports and already major ports 

have been transferred to them and the result is that public institutions like 

Cochin Port are struggling for their existence. 

Sir, Cochin Port has been badly affected by the skewed vision of this 

Government to hand over the management of International Container 

Transhipment Terminal at Vallarpadam to the DP World on BOT basis. Not 

only that,  this Government has been unable to transform ICTT in Vallarpadam 

as a Transhipment Hub, and the finances for the functioning of the Cochin Port 

are also not made available as per the license agreement. So, I request that 

the agreement with the DP World should be terminated at the earliest so as to 

save both ICTT and the Cochin Port. 
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Sir, another issue I want to bring to the notice of this House is that there 

is an acute shortage of containers for exports.  Every day, news reports are 

coming out on how our ports are choking the supply of containers by poor 

planning. A lot of shipping companies are avoiding the Indian ports as they are 

facing inordinate delay in getting the containers offloaded due to 

mismanagement of our ports by this Government. What is the result? Sir, the 

shipping companies have hiked their charges by a whopping 400 per cent to 

500 per cent, and goods and products are piling up in our ports due to 

mishandling of the situation by the Ministry. All this is because of the poor 

planning on the part of this Government while implementing a project like 

Sagarmala, a flagship programme of this Government. 

Sir, already there is a shortage of containers in the world market, but this 

Government has done nothing to help our exporters, especially of perishable 

goods. Today, we saw the hon. Prime Minister boasting of India's exports 

crossing 40,000 crore US dollars mainly due to increase in exports of 

petroleum products, engineering, jewellery and chemicals. But why is this 

Government silent about sectors like seafood exports and coir exports, which 

are facing an unprecedented crisis due to the COVID-19? Has this 

Government taken any measures to help the perishable food exporters at the 

time of container shortage? I want to remind the Government that they are 

answerable to the ordinary people of the country who are dependent on these 

sectors. 
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Sir, coming to the waterways, which has the potential to develop as an 

ecofriendly and cost effective alternative for cargo transportation within the 

country, I would like to say that it is being ignored by this Government.  

Sir, our LDF Government in Kerala had requested way back in 2018 to 

extend the National Waterway 3 to the South of Kollam up to Kovalam and to 

the South of Kozhikode up to Bekal so that the entire stretch of 620 kilometres 

from South to North could be covered by it. But even now, this Government 

has not approved the request and the State Government is developing these 

routes from their own funds. 

Sir, proposals worth almost Rs. 1,300 crore are under consideration for 

funding from KIIFB and soon it would become a reality. Instead of helping the 

Kerala Government by approving the extension of National Waterway, what 

this Government is doing would destroy the Beypore Port by shifting of officials 

to Mangalore Port. 

Sir, this Government has the hidden agenda of snatching the traditional 

link between Beypore and Lakshadweep and that is why, even the existing 

facilities in Beypore are being curtailed. Is this the way to develop the ports 

and waterways in the country? Why is this Government showing political 

vendetta in matters of development? 

I request the hon. Minister to shed the narrow political compulsions and 

come forward to help the State Government and develop the ports and 

waterways in Kerala.  

With these words, I conclude my speech. Thank you. 
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SHRI P. RAVINDHRANATH (THENI): Sir, thank you for allowing me to speak 

on the Demand for Grants for the Ministry of Ports, Shipping and Waterways 

for 2022-23. 

Let me first appreciate our hon. Minister of Ports, Shipping and 

Waterways, Shri Sarbananda Sonowal for fast pacing the initiatives towards 

implementing the Green Port Policy. 

At this juncture, I wish to appreciate the initiatives of our Government 

aimed at reducing the logistics cost in India to ten per cent of GDP within the 

next three years. Our hon. Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modi envisaged the 

Maritime India Vision 2030, a ten-year blueprint with the aim of overhauling the 

Indian maritime sector. An amount of Rs. 3 lakh crore investment in port 

projects that in turn promises to generate employment for 20 lakh persons has 

been envisaged to further boost performance and productivity of our maritime 

sector. 

Sir, at this time, I also wish to place a few recommendations concerning 

certain specific projects and initiatives with regard to the Ministry. Manning of 

ships with trained, capable, and certified seafarers, is a rising challenge. We 

have only one approved pre-sea maritime training institute and one post-sea 

maritime training institute. The allocation of Rs. 1 crore for research and 

development is grossly inadequate which I recommend to be enhanced. 

I am a member of the Court of Indian Maritime University. The hon. 

Minister, Shri Sarbananda Sonowal was kind enough to personally inaugurate 

the marine workshop in Chennai in December last year. This key institution 
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imparting maritime training and R&D is faced with severe shortage of funds. 

Students lack hostel facilities, there is shortage of industrial experts in training, 

and student placement opportunities also need further boost. The institution is 

managing its annual shortage of nearly Rs. 20 crore from the available balance 

which will be exhausted in another year. A special request for grants under the 

Standing Financial Committee-II amounting to Rs. 495.27 crore is now pending 

clearance from concerned authorities. I wish to request the hon. Minister, 

through you, Sir, to kindly expedite the release of this SFC fund and also to 

ensure that IMU receives continuous endowment of funds. 

A state-of-the-art Cruise Terminal was inaugurated at Chennai Port in 

2017. However, the terminal remains under-utilised. I request the office of hon. 

Minister to extend focussed intervention into the proper utilisation of the Cruise 

Terminal, especially with the Maritime Vision 2030 aspiring to transform India 

as a global hub for cruise liners. 

As per data on 28.02.2022, we have only 468 Indian flag ships handling 

gross tonnage of 11,50,810 tons. Indian and foreign owners increasingly opt to 

own vessels outside India. They pay virtually zero tax, but at the same time, 

access India’s booming international cargo trade through non-Indian ships. 

This situation has to change. 

Our coastlines and waterways in our country are grossly underutilised. 

Tamil Nadu has the second longest coastline in India extending to a length of 

1,076 kilometres. In line with the Ministry’s port-led development programme, 

Sagarmala, I wish to request the hon. Minister to kindly allocate dedicated 
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programmes and funds for Tamil Nadu which will help in creating better 

infrastructure and promoting costal shipping for saving logistics cost. 

Similarly, Sir, despite having an extensive network of inland waterways 

in the form of rivers, canals, backwaters, and creeks, freight transportation by 

waterways is highly under-utilized. Waterways currently contribute only around 

six per cent to India’s transportation modal mix which is significantly low. A 

major stretch of the 1,094 kilometres long National Waterway-4 between 

Kakinada and Puducherry passes through Tamil Nadu. I am happy that the key 

section of this waterway which is known as the Buckingham Canal starting 

from Chennai is being restored as part of the revival project. 

I am given to understand that the Directorate-General (Shipping) is 

contemplating a proposal to restrict the age of ships to a maximum of 20 years 

for being eligible to be registered under Indian flag. Though, the move by DG 

(Shipping) is laudable, I wish to request that such a move maybe brought in 

only once our Indian fleet has grown to a sizeable strength. Steps may also be 

taken to constitute a maritime development fund to finance India's maritime 

sector at internationally competitive rates, and also execute a time-bound plan 

of  an affirmative action. … (Interruptions). I will finish it in one minute.  

Historically, Tamil Nadu was a land of seafarers. I am proud of the fact 

that Tamil Nadu can boast of yet another significant name in the maritime 

history of India. The famous freedom fighter VO Chidambaram Pillai, popularly 

known as “Kappalottiya Tamilan' which literally means the “Tamizhan who 

drove the Ship", is the first to start Indian shipping services way back in 1906 
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under the name Swadeshi Shipping Company from Thuthukudi. Considering 

his contribution to India's maritime revolution and the challenges, to honour his 

services, I wish to recommend that a statue of Thiru VO Chidambaram Pillai 

may be installed in the new Parliament Building.

र§िकंग म¤ हम वषª 2018 म¤ 146व¤ Öथान पर थ,े वषª 2020 म¤ 68व¤ Öथान पर ह§ और वषª 2035 म¤, 
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अलग-अलग चरणŌ म¤ लेकर हम िवĵ के दस सबसे महÂवपूणª पोट्ªस म¤ हमार ेदेश के बंदरगाह भी 

आएगंे  । धÆयवाद  ।  

DR. K. JAYAKUMAR (TIRUVALLUR): Sir, since morning, I have been 

observing the deliberations in this House. The hon. Members from Kerala have 

appreciated the Government policy which promotes the ports and shipping 

industry in the country. Even some other hon. Members also expressed similar 

views. I am also of the same opinion that the Government policy is promoting 

harbours and ports but it is mainly to destroy and make the Government 

established ports defunct.  

 

15.55 hrs       (Shri Rajendra Agrawal in the Chair)  

 

For example, in Tamil Nadu, M/S Adani & Co. is establishing a 

monstrous port in Tamil Nadu spreading over an area of about 6000 acres and 

the 6000 acres of land is going to be taken by filling the sea with sand and 

extending it over a distance of 60 to 70 metres destroying the 60 to 80 metres 

distance. Apart from that, 3,200 acres of Poramboke Wetlands are going to be 

affected. This port is coming near the Chennai Mega City and taking over 

3,200 acres of land is going to create a mess and North Madras will get 

destroyed and decimated if this port comes over there.  

Not only that, the entire Poramboke Wetlands and a sanctuary in the 

nearby area etc. are going to be affected. For this, 53 million cubic metres of 

sand is going to be transported and rocks of about 50 million tonnes are to be 
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transported through the city. There will be vehicular traffic. Currently, there are 

about 40,000 vehicles that create traffic jam in that area, and it takes 3 hours 

to pass through 3 kms or 4 kms distance. Once this port comes over there, the 

number of vehicles will go up to 54,000 which will create more traffic jam.  

Another thing, the capacity of this particular port would be about 320 

million tonnes per annum which is 80 per cent of capacity of all the ports put 

together. When such a large number of ports are already there and they are 

operating at 30 to 40 per cent capacity, where is the need for this Government 

to encourage a port to establish there and destroy the existing Government 

port? Madras Port Trust, VOC Port Trust in Thoothukudi and the entire stretch 

of about 8 ports will go out of business once this project is completed. 

 Sir, even otherwise, the problem is that this particular company is 

coming up with large-scale violations. Ports and red category industries are not 

supposed to be there in an area where people are living and where 

sanctuaries are there. In 2006, the Ministry of Earth Sciences said, where 

there is erosion of the sea of 50 metres and above, a port cannot come there. 

It should not be allowed. The Ministry of Forest, Environment and Climate 

Change says there should be a ban on this. The company in its own technical 

feasibility report that is called Environmental Impact Assessment has 

mentioned the erosion of 5.6 metres. The upper limit to allow an industry is 1 

metre erosion. So, no industry should be allowed in that area but this Adani 

Group of Companies is allowed to go ahead in that area. Apart from that, no 

industry can be established within 10 kms of a bird sanctuary or any other 
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natural habitat. In this case, a bird sanctuary is there between Andhra Pradesh 

and Tamil Nadu at a distance of 2.1 kms from Tamil Nadu. This norm is also 

being violated. Within 10 kms, any industry should not come but this work is 

going on there.

The excessive 

authority and power concentrated in the Union government by way of this bill 

relegating the maritime States into secondary position have led to the maritime 

States to lodge their protest and convey their objections to the Centre. The 

centralising of port activities under the control of the Union government cannot 

be accepted. In the entire world nowhere, the ports are being controlled or 

interfered by any federal government. In our country the maritime States have 

executed a number of port development projects successfully. The true 

intention of the government is to develop ports in our country, the government 

must back and give more autonomy to maritime States to develop ports with 

private participation and not to encroach the power of the States in the name of 

port development. The centralization of power with the Central Government by 

way of this Bill, could have an adverse impact on the development of 

infrastructure as well as private investment on development of ports in coastal 

States like Kerala.

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SHRIMATI APARUPA PODDAR (ARAMBAGH): Thank you for giving me a 

chance to put my views concerning Ministry of Ports, Shipping & Waterways. 

The Indian Shipping Sector, with about 212 ports (12 Major and 200 Minor 

ports) along its 7,517 km coastline, has strengthened substantially in the last 

two decades. Over the years, the development of other aspects of shipping, 

such as containerization, multi-modal transport services, advancement of 

marine engineering technology etc. has enabled infrastructural improvement in 

the Indian shipping industry. Roads, rails, airports and seaports together with 

the optimum storage capacity to move large shipments have placed the 

industry in a very advantageous position. The Ministry of Ports, Shipping & 

Waterways has been entrusted with the responsibility of formulation and 

implementation of various policies and programmes on development of Major 

& Minor Ports and harbours, maritime safety, training & skill development, 

human resource, finance etc. Approximately 95% of the country’s trade by 

volume and 68% by value, is moved through maritime transport. Against the 

projected demand of Rs. 2542.43 crores, net allocation made for the Ministry 

of Ports, Shipping and Waterways under Demand No. 78 in the Budget 2022-

23 is Rs. 1709.50 crore (Rs. 1135.19 crore under Revenue head and Rs. 

574.31 crore under Capital head) and there is a shortfall of Rs. 832.93 crores. 

The BE 2022-23 provision is higher than the RE 2021-22 of Rs. 1585.37 crore 

but only slightly higher than BE 2021-22 of Rs. 1702.35 crore.

I would now like to put some suggestions before the Minister: 

Efficient utilization of land resources holds key to unlocking India's 

economic growth. So, promotion of coastal industries through leasing of land 

around the port area to such industries and fixation of lease rent and sufficient 

reforms in the land administration is paramount. In order to successfully 

expedite the tendering process of port area, the Ministry should speed up the 

tendering process and convey to the Committee, any lacunae on this part. 

The Ministry has not prepared any Master Plan for the port-road 

connectivity which is one of the major bottlenecks in the shipping and highway 

sector. The efforts of the Ministry towards port-modernization and seamless 

cargo movement will be unattainable without proper port-road connectivity and 

hence, the EXIM business will greatly suffer. The Ministry should devise a 

master-plan in order to build robust road connectivity to the ports and make 

possible, the dreams of EXIM business through ports in India. 

No steps have been taken by the Ministry to counter the oil-spill hazards 

which pose an enormous threat to safety and security of seafarers as well as 

the marine species and the ecosystem. The Committee desires that the 

Ministry provide information on technology advancement done to counter 

maritime hazards and a special Act may be enacted for tackling such hazards. 

Our country has not been able to reap the full potential of its port and 

shipping sector which is evident from the fact that the contribution of this sector 

to our GDP is just 1%. The Ministry needs to have policy measures initiated to 

overcome structural and organizational impediments to increase port 
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production and productivity. Considering the fact that the number of Minor 

Ports in the country is more than 200 and therefore, their role in the overall 

Shipping sector is indispensable, the Ministry of Ports, Shipping and 

Waterways should encourage the Major Ports across the country to lend 

technical assistance and expertise to the regional Minor Ports in order to help 

them expand at a faster pace. 
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SHRI THOMAS CHAZHIKADAN (KOTTAYAM):  Thank you, Sir, for giving me 

the opportunity to participate in the discussion on the Demands for Grants 

under the control of the Ministry of Ports, Shipping, and Waterways. 

 Kerala is blessed with a 576 Km. long coastal line, stretching right from 

Parassala, the southernmost part of Kerala to Kasargode, at the northern end.  

Kerala is also blessed with 2,560 Km. long waterways. The major waterway is 

the 616 Km. long West Coast Canal.  A part of it has been declared as NW-3, 

and the balance is to be developed. 

 Kerala has another five small canals which have also been declared as 

National Waterways.  Out of these five National Waterways, three waterways 

fall in my constituency.  The five small waterways, which have been approved 

as National Waterways, are: 

 Alappuzha-Changanassery Canal NW-8 (28 Km. long), 

 Alappuzha-Kottayam-Athirampuzha Canal NW-9 (38 km. long), 

 Kottayam-Vaikom Canal NW-59, (28 km. long), 

 Udyogamandal and Champkara canals, and 

 A.V.M. Canal. 

 What I want to stress here is, the West Coast Canal is developed only 

partially.  Only 328 km. of this canal has been developed to the IWAI 

standards, and the balance is to be developed and declared as a National 

Waterway. 
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 Out of 328 kilometres, only 168 kilometres, that is, from Kollam to 

Kottapuram, have been developed to IWAI standards. The balance stretch of 

160 kilometres is to be developed from Kottapuram to Kozhikode.  

The Government of Kerala has submitted a Detailed Project Report in 

March, 2020 costing around Rs. 1358 crore for development of the National 

Waterway No. 3 as well as other five small National Waterways. But the 

Government of India has not sanctioned it. I would humbly request the 

Government to sanction it for the development of these waterways which are 

very important for the State of Kerala.  

 Our former President of India, the late Dr. A.P.J. Abdul Kalam made a 

historic speech in the Kerala Legislative Assembly. I was also a Member of the 

Kerala Legislative Assembly at that time.  

It was made on 28th July, 2005. Before the Legislators, he presented 

‘Ten Missions’ for the development and prosperity of Kerala. He had given 

‘Tourism’ as the first priority. The second priority was the development of 

‘Waterways’.  

 Hon. Chairperson, Sir, the Malayala Manorama -- the largest circulating 

vernacular newspaper in India -- has started a serial from today describing the 

needs for developing waterways in Kerala. All these things bring to the core 

that waterways in Kerala have to be developed. Therefore, I would like to 

request the hon. Minister to spend some more money in Kerala for the 

development of waterways in Kerala.  
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By developing waterways, we can have great benefits. The first benefit 

is that only one-fourth of the cost is required for the development of waterways 

as compared to roads or railways. Secondly, one-fifth of the cost is required for 

maintenance of waterways as compared to roads or railways. Thirdly, the cost 

of cargo movement by road is Rs. 1 per tonne and by rail, it is Rs. 50 paise per 

tonne; whereas, the cost of cargo movement by waterways is Rs. 37 paise per 

tonne. One more benefit is that there is no carbon emission by waterways. It is 

best with respect to the development of tourism also. 

 The Kottayam Port is just fifteen kilometres away from my house. The 

Kottayam Port and Container Terminal Services is the first joint venture minor 

port and inland container terminal in India. This is the only multimodal Inland 

Container Depot (ICD) using inland water navigation. This port is situated by 

the side of National Waterway No. 9. The Kottayam Port is using the facilities 

of National Waterway Nos. 9, 3 and 59. This Port is promoted through public-

private participation with the assistance of Government of India.  

 Sir, I have only one request. The Kottayam Port has started export and 

import in full swing. Till now, the Port has handled 4,60,000 tonnes of cargo. 

The Customs has received Rs. 61 crore as revenue. The country has earned 

foreign exchange to the tune of Rs. 451 crore. In 2018, Kottayam Port started 

inland waterway operations but discontinued it due to technical glitches in the 

customs EDI. While filing the IGM and EGM, the only two modes of transport 

that are available in the Customs EDI are railways and roads.  
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 For filing the IGM (Import General Manifest) and EGM (Export General 

Manifest), only two modes of transport are available in Customs EDI, that is by 

Rail and Road.  

 The trade and insurance companies are not willing to handle the 

container through the inland waterways. The port had taken up the issue with 

the Commissioner of Customs and all other authorities.  The office of the 

Principal Commissioner of Cochin has also requested the Customs Board to 

declare Kottayam Port (ICD) as Customs port for restarting inland waterways 

operations.   

However, the issue is not resolved.  For promoting and to restart the 

inland waterway movement from Kottayam Port, I request to incorporate inland 

waterways as transporation mode in the Electronic Data Interchange (EDI).  

 Thank you, Sir.

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ADV. DEAN KURIAKOSE (IDUKKI): The Ministry of Ports, Shipping and 

Waterways plays an important role in ensuring the economic growth as well as 

security our nation. It is entrusted with the development of the maritime 

transport sector – ports, shipping, and waterways sectors of the country. It is 

the nodal Ministry to administer shipbuilding and ship repair, major ports, 

national waterways, and inland water transport. According to the 316th Report 

of the Department-Related Parliamentary Standing Committee on Transport, 

Tourism and Culture presented in the Rajya Sabha on 14th March, 2022, 

maritime transport helps move approximately 95 per cent of the country’s trade 

by volume and 68 per cent by value. Thus, it is a crucial driver of economic 

growth. However, regular under-utilisation of funds, delays in the flagship 

Sagarmala Project and the abysmally low funding for research and 

development of ports is a cause of concern. 

The fund utilisation by the Ministry is quite underwhelming. The Ministry 

displayed an under-utilisation of 11.55 per cent in 2017-2018, a whopping 

24.65 per cent decrease in 2020-21. The only exception was in the in the year 

2018-2019 when it saw a meagre three per cent increase. By all standards, 

this exposes the inability of the Ministry to utilise the funds. The effectiveness 

with which the funds are utilised is another matter. I would like to put on record 

that only a fraction of the projects is completed by the Ministry, even under 

flagship programmes like Sagarmala. 

                                    
 Speech was laid on the Table.  
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As of August 2021, only 172 of the 802 projects under Sagarmala had 

been completed. Out of 44 ongoing projects, no funds have been allotted to 31 

projects, which indicates a lack of leadership and execution in the 

Government’s most ambitious blue economy project. Delay of projects also 

has the potential to lead to cost overruns which should be avoided. 

The Department-Related Parliamentary Standing Committee on 

Transport, Tourism and Culture observed that the implementation has been 

unsatisfactory as very few projects have been completed despite the 

programme being launched in 2015. The Ministry responded to this by claiming 

that the delays were caused due to acquisition of land, EC clearance, CRZ 

clearance, etc. The Committee further recommended the Ministry to form a 

committee with representatives both from the States and the Central 

Government to resolve the inter-Ministerial issues affecting the implementation 

of Sagarmala. 

The budgetary allotment made for the IWAI, Inland Water Authority of 

India, projects were severely under-utilised. The allotment made to them in BE 

2022-23 is substantially low, as compared to BE 2021-22. Jal Marg Vikas 

Project (NW-1) Project is being carried out on National Waterway-1, from Haldi 

to Varanasi. It is being carried out at a cost of Rs. 4,633.81 crore. The World 

Bank is providing the technical and financial support for the project. It is 

expected to be completed by December 2023. 
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The Government has failed to fulfil its promise of strengthening India’s 

inland waterways. A report by Manthan Adhyayan Kendra, a thinktank, 

revealed that India’s inland rivers have not been completed as promised by the 

Government. In 2016, the Government announced that 37 national waterways 

(NW) will be prioritised and constructed by 2019. However, construction on 21 

of them is yet to begin. Waterways on the Gandak, Ghaghara, and Kosi rivers 

were among the 37 NWs highlighted for their potential to give connection to 

Nepal. However, after some preliminary work, development was suspended in 

2020. These waterways are no longer on the list of NWs designated for 

development in the Inland Waterways Authority of India’s April 2020 Action 

Plan (IWAI) and 63 of the 106 newly recognised waterways are not viable for 

commercial or passenger transport. 

Other issues like neglect of non-major ports, grievances with recent 

Maritime Acts including those raised by States, port congestion, lack of 

transhipment ports and failure to check environmental damage are neglected 

by the Ministry. Hence, I propose a token cut to nudge the Ministry towards 

working in a manner that this august House expects it to.

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SHRI C.N. ANNADURAI (TIRUVANNAMALAI): I wish to draw the kind 

attention of the hon. Minister of Ports, Shipping and Waterways towards the 

need for potential utilization of maritime mode of transportation in Tamil Nadu 

especially in Chennai, Thoothukudi and Ennore. I demand a comprehensive 

package for the State to address various issues facing the maritime transport 

sector in the State and enhance the capacity of the port in terms of their berths 

and cargos handling equipment to meet growing requirement of oversees 

trade. I wish effective implementation of the Sagarmala Programme in the 

State by giving impetus to modernizing and developing the Chennai, 

Thoothukudi and Ennore Ports. I propose comprehensive development of 

Buckingham Canal as a navigation route from Kakinada City in the East 

Godavari district of Andhra Pradesh to Viluppuram District in Tamil Nadu and 

by making it pollution free. Managerial efficiency and consumer 

responsiveness are required on the ground level. Furthermore, I request the 

hon. Minister to give impetus to waterways mode of transportation from 

Chennai to Port Blair, Chennai to Puducherry and Chennai to Kanyakumari-

Rameshwaram for boosting tourism sector and thus exploring potential of 

employment generation in the Country in general and the State in particular. 

However, I express deep concern over the fact that against the projected 

demand of Rs. 2542.43 crore, net allocation made for the Ministry of Ports, 

Shipping and Waterways under Demand No. 78 in the Budget 2022-23 is Rs.

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1709.50 crore (Rs. 1135.19 crore under Revenue head and Rs. 574.31 crore 

under Capital head) and there is a shortfall of Rs. 832.93 crore. I hope that the 

Ministry would be allocated adequate fund at the RE Stage for successful 

implementation of the undertaken projects. 

I hope, the Ministry of Ports, Shipping and Waterways would undertake 

strategic course of action for integrated development of waterways mode of 

transport in the Country, especially in Tamil Nadu. 
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SHRI JAGDAMBIKA PAL (DOMARIYAGANJ): I would like to lay my views 

on the general discussion on the Demand for Grants of the Ministry of Ports, 

Shipping, and Waterways for the Union Budget of 2022-23. Hence, I support 

the Budget of 2022-23 for the Ministry of Ports, Shipping, and Waterways 

presented by the Hon'ble Minister of Finance, Shrimati Nirmala Sitharaman on 

1st February, 2022. It behoves me to mention that our beloved Prime Minister, 

Shri Narendra Modi is the most popular global leader. Echoing the words of 

UK's Prime Minister, Mr. Boris Johnson, I quote "there is one sun, there is one 

world, there is one Grid and there is one Narendra Modi. One man who has 

achieved absolutely extraordinary things for his country, not only for his 

country, but for the world." Absolutely, Modi Ji is a global leader, a son of 

Bharat Mata who is born for "Vishwakalyan'! 

India has a long coastline of about 7,517 kilometres, with about 212 

ports (12 Major and 200 Minor ports). Approximately 95 per cent of the 

country's trade by volume, and 68 per cent by value, is moved through 

maritime transport. The total expenditure on the Ministry of Ports, Shipping, 

and Waterways for 2022-23 is estimated at Rs. 1,710 crore. This is eight per 

cent higher than the revised estimates for 2021-22. In 2022-23, capital 

expenditure is estimated at Rs. 574 crore (34 per cent) while revenue 

expenditure is estimated at Rs.1,135 crore (66 per cent). Between 2011-12 

and 2020-21, the average share of capital expenditure was 17 per cent of the 
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total allocation. In 2021-22, 38 per cent of the Ministry's spending is estimated 

to be on capital expenditure. 

The Prime Minister inaugurated the ‘Maritime India Summit 2021’ on 2nd 

March, 2021 and 486 MoUs were signed for Maritime India Summit 2021 by 22 

Maritime Ports/Agencies/Authorities for Rs.3.39 lakh crore across different 

subsectors. A compendium of 400 Investible Projects for Rs.2.24 lakh crore for 

investment was released for the Summit. Maritime India Vision 2030 was 

formulated by the Ministry with the objective of propelling India to the fore-front 

of the Global Maritime Sector in the next decade. Detailed discussions 

involving 350+ stakeholders from all parts of the maritime sector viz. ports, 

shipyards, inland waterways, trade bodies & associations, ministries, legal 

experts national and international industry experts were undertaken. 

Substantial deliberations and ideations running over More than 250 different 

brainstorming sessions, study of 100+ global benchmarks & best-in-class 

examples and analysis of 50+ Acts and Laws (including state & environmental) 

have led to the development of MIV 2030. Over 150 initiatives covering 515 

key activities across 10 themes encompassing all the facets of the maritime 

sector have been identified to form the building blocks for the future of the 

Indian Maritime Sector. MIV 2030 envisions an overall investment of 

Rs.3.00.000 – Rs.3,50,000 crore across ports, shipping, and in-land waterways 

categories. This Investment amount excludes projects already under the 

implementation stage as part of the Sagarmala project. This vision roadmap is 

estimated to help unlock Rs.20,000+ crore worth of potential annual revenue 
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for Indian Ports Further, it is expected to create an additional 20,00,000+ jobs 

(direct and non-direct) in the Indian maritime sector. 

The Sagarmala programme is the flagship programme of the Ministry of 

Ports, Shipping, and Waterways to promote port-led development in the 

country through harnessing India's 7,500-kilometre-long coastline, 14,500 

kilometres of potentially navigable waterways and strategic location on key 

international maritime trade routes. The main vision of the Sagarmala 

Programme is to reduce logistics costs for EXIM and domestic trade with 

minimal infrastructure investment. As a part of the Sagarmala Programme, 

more than 800 projects at an estimated cost of around Rs.5.54 lakh crore have 

been identified for implementation from 2015 to 2035. Sagarmala projects 

include projects from various categories such as modernization of existing 

ports and terminals, new ports, terminals, RoRo & tourism jetties, 

enhancement of port connectivity, inland waterways, lighthouse tourism, 

industrialization around the port, skill development, technology centres, etc. 

These projects are broadly classified into five pillars of Sagarmala. 

Implementation of the projects under Sagarmala is to be done by the Central 

Line Ministries, State Maritime Boards, Major Ports and SPV preferably 

through the private sector and through Public private Partnership (PPP) 

wherever feasible. 

Regulatory amendment through the Inland Vessels Act, 2021, replaced 

over-100 years old Inland Vessels Act, 1917 (1 of 1917) and ushered in a new 

era in the inland water transport sector. The objective of this Act is to promote 
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economical, safe transportation and trade through inland waters. It will ensure 

transparency and accountability in the administration of inland water 

transportation and promote the ease of doing business. Augmentation in 

navigation capacity of National Waterway-1 (NW-1) is being implemented 

since 2018 through the Jal Marg Vikas Project from Varanasi to Haldia stretch 

of Ganga-Bhagirathi-Hooghly River System to enable large barge movements. 

Construction of multi-modal terminals at Varanasi and Sahib Ganj has been 

completed and that of the multimodal terminal at Haldia and the Navigational 

Lock at Farakka has achieved substantial progress. The other projects such as 

the comprehensive development of NW-2 and NW-16 & Indo-Bangladesh 

Protocol (IBP) route are proposed to be undertaken for a period of 5 years at a 

cost of Rs. 461 crores and Rs.145.29 crores respectively, from 2020-21 to 

2024- 25. 

We are all citizens of India, that is, Bharat. India is on its way to be a 

Vishwaguru. We should have confidence in India's future. We should have faith 

in ourselves. We should have trust in our own hands and in our own brains. Let 

us do our duty and contribute to the nation building. Come, let us together 

resolve today to build a united, strong, prosperous and caring India. Come, let 

us make ' Atmanirbhar Bharat '. Come, let us make ' Atmanirbhar Bharat'. 

I, therefore, strongly support the Demand for Grants under the control of 

the Ministry of Ports, Shipping, and Waterways under the Union Budget of 

2022-23.  
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HON. CHAIRPERSON: Dr. Shashi Tharoor, you can speak now. You can 

speak for hours, but please be brief. 

DR. SHASHI THAROOR (THIRUVANANTHAPURAM): Mr. Chairman, Sir, 

give me half the time that he took. 

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Okay. 

DR. SHASHI THAROOR: Sir, I just want to say that, in fact, we are a bit 

surprised to see a Cabinet Minister speaking on a subject that is no longer his 

portfolio. But nonetheless, he said a lot of things that I am very happy to agree 

with him. In fact, ships carry 90 per cent of the world’s goods across the globe 

and, in fact, in India’s case, it is even more because 95 per cent of the volume 

of cargo and 68% by value that comes to our country comes by shipping, not 

by any other means. So, for us, ports are important. We have the wonderful 

coastline, one of the most impressive coastlines in the world, and we should 

have, by right, developed our ports in a very significant way. I am sorry to say 

that he is right we have not yet done so. But I have to ask in that case, why is it 

that the Ministry has continuously under-utilized the resources that were given 

to it by this Parliament year after year. Since 2017-18, we are seeing under-

utilisation of resources.  

Thus, I do want to say that despite India’s economic growth and all the 

prospects of the vast majority of the container ships coming to India, we are 

not getting them because our ports are not good enough. They are being 

trans-shipped outside the country, mainly at Colombo in Sri Lanka, Singapore, 

Port Klang and Tanjung Pelapas in Malaysia, Salalah in Oman, and Jebal Ali in 
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Dubai. The problem is, our country lacks a major all-weather deep-water port 

near the international sea routes to handle large mainline container vessels. 

This has also given China tremendous power in the Indian Ocean. We have a 

situation where Colombo today is trans-shipping more goods for India than any 

of India’s major ports. In fact, all of India’s major ports put together are not 

matching Colombo. What is worrying me about this is that there is a serious 

geo-strategic angle for us  being dependent upon Colombo for such a large 

portion of our goods, because it is, after all, a port in which the Chinese are 

extremely active, a Chinese firm has just been awarded the Eastern Container 

Terminal at the Colombo Port, and we are in the piquant situation that India 

prohibits Chinese firms from investing in building our ports, but, in effect, we 

are condoning the trans-shipment of the lion’s share of our cargo via a port 

operated exclusively by China until recently, and where Chinese Navy vessels, 

even submarines, were calling for resupplies.  

Is this entirely wise for a country like India? I do want to point out that on 

top of that, there is a particular challenge because increasingly shipping is 

growing bigger. Now, ships with over 20,000 TEUs are the future of sea cargo 

because they involve lower cost per container ship. The bigger ships require 

deeper ports and this, in our case, has to be, unfortunately, extremely 

expensively created through dredging. Because of the very high logistics costs 

involved, the major shipping lines are not stopping in our ports. 

 There is lack of a significant domestic transhipment port. Event though 

we have 7,516 kilometres of coastline and nearly 200 ports, even our so-called 
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13 ‘major ports’ have a depth of only between nine to 11 metres, far from the 

20 that modern shipping requires. Now, this in effect, means that our economy 

is helping to pay for foreign ports like Colombo, Salalah and Tanjung Pelapas 

and so on while our exports remain relatively uncompetitive, our imports 

become more expensive entirely because of our lack of a deep water 

transhipment terminals.  So, this is where my Constituency has the answer. 

The Vizhinjam Port is an amazing place because it is right near the 

international shipping lines; it is a Port which has extremely decent 

connections which can be improved by the Government.  It has a natural deep 

draft of 20 to 24 metres.  So, we do not need to spend money on dredging. 

HON. CHAIRPERSON : Yes, it is 20 plus metres. 

DR. SHASHI THAROOR : Mr. Mandaviya talked about selling the sand from 

dredging but sand will not fetch the price, the cost.  It is  mud. It will cost much 

more to dredge than to sell. 

 So, the problem is that despite what he says, our real need is to actually 

avoid the dredging, and  Vizhinjam provides the answer to that. We have the 

geological features that contribute towards preventing excessive spending on 

dredging operations because we actually have the minimal littoral drift, the 

depth itself, the turning radius, all that is needed. 

 Now, what I wanted to say to you, Mr. Chairman, is that given that the 

21st century ports require longer terminals, deeper drafts and bigger turning 

basins, we have an answer in my Constituency.   
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To my surprise, the Government has, so far, not yet acceded to our 

recommendation to declare Vizhinjam as a major port.  In fact, it should be the 

major port in the country instead of continuing to be a minor port under the 

State Government’s jurisdiction.  I wanted to say, in particular that given the 

fact that we have all these challenges, for us to take a port, which offers all of 

these, on the top of that minimal operating and maintenance costs, and on the 

top of that the ability to deploy best in class equipment, it is being built from 

scratch right now without being burdened by the legacy facilities.  Even though 

it was a port in the days of the Roman Empire, today, it has essentially been 

neglected for such a long time. We are building a wholly new 21st century port.  

It seems to me, we will have, for the first time in India, a port that has the 

capability to handle the largest ships in the world as efficiently as Singapore, 

Hong Kong or Rotterdam for decades to come. 

 For this reason, Sir, I have a few specific recommendations to the 

Minister.  Number one, I urge the Minister to declare Vizhinjam as a major port.  

This is not a very difficult challenge because the  obvious facts speak for 

themselves.  Number two, the construction has been going rather slowly 

because obviously the Central Government is not involved, and we had a 

Cyclone Ockhi and so on, which delayed construction and created problems.  

Anything that can be done by the Central Government to facilitate the 

development of the hinterland area of the Vizhinjam port would  strengthen the 

supply change of shippers and logistics service providers, promote interaction 
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with consumers and enhance the port related services, including the crew 

ships that Mr. Mansukh Mandaviya spoke about a minute ago.  

 In addition, we need the Central Government to declare   Vizhinjam as a 

Special Economic Zone in order to enhance the economic capacity and the 

operations of the port. 

 Third, there is now a talk of restoring the decades-old Cabotage Rules. It 

is a bad idea. The fact is that the Government must continue to provide 

relaxations under the Cabotage law to promote free trade and encourage 

economic activity at major transhipment hubs in India. Who are we protecting, 

Sir?  No Indian company has 20,000 TEU ships.  Let us not make a Cabotage 

into an obstacle for our own development. And, I do want to say that there is a 

further problem. When you had clubbed all the topics together. 

HON. CHAIRPERSON:  Now, please conclude. 

DR. SHASHI THAROOR: When you had clubbed all the topics together, I was 

going to mention it because Mr. Gadkari knows, we have a National Highway 

from Vizhinjam all the way to Tamil Nadu that is supposed to carry on to 

Kanyakumari.  It is almost finished up to Tamil Nadu border but nothing is 

happening on the other side of the border.  We urge the Government to really 

crack the whip and ensure that road carries on all the way to Kanyakumari.  

HON. CHAIRPERSON:  Please conclude. 

DR. SHASHI THAROOR:  Sir, it is in national interest I am talking about.  I 

have only taken only one-fourth of the time of the previous speakers. 

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Okay.  But there is a time limit. 
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DR. SHASHI THAROOR :  Finally, Sir, in Inland Waterways, I want to support 

my colleague Mr. Thomas Chazhikadan. We really need Inland Waterways 

very seriously and the Anantha-Victoria-Marthandam Canal would be an 

excellent way of opening up the connectivity to Vizhinjam port as well.  I 

certainly want to support that. 

 Then, there is the equal concern that the Ministry of Inland Waterways 

has also had a shocking underutilisation of funds sanctioned last year.  You 

know, they only spent Rs. 20 crore out of Rs. 250 crore allocated.  So, when 

we are talking about Demands for Grants, we want them to spend the grants 

they get. 

 I would urge the Minister to ensure that he remedies the under-utilisation 

of funds in these key Ministries.  Finally, I had mentioned in Parliament during 

the Question Hour that there are some very important legal instruments 

internationally that India is overdue in ratifying, I hope, that he will do that.  I 

also want to stress that there has to be a new legislative framework for the port 

sector, the Indian Ports Act, Major Port Trusts Act, Inland Vessels Act and so 

on.  The Government has to absolutely modernise them.  There have been a 

number of concerns expressed and I would urge that the Minister will treat 

these matters with a vision to make India a land of major ports of great 

significance.  

 Thank you.           
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SHRI DIPSINH SHANKARSINH RATHOD (SABARKANTHA): I thank you 

for giving me the opportunity to put my views on the Demands for Grants of the 

Ministry of Ports, Shipping and Waterways for 2022-23. I would also like to 

thank my party for considering me to participate in the discussion on the 

Demands for Grants of the Ministry of Ports, Shipping and Waterways for the 

year 2022-23. 

 I thank the hon. Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi for getting explored 

our country’s 14,500 km. of navigable waterways – a cheaper mode of 

transportation – through rivers, backwaters, canals, creeks etc. 

 Hon. Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi’s Government launched a 

flagship programme called Sagarmala to promote port-led development in the 

country and it has four major components, port modernisation, port-led 

industrialisation, port connectivity enhancement, and coastal community 

development. National Perspective Plan (NPP) 2015-2035 for Sagarmala was 

released in 2016 and projects are being undertaken in the States of Gujarat, 

West Bengal. Odisha, Andhra Pradesh, Kerala, Goa, Karnataka, Maharashtra, 

and Tamil Nadu. 

 For port modernisation, projects have been identified for capacity 

augmentation at existing ports especially Kandla to meet the future growth in 

cargo volumes, which included mechanisation of cargo handling process, 

development of multi-purpose berth, and setting up of barge and coastal jetty 
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to name a few. Also, port connectivity has provided enhanced port connectivity 

to hinterland and created optimal mode of evacuation to and from ports and 

port connectivity projects have been identified. These include, 6 port-rail 

connectivity projects, including connection of Western DFC to Hazira, Pipva, 

and Mundra; providing broad gauge rail linkages to Old Bedi Port and other 

internal rail connectivity projects for Kandla Port. Along with port-road 

connectivity projects like constructing alternative road from Bhavnagar to 

Sosiya-Alang Ship Recycling Yard, and other internal port-road connectivity 

projects. 

 Freight Expressway connecting Sarkhej in Admedabad to Mundra and 

Pipva with leveraging the ports for aiding industrialisation and facilitating 

export-oriented manufacturing in the State, 7 projects have been identified. It 

included building major industrial clusters like petrochemical cluster, cement 

cluster, an export-based apparel cluster in Saurashtra, an auto cluster in 

Sanadriv, a marble-based furniture hub in Kutch, and a maritime cluster in 

Gujarat. 

 Sagarmala, an initiative taken by the Ministry of Shipping under the 

guidance of the hon. Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi, is one of the strategic 

plans to promote port-led development in India. It aims to leverage India’s 

7,500 km. long coastline, 14,500 km. of potentially navigable waterways, and 

strategic location on key international maritime trade routes. The Sagarmala 

project will also boost development of coastal economy, save logistic costs, 
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balance modal mix for cargo movement, lead to growth in manufacturing 

sector, and facilitate ease of doing business. 

 Under port modernisation component of Sagarmala project, major 

achievements in cargo handling capacity of major ports in the year 2013-14 

was 800.52 MTPA and it increased to 1451.19 MTPA in 2017-18 and traffic 

handled by major ports in 2013-14 increased from 555.49 MT to 679.47 MT in 

2017-18 with increase in traffic of 123.98 MT and overwhelming average 

turnaround time with 93.60 Hrs. in 2013-14 thus reducing it to 65.00 Hrs. in 

2017-18. 

 I would further like to draw attention of Shri Sarbananda Sonowal, the 

hon. Minister of Ports, Shipping and Waterways towards the long-pending 

representation for developing Navlaki Port to ease the transportation of tiles 

from Morbi. 

 I would also like to draw the attention of the hon. Minister Shri 

Sarbananda Sonowal that around 3,000 containers per day are loaded from 

Morbi to Mundra Port which is 200 km. away, whereas new ports in the 

Saurashtra region which are nearest to Saurashtra industries like ceramics, 

machine industry, cotton, food processing industries etc. If these ports are 

developed for container transportation, transportation and product cost of the 

same could be brought down significantly for South India. Currently, 

transportation by sea is limited to a few cities of South India. If new ports are 

developed, they could easily handle containers anywhere between 6,000-

8,000 per day. 
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 Finally, while concluding my speech, through you, I request hon. Prime 

Minister Shri Narendra Modi to guide Shri Sarbananda Sonowal, hon. Minister 

of Ports, Shipping and Waterways for exploring of development of other new 

ports in Saurashtra as well as the south coastal belt in Gujarat. 

 In my Lok Sabha constituency, many rivers like Sabarmati, Hathmati, 

Mazum, Meshvo, Vatrak etc. are active. There are many dams on these rivers. 

Due to these dams, the rivers are not live. So, I strongly request for developing 

the rivers so that they can give water to the farmers all through the year. I 

would also like to demand inter-linking of all these rivers. 
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SHRI M. SELVARAJ (NAGAPATTINAM): Thank you for allowing me to put 

my views on the Demands for Grants in respect of the Ministry of Ports, 

Shipping and Waterways. I noticed that the allocation of Budget for the Ministry 

for BE 2021-22 was Rs. 1702.35 crore, and RE 2021-22 was Rs. 1585.37 

crore and BE 2022-23 is Rs. 1709.50 crore. It is a mere 0.42 per cent increase 

in BE 2022-23 is from BE 2021-22.  

 No funds have been allocated for the development of minor ports. This is 

a cause of concern given that minor ports handle almost 39 per cent of the 

country’s cargo traffic and in coming years cargo traffic is expected to increase 

in minor ports. It is reported that port congestion due to logistic problems such 

as container volume, shortage of handling equipment and inefficient operation 

remains a major concern. In August 2021, exporters faced numerous issues 

due to port congestion. Delays in import of raw material affected production 

which consequently derailed the expansion of exports. The Government has 

not given its due attention for development of port congestion free environment 

in the Budget. I would like to highlight here that India does not have any 

operational trans-shipment port and all its trade is shipped through ports in 

Singapore, Sri Lanka and Malaysia. Due to this, cost of trans-shipment to the 

Indian port sector is huge and Government also lose its potential revenue.  

 The Government has also failed to address the environmental damage 

as a result of maritime activities. The ship-breaking industry contributes to 
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maritime pollution. India is home to the bigger ship-breaking yard in the world, 

but policy gaps and lack of appropriate regulation have made it an 

environmentally damaging industry. My constituency Nagapattinum is a coastal 

and historical district and has a port too. This port was operational for 

passenger traffic to various places during pre and post-Independence period 

and is presently not in operation for passenger port traffic. When I brought this 

matter to the attention of the Government, I was informed that it is a minor port. 

I take this opportunity to urge the Government once again to kindly consider for 

development of Nagapattinum port to attract more cargo as well as passenger 

traffic for the benefit of business community, common people and the 

Government. Thank you.         
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 SHRI K. NAVASKANI (RAMANATHAPURAM): I thank you for giving me the 

opportunity to put my views on the Demands for Grants for the Ministry of 

Ports, Shipping and Waterways.  My Ramanathapuram parliamentary 

constituency is mostly a coastal area.  Due to high tide, seas in the fishing 

ports of Kuntukal and Mookkaiyur in my constituency which troubles to the 

fishermen to park their boats safely.   There is a risk of damage to fishermen’s 

boats during the high range in the ocean.  

 I, therefore, request the Ministry that the quality action be taken to calm 

the sea waves and creating Groynes at the Kundukal and Mookkaiyur fishing 

ports to ensure safety of fishing boats. 

 In Pudukkottai District Selvanenthal, Jagathapattinam village, fishermen 

are engaged for fishing by 200 motor boats and 200 country boats.  It has 

been about 25 years since a fish landing centre was set up in Selvanenthal 

village.  During Tsunami in 2004, it was completely destroyed and covered by 

sand dunes.  This makes it difficult for fishermen to park their boats. 

 I, therefore, request the Government to take action to establish a fishing 

port in that area.  Fishermen are facing severe difficulties as rain water 

stagnate all over the surface of Jagathapattinam port. 

 Hence, I request the Government to take necessary action to renovate 

the Jegapattinam port. 
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 I request the Government to take appropriate steps to set up fishing 

ports with Groynes to calm the tide in Kottaipattinam and Jegathapattinam.  As 

the same, set up with Groynes to calm the tide in Keelamunthal village, 

Ramanathapuram district. 

 Rameswaram fishermen have been demanding to put up a jetty to be 

set up at the Rameswaram port with Groynes. 

 Therefore, I request the Government to set up a jetty at Rameswaram 

port with Groynes.  Sea erosion is high at the north side of Pamban.  

 Therefore, I request that appropriate action to construct the rubber 

mounted wall.

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DR. T. SUMATHY (A) THAMIZHACHI THANGAPANDIAN (CHENNAI 

SOUTH): Thank you very much, hon. Chairperson Sir, for allowing me to 

participate in this discussion on the Demand for Grants under the control of the 

Ministry of Ports, Shipping and Waterways.  

 I would like to begin the discussion with a quote by the famous British 

Economist and Nobel Laureate Ronald H. Coase. He once said: 

“If you torture the data long enough, it will confess to anything.” 

 I find more meaning after listening to the speeches of the hon. 

Members from the Treasury Benches. Why I had highlighted this quote here is 

because of this. They are trumpeting and boasting about their own welfare 

measures and policies. There are figures on papers and social media. I could 

see a huge difference between what is showcased by the Union Government 

in terms of data and the actual quality of life that the citizens are living in the 

backdrop of economic exploitation and socio-political inequalities. Equality is 

not a chimera, respected Sir. I would like to point out one important index. In 

the UN-Sponsored Happiness Index 2022, among the 149 countries, sadly, 

India could occupy 106th rung in the ladder. Why is it so? It is because the 

Union Government is just supporting one part of the corporate sector, and is 

totally neglecting the weaker sections of our society, particularly the native 

tribes of our country. I will tell you the reasons for that. I would like to highlight 

my point with three special issues. The State of Tamil Nadu has been gifted 

with 608 fishing villages dotting the State’s coastline. They harvest over half a

million tonnes of marine products every year, making it the fifth-largest fish 

producing State of the country. But you may look at the plight of the fishermen 

folk of Pulicat. It has been elaborately stated by my fellow hon. 

Parliamentarian, Dr. Jayakumar regarding the expansion of Kattupalli Port. But 

for the persistent resistance by the women of Pulicat and also the Government 

of Tamil Nadu, it would have been implemented by this time. Who is the 

beneficiary?  The cat is out of the bag. It is mainly for the advantage of the 

Marine Infrastructure Developer Private Limited, a subsidiary of Adani Ports. 

Now, I can point out before this august House that on which side of the scale 

the Union Government is trying to push up. The same thing can be pointed out 

as regards the development of a new port, that is, the Enayam Port at 

Ramanthurai seashore.  

 I would like to request the hon. Minister to consider the plight of the 

fishermen folks. If the Enayam port is being established there, the project 

would displace over 50,000 fishermen families. The six-kilometre-long 

breakwater structure to be constructed as part of the project would cause 

severe sea erosion affecting 27 villages.  

 The second issue I would like to highlight is this. As a strong federalist, 

our Chief Minister, Thalapathy M.K. Stalin, who is not only a staunch patriot but 

also a strong federalist, has registered disagreement with the new draft Indian 

Ports Bill, 2021, a year ago, since the Bill diluted the powers vested with the 

States, and the State Governments will not have any major role anymore. The 

Ministry of Ports, Shipping and Waterways has framed the draft Bill to modify 
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the current management mode of minor ports. That is why, our Chief Minister 

took up the issue with the Ministry of Ports, Shipping and Waterways, strongly 

opposing such steps to reduce the autonomous role of the States in regulation 

and management of minor ports. 

 Our hon. Minister was proudly saying that in London Museum, Indian 

ship is being displayed. As a proud Tamilian, we have a rich heritage history of 

King Raja Raja Chola who had a fleet of warriors conquering the world with 

Tamil Nadu coast being used as the major shipping ports.  

HON. CHAIRPERSON : He was called the Saptasamudreswar. 

DR. T. SUMATHY (A) THAMIZHACHI THANGAPANDIAN: Exactly, thank you 

Chairman, Sir.  

 He was reigning supreme against many rulers. When Asoka was there, 

he never submitted to him. Raja Raja Chola was there against Chandragupta 

Maurya and against Aurangzeb. As a proud Tamilian, I am proud to quote him 

here. 

 The third important issue is the Sagarmala project. Much has been 

trumpeted about that. The Ministry has projected a total requirement of Rs.690 

crore under the broad Head ‘Sagarmala’. However, only Rs.412.79 crore has 

been allocated. Even this amount of Rs.412.79 crore is not for the Sagarmala 

project alone.  

This amount also includes allocation of Rs.52.89 crore for the harbour 

works of Andaman and Lakshadweep and also for the development of minor 

ports. What it effectively means is that against the projected demand of Rs.690 
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crore, of which every Treasury Bench Member has been trumpeting about, the 

allocation made to the flagship programme of the Ministry of Shipping, Ports 

and Waterways, that is, ‘Sagarmala,’ is merely Rs.360 crore. It is just 52.17 per 

cent of its projected requirement. 

 When multimodal transportation and Gati Shakti were the buzzwords of 

the Finance Minister’s Budget speech, this reduction in Sagarmala reeks of 

hypocrisy and lack of real intent on the part of the Government. Our Prime 

Minister has tweeted about the country’s economical and industrial progress 

with all the rosy numbers. But I would compare it with the data of Goebbels. 

Out of the 44 Sagarmala projects under various stages of development, no 

funds have been released for as many as 31 projects.  

 Sir, I would like to conclude with a quote of C.D. Burns. I quote:  

“There is a vast difference between giving out a benevolence and 

supplying a legitimate demand.” 

Both should balance. I would request the hon. Minister and the Union 

Government to balance both these aspects, benevolence as well as supplying 

a legitimate demand, and deliver its goods to the public, not merely as a 

benevolence but as a due right of the people. Thank you. 
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SHRI BENNY BEHANAN (CHALAKUDY): India has a coastline of more than 

7500 kilometres that is serviced by 13 major ports and 187 notified minor and 

intermediate ports. Between April and November 2012, ports in India handled 

623.05 metric tonnes of cargo, according to a recent study. This reflects an 

increase of only 2.81 percent from the previous year. 

The main function of the shipping port was handling cargos. But now the 

Government has taken the decision to divert these cargo containers to private 

ports. 

As compared with other ports across the world, the numbers are not 

encouraging.  In the past few years, the Government has taken several 

initiatives to increase its investments by developing new ports, augmenting 

existing facilities, mechanising ports and improving connectivity and logistics. 

Despite these Government initiatives, India's port sector has not been 

comparable with other ports internationally. Several challenges faced by this 

sector have proved to be disadvantageous to the growth of this sector. Port 

projects by their very nature have long gestation periods and therefore the 

developers have difficulty in accessing financing from banks and financial 

institutions. Lack of easy financing options for port projects is also caused by 

delays in obtaining Government approvals, environmental clearances, as well 

as compliance with coastal regulations.

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India has 16 major container terminals out of which 15 are now 

privatised. Only the Jawaharlal Nehru Container Terminal in Mumbai belongs 

to the public sector. It is a sad truth that the Government is going to privatise 

this as well. Through all these terminals we had the capacity to handle 2500 

million. However, this has now been reduced to 1500 million, which means that 

we are now under utilising the capacity. 

These ports were set up many years ago and need to be upgraded at 

considerable cost. There have been indications that the design of existing 

ports is inadequate to meet the current requirements for quick turnaround and 

handling of increased volumes, causing delays in the feeding and evacuation 

of cargo and consequently lowering the efficiency and productivity of vessels.  

Some ports are not designed to cater to large or ultra large vessels, 

which have to be parked at a distance and cargo fed or evacuated through 

smaller vessels. 

Some of the challenges faced in respect of existing ports include 

inadequate road networks within the port area, inadequate cargo-handling 

equipment and machinery, inefficiency due to poor hinterland connectivity 

through rail, road, highways, coastal shipping and inland waterways, 

inadequate navigational aids, facilities and IT systems, insufficient dredging 

capacity, lack of technical expertise and a lack of equipment for handling large 

volumes. The turnaround time at ports in India therefore remains abysmal. 
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Instead of focusing on privatization the government should focus on 

increasing the utilisation according to the requirements. The Cochin Port which 

was established in 1936, was converted to Rajiv Gandhi Container Terminal in 

1995. It had a capacity to handle only 95000 containers, they used to handle 

up to 1 lakh containers and made huge profits. 

However, once DP took over the container transactions, the Cochin port 

is in danger. For instance, the Cochin Port required for shipping channel of 12 

1/2 m in which it would have cost approximately Rs. 30 crores. But according 

to the agreement the dredging is done by the Cochin Port. And the depth of the 

channel has to be 14.5 meter instead of 12.5 meter, which will in turn increase 

the expense to approximately Rs. 120 crores. This will be a burden to Cochin 

Port. The Central Government is providing grant for dredging to the Kolkata 

port which is also a riverine port like Cochin Port. So, I request the 

Government to lend a helping hand to Cochin Port by providing grand for 

dredging. 

Another point that I would like to highlight is regarding the Major Ports 

Authority Act. As many other MPs had pointed out, it had many drawbacks. 

However, one of the main drawbacks is that, though the Act insisted that there 

should be worker's representation in the board, it is not yet implemented. Thus, 

the suffering of the workers still continues. I would request the Central 

Government to take action for implementing the worker’s representation in the 

board across all Port Trusts with immediate effect. I urge the Government to 

develop the National Waterways Project through Kerala’s coastal areas.  
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SHRI B. Y. RAGHAVENDRA (SHIMOGA): Thank you for allowing me to put 

my views on demands which comes under the Ministry of Ports, Shipping and 

Waterways. 

I would like to thank Hon'ble Prime Minister ji and Shri Sarbananda 

Sonowal ji for their commitment and dedication towards upliftment of 

Sagarmala Project, for which an estimate cost of Rs.6.01 Lakh Crores has 

been sanctioned under which port modernization, port connectivity, port-led 

industrializations and coastal community development are developing. 

Byndoor Taluk, Udupi district which comes under my parliamentary 

constituency of Shimogga. In which there is lot of scope for the development of 

Marine time and coastal infrastructure across tourism, logistics and fisheries to 

develop a State-of-art Marina for which an approximate amount of Rs. 228.78 

crores has been required. The Government of Karnataka is ready to take up 

the project with Sagarmala Development Corporation Limited under equal 

partnership. 

I urge the Union Government to allocate funds towards State-of-the-art 

Multipurpose Harbour, Sea Plane Facility along with the Sea Walk near the 

Ottinene Beach at Byndoor Taluk, Udupi District as under Prestigious 

"Sagarmala Project" will generate thousands of direct and indirect 

employments to localities and also, we will be part of Hon'ble Prime Minister's 

vision towards Atma Nirbhar Bharat.

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HON. CHAIRPERSON: Now, Shri N. Reddeppa. Please be brief. 

SHRI N. REDDEPPA (CHITTOOR): Sir, thank you very much for giving me an 

opportunity to participate in the discussion on the Demand for Grants of the 

Ministry of Ports, Shipping and Waterways.  

 At the outset, I would like to congratulate the Minister, Shri Sarbananda 

Sonowal Ji for inaugurating, just last month, a Centre of Excellence in Maritime 

and Shipbuilding in Visakhapatnam with an aim to provide skilled manpower 

and overall coastal community development. I sincerely hope that the project 

attracts our talented youth from across the country and builds an ecosystem 

for maritime education.  

 Sagarmala projects in Andhra Pradesh have been moving quickly. 

Sagarmala’s port-led development is synonymous to Andhra Pradesh, with 

almost 50 per cent of all the Sagarmala projects being concentrated in our 

State.

 This is possible due to the cooperation between the Central Ministry and 

the State Government that have a common objective to revive the economy 

with mega-infrastructure projects that bring inclusive growth to under-served 

regions. 

 Sir, 50 per cent of the 119 projects identified under Sagarmala project in 

Andhra Pradesh have already been completed. Some of these include fishing 

harbours, port-road connectivity, four-laning of highways, coastal berths and

many more spread across Krishna, Nellore, Kakinada, Visakhapatnam, and 

East Godavari districts.  

With regard to Visakhapatnam Port Trust, I would like to say that while 

the Visakhapatnam Port Trust is receiving a loan amounting to Rs.207 crore 

this year for various projects to develop the port, we request the Government 

to consider an element of budgetary support in addition to the loan the port 

trust raises to invest in major ports to make them world-class.  

So far as greenfield ports are concerned, the Government of Andhra 

Pradesh is developing greenfield ports at Bhavanapadu worth Rs.4,362 crore, 

at Machilipatnam worth Rs.5,156 crore, and at Ramayapatnam worth Rs.3,736 

crore under landlord model for increasing port traffic from 150 MTPA to 250 

MTPA by 2025 and 400 MTPA by 2030.  

The Andhra Pradesh Government has urged the Centre to provide grant 

to any of the three non-major ports and sought at least 25 per cent of the total 

outlay of Rs.14,000 crore as Central assistance. The Ministry did not take into 

consideration any of the demands made by the State Government.  

Sir, the non-major ports in Andhra Pradesh, such as Gangavaram Port 

and Kakinada Deep Water Port are functioning at sub-optimal efficiency. The 

cargo handled in such ports is below the rated capacity. This has been made 

worse by COVID-19 and global exports and imports were drastically affected. 

The Central support is needed to boost functioning of the non-major ports. 

There is an urgent need for a coherent policy to improve our exports and 

imports through waterways. This requires a sensitivity towards rising transport 
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costs due to fuel prices. Better port to road connectivity is also the need of the 

hour.  

 Sir, through you, I also want to bring an important issue regarding 

vacancies in Visakhapatnam Port Trust to the kind attention of the hon. 

Minister. Out of the total of 4003 posts, 1112 posts were vacant in the 

Visakhapatnam Port Trust in 2021. The Ministry stated that the vacancies 

would be filled after the number of vacant posts are revised, since digitization 

and mechanization had decreased the need for some posts. It is unclear 

whether this has been done as yet, and by when it will be done if it has not 

already been done. 

 I would request the hon. Minister to support the State of Andhra Pradesh 

in all its initiatives and sanction the above mentioned demands at the earliest.  

Thank you, Sir. 
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SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Thank you very much, Mr. 

Chairman, Sir. I fully support the observations made by my learned friends 

Shashi Tharoor ji and Sumathy ji regarding the shipping sector and the 

Demands for Grants for the Ministry of Ports, Shipping and Waterways for the 

year 2022-23. Sir, I would like to put my question before Shri Mansukh 

Mandaviya ji, who at present is the hon. Minister for Health and Family 

Welfare. When he was the Minister for Shipping and Waterways, he had 

convened a meeting on 30.9.2020 of all the hon. Members of Parliament from 

coastal regions. The Ministry of Shipping was then preparing a project called 

Sagartat Samriddhi Yojana for the overall development of the coast line. It was 

a video conference since it was held during the COVID-19 pandemic. All the 

hon. Members of Parliament from coastal areas participated in it. We have 

made much research and submitted a detailed plan for the coastal 

development of our country. I myself had submitted a very detailed project plan 

to him. But, unfortunately, I would like to say that even the minutes of the 

meeting had never been received by the MPs from the coastal States and 

nothing is done on the basis of the conference which he had held.  I would 

like to know from the hon. Minister what the fate of it is and what the future of it 

is. Has anything been done on the basis of the discussion held on 30.9.2020 

by Shri Mansukh Mandaviya ji, who at present is the hon. Minister for Health 

and Family Welfare? That is the question which I would like to put before him. 
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 Coming to the Demands for Grants, I fully support the observations 

which have already been made. The ports, shipping and waterways will play a 

significant role in the future transportation sector. All these three sectors are 

cost effective, eco-friendly and safer compared to road traffic and air traffic.  

 Sir, Sagarmala Project is the flagship programme of this NDA 

Government. It was declared in 2015. You may see that the Ministry of 

Shipping had preferred and announced this National Perspective Plan in the 

year 2016. In this National Perspective Plan, they had identified 500 

Sagarmala projects and earmarked Rs. 3.55 lakh crore for the development of 

these Sagarmala projects.  

Out of this amount, they have so far expended Rs. 0.88 lakh crore and 

completed 143 projects. Since then, this Ministry has completed only 143 

projects out of 500 projects and spent an amount of Rs. 0.88 lakh crore only 

out of Rs. 3.55 lakh crore. What is the performance of the Ministry? Is it the 

worst performance of the Ministry of Shipping, because of the Sagarmala 

projects? What is the utility of the money already allocated to the Ministry 

during the financial year 2021-22 when the money has not been expended?  

The expenditure of the Department or Ministry concerned is one of the 

criteria by which its performance is evaluated. If we evaluate the Ministry in 

such an essence during the last financial year, we have to say that it is quite 

unfortunate that the performance of the Ministry of Shipping is not up to the 

mark. Even the allocated fund has not been spent by the Ministry, for which the 

Minister owes an explanation to the hon. House. Again, the Ministry is

demanding money, the grants from this House. For what purpose? When it has 

not been able to spend the money which the House has already allocated and 

further grant is being demanded, it means that definitely the Government and 

the Minister have to give a logical explanation to the House why the money 

which was allocated to the Ministry has not been spent in a full way.  

 Now, I come to the performance and announcements. One of the major 

programmes of this Government is always to make big announcements, mostly 

in Hindi lines. Since most of those lines are in Hindi, for people like us from the 

South, it is very difficult to understand them. Even their pronunciation is very 

difficult as far as people from the South are concerned.  

 This Government is announcing so many programmes and projects. 

When we compare the announcements of programmes and projects with their 

implementation, both are disproportionate. The implementation is not in tune 

with the announcements. There is a highly disproportionate match.   

 The project was enunciated and the purpose of the entire project was to 

have a blue economy. The development of a blue economy has to be achieved 

by the development of inland waterways, intensifying the fisheries and 

developing the new economic source. I would like to know what the results are, 

which they have achieved during the last almost eight years.  

 Coming to inland waterways, I would like to appreciate that when Shri 

Nitin Gadkariji was the Minister of Shipping, we had only five national 

waterways. One of them is in my constituency, that is, National Waterway No. 

3 from Kollam to Kottapuram. It was announced in the year 1991 when Shri 
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K.P. Unnikrishnan was the Minister of Road and Surface Transport. Since 

then, 30 years have elapsed. I am not blaming the NDA Government alone; 

both UPA and NDA Governments have been there. Three decades have gone, 

but nothing is done. So far, the project is not completed. The National 

Waterway from Kollam to Kottapuram is not completed even after 30 years. 

This shows the performance of the Ministry of Ports, Shipping and Waterways 

and it has to be examined.  

 Now, more than 111 waterway projects have also been announced. I 

would urge upon the Government to complete the projects which have already 

been declared.  

 Regarding the ports, there is a Kollam Port in my constituency. It is a 

traditional port. It has been completed, but the immigration facility has not been 

resumed so far because of so many technical difficulties. 

 I urge upon the hon. Minister to provide immigration facility at the 

earliest. Also, I would like to make another demand to the hon. Minister. There 

is a big scope of having passenger traffic from Kollam Port to Minicoy Island in 

Lakshadweep. There is every feasibility of having passenger traffic from 

Kollam Port to Minicoy Island in Lakshadweep, and also the cargo traffic from 

various ports, including the Vizhinjam Port which is yet to be commissioned. In 

other ports also, such development has to be taken place. 

 The last demand which I would like to make to the hon. Minister is 

regarding the Maritime Institute. It is under the control of the department of the 

State Government. I would like to urge upon the hon. Minister to declare the 
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Maritime Institute of Neendakara in my constituency as an Institute of National 

Importance with statutory backing. 

 With these words, I conclude. Thank you very much, Sir.

सभापित महोदय, हाल ही म¤ देश के एक ÿमुख समाचार पý राजÖथान पिýका म¤ बंदरगाहŌ 

पर कलपजुŎ कì कमी का िजø आया था  । इस पर भी सरकार Åयान दे  । अंत म¤, मेरी यह मांग है 

िक इस ±ेý से हजारŌ लोगŌ का जीवन जुड़ा हòआ है  । उनके पåरवार के लोगŌ का आिथªक व 

सामािजक सŀुढ़ीकरण हो सके  । इस िशिपगं के ±ेý म¤ सरकारी नौकåरयŌ म¤ नया अवसर कैस े

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®ी जसबीर िसहं िगल (खडूर सािहब): सर, हमार ेपंजाबी म¤ एक कहावत है िक मेरी बारी आई तो 

पतीला खड़ गया  । अब मेरी बारी आई है, तो आप कह रहे ह§ िक दो िमनट म¤ कंपलीट कर लीिजए। 

सर, आप मझेु कम से कम पांच िमनट तो दीिजए  ।  

Sir, ports, shipping and waterways are critical for the social and 

economic development of the country.  

 This Ministry has within its fold many infrastructure creating arms - ship 

building, ship repair, major ports, National Waterways and inland water 

transport. After manufacturing, agriculture, IT and tourism, there is a strong 

need to develop our blue economy. India has almost 7,500 kilometers of 

coastline and almost 15,000 kilometers of potentially navigable waterways, but 

India’s share in the global market has declined to less than one per cent in ship 

building.  

 A total of 5534 containers/ships are in the world in 2021, while carrying 

capacity of global merchant fleet crossed approximately two billion 

deadweights. There are around 5500 merchant ships, and China alone builds 

more than 100 such ships each year. As per estimates, the world fleet will 

grow by 6.4 per cent in the next five years.  

 There is a need to create state-of-art, world class shipyards and ports 

with cutting edge technology, but in the Budget, we have been allocated just 

Rs. 1 crore for development of ports which is very less. 

 India has abundance of nature, be it forests, mountains, grassland, 

rivers, and beaches which are loved by tourists all over, but we lack in 

infrastructure, planning, and marketing. 
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 Currently, there are 314 cruise ships in operation worldwide with a 

combined capacity of 5,37,000 passengers and around 2219 cruise ports, but 

apart from the Government run cruises in India, there are only four luxury 

cruises in India, while in the year 2017-18, 138 cruise ships called at Indian 

ports carrying around 1.76 lakh passengers. This is a sector which needs a 

push, which needs focus, and will compliment and add to the growth of our 

blue economy. 

 We are developing 25 National Waterways, but unfortunately in my 

State, Punjab which has got a wonderful dense network of canals and rivers, 

dams and bridges, not even a single waterway has been included in these 25 

National Waterways. I would request hon. Minister, through you to look into it 

to add one of the major Punjab rivers which can be harnessed to its full 

potential for cargo as well for tourism purpose … (Interruptions) … I am just 

going to come to Prime Minister’s constituency.  

 There are only a few cruise ships which are being operated. One such 

ship is from Kolkata to Varanasi. Varanasi is the constituency of our hon. 

Prime Minister, and it is also a religious and cultural center. We need at least 

six feet of water depth to operate these cruises which are not large enough. 

They have 40 to 50 rooms. For one trip from Kolkata and back to Varanasi, 

people pay around USD 5,000 which is a huge amount. This is the potential of 

the ships … (Interruptions) ... … I request hon. Minister to work on it, provide 

them with six feet water depth and provide night navigation as it is not possible 

to run these vessels.  
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SHRIMATI VANGA GEETHA VISWANATH (KAKINADA): Thank you, Sir, for 

giving me this opportunity. Many issues are there, but I would confine only to 

the issues concerning my Constituency of Kakinada and regarding Kakinada 

Port and for establishment of MMD Office at Kakinada. 

 I am requesting the hon. Minister to establish a MMD at Kakinada. 

Andhra Pradesh is the second largest sea coast in India, but is not having a 

PO Office. The second highest manpower supply to world seafarer community 

in India is from Andhra Pradesh, but all the seafarers of Andhra Pradesh are 

suffering for any maritime service. They have to go to Chennai, Kolkata or 

Mumbai by spending a lot from their hard-earned money. 

 Establishment of MMD at Kakinada will serve the Godavari basin and 

Krishna basin oil field needs. Our people are not only facing issues due to 

language problems, but they are also getting cheated by wrongful intermediate 

agents at Chennai, Kolkata and Mumbai. Due to this reason, our shipping 

industry is not getting developed even after having the longest sea coast and 

having the Krishna and Godavari rivers. 

 After division of the State, we are left with the sea coast only for 

development. Only foreign vessels are visiting our ports and not very many 

Indian vessels are coming there due to non-availability of DGS services. For 

registry of vessels, our people have to go to Chennai PO Office even though 

the same is registering our vessels at MMD, Vizag. Our Directorate of Ports is 

at Kakinada and the Maritime Board was recently established at Kakinada.  
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 As per the DG Shipping, Mumbai letter dated 05/03/2004, new MMDS at 

Kandla, Mangalore, Haldia and Paradip were established, but the request for 

MMD, Kakinada was kept aside inadvertently. Our request was also 

recommended by the hon. Vice-President of India, Shri Venkaiah Naidu Garu, 

but the MMD Office at Kakinada has not been sanctioned yet. I would request 

the hon. Minister to establish the MMD Office at Kakinada. Thank you, Sir. 
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SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH (MAVELIKKARA): Thank you, Sir, for giving 

me an opportunity to speak on the Demands for Grants of the Ministry of Ports, 

Shipping and Waterways for the year 2022-2023. I would like to limit my 

speech to the matters pertaining to development of inland waterways and 

issues related to the same due to shortage of time. 

 In India, only 3.5 per cent of the domestic surface transport is accounted 

for by inland water transport even though India has abundant navigable 

waterways comprising of rivers, canals, backwaters, creeks, lagoons, etc. My 

State of Kerala and my Lok Sabha Constituency of Mavelikkara in particular 

have immense potential for complementing the PM Gati Shakti Master Plan 

and to contribute to the overall growth of inland water transport for commercial 

and passenger transport, etc. 

 Kerala State has a network of inland waterways and navigable canals 

extending over a length of 1,680 kms. The West Coast Canal, which is the 

main arterial waterway route of 558 kms. long, used to be the primary 

navigation route until a few decades ago. Till 2016, only five waterways were 

declared as National Waterways. In April, 2016, the Government of India has 

declared another 106 waterways, spreading all over the country, as National 

Waterways, which includes three more waterways in Kerala. A two per cent 

growth in GDP is anticipated with the development of these waterways. I would 

like to add that the Government needs to think beyond the declared waterways 

in the case of Kerala if it is serious about making inland water transport as the 

alternative to cargo and people movement in the State with possibilities. 
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 I would request that the Government of India must make substantial 

investment in Kerala’s undeclared waterways, feeder routes, and sub-canals 

so that they can be developed to feed and complement the existing declared 

waterways efficiently. I would like to point out that there is about 1,687 kms. of 

inland water transport route network in Kerala consisting of the National 

Waterways.  

Three are from Kollam to Kottapuram, which is maintained by Inland 

Waterways Authority of India; and other feeder canals are maintained by the 

Coastal Shipping and Inland Navigation Department of State Irrigation 

Department. 

 I would like to remind that cargo transportation through mechanized 

barges exist in NW-3 but most of the feeder canals and waterways are facing 

difficulties arising from inadequate modernization, causing shallow depth and 

narrow width of waterways. Issues arising from excessive siltation, bank 

erosion, absence of infrastructure facilities like jetties, terminals and 

inadequacy of navigational aids are also some of the challenges being faced in 

the rivers and tributaries that flow in the State as well as through my Lok 

Sabha constituency. 

There are major rivers, such as Pamba, Achankovil Manimala, 

Meenachil and Muvattupuzha which discharge into Vembanad lake and flow 

into Arabian sea, as well as Ashtamudi lake with Kallada river as inlet channel 

and Shasthamkotta lake, a Ramsar site, a large fresh waterbody that 
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passesthrough my constituency Mavelikkara, play a significant role in the lives 

of the people and their welfare. 

I would invite the attention of the Minister, through you, Sir to the 

following matters pertaining to my constituency and seek your earnest support 

and assistance in resolving the same: Kuttanad taluk, a unique below sea level 

location with a population of 193,007 spread in 14 villages that is replete with 

backwaters is in dire need of infrastructural augmentation and assisted 

development. 

Towards this purpose, I would request the hon. Minister to formulate a 

Kuttanad waterways modernization - PUNARJANI Package - with an allocation 

of Rs.500 crore with a view to achieving comprehensive restoration/ 

reconstruction of riverbanks, construction of culverts to ease movement of 

people residing in the banks, and a full-fledged exercise at deepening 

riverbeds and tributaries must be carried out.  

Also, I would bring the attention to the fact that the local inland 

waterways fishermen who engage in fishing in these waterbodies are facing 

several challenges, these fishermen are not given any benefits that are  

normally given to their counterparts. With these words, I am expressing my 

thankfulness for giving me the opportunity.      
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SHRI KURUVA GORANTLA MADHAV (HINDUPUR): I thank you for giving 

me an opportunity to put my views on the Demand for Grants of the Ministry of 

Ports, Shipping and Waterways. 

 At the outset, I would like to congratulate the Minister, Shri Sarbananda 

Sonowalji, for inaugurating just last month a Centre of Excellence in Maritime 

and Shipbuilding (CEMS) in Visakhapatnam with an aim to provide skilled 

manpower for coastal community development.  We sincerely hope that the 

project attracts talented youth from across the country and builds an 

ecosystem for maritime education.  

The Andhra Pradesh Government is developing greenfield ports at 

Bhavanapadu (worth Rs. 4,362 crore), Machilipatnam (Rs. 5,156 crore) and 

Ramayapatnam (Rs. 3,736 crore) under landlord model for increasing port 

traffic from 150 MTPA to 250 MTPA by 2025 and 400 MTPA by 2030. The 

Andhra Pradesh Government has urged the Centre to provide grant to any of 

the three non-major ports and sought at least 25 per cent of the total outlay of 

Rs. 14,000 crore as Central assistance. The Ministry did not make any 

demand regarding the same. 

 Non-major ports in Andhra Pradesh, such as Gangavaram Port and 

Kakinada Deep Water Port, are functioning at sub-optimal efficiency. The 

cargo handled in such ports is below the rated capacity. This has been made 

worse by COVID-19 where global exports and imports were drastically

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affected. Central support is needed to boost functioning and the need for a 

coherent policy to improve our exports and imports through waterways is 

needed. This requires a sensitivity towards rising transport costs due to fuel 

prices and better port to road connectivity. 

 I would request the hon. Minister to support the State of Andhra Pradesh 

in all the initiatives and sanction the above mentioned demands at the earliest. 

 Thank you. 
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SHRI DHANUSH M. KUMAR (TENKASI): Tamil Nadu has a coast length of 

approximately 1,076 kilometres, that is, around 13 per cent of India’s total 

coastline. It is the second largest coastline in India. There are three major ports 

and 15 minor ports on this coastline. 

The Rameswaram Port is near to my constituency. My request to the 

Central Government is to increase the budget for this port, and re-development 

should be done. It will also have an effect on the nearby areas. Also, it is 

having an international link with our neighbour country, Sri Lanka. 

I also want to raise my request regarding Sethusamudram Shipping 

Canal. The work for this project is not completed till now. In 2020, our 

Parliamentary Leader, Shri T.R. Baalu also presented a letter to the Prime 

Minister for completing this project. This project will give employment to 

thousands of people. Please consider this request. Thank you,

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DR. BEESETTI VENKATA SATYAVATHI (ANAKAPALLE): Thank you for 

giving me an opportunity for putting my views on the Demand for Grants of the 

Ministry of Ports Shipping and Waterways Ministry.  

 At the outset, I would like to congratulate the hon. Minister, Sh.

 While the Visakhapatnam Port Trust is receiving a loan amounting to 

Rs.207 crores this year for various projects to develop the port, we request the 

Government to consider an element of budgetary support in addition to loan 

the port trust raises to invest in major ports to make them world-class 

 The Andhra Pradesh Government is developing greenfield ports at 

Bhavanapadu (worth Rs 4,362 crore), Machilipatnam (Rs 5,156 crore) and 

Ramayapatnam (Rs 3,736 crore) under landlord model for increasing port 

traffic from 150 MTPA to 250 MTPA by 2025 and 400 MTPA by 2030. The 

Andhra Pradesh government has urged the Centre to provide grant to any of 

the three non-major ports and sought at least 25% of the total outlay of Rs 

14,000 crore as Central assistance. The ministry did not make any demands 

regarding the same  
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 It was found that out of a total of 4003 posts, there were 1112 posts 

vacant in the Visakhapatnam Port Trust in 2021. The Ministry stated that 

vacancies would be filled after the number of vacant posts was revised, since 

digitization and mechanization had decreased the need for some posts. It is 

unclear whether this has been done as yet, and by when it will be done if it has 

not already been done. 

 I would request the hon. Minister to support the State of Andhra Pradesh 

in all its initiatives and sanction the above mentioned demands at the earliest. 

 Thank you. 
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SHRIMATI SUPRIYA SADANAND SULE (BARAMATI): India, with its 7517 

kilometer long coastline with approximately 213 ports, is an extremely 

important player in making us a global power. According to the Standing 

Committee’s report 2022-23, 95 per cent of the country’s trade by volume and 

68 per cent by value is moved through maritime transport. Our waterways are 

not just important for international trade, but also for the domes movement of 

goods. Furthermore, using these waterways more effectively would reduce the 

current traffic burden on roads for freight transportation. As such, it is 

extremely important that we develop our ports, our inland waterways, and our 

shipping infrastructure. 

The Standing Committee holds similar views, and notes that “the growth 

of India's maritime sector is of paramount importance and needs to be 

accelerated to strengthen our position of eminence in the global maritime 

sector”. However, it seems that the budgetary allocation to the Ministry for 

2022-23 will not be able to adequately finance the large scale infrastructure 

building necessary for this. The Ministry has been allocated nearly 33 per cent 

less than the funds that are required, and the question is how the multiple 

important schemes being implemented under the Ministry will function without 

the requisite finances. 

An example of this shortfall of funds is clearly visible in the extremely 

important Sagar Mala project, which is the flagship programme of the Ministry. 
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It is an extremely ambitious scheme that seeks to harness not only 

international maritime trade routes, but also port connectivity projects. 

Considering that this is a major scheme for the promotion of port-led 

development in the country, it should be provided sufficient funding. However, 

it has been shown that under the revenue section, which was to be used for 

port infrastructure projects, coastal berth projects, road and rail projects, 

fishery harbours, floating jetties, skill development projects, coastal community 

development etc., Sagar Mala was only provided Rs. 360 crore, which is a 

mere 52.17 per cent of its projected requirement. Additionally, no allocations 

have been made in the BE 2022-23 under the heads Sagarmala Development 

Company (SDCL) and Transfer to Central Road and Infrastructure Fund 

(CRIF) against the projected demand of Rs. 190 crore each. 

A similar shortfall is visible under the development of minor ports for the 

upcoming Financial Year. The projected demand by the Ministry was Rs. 

128.59 crore, however, the actual allocation has been only Rs. 52.79 crore and 

there has been no allocation towards the revenue account of the same, despite 

a projected demand of Rs. 75.70 crore. While the success of our private ports 

in attracting business is extremely commendable, it is equally necessary to 

develop the infrastructure of our State-owned ports. 

It is also equally necessary to fully utilize the funds that are provided to 

the Ministry. According to the Standing Committee, there has been a 

consistent under-utilization of funds over the last five years, except for 2018-

19. For example, until 7th February 2022, under Revenue head, about 74.4 per 
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cent vis-à-vis the RE 2021-22 had been spent by the Ministry, and about 69 50 

per cent vis-à-vis the overall capital allocation at the E stage had been spent. 

Despite a budgetary shortfall on most years, it is disheartening to see this 

underutilization when there are a large number of immensely important 

schemes that the Ministry is in charge of. The reasons behind this lack of 

utilization must be explained and corrected, so that our shipping sector grows 

at the rate that it is capable of. 

Research is an incredibly important aspect of any sector to ensure that 

the problems faced are identified and to ensure that innovative solutions may 

be created. However, the amount allocated for R&D under the Ministry is a 

mere Rs. 1 crore, the same as last year. With our incredibly large coastline, 

there is a plethora of information to research and analyse. Hence, it is 

extremely important that the budgetary allocations towards R&D increase to 

facilitate this. 

Finally, an incredible advantage that our coastlines offer us are 

opportunities for tourism. Our beautiful waters and connected lands have an 

immense amount of potential, and hence must be developed. Additionally, 

tourism brings with it the promise of jobs, employment, and growth for small 

coastal cities and villages. As such, I urge the Ministry to collaborate with our 

State Governments and take the steps necessary to harness the power of our 

coastlines.

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DR. UMESH G. JADAV (GULBARGA): Shipping plays an important role in 

the transport sector of India's economy. Approximately, 95 per cent of the 

country's trade by volume (70 per cent in terms of value) is moved by sea. 

India, is the second largest country in Asia, which has a coast line of about 

7,500 kms. and is studded with 13 major ports and close to 205 minor ports. 

The major ports in India are Calcutta, Haldia, Paradip, Visakhapatnam, Ellore, 

Chennai, Tuticorin, Cochin, New Mangalore Port Trust, Mormugao, Jawaharlal 

Nehru Port Trust, Mumbai, and Kandla.  

In 2007, 74 per cent of cargo traffic was handled by major seaports and 

nearly 10-15 per cent by intermediate ports. The major Ports handle more than 

911.5 million tonnes of cargo annually as per 2012. The Indian ports and 

shipping industry plays a crucial role in sustaining growth in the country's trade 

and commerce. India currently ranks 16th among the maritime countries. 

Under the National Perspective Plan for Sagarmala, six new mega ports 

will be developed in the country. The Indian ports and shipping industry play a 

vital role in sustaining growth in the country's trade and commerce. India is the 

sixteenth-largest maritime country in the world with a coastline of about 7,517 

kms. The Indian Government plays an important role in supporting the ports 

sector. It has allowed Foreign Direct Investment (FDI) of up to 100 per cent 

under the automatic route for port and harbour construction and maintenance 

projects. It has also facilitated a 10-year tax holiday to enterprises that 
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develop, maintain and operate ports, inland waterways and inland ports. 

Increasing investment and cargo traffic point towards a healthy outlook 

for the Indian ports sector. Providers of services such as operation and 

maintenance (O&M), pilotage and harbouring and marine assets such as 

barges and dredgers are benefiting from these investments. The capacity 

addition at ports is expected to grow at a CAGR of 5-6 per cent till 2022, 

thereby adding 275-325 MT of capacity. Domestic waterways have found to be 

a cost-effective and environmentally sustainable mode of freight transportation. 

The Government aims to operationalise 23 waterways by 2030. As part of the 

Sagarmala project, more than 574 projects worth Rs. 6 lakh crore (US$ 82 

billion) have been planned for implementation between 2015 and 2035. 

 In Maritime India Summit 2021, the Ministry of Ports, Shipping and 

Waterways identified a total of 400 projects worth Rs. 2.25 lakh crore (US$ 31 

billion) investment potential. India's cargo traffic handled by ports is expected 

to reach 1,695 million metric tonnes by 2021-2022 according to a report by the 

National Transport Development Policy Committee. 

Keeping all the above points in consideration, I would like to ask the hon. 

Minister to setup an Inland Container Depot at Kalaburagi as being the District 

Head Quarter for six Districts of North Karnataka. Inland Container Depots 

work well since they help reduce stress and load on ports by decongesting 

them. With global markets slowly recovering from the pandemic, imports and 

exports are back in growth mode. This is expected to create increased load on 

ports across the world. 
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Apart from being a storage container, the additional services that an 

inland container depot provides are many. They are helpful for businesses 

since they do not have to worry about warehouses, transit, and repair services 

for containers. The biggest boon they offer is safety and security of the cargo. 

The Inland Container Depot also helps clear customs and related 

documentation. 

One of the biggest advantages of having a strong network of Inland 

Container Depots is that they not only support the growing import and export 

activities of the country but can act as an accessible resource that contributes 

towards the economic development of the country. They act as a feeder 

infrastructure for the ports. So, keeping all the fact in mind, our Kalaburagi 

Region Request the hon. Minister to setup the ICD at Kalaburagi District. 

Thank you, for giving me this opportunity to put my views on this 

demand.            
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DR. T. R. PAARIVENDHAR (PERAMBALUR): I would like to present my 

points on Demands for Grants under the Ministry of Ports, Shipping and 

Waterways for 2022-23 here. The Government should focus more on 

improving the Port infrastructure under programs like Sagarmala, which was 

approved in 2015. Around 574 projects are identified to be implemented 

between 2015-2035, with an estimated cost of Rs. 6.01 lakh crore, covering 

areas like port modernization, port connectivity, port-led industrialization, and 

coastal community development. It should be done without any delay. 

 Due to the COVID-19 pandemic, the implementation of various projects 

has witnessed delays and the implementation and completion in the last two 

years has. been slow. I also mention that our Indian shipping line should be 

improved to the global standards. This kind of initiative is needed as rising 

freight costs have highlighted domestic firms' dependence on global shipping 

companies. The remittance on account of transport services is increasing 

every year in our country. We have remitted around $65 billion as transport 

services in 2020. Now with Shipping Corporation of India being disinvested, 

this should be considered to do something that encourages Indian industries to 

build a world-class shipping line. Experts says Such kind of shipping lines, 

even if it gets 25% of the total business, can help India save $30-40 billion 

annually and will significantly reduce our dependence on foreign shipping lines 
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and their dictates. Also, our country should give tax relaxations on registration 

on ships in India. 

MSMEs should support the shipping industry. The export goods also 

emphasize on the need for the country to have its own shipping line. High 

freight costs have affected those industries hopes of making profits from 

overseas shipments. The government should encourage exports which can 

also restore certain schemes that have been particularly beneficial to MSMEs 

firms which handle 50 per centof the country's exports. Most stakeholders say 

that a limitation for manufacturers is research and development. Inadequate or 

the absence of R&D has made Indian companies dull in the technology sector. 

The Service sectors need more R&D to be implemented. See globally many 

MNCs and other countries mark their standard in software, hardware and 

telecommunications because they invest and concentrate more in Research 

and development, innovation, patents and incubation centers. India invests 0.6 

per cent in its GDP on R&D, but countries like China (2.2 per cent) Israel (5 per 

cent) of its GDP on R&D. And many other countries invest in double digit on 

R&D and innovation. To emerge as a super power in technology, we need to 

invest more on research and development to strengthen our self to compete 

globally. Kindly consider the above demands. Thank you.

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SHRI RAHUL RAMESH SHEWALE (MUMBAI SOUTH-CENTRAL): Thank 

you for giving me the opportunity to put my views on the discussion on 

Demands for Grants under the control of the Ministry of Ports, Shipping and 

Waterways for 2022-23. 

Maharashtra has a beautiful coastal line which is neglected for ages. It 

has to be developed as a tourist attraction and will fetch lakhs of tourists from 

international and national level. As you know, Mumbai is the economic capital 

of India and lots of international and national businessmen and tourists used to 

visit Mumbai and other major cities of Maharashtra. Maharashtra is also 

famous for the pilgrimage and historical importance for which lot of tourists are 

visiting Mumbai and other cities of the State. It is very important to develop its 

coastal line for tourist as well as for business purpose for which a 

comprehensive world class water corridor has to be developed. There is a 

need to form a National Maritime Policy which will strengthen the major ports in 

the country. Also, the Government should ensure that the port infrastructure 

and land are gainfully utilized.  

It is learnt that Mumbai Port Trust (MBPT) is planning to develop a state-

of-the-art Marina facility at Princess Dock. Earlier, the Princess Dock basin was 

filled up as it was proposed for MBPT's Offshore Container Terminal (OCT) 

storage yard. However, later on, OCT project could not get materialized. 

Subsequently, part of Princess Dock has been proposed to be used for Marina

by recreating the water bodies by excavation, for providing sheltered zone to 

yachts which are presently anchored at the Gateway of India, causing a 

concern from security and safety point of view. This project is going to come up 

at Princess Dock. Through this, an attempt is being made to create facilities in 

Mumbai on the lines of marina tourism in the major countries of the world. The 

project will have the facility to erect more than 300 marinas at a time. 

Accordingly, MBPT has planned to develop a state-of-the-art marina facility 

through Public Private Partnership (PPP) mode in phased manner. The 

development of marina also envisages onshore facilities of total built up area 

admeasuring 28,264 sq. mtrs. The detailed planning and design will be done 

by the successful PPP operator of the project and will be implemented.  

MBPT vide letter dated 21.12.2019 submitted application to MoEF&CC 

in the requisite format for obtaining environmental clearance for the marina 

project. In view of the MoEF&CC recommendations, MBPT desires to seek 

Environmental and CRZ clearance of Marina project from SEIAA. The approval 

is sought for the composite CRZ clearance and environment clearance on the 

marina project with a built-up area of 28,264 sq.mtr.  

It is learnt that the marina project which is being set up in Mumbai on the 

lines of major global cities will be stalled. The picture is that the companies are 

reluctant to invest in the project. As a result, to attract companies, the Mumbai 

Port Trust is now considering increasing the project cost from Rs. 360 crore to 

Rs. 440 crore. The Mumbai Port Trust had issued tenders for this project in 

February 2020. The deadline for cancellation of the tender came in July last 
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year as no one responded to it despite being given six extensions. Now, MBPT 

will issue a new tender by changing the terms and conditions of the previous 

tender. Accordingly, MBPT intends to increase the cost of the project by Rs. 80 

crore due to which the cost of the project goes up to Rs. 440 crores. Two 

hectares of land will be provided for commercial use instead of one hectare. 

The proposal will be prepared and sent to the Central Government for approval 

and once the approval is granted the MBPT will float a new tender within a 

year for the same. I request to the Government to take immediate decision to 

award clearance to the marina project which also needs clearance from the 

Ministry of Environment, Forests and Climate Change. 

Another issue was pending with the management of MBPT for providing 

affordable houses to MBPT's serving employees by providing MBPT land at 

concessional rates to Employees Cooperative Housing Societies of serving 

employees. Lots of discussions and correspondence were made by me with 

hon. Minister as well as with the top officers of MBPT in Mumbai on the above 

subject. In this connection, ‘Shaniya Lokadhikar Samiti of Mumbai Port Trust’ 

representing large number of MBPT employees have been consistently making 

the demand for providing affordable houses to MBPT's serving employees by 

providing MBPT land at concessional rates to Employees Co-Operative 

Housing Societies of serving employees. But nothing has been done in this 

regard so far. I request to the hon. Minister to kindly intervene in this subject 

and take a favourable decision to ease the living of the employees. In this 

connection, your kind attention is invited to the Gazette Notification publishing 
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the draft proposal for land use prepared by the Mumbai Port Trust Special 

Planning Authority and inviting suggestions and objections on it. It is observed 

that Mumbai Port Trust has proposed re-planning of around 966 hectares of 

land and has earmarked about 300 hectares for various commercial or 

residential purpose. It is observed that, in the proposed redevelopment plan 

under the above scheme about 70 hectares have been provided for residential 

purposes where about 20,000 slum dwellers (non-port related) would be 

rehabilitated who are encroachers on Port land depriving the Port Trust serving 

employees of affordable houses on Port land. The story of mill land 

development by snatching the lands and jobs of the mill workers misusing the 

law is well known. I request that such misuse of the law should not happen for 

the Port employees and they should not be deprived of their legitimate demand 

for affordable houses on Port land. These Port employees have toiled for the 

Port and it would be a fair gesture to compensate them by providing affordable 

houses. You are well aware that the market prices of houses are rising rapidly 

and are beyond the reach of the Port employees. In this context, it is brought to 

your kind notice the demand put forth by ‘Sthaniya Lokadhikar Samiti’ to the 

management, and to the hon. Minister for allotment of Port land for 

constructing houses for the present employees of the Mumbai Port Trust. We 

request that the Mumbai Port Trust Authorities may be advised to reserve a 

portion from the above 70 hectares for the construction of affordable houses 

for the serving employees of the Port at a concessional rate. In this connection, 

it has been learnt that the committee constituted by the board for hearing of 
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public suggestions and objections on the Draft Planning Proposal has also 

recommended to provide land for ‘Cooperative Housing Societies’ to the 

present employees and to pay the upfront payment to the port through their 

provident fund savings. This will facilitate an upfront payment effort which 

otherwise is difficult by leasing to a private developer, subject to approval by 

the Central Government. Additionally, attention also needs to be brought to the 

decision contained in the Port Trust Board Resolution No. 201 of 17.01.2014 

that the proposal to allot vacant land to the employees who have put in several 

years of service to be forwarded for the consideration of the Shipping Ministry. 

In the present land management policy guideline issued by the Ministry of 

Shipping, Government of India, for major ports, there is no provision for 

allotment of land to port employees. 

 Therefore, it is my sincere request to the Government to kindly issue 

orders to suitably amend the policy guidelines and reserve and allot the land of 

about 50 per cent residential area (70 hectares) on concessional rates in the 

residential zone of the Plan for constructing houses for the serving employees 

of the Mumbai Port Trust. 

I would also like to highlight an important issue which is brought to my 

notice from the employees of the Mumbai Port Trust in regard to the vigilance 

clearance from Vigilance Department from time to time for various purpose like 

promotions, competition of probation, retirement etc.. The Chief Vigilance 

Officer, Mumbai Port Trust, has issued a circular dated 28th July, 2020, having 

number V/CVC/Circular/589 dated 28-7-2020 which states that the Department 
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in MBPT is seeking vigilance clearance from Vigilance Department from time to 

time for various purpose like promotions, competition of probation, retirement 

etc. The existing format for seeking vigilance clearances for these purpose 

does not provide the information regarding the verification of caste status of 

employees belonging to reserved categories (SC/ST/OBC). As per the 

Government orders, General Administration Department of MBPT is 

responsible for ensuring due compliance with the orders and instructions 

pertaining to the reservation. The Vigilance Department was never concerned 

with the reservation orders and it never interfered in the said matters. Hence, I 

request to the hon. Minister to issue instructions to the Chairman, MBPT, to 

take cognisance of the issue and stop interference of the Chief Vigilance 

Officer in administrative matters and withdraw the said circular.  

I therefore, request hon. Minister to issue necessary instructions to 

follow the guidelines already issued by MBPT itself vide circular dated 

20.7.2009 and stop harassing the SC/ST/OBC employees under the ploy of 

Caste Certificate Verification. There is a dire need for improvement and 

streamlining the functioning of management of Mumbai Port Trust. It is also 

learnt that the retired employees of MBPT have not been getting their financial 

dues in time. A lot of time has been wasted in formalities and retired 

employees are being faced difficulties to pull on their families living.  

I would suggest that all the major ports should prioritise their area of 

business such as JNPT should handle container traffic, Mumbai Port should 

handle POL Goa coal, etc. They should not compete with each other and 
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snatch the business of each other. The policy of business between major and 

non-major ports should also be decided by introducing National Maritime 

Policy. The wage board should also be formed to determine the wages and 

working conditions of all the outsourced workers which will help maintain the 

level playing field. I also suggest that water taxis from eastern and western 

suburbs in Mumbai may be introduced for the tourists and local people at 

affordable rates. 
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DR. D. RAVIKUMAR (VILUPPURAM): I would like to submit the following: 

Freight charges should be brought under control. Skyrocketing of freight 

charges hamper the growth of the shipping industry. Ports in Tamil Nadu 

should be developed to the world standards. Privatising the ports is spoiling 

our economy. It should be stopped.  Chinese influence and hegemony in 

Indian Ocean should be stopped.  
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DR. THOL THIRUMAAVALAVAN (CHIDAMBARAM): I would like to submit 

the following points: Kattupalli port project near Ennore in Tamil Nadu should 

be stopped. All ports in Tamil Nadu should be developed. China has increased 

its presence and control over the Indian Ocean. It is not only against our 

commercial interest but also against our security. It should be stopped.

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SHRI D.M. KATHIR ANAND (VELLORE): The port, shipping and waterways 

are very important infrastructure for the development of the country. Ports and 

shipping ensure the best link for global trade. It would not be an exaggeration 

to say that ports are the main infrastructure that earns foreign exchange by 

helping to export goods made from different parts of the country to different 

countries. At the same time, it is a main gateway to import goods needed for 

our country from abroad. Therefore, ports play an important role in increasing 

the country's revenue and reducing costs in the overall economic development 

of the country. 

In the last three years the Implementation / completion of port 

development projects have been sluggish mainly due to the impact of COVID-

19 pandemic. This has escalated the project costs very much, and therefore, I 

urge the union Government to expedite the completion of the port 

infrastructure projects, Tamil Nadu in particular.  

According to the Ministry of Ports, Shipping, and Waterways, around 95 

percent of India's trading by volume and 70 percent by value is done through 

maritime transport. It is serviced by 13 major ports (12 Government-owned and 

one private) and 187 notified minor and intermediate ports. 

Kamarajar port located at Ennore in Tamil Nadu is the only corporate 

port owned by the Indian government. The announcement was made about the 

implementation of seven projects worth about Rs. 2000 crore through a public -
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private partnership. However, the union. government needs to pay more 

attention to attain expected progress in this regard. 

The Union Government had announced its much publicised ambitious 

Sagarmala projects to improve ports infrastructure in the country. 574 projects 

are planned to be implemented at an estimated cost of Rs 6.01 lakh crore. The 

union government plans to implement projects such as port modernization, 

port digital connectivity, port-based industrialization and coastal community 

development. In cooperative federalism, working closely with the State 

Governments is very crucial to achieve the target. 

The Union Government, Maritime Vision 2030, has envisaged to develop 

and upgrade the 3 major ports in Tamil Nadu with a cargo handling capacity of 

300 million tonnes for increased export and value-added services by 2030. But 

the progress is not up to the desired levels. I wish the union government to 

expedite the expansion projects at the three major ports in Tamil Nadu. Viz. 

The Chennai Port, The Kamarajar Port, Ennore and the V.O. Chidambaranar 

port at Thoothukudi. Tamil Nadu is one of the leading States in exports as well 

as imports.  Plans to increase the share of cargo handled by PPP operators in 

the major ports to 85 per cent should be expedited. 

The port of Thoothukudi will be converted from a small container port to 

a large container port. These upgrades will enable Tamil Nadu exporters to 

ship their cargo directly from the port of Thoothukudi to the US and Europe 

without going to the ports of Colombo and Malaysia. I urge the Union 

Government to act swiftly and without delay in this matter. 
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Kamaraj Ennore Port has been able to attract ₹ 2600 crore investment 

by private entrepreneurs in various terminals. Kamaraj Port is India's first 

corporate port and designated as energy port in Asia. Considered a satellite 

port to reduce congestion and improve environmental standards at the bustling 

Chennai port, Kamaraj Port Ltd. is evolving into a full-fledged port capable of 

handling a wide variety of products. Its main objectives of providing exclusive 

port infrastructure facilities are to create an environment conveniently suitable 

for the installation of port-based thermal power plants, to promote export-

oriented industries and port-based industries along the coast, to facilitate 

coastal transport on the East Coast to reduce congestion on highways and 

railways and to promote tourism, shipping and coastal trade.  

I request that funds be allocated for this and various expansion works for 

the Kamaraj Port and Chennai ports for implementing essential port 

infrastructure development projects.

In the rabi crop in Telangana, about paddy, what is viable is only the 

parboiled rice.  I would appeal to  the Government of India to buy  both raw rice 

and parboiled rice.  Also, the Government of India and the Government of 

Telangana should explore the possibilities of export of rice, and this present 

stalemate should be resolved.  The paddy farmers of Telangana are in crisis.  

The Government of India should step in and procure both raw rice and 

parboiled rice immediately.  Thank you.

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SHRI PRADYUT BORDOLOI (NAWGONG): Sir, we are aware that there is a 

huge mismatch between healthcare demand and supply, especially, paucity of 

qualified medical professionals which has been dogging this country for a very 

long time.   

The issue of fake doctors is a countrywide phenomenon.  But I just 

wanted to mention the World Health Organisation Report of 2016 where more 

than half of the doctors in India practising allopathy lack medical qualification. It 

is almost 57 per cent of the doctors.  According to a 2018 Sample Registration 

System Report, 20 per cent of all deaths during treatment in India had a fake 

doctor's involvement.  This problem is also very acute in the State of Assam 

and in other North-Eastern States, especially, in tea plantation areas.  In tea 

plantation areas, there is paucity of qualified doctors which is really 

phenomenal. As per the WHO Report, in six out of 30 districts, with lowest 

density, Secondary School-pass allopathic doctors are there, particularly, in 

the State of Assam itself. So, you could understand that this is the pattern.  

The Government must address the issue of low supply of qualified doctors in 

the North-Eastern States.  

 I am giving you a few suggestions.  I hope, the Ministry concerned and 

the Government of India will take note of it by improving incentives for doctors 

to work in these areas, especially in the tea plantation areas of Assam.  I 

request the Government to meet this challenge by urgently ensuring a 

standardized recruitment process for doctors in tea gardens and by timely 

filling up of posts of Medical Inspector of plantations to ensure proper 
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oversight.  There is a post of Medical Inspector.  They are supposed to 

supervise all these things.  There are a lot of vacancies.  At both the state and 

national level, it is imperative for the Government to track fake doctors and 

devise preventive measures against this menace that poses great risk to 

individual and public health in general.

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SHRI SURESH PUJARI (BARGARH): Sir, the State of Odisha is very rich in 

mines and minerals. In addition to that, Odisha has a huge potential for human 

resource development. But in spite of that, the state has many underdeveloped 

areas, particularly the western part of Odisha.  

Sir, in very close proximity to the world famous Hirakud Dam, the first 

Engineering College of Odisha was established in the name of University 

College of Engineering, Burla in the year 1956. Since 2009, it has been a State 

Unitary Technical University named as Veer Surendra Sai University of 

Technology. It has UGC recognition too. The present student strength of this 

University is more than 5000. The top rankers of the State prefer this University 

for their technical education. It offers 11 UG courses, 34 PG courses and 16 

Ph.D. Programmes. It has produced about 30,000 alumni who are serving the 

nation and abroad in a responsible way since its inception. The Institute is 

within the vicinity of the industrial belt, mines, and other institutes of higher 

learning like Sambalpur University, Medical College, IIM, IIT, NIT and 

Agricultural University. It is well connected with road, rail, and air. The airport is 

also near this institute.  

Sir, my submission is this. It has scope to become a Multi-disciplinary 

Engineering Research University (MERU), as mandated in the National 

Education Policy 2020. Many a time, we have approached the appropriate 

authority for upgrading this institution to CFTI. The Government of Odisha has 

also recommended for the same. 
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Through you, Sir, I would request the Union Minister for Education to 

consider upgrading VSSUT Burla to CFTI in line with Central Institute of 

Technology (CIT), Kokrajhar, Assam so that it acts as a catalyst for the socio-

economic and overall development of the seventeen under-developed districts 

of the western part of Odisha.

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SHRI TEJASVI SURYA (BANGALORE SOUTH): Sir, I represent the city of 

Bengaluru which is one of the fastest growing economic engines in the 

country. The Bengaluru Airport is located on the Bengaluru-Hyderabad 

Highway, at a place called, Devanahalli, which is almost 40-50 kilometres 

distance from the centre of the city. For people of Bengaluru South, commuting 

and reaching the airport is almost a two-hour or a three-hour exercise. Also, 

this airport is one of the busiest airports in the country.  

 Before the COVID pandemic, the airport serviced more than three crore 

passengers in just one year. In a way, it is the gateway to the South of India, 

and the number of international flights is also increasing every day. My request 

to the hon. Minister for Civil Aviation is to start another terminal of the 

Bengaluru International Airport by re-operationalising the already existing 

airport infrastructure at the HAL Airport facility, and also, perhaps, consider 

opening another terminal in the south of the city, like at Bidadi, Anekal or in this 

part, which will create another economic centre in the city. 

 Currently, the policy to open a new airport is that the distance between 

two airports must be more than 120 kilometres. This policy, however, does not 

consider the density of the traffic in an airport. Under the hon. Prime Minister’s 

leadership, more than 66 airports have been opened in the country in the last 

few years. Even the most common man is today affording air travel.  
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On behalf of the people of Bengaluru South and people of Bengaluru, I 

request the hon. Minister for Civil Aviation to make necessary changes to this 

policy to re-start the HAL Airport or create a new terminal at Bidadi or Anekal.

बढ़ावा िमलेगा  । 11 वषª बीत जाने के पĲात भी यह पåरयोजना पूणª नहé हो पाई है  ।

KUMARI RAMYA HARIDAS (ALATHUR): Sir, I would like to point out here a 

hot issue that is going on in my constituency. The National Highway No. 544, 

Mannuthy-Vadakkancheri stretch, has a new toll plaza at Panniyankara, and 

the company concerned began to collect the toll since March. 

It is really unjust that the company is collecting a high toll and it does not 

permit even the local people, who depend on this road for their daily routine, 

and the hospital cases, to pass without toll. The rate fixed for the buses of 

private and school institutions is very high, compared to the adjacent toll 

plazas. So, the private and school buses have left plying their service along 

this road. The Palakkad District Collector had summoned an emergency 
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meeting to discuss this issue, and I myself participated in that meeting but the 

company officials were not ready to solve the existing problems. So, the 

meeting was a futile exercise.  

 Sir, I pointed out in the meeting the words of Shri Nitin Gadkari, the hon. 

Minister of Road Transport and Highways that there will not be another toll 

plaza within a distance of 60 kilometres on a highway. But the company 

officials were not ready to accept this saying that this is not applicable to this 

highway.  

 Sir, there is another toll plaza at Paliyekkara within 35 kilometres on the 

same highway. Moreover, the National Highways Authority of India and the 

company did not complete the service road, and just opened the tunnel at 

Kuthiran. The company today started their toll collection again challenging the 

public. It creates turmoil and people are on strike there.  

 I, therefore, humbly request the Government and the hon. Minister of 

Transport and Highways to interfere in this matter and resolve grievances of 

the people.

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SHRI V.K. SREEKANDAN (PALAKKAD): Hon. Chairperson, Sir, the recently 

made increase in the prices of cooking gas, petrol and diesel has made the 

lives of the people miserable and made these products unaffordable and 

beyond their reach. The price of the cooking gas has attained a historic level.  

 The prices of these commodities were untouched for the last four and a 

half months keeping in view the just concluded Assembly elections. People are 

struggling to make both ends meet.

Sir, approximately 2.2 million people in West Bengal, and 95 per cent of 

the total population of the adjoining States, are directly associated with beedi-

making industry.  

A 65-bedded Tarapur Central Labour Hospital in Jangipur was set up by 

the Union Ministry of Labour in 2000. It was inaugurated by the former 

President, Shri Pranab Mukherjee. It was built on 40 acres of land. There was 

a 50-bed Gynaecology and Paediatric Unit with seven doctors. There were 

operation theatre, laboratory, various machineries and other things. Later in 

2003, 15 more beds were added.  
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Beedi workers and their family members were able to avail treatment 

free of cost in this hospital against their identity cards issued by the Ministry of 

Labour.  Day by day the condition of the hospital deteriorated and now only 

two doctors are left. Beedi workers and other people who were availing 

treatment in this particular hospital are not able to get a good treatment over 

there. Due to this reason, they have to go to the State hospitals which are far 

away from this place. There is a sub-divisional hospital which is 30 kilometres 

away from Jangipur. There is also Malda Medical Hospital which is 40 

kilometres away. So, they have to travel a very long distance. 

HON. CHAIRPERSON : You make your request. 

SHRIMATI APARUPA PODDAR: So, I urge, through you, the Ministry to grant 

funds for the revival of the ESI Hospital and to upgrade it to a super speciality 

hospital for the benefit of the beedi workers who have been making a 

contribution to the rural economy of West Bengal.

being received. So for a long time, the roads are in very bad shape. My 

constituency Murshidabad lies in the border area adjoining Bangladesh. 

Approximately 120 Km long road is in extremely poor condition. It is not fit for 

use. The bridges which are there are also highly dilapidated. Through you Sir, I 

urge upon the concerned Minister of the department to ensure that the BADP 

Area Development Fund money may be utilised properly; for 5 years the 

amount has been lying idle. The condition of the roads are extremely pathetic. 

Thus the money should be sanctioned as early as possible to repair the 120 

Km long road which passes through Jalangi, Raninagar, Bhagabangola, 

Karimpur, bordering areas of Nadia. Particularly the BSF personnels are facing 

great difficulties while using the road. Therefore I demand that the existing 

road may be repaired as early as possible and the proposals for newer roads 

may be sanctioned at the earliest.
