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(vi) Regarding enquiry of a private compnay by a central team for causing
environmental pollution in Jharsuguda district in the Bargarh Parliamentary
Constituency

SHRI SURESH PUJARI (BARGARH): | would like to bring to the notice of the
Government that Jharsuguda District in Bargarh Lok Sabha Constituency is
facing the consequences of enormous environmental pollution mainly due to
emission of greenhouse gases and faulty methods of fly-ash disposal by
Industries. As per regulation, the fly ash should be disposed of in lowlands such
as landfills for dry ash and in safe ponds for wet ash. It has been strictly forbidden
to use agricultural land for ash disposal. It has also been forbidden to transport
the ashes in open vehicles to prevent aerial dust circulation. These norms are
being constantly violated by a pravate company in Jharsuguda causing serious
health problems. Further, the heaps of ashes deposited as ash hills on open plain
land get washed into the water resources contaminating the water and the
animals in water such as fishes through which they enter the food chain. The ash
is contaminating the crop fields severely hampering crop production and causing
health hazards including damage to the male reproductive system and cancer.
This is due to the high exposure of the population to the toxic constituents in the
fly-ash such as Lead Cadmium, Mercury, Chromium, Arsenic, Molybdenum,
Thallium, Silica etc.

The Hon’ble Minister of Environment, Forest & Climate Change had directed

the Central Pollution Control Board to cause enquiry which in turn directed the
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State Pollution Control Board to do so and the State Board gave a clean chit to
the private Company without proper enquiry.

This was proved from the fact that the Green Tribunal, Eastern Zone,
Kolkata on more than one occasion including one on 06.05,2022 vide an order in
Original Application No-10/2021/E Z found the Company guilty and imposed a
fine of Rupees One Crore with a direction to the State Pollution Board to regularly
monitor it.

I, therefore, request the Hon’ble Minister to cause an enquiry by a Central
Team comprising Environmental experts, take stern action against the erring

Company.

SHRI HOREN SING BEY (AUTONOMOUS DISTRICT): | wish to be informed
about the issue that has rocked the hill areas of Assam during the past 35 years.

As the accords are failing in their objectives, |
appeal to the Government to reconsider the issue of Autonomous State demand
afresh by holding talks with the concerned Autonomous Councils and other stake-

holders.

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(xi) Regarding construction of Roads in the Union territory of Ladakh

SHRI JAMYANG TSERING NAMGYAL (LADAKH): The Union territory of
Ladakh bordering with China and Pakistan is strategically very important for India
having war experiences of 1948, 1962, 1965, 1971, 1999 and the Galwan conflict
of 2020. Some more option after commendable works on Nimo-Padum-Darcha
Road including tunnel at Shinkun La and Zojila to give better, shorter, and
economically more feasible roads and tunnels need to be considered on priority
to keep our border well secured.

I, therefore, make the following demand for road construction:

1. Construction of 45 km Paddar-Padum Road ‘Kishtward-Atholi-Maichil-
Soomchan-Zongkhul’ or 80 km Road ‘Kishtward-Atholi-Maichil-Dangail-PotLa-
Bardan’ to connect Ladakh with Jammu. This will be the shortest route between
Northern Command and Pathankot Airforce/Military station to Ladakh as it will
reduce the distance by about 150 km. This route being shortest was also followed
by the legendary Dogra General Zorawar Singh during his conquests of Ladakh
and eastern Tibet in 1830s.

2. Construction of Udaipur-Padum Road from Mayard Valley of Lahaul via
Khanjar-Zardong-Kesar-KangLa-Padum or Khanjar-Shangkha-Thangso-Kargyak
near Shinkunla Zanskar.

3. Construction of 100 km Road from Korzok-Kiato to connect Leh-Karzok-
Kiato-Kaza-Kinour-Chandigarh will be an all-weather connectivity without any

tunnel.
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These roads can also help to connect Paddar and Chenab valleys of J&K
and Mayard and Spiti valleys and help in creating economic potential along with
other advantages.

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(xvii) Regarding increase in use of banned narcotics substance in Kerala

DR. SHASHI THAROOR (THIRUVANANTHAPURAM): | would like to know if the
Honourable Minister of Home Affairs is aware of the alarming increase in usage
of narcotics and narcotics-related cases in Kerala. During 2019-2021, the annual-
average of cases was 6409, which has jumped to 16128 cases this year, just until
August; similarly for arrests it has increased from 7693 to 17834. In September,
Keralites were shocked when 652 drug-cases were registered within 4 days.
Further, manufactured-psychotropic-substances are becoming more prevalent
than less harmful drugs.

Most of the drug-supply originates in large cities outside the State and is
distributed through organised networks using, inter-alia, clandestine freight-
transport, courier-services and, worryingly, Malayali-students based outside the
State. Instances of international-transactions through the Dark Web are also not
infrequent. Data reveals that substance-abuse has increased among Keralas’
teenagers and students in the past 5 years. At the same time, the persons
availing benefits under the National Action Plan for Drug Demand Reduction in
the State has declined from 6642 in 2017-18 to 4887 in 2021-22.

Whilst a “No-to-Drugs” awareness-campaign has been initiated in the State
to counter this situation, | urge upon the Hon’ble Minister to monitor the situation
in co-operation with the State and inform the House of the measures being taken

to eradicate the production and distribution of banned narcotic-substances.
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(xviii) Regarding establishment of a National Small Crops Research Centre
in Perambalur Parliamentary Constituency

DR. T. R. PAARIVENDHAR (PERAMBALUR): My Perambalur Parliamentary
Constituency and Perambalur District is a backward area in Tamil Nadu. Almost
70% of the people are agriculturist and are cultivating various small crops like,
ragi, maize, corn and millets apart from rice, sugarcane, peanuts. Many farmers’
income and their livelihood are totally dependent upon the income arising out of
selling these small crops harvested from their agricultural fields. But, they are not
getting enough/good yield by cultivating the so-called small crops.

In view of the above, a Research Centre on small crops needs to be set up
at my Parliamentary Constituency at Perambalur which is also District
Headquarter for the welfare of the farmers and its neighbouring areas to boost
and improve the yield of small crops and to uplift the life of farmers.

Hence, | urge upon the Union Government to take necessary action to

establish a National Small Crops Research Centre at Perambalur at the earliest.
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(xix) Regarding inclusion of Rajaka Community of Andhra Pradesh into
scheduled caste category
SHRI RAGHU RAMA KRISHNA RAJU (NARSAPURAM): The Washermen
Community in the Country is being called as, Dhobis, Rajajkas, Chakali, etc. Though
the nomenclature differs from State to State, these community people are mainly
engaged in washing clothes.

In Andhra Pradesh this community people are called Rajakas, who traditionally
are engaged in washing clothes and in view of their backwardness still they have not
been equally treated.

There has been a demand for inclusion of Rajaka Community in Andhra Pradesh
into the Scheduled Caste Category. Though the case has already been
recommended by the Government of Andhra Pradesh long back, no action has been
taken so far to fulfil the aspirations of this downtrodden community.

In most of the major Indian States like Uttar Pradesh, Bihar, West Bengal,
Madhya Pradesh and Odisha, this community has already been included into the
Scheduled Caste Category. So, there is a feeling that Rajakas from Andhra Pradesh
are being discriminated by not including their community into Scheduled Caste
category as their brethren in other States are getting benefit of SC status.

l, therefore, request the Government through Hon’ble Minister of Social Justice
and Empowerment to consider their request for inclusion of their community in the
Scheduled Caste Category without any further delay for upliftment from OBC to

Scheduled Caste Category.
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(xx) Regarding establishment of an Agricultural Disaster
Compensation Fund

SHRI POCHA BRAHMANANDA REDDY (NANDYAL): Every year, States in
particular, face at least one severe flood which wipes out a significant portion of
the farmers’ crop. Given that agriculture is an important sector for these states,
sustained losses in their primary mode of livelihood year after year, pushes
farmers to the brink. In 2021, due to heavy floods, a large quantum of chillies was
lost in Telangana and Andhra Pradesh, farmer suicides rose and the debt cycle
also increased.

Additionally, the cost of agricultural inputs is on the rise. Amongst others,
fuel prices have hit an all-time high and fertilizer black marketing has become
extremely common. Farmers are consistently pushed into further debt with no
assurance of any profits.

Special circumstances of disasters are becoming a recurrent feature, rather
than an exception. In order to make the process of compensation, with a
delineated chain of command, easier and more structured, as well as a right, an

Agricultural Disaster Compensation Fund needs to be established at the earliest.
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(xxi) Regarding installation of solar submersible water pumps in
Bardhaman Purba Parliamentary Constituency

SHRI SUNIL KUMAR MONDAL (BARDHAMAN PURBA): | want to draw the
kind attention of the Minister of Agriculture and Farmers Welfare with regards to
installation of solar submersible water pump in my Parliamentary constituency in
West Bengal.

Farmers are facing difficulties in paying electricity bill of submersible pump.
In this regard, | have decided to install Solar Submersible Water Pump for
irrigation to make farming and irrigation easier in my Constituency because in
Kalna, Katwa, Memari, Purbosthali North, Purbosthali South, Raina and
Jamalpur, 75% to 85% people belongs to SC, ST & OBC community and the area
is fully agriculturists. Further, no industries are there and agriculture is their only
source of income to survive. In the above Constituency, solar irrigation pump is
needed to be installed under Pradhan Mantri Krishi Sinchai Yojna (PMKSY).

This decision can bring happiness and progress in farmer’s life and can
make them self dependent. Hence, it is requested to kindly permit and provide
information in detail that how much subsidy could be given by the Government on
installation of Solar Submersible Water Pump for irrigation. | therefore, request

the Hon’ble Minister to take up immediate and necessary step in this regard.
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(xxii) Regarding creation of Indian Medical Administrative Service Cadre

SHRIMATI APARUPA PODDAR (ARAMBAGH): | wish to raise the issue of
formation of Indian Medical Administrative Service cadre. The huge and
herculean task of managing health needs of 1.4 billion people needs participation
of doctors in Medical administration at National level. So many years of
Independence signifies lack of inputs from doctors who can understand and
provide adequate and prompt solution to the Government on all health related
aspects through key health policies.

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(xxv) Regarding grant of increased pension to EPF pensioners

ADV. A. M. ARIFF (ALAPPUZHA): EPF Pensioners have been denied their right
for increased pension proportionate to the salary even after the favourable
Supreme Court judgment on 04.11.2022. The Supreme Court has limited the
benefit of higher pension proportionate to salary above Rs. 15,000 only for those
employees who are members of the EPF Scheme as on September 2014, still it
would be beneficial to a large number of employees. Even after a month of
delivering the judgment, the EPF Organization has not taken any steps for issuing
the operational guidelines to implement the scheme. As the condition for
additional contribution at the rate of 1.16 per cent on salary has been invalidated
by the Supreme Court on the ground that it is ultra vires the EPF and
Miscellaneous Provisions Act, 1954, EPFO needs to clarify the alternative
mechanism for the payment of higher pension. As the employees who had not
exercised their option have been given four months-time to submit their option for
higher pension, modalities for the same have to be worked out.

So, | urge upon the Government to intervene in the matter and provide
relief to the eligible employees of EPFO without further delay and uphold the

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(xxvi) Regarding skilling of women construction workers

SHRI P. RAVINDHRANATH (THENI): The construction sector has the largest
number of unorganised labourers in India next only to the agricultural sector.
Women form half of its workforce. Women join as Chitals or unskilled workers and
remain unskilled throughout their working life span. However, men get training
and systematically upgrade their construction skills. Studies reveal that informal
women workers in India's construction sector earn 30-40 per cent less than their
male counterparts. Women have the same potential like men to do masonry work.
But Chitals are denied promotional opportunities in the construction sector. It is
my submission to the Government that women construction workers be equipped
with market-relevant skills to bridge the learning-to-livelihood gap and the gender
pay-gap especially through the institutions like the Skill India Mission. Necessary
legislation may be enacted to make it mandatory for the contractors to offer
informal training to women construction workers in Government sites and employ
certain percentage of women masons in all sites. | also urge that an institutional
mechanism be established by Government for skill formation, and upskilling of
women construction workers. These positive steps will enhance the resource
potential among women construction workers and empower them leading to the

growth of families and the advancement of our nation.

HON. SPEAKER: Shri N.K. Premachandran, please start.

SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Hon. Speaker, Sir, | am thankful to
you for giving me this opportunity to speak on the issue of abuse of drugs and its
impact on our society ... (Interruptions)

Hon. Speaker, Sir, | am thankful to you for giving me the time to speak on
the Discussion under Rule 193. First of all, | take this opportunity to express
thanks to the hon. Speaker for converting the Calling Attention into a Discussion
under Rule 193 considering the importance and significance of this subject: ‘Drug

abuse in the country and steps taken by the government thereon.” The drug
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abuse and its impact on the Indian society.” Not only on the Indian society, it is a
menace globally to the whole humanity.

Sir, you may kindly see that drug abuse is a menace to the society, and
pierces deep into the structure of our society. It is rapidly moving amongst the
adoloscents and youth; and our further generation is under threat.

Sir, | have a Report of 2017 on ‘Global Burden of Disease’. It says that 7.5
lakh people have died because of drug abuse in the year 2020; and out of this,
22,000 people in India have died in the year 2020 because of drug abuse. This is
the gravity of the situation. This is such a pathetic situation prevailing in our
country. ... (Interruptions)

Sir, drug abuse is a global challenge. It is being reported that five to six
per cent of the global population between the ages of 15 and 64 years are using
drugs at least once in their lifetime and most of these people belong to the age
group of 15 to 30 years.

Sir, millions of youths, who are the future of India, fall victim to this menace.
An abusing drug impairs the successful transition to adulthood by impairing the
development of critical thinking, learning capacity, the cognitive skills, and the
intelligent capacity of the future generation of the country is being totally
destroyed because of use of these banned drugs.

Further, Sir, the adolescents who abuse drugs are reported to have a
higher rate of physical and mental illness. Drug abuse is defined as a self-

administration of a drug for non-medical purpose in such amount and periodicity,
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which may impair their ability to function adequately, and may result in social,
physical or emotional harm.

Sir, the increasing rate of drug addicts and alcohol usage is a massive
danger prevailing in our society for which concern and solutions are required.
That is the need of the hour. There are two issues. The first one is the concern
and second one is the resolution of these concerns.

| would like to draw the attention of the hon. Minister regarding the
concerns. During the abuse it is seen that it is a complicated problem because it
is linked with other serious crimes such as organised crimes, human trafficking,
and money laundering. All these are inter-connected with the abuse of the drugs.
So, this is a complex situation prevailing in our society. This has to be dealt with
in a sophisticated manner. Otherwise, we will not be able to resolve this issue.
Article 47 of the Constitution, that is the Directive Principles of the State Policy,
very clearly spells out that it is the responsibility of the State to restrict the use of
drugs. On the basis of Article 47 of the Constitution of India, we, the Parliament,
have enacted two legislations, the Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic Substances
Act, 1985 and the Prevention of lllicit Traffic in Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic
Substances Act, 1988. | would like to seek a clarification from the hon. Minister
whether these two legislations are sufficient to combat this menace of drug
abuse. To me, it is not sufficient to meet the purpose. Why am | saying this?
The first reason is lack of political will or power to enforce or implement the law.
The second reason is that there are some lacunas in the legislation. These two

issues have to be addressed at this juncture.
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Sir, in order to address these issues, the Government of India should come
out with some plan. | am having seven suggestions in this regard. The first
suggestion is that the Government of India should come out with a national action
plan for drug abuse. The Government of India should come out with a clear-cut
policy.

Though it is a matter concerning the States, the Government of India,
under the leadership of the hon. Home Minister, definitely, can take this initiative
to have a national action platform so as to address the issue of drug abuse. The
second suggestion is that there is a need for counselling and rehabilitation
centres throughout the country.

| would like to draw the attention of the hon. Minister towards the cases of
drug abuse. The number of total drug related cases reported in India, as per the
NDPS Act, in the year 2020, are 59,806, out of which, 57,600 cases are reported
from the States and 2,206 cases are reported from the Union Territories. | would
like to draw the attention of the hon. Minister as to why it is happening. If you
examine it, out of the cases reported in the Union Territories, 55 per cent of the
cases are from the Union Territory of Jammu and Kashmir. What does it
indicate? It means that it is having link with anti-national terrorist forces. Drug
abuse is one of the means by which youths are being misled and anti-national
forces are being encouraged. It is well-evident from the statistical data of the
Union Territory of Jammu and Kashmir. | am coming to the States also. The
highest number of cases of drug abuse are reported from Uttar Pradesh. Then,

there is Punjab, Tamil Nadu, and Kerala. It is astonishing to see that a literate
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State like Kerala is facing such a menace. The State Legislative Assembly has
discussed it at length. A full day discussion took place and a resolution was also
passed in the State Legislative Assembly to combat this menace. A State like
Kerala, which is a small State, is having fourth number of cases reported and that
too in the age group of 10 years to 15 years. It is the adolescent age. It is being
learnt that 80 per cent of the cases, reported in Kerala, are in the age group of 10
years to 15 years. That means, they are targeting the school children.

Sir, the third point is regarding protection and solution, individual’s attitude,
and perception. Individuals with a strong belief against drug use and those with a
strong desire to maintain their health are well protected from involvement in drug
abuse. | have two suggestions for the hon. Minister in this respect. The first
suggestion is that an intensive awareness campaign has to be brought in. The
second suggestion is that this should be included as a subject matter or a paper
in the school syllabus.

Sir, the next point is regarding the parents. It is being reported that the
expecting mothers who take tobacco and alcohol have an indirect link with the
adolescents who use such substances in their later life.

Sir, another point is regarding legislation. | have already mentioned that
both legislation and enforcement should be engaged regularly against drug abuse
as part of our commitment to combat this public health burden.

The fourth point | would like to make is this. The Schedule of the Narcotic
Drugs and Psychotropic Substances Act, 1985 should be amended. | would like

to draw the attention of the hon. Minister to this issue. Nowadays, as per the
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NDPS Act, 1985, if a small quantity of ganja, MDMA, charas, or any other such
substance is being carried by a person, it is a bailable offence. The Schedule of
the NDPS Act, 1985 was subsequently amended in the year 2022, thereby
making these offences bailable. Now, people are at liberty to carry a small
quantity of these substances. So, | would like to suggest to the hon. Home
Minister that a drastic amendment to the Schedule of the NDPS Act, 1985 is the
need of the hour; otherwise the cases of drug abuse will increase.
(Interruptions) | am just concluding.

My next point is regarding the availability of these banned drugs. The main
point to be addressed is this. The availability of banned drugs is the main reason
for having this abuse. So, the root cause has to be identified and needs to be cut
off. Stringent actions must be taken against this so that there is no scope of
availability of drugs.

Sir, | would like to suggest that a Monitoring and Review Committee must
be constituted either Legislative Assembly Constituency-wise or Parliamentary
Constituency-wise, so as to address this issue. | would like to share my
experience. In the DISHA Meeting, Madam Smiriti Iraniji had given a direction to
discuss the issue of POCSO cases. Likewise, this should also be a subject matter
in the DISHA Meeting. Otherwise, a Monitoring and Review Committee must be
constituted at the Parliamentary Constituency level so that the people’s

representatives can also be a part and parcel in combating the drug abuse issue.

Hon. Speaker Sir, lastly, | would like to urge upon you to pass a unanimous
Resolution and give a message to the whole nation so as to combat this drug
abuse without any political barriers.

We have to be unanimous in this issue. Without having any political
differences, we have to fight against this menace; otherwise, the future
generations of our country will be spoiled and their intellectual capacity will be
disturbed. This is, in an indirect way, encouraging the terrorists and the anti-social
and anti-national forces. So, a unanimous Resolution has to be passed, and a
message has to go from this Parliament to address this issue. With these words, |
conclude my speech.

SHRI BENNY BEHANAN (CHALAKUDY): Sir, since yesterday, we have been

discussing this subject. Many hon. Members have expressed their views and
concern, which | share. This discussion itself gives a strong message that our
Government and the august House are concerned about the subject.

Substance abuse is a global concern that has been negatively impacting
the physical and psychosocial well-being of the population. In India, over the past
few years, the prevalence of drugs and illicit liquor has increased. Alcohol is the
most commonly used psychoactive substance in India, followed by cannabis and
opioids, with 16 crore, 3.1 crore, and 2.26 crore individual users, respectively.

The use of drugs and alcohol has a negative impact on a community, and it
is well recognized that substance abuse is a major cause of premature death and
disease. According to the Center for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC),
since 1999, drug overdoses alone have resulted in the deaths of about one
million people in India.

According to data from the Narcotics Control Bureau (NCB), ten crore
people in the country are currently dependent on various narcotics. There are
reportedly 1.58 crore children in the nation that are addicted to drugs between the
ages of 10 and 17 as well. The sad fact is that it is not only the narcotic substance

users that are being affected by substance abuse, in fact, women and children in
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the families are also socio-economically and psychologically severely impacted
by the substance abuse. It is estimated that 5.7 crore people are affected by
alcohol addiction and 25 lakhs by cannabis addiction dependence.

The situation has become worse as synthetic meth, as mentioned earlier,
and other drugs are flowing into the nation through Afghanistan and Pakistan.
The huge inflow of marijuana and heroin is increasing the availability of drugs to
even school students in Kerala. According to the National Crime Records
Bureau's most recent data, 3,060 kg of drugs were seized from various locations
throughout Kerala. According to the law enforcement officials, 1,3694 kg of
marijuana had been smuggled into the State for street sale.

Today, even young children in schools are used as tools for peddling
drugs. To cite an example of their plight, | would like to inform this house that, not
many days ago, a 13-year-old girl in Kozhikode in Kerala reported that the
psychoactive drug sellers used her as a carrier.

To tackle this grave situation, the way forward is to primarily cut the supply
of narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances through strictly monitoring the
ocean and borderlines. The Governments should simultaneously ensure that the
domestic production of illicit liquor and drug should be strictly monitored and
rigorous measures should be envisaged to penalise the violators. For that, the
narcotics and excise departments should be strengthened, as well as the Narcotic

Drugs and Psychotropic Substances Act should be stringently followed.
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Furthermore, education curricula should impart awareness of substance
usage including that of alcohol. For the same, NCERT recommended that school
textbooks should include information on drug misuse and its harmful effects so as
to sensitize children at their young age itself.

To conclude, India has always been ideally reminded and guided by
Mahatma Gandhi's ideology. So, | would urge the parliament to invoke the
Gandhian principles of prohibition of intoxicating drinks and drugs as
Government's policy and, therefore, endeavour to prohibit the use of intoxicating
drinks and drugs in India.

We have medicinal
drugs, sedatives used as drugs. We have the inhalers which are maximum used
by children. Another drug category is hallucinogens. They are also used in limited

circles. What is the Government’s plan about them?

Sir, the problem is not with people in high places in Mumbai, the film world,
who are high on drugs. The problem is with the poor people. | see the
rickshawalas sitting on their rickshaw and smoking ganja. | see the vegetable
vendor going to a corner of the road and taking smack through a small pipe.

We are not saving them. We are driving them towards death. So far, all
the steps of the Government have been inadequate. We need a national
movement for removal of drug abuse.

SHRI P. RAVINDHRANATH (THENI): Hon. Chairperson, Sir, thank you for

allowing me to speak on the problem of drug abuse in the country and steps
taken by the Government. Hon. Chairperson, Sir, as per the data published by the
National Crime Records Bureau, about 13,69,944 kilograms of drugs were seized
in India in the year 2020 alone. | wish to address my colleagues in the Opposition
-- who are concerned about larger seizures -- that we should rather appreciate
our enforcement agencies for seizing them before being peddled to our youth.
Our hon. Home Minister has already adopted a policy of ‘zero tolerance against
drugs’. | would like to request the Government to mandate all schools of the
country for compulsory classes on the ill-effects of drugs and substance abuse as
a part of academic curriculum from Class 5" onwards. The synthetic drugs like
LSD and MDMA have also entered the market, and these drugs cannot be
detected easily. So, | request the hon. Minister of Home Affairs to provide Artificial

Intelligence technology to all the enforcement agencies, including those guarding

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borders, airports and seaports for detecting trafficking of drugs. Hon.
Chairperson, Sir, my concern about the use of Dark Net and cryptocurrency in
illegal drugs trade has already been addressed by the hon. Minister of Home
Affairs at the Apex Level Committee of Narco Coordination Centre meeting in
December, 2022. There are possibilities of misuse of law especially on account of
low conviction rates under anti-drug laws. In this regard, | wish to make two
important requests to the Government in order to protect the rights of both the
accused and victims, and to also, uphold the national interest. First, | would like to
request the hon. Minister to bring suitable amendments in legislation to provide
that all evidence in favour of the accused shall be supplied to the accused for
defence. Such fair disclosure will also save judicial time. Secondly, | would also
like to request the Government to establish a national monitoring committee,
headed by our hon. Home Minister, to take action against the misuse of anti-drug
laws by officials.

Finally, 1 want to finish with this point. | wish to say that this exercise
cannot be left only in the hands of the enforcement agencies. Rather, every
citizen, parents and teachers have to take responsibility to stop the menace of
drug abuse in the country. Citizens should become the eyes and ears of the
enforcement agencies for drug elimination.

SHRI RAM MOHAN NAIDU KINJARAPU (SRIKAKULAM): Hon. Chairman Sir, |
thank you for giving me an opportunity to participate in this important debate.
According to the Comprehensive National Survey on the Extent and
Pattern of Substance Use in India, 2018, 14.6 per cent consume alcohol, 2.8 per
cent consume cannabis and 2.1 per cent resort to opiates. In a country with a
population exceeding 130 crores, these numbers should worry all of us present
over here. In fact, 1.58 crore children aged between ten years and seventeen
years are addicted to substances in the country. The number of alcohol
consumers aged ten years to seventeen years amounts to 30 lakhs while
cannabis users in the same age group are about 20 lakhs. And we can safely
say these numbers are under-reported. So, the actual numbers are even more.
These are Indians who are legally and, more importantly, emotionally classified
as children. This is a problem because the maturing brain in adolescents is
particularly more vulnerable to the acute use of drugs, and drug use during
adolescence increases the chances of substance use disorder later in life.
However, in order to tackle this issue, we need to understand our geography and
the geopolitics behind it. India is sandwiched between two major drug producing
rings of the world, namely, the Golden Cresent (Pakistan, Iran, Afghanistan) and
the Golden Triangle (Thailand, Laos, Myanmar). Hence, India is located in a
location that will inevitably make it vulnerable to drug trade. Since many of the

drug trade supply chains are international, it becomes all the more pertinent to
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take up these negotiations with neighbouring countries and evolve regional
security architecture to combat the issue. Platforms like SAARC, ASEAN and
regional NSAs meet could serve as a great platform for the Central Government
also. Drug abuse also impacts families economically and impoverish them while
making their generations more likely to be in poverty. According to a paper by the
National Institute on Drug Abuse, weekly expenditure on drugs amount to 13
dollars and the total expenditure ranges between 250 dollars and 25,000 dollars.
This is a huge amount for a country like India. There is also a liquor connection to
drugs. In the name of banning liquor, in most cases, we have been observing
that the State Governments take over the liquor business. Underground liquor
mafia and black markets with spurious liquor start to flourish. Instead of reduction
in addiction, it leads to increase in deaths due to consumption of spurious liquor.
Some of those who are trying to avoid adulterated liquor will shift to other
alternatives like drugs to sustain their addiction.

In 2020, NCRB reported almost 60,000 cases under the Narcotic Drugs
and Psychotropic Substances Act, 1985, which was reportedly a two-fold
increase in the last decade alone. Clearly, a legal-only approach towards drug
abuse and addiction is not yielding satisfactory results.

Instead of a retributive justice and punitive framework, the governance
structures need to approach it as a public health problem. It is a disease that
needs to be tackled through rehabilitation instead of revenge. Instead of a
compulsory imprisonment for the possession of small amounts of drug as per

NDPS Act, a de-addiction treatment and rehabilitation strategy should be adopted
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by the Central Government. Any or all treatment gaps for drug users should be
plugged at the earliest. There is a need for district-level and other forms of
decentralised service regularly to identify all at-risk districts and regions and
evolve a specific plan for them.

In the last five years, under the National Action Plan for Drug Demand
Reduction, 2,85,559 persons have availed assistance in 2021-22 alone. While we
acknowledge the presence of schemes such as Nasha Mukt Bharat Abhiyaan in
272 districts, more needs to be done. As mentioned earlier, a psycho-social
approach towards this issue will help us to get rid of the issue. Sir, | want to take
this opportunity to mention about Portugal. The Portugal Government
decriminalised drug related offences and, instead, started treating it as a public
health issue. Since the inception of this strategy, the drug related offences have
come down from 14,000 to 6,000, attesting to its effectiveness.

One important aspect of the problem is the farming of ganja in the country.
The farmers involved in the profession do so out of the need for sustenance. In
order to wean these farmers off weed, there needs to be a targeted strategy at
providing alternative sources of income which will help to curb the drug menace.
So, | urge the Government to take necessary steps and on behalf of TDP, we
stand with the Central Government to make India a drug-free country. Thank you.

SHRI RAJMOHAN UNNITHAN (KASARAGOD): Hon. Chairman, Sir, | am

thankful to you for allowing me to speak on a very important Discussion under
Rule 193.

‘Quitting smoking is easy — | have done it a hundred times”, said Mark
Twain, an American novelist.

Drug abuse like smoking is very uneasy to escape once you fall prey to it.
The suicide of Sushant Singh Rajput, a talented and rising star in the Hindi Film
Industry two years back, had been attributed to drug abuse. It shows how terribly
the drug abuse has infected our society from street children to Bollywood
superstars.

The incidence of drug abuse among children and adolescents is higher

than the general population.  This is notably because youth is a time for
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experimentation and identity-forming. Many street children use cheap drugs to
cope with the daily cycles of sexual, physical and mental abuse or as recreation
to escape a life of poverty.

Drugs like heroin, opium, alcohol, and cannabis are the most common
drugs being abused by children in India. Children affected by substance abuse
are considered as children in need of care and protection under the Juvenile
Justice Act, 2015.

Around 13 per cent of the people involved in drug and substance abuse in
India are below 20 years, which calls for further stepping up of community
intervention and preventive mechanisms targeting adolescents, according to the
United Nations Office on Drugs and Crime.

There is a steep increase in the use of drugs among children and a drastic
increase in crime rates relating to drugs in Kerala. Lack of trained public
healthcare officials to work with children, child treatment and child care protocols
were grave issues in the State. A lot of MDMA and LSD are being used and these
new substances are being promoted among the youth as 'recreational drugs'.

Article 47 of the Indian Constitution imposes an obligation on the State to
endeavour to bring about prohibition of the consumption of intoxicating drinks and
drugs which are injurious to health. Hence, | submit that sensitization to prevent
drug abuse must be included in school and college syllabus. The Narcotic and
Psychotropic Substances Act must be amended to give stringent punishment
including life imprisonment or capital punishment to the drug peddlers. Preventive

detention of drug peddlers may be stipulated under the Act. The de-addiction of
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child and adolescent drug-addicts must be given topmost priority. A separate
department to combat drug menace may be constituted under the Ministry of
Health and Family Welfare, Government of India. The NDPS Act should be
Amended. Certain provisions of NDPS Act are being misused by the drug mafia.
The practice of smuggling drugs in small quantities is followed by mafia because
if they are caught, the punishment is very small and thereafter they are repeating
the same crime. Therefore, Kerala's long-term demand to amend the schedule of
NDPS Act to reduce the "small quantity and medium quantity" slabs need urgent
action from the Government of India.

SHRI LAVU SRIKRISHNA DEVARAYALU (NARASARAOPET): Sir, | need to
put this on record. | was listening to all the speakers who spoke before me. There
were very strong words that have been expressed. Nowadays, a lot of Chief
Ministers are going in for elections by claiming that their Government will give free

electricity and all those things. But | believe, 10 years down the line, a Chief
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Minister will definitely go in for elections only on the issue of war on drugs.
Definitely, that is going to happen with the rise in the drug abuse cases, and at
the same time, keeping in view the words that have been expressed here. But |
want everyone to keep in mind how the war on drugs is happening in various
countries before going in an aggressive fashion. Take for example, Philippines
that has been doing this war on drugs for the last five to six years wherein a lot of
killings are taking place but no solution has been found. They went very
aggressive against the drugs but the results are not to be seen on the ground.
Same is the case in USA. They have been doing war on drugs for the last 40
years. If you see the figures, they have only focussed on criminal punishment and
prison sentencing which was their way forward for the last 40 years. But if you
look at the figures from 1990 to 2010, in thirty years, the deaths caused due to
overdose of drugs increased from 10,000 to 40,000. Even the number of arrests
from 1980 to 2020 has gone from 15,000 to 15 lakh. It has increased to almost
100 times. So, please keep this in mind when you have strong words to say about
criminal punishment, prison sentencing, etc. Sir, my colleague has just mentioned
that about 60,000 cases have been reported under the NCRB. Even in India, the
prison sentencing and criminal punishment are not being carried out. So, on the
way forward, what | would suggest is this. Take the case of Chicago. They have
started the Narcotics Arrest Diversion Programme which involves the Police and
also other departments related to public health, behavioural health, crime labs,
and health labs. People who get arrested for drug possession are eligible to

attend this programme. They have carried out this programme involving almost
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1100 people. The success rate is amazing. So, | would request the Ministry
concerned to consider this. Now, | come to some of the suggestions. There is a
lack of availability of de-addiction and rehabilitation centres across the country. In
Andhra Pradesh, our hon. CM, Shri YS Jagan Mohan Reddy Garu has
inaugurated 15 de-addiction centres by allocating a sum of Rs. 5 crore. So, |
request that more such provisions should be made in the country. At the same
time, there is a poor budget utilisation. For NAPDDR, about Rs. 200 crore was
sanctioned but only Rs. 40 crore have been utilised till now.

So, | would request the Government to use that money which has been
actually budgeted. ... (Interruptions)

Sir, with regard to NDPS Act, | would say that it is very stringent. The
burden of proof is entirely on the accused. So, you are guilty until you are proven
innocent. But the country does not have a law on the grant of compensation for
this malicious arrest. The Law Commission of India has already suggested for it.
So, | would request the Treasury Benches to actually come up with this law so
that compensation is given to the people who are unlawfully arrested. ...
(Interruptions)

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude.
SHRI LAVU SRIKRISHNA DEVARAYALU: Sir, | will conclude in half a minute.

Even, we have seen the cases where the celebrities get arrested and are
kept in jail for so long. Look at the poor person who goes to jail for such a long

time. So, compensation has to be given to those people.
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Lastly, | would say that the Narcotics Control Bureau has been doing a
fantastic thing but we request the Government to focus more on the issue of
drugs which are coming in from the other countries. You see, what the Drug
Enforcement Agency of America is doing. So, rather than actually trying to pull up
a peddler or the user, let them concentrate on the issue of drugs that are coming

into our country from outside. Thank you.

"DR. AMAR SINGH (FATEHGARH SAHIB): Thank you, Chairman Sir. Many
learned Hon. Members from Punjab and other States have already spoken on the
issue of ‘Drug Abuse’ under Rule 193. So, | will not like to dwell at length on this
issue.

Punjab is paying the price of being the border State. It shares its
boundaries with Pakistan. Hon. Home Minister Shri Amit Shah ji is sitting here.
Pak is pumping in drugs in large amount into Punjab. Our youth have become
addicted and gone astray. The Central Government should look into this aspect
of this problem.

Secondly, NDPC Act was framed in 1985. 37 years have passed. The
biggest mistake is that we are not differentiating between manufacturer, supplier
an user of drugs. A user is unfortunate. He may be under marital tension,
unemployed, poor or there may be family or social tension. We are keeping all of
them at the same pedestal. Majority of cases have been filed against personal

use. Very less cases have been filed against manufacturers and distributors.

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So, | urge upon the Government to have a relook at the provisions of this
law.  We should revisit this law. International experiences tell us that
decriminalization of drugs for personal use is needed. In reality, the drug-user
needs a psychologist and social worker who can guide the user. He should be
brought back into mainstream. He should not be put in jail.

Punjab needs special help from Central Government because States do
not have financial resources. They do not have so much manpower etc.

Today, it is very important to
mention here about what our Government has done. Amongst the five or six crore
drug addicts in our country today, there are also 8.5 lakh IV injectors who are
drug addicts. So, to control all this, a very humanitarian approach needs to be
taken, and our Government has done exactly this. Now, what is the way forward?

DR. DNV SENTHILKUMAR S. (DHARMAPURI): Vanakkam Chairperson. Sir,
thank you for giving me this opportunity to speak on the Constitution (Scheduled
Tribes) Bill.

At the outset, | would like to welcome this Bill. ... (Interruptions) As the
Minister of Tribal Affairs is here, there is a long-standing demand from the State
of Tamil Nadu that certain more communities should be included in the
Scheduled Tribes List. ... (Interruptions) Sir, | take this opportunity to represent
the Kuruman Tribes who are dwelling throughout the State of Tamil Nadu,
especially in my Constituency, Dharmapuri and its adjoining places like,
Villupuram, Kallakurichi, North Arcot. There are many people from this
community. They have a different traditional culture and custom.

Even if the Kuruman Tribes are called by its several synonym names such
as Kuruma, Kuruman, Kurumba, Kurumba Gounder, Kurumban, Kurumbar, etc.,
depending upon the place, language and pronunciation, all are one and the
same, that is, the Kuruman Tribal community or the Kuruman Scheduled Tribes.

The synonyms and other names have been accepted by the Tribal Research

* Not recorded
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Centre, Ooty. The Director’'s Reports for the years 2001 and 2002 also stress
that. Various anthropological study reports confirm that. The Division Bench of the
hon. Madras High Court in its Contempt Petition verdict, after examining the
documents or evidences thoroughly, made the recommendation for inclusion of
the Kuruman ST synonym names in the ST List.

The State Human Rights Commission also directed both the Central and
the State Governments to include Kurumans ST synonym names in the ST List.
Like that, the Petition Committee of the Tamil Nadu Assembly also made
recommendation for that. The first comprehensive and comparative study done
by the Regional Head of the Department, Department of Tribal Studies, Dr. K. M.
Meitry, submitted his Report to all the Constitutional authorities on 3.12.2021.
Obviously, it also revealed and satisfied that all the synonym names are one and
the same, that is, the Kuruman tribal community with its Kuruman ST synonymes.

Moreover, | introduced a Private Member Bill, No. 29 of 2022, dated
22.11.2021, in this Parliament for the implementation of the court’s order to
include all synonym names of Kurumans in the ST List.

Kurumans was in the Depressed Class list in 1931. In 1936 it was included
in the S.C List, and it was in the Backward Tribes List in 1955. In 1950, the
common and generic name of this tribe Kurumans (plural in English) was included
in the ST List without knowing the intention of legislation which was framed by the
State and the Central Government arbitrarily, which classified them in the MBC/

OBC List.
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This is a mistake of the Government and not that of the tribal people. Now |
understand that the RGT has ignored all the document evidences, flouted the
Court order, and agreed for inclusion of Kuruman alone along with Kurumans.
This is unethical, unconstitutional, flouting and insulting of the hon. High Court's
division bench's order on contempt petition. Law makers should not be law
breakers. Therefore, the hon. High Court order and recommendation of the Tamil
Nadu Government, and TRC Director's reports should be accepted and
respected, and a swift action for inclusion of Kurumans in the ST List be taken.

Or, as suggested and accepted by the RGI vide communication no.
44019/2016/ Mota, the Kurumans synonyms may be included in the ST List along
with Kurumans and Kurubars at the earliest, and set right the anomaly due to
which they are deprived of social justice for many decades.

Sir, since they have been affected for many years, and have been denied
their reservation in education and jobs, | urge upon the hon. Minister to take
immediate action and include all the names in the ST list.

Sir, there is also another community which is called the Lambadi
community which is there in many other States like Karnataka and Andhra
Pradesh. That community is also having a huge population in areas like Mettur,
Kolathur and Harur of my constituency, Dharmapuri. They are classified in some
other States. But when it comes to Tamil Nadu, they are not in the ST List. So, |
would urge upon the hon. Minister to include the Lambadi community in the ST
List so that they are no more deprived of social welfare and justice. Thank you,

Sir.
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SHRIMATI APARUPA PODDAR (ARAMBAGH): Thank you, Chairman, Sir, for
giving me an opportunity to speak on the Constitution (Scheduled Tribes) Order
(Fifth Amendment) Bill, 2022. Though it took many years for the Government to
come up with the Bill, it is a welcome step.

Sir, those who say that reservation has adequately covered all the
vulnerable communities, | would like to remind that no reservation or schemes are
in place unless the issues of the marginalized communities in disadvantaged
regions are comprehensively addressed. Reservation in schools and colleges do
not fit on the page when the people from such communities are unnourished and
have to travel a far long distance without proper roads.

According to a report of the Basic Road Statistics of India, only 63.24 per
cent of the total road length is paved in India, and only 30.04 per cent share of
roads that runs through reserved forest areas is even surfaced. While only some
areas are connected, the condition of those roads too is pathetic. Being a hilly
terrain, flash floods badly damage existing roads, making travel a difficult
proposition. Still in many regions, goods reach the tribal villages through cable
transport lines.

The communities also lack access to education and healthcare facilities.
India is home to about one-third, that is, 104 million tribal people, of the global
tribal and indigenous population, out of which 42 per cent of children are reported
to be underweight.

In addition to this, the healthcare system and the number of specialists

posted in tribal areas are worse than scarce. Most of us have not forgotten the
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incidents where sick patients in tribal areas are transported in improvised dolis to
the closest public health centres.

Sir, in the Bill we are speaking for inclusion of tribes residing in
Chhattisgarh tribal belt. We have seen that the tribal people in Chhattisgarh use
bike ambulances to reach to public health centres. | would suggest the hon.
Minster that this type of motorcycle ambulances should be provided to every tribal
region where there is no way to reach to the hospitals from their habitations. Most
of these are hilly areas where there are very narrow roads, and four wheelers
cannot reach. So, bike ambulances should be provided in those areas.

Sir, the digital divide is a great issue in the tribal areas where children are
missing out on school and the larger technological revolution. Today we are
talking about Digital India, but in tribal areas, people, students and the local youth
are far away from internet connectivity.

Despite the increasing number of sportspersons from tribal communities
and their winning medals in India, it has failed to open the eyes of the Central
Government and also the local Governments. The sports infrastructure facilities
established in the tribal areas are negligible besides the fact that their higher
physical stamina could give a boost to the medal tally in sports events also.
Therefore, if this type of an amendment is being made to the Constitution, we
should also try to change their way of livelihood, provide them good quality
hospitals, schools, sanitation, and safe drinking water. We have to provide these
facilities to these tribal people whom we are including in the list. Simply including

them in the Tribal List will not work. In Chhattisgarh, there is a demand for many
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years to include Mahara or Mahar in SC List and Amnit in ST List. This demand
has been pending for a long time. This should be taken care of because already
in Part IV C of Madhya Pradesh Government Gazette of December, 1958,
Mahara is included. So, it should be taken care of.

There is a need to conduct socio-economic caste census so that we have

specific data on various castes. Why has this caste census not been done till
date? The Minister should reply to the House on this point. Census data of
various castes is essential for proper planning for developing welfare schemes for
them so that those castes or communities can benefit from them.
If we simply bring a Bill to include them in the list, it does not help them. We know
that when we feel cold, we wear a sweater or a shawl. It means that those things
should already be there in our house to protect us from cold. That is why, | feel
that a caste census should be done.

Sir, allocation for employment generation for ST in the Union Budget for
2022-23 has been reduced from Rs. 89.5 crore last year to Rs. 11.3 crore this
year. So, there has been a cut of 87 per cent. According to the Dalit Arthik
Adhikar Andolan, there is an allocation gap of Rs. 40,634 crore for the SC and
Rs. 9,399 crore for the ST. This should be taken care of.

Sir, West Bengal Government under the leadership of Mamata Banerjee
has started many welfare schemes. There is a pension scheme for the elderly
persons.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude now.
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SHRIMATI APARUPA PODDAR: Sir, | am the only speaker from my party. |
request you to give me five minutes.

Many welfare schemes have been started by our hon. Chief Minister,
Mamata Banerjee. We have Jai Johar Scheme under which pension is being
provided to the elderly persons of all the SC/ST communities so that the elderly
vulnerable persons of these communities can be taken care of.

| wish to make another request and give a suggestion. West Bengal
Government conducts ‘Duare Sarkar’ which has been appreciated by the Central
Government. Such a scheme should be launched in the SC-concentrated areas
so that people, who are not able to come to the office of BDO or SDO, can get the
benefit of the schemes run by the Government. So, this should be done.

Sir, malnutrition among the STs is the most sensitive and a very worrying
part. Due to malnutrition, we have seen anaemic patients and also the patients
who have even lost their eye-sight. According to the present day prices of food
items, about Rs. 130 per person per day are required. For a family of five, it
comes to Rs. 650 per day and Rs. 19,500 per month. They cannot meet this
expenditure.

There should be an expert committee for the Adivasi parivar and for the ST
families so that they can get a good one-day meal for them.

The last point which | would like to make is this. The National Crime
Records Bureau data shows that the atrocities against the STs have increased by
6.4 per cent in 2021. In Uttar Pradesh, the highest number of cases were

recorded. Around 13,164 cases of atrocities against SCs were recorded. Violence
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against the Dalits and Adivasi women has also risen. We have seen the number
of increasing rape cases with regard to SC/ST women. The rape cases against
SC women account for 7.6 per cent and rape cases against ST women account
for 15 per cent out of the total cases.

We have seen in Madhya Pradesh and Rajasthan how Kartik Bhil,
Dhanpat, Sampat Lal, and Viraj were murdered. So, we seek justice for these
Adivasi people and ST people who have lost their lives due to the Government’s
failure. Through the Bills which we are passing over here, justice should be given
to them.

We support the bill
sir. While taking steps to achieve equality and social justice in the society, Jagan
Anna reserved place in the hearts of poor and backward classes. He is being

hailed as the torch bearer of backward classes, social reformer, trendsetter and a

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popular leader throughout the country. Our party's fundamental principle is social
justice therefore we fully support this bill.

If we look at the provisions of this Bill, we can understand that this
amendment Bill has been brought as per the recommendations of the
Government of Chhattisgarh and after consulting Registrar General of India and
National Commission for Scheduled Tribes. Amendments have been made to the
Constitution Scheduled Tribes Order Act of 1950. Some more tribes are being
added and equivalent names of some other tribes are being provided in this
amendment Bill. We believe that the scientific process has been followed and
consultations with the concerned stakeholders have been held before bringing
this bill to the Parliament. Therefore, we fully support this amendment Bill.

Students have to waste their valuable time to get a caste certificate from
the Government offices. | hope this amendment Bill will address such issues of
the students. We also hope that this amendment bill will improve the situation of
these backward tribes. | would like to use this opportunity to give some
suggestions to the Union Government. | will mention unresolved issues of weaker
sections, especially of schedule tribes of our society for so many decades. Due to
spelling mistakes in the names of castes we have to bring amendment bills
frequently. Therefore, | request the union government to publish the names of
these castes in vernacular languages as well. By doing so, we will be avoiding
such amendment bills in future. Sir another important issue is about proportionate
representation in the government. Government includes people’s representatives

as well as officers. We cannot indulge in day dreaming by chanting "Sabka Saath
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Sabka Vikas". We should ensure that there is equal distribution of natural
resources and government resources. As Babasaheb Ambedkar stated that for all
the problems we find solutions through politics, therefore the Government of India
should ensure proportionate representation of the weaker and backward castes in
politics.

As the Government includes people's representatives and government
officials, | request that these weaker sections should get proportionate
representation in both parts of the Government. As stated by Dr B R Ambedkar *

Equalisation of unequal society is one of the prime objectives of our

constitution. Equal treatment of unequals was pictured inequality.

*So, by bringing this amendment Bill you are adding some more castes to
the list of schedule tribes. In this regard there is a need to increase the
reservation quota of schedule tribes from 7.5%. As per article 243 d 341 and 342
proportionate reservations guaranteed to the SCs and STs in the constitution. |
request the Honorable minister to listen to my proposals in this regard.*

| will request hon. Minister of Tribal Affairs, Shri Arjun Munda Ji, to kindly
note down my points.

*Socio economic caste census. Equitable distribution is a natural principle
of justice. There is a need to find out how many people belonging to SC, ST,
backward classes and minorities are living in pathetic conditions. Due to the lack

of unity, our country suffered thousand years of slavery. To ensure that history is

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not repeated we should achieve unity in our country. To achieve unity we should
have equality. To have equality we should know the conditions in which all people
are living. Therefore, we should have a caste census along with other socio-
economic parameters and that report should be made public. Baba Saheb
Ambedkar has stated that caste is the only reason for the backwardness of the
people in our country. Therefore, it is mandatory for us to conduct caste census.
Literacy rate amongst tribals is very low.*

National average of literacy is 73 per cent, whereas it is 59 per cent in the

Scheduled Tribes.

*This difference that we see here should be reduced by taking appropriate
actions by the government. Wherever the population of tribals exceeds 5000, we
should have an Eklavya school in that area. Schedule tribes are being
discriminated against, on the basis of language, culture, caste and standard of
living. In this regard we have many laws but these are not being implemented at
ground level effectively. Problems related to health and nutrition, we need to
focus on this.*

Most of the deaths are occurring in Scheduled Tribe population due to
common diseases like malaria, diarrhoea, malnutrition, jaundice etc. So, | request
the Government to take special interest in that and establish medical colleges in

extreme tribal areas also.

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Sir, tribal dialects are getting extinguished. The Government should take
necessary steps in this regard.

Regarding delimitation of ST Assembly Constituencies, there is a popular
demand from the Scheduled Tribe communities that the number of ST
constituencies need to be increased on the basis of population district-wise as is
done for Scheduled Castes. People from Scheduled Tribe communities are also

requesting for a special drive recruitment.

" As per the assessment made by the associations of Scheduled Tribes,
they represent only 3% of employees in both state and Central Government,
though they have 7.5 percent in reservation. Therefore, | request hon. Minister to
bring out the actual figures of tribals who are employed in both Central as well as
state governments. As the union government is privatising many government
organisations, the benefit of reservation that tribals would have got is being
denied. Therefore, | request the government to introduce reservations in the
private sector as well. *

Distress migration is very high in Scheduled Tribe communities. The
Government should provide them necessary financial assistance and prevent a
distress migration.

*There is one important government scheme by the name credit guarantee
scheme and stand-up India scheme in which SC, ST are exempted from

providing collateral security to get loans but banks are ignoring this provision and

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are not providing loans to the people belonging to these groups. | request the
hon. Minister to look into this issue.”
To conclude my speech, | have one request from Andhra Pradesh about

the Central University of Andhra Pradesh.

* In the Andhra Pradesh reorganisation act 2014, a tribal University was
sanctioned to the state of Andhra Pradesh. Funds for this university are not being
released adequately and as a result this university is functioning in rented
accommodation. Therefore, | request the union government to release the funds
and develop the tribal University in Andhra Pradesh at the earliest.*

SHRI PINAKI MISRA (PURI): Chairman Sir, this is the fifth in the line of the
Constitution (Scheduled Tribes) Order (Amendment) Bills that the Government is
bringing to this House.

Needless to say, we welcome the Government's move to include more and
more of our tribal brothers and sisters who have been on the margins of society
for hundreds and thousands of years and who deserve all the support that the
State can give them and that we collectively as a polity can give them. There is
no question of any section of this House grudging the good luck that the tribals in
Karnataka, Himachal Pradesh, Tamil Nadu, Chhattisgarh etc. have and that these
tribal brothers and sisters have had the good luck of being included as part of the
Scheduled Tribe community which will give them much needed benefits, much
needed support for their upliftment in society.

Obviously, we support this initiative of the Government. | have, as all my
colleagues have from various States, a few suggestions and requests to the

Government. Please do not neglect Odisha in the context of inclusion of the
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Scheduled Tribes from Odisha. Hon. Minister, not that you have been the Minister
all this while but now that you are the Minister, you are the one we have to come
to plead with. From 1978 till 2022, the State Government of Odisha has
requested for more than 160 Scheduled Tribes to be included as part of the
Scheduled Tribes community list.

May | say this that the last time when Odisha had some relief in this regard
was when our colleague, Mr. Jual Oram, who is here, was the Minister way back
in 2001 and 2002 when, of course, the BJD and the BJP were partners in
Government. Shri Naveen Patnaik ji then requested Jual ji who was the Minister
from our State. He very kindly decided to post-haste push through some of the
Scheduled Tribes. We are grateful to Mr. Oram for that but now we are no longer
partners in Government in Odisha. | do recognise the fact that the hon. Prime
Minister, Modi ji, has always looked at Odisha with a benevolent eye. Any
constructive suggestions from the Chief Minister of Odisha have always been met
with favour. Many of our distinguished Ministers are here. Mr. Hardeep Singh Puri
is here.

16.01 hrs (Shri A. Raja in the Chair)
| must take the opportunity of thanking him in person for many of the

initiatives that have come from the Odisha Government which he very kindly post-
haste pushed through in his Ministry. The Chief Minister of Odisha has given a
couple of suggestions which merit consideration. The methodology and modality
for inclusion of Scheduled Tribes is, | think, an outdated modality today. Kindly

see that you are still following the Lokur Committee's recommendations of 1965
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which are almost a half a century old. Now what does the Lokur Committee say?
The Lokur Committee way back in the 60s had mentioned that communities to be
included as Scheduled Tribe must have primitive traits, distinctive culture,
geographical isolation, shyness of contact with the community at large, and socio-
economic backwardness. These are in today's time in 2022 outdated notions.
Today, our boys and girls from Scheduled Tribe are at par with anybody from any
caste and from any region in the country. They are outshining them. The hon.
Minister here is an outstanding example of that. You all have now come forward
and taken your place in society in a very, very large measure. We thank you for
your hard work, your initiative, your brilliance in terms of your mind, and your
bodily energy which is next to none in the world. Therefore, today, to go by these
categorisations, | think, is an outdated notion. My Chief Minister, therefore, has
repeatedly, requested the Government in 2014, 2021 and 2022 to set up a
quadripartite committee. It should be a fresh quadripartite committee comprising
the Ministry of Tribal Affairs, the Registrar General of India, the Anthropological
Survey of India, and the Government of Odisha. Apart from that, you can also
include technologists, anthropologists, and the representatives of various State
Governments which have a very large tribal base and ensure that a more broad
based approach is taken, rather than these narrow prisms for inclusion as
Scheduled Tribes.

| think our Scheduled Tribe brothers and sisters require today a much more
holistic and a much more broad-based approach in terms of their recognition. If

you go by these narrow definitions of who can be a Scheduled Tribe, then in fact
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some of the established Scheduled Tribes today who are part of the Order will
probably be disentitled because none of them will have these characteristics. So,
this is not fair. People know Scheduled Tribes are not being included only
because they are being kept out on these very narrow prisms.

So, | would request you to kindly heed to what Naveen babu had said to
set up a new quadripartite committee with a time-bound agenda so that they give
you a report at the quickest possible initiative. Then, you follow up on that and
give all other States particularly Odisha which has a very large Scheduled Tribe
community comprising of more than 22 per cent. That is a very large number in
the country and for our State. | would, therefore, seriously urge you to please pay
heed to what my Chief Minister has repeatedly written. The last of these letters is
dated 16-9-2022, by when | think, Munda ji, you have already taken over as the
hon. Minister. In fact, nine proposals have already been cleared way back in
2014. We are in 2022 and the Government is still not bringing that as part of a
Government Order. There is no reason for this kind of laxity. | think you have to
pull up your Ministry officials. There seems to be some degree of laxity there
because for eight years a proposal is pending after it is cleared by everybody.
The State Government has cleared it, your Ministry has vetted it, scrutinised it
and cleared it. All it needs is a Government Order. Jhodia for instance, as Jual
Oram ji was telling me just now, which is one of the Scheduled Tribe
communities, has been left out needlessly completely. In my Constituency, Soro
has been included Suaro has not been included. It is just a phonetic distinction

which could be between villages. That does not mean that either of them is not a
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Scheduled Tribe. Therefore, | think a more holistic approach is something that we
would request you. The Ministry of Tribal Affairs has gone in April 2022 to the
State of Odisha. They have discussed various proposals. Those proposals are
lying with you, hon. Minister. May | request you once again to kindly do justice to
Odisha, and apart from Odisha all other States also. | am not only canvassing for
Odisha. We are glad and we support the fact that you have brought in these
States that you have brought in today and in the last four, five days. In the Budget
Session, please do justice to States like Odisha which have been left out for a
long time and our brothers and sisters of the tribal community have been left out.
They are today excelling in hockey, archery, gymnastics, in all fields of sports.
Tribal boys and girls from Odisha today are in the forefront of India and the world.
Let me request you to kindly play a little attention to this at a very very rapid clip
and ensure that Odisha is at par with the rest of the States.

SHRI VINCENT H. PALA (SHILLONG): Hon. Chairperson, | am thankful to you
for allowing me to speak on the Constitution (Scheduled Tribes) Order (Fifth
Amendment) Bill, 2022.

Sir, | join with other hon. Members in congratulating the hon. Minister for
taking up all the issues of the Scheduled Tribes’ in the country.

In my Constituency, there is a Scheduled Tribe community known as
‘Biaty’. They have a unique culture. They are living in one of the most difficult
places in India. A cement bag costs Rs. 400 in Meghalaya whereas in Biaty
community area, it is almost Rs. 1,200 per bag. They are living in such an area

that one bag of cement costs them Rs. 1,200. The community is not a ‘Kuki’
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community. But in the Scheduled Tribe Order, it is written ‘Biaty/Kuki'. | would,
therefore, request the hon. Minister to delete the name ‘Kuki’ and leave it with
only ‘Biaty’. In this regard, a memorandum was sent and endorsed by me, to the
hon. Minister as also to the hon. Chief Minister of Meghalaya. But no action has
been taken so far.

My request and demand would be that a research team may be sent to find
out about the ‘Biaty’ community which is living there with their unique culture.
Their style of living is totally different from that of ‘Kukis.” ‘Kukis’ are mainly in
Manipur whereas ‘Biaty’ community people are mainly in Meghalaya and Assam.

| would, therefore, request the hon. Minister that in line with the actions
which he has taken for Chhattisgarh, Tamil Nadu and other States, he should
take up this issue also in regard to ‘Biaty’.

| think, the concerned file has gone to the North-Eastern Hills University for
Research, but the sanctioned amount for the same has not been allotted. Kindly
take action in this regard and do the needful to the ‘Biaty’ community.

With these words, | conclude. Thank you.
"SHRI K. NAVASKANI (RAMANATHAPURAM): Hon. Chairman Sir, Vanakkam.
Thank you for allowing me to take part in the discussion on Constitution ST Fifth

Order Amendment Bill. | welcome this Bill aiming to include certain most

backward communities living in Chhattisgarh in the list of Tribes.

* English translation of the the Speech originally delivered in Tamil.
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Due to the constant and untiring efforts of Hon Chief Minister of Tamil
Nadu, Shri M.K. Stalin, people belonging to the marginalised sections of the
society like Narikkuravar and Kuruvikkarar communities are now included in the
Tribes list. | wholeheartedly extend my sincere thanks to Hon Chief Minister of
Tamil Nadu Shri M.K. Stalin and Hon Union Minister Shri Arjun Munda for making
possible the inclusion of these two communities in the Tribes list.

In this situation there are several castes from Tamil Nadu who have been
demanding for long for inclusion of their castes in the list of Tribes. | urge that the
Union Government should consider adding them soon in the list of Tribes. Some
communities in the country which are educationally, economically and socially
backward are also constantly demanding for inclusion of their communities in the
Tribes list. It is unfortunate to say that only after several stages of struggle they
can find a place in the Tribes list. There is no new community which becomes
socially, educationally and economically backward all of a sudden. Since
Independence the livelihood condition of certain communities remained
unchanged even after 75 years of independence. Does this Government accept
that these communities have been deprived for the last 75 years of independent
India? Can the Government give an assurance that this Constitutional
Amendment Bill will be the last bill for inclusion of such communities in the Tribes
list? People who are marginalised and who are below the poverty line want that
their castes to be included in the Tribes list. Therefore, if the States come with a

justifiable demand for inclusion of various communities which are socially,
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economically and educationally backward, in the list of Scheduled Tribes, the
Union Government should act swiftly on such demands.

In my Ramanathapuram constituency, fishermen live in large numbers.
Many sections of such fishermen are also demanding for inclusion of their castes
in the list of Scheduled Tribes. Fishermen who are having their livelihood based
on sea and fishing and they are still socially, economically and educationally in
backward condition. | urge that these fishermen communities should be included
in the list of Scheduled Tribes so as to make them get the benefits of a tribe
besides getting education and employment opportunities. Those tribes who want
inclusion in the list of Scheduled Tribes are included in the list in other States of
the country. Even after constitution of several committees to consider these
demands repeatedly put forth by the State Government of Tamil Nadu, due to the
non-consideration by the Union Government, these communities are deprived of
not getting educational and employment opportunities. For example, Kurumbar
and Lambadi communities have been constantly demanding for inclusion in the
list of Tribes and | urge that the Union Government should consider these
demands positively.

Pre-matric scholarships given to the students of SCs, STs and Minorities
are stopped. SCs and STs are from the Hindu religion. How can this Government
which considers itself as a saviour of Hindu religion justify the withdrawal of a
scheme aimed to provide Scholarships given to the SCs and STs of Hindu

religion.
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On one side you are including the economically weaker sections in the lists
of SCs and STs, on the other side you are refusing the employment, educational
and other opportunities for these communities by disinvesting the PSUs. These
communities are deprived of reservation benefits as you have started privatising
many PSUs. You should ensure that SCs and STs get their employment
opportunities.

Everyone should get equal opportunity through reservation. But this
Government has been implementing reservation to the economically weaker
sections of the forward castes which is against the welfare of other people who
are socially, economically and educationally backward in the society. How can
you treat both the sections as one while giving reservation? | urge that
Committees should monitor whether the people belonging to the communities in
the lists of SCs and STs are availing the benefits.

| urge upon the hon. Minister to set up an Ekalayva School for the welfare
of students of SCs and STs in my Ramanathapuram parliamentary constituency.
There should also be dedicated skill development centres for the students of
these communities in my constituency.

Thank you for allowing me to speak on this Bill.

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SHRI P. RAVINDHRANATH (THENI): Sir, thank you for the opportunity to
express my views on the Constitution (Scheduled Tribes) Order (Fifth
Amendment) Bill.
| wish to submit a key representation regarding the non-implementation of
the reservation policy by various Central Government Departments and
organizations while engaging the contractual labour or outsourced manpower.
The Ministry of Personnel, Public Grievances and Pensions, which is headed by
our hon. Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi Ji, on 5" May 2018 issued an
executive order directing as under: -
‘In respect of appointments to Central Government posts and
services, there shall be a reservation for Scheduled
Caste/Scheduled Tribe/Other Backward Class candidates in

temporary appointments which are to last for 45 days or more.”
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| appreciate the decision taken by our hon. Prime Minister in the interest
of SC/ST and OBC population of our country. In the year 2018, there were
11,788,78 employees working under the Central sphere whereas in 2021, it has
increased to 24, 30,000. However, as per reply to various RTI applications, there
is a clear indication that the reservation policy for contractual or outsourced
manpower is not being followed by various Departments, Ministries and
institutions of the Central Government. It may be because of the officials who
are either unaware of the 2018 Government Office Memorandum or they have
failed to implement it appropriately.

As per the Office Memorandum of the Department of Personnel and
Training, autonomous bodies/institutions, including co-operative institutions,
universities, etc., under the control of the Government, are supposed to make
reservation for SC/ST and OBC in their services on the lines of reservations in
services under the Government.

Similarly, as per the information given by the University Grants
Commission (UGC) to an RTI application, there is a clear indication that the
universities receiving grants from the Government have very poor representation
of SC/ST/OBC community.

Under these circumstances, | request the hon. Minister, through you, Sir,
to ensure effective implementation of reservation policy in temporary
employment under the Government. For this, the data of temporary employees,
as required to be maintained as per the Government Office Memorandum,

should be made online so as to ensure transparency and accountability.
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My second request is that the Government should maintain category-wise
data of employees employed in the private sector. For this, the Government may
take suitable steps under the guidance of our hon. Prime Minister.

| conclude with this one point. | further request the Government to set up a
Reservation Monitoring Committee for effective implementation of the
reservation policy.

After that, every time an election comes — Assembly election
or Lok Sabha election — the BJP leaders go to Assam and promise these
communities, but nothing happens. | would just like to mention that when the
Assam Assembly elections took place in 2016, the BJP circulated a vision
document wherein it was very specifically written that *.... close cooperation with
the Central Government towards providing ST status to the six communities in a
strict time-bound manner....."” The BJP formed the Government in Assam after
the 2016 Assembly elections. The present day Cabinet Minister, hon. Shri
Sarbananda Sonowal, became the Chief Minister of Assam, but nothing
happened. Again, during the height of the anti-CAA movement in Assam in
2019, just to divide the people, the Central Government decided and asked the
Assam Government to form a Group of Ministers. This Group of Ministers was
asked to give an immediate report for inclusion of these communities.

The Group of Ministers was headed by the present Chief Minister of
Assam, Shri Himanta Biswa Sarma. Sir, the irony continues. These six

Minister
this. This is pending for the last ten years with the Government. Many times, our

Government has written to include Dhangars in the list of Scheduled Tribes.

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However, the Kurmi (or Kudmi) are one of the most primitive tribes of
India's old Chhotanagpur region as well as the State of West Bengal, especially
in the Jangal Mahal region. The Kurmi/Kudmi were analysed as "Kudmis of
Woods" or "Jhari Kurmi". In the British census of 1872, produced in support of
the report on the census of Bengal, 1872, by H. Beverly, Inspector-General of
Registration, Bengal describes, "Colonel Dalton mentions some Jhari Kurmis, or
Kurmis of the woods, in Chhotanagpur, who are said to worship strange gods."
"In the province of Chhotanagpur, the ancestors of the people now known as
Kurmis appear to have obtained their footing among the aboriginal tribes at a
very remote period," Edward T. Dalton writes in Descriptive Ethnology of Bengal,
1872.

Further, in 1911-1921, they were again classified as an "Aboriginal Tribe"
by the Census of India 1911, Volume V, Bihar, Odisha, and Sikkim, Part I, which
describes: "The Kurmi and Kudmi are two great cultivating castes of Bihar, but
the latter is also the name of an aboriginal tribe in Chhotanagpur and the Orissa
State..."

Then, in "Animist" in 1921, "Primitive" in 1931, produced with the support
of the Census of India, 1931, Vol. VI, Bihar and Orissa, Part Il, W.G. Lacey
mentioned: "The All India Kurmi-Kshatriya Association took up the cudgels on
behalf of the Kurmi Mahato, and stoutly affirmed that they and the Kurmi-
Kshatriyas of the Western Provinces are the same, proofs of which, if

necessary, can be produced before the Government.... "
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In Volume-V (ll) of his Linguistic Survey of India, Sir George A. Grierson
writes that the Kurmis of Chhotanagpur "are an aboriginal tribe of Dravidian
stock."

It is also mentionable that, as per the declaration of Pandit Jawaharlal
Nehru, the Prime Minister of India, in Parliament, and as per the Government of
India Order, SRO 510 dated September 6, 1950, and 2/38/50 Public, dated
October 5, 1950, "Only those who were in the list of primitive tribes in the
Census Report of 1931" were to be inducted in the list of Scheduled Tribes."

They have been classified as Tribal Hindus in 1941 by anthropological
survey in British India, "it is suffice to say that their caste in unison of language,
religion, culture, rights, ritual, fairs and festivals still continues until today by its

DR. HEENA VIJAYKUMAR GAVIT: The Constitution of India provides for
reservation to enable the disadvantaged groups to come on the same platform
as that of the forward communities.

Sir, under Article 342, for a group to be included in the list of Scheduled
Tribes, the Government of India has recommended broad parameters, namely,
primitive traits, distinct culture, geographical isolation, distinct dialect, animism,
subsistence economy, shyness of contact with outside world, and
backwardness.

In various States, different communities are giving representations to the
Government, stating that there are typing mistakes in the name of a particular
Scheduled Tribe, and are requesting the Government to replace a single
character in the name. They also request the Government to state them as
synonym to a particular tribe which is there in the list of Scheduled Tribes. The
representation and request of such communities though look very small —

replacement of only one character in the name or to consider them synonym to
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a particular Scheduled Tribe community — the said correction or replacement
can seriously affect the constitutional rights and safeguards of the genuine
Scheduled Tribes.

In response to such representations from different communities, various
criteria have been laid down for the inclusion of any community in the list of
Scheduled Tribes. In majority of the cases, it is seen that there are no social,
cultural or marital relations between the demanding communities and the
particular Scheduled Tribe. The communities which do not fulfil the criteria of
Scheduled Tribes, should not be included in the list of Scheduled Tribes. Also, a
particular entry in the list cannot be corrected by replacing a character, as
expected by the demanding community, in a casual manner without
ethnographic study of the demanding community.

Sir, | urge upon the Government that the inclusion of any tribe or group
into the list of Scheduled Tribes should be purely based on the characteristics of

that community, and no inclusion should be made under any political pressure.

ADV. DEAN KURIAKOSE (IDUKKI): Thank you, Sir. The declaration of
Ecologically Sensitive Area and Ecologically Sensitive Zones is adversely
affecting the livelihood of the farming community every time.

Our State Governments are including the people-inhabited areas to
Ecologically Sensitive Zones. Very recently, the Kerala Government has done
that. In my constituency, more than 20 villages including Kanjikuzhi, ldukki,
Kumily, and Kuttampuzha have been included in Ecologically Sensitive Zones.
It should be re-corrected and avoided by a physical verification. That is my first
demand.

My second demand is regarding ESA declaration. It is time for the final
notification. The process had been started in 2014 and the first draft notification
came out on 2014. The ESA in Kerala is spread over an area of 9,993.7 square
kilometers. It excluded the people-inhabited areas but subsequently four other
draft notifications came out. The final notification is delayed. If the final
notification is delayed unnecessarily, the Supreme Court may intervene in this
case like it did in the buffer zone case. If it is coming and adversely affecting the
livelihood of people, we cannot do anything. That is why, my request to the
Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change is this. We should have a

final notification by excluding the people-inhabited areas. The Government of
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India has already appointed a committee here. That Committee is still
functioning but the final notification should come out by excluding the people-
inhabited areas in case of ESA. That is my demand.
DR. KALANIDHI VEERASWAMY (CHENNAI NORTH): Thank you very much,
Sir. There are more than one lakh Sri Lankan Tamil refugees in the State of
Tamil Nadu. The Citizenship Act, which was amended earlier, has been very
unjust to these people because it restricts citizenship only to people from
Afghanistan, Pakistan, and Bangladesh and the total numbers will be only 2000.

Here, we are talking about one lakh people. Several of them are staying
here since 1983. They came here during the Black July when several
thousands of the Tamils were killed. They were displaced forcefully where they
had to run out of fear for loss of their life and limb. After coming here and
staying for 40 years, now, they have families and children. Even their children
are not being provided with citizenship and because of that those children are
deprived of even basic education. They cannot become doctors because
special educational provisions are not provided for them.

So, | urge upon this Government to ensure that an amendment is brought
to the Citizenship Act to include the Sri Lankan Tamils so that they can have a

peaceful life over here.

SHRIMATI CHINTA ANURADHA (AMALAPURAM): Sir, the Gross Enrolment
Ratio (GER) in higher education went up to 27.1 per cent in 2019-20 from 26.3
per cent in 2018-19 as per the All-India Survey of Higher Education 2019-20.
But the GER of SC/ST remains much lower than the national GER, despite
reservations in public institutions. Further, between 2016 and 2020, 60 per cent
of the dropout students belonging to SC/ST communities are from IITs, NITs,
IISERs, and from other Centrally-Funded Technical Institutions.

As per the Government estimates, over 63 per cent of the undergraduate
dropouts at the top seven IITs in the last five years are from the reserved
categories with almost 40 per cent being from the SC/ST communities.

Even the proportion of SC/ST dropouts is very high compared to their
admissions to the Institutes. This suggests that those who drop out are
disproportionately affected in certain aspects, and maybe, they experience
increased pressure and discrimination at these institutes.

Sir, through you, | would request the Ministry of Education to take
requisite measures to rectify such disproportionate trends in higher education
among the reserved category students. Thank you.

Sir. | want to bring to the notice of the House and the Union Government that a
number of Sikh prisoners are languishing in jails for more than 25 years, though
the convicts in Rajiv Gandhi assassination case and Bilkis Bano’s case have
been released.

These prisoners are — Davinder Pal Singh Bhullar , who is in jail for 28
years. Gurdeep Singh Khera is in jail for 32 years; Balwant Singh is in jail for 27
years; Jagtar Singh Hawara is in jail for 27 years; Lakhvinder Singh Lakha is in

jail for 27 years; Shamshwer Singh is in jail for 27 years Paramijit Singh Bheora
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is in jail for 35 years; Jagtar Singh Tara is in jail for 27 years, and Gurmeet
Singh is in jail for 27 years.

Sir, the Shiromani Gurdwara Parbandhak Committee (STPC) is a

statutory body, whose elections have not been held for the last 12 years. | will
be grateful to you, Mr. Speaker, Sir, and the Union Home Minister if issues
related to the prisoners and the Shiromani Gurdwara Parbandhak Committee
are dealt with urgently. Thank you.
SHRIMATI SUMALATHA AMBAREESH (MANDYA): Sir, NH 275, the
expressway between Bengaluru and Mysuru, is a dream project conceived by
the hon. Prime Minister himself. Under Shri Nitin Gadkari’s able guidance, it
aims to reduce the commute time between Bengaluru and Mysuru. Its maximum
stretch passes through my constituency.

However, the recent unprecedented heavy rainfall in Karnataka and in my
constituency of Mandya and surrounding districts have exposed the severe
shortcomings. The unscientific method and approach adopted by the NHAI,
without taking into consideration the specifications laid down by the Irrigation
Department regarding storm water drainage etc., has resulted in thousands of
hectares of farmland being submerged, loss and damage to lives and
agriculture.

A severe problem is also being faced by farmers in my region due to lack
of proper underpasses, as the exits and the entries which existed earlier have
now been disregarded totally, and the local concerns have not been taken into

consideration by the NHAI.
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The poor quality of service roads makes it impossible for farmers on
bullock-carts, with heavy goods being transported, to navigate these roads. It is
also causing a lot of problems to school children trying to cross these
waterlogged underpasses during the rains.

Sir, | request the Government, through you, to urgently intervene in this
matter and take a review of the existing DPR and provide effective solutions to
access roads, drainages and crossings etc. with a proper public consultation
mechanism in place.

SHRI B. Y. RAGHAVENDRA (SHIMOGA): Sir, thank you for allowing me to

request the Union Government to de-notify the forest land cultivated by

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thousands of families, who were displaced during the Sharavathi hydro power
project.

The displaced families were just asked to cultivate the forest lands in 31
different forest areas in the Malanadu region in Shimoga district. A majority of
farmers who belong to Idiga community, other backward and SC/ST
communities are suffering from this problem. But the names of the farmers have
not been entered in the revenue records since 1959. Before the existing Forest
Conservation Act, 1980, it was to be done and the land was to be de-notified,
but it was not done due to the gross negligence of the then Government. As a
result, these farmers are not getting any benefits from PM Kisan Yojana or any
schemes of the Government.

Therefore, now the Union Government may please seek a detailed
proposal from the Government of Karnataka and take appropriate measures to
ensure the land rights and save livelihoods of those farmers.

My humble submission to the hon. Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modi —
who is the champion of transforming India and who is taking every step to
ensure a happy and safe life for the 139 crores of people, and also to the hon.
