SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH: Sir, in this country, every day, hundreds of daily-

wage workers commit suicide due to their low income. The hon. Minister has not
given any reply on this point. He has mentioned that there are so many schemes
for the welfare of unorganised workers. | would like to know whether the
Government of India is planning to take any initiative to protect the family of those
workers who have committed suicide due to their low income by giving them

compensation.
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SHRI BHUPENDER YADAV: Hon. Speaker, Sir, as far as the suicide of the
unorganised workers is concerned, | have already annexed a list of data with my
answer. Factually, it is incorrect that every day hundreds of workers are
committing suicide. | request the hon. Member to go through the data provided
with my answer. The details put up by the hon. Member are not correct.

PROF. SOUGATA RAY: Sir, the question relates to the daily wagers committing
suicide. Now, it has been suggested by several world-famous economists that
the only way to help the daily wagers, including the migrant labourers, is to give
them some cash doles so that they have some money in their pockets and that
money rolls in the economy. | would like to know from the hon. Minister for Labour
and Employment whether the Government has any plan to give cash relief to daily
wagers and migrant labourers to save them from committing suicide due to

penury and destitution.

SHRI A. RAJA: Thank you very much, Sir, for giving me this opportunity. Of
course, | am having one or two questions with regard to the Government of Tamil
Nadu. But before that, | want to make a suggestion and also a humble request to
the hon. Minister. Some States, including Tamil Nadu, have demanded the
Central Government to extend the GST compensation period. | do not know
whether the decision has been taken on the part of the Central Government or
not. But most of the States, including the BJP-ruled States desire that the GST
compensation period be extended for some time. ... (Interruptions)

SHRI A. RAJA: Some of the States, including Tamil Nadu, feel this. You are
releasing the funds; we are having no problem. But you are expecting the AG’s
Audit Report for the funds to be released. There are some disputes between the
AG office and the States or the Centre. Because of the delay, the financial stress
of the State Government is not adequately addressed. So, if it is possible, let it be
released in anticipation of the AG Report, and thereafter, we can reconsider the
AG Report with the figures. These are my suggestions.

Finance Minister so far as
Tamil Nadu is concerned.

SHRI A. RAJA: Sir, now, | will come to the specific question. ... (Interruptions) |
have gone through the answers submitted before the House by the hon. Finance
Minister. It says that there is no pendency as far as the GST compensation is
concerned, till February 2022-23. But | have got the figures from the State
Government which state otherwise. As regards 2020-21, the compensation due is
Rs. 22,322 crore and the compensation received is Rs. 18,000 crore. The
balance of Rs. 4,222 crore is pending even after the Audit is completed. If it is so,
this type of confusion will put financial stress on the State Governments.
According to the 15" Finance Commission and also as per the Civil Supplies
department, more than Rs. 15,000 crore is still due. So, what steps are you going
to take not only for Tamil Nadu but also for other States? Such a complexity must
be resolved. What mechanism are we having for that? This is my specific
question.
SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: Sir, if the suggestion is for expediting the
payments, it is well taken; | take it on board. But the question itself is so-worded
that it is not relating to the compensation cess under the GST. It talks about the
capital expenditure funds that we are releasing for the States. So, it seems to
cover two different matters, all relating to finance. There is no doubt about that.
Therefore, my answer will have to be one for the GST compensation and
the other for the tax devolution. So, this one question has so many different

aspects. In conclusion, the hon. Member says that no delays should be
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accommodated in any case whether it is compensation, capital expenditure, or
devolution as per the Finance Commission’s recommendation. This suggestion is
very well taken. But if | am expected to give answers under each category, | will
take one minute to say this. As regards GST compensation, it is not the Central
Government which decides up to when the compensation has to be given. It is by
the very GST law that the Council decides, and the law says that you are not
going to be able to give it after five years. It was decided in the Council where the
Finance Ministers from all the States sit together to take a call. It was decided that
for the back-to-back loan that was taken during the COVID period, which we need
to service and also repay, the cess be extended till 2026-27. So, till 2026, if we
have got to be collecting the cess, it is purely for the sake of paying and servicing
the loans taken for that five-year period, for the compensation purpose. So, the
extension of it beyond June 2022 is simply restricted to the payment of loan which
has been taken for servicing the compensation and also for the interest itself. So,
there is nothing contemplated beyond it, and that is the decision of the Council
and not of the Central Government.

Secondly, AG certification, is an agreed process between the Centre and
the State. If there is any delay in that process between the State and the AG, of
course, it goes without saying that it is between the State and the AG that the
matter has to be sorted out. If between them, there is a problem, and therefore,
the AG certificate gets delayed in reaching the Central Government, | will put a
matter of fact that the delay is not at my end. Therefore, | would like to clearly

state on the GST compensation as regards Tamil Nadu that the AG certification
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has been received for 2017-18 and the amounts have been released. There is
only some disputed amount, as the hon. Member himself is saying. But the AG
certified figures were received for 2020-21 for an amount of Rs. 4,223 crore which
has to be now processed and sent. So, it is in the process, and it will be getting
cleared. But otherwise, for all the States, up to May 2022, for which the payment
goes in early June, every amount has been cleared which was available in the
public funds. The total amount that was given was Rs. 86,912 crore that was
released on 31% May, 2022. So, through you, | will humbly submit to the House
and also the hon. Member that in the process of getting the AG certificate, State
Governments will have to be a lot more efficient. Pardon me for using the word
‘efficient’. You will have to get that thing sorted out at the earliest so that we can
release the funds at the earliest. But without the AG certificate, beyond a point, it
is very difficult for me to go and pay.

SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN: Sir, it is a very important question as far as the
States are concerned.

Madam, | would like to clear this picture. Aimost all the States, especially
my State of Kerala, are blaming the Union Government that it is not properly
disbursing the GST compensation, the revenue deficit grant, and that is the
reason by which the Government of Kerala is forced to impose a cess of Rs. 2 per
litre on diesel and petrol. Such a big controversy is also going on. | think, it is the
right forum by which the cloud of suspicion could be cleared.

The integrated GST is settled from the IGST pool, as per the request from

the State Government. As per the media reports, it is being divulged that the
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Expenditure Committee in Kerala has in its Report found that Kerala has IGST
shortfall amounting to Rs. 5,000 crore per year. | would like to know from the hon.
Finance Minister, through you, how much has Kerala claimed as IGST in the past
five years, and how much has been disbursed by the Centre. Also, | would like to
know about the revenue deficit grants for the last five years granted to the State
of Kerala. ... (Interruptions) These are my specific questions. Thank you very
much.

SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: Sir, it is very difficult to communicate this
because it is difficult also to understand, in the sense, how exactly can this
happen, and after which the State goes about, saying, ‘we are not getting money
in time’. So, post the GST introduction, | am looking at my records and saying,
Kerala has not sent the AG’s certified statements for the GST compensation for
the years 2017-18, 2018-19, 2019-20, 2020-21, and 2021-22. | am sorry to be so
precisely going by year after year and thereby taking the valuable time of the
House.

So, you have sent it not even for one year. Have you sent me the AG’s
certified account even for one year for getting your compensation dues? Then, it
is accused that the Centre is not releasing the funds in time. The certified
authorised statement has reached not even for one year. | would honestly and
very humbly request N.K. Premachandran Ji, who is a very senior Member of the
House, to please go, sit with the State Government, and request them to send all

the statements together even at one go.
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Sir, before you, | would suggest that within a reasonable time, on the
receipt of that, we will clear it.

You have not sent it for one year, and you keep blaming us that we are not
giving you the money in time. On the contrary, in the tax devolution matter as per
the Finance Commission’s recommendation, even this month two instalments in
the place of one have gone to every State. So, Kerala benefits from that as well.
So, through you, Sir, | request Premachandran Ji that he should expedite the
accounts of five years.

DR. SHASHI THAROOR: Thank you very much, Mr. Speaker.

| am afraid, the Minister's answer submitted to the House is somewhat
incomplete because pursuant to the companies’ Corporate Social Responsibility
Policy, they amended the rules in 2021. A company that fails to spend their
required two per cent of average net profits over the previous three fiscal years
must transfer the unspent amount on ongoing projects, as defined in the rules, to

a special unspent CSR account for their use within the next three years. In fact,
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what is interesting about this is — | have raised this once before a few Sessions
ago in this House — the Government has never submitted to Parliament any
indication, not even in this answer, of whether there have been unspent balances.
This is about PSUs but the same question applies to other companies. Have
there been unspent balances? Have they been given? What is the rationale for
the change that you have just amended the rules to create a new mandate of
CSR Committees for all companies that have unspent CSR balances. So, it is
extremely unclear. They keep amending the rules.

If I may also ask, does this not imply a sort of reactive approach to these
policies? You see some problem, you amend the rules. Could we not have a

RAO INDERJIT SINGH: The framework of CSR has been provided in Schedule
VII of Section 135 of the Act and the rules thereunder. It is very clear as to where
funds are to be devolved into any other fund after a specific procedure. So, if it is
an ongoing project and it is not completed within the first year, it has to go to
another account called the unspent CSR account of that particular company.
Then, the company gets three years to spend that fund on that ongoing project.

Once the project is completed and some funds are still left over, then they will go
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to one of the four funds that have been designated by the Government of India.
On the other hand, the other route is, if a CSR project is completed within the next
year and all the money has been spent, then there is no problem. But if some
money is left over, then that money will again have to go to any fund which is
mentioned in Schedule VIl of the Act within six months from end of financial year.

The rules are pretty clear themselves.

DR. T. SUMATHY (A) THAMIZHACHI THANGAPANDIAN: Thank you, Madam
Finance Minister, for giving an elaborate answer in the answer sheet.

We recognise that this is almost driven by
technology, and a standalone country’s effort in controlling or regulating this is not
going to be effective. There is now an evolving consensus. That is why in the G20
we are raising this issue and having detailed discussion with the members so that
a standard operating protocol emerges after the discussions in the G20 so that
there is a coherent, comprehensive, all countries working together, kind of an
approach in bringing some regulation into this whether it is mining or whether it is

transacting.
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Therefore, all this is being looked at comprehensively because technology
do not brook any borders. They can get activated in one area where you are not
controlling, | suppose, to the area where you are controlling. So, we are working
together to get a collective SOP on it.
DR. T. SUMATHY (A) THAMIZHACHI THANGAPANDIAN: Sir, the Central Bank
Digital Currencies (CBDCs) introduced the concept of programmable money. The
concept of programmable money brought forth by this could potentially impinge
on individual’s autonomy which could lead to an all-controlling state. So, | would
like to ask hon. Finance Minister, through you, whether the Union Government
plans to safeguard an individual’s autonomy from excessive control that could be
leveraged by the State?
SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: Sir, as the hon. Member said, the digital
currency is something which the Central bank issues. As you are aware and as
the august House is aware, India’s Reserve Bank has come up with a pilot project
in terms of retail and wholesale use of digital currencies for which there are
several sandboxes created, so that user cases can be tested. It is only during this
process and immediately after that can there be any kind of understanding on
how the retail or the wholesale use of digital currencies will have any spill overs
for which any action has to be planned. So, it has been introduced since last
December. We will wait for the outcomes from there.

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SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH (MAVELIKKARA): Sir, the plight of paddy growers
of Kerala is worsened by the reluctance of the Central Government to allot its
portion of Rs. 580 crore and State Government’s non-payment of Rs. 460 crore
towards the sum required to be disbursed through supplyco for paddy farmers in
Kerala and the banks consortium deducting its previous loan liabilities of supplyco
from the current tranche of allocation. The paddy farmers of Kuttanad, Kerala,
who are from my constituency, are yet to be paid a sum of Rs. 53 crore towards
payment of rice procured and a similar situation is threatening the very survival of
paddy farmers of Kerala.

The Government must release the pending portion of allocation and ensure
that the interests of paddy growers are protected and their dues paid immediately.
But the Ministry of Civil Supplies and Consumer Affairs of the Central Government
is deliberately delaying the portion of the Central Government to the State
Government. The State Government is also waiting for the allocation of the
Central Government. If the allocation of the Central Government is not reaching
the State Government at the proper time, the State Government will not be able to
allocate their share. So, the allocations of the Central Government and the State
Government must come together so that the State Government can deliver its
share. The problem is very serious. The income of the farmers is dependent only
upon the price of paddy. If the Government of India is delaying the payment, then
it will create more problems.

The wilful neglect and intended omission displayed by banks in enrolling

farmers in the Crop Insurance Scheme is another matter of importance.

The Government of India and the Ministry of Railways were kind enough to
allot Rs.100 crore as an initial token amount for the development of this particular
rail project. | am really thankful for that. The Sabari Rail Project connects Erumeil,
the entry point of Sabarimala. Every day, a large number of people visit this
particular spiritual place.

Even though the Government of India has given Rs.100 crore for this
project, there is a revised estimate of Rs.3,727.56 crore submitted by K-Rail. In
order to implement this project effectively, the Government of India and the
Railway Ministry should sanction the revised estimate prepared by KRDCL, a joint
venture company of the Ministry of Railway and the State Government of Kerala.

An urgent intervention of the Centre is required. A letter to the State
Government regarding the implementing agency of the Angamaly-Sabari is also
required.

Sir, KRDCL is a joint venture. It has communicated its interest to take over
this project earlier. Since this project is of national importance, it should be
completed without any further delay. It comes under the Prime Minister’s Pragati

Monitoring Scheme. But it is very important that this project of the Ministry of
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Railways should be included under the Prime Minister's Gati Shakti Yojana, which
would expedite the pace of the project.

As | mentioned, though Rs. 100 crore is allotted, the de-freezing should of
the project happen. A lot of people are suffering because of it. Earlier, the State
Government agreed to share the cost of the project, but when it was rejected at
the early phase, the Government of Kerala freezed this project. Therefore, de-
freezing of this project should happen so that Rs. 100 crore can be allotted for the

land acquisition process in the first phase. Thank you.

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SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Sir, | would like to raise a very
serious matter of urgent concern in which the Government of India’s intervention,
especially, the Labour Ministry’s intervention, is required. The hon. Supreme
Court has pronounced a judgement on 4™ November, 2022 regarding higher
pension for the members of the Employees’ Provident Fund Organisation’s
Pension Scheme. But it is quite unfortunate to note that subsequent to the
judgement pronounced by the hon. Supreme Court, the Government of India,
especially, the Employees’ Provident Fund Organisation is not acting in
accordance with the terms and conditions of the judgement. Subsequently, the
EPFO has issued two circulars. The latest circular is of 25" January, 2023, which
is against the spirit of the judgement of the hon. Supreme Court. The EPFO is
imposing additional burden on the pensioners, who retired prior to 2014, to
provide evidence for proving their option to higher pension.

The sanction of pension on higher wages itself is evidence for option. The
circular is saying that it will re-examine the cases of pension on higher wages of
pensioners who retired up to 1.9.2014, and for this reason, the payment of higher
pension would be stopped from January, 2023. The decision of EPFO is arbitrary
and unjust. The EPFO withdraws from its legal liability to ensure pension and
welfare of the pensioners. The present circular created hardship to the
pensioners, and it leads to social issues.

One of the important points to be noted is that in respect of those who have
obtained pension after retiring prior to 2014, on the basis of the judgements of the

higher courts, their pension has been taken back or withdrawn by the EPFO in the
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Labour Ministry. It is quite inhuman, arbitrary and unjust. Also, so far, the EPFO
has not issued any circular regarding the option because the option expires on 4"
March and the option has to be given within four months. But so far, the EPFO
has not issued any circular on that issue. Hence, | urge upon the Government of
India to withdraw the circular issued on 25" January, and ensure pension and

welfare of the EPF pensioners. Thank you very much, Sir.

Sensi is a
caste and they have 31 sub-castes in Punjab. | want to talk about them.

In 1950, they were included as Scheduled Caste in Punjab State. Along
with them, 2 more sub-castes at Serial No. 32 were also included in this list. They
were Baikunth and Manesh. But, other sub-castes of Sensi caste were not
included in this list.

So, | urge upon the Central Government to include all 31 sub-castes of
Sensi caste in the list of Scheduled Castes. This list is related to Punjab
Government. One more important issue of Asha workers is there. The helpers
and facilitators had done a great job during Covid times. They have not yet been
provided Rs. 25,000/- and Rs. 10,000/- that is their due. This amount must be
given to them. And a minimum wage of Rs. 21,000/- should be given to them on
a regular basis.

SHASHI THAROOR (THIRUVANANTHAPURAM): Sir, | thank you very
much for allowing me to speak.

| wish to draw the attention of the hon. Minister towards the rising incidents
of violence against doctors and other healthcare professionals in recent years.
There is no Central data on the number of assault cases against healthcare
workers or health facilities, but the Indian Medical Association estimates that 75
per cent of all doctors face some form of physical abuse during their service, with
many cases of violence severely under-reported.

Sir, these are the people who are selflessly serving our citizens and
attempting to save lives. Currently, no national level law comprehensively and
categorically addresses this issue. State laws vary. The existing laws are weak in
their implementation and lack scope to protect our healthcare workers. In fact, 11
States and Union Territories have no laws at all.

In 2019, this Government had introduced a draft Bill titled ‘“The Healthcare
Service Personnel and Clinical Establishments (Prohibition of Violence and
Damage to Property) Bill' which would have made such violence a non-bailable
and cognizable offence with a jail term of up to five years. But this was withdrawn
by the Government before it could be considered by Parliament, without assigning
any reason.

Our healthcare professionals are neither adequately appreciated nor
protected. It is imperative to realise that this is not just an issue for the medical

fraternity. Violence against healthcare workers weakens our health system and
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affects the quality of services provided to patients, in turn leading to more risk of
violence. Therefore, | urge the Health Minister - if necessary, the Minister of Home
Affairs and the Minister of Law and Justice - to reintroduce a comprehensive
Central legislation to put a check on violence against healthcare professionals at
the earliest.

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(xv) Regarding environment protection and development of tourism in the
Munroe Thuruth Island located in Kollam district

SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH (MAVELIKKARA): Munroe Thuruth Island, a
group of eight islets over an area of 13.4 sq.km., located in Kollam District, is a
major tourist attraction besides being an agrarian zone. Munroe Thuruth island is
now facing an existential threat due to a host of factors including ground
subsidence, upward seepage of saline water during high tide events as well as
flooding. These factors combined have decimated the coconut production, paddy
cultivation and aquaculture, leading to a significant crisis affecting livelihood and
the very survival of about 10,000 strong population, composed of small-scale
farmers and labourers. The paddy cultivation, over the last two decades has
drastically declined, resulting in a loss of about 200 hectares due to saltwater
intrusion and flooding with several agencies predicting irreversible

destruction of the island.

Due to the gravity of the issue, immediate steps in promulgating an
environmental protection and livelihood preservation master plan for revitalizing
Munroe Thuruth Island is needed. | request for compensation for residents of
submerged houses, relocation of residents, immediately and also ensure a project
for tourism development by utilising available resources.

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(xvi) Regarding State Net Borrowing ceiling fixed for Andhra Pradesh

SHRI KURUVA GORANTLA MADHAV (HINDUPUR): As the original amount
fixed in the State Net Borrowing Ceiling (NBC) for Andhra Pradesh was fixed at
Rs. 42,472 crore, the Andhra Pradesh Government urged the Centre to
reconsider ceiling since the same would be extremely harsh on our people.
Despite this, the Ministry of Finance has reduced the NBC of Andhra Pradesh
over a three-year period from 2021-22 to 2023-24. The Ministry of Finance had
decided against adjusting the off-Budget borrowings availed by the States during
the periods of the previous Finance Commissions while determining the NBC of
the years during the 15" Finance Commission period. A letter addressed to the
States by the Ministry of Finance indicated that the rule would apply from the 15"
Finance Commission period onwards and subsequently a further relaxation was
also provided.Considering that the fiscal viability of Andhra Pradesh is at stake, |
request that the Ministry of Finance follow its own rationale and ignore the
overborrowing during the 14" Finance Commission period while determining the

NBC during the 15" Finance Commission period.
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(xvii) Regarding recent hike in repo rate by RBI

PROF. SOUGATA RAY (DUM DUM): Sir, the Reserve Bank of India on
Wednesday last hiked the repo rate by 25 basis points to 6.5 per cent. The
Governor of RBI announced the decision of the Monetary Policy Committee which
was passed by a majority of 4 members out of 6 members. In December 2022,
the repo rate was raised by 0.35 percentage points to 6.25 per cent. The standing
deposit facility rate will stand revised to 6.25 per cent and the marginal standing
facility rate and the bank rate to 6.75 per cent. The Monetary Policy Committee
also decided by a majority of 4 to 6 to remain focused on the withdrawal of
accommodation to ensure that inflation remains within target going forward while
supporting growth. While announcing the outcome of the Monetary Policy
Committee earlier, the Governor, RBI said, 'Looking ahead while Inflation is
expected to moderate in 2023-24, it is likely to roll above the 4 per cent target.
The outlook is clouded by continuing uncertainties from geopolitical tensions,
global financial market volatility, rising non-oil commodity prices and volatile crude
oil prices. Foreign portfolio flows, however, are negative during the financial year
so far. |, therefore, urge upon the Government that this will increase the cost of
borrowing for all types of loan. The impact on home loan borrower this time could

not just be extension of home loan tenor but higher EMIS also.

As per 1947 report of Central Waterways Irrigation and Navigation
Commission on the Mahanadi Valley Development — Hirakud Dam Project, the
minimum flow of 20.61 MAF of water was apportioned and Odisha was permitted
to use 12.28 MAF of water and the rest for the upstream States. After much
persuasion, the Union Government did not act. Ultimately Odisha Government
went to the Apex Court and it referred the matter to be decided by a Tribunal. The
Tribunal after formation has already had 33 sittings and one does not know how
many more sittings are to be held. The Tribunal was supposed to give its report
within a certain time period.

SHRI RAM MOHAN NAIDU KINJARAPU (SRIKAKULAM): Thank you, hon.
Chairman, Sir, for giving me the opportunity to speak in ‘Zero Hour’. | would like
to take up an important issue regarding the ex-Servicemen of this country.

When the jawans complete their Service, it is very difficult for them to run
their homes on the monthly pension alone. If you look at their age, after coming
out of the Service, they are in their 40s and 50s, they are well within the working
age. If they could find active jobs, they can work for another 10 to 20 years at
least. But it is unfortunate to see that even after sacrificing so much for the
country, they are not able to find good jobs though they are highly skilled, trained,
experienced, and in fact, highly disciplined also.

My constituency has the highest number of recruitments in the Army from
the State of Andhra Pradesh. | see them day in, day out. | visit their families. It is
very difficult to see them in this situation after coming out of service.

For this, | have two suggestions to make to the Central Government. The
most important one is to fill-up vacancies which are meant for the ex-serviceman
category. Group ‘C’ posts have ten per cent reservation and Group ‘D’ posts have
twenty per cent reservation in the Central Departments. But if you look at the
statistics as given by the Defence Ministry, you will find that out of ten per cent in
Group C posts, only 1.29 per cent posts are filled, and out of twenty per cent in
Group D posts, only 2.66 per cent posts are filled. This situation is prevalent in

thirty-four out of seventy-seven Central Government Departments. Even the
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Public Sector Banks and Public Sector Units have reservation for ex-servicemen.
But none of them is up to the mark. So, there is an urgency in filling-up these
vacancies so that we can do justice to them. The other suggestion which | would
like to make is this. There are sixty-thousand ex-servicemen coming into the pool
every year. So, there is a need to put up an online portal where both the ex-
servicemen and companies -- who want highly-skilled and trained people -- can
register themselves. Then, there can be a win-win situation. This job portal will
benefit lakhs of ex-servicemen in this country. Hon. Chairperson, Sir, we have a
responsibility to ensure that brave Jawans have a dignified and well-deserved
lifestyle for their invaluable services and sacrifices made to this great country.

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SHRI JAYADEV GALLA (GUNTUR): Thank you, Sir, for giving me an
opportunity.

Sir, the Kothapet Mahila Mandali in Guntur has been implementing the
Swadhar Greh Scheme, that is the Women Self Help Group, since 2007, and it
has benefited several distressed women. While the funds were received by the
organisation after the submission of inspection reports till 2012, from the 2013
financial year onward, disbursements worth Rs. 1,19,40,518 have been pending
despite the timely submission of reports.

Of the aforementioned, a total of Rs. 33,24,525, has accumulated over four
financial years (from Financial year 2013 to Financial Year 2016) has been
pending under the previous pattern, where the funds were directly transferred to
the organisation from the Government of India after the timely submission of
satisfactory reports. A total of Rs. 86,15,000 accumulated over the past financial
years, starting from Financial Year 2017, under the revised pattern of shared
implementation are also pending. May | also request the Government of India
that the steps be taken to revalidate the organisation by the authorities concerned
as it has been pending since April, 2020.

They are going through an acute financial crisis and they are unable to
support the smooth functioning of the scheme.

Through you, Sir, | would request the hon. Minister for Women and Child
Development to clear the pending disbursements from the Government of India
and also take steps to direct the Government of Andhra Pradesh to release the

pending funds to the organisation.
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DR. LORHO PFOZE (OUTER MANIPUR): Thank you very much, Sir.

Sir, | would like to raise particularly on the matter of North East. The
boundaries of Manipur were demarcated in the years 1872-74, that is in the 18"
century. In the 20" Century, when the State of Nagaland was created, the
boundaries were demarcated again. That was in 1963. Again, the boundaries of
the States of Manipur and Nagaland were demarcated in the year 1972.

Sir, that being so, when the people living across those borders, they lived
peacefully. They co-existed peacefully. But in recent years, in the 21° century, the
South Angami people from Nagaland encroached into the land of Manipur and
they had constructed roads under the vigil of armed volunteers with the
sophisticated weapons.

That is why, the Government of Manipur responded and they placed
security personnel along the border. However, because of the response of the
Government of Manipur, the Southern Angami people of Nagaland banned our
people from entering into Nagaland. Many trucks and goods were burnt down and
destroyed and then, many of these people were harassed and beaten up. This
started on the 15" December, 2022 and is continuing even till this date.

| had approached even the Union Ministry of Home Affairs to look into the
matter but so far, nothing is coming forthwith.

Therefore, | urge upon your indulgence to see that this is cleared as soon

as possible because the fundamental rights of the people are not taken care of.

SHRI ANTO ANTONY (PATHANAMTHITTA): Hon. Chairman, Sir, here, | would
request the Government to take urgent steps to exclude Angel Valley and Pampa
Valley of Erumely Grama Panchayat, Kottayam District from the Periyar Tiger
Reserve.

According to the recent notification issued as per the direction of the hon.
Supreme Court, these two wards of Erumely Grama Panchayat come under the
buffer zone, and are included in the Periyar Tiger Reserve. Before India’s
Independence, the Government of Thirukochi gave approval for using the land for
cultivation under the “Grow More Food” scheme to overcome the food shortage in
1945. Therefore, the people started cultivation and settlement in these places well
before the declaration of the Wildlife Protection Act in 1972.

Pampa Valley was exempted from the forest land in 1968, and after that,
the Periyar Tiger Reserve came into existence in 1978. The UDF Government of
Kerala led by Shri Oommen Chandy, granted pattayam for nearly 502 hectares of
land 1,200 households.

At present, schools, several private and Government institutions, and
worship places for different communities are functioning there. Most of the
people living here are farmers who have started living there more than 70 years
ago. They are under threat of evacuation because of declaration of forest land.

Being a Member of Parliament, | would request the Government to take

immediate steps to exclude Pampa Valley and Angel Valley of Erumely

Hon. Chairperson, | am thankful to you for allowing me raise an issue in this
august House. Rani Velu Nachiyar, Queen of Sivaganga, Tamil Nadu, born on 3"
January, 1730, an inspirational and an iconic personality, was the first Indian
Queen, who had actually waged war against the British East India Company.

But nothing has yet been named after Queen
Velu Nachiyar, who was a versatile personality. She could speak 12 languages
including Urdu, French and English; and was very well versatile in warfare,
archery and martial arts.

So, | would like to request the Union Government as well as the hon.
Defence Minister to name one of the fast patrol vessels of the Indian Coast Guard
after Rani Velu Nachiyar, the Queen of Sivaganga.

Sir, the Integrated Child Development Programme is the most revolutionary
social development programme in our country. It was introduced by our former
hon. Prime Minister, Indira Gandhi Ji, in 1975. | am raising a matter related to the
Anganwadi teachers and helpers. They are addressing the concerns of nutritional
deficiencies of the new-born babies, pregnant ladies, children and teenage girls
but they are not recognised with as much concern as their commitments and hard
work they give to our nation.

They
should get minimum wages and salaries, whichever are applicable to other
labourers and workers.

They
should also get ESI facilities and other benefits like pension, gratuity, Provident
Fund, etc. In the State of Kerala, they are getting a salary of about Rs.12,500. Of
this, the Central share is about Rs.4500. Therefore, | would request the

Government to increase the Central share up to Rs.10,000. Thank you. Sir.
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SHRIMATI SANGEETA KUMARI SINGH DEO (BOLANGIR): Sir, there is a
Composite Regional Centre (CRC) in my constituency, and it has been in
operation since 2015 under SVNIRTAR Olatpur, Cuttack. This centre was
upgraded to CRC SRE in June 2018 with services ranging from academic to
clinical. The Centre’s objective is to provide both preventive and promotional
aspects of rehabilitation for specially-abled persons.

Prime Minister of the country to correct this inconsistency and let Gombhariguda
be part of Dasmanthpur block and Koraput District so that the injustice which is
being done for the last 75 will be rectified and the villagers are properly
addressed.

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SHRI UTTAM KUMAR REDDY (NALGONDA): Chairman, Sir, | thank you for the
opportunity given to me to speak on the Resolution moved by Shri N. Reddeppa
regarding Railways. The Railway Minister is here and | wish to take this
opportunity to appeal to you to sanction pending issues of Telangana State and of
my Constituency.

As per Section 93, Schedule 13 of the Andhra Pradesh Reorganisation Act,
2014, Rapid Rail Connectivity Projects were supposed to be started and
completed by 2024, but none have been started as yet. As a follow-up of this
provision, we had been repeatedly appealing for high-speed rail connectivity from
Hyderabad to Vijayawada in Andhra Pradesh via Narketpalli, Nakrekal, Suryapet
and Kodad. The land has already been acquired adjacent to the National Highway
65 and no land acquisition is required. We once again appeal to the Railway
Minister to sanction a direct Railway line from Hyderabad to Vijayawada via
Suryapet and Kodad, and provide high-speed Rail connectivity.

Sir, through you, | wish to appeal to the Railway Minister that there is a
proposed Railway line between Dornakal and Miryalaguda via Mudigonda,
Nelakondapalli, Kodad, Huzurnagar and Nereducherla. | wish to request the
Railway Minister to consider early completion of the Detailed Project Report and
early commencement of work on this line.

Through you, | would like to bring to the notice of the Government that this
is a very high potential area, being the hub of cement manufacturing in India and
also of rice milling in India. This railway line, when completed, from Dornakal to

Miryalaguda via Mudigonda, Nelakondapalli, Koad, Huzurnagar,
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and Nereducherla, will also give you a good return on investment, and the line
itself will be economically and financially viable for the Railways.

Through you, | would like to appeal to the Railway Minister about a goods
train that is now running from Jaggayapet in Andhra Pradesh to Melacheru to
Mattampally to Jaanpad to Miryalaguda. Only a goods train runs on this route. We
have been appealing to the Railways for quite some time to also run passenger
trains on this route. We were informed that the Commissioner of Railway Safety is
not permitting passenger trains to run on this route. Through you, | would like to
bring to the notice of the Government that it would not be desirable for a railway
line on which goods trains are running, to be converted to a line on which
passenger trains can run. | wish to request that passenger trains be run on this
route from Jaggayapet in Andhra Pradesh to Melacheru to Mattampally to
Jaanpad to Miryalaguda in Hyderabad and | also request a shuttle train from
Melacheru to Hyderabad. Through you, | wish to bring to the notice of the Railway
Minister that at Miryalaguda railway station in my parliamentary constituency,
several high speed trains were stopping before COVID-19, but in the changes
made post-COVID-19, the stoppings had been removed. | wish to appeal to you
that all high speed trains passing through Miryalaguda must stop at Miryalaguda.

Also, Sir, | would like to appeal to the Railway Ministry for the
modernisation and beautification of railway stations under the Adarsh Station
Scheme and please take up some rural railway stations also. | appeal to you to
take up Miryalaguda and Nalgonda railway stations for modernisation and

beautification.
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Finally, | would like to remind the Railway Minister that a railway coach
factory in Kazipet was guaranteed in the Reorganisation Act that created
Telangana State. However, even after nine years, this Government does not talk
about it. | wish to bring to the notice of the Railway Minister that Vande Bharat
coaches are manufactured in a private company by the name, Medha, in
Hyderabad, and sent to the ICF and RCF in Perambur and Kapurthala,
respectively. We wish to appeal to you that as per the assurance given in the
Andhra Pradesh Reorganisation Act, the same shell of the Vande Bharat coach,
which is being manufactured in Hyderabad, the completion of the coach, instead
of sending it to Perambur or to Kapurthala, please get the completion work at

least done in Kazipet in Telangana.
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SHRI LAVU SRIKRISHNA DEVARAYALU (NARASARAOPET): Sir, this is
moved by our Party Member, Shri Shri Reddeppa Nallakonda Gari. There are
three requests that he is asking in this Private Members Resolution, which is
regarding operationalisation of South Coast Railway Zone and creation of a
Railway Recruitment Board. This was a promise that was made in the Andhra
Pradesh Reorganisation Act, 2014. It has been almost nine years since this Act
came into effect. Andhra Pradesh's people have been waiting for this railway
zone to happen. It has been promised and agreed upon that it would be
established, but we still are not able to see a single building that has come up
with regard to this zone, Sir. We demand on behalf of the people of Andhra
Pradesh that this Railway zone be established as soon as possible.

With respect to the Railway Recruitment Board, a lot of youth are job-ready,
but they have to go to faraway places to write the exam. We also demand that
this Railway Recruitment Board, which has also been promised, be established at
Visakhapatnam.

The other request is for the country's railway stations to be modernised and
upgraded. | spoke about it earlier as well. The Railway Ministry is upgrading it and
has budgeted heavily for it. This year alone, for Andhra Pradesh, they have given
almost Rs.8,700 crore, correct me if | am wrong.

Every year, even last year also, they gave Rs. 7000 crore. If you look at the
expenditure, not even 50 or 60 per cent is spent. This year also, they kept about
Rs. 8,400 crore. | do not know whether they are going to spend it or not. The

reason is that the capital expenditure that the Railways has put up for Andhra
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Pradesh is actually for laying the new railway line. There were new railway lines
proposed for Andhra Pradesh, The agreements were made before 2014, before
our State got bifurcated, when we had good revenues in our State. After our State
got bifurcated, we had a revenue deficit, which everyone knows in this House. For
the last nine years, we have been talking about it. After the revenue deficit, it has
been the situation for Andhra Pradesh for the last nine years that we are urging
the Railway Minister and the Railway Board to reconsider the agreements that
were made with Andhra Pradesh in regard to new railway lines that have been
proposed. For example, in my constituency, from Nadikudi to Srikalahasti, the
railway line is very much needed.

Earlier, Nishikant ji mentioned about how railway lines have brought a lot of
development and everything, but this railway line is very much needed because
the existing one, whenever there is a huge flood or cyclone, always get disturbed.
The work for the second railway line has been pending for so long. The reason
they keep on giving is that the State Government is not giving land but
agreements were made before 2014. | request the Ministry to sit with the State
Government and revise these agreements because they have done that before in
Jharkhand and Bihar. They have given that provision so that the State
Government chips in lesser amount than was actually agreed upon to complete
the project. We are requesting the Railway Minister to do the same thing for all
the new railway lines that have been proposed for Andhra Pradesh.

| just want to know from the Railway Minister whether the Ministry is looking

at the railways as a business or the service. | understand that the railway freight is
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a business but they need to look at passengers as service. For example, look at
Andhra Pradesh or Tamil Nadu. We all run RTC buses in our State. If we look at it
as business, we will be closing all the RTC services because none will be making
money. In my constituency, almost 17 or 18 trains were running before COVID-19
and there were enough stoppages which have reduced to seven. | request the
Railway Minister to consider those trains. We are requesting again and again. We
came into this situation wherein instead of asking for a new train, we have to ask
for reinstatement of the old train. It is so embarrassing to even go to the
constituency because the people ask us, "Sir, earlier we had 17 trains running.
How can you bring it down to only 7?" So, | want to know whether the Railway
Minister is looking at it as a business or a service.

In my Guntur district, trains were running for the last hundred years, | have
seen how growth has taken place in the Guntur district. Education has come in
and trade has expanded. So, | want to know whether the Minister is looking at it
as a business, hence cutting down on trains. They are putting this idea in our
mind. For Vande Bharat Express, ticket cost is five times or six times of the
normal ticket. Vande Bharat Express is meant for one segment of people but for
middle class or lower-middle class, we need to restart the trains that were running
before COVID-19. | urge upon the Minister to restart the trains and | also urge
upon the Minister to fulfil whatever promises they made regarding the A. P.
Reorganisation Act, the South Coast Railway Zone, and the Railway Recruitment

Board to be established in Vizag.
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HON. CHAIRPERSON: Hon. Members, | have to inform that two hours have
already been taken on this resolution thus almost exhausting the time allotted for
discussion.

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SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB: Sir, initially | should say, as we are deliberating
on the functioning of Railways, special focus is on Andhra Pradesh. The largest
transportation and logistics that we have in our country is unique in the world. It is
the fourth largest transportation system that we have. When the Budget has just
been discussed, | would say on Railways we find a significant feature. It has set
aside nearly a quarter of its total capex outlay of around Rs.10 lakh crore. The
budgetary support amounts to Rs.2.4 lakh crore. The goal is to raise the share of
railway freight traffic from 27 per cent, the road transport share is 64 per cent, to
45 per cent. That is the aim that Railways has now. Freight earnings are 2.5 times
the passenger earnings. It is possible to improve on both counts.

The Railways must adapt to become a transporter of FMCG, automobiles,
and other high value products for which last-mile connect is important. On the
passenger side, upper class travel should remain competitive vis-a-vis air and
road travel. There is scope to raise both traffic and freight revenue despite
pensions at over 25 per cent of the total operating expenses. | would come to my

constituency aspect a little later.

Central Railway has been created by taking away portions of Andhra Pradesh
from East Coast Railway thereby effectively making East Coast Railway a very
small Railway with less relevance.

The Government of Odisha and the hon. Chief Minister Naveen Patnaik
have repeatedly asked for unification of all railway assets over Odisha State
under East Coast Railway headquarters at Bhubaneswar. Here the question lies.
A mistake was made some nine years ago when bifurcation of Andhra Pradesh
occurred. When Lok Sabha discussed it, deliberated, there was difference of
opinion also. A lot of trouble also happened in the Well of the House. You were
also a witness to that. | was also attacked with pepper spray and | had to run out.
So, | fully remember my experience that day. But during that discussion in Lok
Sabha, there was no mention about formation of another zone at Visakhapatnam;
neither it was there in the Bill. But when it went to the Rajya Sabha, because of
strong opposition during some discussion, this was incorporated and
subsequently it came to Lok Sabha again. But here, | would say, for the first time,
a State-specific zone was created by that law.

If that is so, Odisha’s demand is this. Why do you not make a State-
specific zone, East Coast Railway? You have a part of it in Bilaspur, a part of it in
South Eastern Railway. Now, a part of it also goes to Visakhapatnam. Ultimately
what will remain is only Sambalpur Division and Khurda Road Division.
Jharsuguda is not there; Rourkela is not there. Most of the Ib Valley transport will

be not there. So, how can this zone survive? If you are making a zone functional
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in Visakhapatnam, it is high time that you thought of having all the areas under
Odisha under one zone about which our Chief Minister has also written to the
Government.

Jharsuguda-Barsuan-Kiriburu, Rourkela-Nuagaon, and Jharsuguda-Himgiri
sections under a new division at Rourkela is necessary. Banspani-Padapahar,
Rupsa-Bangiriposi and Bhadrak-Laxmannath sections under a new division at
Jajpur or Jajpur-Keonjhar Road is also necessary. These are the two new
divisions which we require.

He said that if Rs.1,000 is there, he
would lay the foundation. He went there to lay the foundation of three railway
bridges.
