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(ii) Regarding legislation to guarantee Parja Patta rights for tea and
Cinchona garden workers

SHRI RAJU BISTA (DARJEELING): The 171" report of the Parliamentary
Standing Committee on Commerce has noted that the tea garden workers of
Darjeeling hills, Terai and Dooars are exploited and they continue to live a life
of servitude under a feudalistic set up. One of the main forms of exploitation is
that even 76-years after our Independence, the workers don’t have right to
their ancestral land. Successive State Governments have refused their rights.
The Government of West Bengal is now proposing to give them the same
Patta rights that’s given to the refugees and landless people. Tea garden and
Cinchona garden workers are not landless or refugees. They have their
ancestral land. They don’t have the Government document related to their
land. West Bengal Government is denying them land rights, as they want to
allegedly hand over these land to real estate mafia. The Parliamentary
Standing Committee has recommended a national law for ensuring land rights
to our tea garden and cinchona garden workers. The only way to ensure
justice for them is through suitable legislation enacted by Parliament. | request
the Union Government to bring a legislation to guarantee Parja Patta rights for

our tea and cinchona garden workers on the lines of the Forest Rights Act.

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(vi) Regarding irregularities in the implementation of the PMAY in West
Bengal
DR. SUKANTA MAJUMDAR (BALURGHAT): There are huge malpractices in
PMAY in West Bengal. The Urban Local Bodies in West Bengal did not follow
the procedures prescribed for conducting the survey for assessing the demand
for housing. The improper survey carried the risk of exclusion of eligible
beneficiaries.

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(xiii) Regarding extension of Multi-Modal Transport System (MMTS)
phase-ll from Ghatkesar to Jangaon in Telangana
SHRI KOMATI REDDY VENKAT REDDY (BHONGIR): | would like to draw the
kind attention of the Government regarding the need to take up the project of
extension of Multi-Modal Transport System (MMTS) Phase- Il from Ghatkesar
to Jangaon in Telangana. Ministry of Railways has already sanctioned the
work of extension of MMTS Phase-Il from Ghatkesar to Raigiri (Yadadri) for
catering to the needs of suburban travel in and around Hyderabad in the year
2016-17 at a cost of Rs. 412.26 crore as cost sharing project with 2/3rd of the
funds to be provided by Government of Telangana. However, till now, no funds
have been provided by the State Government and people are facing hardships
in commuting between Hyderabad and Yadadri. Further, this project needs to
be extended up to Jangaon which is a busy sub-urban town in Hyderabad
outskirts to provide regular commuter facility for the people of Jangaon,
Bhongir and devotees visiting Yadadri temple to Hyderabad. Hence, | request
the Hon’ble Minister of Railways, that the MMTS project of Ghatkesar-Yadadri-
Jangaon i.e. about 60 kilometers may be fully funded by the Ministry, without
insisting for share from the State to meet the aspirations of the people of

Telangana.

(xiv) Regarding stoppage of trains at Keeranur Railway station,
Pudukottai district, Tamil Nadu

SHRI SU. THIRUNAVUKKARASAR (TIRUCHIRAPPALLI): Keeranur, a Town
Panchayat and Taluk Headquarter is located in Pudukottai District, Tamil
Nadu. It is the third biggest centre after Pudukottai and Aranthangi. From
Keeranur — IIM, Anna University Regional Campus and Bharathidasan
University are nearer as compared to Trichy. The railway station at Keeranur
is used by about 50,000 people from Keeranur and the surrounding hundred
vilages. Railways have suspended stoppage of Trichy — Rameswaram
Passenger at Keeranur after its upgradation as Express Train whereas
stoppage is continuing at smaller stations like Kumaramangalam and Vellanur.
As a result, the people are facing lot of difficulties, particularly, the students.
Besides, there has been a persistent demand to provide stoppage of Pallvan
and Sethu Express Trains at Keeranur. The passengers have to go at least 29
kms. to Tiruchirappalli or 24 kms. to Pudukottai respectively to catch their
trains and they are not in a position to spend huge amount of money for their
travel.

As the train services are basically meant for the benefit of general public,
| humbly urge upon Hon’ble Minister of Railways to kindly take immediate
necessary action to provide stoppage of (i) Trichy — Rameswaram (ii) Pallavan

and (iii) Sethu Express trains at Keeranur Railway Station.
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(xv) Regarding human-animal conflict in Kerala

SHRI K. MURALEEDHARAN (VADAKARA): State Chief Wildlife Warden of
Kerala recently stated that wild tuskers alone killed 105 persons in Kerala
between 2018 and 2022. Almost every day, Kerala is waking up to a new
incident of human-animal conflict, mostly involving elephants, tigers, leopards,
wild bores and monkeys. This has put farmers, especially in the three most-
affected districts, Wayanad, Palakkad, and Idukki in a collision course with the
wildlife. The wildlife population in Kerala's forests has exploded in recent years
and there is no space left for them despite the "increase in forest cover". A
wild-elephant has recently unleashed terror on the residents of the Dhoni
village of Palakad and killed a senior citizen on July 8, 2022. On January 12,
2023, a 50-year-old farmer from Wayanad district was killed by a tiger.

Hence, | request the Government that at least some of the tigers and
elephants should be captured and relocated to other forests. Solar and bio-
fencing around the protected forests and wildlife sanctuaries in the State must
be expedited. | request the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate
Change to send an expert team to Kerala for finding a permanent solution for

human-animal conflict in the State.
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(xvi) Regarding opening of rural bank branches in Tenkasi Parliamentary
Constituency
SHRI DHANUSH M. KUMAR (TENKASI): The Banking sector in the country
comprising both Nationalized banks and the Reserve Bank of India is
controlling our financial system. For the economic development of rural areas
in the country, opening of more and more bank branches in rural areas is
inevitable. Payments under various Government programmes, like payment of
pensions to poor people and old people are made only through bank accounts.
Scholarships to students are also given only through bank accounts. For
educational loans also, one has to go only to the banks. So, there is a need to
open more rural bank branches in Tenkasi Parliamentary Constituency in
Tamil Nadu which is predominantly rural based.
Therefore, | urge upon the Government to open more rural bank
branches in my Parliamentary constituency of Tenkasi for the sake of the

development of the area and to ensure the welfare of the people.
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(xvii) Regarding healthcare facilities and supportive care for children
diagnosed with cancer

SHRI S. JAGATHRAKSHAKAN (ARAKKONAM): Approximately, 50,000
children are diagnosed with cancer every year in India, and less than 30% are
cured in low- and middle-income countries (LMICs) like India. It is predicted
that over 9 million deaths will take place in LMICs, and in the next 30 years,
around 13.7 million children worldwide will be diagnosed with cancer and a
staggering 11.1 million children would succumb to it if adequate attention to
health care services and cancer treatment is not paid.

Childhood cancer accounts for around 2-4 per cent of overall cancer in
Indian population, and an estimated 15 to 45 per cent of children are cured of
cancer in India as compared to more than 80 per cent in high-income
countries.

Government should invest and strategically collaborate to ensure that
children have access to timely diagnosis, holistic and supportive care including
nutrition through their treatment, and support families to complete their child’s

treatment.
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(xviii) Regarding pending dues of West Bengal from Central Government
under the MGNREGS
PROF. SOUGATA RAY (DUM DUM): West Bengal is being deprived of its
dues by the Central Government. The total dues of West Bengal from Central
Government amount to more than Rupees One Lakh crore. Of this, the most
serious due is regarding the wage component of MGNREGS, which amounts
to Rupees 7,3000 crore. As a result of the dues, the State Government is not
being able to pay the dues to the landless labourers under the MGNREGS.
This is extremely unacceptable even if the Centre has some grievances
against the State Government or there are some technical problems. Poor
people should not be deprived and these dues should be paid by the Central

Government immediately.

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(xx) Regarding measures for prevention of anaemia among women in the
country particularly in Odisha
SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): | want to bring to the notice of
the Government the prevalence of anaemia among women in Odisha. The
majority of States and Union Territories saw an increase in anaemia among
women and children during the past five years, according to NFHS data. In
comparison to the national average, the percentage of anaemic women aged
15 to 49 increased by around 4 percentage points, or from 53.1% in NFHS 4 to
57% in NFHS 5. When these figures were taken into account for Odisha, the
figures increased significantly. During NFHS-4 to NFHS-5, the State saw a rise
of almost 13 percentage points, or from 51% to 64.3%. In order to understand
the particular problems affecting the effectiveness of the Central Government’s
programmes for anaemia prevention in Odisha. | implore the Government to
conduct a thorough study. To control these raging rates, the Government must
develop a comprehensive plan for the prevention of anaemia in the country,
taking into account the ever-rising rates, the Scheme’s bottlenecks, the impact

of the plan on its results, and the phase-out of redressal mechanisms.
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(xxi) Regarding enhancing the monthly income ceiling limit in ESIC

SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): The wages and salaries of
employees were increased due to inflation and price hike. Even though the
amount was increased, the living standard of the workers were not improved.
As a result of this, the workers were ousted from the benefit of ESI scheme.
But the ESIC is not increasing the ceiling limit so as to provide treatment
facilities to the workers. Due to this most of the deserving poor workers were
not eligible for ESI benefit. The pathetic situation of employees and their
dependents were examined and it is reliably learnt that Central Board of ESIC
had decided to enhance the existing monthly ceiling of Rs. 21000/- to Rs.
40000/-. The decision of the ESIC is pending with the Union Government.
Hence, | request that immediate action for enhancing the monthly
income ceiling limit for availing ESIC to the employees from Rs. 21000/- to Rs.

40000/- be initiated.
