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(vii) Regarding implementation of Garib
Kalyan Yojana in Odisha
SHRI SURESH PUJARI (BARGARH): There were as many as 471 districts in
India in 1992 as against a total of 300 districts in India in 1952. This means
that there was a rise of 57% of districts at the All India level within a span of 40
years as against absolutely no rise in Orissa. During 1993-94, Odisha
converted 13 existing districts into 30 districts. Till then, further district
reorganization has not been made, though there have been agitations in
different parts of Odisha demanding new Districts including a new District of
Padampur in the Bargarh District of my Parliamentary Constituency. That
apart, there are 58 Sub-Divisions in Odisha that needs to be further bifurcated
including the formation of a Sub-Division in Brajrajnagar AC in the district of
Jharsuguda, part of my Parliamentary Constituency. Similarly, the Odisha
government has not reorganized blocks in the State during the last four
decades, the last one was made in 1984, putting the nos of Blocks at 314.
Now, the time has come for the bifurcation of large Blocks and the formation of
new Blocks in Odisha including the bifurcation of Lakhanpur Block in
Jharsuguda having 33 Gram Panchayats into 3 Blocks and the formation of a
new Melchhamunda Block in the District of Bargarh. Though the formation of
Districts/Sub-Divisions/Blocks is a State Subject under the federal system, |
request the Hon'ble Union Minister of Rural Development to impress upon the
Government of Odisha for bifurcation and formation of new Small Districts,

including Padampur, new small Sub-divisions in Odisha including one
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additional one in Jharsuguda District & new small Blocks in Odisha including
two more in Lakhanpur Block of Jharsuguda District and one in Mulchamunda
area in Bargarh District to make administration transparent and closer to the
people and successful implementation of the Garib Kalyan Yojana of the

Central Government led by the Hon'ble Prime Minister Sri Narendra Modi.

(xiii) Need to expand the infrastructure facilities in Kendriya Vidyalaya - |
OFT and Kendriya Vidyalaya - Il, HAPP at Trichy
SHRI SU. THIRUNAVUKKARASAR (TIRUCHIRAPPALLLI): About 40 students
who have appeared for Standard X Board Examination in 2022-2023 from
KV/GOC were disturbed about the admission of their children in Class XI.
Maijority of the parents are of transferable category employees and they cannot
afford private schools. It is learnt that four class rooms are required additionally
for conducting Class Xl in the existing premises and last year, only three
students got admission in the KV/OFT & HAPP, Trichy. Others were forced to
opt private schools by paying exhorbitant fees and they faced untold hardships
and monetary losses. As this is the long pending demand of my Trichirappalli
Constituency, | humbly urge upon the Hon'ble Minister of Education to kindly
take immediate necessary action to ensure admission to the Class X pass out
students in the KV/GOC itself by improving the infrastructural facilities on war-

footing or at the KV-I/OFT & KV-II/HAPP, Trichy at the earliest.
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(xiv) Need to regulate the exorbitant and frequent rise in
airfare between Kozhikode and Gulf regions
SHRI M.K. RAGHAVAN (KOZHIKODE): | raise a serious issue that affects not
only the people of my constituency but also the entire Malabar region as a
whole. Our people depend upon this air connectivity for tourism, health, export
and agricultural needs. As you are already aware, Calicut airport is one of the
highly profitable airports of the country. When the 26 acres of land were
available for nearly 35 years on the eastern side of airport, no efforts were
made to acquire the same. Now the haste shown in curtailing the runway is
highly questionable. In recent years certain people with hidden intentions are
trying to cut the wings of this airport for certain private sector airports. These
lobbyists are finding one reason after another to stop developmental works at
Calicut airport. This airport as you already know is our gateway to Gulf and is
used by large number of people. Instead of mutual blame gaming, both centre
and state must take joint efforts to do everything possible to protect Calicut
airport. | also request the Hon'ble Minister of Civil Aviation to find a solution to
regulate the exorbitant and frequent rise in airfare between Kozhikode and Gulf

regions which affects Pravasis very badly.
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(xv) Regarding utilisation of Indian share of water
under the Indus Water Treaty
SHRI RAVNEET SINGH (LUDHIANA): Punjab was once comfortably placed in
terms of water availability but over the years, the situation deteriorated and
there is huge shortage of water in the region. However, it is an irony that most
of India's share of water borne out of Indus Water Treaty of 1960 has been
flowing into Pakistan. Shahpur Kandi National Project aims to utilize the full
water of River Ravi in Indian territory. This project which has been badly
delayed has the potential to irrigate 5000 hectares of land in Punjab and
31,000 hectares of land in Jammu and Kashmir's Sambha and Kathua districts.
This project besides helping in lifting socio-economic conditions of the people
also has immense tourist potential. Due to decrease in flow at Harike wetland
and deforestation etc. in the catchment area, the wetland is reducing
drastically in last few years. Besides, it receives large quantities of untreated
industrial effluents from surrounding cities through inflowing rivers, which is
threatening its very existence. | urge upon the Government to take urgent
measures towards speedy completion of Shahpur Kandi Project and better
management of Harike wetland to ensure maximum utilisation of Indian share

of water under Indus Water Treaty in the larger interest of Punjab.
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(xvi) Need to remove country-breed dogs in Tamil Nadu from the
list of wild animals and to set up ‘Country-breed
Dog Welfare Board’
DR. T. R. PAARIVENDHAR (PERAMBALUR): In Tamil Nadu the livelihood of
more than 50 lakh people living in the districts of Virudhunagar, Erode.
Tirunelvelli, Tenkasi, Tuticorin, Salem, Namakkal Theni, Tiruchirappalli,
Pudukkottai, Tanjore, Sivaganga, Ramanathapuram and Madurai are
dependent on the indigenous breed of dogs. During the 'Chithirai and "Aadi"
festivals celebrated in the northern and southern districts of Tamil Nadu,
respectively, these country breed dogs are used to hunt rabbits and the
villagers offer the same before God in temples. These Hindu festivals are held
annually with religious fervour upholding the cultural ethos. Similar to the
Jallikattu bulls, these indigenous breed of dogs are attached to the lives and
cultures of Tamils. This indigenous breed of dogs have in them a sense of
caution, loyalty, boldness and adaptability that is why our ancient kings had a
separate "Country breed dog force" in their army. If two or three dogs come
together, they can even defeat a horse or an elephant. Officials of forest
department put so many restrictions and threats to the tribal people living in
forests and adjoining areas for using country-breed dogs for hunting and to
drive away the dangerous animals from entering into their habitats. As the
rabbits and country-breed dogs are in the list of wild animals, and forest
officials put a ban on such activities continuously. | urge that the Union

Government should give approval for removing the country-breed dogs and
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rabbits from the list of wild animals as per the long pending demand of the
people who rear such breeds. There is no recognition or permission for
reproducting country-breed dogs in a traditional way. | urge that Union
Government should give approval for this on an urgent basis. There should be
a separate law for protection of country-breed dogs besides setting up a
*Country-breed Dog Welfare Board' at the national level by the Union
Government. Reproduction centers should be opened in all the districts for
protection and reproduction of these indigenous breeds of dogs. Drugs should
be provided free of cost to all the district veterinary hospitals for treating
dangerous diseases like brain fever seizures, rabies in country-breed dogs
caused by 9 types of viruses including the parvovirus. | urge that indigenous
breed of dogs should be aptly used in important force like the Army, Police and

disaster relief force.
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(xvii) Regarding setting up of a Defence Research Centre at
Dharmapuri, Tamil Nadu

DR. DNV SENTHILKUMAR S. (DHARMAPURI): | would like to draw the kind
attention of the Government towards the initiative taken by DRDO for setting
up Defence Research Centre in my Parliamentary Constituency which was
proposed in the year 2010 at Dharmapuri, Tamil Nadu. The State Government
and District administration have identified the land for the said purpose at
Nekkundhi village, Dharmapuri District. The DRDO officials had also inspected
the said site. Nevertheless the proposed project has not yet commenced.
Dharmapuri is an industrially backward area and hence the role of this project
as an employment generator and in aiding the district to become industrially
rich area gains significance. As estimated, this DRDO Research Centre will
generate employment for 15,000 people and will act as a push for the Make in
India initiative. | would, therefore, urge upon the Hon'ble Minister of Defence to
direct the DRDO to forthwith commence the work towards expediting the
proposed project and commence the research centre for betterment of

Dharmapuri District.
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(xviii) Regarding release of the pending dues of MGNREGA and PMAY
along with other Central Schemes to West Bengal
PROF. SOUGATA RAY (DUM DUM): | would like to raise an important issue
regarding sanction/release of MGNREGA funds worth 7,000 crore dues to the
state of West Bengal. The funds allocated for other central welfare plans, such
as rural-road building, PM Awas Yojana and scholarships for needy students
are also not being released on time to the State of West Bengal. The Chief
Minister of West Bengal has requested several times for the release of Central
dues of MGNREGA pertaining to the State of West Bengal. Despite being
deprived of the Central funds, West Bengal had been able to create 10 lakh
man-days, under which jobs have been provided to 10 lakhs job-card holders.
Regarding the housing scheme, both the Union and the State governments
have their shares of contribution under the scheme. Despite the Union
Government's reluctance to release Central funds, the State Government is
determined to go ahead with its project for developing rural road network in the
state. | urge upon the Union Government to release the pending dues of
MGNREGA and PMAY along with other Central Schemes to the State of West

Bengal.
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(xix) Need to remove GST on handloom products

SHRIMATI PRATIMA MONDAL (JAYNAGAR): Handloom Sector is one of the
largest unorganized sector in India and forms an integrated part of Rural and
Semi Rural livelihood. The highly decentralized industry mostly has women in
its workforce. The imposition of GST on this sector has led to a creation of an
undesirable environment restricting growth. A weaver is attracting GST at
every stage of production starting from buying yarn to dying the cloth. This
results in an increase in the price of finished products. Due to this, machine
made products are preferred due to lower price. Handloom products which
were highly in demand have been negatively impacted. This coupled with the
blow of pandemic has pushed thousands of weaver into poverty and change of
occupation. In order to protect the cultured heritage of handloom production

and safeguard the weaver the Government must remove the GST.
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(xx) Need for policies to ensure the rehabilitation of
people involved in manual scavenging
SHRIMATI CHINTA ANURADHA (AMALAPURAM): The inhumane and
discriminatory practice of Manual Scavenging involves individuals, from
marginalized communities, being forced to manually clean human waste from
dry latrines, sewers, and septic tanks. This practice violates the fundamental
rights of life and equality of these individuals The persistence of manual
scavenging is a grave violation of human rights, dignity, and equality. Data
from the Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment indicate that thousands
of individuals, continue to engage in manual scavenging across the country as
their only source of employment. The Supreme Court, in Safai Karamchari
Andolan v. Union of India 1 has highlighted the need for comprehensive
rehabilitation measures, including alternative livelihood opportunities, skill
development, and education for affected individuals. To combat this issue,
strict adherence to existing laws, such as the Prohibition of Employment as
Manual Scavengers and their Rehabilitation Act, 2013, is crucial. The Central
Government must allocate sufficient funds for the development of mechanized
cleaning technologies, proper sanitation facilities and ensure that it reaches the
target beneficiaries. | request the Hon'ble Minister of Social Justice and
Empowerment to form policies to ensure the rehabilitation of people involved in

manual scavenging.
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(xxi) Regarding implementation of the recommendations
made by LIC and GIPSA Boards for retired
employees of LIC and PSGI
SHRI JAYADEV GALLA (GUNTUR): Life Insurance Co-operation and Public
Sector General Insurance Companies family pensioners have been
representing that they are being paid family pension @15% of basic pay at the
time of retirement without any increase for nearly 3 decades, but, family
pension for retired employees of RBI, NABARD, RRBS and PSBS enhanced to
30% without any ceiling. | feel that there should not be any discrimination in
pension between these two categories of employees. The Board of LIC and
the Governing Body of General Insurer's Public Sector Association have
recommended for enhancing family pension to 30% without any ceiling during
2019 and 2021 respectively. But, decision from Government of India is still
pending. Rise in inflation and cost of living has gone up by leaps and bounds
and it is not easy for family pensioners to cope up with paltry family pension.
Hence, | request the Hon'ble Finance Minister to implement the
recommendations made by LIC and GIPSA Boards for retired employees of

LIC and PSGI.
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(xxii) Need to withdraw the Import duty on cotton

SHRI K. SUBBARAYAN (TIRUPPUR): Textile and Apparel Sector in India is
facing a historically unprecedented financial crisis. This sector provides major
employment. Minister of Textile reports that 45 million people are directly
employed and 60 million are employed in the allied Industries. Since 2014,
these sectors have suffered a severe setback. Global market share of textile
and apparel has declined significantly. This is due to neglect and wrong
policies and Demonetisation, GST, high cost of power, fluctuating cost of
cotton and polyester yarn etc. The 11% import duty imposed on cotton has
created uneven competition in International Market. Policies on Polyester
Manufacturing Sector and Man-made Fibre add to the crisis. Russia Ukraine
war, International Financial Crisis, inflation etc have been also impacted.
Banks refuse fresh credit to textile mills at a time when they most need
financial support. In order to save the industry, measures such as production of
cotton yarn and Value Added Products through NTC mills, withdrawal of import
duty of 11% on cotton, extension of moratorium on EMI offered for 3 years to 6
years is needed. Extension of one year moratorium to repay principal amount
and provision of fresh loans through banks may be made. Policies may be

made in consultation with the Textile Manufacturers Associations.

(Interruptions) It also broadens the
application of the term ‘informant’ in case of the registration of birth or death,
by accounting for jailors in case of births in jail or the managers of hotels or
lodges in case of births in such a place, among others. ... (Interruptions)
However, necessary provision of Aadhaar details of parents and informants to
register a birth or death with the Registrar is not entirely clear.

In a democracy, the Government must be transparent and the citizen’s
life must be protected but this Government believes in the opposite. ...

(Interruptions) When we ask for data on poverty or death during COVID-19
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time, the Government says no data is available. But the Government feels it is
entitled to collect all our personal and private data and use it for its own ends.

. (Interruptions) There is a phrase in English called ‘Peeping Tom'. In
Hindustani phrase it should be called as ‘Jhankoo Uncle’ considering the way
the Government is indulging in. ... (Interruptions)

The proposed Section 3, sub-section 3(A) violates the fundamental right
to privacy guaranteed by the Constitution and as recognised by the Supreme
Court in the Puttaswamy vs. Union of India judgement. ... (Interruptions)

The information collected under the RP Act, Aadhaar Act, National Food
Security Act, Passport Act, and the Motor Vehicle (Amendment) Act is
collected for that purpose alone. Interlinking and centralising such diverse
database violates the principle of purpose limitation which is at the heart of
right to privacy. ... (Interruptions).

The test laid down in the Puttaswamy case requires that there must be a
statute for any State action that infringes on the right to privacy. In the case of
NPR, no statute exists. The Citizenship Act, 1955 has no reference to any
popular registration. This is backdoor NRC, and it is completely
unconstitutional. ... (Interruptions). The Government must first tell us when the
Census is going to happen.

Linking of the proposed National Database under the RBD Act with
electoral rolls is fraught with Constitutional impropriety. ...

Lastly, the Puttaswamy judgement laid down three-fold tests, namely,
legality, necessity, and proportionality.

(Interruptions) The centralised database will enable creation
of mass surveillance infrastructure that may be used for profiling, targeting and
discriminating against citizens. ... (Interruptions)

Sir, amendment to Section 17 is blatantly anti-poor as it extends to any
person whose birth was not registered or incorrectly registered. Sir, 38 per cent
of children under the age of five do not have birth certificates. ... (Interruptions)
Sir, in the year 2015-16, 62.3 per cent of children under the age of five had
their births registered, and they possessed a birth certificate.

The National Family Health Survey-1V says that only 56.4 per cent of the
people in rural areas had registered births, and possessed birth certificates
whereas 82 per cent of children under the age of five in the richest wealth
group had their births registered and possessed birth certificates.
