SHRI CHANDRA SEKHAR SAHU (BEHRAMPUR): Sir, food is one of the basic
necessities for sustenance of life. Pure, fresh, and healthy diet is most essential
for the health of the people. Adulteration of food items is so rampant, widespread,
and persistent that the existing mechanism has been found not enough for
making a drastic remedy. Adulteration of food and food items is still a major issue
that many come across in the country. It may not be visible to the naked eye but
the longstanding effects of such adulteration may impact one’s health and
wellbeing. The existing mechanism has so far not been able to make any drastic
change to stop total food adulteration. The existing law enforcement agencies
whether of the Union Government or the State Governments do not have enough
manpower mechanism and funds to check and stop adulteration of food and food
items.

Sir, we have also seen the results, outcome and achievements of FSSAI in
stopping the adulteration in food and food items so far in the country. Now, the
time has come for each and every citizen of the country to participate to come up
against food adulteration. The Government should launch a movement like it did
for clean India, that is, Swachh Bharat Abhiyan, and provide sufficient funds to

the States for the success to this movement against food adulteration. Thank you.
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DR. M. P. ABDUSSAMAD SAMADANI (MALAPPURAM): Sir, | would like to
draw the attention of this Government through this august House to certain
difficulties faced by the people in connection with the ongoing development work
of National Highway no.66, especially in my constituency.

Sir, the development work is laudable. It is very essential. People have
welcomed it and have always cooperated in all manners possible. But they have
certain difficulties and grievances with regard to the work that is going on. For
example, the intersection of Areekode Parappanangadi State highway with NH-66
at Kolappuram junction in my constituency is inadequately designed,
necessitating an additional travel of five kilometers to various locations. A proper
design of this intersection is urgently required. Both the junctions at Thazhe
Chelari road leading to Parappanangadi and the junction at Mele Chelari leading
to Mathappuzha lack sufficient space and the conjunction in the junctions causes
uncontrolled traffic block.

Sir, longstanding demands from the public for flyovers or underpasses at
[rumbu Cholam, Velimukku, Kohinoor, Pengotturmad, and Parammal locations
remain unaddressed and need solution. Panchayat roads like Parappulakkal and
Kuzhimpattupadam have a level difference, and entry to the service road is not
feasible. There is a very serious problem of drainage at various places. Drainage
and culvert outlets causing flood in several places require proper connection to
natural streams. Adequate arrangements for access from the highway to

residential and commercial plots are needed.
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Sir, Kerala is a thickly populated State. While making these designs and
plans, these factors had to be addressed at the very outset. But there are serious
deficiencies in this regard, and people are facing serious problems. | urge upon
the Government to take a serious note of the situation, and intervene in this
matter to find an urgent solution to the difficulties being faced by the people.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Shri Jamyang Tsering Namgyal — Not present.

Shri Sanjeev Kumar Singari ji.

DR. SANJEEV KUMAR SINGARI (KURNOOL): Thank you, hon. Chairperson,
for giving me this opportunity to raise this matter of urgent public importance in
this august House.

Sir, this is regarding reclassification of Kurnool city of Andhra Pradesh as a
‘Y’ category city for the purpose of calculating HRA to the Central Government
employees. ....(Interruptions)

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Hon. Members, please take your seats.

DR. SANJEEV KUMAR SINGARI: There are thousands of Central Government
employees in and around the city of Kurnool, who are serving the nation with
dedication. They are the employees of the Ministry of Railways, Department of
BSNL and Department of Posts under the Ministry of Communications, Income
Tax Department under the Central Board of Direct Taxes, Central Excise
Department and Customs Department under the Central Board of Indirect Taxes
and Customs, Central Bureau of Investigation, Ministry of Personnel, Pension and

Public Grievances, Archaeological Survey of India under the Ministry of Culture,
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Indian Meteorological Department under the Ministry of Earth Sciences, and
Kendriya Vidyalaya Sangthan under the Ministry of Education.

Sir, there is a long pending demand for enhancement of HRA from 8 per
cent to 16 per cent. This is a legitimate desire and the right of the people for
which natural justice should be provided. That means that the Government should
fulfil their reasonable demands. These are legitimate demands because Kurnool
city has a population of 5.7 lakh and it has surpassed five lakh mark five years
back. Decision has been kept pending for want of population census which was
due in 2021.

Census could not be conducted due to various reasons, one of which was
COVID crisis.

Sir, we know that all Government schemes are designed as per the
projected population figures. Likewise, enhancing HRA based on projected
population figures is very much reasonable and justifiable. As per the 7" Central
Pay Commission Report, the CCA classification of Indian cities was abolished in
2008 and new classification of X, Y and Z categories came into force. We have
eight X category cities wherein population is more than 50 lakhs. In 2011, two
cities were upgraded from Y to X category. We have 97 Y category cities wherein
population is more than five lakhs. In 2014, 21 cities were upgraded from Z
category to Y category.

Sir, Kurnool city has a population of 5.7 lakhs as certified by local municipal
authorities and revenue authorities. So, Kurnool deserves to be upgraded from Z

category to Y category. The Central Government employees working in and

around Kurnool city will be benefitted. Their HRA will be enhanced from the
present eight per cent to 16 per cent. This justifiable demand of Central
Government employees may be honoured on humanitarian ground.

| request the Government of India to consider enhancement of HRA of
Government employees of Kurnool region from eight per cent to 16 per cent,
pending actual census and re-classification of cities of India.

Thank you.
SHRI S. RAMALINGAM (MAYILADUTHURALI): Sir, the States of Tamil Nadu and
Andhra Pradesh are going to have heavy rainfall in their coastal districts as a
deep depression intensified over the Bay of Bengal, moving north-west, and
evolved into cyclone Michaung.

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SHRI ABDUL KHALEQUE (BARPETA): Thank you so much, Chairman Sir. |
would like to draw the kind attention of the House towards a grave concern that
has plagued the State of Assam for far too long, that is, the relentless issue of
flood and erosion. The State bears the burden of approximately 31.05 lakh
hectares of flood prone area as identified by the Rashtriya Barh Ayog, constituting
a staggering 39.58 per cent of the total land area of the State, whereas the rest of
the country’s combined flood prone area stands at about 10.2 per cent only.

The gravity of the situation cannot be overstated when it is seen that the
flood-prone area of Assam is four times the national mark of the flood-prone area
of the country.

The Assam’s Government projects an increase in extreme rainfall events
by five per cent to 35 per cent and an increase in the rise of flood events by more
than 25 per cent due to climate change. Natural forces cannot be tamed, but
communities can be equipped to pre-empt large-scale disasters. The Government
is majorly investing in rescue and relief measures during the floods. While these
immediate and short-term actions are necessary, there has been no long-term
measures in sight to mitigate the issue.

Similarly, since 1950, over 4.27 lakh hectares -- that is 7.40 per cent of the
Assam’s total area -- have eroded along the Brahmaputra and its tributaries with
an annual average loss of nearly 8,000 hectares. This has led to the
disappearance of 2,500 villages affecting lakhs of people who reside on the

embankments. Even with such severity of the situation in Assam, the absence of
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a proper framework to officially declare floods and erosion as national calamities
hinders in combating these recurring challenges effectively.

Therefore, | urge the hon. Union Home Minister to immediately spearhead
the development of necessary legislative measures that can enable the formal
declaration of floods and erosion as national calamities. Thank you.

SHRIMATI APARUPA PODDAR (ARAMBAGH): Thank you Sir for giving me this
opportunity.

Sir, through you, | would like to draw the attention of the Indian Union
Government towards the vacant positions for Scheduled Castes, Scheduled
Tribes and Other Backward Classes.

Through the data provided by the Ministry of Railways and the Ministry of
Education, it is evident that we are far behind in fulfilling our commitment towards
the inclusion and equality in the society.

In the Indian Railways, 86,211 vacancies for Scheduled Castes, Scheduled
Tribes and Other Backward Classes are there. It is disheartening that 18,600 of
these vacancies were carried over in the previous year. Even the parallel pattern
is witnessed in the Central universities where 46 per cent of the reserved seats
for OBCs, 44 per cent for STs and 37 per cent for SCs still remain unoccupied.
Even in our most prestigious institutions like 1lITs, 2,750 faculty vacancies
reserved for SCs, STs, OBCs and EWS are remaining vacant. This highlights the
magnitude of underrepresentation of our society. It is the constitutional duty of the
Government to ensure the livelihood and the social upliftment of these
communities. In 2014, this Government promised to create 25 crore more jobs. It
is imperative for the Government to fulfil this commitment. | appeal to the
Government to address the vacancies reserved for SCs, STs, and OBCs with a

sense of urgency and transparency in the recruitment process.
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SHRI ANTO ANTONY (PATHANAMTHITTA): Sir, | request the Government to
enhance the upper limit of salary from Rs. 21,000 to Rs. 40,000 for availing ESI
benefits for all the eligible workers in the private sector. An employee getting a
monthly salary of about Rs. 21,000 is out of the ESI coverage. It should be noted
that having understood the growing cost of living in the country, the 6" Pay
Commission under the UPA Government recommended a salary hike in the
Government jobs. The employers in the private sector also revised the salaries of
their employees. As a result, a significant section of workers in the private sector
receives monthly salary beyond Rs. 21,000. Hence, these employees are out of
the purview of the ESI benefits. Therefore, | request the Government to enhance
the salary limit up to Rs. 40,000 per month so that lakhs of beneficiaries can avail
ESI benefits.

SHRI SRIDHAR KOTAGIRI (ELURU): Sir, exactly ten years ago, in the Sixteenth
Lok Sabha, the great State of Andhra Pradesh was divided by making several
promises under the A. P. Reorganisation Act. One of the promises was for
providing a South Coastal Railway Zone in Visakhapatnam. It was finally
approved in the 17" Lok Sabha in 2019, but it is yet to become reality. The DPRs
are still under review. No timeframe was fixed to make this an operational railway
zone while special status is still pending. People of Andhra Pradesh are eagerly
appealing for making other promises a reality and | request the Government to
make our dream for a South Coastal Railway Zone a reality. Also, on a side note,
there is a new Vande Bharat Express from Hyderabad to Visakhapatnam. My

constituency is Eluru which is a district headquarters with almost two lakh people

stop in Eluru. The next stop from Eluru is almost 200 kms in Rajahmundry. |
request the hon.

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SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Thank you hon. Chairman, Sir, for
affording me this opportunity to raise a very serious matter of urgent public
concern as far as my State Kerala is concerned.

Sir, this is a matter with respect to the Coastal Zone Management Plan to
be provided by the Stare Governments. The Coastal Zone Management Plan is
one of the essential pre-requirements so as to implement the amendments in the
Coastal Regulation Zone Notification 2019. The coastal area people, especially,
the fishermen community in my State, are finding it very difficult to construct the
houses even for their livelihood. They are finding it very difficult to continue their
lives in the coastal areas because of this Coastal Regulation Zone Plan. It is
quite unfortunate to note that the State Government has not completed the
process of preparing the Coastal Zone Management Plan. Even the people’s
representatives have not been taken into confidence in preparing the Coastal
Zone Management Plan. In my constituency, most of the coastal area villages
are more than that of the urbanised panchayats. They have not been taken into
consideration in the draft plan preparation. The draft plan is prepared without
considering the development of the coastal panchayats. The coastal panchayats
in my constituency in particular and the State of Kerala in total are much more
developed than the municipalities and corporations which are falling under the
urban zone.

Hence, it is highly necessary to prepare a plan considering the
development of coastal panchayats. It is highly necessary to publish the CRZ

Notification considering the aforesaid facts to protect the coastal population in
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Kerala, particularly, Kollam, my Lok Sabha Constituency. If the 2019 Notification
of coastal regulation has to be made effective, the Coastal Zone Management
Plan has to be issued by the State Government. So, | urge upon the Government
of India to intervene in this matter in the interest of costal fishermen and the
people living in the coastal areas by giving a direction to implement the
Notification by preparing the Coastal Zone Management Plan. Thank you very
much, Sir.

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(xi) Need to recognise Khetowrie and
Ghatwals as Scheduled Tribes
DR. NISHIKANT DUBEY (GODDA): | want to place a piece of great historical
record -- a book titled: ‘The Little World of an Indian District Officer’, written by R.
Carstairs and published by Macmillan & Co., London, in 1912. In this book, there
is a detailed, historical record of the fact that the Santhal Parganas was created
and named in 1855, and thus was the youngest of the Bengal districts. The writer
provides a wonderful account and description of the Ghatwals (guardians of the
passes) and the Khetowrie (Khetauri) and how at the time of the Permanent
Settlement in 1790, every part of the territory was occupied. This details that at
the time of the Permanent Settlement there was not a single Sonthal in the whole
of this area. ‘Bhunyas, Khetowries, Hindoos, Mahomedans, Highlanders -- yes,
but Sonthals, no’. It is a fact that when these findings were recorded and when
the book in question was published, the dispensation of Scheduled Castes and
Tribes did not exist in the context of what it means administratively today. Thus,
the aborigines of the region are the ones who are deprived of their rightful status

and claim to be recognized as Scheduled Tribes.
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(xii) Regarding reconstitution of Joint Consultative Mechanism (JCM) in
ISRO and the Department of Science
DR. SHASHI THAROOR (THIRUVANANTHAPURAM): | wish to draw the
attention of the hon. Minister of State, Department of Science and Technology,
towards the urgent need to reconstitute the Joint Consultative Mechanism (JCM)
within ISRO and the Department of Science. JCM was introduced by the
Government as a negotiation mechanism for employees in Government offices in
1963. In the case of ISRO and DoS, a re-verification process is supposed to take
place every five years, wherein employees can vote and elect two recognised
service associations to the governing and administration councils of these two
premier bodies. The elected service associations would then be qualified and
authorised to participate in the JCM for a period of five years. The last verification
process took place in 2014, and there has been no attempt to reconstitute such a
process in the past 9 years. As a result, there currently exists no suitable
negotiation forum to raise a number of legitimate and pending issues relating to
employees' welfare, working conditions, and benefits. This has naturally had an
adverse effect on the morale of employees, who feel disenfranchised by the lack
of a consultative platform to air their grievances. |, therefore, urge the hon.
Minister to reconstitute the process of JCM within ISRO and the Department of

Science.
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(xiii) Regarding plight of Paddy farmers in Kerala

SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH (MAVELIKKARA): The suffering and agony of
paddy farmers in Kuttanad region in particular and Kerala State in general need
to be addressed and resolved immediately. The paddy farmers of Kerala are
given their dues as bank loan by means of paddy receipt sheets by the State
agency Supplyco and this impractical system has created untold miseries for
paddy farmers and paddy receipt sheet system must be revoked and paddy
farmers must be paid their dues directly in their bank accounts immediately after
procurement of paddy. The Central Government must take immediate steps in
releasing any funds that are in arrears for the State Government to disburse the
arrears payout at the earliest. The compensation of Rs. 50 lakhs must be given to
the families of farmers who have committed suicide for not receiving a bank loan
due to adverse credit rating caused by the failure of State Government in
repaying PRS dues on time which resulted in impacted CIBIL score of innocent
farmers who were denied loans. The Government must also declare a
moratorium on repayment of loans to be repaid by paddy farmers of Kerala State

till such time the crisis of repayment of dues is settled.
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(xiv) Need to establish a National Cardamom Board

ADV. DEAN KURIAKOSE (IDUKKI): The National Turmeric Board was
established recently. However, a cash crop of great national importance,
Cardamom is still under the Spices Board. Idukki is the district that contributes
more than 70 per cent cardamom production of India. It is an important crop that
is an integral part of many cuisines across the country and the world.

Cardamom cultivation is beset with many a challenges that require a
holistic approach to solve. Both the backward linkage like assistance for
cultivation and forward linkages like marketing support is required to ensure the
growth of cardamom cultivation in the country. Cardamom cultivation and
processing is a highly skilled agricultural enterprise that requires great research
and extension support. The Spices Board is only marginally able to support this
requirement. | urge upon the Government to take immediate action in this regard

and establish a National Cardamom Board at the earliest.

(xv) Regarding release of pending dues under
MNREGA to West Bengal

PROF. SOUGATA RAY (DUM DUM): | would like to raise an important issue
pertaining to West Bengal. Total Central dues towards West Bengal under
MGNREGA currently stands at above Rs. 7,000 crore. The people of West
Bengal feel sad that the Union Government is depriving us on this count. West
Bengal Government appeals to the Union government to release the funds for
payment under the 100-day job scheme and not deprive the poor people of their
legitimate dues. Despite being deprived of the Central funds under the
MGNREGA Scheme, the State Government had been able to create 10 lakh
man-days, under which jobs have been provided to 10 lakh of job-card holders.
As regards the housing scheme, both the Union and the State Governments have
their shares of contribution under this scheme. Hence, | urge upon the
Government to take urgent steps to release the pending dues of MGNREGA to

West Bengal with immediate effect.
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(xvi) Need to provide financial assistance to socially and economically
backward students seeking higher education abroad

SHRI BELLANA CHANDRA SEKHAR (VIZIANAGARAM): To help students
from socially and economically backward classes (SC, ST, BC, and EBC) who
wanted to pursue higher education abroad, the Andhra Pradesh Government’s
signature programme, the Jagananna Videshi Vidya Deevena Scheme, was
established.

In accordance with this programme, Andhra Pradesh’s Government covers
the tuition for applicants who are accepted to one of the top 200 universities; it
covers the entire cost of a student’s tuition if they are admitted to one of the top
100 institutions in the globe, it also pays 50 per cent or Rs. 50 lakh of a student’s
tuition fees if they are accepted into one of the top 101 to 200 universities in the
globe. While these processes have increased the number of students from
socially and backward classes seeking higher education overseas, international
education is still dominated by students from upper castes, as studying abroad
requires a minimum of Rs. 20-25 lakh. Although there are numerous scholarship
programmes and financial help schemes, it appears that the establishment of
national-level funds solely dedicated to subsidize such students’ expenses for
higher education outside India is important. As a result, | request the Government
to establish National-Level Funds to support Socially and Economically Backward

Communities’ educational advancement as a primary priority.

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(xix) Need for expeditious release of funds for better
implementation of Jal Jeevan Mission

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): Thank you, hon. Chairperson, Sir.
Access to tap water is a basic necessity of every household. To ensure universal
access to tap water in rural areas till the year 2024, the Government had initiated
the Jal Jeevan Mission. However, it is falling short of achieving its objectives
within the said timeframe. Although the progress made under the scheme is
acknowledged, the target of providing tap water connection to 19.36 crore rural
households till the year 2024 seems a distant reality because only 55 per cent
i.e., only 10.71 crore households have received a tap water connection as of now.
About half of the target number has been achieved in four years since the
scheme was launched in 2019. Keeping this in mind, the claims of the
Government that rest of the target number can be achieved in just one year
seems highly improbable. Though the Jal Jeevan Mission has received a hike in
the 2023-24 Union Budget, it is only so useful as out of Rs. 60,000 crores
allocated for the Mission in 2022-23, only Rs. 22,774.55 crores had been
released to the eligible States/Union Territories till December, 2022. Therefore,

what is needed is a better implementation of the scheme at the ground level and
an expedited release of funds by the Centre so that universal access to tap water

in rural areas can be made a reality in the near future.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Motion moved:

“That the Bill further to amend the Advocates Act, 1961, as
passed by Rajya Sabha, be taken into consideration.”
SHRI KARTI P. CHIDAMBARAM (SIVAGANGA): Thank you, Sir, for giving me
this opportunity.

Sir, intermediation is a part of our Indian culture. Sometimes, people want
an intermediary between them and whoever they are dealing with. It is a normal
part of our culture. We also have intermediation in marriage alliances.
Sometimes, in rural areas and in other parts of the country, people need

intermediation even to reach out to people in authority and power. There is
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intermediation even in political parties; we know that. By and large, we welcome
this Bill. Let me be very clear about that.

Sir, injustice anywhere is a threat to justice everywhere. This is what Martin
Luther King said. The right to seek justice is a fundamental right to our existence
as a civil society. But because of the asymmetry in our society, in terms of
education, access to people in authority, wealth, etc., an average person
sometimes does not know how to navigate through the legal system. This is what
is being exploited, and some people step in as touts to tell them who to engage
and also tell them that if you engage this lawyer, this will work. Because of this
asymmetry and the complexity of dealing with our legal system, touts thrive. So,
these intermediaries thrive. In fact, there is a funny joke which | would like to say,
and | hope that the lawyers do not get offended. As | myself am a lawyer, my
parents are lawyers, and | come from a family of lawyers, | say this with full
responsibility. The joke is that good lawyers know the law but great lawyers know
the Judge. So, when that is the system, when an uneducated person has to come
to court, it is quite natural that somebody has to intercede to help them navigate
and connect with a right lawyer. This is what is happening everywhere. Because
of this, many people flourish. Sir, my only quibble with this Bill is that it is targeting
the tout in the small courts, the real small tout. In fact, in Tamil Nadu, there is a
person whose name | do not want to mention but anybody from the legal fraternity
in Tamil Nadu will completely know who | am referring to. Let us call him ‘Judicial
X'. His speciality is to take temple prasad to every single Judge and to be

photographed.
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People say he can get the matter listed before a particular judge. Now the
grapevine is that he can even appoint judges to the court. In fact, | would urge the
Government to focus on these big fish instead of the small touts who are all
operating only in the smaller courts. | agree there is a nexus between the touts
and the lawyers, which must be broken. There is a nexus among the touts, the
lawyers and the court staff because that is how the matters will come. Otherwise,
the matters would not get listed. The worst is the nexus among the tout, the
lawyer, the court staff and the judge. This definitely must go. So, we welcome this
Bill. This Bill must make all efforts to break this nexus, penalise and punish
people who are interfering in the justice system.

But the only fear | have is that this might be misused also. | am not going to
particularly blame this Government. This Government is very famous for
weaponizing the law. We all know what they have done with the ED. We all know
what they have done with the PMLA. There, the original purpose of the law is
something different but they completely misused it, weaponised it, and targeted
people. They should not use this law and debar somebody who is a public
interest litigant or who is an anti-establishment figure in the lower courts by
branding him as a tout and disenfranchise him because a lawyer can also be a
tout.

So, by and large, we definitely welcome this Bill but they should not use
this as a weapon to disenfranchise and to debar legitimate anti-establishment

lawyers in the lower courts. They must really focus on these big fish like the

‘Judicial X’ whom | have named. They must really target them and use this law to
go after them, and not go after others.

So, by and large, we welcome the Bill. We welcome the amendments you
have brought about. But | hope you apply it fairly, implement it without any kind of
discrimination, and it is not used in a weaponised manner in which you normally

use other things. Thank you very much, Sir.

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SHRI A. RAJA (NILGIRIS): Sir, thank you very much for the opportunity that has
been offered to me to speak on this small Amendment.

Sir, when this Parliament discussed the 42" Amendment -- the biggest
controversial Amendment -- it was said that the legislative competence of the
Parliament cannot be questioned in the court of law. This triggered the
controversy. Ultimately, it was settled down later by virtue of the 44" Amendment.

The legislative capacity of Parliament could not have been questioned in
those days. Now, Parliament’s capacity of legislation has become a mockery
through this Bill. | do not know how this Bill was drafted without giving any due
care for the legislative competency of this Parliament.

Ever since this BJP Government came into power, Parliament is being
misused. Most of the State-subject laws were brought here for amendment
encroaching the State power. Ultimately, the State autonomy and cooperative
federalism became a laughing stock. It is a small Bill but | am not able to
understand the way nationalism was put up everywhere even in the Advocates
Act. The hon. Minister talks about colonial law. In 1879, the provision was there.
You want to repeal it. But by way of repealing it, you are introducing the same
section, importing the same section in the new law. What does it mean? Is it not
the same colonial law? | am not able to understand the rationality of the
Government behind this amendment.

Again, the simple reading of how a person can be listed as a tout, | quote:
“The passing of a resolution declaring any person to be or not to be a tout by

majority of the members present at the meeting...”. Who are all the members of
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the Committee? Nothing is mentioned. Then, it says, “by evidence of general
repute”. Evidence must be tendered by a person who is having reputation in the
society. It is all right. The next sentence is very dangerous — “or otherwise”. What
happened to Article 3567 A State Government can be dismissed ‘On the
recommendation of the Governor or otherwise’. The word ‘otherwise’ was used by
the President when the Tamil Nadu Government was dismissed without the
Governor's recommendation. It is such a dangerous provision for small
Advocates Act. You are putting the same ‘otherwise’ here. How is it going to be
used or misused, nobody can say that.

Coming to the meaning of ‘tout’ — “who procures, in consideration of any
remuneration moving from any legal practitioner...”. What does it mean? Money
will go from the pocket of the advocate to the tout. This House many times has
discussed corruption at length. The Prevention of Corruption Act has been
periodically amended which says that not only the receiver, but the giver of the
money is also a culprit under the Act and he has to be convicted. The tout is
going to be eliminated and given imprisonment or penalty. Does it not mean that
the person who is giving money is also liable to punishment? What type of justice
are you rendering to A and B between whom the money is exchanged? So, the
very purpose of the Prevention of Corruption Act itself is defeated here the way in
which the Bill is drafted.

For the first time | have come across a Bill which has been submitted to
Parliament, | may be correct or not, in which the objects and reasons were not at

all given. For what purpose are you going to introduce this Amendment? | want to
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know whether the Bar Council of India is going to be consulted when a person is
going to be listed as tout. What will be the role of the Bar Council? Sir, former
Chief Justice of India, Justice Bharucha, a decade ago said in the open meeting
on the eve of his retirement that 20 per cent of the judiciary has become corrupt.
He made an open statement. The only problem for the litigant is that if a man is
having case in a particular court, the judge will come under 20 per cent or 80 per
cent. How would we know it? So, you want to keep the entire judicial system
clean, but for a small matter, you are not able to draft a clear law to serve the
purpose. What type of purpose is it going to serve? Nothing. Ignorance of law is
not an excuse. That is a legal maxim. A person cannot claim that he did not know
the law. What about the society? Still, 30 per cent of people are illiterate so far as
law is concerned; 70 per cent of people are unaware of the legal system.

If you want to regularize the system of touts, frame some reasonable
guidelines by permitting or not permitting them. A healthy discussion must be
there in all the forums including the Bar Council of India. After the examination
done by the Bar Council of India or Supreme Court Judges, a man has been
designated as Advocate on Record (AoR). A senior advocate designated by the
High Court and Supreme Court cannot be Advocate on Record. ... (Interruptions)
AoR is afraid; senior advocate is afraid. Who is approaching the senior advocate?
Is it the litigant? No. It is AoR. The role of the Advocate on Record becomes quite
similar to that of a tout as far as the senior advocate is concerned. So, a judicial
system needs some middlemen to bypass every loophole in the judicial system. It

is a question whether that must be eliminated or that may be regularized with a
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rational application. That is a question before this House. | think that this Bill is
having no meaning at all because you are just mechanically transporting a
section which is available in 1879 Act to the new Act without application of mind.
My only question is this. What type of exercise has been done by the
Government? What inference has been drawn from this 100-year old law? Is this
provision essential or the provision is workable or has the practicality of the
provision been applied? Nothing has been done by this Government. But you
want to remove the corruption in the name of Narendra Modi starting from small
Bill up to a big Bill. So, my only submission is this. Do not make this Parliament a
laughing stock. Do not do the meaningless exercise for which the competency of
the Parliament is undermined. So, re-visit the law, take back this law, draft
carefully, try to re-visit, try to regularize, or try to make a system which is
workable in the judicial system.

With these words, | conclude my speech.
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SHRI KALYAN BANERJEE (SREERAMPUR): Sir, | want to draw the attention of
hon. Law Minister, through you. The first question is, whether every category of
touts in the field of law has been brought within the ambit of this Bill? Is it correct?
Touts are everywhere, from the lower judiciary up to the Supreme Court. But
through these types of Bills, practically you are identifying few persons who are in
the subordinate courts or the district courts. Where is the real intention to identify
the touts? | understand, and what Mr. Raja has just said, that this Bill is a
replacement of the old provision of the Legal Practitioners Act. Nothing more than
that. You are taking provisions from that colonial Bill. | have no difficulties, but
when you are making an attempt to bring this Bill, what do you think? There are a
number of touts. Sir, | will tell you one thing. It is very easy to identify touts among
the poor. How many touts are there in the judiciary who are extremely
sophisticated? Can you identify them? | understand the process you have started
and | appreciate it, but the reality is that touts are everywhere. Sophisticated tout
is there. Tout is there going to five star hotels, tout is there going to seven star
hotels, tout is taking you to different places of the country.

They are coming from very big universities. They are having Mercedes.
You cannot identify those touts. That is exactly what | am telling. You are not
bringing all types of touts. Today when the discussion is there, let the discussion
go on; | know it will not be done now. Think in future about this.

Let me explain myself. What we know about this? We have laws. What
are the laws? There is a statute law. There is a case law. These laws, statute

law and case law, are known to everyone which are applicable in a court. All we
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proceed. There is another law which is called ‘face law’. Face law is important
for having an order from the higher judiciary, highest judiciary. That is the
practical thing. For the face law, litigants have to spend lakhs and lakhs of
rupees. You have to invest Rs.20 lakh. You have to engage a lawyer for Rs.20
lakh; you will get the order. Touts are everywhere. Who are the touts? That is
the whole difficulty. Identification of a tout is necessary. It is very easy to identify
a poor man. A lawyer is a tout. Bring a system, introduce a system to identify a
real tout in the Judiciary, in the judicial system itself. What has been said is
correct. It is every day experience. Today, our Judiciary has become too much
expensive. Unless you engage a very big face in the Supreme Court, you cannot
have an order. Good money, good law, good justice: this is the practical thing in
the country. That is going on. You identify them. | would request you to think
where the real tout is. There is one grade of lawyers amongst whom some pose
themselves that they can bring the judgement, they can bring the order from the
highest court, they can bring the order from that Judge. Sitting in a five-star hotel,
everything is settled. He is the main tout. Where is the procedure? How you are
identifying him?

Since you have brought the Bill, | have got the chance to speak. | was
thinking for decades together what is going on. | am a man of practical field. | am
looking into these things. Regarding these types of touts, | will not say about all
the Judges, but of course, very few Judges are there in our country having a very
good relationship with them. In this dinner party, they will go. In their lunch party,

they will go. In their marriage anniversary, they will go. We know everything.
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Everything is known. Someone speaks for two minutes and gets five-minutes
face. Face law is very important in our country today to have an order, to get the
justice. Who is getting that? Rich people are getting it, not the poor people. Can
you think about this country’s Judiciary today? Lakhs and lakhs of poor people
are not getting justice. Their cases are pending before the Supreme Court
decades after decades. But the Supreme Court is very much concerned whether
there would be marriage of the same sex or not. Therefore, a Constitution Bench
will see and they will go on hearing day in, day out. It is a peculiar thing.
Problems of the sophisticated people, rich people would be entertained by the
Supreme Court. | will tell you, whether the same sex marriage is to be done or
not, regarding that, within three days a Bench has been constituted, matter has
been heard, and everything has been done. Do you know that for long 27 years,
a Seven-Judge Bench of the Supreme Court is not hearing one matter which
really pertains to the poor agricultural worker of West Bengal?

Can you imagine that? For whom does the Judiciary exist? Does the
Judiciary exist for the purpose of resolving the problems of only the most
sophisticated and rich people?

| will tell you about one incident. | am sorry for taking much of your time.
This incident happened in the court of Justice Dattu, the former Chief Justice of
India. | was present there at that time. | will not take the name of a very senior
and famous lawyer. He wanted to mention a matter with regard to one industrialist
before the court. | must say that the former Chief Justice of India, Justice H.L.

Dattu said to the lawyer, ‘Mr. so and so, | have a number of matters of poor
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workers and poor people of this country. | do not have time. Simply because you
are appearing for the top industrialist, leaving aside everything, | have to take up
your matter. | have had it.” But today’s approach is different and peculiar. | am not
taking any name. There are big corporates. There are big lawyers. Give it to big
lawyers. Go and mention about it, and his matter will be taken up. What is
happening in our country? Poor people are being ignored.

Hon. Chairperson, Sir, this phenomenon has been going on. The point is
about identified touts and non-identified touts. You are trying to identify touts. But
there are big arenas, places, fields, etc. where non-identified touts are there.
Nobody will tell you. They are not taking tea in the street shops. They are taking
tea in five-star hotels, and they are not identified there. How can you identify and
remove a highly-paid lawyer-cum-tout? They accept it. Do not worry. Do not worry
about Rs. 50 lakh. Get the order. The order is coming. If he is not there, engage
someone else. That is because of face law. This is happening. Touts are there.

Now, | am coming to a very relevant question. Tout is there when a relative
of any judge is in the field of a legal practice. Tout is there. Taking the name of
the Judge, his relative is also holding out threats. It is appearing in the
newspapers. | do not want to take the names. It is appearing in the newspapers.
It is under investigation. Let it be investigated. Since | have got the chance, | just
want to tell you one thing. Hon. Law Minister, | do not have any difficulty with
regard to transfer. | want it. | wish for it. But what | really want is that there should
be a policy. Unless a policy is there, transparency would not be there. You

transfer anybody. | am not concerned with it. Give a policy. At least, 140 crore
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people of this country will understand that this is a policy and, on that basis,
transfers would be made. But what is happening today? You are picking up and
transferring. Transfer all the judges whose relatives are practising in any High
Court. Why are you transferring a Judge from the High Court to Supreme Court
knowing very well that his relatives are practising in the Supreme Court itself?

Why are they picking up the names? If | am unfit, if | am dishonest, if | am
not fit for a court, then | am not fit for any other High Courts also. The point is very
simple.

Then, comes the issue of tout. They say that tout will save. This is the
problem that has to be addressed. Of course, | support this Bill but | am on a very
larger issue to save the Indian Judiciary for future generations. | am almost at the
fag end of my legal service, maybe for eight or ten years, | will be in this
profession. But generations after me should not face the pain which | had faced
and the things which | have seen. You know about the problem. | have told about
it somewhere also.

You know why judges are saved. The Supreme Court and the High Court
Judges can be criticized only when | am here. It is because of the privilege given
by the Constitution. It is because of the existence of the contempt of court. No
one can criticize about the judges’ activities. Otherwise, they will be held up for
contempt of court. The judges of our country are saved only because of the
contempt of court. Do not think everyone is perfect and everyone is correct. There

are so many persons. Earlier, | used to take it that it may be an abberation. Sorry,
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today, | do not take it. It has become a great disease of the Indian Judiciary and
that disease has to be resolved.

| know you are having a limited power. | know that but this is the field and
this is the place where | can tell my words, ‘Let the highest court of this country
take note of the contents which | have said’.

Thank you, Sir.
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SHRI N. REDDEPPA (CHITTOOR): Thank you Chairman Sir for giving me an
opportunity to participate in this discussion of the Advocates (Amendment) Bill,
2023. There is nothing to oppose in this Bill. | fully support it. This is a welcome
step.

Advocates are an important part of Judicial system. They are not only the
officers of the Court but they also act as an important bridge between those who
seek justice and those who are empowered under the law to give justice.

The amendments to the Advocates Act were long pending and bring about
a critical reform in the justice delivery system of our country.

The importance of these amendments cannot be understated. While these
amendments are important, questions can only be raised when the State
agencies act against lawyers.

Secondly, the enforcement mechanisms will be required to implement this
law. This is because while we want that so called “Munna-Bhai” lawyers are
punished, procedures also need to be brought about to ensure that there is no
unnecessary persecution of any genuine lawyer and through these amendments,
the independence of Judiciary is not hindered.

One of the most crucial components of the justice delivery system in India
is its human resource element which is the Advocate. Their role cannot be
understated in the whole process. They act as a bridge between the
aggrieved and the adjudication institution. They also play an important role in
shaping our society and not to forget their role in assisting courts to arrive at

several judgements protecting the environment.
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In 2017, a two-year long verification drive by the Bar Council of India found
that only 50 to 60 per cent of practising lawyers in India were genuine. This
number was heavily reported in the Media. There needs to be a single public
register for all the advocates across the country, which can be accessed by the
public to cross verify the claims of educational qualifications of the advocates.

Advocacy may look like a very glamours profession, but for those who are
in the practice of law, it is far from the truth. The Advocates Act needs to be
further amended to ensure that certain benefits of social security are also
extended to the junior advocates and to ensure that advocacy as a profession
can retain the best talent. In this regard, there is no provision.

| would like to suggest to the hon. Law Minister to take steps to ensure that
first generation advocates are also benefited from the targeted Government
schemes for health, housing and other schemes so that they may be able to earn
a respectful livelihood. Despite the importance attached to this profession, there
are no concrete measures in place to ensure the social security of the advocates.
Even a new lawyer in Delhi has to pay around Rs.15,000 as enrolment fee in
Delhi Bar Council. Charging fees beyond what is prescribed under Section 24(1)
(f) of the Advocates Act, 1961 violates the Right to Equality under Article 14 and
denies opportunities to aspiring advocates. | may inform the hon. Law Minister
that the poor advocates are not in a position to pay the enrolment fees. In this
regard, the Central Government has to take some steps to provide minimum
financial assistance to the rural advocates, particularly for constructing their

houses, paying the enrolment fees etc. Our hon. Chief Minister of Andhra
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Pradesh, Shri Y. S. Jagan Mohan Reddy is giving Rs. 5000 per month to all the
junior lawyers. For that, we should appreciate the Andhra Pradesh Government.

To strengthen this Amendment Act and also to implement the ideas of Dr.
B.R. Ambedkar, the Union Government has to take steps to introduce All India
Judicial Service, particularly for the appointment of judges in all the courts
including Supreme Court. It will be impartial like IAS and IPS. It will render some
service for the rural people. Otherwise, people will not be able to get justice from
the courts. Therefore, | am requesting the hon. Minister to introduce All India
Judicial Service in the country.

Regarding touts, in all the departments touts are there. It is not possible to
eliminate them fully. The Union Government has to take steps to curb the tout

system. Thank you, Sir, for giving me the opportunity.

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): Thank you, Chairman, Sir. At the
outset, | should make it very clear that the Bill is relating to advocates and it is not
relating to functioning of courts or the High Courts or the Supreme Court. Our
attempt while deliberating on this amendment Bill is to strengthen the advocates
of our country and the system of jurisprudence in our country.

This Advocates (Amendment) Bill clearly mentions two things. One is to
repeal all obsolete laws of Pre-Independence Act, not totally but which have lost
their utility. This should be borne in mind. All the laws are not being abolished.
Those laws which have lost their utility are being removed and the Government of
India is doing this in consultation with the Bar Council of India. So, these two
things have to be borne in mind when we are deliberating on this subject. We
know the history of Indian High Courts, how they were formed by an enactment of
British Parliament in 1861, and subsequently what development has taken place
in between.

While going through the Bill, Sir, the definition of tout is also given: “A tout
means a person who procures in consideration of any remuneration moving from
any legal practitioner, the employment of the legal practitioner in any legal
business.” This is the first part of the definition. But subsequently, in the second
sub-para, it is mentioned: “The purpose of such procurement frequents the
precincts of Civil or Criminal Courts or of revenue offices or railway stations,
landing stages, lodging places, or other places of pubic resort.” So, in that

respect, it has been very clearly mentioned in the Bill that those touts who
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operate for lower courts need to be apprehended and named. Their names
should be published so that they can be prosecuted. The impression of the
Government or the earlier law was that touts do not exist in High Courts or in the
Supreme Court. We should not presume that touts do exist. But my only humble
suggestion is that a beginning is being made. It was there in the earlier
enactment which is now getting incorporated in this amendment, the Advocates
(Amendment) Act, through this Bill and the best part is that the previous law
which was there, now one cohesive law is coming into existence. This was
introduced and passed in Rajya Sabha last August. It amends the Advocates Act
1961. This Bill repeals certain Sections related to touts under the Legat
Practitioners Act 1879. The Bill provides that every High Court, District Court,
Sessions Judge, District Magistrate, and Revenue Officer not below the rank of
District Collector can frame and publish a list of touts. This Bill makes the act of
tout punishable. Hence, cases can be filed against them and they can be
apprehended.

There are two aspects on which | would like to deliberate. One is about the
legal practitioners, the advocates. What needs to be done for them? The second
is about Rule 45. That is relating to regulating legal education. That also needs
to be looked into. That has not been addressed in this Bill. There is Rule 36
which imposes three primary restrictions on lawyers. Firstly, lawyers are not
allowed to promote themselves directly or indirectly. Secondly, if the lawyers are
involved in a case, they cannot advertise themselves in the Media, newspapers,

and display their photo or make inspirational comments.
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The question is this. Who is going to question the lawyers? Who is going to
lodge a complaint of this type of dereliction of duty? Our expectation is that the
Bar Council of India will take cognizance of it, deliberate on it, and take action on
it. But are they doing that? During the last 20-30 years, since the inception of Bar
Council of India, how many such cases have been deliberated by the Bar
Council? Not a single complaint has been lodged. Or, has it been lodged and it
has been lost over? In consultation with the Bar Council of India, the Government
is repealing the Legal Practitioners Act, 1879. Now, the legal profession will be
regulated by a single Act. It is their responsibility to have quality lawyers. Section
36 of the 1879 Act is incorporated in the Advocates Act 1961.

Here, | have to make some suggestions for the consideration of the
Government. Reform is a continuous process, and it has to be done with the tune
of time. There should be provisions for professional development of lawyers in the
Advocates Act 1961. There is no such provision even today. How can an
advocate enrich himself professionally? Technology has become pervasive now.
There are many emerging frontiers of law. Law to regulate telecom sector, law on
intellectual property rights, and Arbitration Act are some of them. Now, online
dispute resolution has become a practice. Lawyers need to update with the latest
development in the field of technology. Should we not bring in these aspects in
our amendment? The aspect of how to make them more professional is missing. |
would suggest and the Government may consider that there should be a national
electronic register for advocates. Anyone sitting anywhere in the country can find

out who are the advocates. Why should they take the help of touts? Or, why
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should we presume that without a middleman, we cannot approach a lawyer? We
do not have any such register.

The Law Commission, in its 184" Report had suggested that there should
be a single database. This would be good to bring social welfare schemes for the
lawyers also as there would be a single database of the whole country. There
should be a digital interface between the advocates and the clients. This will
eliminate the need for Section 45A in itself. Why do we need middlemen when we
can have an electronic platform that can connect advocates and clients? | have a
query also. Do we need intermediary that is being incorporated as Section 55 in
the Advocates Act, after repealing Section 367 When we have digital interface, is
this provision necessary?

Finally, | would come to the Advocates Protection Act. The States have
enacted such law. The Minister of Environment, Forest and Climate Change is
also present here in this House. Rajasthan has enacted that law. The present
Law Minister is also from Rajasthan. Rajasthan has enacted a State law. | am not
aware how that law is functioning and how much protection this Advocates
Protection Law has given. ... (Interruptions) But | think, it is necessary to enact
such law. At times, we also come across such news where lawyers are attacked,
threatened or intimidated. Advocates need to practice fearlessly. After all, they
are officers of the court.

They are important stakeholders in the administration of justice. | believe

the suggestions given shall get the utmost attention of the Government.
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The other part which | would like to mention is relating to regulating the
academic or legal education. That needs to be strengthened. A large number of
law colleges are being opened. But what is the quality of the lawyers? We all
know that. The quality of the lawyers who are coming out from the law colleges is
not only affecting the Bar but also affecting the Bench. But keeping that in mind, |
think it is of greater need to look into these aspects also and to bring a
comprehensive law in favour of the advocates and our advocacy system.

SHRIMATI SUPRIYA SADANAND SULE (BARAMATI): Sir, on behalf of the
Nationalist Congress Party, | stand here to speak on the Advocates (Amendment)
Bill listed today.

Sir, Meghwal ji has been a colleague of all of us. He has been a
pleasurable colleague for a long time. He is the colleague who brought in the
Women’s Reservation Bill. He is really lucky that he has brought in that Bill.
Though it is not implemented, but in his legacy that he will leave behind, he will
be known as one of the finest Ministers who has brought something which is very
close to our hearts. | am not taking away the intent of this Bill which he has
brought in.

| have only a few suggestions. | am not a lawyer. Most of the lawyers have
spoken before me. But the intent of the Government, | am sure, is very clear
about what they want to do. But | have a few suggestions and questions to ask
them regarding the implementation of this Bill which is really a small Bill. But there

are a few questions that | would like to ask the hon. Minister out of my lack of
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legal knowledge. He was asking what was a tout. Now, Mahtab ji has spoken
about it and so also Shri Raja from the DMK. But | seek a clarification from the
hon. Minister. About this, Mahtab ji has already read it out. He says that a tout is
a person who procures in consideration of any remuneration. So, it is a one-sided
thing. You see, in the Corruption Act, both the parties are considered to be
making a mistake. Here you are only considering one party to it. So, should we
not make it broader? We should make it ‘whoever engages or whoever hires’,
both ways. | think the practice is wrong. So, why should only half the party be
punished? So, if you are really trying to remove touting completely, why do you
not include both the parties? This is my question. So, you could kindly clarify on
that.

The other question from me is this. Who are the members present at every
meeting? There is no clarity on it. In Section 45A, it is written, the explanation is,
‘majority of the members present at the meeting’. Now, who will be the members?
Who will decide what will happen at the meeting? Who will decide, with such a
small thing, who is a tout and who will be taking the decision? There is no clarity
about this.

This is like what Raja ji said. | am reiterating the point. But there are no
objects in the Bill. It is probably a little lacking in drafting. It is a lawyers’ Bill which
has such a poor drafting, because, unfortunately, the Bill has to have its
objectives. So, there is no objective in this Bill. So, what is the real reason of
getting this Bill passed? Again, | am not taking you away from the intention of the

Government. | am sure the intention is there. But when you are doing something
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for the lawyers, is it not that drafting and implementation are most important? It is
not just intent but life is beyond intent.

The other thing is about reforms about which Meghwal ji spoke. | have
never dealt with lawyers in my whole life but in the last six months | am flooded
with lawyers in my life, be it dealing with the Election Commission or the Supreme
Court. There is a saying in Marathi. With your permission, | would like to say that.

In Marathi, they say,

option but to climb it. Clearly, when you go to a court, there are a lot of issues that
are raised. The tout issue is also discussed but my whole point is, there are a lot
of reforms required in the court. Justice delayed is justice denied. | do not want to
go to that point. | know that is not in the purview of the Bill. But one major point is,
injustice anywhere is a threat to justice everywhere. This is what Martin Luther
King had said. So, | think this has a very broader role. We really need to expand
the object of this Bill. Whenever we get to meet young lawyers anywhere, they
complain of one thing. You go to the States. It is like somebody from the YSR
Congress, Jagan Mohan Reddy ji’'s Party, said that they are giving Rs.5,000 a
month to young lawyers.

In Kerala, they give Rs.2000. So, is there something to engage all these
youngsters who are studying very hard to pass it? Is there any social program this
Government has in mind, like most States are doing? That is my first question to

this Government. Then, | want to reiterate the point about technology upgrade. |
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think with technology many things are happening now. Is the entire game for
lawyers going to be changed in the next few years? How do they skill themselves
better? | mean, this whole thing about colonialization is being discussed. It is a
past — good or bad — I think it has not been that bad on it. So, let us not just
criticize our history. The way forward is change, and change is inevitable in
everybody’s life, and that is what policies also do. Policies also will have to
change with time. Look at the life today. Look at something like artificial
intelligence. This is something we did not even expect. We did not even expect a
mobile phone about 10 years ago in our life, which has changed our life. So,
every profession is changing, and so are the lawyers. Is there something this
Government has in mind for technology upgrade of all the lawyers?

The Advocates (Protection) Act which Mahtab ji talked about, | would like to
take it a little forward. Many Governments all over the country are not just talking
about advocates but are even talking about the safety and security of doctors and
Press because | do realize that we all must put our minds together in this
Government and in Parliament that there is somehow much anger in society
nowadays. | do not know where this anger is coming from. Even in Maharashtra,
we are having a lot of challenges in this regard. | am not trying to digress but | am
just giving a small example. Please do not misunderstand what | am saying.
There are a lot of agitations going on in Maharashtra today on reservations, be it
Maratha, Lingayat, Muslim, etc. A lot of stone pelting is suddenly happening. So,
there is clearly some anger breeding somewhere. You hear doctors getting

beaten up, you hear threats like Mahtab ji said about lawyers, there are Press
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people who are getting beaten up. So, there is something missing somewhere. |
think this House, the Parliament needs to discuss all the social issues because
our intent is of changing people’s life for the better. That is why we get elected
and come here. At policy level, the intent of the Government to bring in to
removing of the touts is a very welcome step.

business is over because first-day-first-show life is over. So, technology does
evolve life. It will probably eventually do remove touts. But till then, can we do
something better, simpler, positive? Like Meghwal ji and Raja ji said, | would like
to reiterate their point, that why not bring a comprehensive Bill? Bring it, we can
put it into the Law Ministry. The Law Minister is a very fine Minister. He is very
supportive to all the demands of women that he did for us in the Woman’s
Reservation Bill. | would request him to take this back, and let us take all the
points suggested by all the renowned lawyers in the House, bring a more
comprehensive Bill, take all the feedback, maybe send it to a Standing
Committee, there are good lawyers who can help make it better. | think even the
Environment Minister is also a lawyer, if | am not wrong. Maybe there would be
some feedback from him as a lawyer. Have a more comprehensive Bill in the

larger interest of the advocates in this country. Thank you, Sir.
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SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH (MAVELIKKARA): Thank you, Sir, for giving me
this opportunity to participate in the discussion on the Advocates (Amendment)
Bill, 2023.

Sir, let me begin by quoting Mahatma Gandhi, who himself was a lawyer
and an ardent champion of justice. “An unjust law is itself a species of violence.
Arrest for its breach is more so”, states Gandhi ji. The quote means that any law
must be aimed at delivering justice, and addressing the grievances, and if a law is
unjust, arresting someone on the basis of that law is a form of violence. So, the
law has to be just to itself first, is the context of the Bill and my speech.

The Bill titled Advocates (Amendment) Bill, 2023 is aiming at the insertion
of a new section, which is Section 45(A) in Section 45 of the Advocates Act,
1961, which grants power to frame and publish list of touts to every High Court,
District Judge, Sessions Judge, District Magistrate and every Revenue Officer not
being below the rank of a Collector of a district (each as regards their or his own
court or the courts, if any, subordinate thereto). | have certain observations and
recommendations in this regard which are as follows.As per the law, the
authorities empowered to frame and publish a list of touts as provided under
Section 45A should be confined to only judicial authorities and not executive
Magistrates. If the District Magistrates are given such power to frame rules, we
cannot ensure transparency in finding out actual touts as defined under Section
45(7)(d) of the Amendment Bill. Similarly, the offence under the Amendment Bill
as provided under Section 45(6) may be a cognizable offence and the penalty

should be enhanced to a minimum imprisonment of one year and fine to at least
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Rs. 10,000. Or else, no purpose would be served. Apart from these suggestions,
Hon. Chairperson, Sir, through you, | would like to ask the Government who is a
tout and what benchmarks they will use to identify a person as a tout. It is
absolutely agreed that touts are a menace to the courts, and the justice system,
but what about people who would be implicated as touts, where an excessive
power is given to the courts? Any innocent person could be branded as a tout and
that will be a dangerous situation. The question here is that we live in a highly
polarised nation, divided by hatred, intolerance and discrimination. In this
scenario, if excessive powers are given to the officers of the court to determine a
tout, anyone could be expelled and stopped from coming to the court premises.
For example, a Dalit could be branded as a tout, just because he is a Dalit, by an
officer belonging to an upper caste who harbours a discriminatory behaviour
towards Dalits or other communities.

Another aspect is that the Amendment Bill does not take into account any
standard procedure for fixing the modes of appeal, for a person branded as a
tout, other than a simple appeal. This mechanism is problematic at many levels
as the appeal system on many occasions is found to be biased. Therefore, |
demand that the Appeal Committee must consist of representatives of SC/ST
community so that communal representation is ensured. | hope, the hon. Minister
will agree to my suggestion. | would also like to add that there are many issues
concerning the legal system, including the reservation for SC and ST in
appointment of judges in the higher courts, which has been a long-standing

demand for many decades. | would like to appreciate the hon. Minister, Shri Arjun
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Meghwal ji, who has taken the charge of this Ministry. He always stands for and
fights the cause of untouchable people. In the Law Ministry, during his tenure, he
has to take so many actions for ensuring the representation of the SC/ST in the
Indian judiciary. | also demand that the young advocates belonging to the SC/ST
community must be given necessary stipend and financial support during their
practice because as juniors, they are finding it difficult to survive in the present
conditions.

Then, | would like to bring to the notice of the hon. Law Minister another
important demand, that is, the demand for establishment of more benches of High
Courts. In various States, there is a demand for the establishment of High Court
benches. In Kerala also, there is a long pending demand to set up a High Court
bench in Thiruvananthapuram. So, | would like to request the hon. Minister to
consider this long pending demand of Kerala. Furthermore, | would like to
conclude by saying that the amendment aiming to identify and expose touts must
not become a tool for opposition of any individual and it must be implemented in a
just and fair manner.

With these words, once again, | congratulate hon. Minister Shri Arjun
Meghwal ji as the Law Minister of this country for having brought this important
legislation.

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SHRI HASNAIN MASOODI (ANANTNAG): Sir, thank you for allowing me to
participate in the discussion on the Advocates (Amendment) Bill, 2023. The
problem is identified in the Act. It has plagued the educational system for the last
more than 100 years. The first attempt was made in 1879 to provide some kind of
response to the problems. While | stand in support of the Bill, at the same time, |
have reservations about the efficacy of the mechanism devised in the Bill. | am
sceptical about the results of the Bill and whether it will achieve the intended
purpose.

Sir, subordinate courts are burdened with 50 million cases. About 50 million
cases are pending in our subordinate courts. Which Authority has to identify who
is a tout? Who has to go for that kind of an exercise? It is not that somebody will
call somebody a tout or somebody will identify somebody or publish a list. A
procedure is to be followed. Who is burdened with that? Who is saddled with that
responsibility to prepare the list and identify the persons? It is High Court, District
Judge, Sessions Judge, District Magistrate and Revenue Officer. They are
already over-burdened. How can a District Judge or a Sessions Judge can
embark on that exercise? They also have to see the cause list for the day and
also to deal with other problems that afflict the system. There is a malice in the
system. That is why, | am doubtful whether this mechanism devised will be able
to achieve the target? It is true that there are a large number of touts, particularly
in trial courts.

But the process, the exercise to publish, to prepare the list and allow the

person who is affected by the list or is affected by the exercise, may be
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undertaken by a District Judge. He has to be given a right to respond to the
allegations. So, how can a District Judge or a Subordinate Judge deal with the
exercise or prepare the list? | think, it is doubtful whether this system will bear the
results. The right thing would have been that we designate an authority in a
District Court like in a High Court we have a Registrar, Vigilance Officer or a
Vigilance Commissioner who deals with cases of misconduct against lawyers. In
the same way, in every District Court we should have an authority to deal strictly
with this problem and prepare the list and whatever exercise is to be done, to
follow that exercise. So, this is one reservation about it. | have heard from other
hon. Members that there is some kind of a misconception about the problem.
The problem that is sought to be addressed is not about every tout; it is only the
touts who operate from the court premises. This is because our gullible people,
the people who visit our courts are mostly affected by the people who operate
from the court premises. That is why clause 5 says that one of the punishments
will be that a Judge will exclude a person whose name is found in the list from the
court premises. The Sessions Judge or any other Judge who is presiding over
that court can exclude his presence from the premises of the court. So, this is not
targeted against all the touts in whatever colour they are and whatever costumes
they wear. It is only restricted to the touts who operate from the court premises
and one of the punishments proposed to be given is to exclude them from the
premises. But while preparing this list, and fulfilling all the procedural

requirements, the procedural due process, because a person cannot be declared
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as a tout unless and until he is given a reasonable opportunity, | do not think that
the system devised under this Act is going to get the results that we target at.
Secondly, one of the targets is not only the gullible litigant, the litigant who
comes to the court, visits the court for redressal of some grievance. It is also the
junior lawyers because these touts mostly eat up the work that may be dealt with
by the junior lawyers who are fresh entrants to the profession. So, this is one of
the welcome steps. This will be just received with that kind of an enthusiasm by
the junior lawyers who are freshers in the law courts. But at the same time, |
would urge the hon. Minister to propose some kind of an amendment to the
Advocates Act that provides for some honorarium or some support to the fresh
entrants, the new entrants to the profession because those are tough years for a
junior lawyer. The initial five years are very tough years for a junior lawyer. | had
proposed a Private Members Bill for giving assistance to the advocates. | think,
that would be a welcome step if that is done so that they get some kind of a relief.
With that, with whatever | said about the mechanism and my reservations about
the mechanism, it is a welcome step. There should be some kind of a second
look on it so that instead of burdening the Sessions Judge or the Presiding
Officers at the courts who are already overburdened, it will be better to have a
designated officer like a Vigilance Commissioner — as we have in courts, in a
High Court a Vigilance Commissioner or a Registrar Vigilance Officer — who is
asked to exclusively deal with the problem and who completes the exercise.
Then only he will be able to efficiently identify them and the objects of this Act will

be achieved.

SHRI E.T. MOHAMMED BASHEER (PONNANI): Thank you very much, Sir.
This piece of legislation is like a fait accompli one. The Advocates Act of 1961
was based on certain authentic reports and recommendations of the Judicial
Commissions.

The Act of 1961 covered all the issues raised in the parent Act and that is
perfect. But unfortunately, this particular provision relating to touts was missed
there. This is to fill up that. That is the scope of the Act. That is okay.

Hon. Chairperson, Sir, | would like to point out one thing. | heard the
speeches made by other hon. Members. They are not only MPs but they are also
eminent lawyers and legal Iuminaries. They were all sharing certain
apprehensions. First, what is the procedure for identifying and listing the touts?
The procedure which is stipulated in this Act is having a confusion. So, that is to
be re-addressed. They were citing certain burning issues such as deterioration in
the judicial system of our country. Similarly, there is a wide kind of a criticism that
impartiality and independence of Indian Judiciary is diminishing like anything.
That is also a point of concern.

Another point which has been raised by you also is about the lack of
representation for the underprivileged sections -- SCs, STs and OBCs. There is
no judicious competition in the higher judiciary as far as these marginalised
sections are concerned. We all know that trustworthiness in the Judiciary should
be adhered to strictly. All kinds of unfair practices should be curbed. That is also a

truth. Transparency and ethical values should also be strictly adhered to. We
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have to ensure that there is no loophole in the existing structure which loses
trustworthiness in the judicial system in our country.

Sir, we all know the responsibility of the lawyers. Section 1 of Chapter Il of
Part IV of Bar Council of India frames code of conduct and etiquettes of
advocates and prescribes duties of advocates in courts. That is very clear. Code
of conduct was laid down. That shows that lawyers should not take up any case
where the client may have some wrong thinking. There should be a clarity on that
aspect also. Similarly, unfair practices, wherever they are, should be curbed and
discouraged. Not only that, the code of conduct also says that lawyers should not
promote unauthorized practices, and they should also avoid advertisement and
solicitation of work. That kind of canvassing also should not be there. That can
also be treated as a bad practice.

Similarly, lawyers’ responsibilities have also been categorised. They have
responsibilities towards courts to do justice. In that way also, relation with the
judges is also a very important thing. In fact, lawyers’ profession is not just a
normal profession, it is a very sacred profession. A lawyer is duty bound to
educate his client not to have any kind of unfair practices. As far as judicial
credibility, transparency, and accountability is concerned, the whole nation is
worried about that. Any kind of lapse taking place is a worrisome kind of a thing.
We have to address that also.

The relation between judges and lawyers is a very important thing. You
know that the Bar, that is, advocates and Bench, that is, Judges, play an

important role in the administration of justice. Judges administer the law with the
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assistance of lawyers. The lawyers are the officers of the court. It is a very
important thing. Unfortunately, there is some kind of a misunderstanding which is
developing with certain judges and lawyers. That is also an unhealthy practice.
That also may kindly be addressed.

Sir, towards the end, | would like to say one thing that there is a
complicated situation. Judge is a very powerful position and is very important one
as per our Constitution. But | want to make a submission for the loud thinking of
this House. It is about the reappointment of the Judges. Judges, unfortunately,
may have a hope that after retirement, the Government may give him some new
appointment. Is it a healthy practice? If this kind of practice continues, will it not
affect the transparency and accountability of the Judiciary? That is a point to be
debated as far as India is concerned now.

We all know the story of these appointments. | do not want to go into the
depth of it. They should not have an impression that after retirement, if we do
something for the Government’s support, we may have better kind of appointment
elsewhere. That kind of tendency is a bad tendency. That kind of tendency should
not be encouraged and we have to think loudly whether we can give such kind of
appointments to the Judges after retirement.

With these few words, | conclude.

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DR. SANJEEV KUMAR SINGARI (KURNOOL): Thank you, hon. Chairperson,
for giving me this opportunity to participate in the discussion on the Advocates
(Amendment) Bill, 2023. On behalf of YSRCP, | fully support the Bill. | thank the
hon. CM, Shri Y.S. Jagan Mohan Reddy and the floor leader, Shri Midhun Reddy
for giving me this opportunity.

Self-respect and democracy are the basic essence for happiness of any
human being. Money is secondary. Advocates play an essential role in this
regard. An advocate with good heart can restore the self-respect of aggrieved
citizens. They can bridge the gap between common man and justice. They can
play an important role in building a society with equality. If they can support, the
marginalised and under-privileged communities, they will be treated as living
Gods.

The three basic responsibilities of any Government are justice, health and
education. | hope this Amendment Bill will bring some relief to the common man
of this country with regard to justice. We cannot deny the fact that justice is still a
mirage to a large section of our society. Under the leadership of hon. Prime
Minister, people are expecting more of such reforms in the Indian judiciary
system.

Every kind-hearted citizen wants a change in the society. For a change in
the society, amendments of the existing Acts should be a continuous process. So,
this amendment is very much needed. It is need of the hour. The Advocates
(Amendment) Bill, 2023 is proposed to amend the Advocates Act of 1961. This

Bill repeals certain sections of Legal Practitioners Act of 1879 and consolidates
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the Act of 1961. The Bill provides that every High Court judge, district court judge,
sessions court judge and District Collector may issue a show cause notice to a
suspected tout, institute an enquiry and publish a list of the touts.

The courts can then prevent the listed touts from entering the court
premises. The listed touts may be punished with imprisonment and are fined.
These are welcome measures. Since tout in legal system is detrimental to a
good society, this anti-touting law, if enforced strictly, can curb unethical legal
practice in India. At this juncture, the Government should take care to avoid
overlap of work of Justice Deepak Gupta Committee and this amendment.

Sir, since this is a very small Bill, | would like to take this opportunity to
highlight a few more issues of the judiciary system. Amendment to various Acts
related to legal system are needed for natural justice to prevail, for example, the
advocates registry. The Bar Council of India website has a registry of advocates
but it is not easy for the common man to access it. Advocates registry access
through a smartphone app can be of immense help to the common man so that
he can select an advocate with good credentials.

As far as the problem of junior advocates is concerned, they are in plenty,
which need to be addressed. In the judiciary parlance, there is a word called
syndrome of underpaid and over-worked junior advocates. First five years of any
first-generation advocate’s life is pitiable. They are underpaid, sometimes as low
as Rs. 5000. There is no time schedule and no work rule. So, their livelihood
should be respected. This problem can be solved to some extent by a change in

the curriculum of LLB course. Practical knowledge should be imparted along with
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theory. Internship courses need to be started by the Government. Some social
security measures like health insurance, provident fund, and ESI should be given
to the junior advocates. This will safeguard the existing practitioners and also
attract the best talent in this profession. Judges and administrative staff of the
judiciary system are better placed when compared to junior advocates. This
anomaly needs to be corrected. Young members of the Bar are the future of the
Bar. The standard of the Bar will remain good only if these young advocates are
taken care of. With the evolution of society, good lawyers will be the need of the
hour for both, the Bar as well as the Bench.

As far as the welfare committee of the Bar is concerned, a separate
committee should be constituted as in many western countries which will take
care of the financial, physiological, and health needs of the junior advocates.
Some financial assistance should be given from the Bar Council to the junior
advocates in need. The inefficient legal system should be taken care of. As per
the data provided by the National Judicial Data Grid, 21 lakh civil cases and 61
criminal cases are pending in the courts of India. A junior advocate will lose faith
of the client when the case is prolonged for many years. This has nothing to do
with the efficiency of the advocate but it is the fault of the legal system. We talk
about ethics of doctors, politicians, students, and professors but nobody talks
about the ethics of judges in India. Can we make laws to fix a timeframe for
disposal of litigation?

Enrolment fee by State Bar Councils lacks uniformity. For example, it is

Rs. 750 in one State Bar Council and it is Rs. 15000 in Delhi State Bar Council.
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This is against Section 24(1)(f) of the Advocates Act of 1961 and violates the right
to equality under Article 14. | request the hon. Minister of Law to take necessary
steps in this regard. Sir, likewise, the budgetary allocation should be increased
and low ratio of Judges to population should be taken care of.

Sir, at the end, | would like to mention about YSR Law Nestham’. The
Government of Andhra Pradesh under the able leadership of hon. Chief Minister
Shri Y.S. Jagan Mohan Reddy is providing a monthly stipend of Rs. 5000 to all
junior advocates since December 2019. As usual, our beloved leader is a trend
setter of many novel welfare schemes in India. | request the hon. Minister to start
a similar scheme on all-India basis.

To conclude, Sir, the Advocates (Amendment) Bill, which seeks to reform
the legal system in India, needs effective implementation.

With these words, | support the Bill.
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SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Thank you very much, Mr.
Chairman Sir, for affording me this opportunity to take part in the discussion on
the Advocates (Amendment) Bill, 2023. Though it is a small Bill, it is very
important as far as the advocates community is concerned.

Sir, most of the hon. Members, especially Shri Jagdambika Pal ji, made
eloquent speeches praising the hon. Prime Minister where they said that under
the leadership of the hon. Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modi ji, wonderful things
have been done by means of this legislation. | cannot understand what the spirit
is and what the contents of this legislation are. Also, | am not sure about what Mr.
Jagdambika Pal ji has imagined or assessed about this legislation. It is because
this is a legislation which is already in existence. The only thing that the
Government is doing is to repeal an obsolete law. Other than that, nothing is new
in this Bill. Jagdambika Pal ji, everything is a colonial legislation. This itself is a
colonial legislation. You are taking a portion of Section 36 of a colonial legislation
and incorporating it in the Advocates Act. There is nothing new. No revolutionary
thing is done by the hon. Prime Minister in having this legislation. Unfortunately,
you are unnecessarily praising everything. The Act of 1961 is there. The Act of
1879 is also there. So, you have to understand that you took a portion of the 1879
Act and incorporated it in the 1961 Act. You are only repealing an obsolete law of
1879. That is the only thing which is happening. This is the way by which
exaggeration is going on in this House regarding so many things which are being

done by this Government.
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Sir, | fully support this Bill but | would like to seek some clarifications from
the hon. Law Minister. Number one, the Statement of Objects and Reasons in the
Bill is not so specific. You are mentioning that it is only to repeal the obsolete law.
But at the same time, you are incorporating some provision in that. Section 36 of
the 1879 Act is being incorporated in the Advocates Act of 1961. As you are
incorporating a new provision, that should also come in the Statement of Objects
and Reasons. That is a simple observation as far as the Statement of Objects
and Reasons is concerned.

Another point on which | would like to seek clarification from the hon. Law
Minister is this. The Legal Practitioners Act 1879 was in existence. In order to
replace the Legal Practitioners Act 1879, in the year 1961, a new Act, that is, the
Advocates Act 1961 was made. But unfortunately, except Sections 1, 3 and 13,
all other Sections were repealed. These Sections were there in the original Act of
1879. My question is this. In the year 1961, why did the then Legislature, the then
Parliament avoid this provision of Section 36 from the 1961 Act? To my
understanding, to my knowledge, it is because this has nothing to do with the
advocates. Section 36 of the 1879 Act is relating to the touts. The Advocates Act
is a law consolidating the rules and regulations relating to the advocate
profession. The touts have nothing to do with that profession. That might be the
reason due to which Section 36 was not incorporated in the Advocates Act 1961.
So, | would like to seek the clarification or the justification from the hon. Minister
that how the law relating to touts will come within the purview of the Advocates

Act 1961. | am seeking that clarification from the hon. Law Minister. This is the
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point on which | would like to discuss as far as the contents of the Bill is
concerned. Otherwise, the Bill is absolutely okay. We fully agree with the Bill
because obsolete laws have to be repealed from the statute book. But the only
clarification that | am seeking is this. How will the law of touts be relating to the
law of advocates?

There are one or two other points to which | would like to draw the attention
of the hon. Law Minister. Nowadays, in most of the legislations which are coming
for enactment, advocates are being omitted or the role of the advocates is being
limited by means of the legislation. The Government has to take care of that
because nowadays, strict legal interpretation is very difficult. Even the Chief
Justice of the hon. Supreme Court has already observed that it is very difficult to
understand and interpret the verbatim or the legal drafting of the laws made by
the Parliament.

At the same time, most of the times, we are trying to limit the role of the
advocates in the legal proceedings and thereby so many authorities have been
formed. In almost all the authorities — | am not going to cite the examples — the
role of the advocates is being limited. That has to be looked into. That is one of
the issues which | would like to highlight.

Most of the Members have spoken about it. The previous speaker also
spoke about it. This is regarding the Advocates Act. We know that the Advocates
Act is meant for regulating the profession along with the Bar Council which is also
a part and parcel of this Act. So, we have to keep in mind the welfare of the

advocates also. We know about the medical profession. In the medical profession
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and in almost all the other professions, like the internship allowance, so many
other allowances are there. As far as the junior advocates are concerned, in
Kerala, we have a phrase that there are four stages in the profession of an
advocate. The first stage is the raw junior. There is no case and there is no fee.
The second stage is, there is case but there is no fee. The third stage is, there is
case as well as fee. And, the fourth stage is the super senior stage where there is
no case but fee is there. These are the four stages of an advocate in the local
language we are saying.

So, what is my point is that the junior advocates have to be protected by
providing some internship or stipend allowance of not less than Rs.25,000 for
pursuing their profession. Something has to be done because in house surgency
internship and so many other things, we are providing such types of allowances.
After PG degree medical examination, we are providing all these amenities.
Similarly, the junior advocates have to be protected so that they will maintain the
profession in a proper way.

In so many executive posts, the law degree has to be made compulsory.
My suggestion is, as far as the Station House Officer is concerned, a Station
House Officer has to be well aware of the law, especially the Criminal Procedure
Code, the Indian Penal Code and the civil law. They have to be well versed in the
law. But unfortunately, in most of the stations we know very well that the SHOs
are not fully aware of this. So, as far as the SHOs are concerned, the minimum

qualification of a Station House Officer should be that they should have a legal
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degree, that is, an LLB degree. That should be made compulsory for all such
types of executive posts.

The last point which | would like to highlight is this. As far as the medical
profession is concerned, you know we have made the proposal for protecting
them. A law is there. Sir, 22 State Legislative Assemblies have made laws for
protecting them by providing safety and security to the medical professionals. The
same thing is not happening in the case of advocates. They require protection
from the police forces. In my State, Kerala, in Trivandrum and in Kollam Bars, and
in the High Court also, so many conflicts have taken place because police is
brutally attacking the advocates. The police is interfering in the advocacy
profession, and no protection is being provided to them. In such a way, we have
to think of giving safety and security in the discharge of their profession as an
advocate, especially from the police forces. Now a series of incidents of violence
are happening in various parts of the country. That has to be dealt with. For this
also, the Government has to think of formulating some legislation so as to protect
the interest, safety and security of the advocates in the discharge of their
functions as a legal professional or an advocate.

With these suggestions and with these clarifications, | would like to support

this Bill once again. Thank you very much, Sir.
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SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY (BAHARAMPUR): Sir, taking advantage
of this discussion today, | am goaded to participate in this Bill under the
nomenclature, the Advocates (Amendment) Bill, 2023.

Already, several Members have participated and made their valuable
suggestions on this particular legislation.

17.19 hrs (Shri N.K. Premachandran in the Chair)

The issue is that the legal profession has already undergone a long
evolutionary process in our country. The legal profession has been in existence
since the ancient times. Then, the Head of the Groups or the Tribes delivered
justice under the open sky before all the members. There was no specialist like a
lawyer during those days. When the kingship was established, the king delivered
justice with the help of his Religious Head and wise courtiers.

During the British period, the model legal system was developed in India.
The Indian High Courts Act, 1861 passed by the British Parliament enabled the
Crown to establish High Courts in India by Letters Patent, and these Letters
Patent authorised and empowered the High Courts to make rules for enrolment of
Advocates and Attorneys. The All India Bar Committee was constituted under the
chairmanship of Justice S.R. Das. The Committee recommended the
establishment of an All-India Bar Council and State Bar Councils.

Sir, we must acknowledge the fact that the legal profession is an important
limb of the machinery for the administration of justice. Without having a well-
organized profession of law, the courts would not be in a position to administer

justice effectively. Also, the judiciary still is being treated as the last resort of the
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affected people across the nation. Sometime | feel that common people are losing
their reliance upon Legislature, upon Executive and gradually they are going to
resort to the judiciary in order to address or redress their grievances and their
problems. So, the legislation should ponder over this growing phenomenon
insofar as our legal mechanism is concerned.

Sir, the issue is that the Government is intending to bring in this legislation
with an intention which has been depicted by the Government in this Bill that the
Government of India in consultation with the Bar Council of India has decided to
repeal the Legal Practitioners Act, 1879, and to amend the Advocates Act, 1961
by incorporating the provision of Section 36 of the Legal Practitioners Act, 1879 in
the Advocates Act, 1961 so as to reduce the number of superfluous enactments
in the statute book. Therefore, according to the core contents of the legislative
document, we did not have any substantial argument to oppose this Bill. But
certainly, we must say that still the legal professional mechanism should be more
streamlined, should be more strengthened. Sometimes, in our own experiences
we are facing various kinds of hassles and intricacies in order to execute our

political activities.
