SHRI MAGUNTA SREENIVASULU REDDY: Sir, as per the Minister's reply,
Rs.34 crore have been sanctioned out of which only Rs.49 lakh have been
spent. What is the reason for this? | would like to know it from the hon. Minister.

| would also like to know from him whether this Rs.50 crore is going to be
increased in future because it is a very small amount for the development of a
district. Prakasam district has been declared as an aspirational district by the
hon. Prime Minister at the initiative of my leader, Shri Chandrababu Naidu garu,
hon. CM of Andhra Pradesh. When will it be operationalised? | would like to
know whether they are going to take it up with the existing list of other
aspirational districts.
RAO INDERJIT SINGH: Sir, aspirational districts are not given funds out of the
Government by devolving funds. They are given funds on the basis of Delta
Ranking by virtue of which, there is a competition amongst all the 112
aspirational districts.

The first district amongst those 112 districts gets Rs.10 crore per month.

The district that comes second gets Rs.5 crore per month. Apart from that,
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sectors like health, nutrition, agriculture and water resources etc. are also
assessed and whichever comes first out of those 112 districts on these
parameters is given Rs.3 crore each. So, there is no separate budget as such
for aspirational districts. All the schemes of the Central Government and the
State Governments are converged. Thereafter, there is a competition to select
the best district.

Since its inception in 2018, Rs.1,582 crore have been given to the
aspirational districts by virtue of the delta ranking system. In the first phase,
which was from 2019 to 2022, Rs.974 crore were given. In the second phase,
which was from 2022 to 2024, Rs.933 crore have been given so far.

There seems to be a little bit of confusion in the mind of the hon. Member.
He is asking whether we give funds. We do not give funds. The funds have been
devolved by the Finance Ministry through budgetory provisions. They have
given a sizable package to Andhra Pradesh. Right now, there is no extra money
which can be given through NITI Aayog to these aspirational districts. It has to
be a convergence of all the schemes which are already in force whether it is at

the State level or at the Central level.

SHRI KESINENI SIVANATH: | would like to ask this to the hon. Minister of
Railways. What is the number of railway lines that are under construction falling
fully or partly within the State of Andhra Pradesh? | would like to know the date
on which the construction of these lines began along with the length of railway
lines, in kilometre, that have been constructed and classified year-wise. | would
also like the hon. Minister to state the amount allocated for construction of these
railway lines along with the amount utilised or classified year-wise and the
timeline by which the Government plans to complete the construction of these
railway lines.
SHRI ASHWINI VAISHNAW: Sir, Andhra Pradesh is a very important State and
if we look at the budget allocation that has been done for the development of
Railways in the last ten years, this is a historical budget allocation which has
been done for the development of Andhra Pradesh. | would like to place the
data. Between the years 2009 and 2014, the average allocation for combined
Andhra Pradesh and Telangana used to be only Rs. 886 crore per year.

So, that was the allocation during the UPA period. Under the leadership of
the hon. Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modi Ji, the budget allocation for Andhra

Pradesh in the last Financial Year alone was Rs. 8,406 crore. This was a

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historical budget allocation. After today’s detailed Demands for Grants, the
Budget allocation for this year will also get revealed.

The project execution within Andhra Pradesh has also significantly
increased. The average construction of railway lines during the UPA period was
just about 72 kms a year. During the first two terms of the hon. Prime Minister,
Shri Narendra Modi Ji, the average construction of railway lines in Andhra
Pradesh increased almost more than double to 151 kms per year.

There was an issue of cost sharing between the Andhra Pradesh
Government and the Railways. For some time that issue is also being
discussed. There were issues about land acquisition. | have also personally
discussed that issue with the hon. Chief Minister of Andhra Pradesh. Now, the
projects are getting expedited. Even the connectivity to Amravati, which was a
very long cherished project, costing about Rs. 2,000 crore, has also been
cleared by the NITI Aayog. It is a 56-km new line with a major bridge in
between. So, a lot of development on the railway front is being done in Andhra
Pradesh.

SHRI KESINENI SIVANATH: Sir, the railway station in my constituency
Vijayawada is the largest railway junction in India. It strategically connects North
and South of India. Millions of passengers gather in the station. So, priority has
to be given for its development. Keeping this fact in view, | would like to ask this
to the hon. Minister. It has been two years since the Vijayawada railway station
was selected under the Amrit Bharat Station Scheme which was inaugurated by

the hon. Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modi Ji. But then there is no clear data of
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information regarding work taken up, funds allocated and funds utilized. So, |
would like to request the hon. Minister to give the details regarding the number
of works sanctioned, funds allocated for these works and the date of completion
of these works.

SHRI ASHWINI VAISHNAW: Sir, | will send a detailed report to the hon.
Member. The Vijayawada station is a very complex station. It is part of the Amrit
Bharat Station Scheme. The master planning for this station has already been
done. This is one of the busiest junctions in the entire country. That is why, the
planning for this junction is being done looking at the next 50 years as also the
development of Amravati which is next to Vijayawada. That is why, this complex
station is being planned in a very, very methodical and very comprehensive
way. | will share the details of the master plan as well as the project details with
the hon. Member.

SHRI C. M. RAMESH: | have gone through the answer of the hon. Minister. |
would like to ask this. What is the likely cost escalation of unfinished new railway
lines in Andhra Pradesh? | want to know whether any timeline has been fixed to
complete those railway lines while keeping in mind the factors which may delay
it before sanctioning of those new railway lines. My constituency Anakapalle is a
newly created district. There also, the railway station should be modernized.
SHRI ASHWINI VAISHNAW: Sir, the Anakapalle station that the hon. Member,
Shri C.M. Ramesh is talking about, is included in the Amrit Bharat Station

Scheme. We can discuss the master plan for Anakapalle.
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Regarding the cost escalation etc., it is dependent on many factors. Of
course, the delay in land acquisition is among the biggest factors, which comes
in the execution of the railway project. | hope with the new Government in
Andhra Pradesh, we will be working in unison and in harmony to make sure that
the land acquisition is expedited.

ADV. ADOOR PRAKASH: Sir, the Sabari Railway Line Project was sanctioned
by the Government in the Railway Budget 1997-98. The works on this project
started in 2008. But it is unfortunate that even after 26 years this project is
remaining as a dream. The landowners whose land and property were
earmarked for the project are facing great difficulties. The line could become a
third corridor for the State of Kerala and it has much importance after the
completion of Vizhinjam International Seaport. The line will connect a large

number of tourist destinations, pilgrim and commercial centres.

Extension of this line from Erumeli to Vizhinjam International Seaport via
Konni, Pathanapuram, Punalur, Nedumangadu under the Rail Sagar Project will
be an advantage for movement of goods and will provide rail connectivity to 22
more towns in the State. So, | would like to know whether the Government will
take a final decision in this regard without further delay.

SHRI ASHWINI VAISHNAW: Hon. Speaker, Sir, the Angamali-Sabarimala line
via Erumeli is a very, very complex project. The cooperation from the State
Government is required to be able to take this project forward. | will explain the
complexity of this project. This line is about 111 kilometres. The project,
basically along the old alignment, is about 35 kilometres short of the Sabarimala

shrine. So, there is a public demand for an alternative alignment which is from
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Chengannur to Pamba which is shorter, which is about 75 kilometres. This is
the new alignment. The new alignment is only about four kilometres short of the
shrine. So, a decision has to be taken in consultation with the hon. MPs and the
State Government whether the old alignment should be done or a new
alignment is done. The new alignment is much better because it goes all the
way and it is four kilometres short of the shrine. If we maintain the old
alignment, then it is 35 kilometres short of the shrine. So, that is the first thing.
So, the detailed assessment of the new alignment is going on. Once the
detailed assessment of the new alignment is done, then we take the final call.
That is the first point.

The second point is about the Vizhinjam Port. The Vizhinjam Port has no
connection with the Erumeli line. If you look at the location of the
Vizhinjam Port, the nearest railhead is Nemam. So, it is logical to connect the
Vizhinjam Port with Nemam rather than taking it all the way to Erumeli. So,
there is absolutely no connection of Vizhinjam Port with the Erumeli line.

ADV. ADOOR PRAKASH: Sir, the line will provide rail connectivity to many
districts such as Kottayam, Idukki, Pathanamthitta, Kollam, Thiruvananthapuram
and also towns having more than 50,000 population including Nedumangadu
and Thodupuzha. | would like to know whether the Government will provide
adequate budget allocation for speeding up the works on this line?

SHRI ASHWINI VAISHNAW: Hon. Speaker, Sir, | would like to place on record
that the Government of Kerala has not been very cooperative in the railway

projects. | request the hon. MPs to use their good offices to get the support in
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land acquisition. Out of the 459 hectares required, only 62 hectares of land has
been made available. This is in a situation where the hon. Prime Minister has
given so much extra allocation for Kerala. In the UPA Government’s time, the
allocation for Kerala used to be only Rs.372 crore per year. Now, hon. Prime
Minister Shri Narendra Modi ji has given in the first and second term a huge
amount of allocation for the Railways.

In the previous financial year — 2023-24, the allocation for the railway
projects for Kerala was Rs. 2,033 crore compared to the average of Rs. 372
crore during the UPA period. The projects can be taken up only if the State
Government supports the land acquisition.

| request you to use your good offices so that if the State Government

supports us, then we can do a lot more in the State of Kerala.

SHRI RADHAKRISHNA: Hon. Speaker, Sir, thank you for giving me the
opportunity to raise this question. | represent Gulbarga constituency in
Karnataka.

Sir, considering the special status granted to the region under Article

sanctioned a Railway Division at Kalaburagi during the year 2014-15. It has
been 10 long years since the people of Kalyana Karnataka have been waiting
for the establishment of the Railway Division. Various committees have been
formed one after another but the Railway Division has still not been established.
Through the years, meagre amount was allocated towards the establishment of
the Division in various budgets but nothing came out of such allocations.

Division has been answered in the reply. The point is that during the UPA
Government without doing any feasibility and without actually looking at the
details of a project, announcements were made and no follow-up action was
taken up. That was the situation during the UPA Government.

The fact of the matter is that Kalaburagi was not sanctioned as mentioned
by the hon. MP in his Question. The announcement, which was made by the
then Railway Minister, was evaluated by the committee formed by the same
Railway Minister and it was found to be not feasible. | would also like to place on
record that the amount sanctioned for the development of railways in Karnataka
has also seen a record increase during the Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi
ji's first and second term. During the UPA Government, for a State like
Karnataka, the funds allocated was only Rs. 835 crore. And in the previous
financial year — 2023-24, the hon. Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi ji had
allocated Rs. 7,561 crore for Karnataka.

So, there is a huge emphasis on development of railways throughout the
country and also in the State of Karnataka.

SHRI RADHAKRISHNA: Sir, kindly consider the project positively.

SHRI ASHWINI VAISHNAW: Sir, although the question is not related to the
main Question. The main Question was about Division at Kalaburugi but | would
still like to mention that the fund allocation and the progress of works in Odisha
has seen huge increase during the last ten years. The funds which were
allocated for Odisha used to be just about Rs. 800 odd crore for a large and very
important State like Odisha during the UPA period and now, the funds allocated
are more than Rs. 10,000 crore every crore for Odisha. That is a huge jump
from the previous period and also the work which has been implemented, that
also has picked up so much pace in the last ten years and 1726 Kilometres of
Railway lines have been constructed in the State of Odisha which is if you
compare, that is more than the entire Railway network of Sri Lanka. That is the
pace of construction which is there in Odisha now and we hope that this pace

will continue.

20 lakh people from Konaseema but also as a devoted son striving to realize
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his father's cherished dream. | joined politics with one objective, that is, to fulfil
the Balayogi Sankalpam which is to unlock the true potential of our
Konaseema and bring a holistic development to the region.

| am sure that all the Members of this august House are aware that my
father, Shri G. M. C. Balayogi, served as the Speaker of the Lok Sabha from
1998-2002 and was the youngest to ever hold this esteemed position. He was
a dedicated three-term MP from Amalapuram. While his legacy includes
remarkable contributions to education, the establishment of MPLADS, and
even a courageous mission to meet Saddam Hussein to secure the release of
fishermen, his heart always belonged to Amalapuram. His vision was to
develop infrastructure, particularly railway lines, to uplift the lives of his beloved
people.

A railway line between Kotipalli and Kakinada existed in pre-
Independence India but was dismantled by the British during World War II. It
was during my father's tenure as an MP that the dream of reviving a railway
line in the Konaseema region gained traction. The NDA government at that
time sanctioned the construction of a railway line connecting Magam,
Amalapuram, Peruru, Pasarlapudi, Jaggannapeta, and Razole at an estimated
cost of Rs. 2,120 crores.

However, the progress of this vital 57-km railway line has been stalled in
the recent years due to the callous indifference and gross negligence of the
YSRCP Government in Andhra Pradesh. Their failure to release 25 per cent

It will also
help the coconut processing industry. It will also enhance aquaculture
profitability.

In conclusion, | would like to say that the State of Andhra Pradesh has
endured severe financial distress due to the reckless and destructive financial
policies of the YSRCP Government over the past five years. They have
plundered our State and left it in utter financial ruin. Therefore, | would like to
urge the hon. Railway Minister and the hon. Finance Minister to allocate the
necessary funds for the completion of the railway line, increase the Central-
State share and expedite the process. | am confident that unlike the previous
Government, we will ensure full cooperation with the Centre to see this project
through to completion.

ADV. DEAN KURIAKOSE (IDUKKI): Madam, the issue related with human-
animal conflict is the main problem in Kerala as well as in my district Idukki. In
my constituency alone, we share more than 350 kms border areas with forest.

One day before, one Adivasi man aged 48 years has been killed by a cruel
elephant attack. It is the most unfortunate incident. It is the fourth incident this

year and there are around hundred such incidents in the last 10 years. We are
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facing a crucial situation. It is the survival crisis of the poor people in my
constituency.

In our Constitution, there is a Fundamental Right which guarantees
‘Right to live with dignity’. But no Governments, not only the Central
Government but also the State Government, are not at all concerned about the
protection of the people. No Government is giving any protection. The
Government of Kerala does not bother about it. They are not disbursing the
compensation in time. This is a high time for further amendment in the Forest
(Conservation) Act. That is my point.

Last time, there was an amendment eliminating the Schedule for vermin
species. We objected, but the Government of India eliminated it. That has to
be re-introduced. Also, we have to adopt the policies of the foreign countries.
we have to adopt those policies to tackle this crisis. This is high time to
introduce the control of birth rate policies. We have to adopt the policy of
culling. We have to adopt the policy of birth rate control of the cruel animals
whichever are entering the agricultural lands. So, we are demanding that we
should get the right to kill the cruel animals whichever enter the farmers’ land
otherwise there is no remedy. People are not getting any protection. Therefore,
| urge upon the Government to make further amendment in the Forest
(Conservation) Act.

Areas
such as Katwa, Agradip, Krishnapur, Palashi, Pila, Patuli, Jhaudanga, Majida,
Dangapara and Kalinagar of Purbasthali Dakshin are severely affected by this
erosion. It is deeply concerning that the river has encroached 100 meters of
railway tracks near Jauidanga of Samudragarh. Erosion has already led to the
engulfment of schools, bridges, markets, buildings, and even cremation
grounds.

The effects of erosion are profound. It often forces communities to
relocate, disrupting their livelihood and causing socio-economic instability.

Bardhaman Purba heavily relies on agriculture but erosion leads to the
loss of fertile land, impacting crop production and food security. The erosion is
damaging roads, bridges, and thus disrupting transportation networks and
increasing maintenance costs for local authorities.

It has also a huge social and psychological impact. Affected
communities experience stress and uncertainty about their future. Displaced

families may struggle with integration leading to loss of cultural ties.
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To address these challenges, Government and local authorities may
implement measures such as embankments, afforestation and early warning
systems. However, effective solutions require integrated planning and
community engagement.

| urge your kind attention, Madam, to prioritize long-term strategies such
as constructing embankments.

In this situation, | would urge the Government to send a Central
Government expert team and render all assistance to the State of Kerala and
ensure immediate help for the same. | would further demand the Government
to provide compensation for the victim’s family which lost a young life to the
Nipah outbreak. The Union Government must ensure supply of monoclonal
antibodies to the State, and it must further take steps in providing urgent
delivery of sample results from the Pune Virology Lab as well.

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(iv) Need to introduce a New Guaranteed Pension Scheme (NGPS) for
Central Government Employees

DR. BHOLA SINGH (BULANDSHAHR): | rise to demand for the launch of
New Guaranteed Pension Scheme (NGPS) in place of existing New Pension
Scheme (NPS) for the Central Government Employees (CGEs), similar to
Andhra Pradesh as it is a hybrid model between NPS and Old Pension
Scheme (OPS), as reversal to the non-contributory OPS is financially
unfeasible. NGPS offers middle path wherein providing a guaranteed monthly
pension of 50% of the last drawn basic salary along with additional dearness
relief (DR) twice a year to the CGEs will address the long pending demand of
Government Employees for restoration of OPS. Under the NGPS, all CGEs will
be eligible for a guaranteed monthly pension of 50% of their last drawn basic
salary and dearness allowance. The Government will match contribution to the
employee’s NPS account, with employees having investment options. Any
shortfall in the pension amount from the NPS corpus will be borne by the
Government, ensuring minimum pension of 50% of their last drawn salary,
even if their NPS investment returns are lower.

Therefore, in view of the ‘impossibility’ of going back to OPS, the new

guaranteed pension system model may be launched at the earliest.

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(vii) Regarding plight of Arecanut farmers affected by spread of yellow
disease in Dakshina Kannada Parliamentary Constituency

CAPTAIN BRIJESH CHOWTA (DAKSHINA KANNADA): | would like to bring
to the attention of the Government towards the distress that Arecanut farmers
in my constituency are facing owing to the spread of Yellow Disease and seek
remedial measures to address the same. India is the largest producer and
consumer of arecanut in the world and the crop also has a cultural
significance. Dakshina Kannada, has a gross cropped area of 1.74 lakh ha
wherein the major crop is arecanut which covers 84,157a ha - almost 50 % of
the cropped area. But the Yellow Leaf Disease, caused by phytoplasma and
spread through plant hoppers, poses a serious challenge as high incidence
and intensity of the spread of the disease has caused massive crop loss to our
farmers. Campco reported that over 16,000 ha of areca plantations had been
destroyed owing to the yellow disease and 6000 of their farmers had reported
to have been affected. This can be addressed with a one-time compensation
and funding the setting up of a research center for developing disease-
resistant variety of areca as well as controlling the spread by carriers of the
disease. Collective action and commitment can address the concerns that

loom over the future of arecanut cultivation in Dakshina Kannada.
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(viii) Regarding establishment of New Trauma Care Centres in
the country
SHRI DUSHYANT SINGH (JHALAWAR-BARAN): India is making significant
strides in road infrastructure. Since 2014, National Highway development has
surged significantly, with the MoRTH’s average annual budget increasing over
940% from 2009-14 to 2023-24. In 2020-21, we achieved a remarkable pace of
37 km of highway construction per day and set a record. As we aim for a Viksit
Bharat by 2047, we plan to construct over 200,000 km of national highways by
2037, including a tenfold increase in high-speed roads. Linking Jhalawar (NH-
12) and Baran (NH-27) via National Highway No. 90 is essential for enhancing
connectivity and promoting equitable growth across the country. However, the
rising fatalities from road accidents on national highways necessitate urgent
and comprehensive road safety initiatives. The tragic loss of 168,000 lives in
2022 emphasises the critical need for Trauma Care Services along highways.
Experts emphasise the significance of the "Golden Hour" for survival, making
the establishment of such centres imperative. Further in order to enhance
trauma care on highways, it is also essential to implement Advanced Trauma
Life Support (ATLS) and Basic Life Support (BLS) for medical staff, improving
the skills of existing personnel. Hence, by establishing new Trauma Care
Centres, we can significantly increase survival rates for victims of road

accidents.

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(xiii) Regarding review and beautification of Ramzan river in
Kishanganj, Bihar
DR. MOHAMMAD JAWED (KISHANGANJ): The Ramzan river, flowing
through the heart of Kishanganj town, is in a deplorable state, causing distress
among local residents. Despite years of promises and discussions about its
revival and beautification, no significant improvements have been made. The
river has now degraded to the point where it resembles more of a drain than a
river, putting its very existence at risk. It is imperative to conduct a thorough
assessment of the current state of the Ramzan River and formulate a
comprehensive action plan for its revival and beautification. Stringent
measures to control pollution and remove encroachments must be
implemented. A clear timeline for the action plan, along with regular updates to
the public, is essential to foster transparency and accountability. Adequate
funds should be allocated for the implementation of the revival plan,
recognizing the importance of preserving this natural resource for the well-
being of the community. Despite writing to the Director of the National Mission
for Clean Ganga (letter no. MS/LS/23/256), no action has been taken so far,
with state and central governments blaming each other and resorting to mere

paperwork.

SHRI K. SUDHAKARAN (KANNUR): The recent surge in human-animal
conflicts across Kerala, as highlighted by the State Forest Department's report
identifying 1004 conflict zones, demands urgent attention and a proactive
response from the Government.

(xvi) Regarding plight of handloom sector in the country

DR. SHASHI THAROOR (THIRUVANANTHAPURAM): | wish to draw the
attention of the Hon’ble Minister of Textiles and the Hon’ble Minister of Finance
towards the deteriorating plight of the handloom sector in India. Given that the
textile sector is the second largest employment generating sector in the
country, this issue is of the utmost importance.

The 5% GST levied on handloom clothes and raw materials is further creating
financial distress for many poor handloom weavers, who are in dire need of
some sort of state support. | therefore urge upon the Hon’ble Minister to kindly
consider waiving the GST on handloom products and also evaluate the
possibility of a support package for handloom weavers to mitigate the

existential threat to this crucial industry.

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(xx) Regarding train accident in Darjeeling

PROF. SOUGATA RAY (DUM DUM): On 17" June, a goods train rammed into
Kanchanjunga Express in Darjeeling. 10 people died and 43 passengers were
injured. After the accident the Chairman of Railway Board had said that the
accident was due to the fault of the driver of the goods train who did not follow
the signal. The accident pertains to the rear-end collision of a goods train with
Train No.13174 Agartala-Sealdah Kanchanjunga Express between Rangapani
and Chattar Hat stations in the Katihar Division of the Northeast Frontier
Railway. But in a report submitted by Chief Commissioner of Railway Safety
(CCRS), it has been stated that lapses at multiple levels in managing train
operations was responsible for accident and not the driver.

The accident pertains to the rear-end collision of a goods train with Train
No.13174 Agartala-Sealdah Kanchanjunga Express between Rangapani and
Chattar Hat stations in the Katihar Division of the Northeast Frontier Railway.
There was neither infrastructure nor adequate training. As a result of which the
accident was waiting to happen. These could have been a bigger accident in
North Bengal. The report has asked for immediate implementation of automatic

train protection system of “KAVACH” which should be followed.
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(xxi) Regarding setting up of a Defence Industrial Corridor at Salem

SHRI T. M. SELVAGANAPATHI (SALEM): The then Hon’ble Finance Minister
in his Budget speech for the year 2018-19 had announced setting up of two
Defence Industrial Corridors in the Country. One is earmarked for the State of
Tamil Nadu, and Salem was one of the locations identified for this purpose in
the State by the Centre.

SHRI ABHISHEK BANERJEE (DIAMOND HARBOUR): Hon. Chairman Sir
and esteemed Members of this august House, today, | rise here to speak on
the Union Budget that was presented by the hon. Finance Minister yesterday.
If I am to describe this Budget in one line, | would say it is a Budget without
any clarity or vision which has been rolled out to satisfy the coalition partners
of the BJP rather than providing any substantial relief to the 140 crore people
of this country. This Budget was planned by two individuals to keep another
two in good faith neglecting the aspirations of 140 crore people. So, the gist is
that it has been planned by two and executed for two. It is anti-people Budget
crafted to bribe two political parties and buy time.

Sir, today, we stand at the precipice of a new era in Indian democracy.
When PM Modi became the Prime Minister for the first time in 2014, everyone
referred to the Government as Modi Government.

When Shri Modi was elected for the second term in 2019, everyone
referred to the term as Modi 2.0. But on 4™ June, 2024, the people of India
decisively rejected the Modi-led BJP Government which reigned supreme
almost for a decade.

What we now have in place is a creaky, shaky coalition. Yes, Sir,
coalition. Coalition means cooperation. No one is referring this Government as

Now, the same money is being allocated to
purchase aircraft worth Rs. 8,000 crore and construct palatial buildings as a
part of Central Vista project worth Rs. 20,000 crore, and the poor people of this
country still endure homelessness and still remain without a roof over their
heads. It is another failed promise.

They guaranteed employment to the rural poor under MGNREGA, but
failed to do so. As | said, not a penny has been allocated for West Bengal in
the last three financial years following BJP's embarrassing defeat in the 2021
Assembly elections. They guaranteed to turn bullet trains into a reality by 2022,
but failed again. Now, the deadline has been conveniently shifted and

postponed to 2026. One kilometre of bullet train costs Rs. 200 crore whereas
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one kilometre of Dedicated Freight Corridors (DFCs) on the other hand costs
Rs. 25 crore.

Railway accidents today have become the order of the day, but the
Union Budget presented yesterday makes no mention of rail safety or
installation of anti-collision devices or Kavach in the passenger trains. They
had guaranteed to double farmers income by 2022, but it failed. The actual
growth staggers at three per cent and at this rate, the farmers can expect their
incomes to be doubled by 2035 or 2040.

The Prime Minister said: ‘It is unfortunate that | was not born as a
Tamilian. | only wish to be born as a Tamilian in the next birth. | love the
language of Tamil and the people of Tamil Nadu.” This is what our Prime
Minister said before the first phase election.

After the election got over, in the last phase when he goes to Odisha,
what does he say? How can he give the control of Odisha to Tamilians? This
showed his anger. People of Tamil Nadu will never forget and that is depicted
here in this Budget. As you try to cheat by saying who are Tamil people and
saying that you will support Tamil and wherever you went, you tried to speak
our Thirukkurral and tried to get our hearts but your true heart is this. The
Prime Minister is spewing venom against the people of Tamil Nadu.

Sir, | will not take much time speaking about the Budget because even
the BJP Member who spoke today never spoke on the Budget. | think the time
has come for the Prime Minister to take some good advice and follow our
Dravidian model Chief Minister Shri M.K. Stalin. When my Chief Minister Shri

M. K. Stalin became the Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu, he said, | will work not
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only for the people who voted for me but also for the people who did not vote
for me. It is my duty. But today, Sir, our Prime Minister is not working for the
people who voted for his Party but only for the parties which are supporting
him.

In fact, if you see Sir, lakhs and crores of rupees were spent by this
Union Government to promote Modi ki Guarantee before the elections.
Wherever you went, televisions, radios, newspapers channels, it was all public
money that was used to promote the Prime Minister.

Sir, after the election, Modi ki guarantee has gone. Now, we have Modi
ka insurance. What is this insurance? The insurance premium is being paid by
the people of India to ensure that he still continues as our Prime Minister.

Sir, for three years, the Union Government’s share of funds for
Chennai’s Metro Rail has been pending. Our Chief Minister has repeatedly
written and urged for the funds. For the Chennai Metro Rail phase Il, he had
written to them to give 50 per cent of funds. Till date, they have not given a
single rupee. But our Chief Minister has said that Tamil Nadu Government will
fund it and already put Rs. 12,000 crore in this Budget.

Sir, we would like to know about this. You went to Coimbatore. You had
a roadshow. The Prime Minister tried to appease the people of Coimbatore.
Our Tamil Nadu has sent you a project for the Coimbatore Metro Rail and
Madurai Metro Rail. We have not received any response. Nothing has come

from you.
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Sir, our Tamil Nadu Government has made a request for the Tambaram-
Chengalpattu elevated expressway. Till now, there is no mention of the funds.
For ten years, the middle class has faced the brunt of inflation, rise in food
prices and rise in fuel and LPG prices.

Right now, Russia — Ukraine war is going on and it is because of that the
western countries are not buying fuel directly from Russia but this Russian fuel
is being bought by India. If the price of petroleum per barrel is 120 dollars,
India was getting it for 60 dollars. Did any of the Indian benefit because of the
price reduction? No. The oil went to our Prime Minister’s refineries, got refined
into diesel and petrol and exported to Europe and they sold it at the market
price. You brought windfall taxes. For the first time in India windfall taxes was
brought.

Sir, | would like to ask the Finance Minister why do you not give us a
white paper on the windfall taxes and how much of money Ambanis and
Adanis made because of the Ukraine war.

Sir, one has to have a heart to provide substantial relief in income tax.
Household savings rate is at a record low of 5.2 per cent of Gross National
Disposable Income in 2023. What does the common man get? It is only a
saving of Rs.1058 per month. That is the saving they are talking about.

You have announced targeted programmes relating to irrigation and
flood mitigation. Bihar got the funds for Kosi-Mechi inter-State link project.

Assam, Sikkim and Uttarakhand are getting assistance for flood management.
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Himachal Pradesh is also getting the assistance for reconstruction and
rehabilitation.

What about Tamil Nadu? We had the worst flood in Chennai. In
Tuticorin, there is flood which we have never seen for 150 years. The Finance
Minister, Shrimati Nirmala Sitharaman went there. She said that she was
among her friends. There, she appealed to the people, yes, we will do
something. Till now, not a single rupee has come. In fact, she visited a temple
there and asked the residents not to put money into the temple hundi and give
the money directly to the priests.

Is this the way the Finance Minister behaves? Will it be okay if | tell the
people of Tamil Nadu not to pay taxes to the Union Government?

The Union Government has given only 276 crore so
far. It seems to be very imbalanced for this minority BJP Government in
announcing Rs.11,500 crore to Bihar due to political compulsion. When there
was flood in Gujarat, the Prime Minister went there the very next day and
announced a slew of support up to Rs.1,000 crore immediately.

| am happy that the BJP has finally taken the clue and followed the
footsteps of hon. Chief Minister Shri M.K. Stalin’s Dravidian model by copying
his pioneering scheme. But the scale which you have announced is
unbecoming. Take for example, the skill development scheme. What does the
Budget say about it? The Finance Minister says that it will train 20 lakh people
in a year. But my Dravidian-model Chief Minister, Thiru. M.K. Stalin has
already introduced a scheme of training 15 lakh youth in a year. The State
Government is training 15 lakh people but the Union Government, with all the
resources, is training only 20 lakh people in a year.

The expenditure on social sector is crucial for a developing nation
like India. It is the only tool by which we can eradicate poverty, develop better
health infrastructure, and provide safety net for the most vulnerable sections of
the society. As per the Government’s estimate, the Government always
compares the amount spent this year versus the last year to show how overall
the welfare expenditure has grown at a CAGR of 12.8 per cent; education by
9.4 per cent and health by 15.8 per cent and claims it as a record expenditure
but the devil is in the details. Looking at the figures in terms of percentage of
total expenditure reveals a different story. The expenditure on education was
just around 1.9 per cent in 2017-18.

Medical and public health expenditure has decreased from 0.8 per cent
to 0.16 per cent. Welfare schemes for Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes,
and Minorities have declined from 0.16 per cent to 0.13 per cent. There is no
mention about census. This is the fifth Budget being presented without census.
This is the first Government since Independence that has failed to conduct
census, even three years after the pandemic.

Sir, you compare yourself with the other countries and talk about
becoming the fifth-largest economy of the world. One hundred and forty-three
countries in the world have conducted the census successfully after the
pandemic and managed to get the data. So, what does it mean? The
Government does not know how many people to plan for, what the state of
human resources are, what the demography and economic structure are at the

local, regional and national levels. So, how can we expect effective policy
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making from this Government? One wonders if you are avoiding conducting a
census because of the pressure from within your dependable allies for a caste-
based census. The Budget lets down the poor and fails to address the growing
economic inequality.

Sir, when Dr. Manmohan Singh, the Former Prime Minister took over,
the GDP in 2004 was Rs. 54.8 lakh crore. The GDP usually doubles every ten
years. When Dr. Manmohan Singh left the office and the great Prime Minister,
Shri Modi took over in 2014, the GDP was Rs. 105.27 lakh crore which literally
doubled. Now, let us do the maths. That means, after ten years, it should have
been doubled. It should have been more than Rs. 200 lakh crore. But in 2023-
24, it is only Rs. 173.82 lakh crore. This shows that you are not performing as
you claim to perform.

Sir, Budgets are aimed at stimulating growth. The Economic Survey
says that India's real GDP grew by 8.2 per cent in FY24, marking a growth of
over 7 per cent for the third consecutive year. Its forecast now is a modest 6.5
to 7 per cent. But what is growth? Is it just the increase in the size of the
economy or is it an equitable distribution of wealth from the growth? Who is
benefitting from this growth? Is it the 3.44 crore people living in extreme
poverty in the country? Afterall, they are the ones most affected by
macroeconomic indicators like inflation in food prices. While headline and core
inflation have eased to 5.1 per cent and 3.1 per cent respectively, the
Consumer Food Price Index remains high at 9.4 per cent in June 2024.

Economic inequality has widened significantly over the past decade under the
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BJP's crony capitalist Government. The wealth of India's billionaires, who are
Modi’s friends, has increased by 35 per cent in 2020 alone, while millions were
pushed into poverty due to the pandemic. Reports indicate that the top 10 per
cent of the population holds 77 per cent of the national wealth, highlighting a
severe disparity in income distribution.

Sir, there is another astounding statistic within this as well. By 2022-23,
the top one percent of the country's population had 22.6 per cent share of all
income and owned 40 per cent of all the wealth in the country. This is worse
than the colonial era of the British Raj.

Sir, talking about youth and unemployment data, this is the elephant in
the room. Despite promises to create two crore jobs annually, the reality has
been starkly different. The unemployment rate rose to a 45-year high of 6.1 per
cent in 2018 to 17.8 per cent now. This was much before the pandemic. So,
you cannot blame the global situation. Today the situation is worse. On one
hand, the Ministry of Labour and Employment is saying that as per the latest
available Annual Periodic Labour Force Survey Reports, the estimated
unemployment rate on usual status for persons of age 15 years and above
was 4.2 per cent in 2021, 4.1 per cent in 2022 and 3.2 per cent in 2023. But
the data from the Centre for Monitoring Indian Economy (CMIE), an
independent think tank, says that the unemployment rate was 8 per cent in
2020-21, 5.9 per cent in 2021-22 and 7.3 per cent in 2022-23. This is far more
believable looking at the ground reality. According to the CMIE Data, the

unemployment rate in India stood at 9.2 per cent in June 2024, a sharp
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increase from 7 per cent in May 2024. CMIE's Consumer Pyramids Household
Survey shows that female unemployment reached 18.5 per cent, exceeding
the national average, in June 2024. This is up from 15.1 per cent in the same
period last year. At the same time, male unemployment stood at 7.8 per cent,
slightly higher than 7.7 per cent in June 2023. While the Labour Participation
Rate (LPR) rose to 41.4 per cent in June 2024 from 40.8 per cent in May and
up from 39.9 per cent in June 2023, the rural unemployment rate rose to 9.3
per cent in June from 6.3 per cent in May. The urban unemployment rate
climbed from 8.6 per cent to 8.9 per cent. This contrasts sharply with the 2014
figures, where the unemployment rate was 5.44 per cent when the UPA left
power.

Sir, the Finance Minister highlighted the BJP Government's nine crucial
priorities for transforming India into a developed country by 2047. The nine
priorities for generating ample opportunities for Indians included - productivity
and resilience in agriculture, employment and skilling, inclusive human
resource development, social justice, urban development, energy security,
infrastructure, innovation, research and development, and next-generation
reforms.

Let me take them one by one. First is, productivity and resilience in
agriculture. An Inter-Ministerial Committee was set up in April 2016 to lay out a
roadmap to double the farmers’ income by 2022 as promised by the Prime
Minister. They used the 2012-13 National Sample Survey Office data to

estimate that. The national average annual income of Indian farmers was
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Rs.96,703 in 2015-16. Based on this, the Committee set the targeted double
income at Rs.192,694 at 2015-16 constant prices to Rs.271,378 at current
prices in 2022-23. The Committee calculated that to achieve those levels, the
farm income would have to grow annually by 10.4 per cent over the next seven
years. While data for 2022-23 is not available. According to the last situational
survey data released in 2021, the average annual income of farming
households increased from Rs.96,703 in 2015-16 to Rs.1,22,616 in 2018-19.
This suggests that the annual growth in farmers' income has been mere 2.8
per cent. Even this growth has been driven by non-farm income since the
income from crop cultivation declined by 1.5 per cent annually since 2015-16.

Sir, when this Government came to power, they did a promise — | was
also surprised — that a mega project of interlinking of rivers will be taken up.
How many rivers have they interlinked? Can they give us a White Paper on
that? They changed the name of the Ministry as Jal Shakti Ministry because
they want to interlink rivers. What a scam, Sir! That means, they are still all
alone.

Sir, now let us come to employment and skilling. | have already
presented my case on the unemployment issues and the lack of scale in the
Skill Development Scheme. | remind you again, the Budget says it will train 20
lakh youths across the country while in my State, the Chief Minister of Tamil
Nadu is providing training to 15 lakh youths every year through the Dravidian

Model. So, there is a wide gap between a State and a country.
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So far as inclusive human resource development is concerned, the
Government's strategy for inclusive human resource development and social
justice focuses on comprehensive growth across various sectors. Programs for
education, health, and economic empowerment, enhancing schemes like PM
Vishwakarma and PM SVANidhi to support artisans, self-help groups and
entrepreneurs, the Purvodaya Initiative in the East, projects like the Patna-
Purnea Expressway, Rs 15,000 crore for Andhra Pradesh's capital needs and
support for the Polavaram Irrigation Project are all commendable. But why is
my State, Tamil Nadu not included? Why are all the other States not included?
| would ask, and the people of India would like to know where is the report card
for how similar schemes have fared in the past. Many questions on these
topics have only given vague data on funding and outcomes.

Sir, India’s public healthcare system remains under-funded and over-
burdened. The country’s healthcare expenditure is still averaging around 1.28
per cent of GDP, much lower than the global average of six per cent. Rural
areas face severe shortages of doctors and medical facilities. So, how exactly
will you have inclusive human resource development?

Sir, let us come to social justice. Caste-based discrimination and social
inequalities persist. Dalits and other marginalised communities continue to face
significant socio-economic challenges. Inclusive policies and robust
implementation are needed to ensure social justice. But all we see is welfare
schemes being ignored and spending being cut for these sections that require

a social security or safety net. We, from Tamil Nadu, and our Chief Minister
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have repeatedly explained how NEET is anti-social justice, yet you still remain
adamant on not abolishing it. Our hon. Speaker comes from Kota and that is
his constituency. Every year more than 22 students commit suicide because of
the fear of facing NEET. The same thing is coming from other States. There is
the question of future of our children. Your arrogance should not come in the
way. This is not what we want. This is anti-social. This is against social
development. | hope, you open your eyes and, after all the scams, try not to
cover it up and pushover it.

Sir, then they are talking about urban development. You refuse to fund
our Chennai Metro Project or any other metro project, and load the States with
the construction bill for housing projects. The Air Quality Index (AQI) in major
cities continues to be hazardous, and deforestation rates have increased.

Smart Cities Mission has been extended till March 2025 after the June
deadline was missed. Smart cities allocation is slashed to Rs. 2,400 crore for
FY25 from Rs. 8,000 crore in FY24.

You say more resources will be allocated to the Urban Rejuvenation
Mission, which is more about improving the living conditions of the urban poor
in the cities, but even during the course of this election, we saw in Chennai that
when the Prime Minister Modi went for a roadshow from his favourite area of
West Mambalam, he had to cross my constituency where poor people were
staying in the Slum Board houses on which clothes were put. They did the

same thing in Nama Kshetram where they did not want to see the poor of
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Gujarat. In the similar way, the houses of poor people of Chennai were
covered. This is the condition of the poor.

Then, what happened to piped drinking water to every house? Nothing
has been happening.

PM is talking about energy security. FM has announced a diversified
energy plan focussed on small, modular nuclear reactors, rooftop solar plants
and the development of indigenous technology for Advanced Ultra Super
Critical (AUSC) thermal power plants with much higher energy efficiency. Can
we have the data of how much of this funding will be allocated to each State
and how will the criteria for selecting these projects for each State be decided?

As on June, about 54.5 per cent of India’s power came from thermal
sources like coal, gas and diesel, while 45.5 per cent came from non-fossil fuel
sources, which includes 1.8 per cent nuclear power capacity, according to the
Power Ministry. How does the FM plan to alter this drastically in a short period?
What happens if a State decides to not opt for small, modular nuclear reactors
and wants to pursue an alternate source? Is there a mechanism for how this
announcement will be implemented?

There is an announcement related to the ambitious green hydrogen
mission which got Rs. 600 crore in the Interim Budget. No announcement has
been made related to electric vehicles and FAME lll, which will be critical to not
just cleaner environments but also the industry. What about funding for

harnessing offshore wind energy potential?
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Regarding infrastructure, FM has budgeted Rs. 11.11 lakh crore of
capital expenditure for 2024-25, and roads and railway projects are to get
nearly 50 per cent of this outlay. The massive slash in the social sector
spending over the years coupled with the unimaginative move to push capex
once again in the latest Union Budget has become the trademark of the BJP
Budgets and does little for the common people of this country.

The budgeted capital expenditure is about 17 per cent more compared
to the actual expenditure of Rs. 9.48 lakh crore last year. The FM has once
again bet on increased capital expenditure spending, but with little to show
how it has helped deliver results. The two most powerful indicators of a revival
in the capital expenditure cycle are acceleration in the completion of
investment projects and in the increase in net fixed assets of non-finance
companies. We are yet to see any result for the capex investments of the last
few years. So, how can we be sure?

We must also not forget that large capital expenditure is at the cost of
welfare. There have been significant cuts in major schemes and no investment
in key sectors like healthcare and education. Similarly, schemes for minorities,
the disabled, and pensions for the elderly, have all been summarily reduced. In
addition, the rise in prices over the past five years means that every rupee
buys about less than it did in 2019. This deadly combination of insufficient
funding and rising inflation directly hurts our nation’s poorest and the most
disadvantaged. It will only aggravate the existing crises such as inflation,

historically high unemployment, and low savings in the country. So, this push
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for infrastructure comes at a large cost. When will we see the results of the
massive capex spending by the BJP?

Now, | will come to innovation and development. All of us will be in
support of fostering indigenous innovation and research, but will the Union
Government follow through with sufficient and consistent funding? The
Anusandhan National Research Fund for basic research and prototype
development is to be operationalised. How does the Government propose to
do this? Is there a roadmap in place? Financing pool of Rs. 1 lakh crore for
spurring private sector-driven research and innovation at commercial scale is
commendable but where are the funds for such an announcement going to
come from?

16.32 hrs (Shri A. Raja in the Chair)

Let us talk about the next-generation reforms. How does the
Government plan to ensure uniform implementation of land and labour reforms
across the States, given the varying levels of infrastructure and governance
capabilities? How does the Union Government plan to structure the fiscal
support for the States? What criteria will be used to determine the allocation of
funds? How will the Government address the digital divide, particularly in rural
areas, to ensure that the benefits of digitised land records and GIS mapping
are accessible to all the citizens? How will the Government involve various
stakeholders, including farmers, labour unions, and industry representatives, in

the reform process to ensure their concerns and suggestions are adequately
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addressed? We already saw how your farm laws backfired due to lack of
consultation.

Chairman Sir, in conclusion, the Union Budget has once again failed to
meet the aspirations of the middle-class people. Nearly Rs. 4 lakh crore have
been promised as subsidy for Andhra Pradesh and Bihar to support you being
the Prime Minister. | would like to ask this. From where is the money going to
come? At whose cost are you going to do this? ... (Interruptions)

SHRI DAYANIDHI MARAN: Sir, at this point, while | conclude, | would like to
mention our demands. Our Chief Minister, Shri MK Stalin, is for the people.
Tamil Nadu has risen as a primary State, as a number one State in
governance, and is ensuring that development takes place. But why are you
penalising us? Is it because we did not elect you? We did not elect you
because you are two faced. You always do useless abuses. You want to split

us in the name of religion, caste. You make sure to discriminate us by birth. Till
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now, many times the Prime Minister has said he loves Tamil language. What
has he done for our Tamil language or for the people of Tamil Nadu? We say
in Tamil: “Vaayila vadai sudaravar thaan Modi.” It means: “He fries vada
through his mouth, not in the oil.” He does not even give the vada to us. He
takes it and eats it himself.

| humbly request you this. The people of Tamil Nadu are watching you.
Do not try to punish them. If you punish Tamil Nadu, then India will not grow. If
India has to grow, Tamil Nadu has to grow. The people of Tamil Nadu have
one more great fear from our Prime Minister. In 2014 when the Prime Minister
first entered the Parliament, he came to the old Parliament and fell flat and
took the blessings of the Parliament. This was in 2014. Now, that is no more
the Parliament building. Now, in 2024, the Prime Minister took blessings from
the Constitution. He took the Constitution book and took all his blessings. The
people of Tamil Nadu and the country are worried. Please do not destroy the

Constitution. Thank you, Sir. Vazhga Tamil!
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SHRI SRIBHARAT MATHUKUMILLI (VISAKHAPATNAM): Thank you, Sir.
This is my first speech in the Parliament. | have heard many learned Members
speak today. | am not as prepared for countering many of the things that were
said, but | think as we speak in the future, | will learn from it. | think the
takeaway is that politics at different times change, and when we point fingers
at someone, there are four fingers pointing back at us. | think that | will speak
about those as we proceed into the future.

| would like to start off by thanking the hon. Prime Minister and the
Finance Minister for their visionary Budget, which exemplifies the
Government's unwavering commitment to Viksit Bharat and the goal of making
India a $30 trillion economy by 2047 and also making it the third largest
economy by 2027.

There were things that were said by Members of the Opposition. | would
like to highlight some of them. One was that the Government today is not a
stable Government. | would like to remind everyone that when the UPA-Il came
into power in 2009, the UPA did not get the magic numbers. They were under
273 and they had to take external support of other Parties to form the
Government. Compared to the times then and the partners over here that were
part of that alliance, they are much stronger now than they were then.

| would like to also highlight that what we are doing now is that the
alliance is based on pre-election agreement among the political parties and we

have all come together based on the needs of our respective States. | will
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come back to why Andhra Pradesh needs help and what are the challenges
that we have faced over the last five years.

| would like to highlight certain aspects of the Budget, which will help us
become Viksit Bharat by 2047. | would like to start off with the focus on
infrastructure and capital expenditure. The amount of Rs. 11.11 crore that has
been committed to capital expenditure is about 12 per cent greater than what
was committed last year. | would also like to appreciate that an amount of Rs.
1.5 lakh crore has been given interest-free for multiple States across the
country to leverage and to build their own infrastructure.

| would also like to acknowledge the budget given for Rural Bharat.
There is an allocation of Rs. 2.66 lakh crore. In particular, | would like to
appreciate the Government for recognising the challenges of the MSME sector
by basically providing end-to-end support from the new credit assessment for
giving about Rs. 100 crore of loan without collateral; from giving support to
stressed MSMEs during their times of difficulty; and to giving them access to
funds. | think that the MSMEs are the backbone of the country because across
rural and urban areas, there are millions of MSMEs across the country that
need that help.

But, through this development we are not leaving people behind
because there are allegations of price rise and inflation. | would like to remind
here that the average inflation in the NDA Government over the last 10 years
has been about five per cent as per the World Economic Outlook, but during

the UPA regime between 2004 and 2014, the inflation was 7.5 per cent. So,
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there is a 2.5 per cent average lower number of inflation in the last 10 years
compared to the UPA regime from 2004 to 2014. So, whatever complaints the
Opposition has about price rise, | think they are pointing a lot more fingers at
themselves.

| think the commitment of the Government to give budget support to one
crore families for building housing -- both in urban and rural areas -- is much
appreciated and we look forward to getting that benefit in Andhra Pradesh
also. We appreciate the continued welfare support through the Pradhan Mantri
Garib Kalyan Yojana to 80 crore people and the Government is continuing that
for five more years.

| would like to specially mention about the water management, sewage
and solid waste treatment plan in about 100 cities, and | hope that the city of
Visakhapatnam that | represent is covered in it. | have been told in the
Parliament, during the entire campaign and also after having contested in 2019
that there is an acute shortage and this is an acute challenge which we face in
our city with sewage and solid waste treatment issues.

| would also like to highlight the solar plan which is about installing solar
panels in one crore households for 300 units of free electricity. Through this,
the Government is providing developmental support to not only the wealthy,
but also to the poor and to the people all around the country. | hope that, as
the country keeps moving forward, we support many others. We have provided

a basic standard of living through these various initiatives. We focus on
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infrastructure and we focus on economic growth. But the question is about
equity. How are we giving opportunity to different people around the country?

There are different things that the hon. Finance Minister has spoken
about in the Budget speech. One thing, which is very interesting, was about
being able to provide internship opportunities to one crore youth across the
country to start with in the 500 top companies. But | hope that it gets spread to
other companies. In the budget outlay, the Government has announced to give
one-time assistance of Rs. 6,000 and a monthly benefit of about Rs. 5,000. |
would like to appreciate the intention to set up a thousand ITIs in the hub-and-
spoke model across the country and train 20 lakh youth in skilling. | think it is a
much-needed initiative.

Being a person who is in higher education, | would like to, in particular,
appreciate the intention to give loan support of about Rs. 10 lakh to every
student who wants to pursue higher education in domestic institutions and also
giving three per cent subvention on interest. | did my graduation in the US. |
lead a university in India today with about 30,000 students. | have seen over
the last two decades that increasingly the number of assets that one holds is
going down. Most of the people have to take debt to educate their children.
And today, | do not want India to go into a place where the United States is
right now, which is rising debt trap in the students community. And, | think, if
you see the major expenditure that any household incurs is on education and
on healthcare. So, this important scheme coming in the higher education is

much appreciated.
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| would also like to briefly mention some initiatives in the Atmanirbhar
Bharat intentionality, which is about making ourselves self-sufficient on the
semiconductors and the entire technology sector. Given the challenges we
have seen in the pandemic and, in general, in the global uncertainty, I think all
of the production link incentives we have given in the technology, IT, and
automobile sector are all very necessary to provide opportunities for the Indian
citizens for pursuing manufacturing in India. As we do all this, | think there are
two potentially disruptive forces that we have to watch out for. | am happy to
see that certain initiatives in those areas have been announced.

The first disruptive force that could really change the way we live is
working on climate change and environment sustainability. While we may be
ignorant of the incremental damage to the environment, we are all seeing the
way cyclones, hurricanes, storms and earthquakes are happening around the
world. So, investments into that area are like bringing clean energy, doubling
the budget from Rs. 10,000 crore to close to Rs. 20,000 crore on new,
renewable energy, increasing the nuclear power investments by almost 400
per cent from about Rs. 500 to Rs. 2,000 crore, and increasing the solar grid
capacity. Looking at the overall renewable energy capacity, in 2014, we had 76
gigawatts. Now we have come close to 200 gigawatts. So, the Government is
delivering on its stated intention, and | think it will keep doing so over the next
five years.

| would like to also specifically mention, though it is a small investment

into the space, the VC fund that has been set up for Rs. 1,000 crore. | think, it
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is very important because as we exhaust our natural resources and as we look
beyond the earth, investing into space startups and potentially living on other
planets down the line will not be an impossibility. It will be a possibility. | am
glad that India is joining that idea.

| would also like to highlight the second potentially disruptive and very
dangerous thing, that is, artificial intelligence which has to be managed well.
The Government of India approved the India Al Mission in March 2024 with a
budget outlay of about Rs. 10,000 crore over the next five years. | would like to
request that we put specific focus and do research on the impact on the labour
markets through the advancement of Al, what regulations we need to put in
place to ensure that Al does not overtake the way our labour market functions,
and also invest into research on how we can skill our workforce to deal with Al
in the future.

As far as the State of Andhra Pradesh is concerned, | would like to
specifically appreciate the hon. Finance Minister, Nirmala Sitharaman ji and
our hon. Prime Minister, Modi ji, for the support of Rs. 15,000 crore that has
been announced for Amaravati in the current financial year and the
commitment to allocate more in the coming years because Amaravati is a
project that is very historic and unique. We have received about Rs. 33,000
acres from over 30,000 farmers without taking a single rupee upfront with the
trust that we will develop and give back a world-class Capital. But due to the

damage caused in the last five years by the previous Government, we have
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lost that ability to do it. So, we need the support of the Centre and we
appreciate the Centre’s response to that.

As far as industrial development infrastructure goes, there was a
mention of the Koparthi node, the Orvakal node in the Vishakhapatnam-
Chennai Industrial Corridor and the Hyderabad-Bengaluru Industrial Corridor.
We would like to work closely with the Central Government in ensuring that
these are a reality in the very near future. We would like to appreciate the
grants for the backward regions, Rayalaseema, Prakasham and North Coastal
Andhra, which | represent, getting the grants continuously over the next five
years, and we look forward to overall getting all the aspects of the AP
Reorganization Act being implemented in letter and spirit. We appreciate the
Finance Minister for that support.

| would also like to specifically mention something that was mentioned at
the beginning of the Budget speech and somewhere in the middle, which is
about the seafood exports. Andhra Pradesh now exports close to 40 per cent
of the seafood in India out of the $8 billion industry. And there is significant
challenges in terms of what the farmers face in terms of access to the shrimp
brood stocks. So two things were mentioned. One, starting a breeding centre
for shrimp brood stocks in the country will really mitigate the production
volatility and provide the livelihood stability for thousands of aqua farmers in
our State, and also providing NABARD financing for not just the shrimp
farmers, but also for the processors and for the exporters. So we thank the

Government for that support.
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| would also like to highlight here to all Members of the House why
Andhra needs this support. The State was divided in 2014. | would like to
remind everybody in the House, the division, according to us, was done
unscientifically. For the first time in 2014, Andhra Pradesh had a deficit budget
after eight years of continuous positive budgets. And even the revenue
distribution that was done was not done fairly. It was unequal. There are
multiple challenges. After our Government came to power in 2014 and our
leader, Mr. Chandra Babu Naidu, was the Chief Minister. We systematically
worked on developing the economy. We competed with Telangana in the
development of our per capita income. On multiple metrics, we were doing
well. Our agriculture grew, our economy grew at a faster rate than the country’s
economy.

But in 2019, when we lost the elections, the damage that has been done
to the State in the last five years, to some people’s eyes, they feel that we
have gone back by 15 to 20 years. For a State that historically has received
only about 40 paisa or 45 paisa for every rupee it gives to the Centre, we are in
a very unique position today where we need to depend on the Centre to be
able to run our State. And that is the particular reason why | even went to
elections together with the BJP, with the Jana Sena, with Modi Ji and with
Pawan Kalyan Ji for the good of the State. What are the challenges we faced?
Amravati was not just not developed. It was systematically tried to be killed and

destroyed. We have seen the farmers in Andhra Pradesh protesting for over
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1200 days, close to 1,500 days, protesting against the earlier dictatorial regime
in Andhra Pradesh.

Coming to the progress of Polavaram, well, it achieved about 72 percent
by the end of 2019. It is because of the Government in the last five years, | am
very sad to say that it has only progressed about three percent. And under the
claims of saving money or reverse tendering, they have damaged so many
aspects of the Polavaram project. Now we have an international committee
coming and checking it out and seeing what damage has been done and how
we can prepare it for the future. | am also very sad that Andhra Pradesh, that
was thriving, had the highest unemployment rate among graduate youth in
India at about 24 percent in the year 2022-23. We seek to really reverse that.
And overall, we still have not released our White Paper on finances of the
State. | think we will do that shortly, maybe today or tomorrow. But the State's
debt is estimated to have reached about Rs. 13 lakh crore in many forms, debt
on the State, debt through corporations - many of which we do not know - debt
through liabilities that have to be paid, debt through incentives that have to be
paid. When we club all of them together, it is about Rs. 13.5 lakh crore. When
we left office in 2019, the State debt was about Rs. 3.5 lakh crore. In a period
of five years, we have seen the debt going up by Rs. 10 lakh crore. And that
has really crippled us and our ability to invest into our own future. And the by-
products of that are many other failures.

One such thing | would like to highlight is the failure in the way that we

have managed our power sector leading to a loss of over Rs. 1.2 lakh crore in
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the power sector alone. | can keep going on and on, but | think the people of
Andhra Pradesh have recognized these failures in governance. And when we
came together, the BJP, Jana Sena and TDP, we went to the people that we
need to beat this dictatorial regime. They have given us a historical mandate of
164 seats out of 175 seats. We have won 21 seats in the NDA.

| would like to remind the Members from the Opposition that we have
gone together. It is not that BJP has three MPs in Andhra Pradesh, but the
NDA has 21 MPs in Andhra Pradesh. That is a very strong part of the
Government today. We would like to continue to seek Central support over the
next few years because we would like Andhra Pradesh to come back onto its
feet. As was said before, strong States make for strong countries and
cooperative federalism is very good for all the States to compete in a very
positive manner. So, we would like to continue to do that. But we seek that
help in the short-term so that Andhra Pradesh can get back onto its feet.
Under the visionary leadership of our leader Chandrababu Naidu ji, we had
difficulties in 1995 when he became Chief Minister. We had difficulties in 2014
when we came to power. But we have never seen difficulties like this what we
have now in 2024. In fact, just yesterday, our Chief Minister while speaking in
the Legislative Assembly said, “I cannot even announce the Budget of the
State because that is how bad the things are. | need two months’ time to study
how bad the things are before | can even announce a Budget for the State.”
So, we are very sad as Members of Parliament representing our State to see a

prospering State in this condition. But regardless this, innovation is going
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about unabated. Similar to the skilling commitment of the Central Government,
Andhra Pradesh has taken on a very innovative decision to do a skill census to
measure the requirement of skills and availability of skills in all the districts of
Andhra Pradesh and use that information as a basis for skill development, as a
basis for employment, as a basis for investment into the State of Andhra
Pradesh, and we will continue to do so.

There are many other things that | would like to speak. But | will just end
with a few things. Coming back to a few things concerning my Parliamentary
constituency Visakhapatnam, the Government has recently announced the
intention to overhaul 200 State-run firms and shift the focus away from
privatisation and towards enhancing intrinsic value.

| request the hon. Finance Minister to include the Vizag Steel Plant
among the State enterprises. We will provide all our support from the State
Government to bring it back onto its feet and really deliver on providing steel to
the country. We would like to continue to coordinate with the Government on
the speedy establishment of the South Coast Railway Zone. | look forward to
whatever budgetary allocation is required for that.

| would like to end my speech by saying that this gracious allocation for
a State like Andhra Pradesh is very well received by the people of Andhra
Pradesh especially in the despair that we have been in the last five years. We
would like to acknowledge our Prime Minister Narendra Modi ji and our
Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman ji for recognising this need and

respecting the judgement of the people of Andhra Pradesh.
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| look forward to participating more in this august House in further
debates. | thank the hon. Chairperson for the time given to me to speak today.

SHRIMATI SUPRIYA SULE (BARAMATI): Thank you, Sir. | stand here to
speak on the Union Budget, the Union Territories of Jammu and Kashmir
Budget, and the Demands for Grants for the Union Territories of Jammu and
Kashmir 2024-25.

| congratulate the hon. Finance Minister on presenting her Sixth Budget.
Every year we have a lot of expectations from her because India is no more
insulated, it is a big global player over the last few decades. So, everything that
impacts globally impacts our country as well. So, while we are talking about
India which she also | think mentioned in her Budget Speech that what is
happening globally, what is happening in Europe and South America is
eventually going to affect our country as well. But | would like to make a small
point before | get into the Union Budget. This is one more year after making
Jammu and Kashmir a Union Territory against their wish. We are passing the
Jammu and Kashmir Territory Budget and their Demands of Grants. Mr. Amit
Shahji, the hon. Home Minister, had committed to this House that within a year
they will hold elections and the Budget of the State will be discussed in their
Assembly. So, | take this opportunity and request the Treasury Benches to
keep their words and | hope next year elections are held in Jammu and
Kashmir and they pass their own Budget in their own State. So, | think this is a
very important point and it must be done because if parliamentary elections

can be held in Jammu Kashmir, why are assembly elections not held? Anyway,
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you have committed to the Court that by September they are supposed to hold
the elections this year. | do not know why we are passing the whole budget of
2024-25. Even if you are passing the budget, | request with full compassion
and empathy for the people of Jammu and Kashmir, they deserve to make
their own decisions for themselves.

The four engines of growth for a robust economy are investment,
consumption, exports, and fiscal deficit. | do not want to be a prisoner of the
past and history. Such a type of debate is going on from the Treasury
Benches. Actually, | was disappointed with the Treasury Benches today. We
used to listen to such wonderful speeches even if they were opponents and |
miss most of them today. If we study the entire Budget for the last decade of
this entire Government, they probably had very less to say in their Budget
because the Treasury Benches only spoke about things which have happened
50 years ago. People have apologized and moved on. It has nothing to do
with our economy and the future of this country or the growth of this country.

So, | want to speak only about the Budget today and | want to limit my
entire speech to that. If you look at investments itself, now, how much
investments have come into this country? What was the idea of reducing the
corporate tax? They reduced the corporate tax under the pretext or maybe
they thought it was a wonderful decision at their level that if they reduced the
Corporate Tax, more investments will come. But, that is not reflecting in the
numbers that the Government has given. The Gross Fixed Capital Formation

of the percentage of GDP, if you look at it, in 2013-14, it was Rs. 30.70 lakh
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crore while if you look at 2023-24, it was Rs. 30.80 lakh crore. So, there is
reduction in bringing GST. They have made a lot of effort. | am saying that
governance is continuity. | am not taking away the credit that the Government
has done nothing in last 10 years. Well, GST was the Congress's Bill which
they implemented. We may have differences in the way they have
implemented it but it was a good effort.

As far as digitalization is concerned, what they have done in banking, |
am not taking away the credit from them. But at the same time, was it too little,
too late to reduce corporate tax? That is the one reason why investments are
not coming. | think, the Government needs to even introspect why the
environment for investment is not as good as it should be.

As far as consumption is concerned, it is clearly not doing well,
especially, the agrarian crisis and the rural economy. The data speaks for itself
louder than you and | arguing about it. | am not running the Government down,
but they need to accept that there is an agrarian crisis in this country.

A new word which | also have learned over the last few years is
shrinkflation. Sir, if you go into FMGCs, you will notice that all these big
FMGCs have started a new line which is actually called shrinkflation. It is
shrinking, showing the inflation and shrinking. So, if the biscuit is for five
rupees, there were five biscuits in it. Now there are four. The size of the biscuit
and the packaging has become less. You look at any big company, be it
Godrej and all, all the big boys, they have started this new concept of

shrinkflation. This Government is denying the fact that there is a price rise.
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Where is this shrinkflation coming from? It is a completely new concept in
Economics. But it is a marketing activity for all these big companies which
directly impact jobs and the economy. It is a reflection when FMCGs do not do
well. The data speaks for itself.

Now, | come to exports. When there was a global issue with China,
everybody looked at it as China plus one. So, there was a great opportunity for
India to become the ‘plus one’. Has India truly become Atma Nirbhar Bharat?
Was it really Make in India? It was all wonderful sloganeering but has it really
converted into jobs? So, if it is China plus one, what number are we globally?
China plus one has become Mexico, China plus one has become Vietnam,
China plus one has become Indonesia. We are at number four globally. So, we
have not done as well as we should have done. And this was the sloganeering
of this Government when they had a clear mandate. They had 300 MPs, and
they could have done anything they wanted. So, what went wrong in ‘Make in
India’? | think we all need to introspect. There is just no point changing
policies. Change is inevitable in any economy. We understand that.

Fourth is fiscal spending. Now, in fiscal spending, what is important is
this. After the global issues and slowing down after the pandemic, India has
recovered in the K shape. We will give credit. But who has really done well?
The hon. Finance Minister constantly spoke about fiscal deficit. The FRBM Act
was wonderful. Even though it came into force under the leadership of Atal

Bihari Vajpayeeji, the UPA continued it because governance is continuity. It
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was a very good Act and we continued it. It was three per cent for the States,
and we should not cross five per cent for the country.

Yesterday, the hon. Finance Minister said that the fiscal deficit is
estimated at 4.9 per cent. Is it really going to stop at 4.9 per cent? My concern
is, once the supplementary demands come, it will probably go up. | am not
saying that my number is perfect. Neither | am a finance expert nor am | an
economist. But from whatever little that | read, it will probably go up to 5.6 per
cent. This is what the rough estimate is. Now, if the fiscal deficit goes up, what
did we bring this law for? Should there be no good practices? Are the States
also following the same? Just now, a gentleman from Andhra, Mr. Bharat
spoke about it. He said that in Andhra, they do not have money and their Chief
Minister who is such a learned man is going to take two months to find out
where their fiscal deficit is. My State is not far away from that either, but | will
come to that.

Sir, | want a clarification from this Government for my understanding and
for the country to know. You are saying that you are at 4.9 per cent. Well, the
data does not say so. If they really have reached 4.9 per cent, it is not because
of the great policies of this Government. ... (Interruptions) They are saying 4.5
per cent but at whose cost? How are you reaching that ‘4.5 number? This is
not because of the policies of the then Modi Government and the present NDA
Government, as they call themselves. But the Modi Government has survived
this whole thing not because of the great work they have done. It is the hard

work that this nation and the people of this country have done, and the credit
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goes to the RBI. Actually, the entire house should thank the RBI and its
Governor, Shri Shaktikanta Das, who gave them a dividend of Rs. 2 lakh crore.
That is why they are at 4.9 per cent. Otherwise, they would not have been at
4.9 per cent. So, this is something very important. | think, we should really
thank the RBI which has done a wonderful job and actually saved this
Government. It is not their credit. Instead, it is the RBI's credit in terms of the
good policies that they have managed to come here even at ‘240’. Otherwise,
they would have not reached this much.

Another question which my colleague Shri Dayanidhi Maran very rightly
put up is about the census. | do not see anything about the census in this
entire Budget. | want to ask them two-three very pointed questions. | am not
criticizing them; | am just asking them.

Sir, they talked about women, how much more they want to do for
women, and how they have got the Women’s Reservation Bill which is still not
implemented. But unless you do the census, how are you going to implement
the Bill is my first question.

Second is about delimitation. Our constituencies are huge with 23 to 24
lakh voters. When | started as an MP, there were 14 to15 lakhs voters. Now,
the number has reached to 23 lakh and the money we are getting is Rs. 5
crore. In Maharashtra, one MLA gets Rs. 5 crore per year. So, if | have six
MLAs, the amount is actually equivalent to Rs. 30 crore. ... (Interruptions) We

are getting Rs. 5 crore per MLA. So, unless you do this delimitation, how are
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we going to manage this? Is the Government thinking of doing this and raising
funding for this?

The other point is with regard to MPLADS. Either you increase the fund
under that or stop that. | would request the Government to scrap it either or
make them fair because what will a Member of Parliament do with that? An
MLA gets Rs.5 crore and | am also getting Rs.5 crore. ....(Interruptions) What
are we achieving? ....(Interruptions) Some hon. Members are saying that MLAs
get Rs.15 crore. ....(Interruptions) So, why do not you increase it? That is one
very important question. What about the fiscal deficit? | want a clear answer
from this Government. What about the caste census? We definitely want to ask
the Government.

Sir, they talk about GST. Whenever you ask anything from this
Government with regard to GST, they say that the GST Council will decide. |
want to ask two very small questions from the hon. Finance Minister. The
Income-Tax Department has unearthed a huge fake money changing scam.
There are companies which have input tax credit. Now, input tax credit scam
under the Goods and Services Tax is some thousands of crores of rupees
scam. What has this Government done to make sure that such scams do not
happen in future? What are the checks and balances? Anything you ask from
this Government, they will say, “Go to GST Council”. Now, | have a problem in
my State. You may not have that problem in your State because | do not know
what your Finance Minister does. But unfortunately, in Maharashtra, our

Finance Minister, never attends the GST Council meeting. This is what data
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says. So, my State is always unheard. What is the Plan-B for it, if a Finance
Minister does not attend GST Council meetings? Maharashtra is never heard.
So, | want some justice for that, and want a solution for that. Besides the
Finance Minister, nobody can speak in that meeting. ....(Interruptions)

He is your ally, you will have to tell in that case. ....(Interruptions)
HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please address the Chair.

....(Interruptions)

SHRIMATI SUPRIYA SULE: So, that is one very important thing.

Sir, the other very important scheme of the Government is PLI scheme. |
want to ask one very pointed question because this is really important. My hon.
colleague, Shri Dayanidhi Maran talked about unemployment. | think the whole
thrust of this Government was on skilling and employment. They started a very
good scheme of Production Linked Incentive. | am not taking away from the
intention of this Government. Shri Raghuram Rajan has said that there was
some semiconductor company in Gujarat to which they have given an
incentive of Rs.2.3 crore. This is the kind of money which we have paid them
as an incentive. ....(Interruptions) That is the level of money that has been
given with no outcome. Not only that, one of the Cabinet Ministers has agreed
with that figure. | do not know who he is, and | do not want to name anybody.
But he said that the Government has given Rs.2.31 crore per employee for that
particular unit in Gujarat.

Now, the new one is Employment Linked Incentive scheme. So, your PLI
has already failed, and this ELI is also going to fail. You have already failed
even in fiscal deficit. Thanks to the RBI. So, where is really this economy
going? Just by making all these announcements, and giving all these
schemes, there is nothing that you are quantifying in this economy. The
numbers are not helping for what they are saying in these various schemes.

They are very proud of feeding 80 crore people. | am also very happy if
they are feeding 80 crore people. But how come when they keep saying about
this multi-dimensional poverty index, every time they are saying that they are
getting people out of poverty? How come you are still feeding 80 crore people
after 10 years? | mean, it is the same number. They are so proud to say for 10
years that they are feeding them. | am very happy if they are feeding them.
Then, how come are they talking about multi-dimensional poverty index? What
is this for?

They are doing nothing for EPS-95. So much they talked about pension.
EPS-95 was a commitment this Government made. | mean, may his soul rest
in peace because Arun ji, unfortunately, is no more with us, but Arun ji had
mentioned it that EPS-95 is something we commit to. This Government has not
done it.

Then, | come to the agrarian crisis. The hon. Finance Minister,
unfortunately, is not here. Shri Biplab Deb is here. He was talking about milk

production, wheat production. This is the data from 10 years.
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There is no great innovation. What have they done to milk prices and
casein? What have they done by banning the exports of onions? They have
lost two seats in Maharashtra only because of banning exports of onions?
Their allies are begging them to allow onion export, but they have done
nothing. Even after losing two or three seats and after doing miserably in the
elections, they have still not done it. It is fine because it helps us in the State.
Once we form the Government, we will make sure that agrarian issues are
addressed and farmers are respected not just by hands-me-down approach
and revdis, which is their favourite word, but by respectfully giving MSPs to the
farmers for their produce which they produce with their hard work.

As a percentage of GDP, the increase for agriculture in this year’s
Budget is not even one per cent over the last ten years. In agriculture, it was
3.52 per cent and now, it has only become 4.2 per cent. In health, from 1.15
per cent of the GDP, it has gone to 1.85 per cent. In education, 1.8 per cent
has only become 3 per cent. For infrastructure, which is their favourite, they
like only big-ticket projects even in Maharashtra. They only work for
infrastructure and you know, obviously, why. Then, social justice is only 1.5 per
cent, which is not a great thing. | just need to ask this Government one thing.
In her reply, the hon. Finance Minister should tell us what the plan of this
Government is.

| am as concerned as Andhra Pradesh is. They have just come to power
and they are suffering as they are saying. The same thing is there in

Maharashtra. Every time, there is no fiscal management in that State. Then,
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why did we pass that Bill? If there is no good discipline of finances, in this
country unfortunately, | say this with great pain, there will be a complete
economic crisis. We do not want to go our neighbour’s way. We want to be firm
and committed to be a robust country with good growth with very good fiscal
management and a strict one.

So, | urge this Government to kindly reply to all these questions and
reassure us. | have no problem with what they have given to Andhra Pradesh
and Bihar, but they should not give us a step-motherly treatment because of
what the voters have decided. This is mandated by our Constitution that
elections have to be fair and just, and we are living in a democracy.

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DR. SHASHI THAROOR (THIRUVANANTHAPURAM): Thank you very much,
Mr. Chairman Sir for giving me an opportunity to add my words to the Indian
National Congress’s view on the Union Budget presented by the hon. Finance
Minister.

Mr. Chairman, Sir, this under-whelming Budget has been a woefully
missed opportunity for, after all, this was the Government’s chance to prove to
the citizens of India, after the colossal setback the BJP suffered in the recently
concluded general election, that the Prime Minister and the Finance Minister
have actually listened to the concerns of the people. Once again, they have let
the people of India down.

The Budget is, in many ways, an emblem of this Government’s
economic mismanagement and financial recklessness made all the more
worse by its divisive policies. This Budget makes it abundantly clear that the
BJP has run out of ideas. Rather than being a vision statement of the
economic future of the country, this Budget is an illustration, as has been
pointed out by many, of their politics. Their priorities chiefly revolve around
appeasing their two regional allies, forgetting there are 26 other States and
eight Union Territories whose people have nothing to be happy about. But
even out of those two, the people of Andhra Pradesh have less reason to be
happy at the supposed allocations made to their State in the Budget. The
Budget only commits to arranging Rs. 15,000 crore towards the development
of Amravati. This is not an allocation. It merely entails the facilitation of loans

by the Centre from multilateral development organisations to your State.
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Instead of amounting to a formal financial support from the Centre, this
commitment would only add to Andhra Pradesh’s existing debt burden. The
other promises made, of course, are the very ones broken in the NDA'’s first
term. One only hopes that another No Confidence Motion will not again have to
follow!

The four other States which have received the Government support for
natural calamities are all NDA-ruled States — Bihar, Assam, Sikkim and
Uttarakhand. On the other hand, INDIA alliance-States find themselves cast
out and ignored. Indeed, Karnataka, Tamil Nadu as well as my home State of
Kerala have, time and again, sought funds for natural calamities from cyclones
to rapid coastal erosions, but they have got none. Bihar received Rs. 26,000
crore for its highways, but Karnataka had sought and got nothing for the critical
road infrastructure projects in Bengaluru.

For the Government of India, it seems some States are more equal than
others. Now, this inclination to bias is not limited to State allocations either. If
one looks at the specific concessions on basic customs duty given to three
cancer drugs, it turns out they are all made by the same pharmaceutical
company. Why were various other costly life saving drugs being imported into
the country overlooked for this exemption?

On that subject, Mr. Chairman, | find it worrying that the Government has
completely disregarded the augmentation of existing healthcare infrastructure.

In my own State of Kerala, many were hoping to hear a mention of the long
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proposed AIIMS in Kerala. Alas, even with the presence of two Ministers of
State from Kerala, the Government has continued to disappoint us.

Bias, Mr. Chairman, takes many forms. This Budget fails to consider that
in our country today private investment is sputtering; consumption growth is
slow; real rural wages are plummeting; overall wages are in decline; and the
demand for investment credit has collapsed. As a result, returns on labour are
low and so are returns on debt capital. Only equity and private profits are
booming. The situation is perverse. Luxury watches, premium cars, and
business class travel are reporting huge increases in sales and net profits but
the purchases of ordinary people have plunged. SFIM, TSIl WG & fog of
AR & o7 47 7121 & | But SUV sales are rising and small car and two-wheeler
sales are tanking. It is starkly clear why inequality in India today is said to be
worst than during the British raj.

Even when all the flaws that beset the developing country, ill health,
poor education, abysmal housing, poor sanitation, malnutrition, infant mortality,
all linger in India, a multibillionaire can preside over an obscenely extravagant
wedding reportedly spending Rs. 5,000 crore while in the sprawling slums in
the same city most Indians struggle to survive on less than Rs. 200 a day. This
Government does not frame its policies with those Rs. 200-a-day people in
mind. Instead, it gives tax breaks to favoured capitalists and corporates in the
name of boosting private investment. In fact, this Government’s corporate tax

cuts have meant a revenue loss over the last five years of an astronomical Rs.
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8.7 lakh crore foregone by the Government. Who has this benefit? Can you tell
us where the jobs are, hon. Finance Minister? Where is the capital investment?

While no one expects it any better from this Government, it is
extraordinary that in India individuals pay more direct tax than corporates.
Budgeted figures of higher direct taxes from individuals and lower from
corporates will surprise voters and should shame the Government. Perhaps,
they are ashamed since they have stopped even releasing detailed GST
revenue collection data allegedly because their GST collections are so high
that they have not revealed the extent to which the aam aadmi is subsidising
this Government through regular purchases that they pay GST on while the
Government subsidises a favoured few. But once again, concealing data is a
speciality of this Government. Remember the PM CARES Fund.

During the UPA years, Mr. Chairman, the personal income tax was 21
per cent of total tax collection; corporate tax was 35 per cent. Today, the share
of corporate taxes out of total tax collection is at the lowest level ever at just 26
per cent while the share of personal income tax in total tax collections has
increased to 28 per cent. While this is going on, private investment has
nosedived from a peak of 35 per cent of GDP under Dr. Manmohan Singh to
below 29 per cent during this Government’'s 10 years of BJP rule. So, the
corporate tax cut has put over Rs. 8.7 lakh crore on the pockets of billionaires
while the middle-class and the aam aadmi continue to bear the weight of heavy

taxation.
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In contrast, if the money were to be put into the hands of ordinary
people, they would spend it in their local communities and on their own
essentials, and so stimulate the economy. It would be a matter of spending on
roti, kapda, aur makaan, rather than on the pockets of those who happen to
support the BJP. So, | want to point out to the hon. Finance Minister — in her
absence, of course — that one-third of our populations lives under Rs. 100 a
day. And if we are to have a Budget that addresses their needs, then we must
pay attention to those crucial sectors of our economy that are conspicuous in
their absence from this Budget.

My colleague, Kumari Selja has already addressed the issues of
emissions, farmers’ welfare and agriculture, and in the interest of time, | would
not touch them. But consider, for instance the word ‘health’, which is
mentioned only four times in the speech. Indeed, Madam Minister did not even
discuss healthcare at length at a time in India when 55 million of our most
vulnerable citizens are annually cast below the poverty line because of having
to spend on healthcare. This Budget offers nothing tangible to this vital sector.

Was it really so long ago that COVID-19 rampaged across the world,
wreaking havoc and exposing our massively inadequate and ineffective
healthcare sector? Yes, if one were to look at the Budget, it would seem that
the pandemic has been forgotten. The allocations for the Ministry of Health and
Family Welfare have decreased as a share of the overall expenditure from
2.16 per cent in 2019 to 1.9 per cent in the Budget. At the same time, the

Ministry of Ayush had an allocation nearly doubling.
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The fact is that India is just not spending enough on health. Brazil,
Russia, China and South Africa, the other BRICS countries spend roughly 14
to 15 times more than us. Until recently, even Bhutan, Nepal and Maldives
were outspending us. This year, the Budget Outlay for health has seen a
miniscule rise, yet far from the aspiration of five per cent of the GDP. The Modi
Government's health expenditure, as a proportion of GDP, remains stagnant
and we are even distant from spending the minimum 2.5 per cent that was
outlined by their Governments in the National Health Policy.

| must address the so-called ‘missing middle’. According to NITI Aayog,
these are the people who have no health insurance cover and are too well-off
to be eligible for the Ayushman Bharat Yojana. When flagged in a 2021 NITI
Aayog Report, the Government said that they would take notice of this and yet
here we are in 2024 with no health solution at all for this middle-class. This is
highly irresponsible and reflective of our Government's inability to afford
something as basic as healthcare insurance cover to some of our neediest
citizens.

Offering health insurance to employees at negotiated rates; reducing
GST on health insurance premiums; offering such tax benefits as increased
exemption limits under Section 80D of Income Tax Act could all have been
ideas for the Finance Minister to make health insurance far more affordable
and accessible, especially for the middle section, the ‘missing middle’ of our
population which is growing according to the Government. But she has

completely overlooked them.
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The truth is that even when it comes to a sector as indispensable as
public healthcare, the mantra of the BJP as with everything else has been re-
brand, not revamp. So, we have had India's health and wellness centres, which
need more funds and more staff to provide cost-effective treatment to ordinary
Indians, but regardless of their faith, being renamed Ayushman Arogya
Mandirs casting a secular institution of a secular nation into an overtly religious
mode. But, perhaps, a certain Constituency in Uttar Pradesh should have
taught the BJP to never again to exploit a Mandir for scoring political goals.

Re-branding is what this Government has done for the last 10 years. We
have been calling it a name-changing Government and not a game-changing
Government as you know. But honestly, hearing the inflated claims of the
Ruling Party after this weak Budget and all the TV shows that | had to appear

on yesterday, | am reminded of a garage mechanic saying to the owner of a

car ‘B JMUPHT HR P ST Al SIP el B Ab, i1 &I & 3TTATST 9T &T & I' That
is what the Government is doing. The brakes of the Indian economy have
fallen out because the Government’s horn keeps getting louder.

Let us look at the targets announced for Make in India. In its 10 years of
existence and under-achievements, this Government thinks honestly that
rhetoric is a substitute for action. But | may move to another sector of the
economy, which the Budget barely pays any attention to, and that is education.
It is immensely critical to employment generation. For all the BJPs talk of

upskilling youth and equipping them with the tools that they need to procure
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jobs in today’s intensely competitive job market, there is no mention in the
Budget speech of primary or higher education.

We have a staggering 35 lakh youngsters who dropped out of school in
the last academic year for which there are records. And this is not just an
indication of economic failure by the Government of kids having to join the
informal workforce to support their families. But it is the future of India stepping
away from the path of knowledge. It is deeply unfortunate. While leaving
school may not be in these students’ hands, getting them back to school is
certainly in the Government’s hands. So, it is a shame that access to quality
and compulsory education has been wholly overlooked in this Budget.

Education has been allocated a miserly Rs. 1.2 lakh crore, which is a
seven per cent decrease from the revised estimated allocation of 2023-24.
More alarming is the fact that the allocation for the Department of School
Education and Literacy as a share of the total budget outlay reduced from 3.16
per cent in 2013-14, the last year that we were in Government when the UPA
was there, to just 1.53 per cent in 2024-25. And the combined allocations for
both the Departments have declined from 4.7 per cent as a share of the total
budget expenditure in our last year to 2.53 per cent in your last year. Now, as a
share of GDP, it is even worse. It is a horrifically low 0.36 per cent. The
Government's own New Education Policy of 2020 recommends that the
education budget should be six per cent of GDP. Now, Mr. Chairman, if this
Modi Government cannot even meet the goals that they set for themselves,

then what can we expect of them?
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In continuance of their onslaught in education, by the way, the Budget

has slashed the funding for the UGC by 60 per cent.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude.

DR. SHASHI THAROOR: Sir, my Party has allocated 20 minutes to me. So, |
have another six or seven minutes to go.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: You have 15 members from your Party.

DR. SHASHI THAROOR: No, Sir, | have been told to take 20 minutes, and |
have prepared accordingly, please.

But they have slashed the UGC budget by 60 per cent, and fears do
abound now that this would reduce the UGC to purely a regulatory agency,
encourage universities to start more self-financing courses, creating an
additional financial burden on students, and will also make more universities
dependent on loans from the Higher Education Financing Agency — a complete
transformation in our education environment. On top of that, in 2019, the
Government introduced four per cent education and health cess, which is not a
sustainable source of revenue for the Government, but this cess has financed
70 per cent of the total educational expenditure after 2015. So, that is another
source of worry.

There is little to cheer on health and education, but should we welcome
the Government's belated recognition of the worst-ever employment crisis in
our country in history by their borrowing the Congress Party's proposed
apprenticeship scheme and renaming it? No. First, the exaggerated claims of

the Government that it added 125 million jobs in its 10 years, including 47
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million last year, are completely fake. They include unpaid labour, and even
one hour's work a week has been counted as a job. Second, they have diluted
our scheme. We had proposed an apprenticeship, which would lead to jobs.
They have reduced that to an internship, which is only an assistance. They
have only restricted it to 500 top companies. We had it open-ended. We
offered Rs. 1 lakh per person, they are offering only Rs. 5,000 a month. And on
top of that, they are taking 10 per cent from CSR funds. The CSR funds are
meant for social welfare benefits and not for the companies to spend on
themselves.

You have the fine print in the annexure that says that the participation of
these companies is voluntary. | do not know how they are going to define the
500 top companies and how these companies would voluntarily shoulder the
Government's burden of creating an economy where there are enough jobs.

The precedents are not encouraging. Can the Government tell us what
came off their 10 years of skill development efforts? How many of those trained
have been placed in real jobs? What about the schemes for women? Why is

the participation of female labour force today at a record low of 28 per cent?

| have to say that the Finance Minister's rosy claims on FDI are belied by
facts. The FDI as a ratio of GDP has, in fact, collapsed from an average two
per cent of GDP to 0.5 per cent of GDP last year, the lowest in a decade. One
big reason for stunted private investment is the heightened risk perception of
the Indian economy. The foreign companies are actually pulling money out of
our country. Some USD 44.4 billion have been pulled out in 2023-24. And
actual FDI, that is investments minus what they take out, has fallen to USD 26
billion, which is a 37 per cent drop according to RBI data, and the lowest
number since 2006-07 when the UPA was in power. Similarly, the
Government's disservice of removing indexation benefits under the long-term
capital gains tax is unforgivable because countless members of the middle-
class worked tirelessly for years to be able to afford a house or make an
investment in real estate to secure a pakka house for their families. And it is no
longer a viable investment because you no longer can index the appreciation
of that value to inflation and you will pay a much larger sum as a result. ...
(Interruptions) A couple of minutes more, Sir. In this example, we are looking at
the Government taking more taxes out of the pockets of the middle-class, out
of people who might even end up losing money in the course of buying and
selling a property, which may be the only one that they can afford. So the real
worry with all of this is that you are going to see a strong resurgence of cash

transactions in purchases of property. It will bring the real estate economy back
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into the deadly pool of black money for so much for na khaunga na khaane
dunga.

| must say, Sir, the Government keeps boasting of capex and
infrastructure, but the fact is that - and it even says it will create jobs in the
tourism sector because of this - but the truth is, how can you create jobs or
strengthen tourism when your refusal to reduce GST in hotels has made India
amongst the costliest destinations? ... (Interruptions)

| am just concluding, Sir. Or, how does it indeed boost tourism when
everything on the infrastructure side that we are seeing, is collapsing? The roof
in Terminal 1 in Delhi has collapsed. In Rajkot in Jabalpur, the canopies have
collapsed. Five bridges have fallen in Bihar last month, and Mumbai's Trans
Harbour Link, which was inaugurated by the PM in January this year, has
developed cracks. So what the Finance Minister ought to do is allocate
resources to fix our infrastructure rather than boasting about the tourists it will
attract.

| am going to wrap up, Sir, with just one sad comment further before |
conclude, which is about the accidents and the failure of the Government to
implement its own kavach that it has been talking about. We have had grisly
and ghastly railway accidents, but the kavach system has only utilized less
than half of the money allotted to it in the last Budget and only one per cent of
the total amount of railway lines that are supposed to have been equipped with
kavach have been equipped. So, this is pretty shameful and the Budget has

glossed over it.
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Nor did the Finance Minister mention MGNREGA which has been
mentioned by others, so | can just say in one sentence that demand keeps
going up, but the Modi Government keeps reducing its allocations to this, and
the allocation they have requested now is far short of the amounts requested
and required to meet the demands. On top of that, they have deleted job cards.
267 per cent of more job cards have been deleted this year, and the new
Aadhaar-based payment system has left eight million active workers ineligible
for payment. This is supposed to be something to help the rural poor. It is
actually hurting them,

Sir, let me conclude by saying that this Budget is a do-nothing, claim-to-
do-everything exercise. No matter how much the Government ratchets up the
mythic vision of a Viksit Bharat and its rhetoric, this is not a Budget for a Viksit
Bharat. It is a motley collection of schemes without an analytical framework or
a coherent spending plan, and no pathway to achieve the boasts and rhetoric
of either Amrit Kaal or Viksit Bharat. The Government is selling us a penthouse
in a building whose foundations are shaky, whose canopy has collapsed,
whose lift shaft is yet to be installed, and whose workers are starving.

The Budget lacks originality, ambition and strategy. We get no answers
to the employment puzzle. We get no solutions to education, health, and we do
not engage with any of the crises of investment | have outlined today.

The Budget that India needs and India deserves is much more than a
statement of solidarity with the ruling party's political allies.

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SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): Thank you, Mr. Chairperson. |
will be speaking for the first time after being elected to the 18™ Lok Sabha. Itis
my pleasure and | express my gratitude to my party, Bharatiya Janata Party
and my leader Yashasvi Pradhan Mantri Narendra Modi ji for being entrusted
to participate in the deliberation on the Budget 2024-25.

This budget is for continuation of empowerment of the newly emerged
neo middle-class. The budget sans poetry, but is filled with political
pragmatism. This is a Budget that will take the country’s villages, poor and the
farmers on the path of prosperity. The Budget exercise is a complex
intertwining of political-economy compulsions with multiple policy trade-offs
required to achieve often conflicting economic objectives, while constrained by
limited revenues. Despite these difficulties, a hallmark of the budgets of the
past few years has been stability and predictability in approach and outcomes.
Key to this continuity is furthering progress on the path of fiscal consolidation.

The fiscal deficit has been steadily reduced from 9.2 per cent of the GDP
in the FY 2021 to a budgeted 5.1 per cent for the FY 2025 in the Interim
Budget. Now it is estimated that the fiscal deficit would be 4.9 per cent of
GDP. The earlier FY 2024 fiscal deficit has been 5.6 per cent. This
demonstrates that the Indian economy has recovered strongly from the
pandemic, but sustaining growth to attain Viksit Bharat’s goal will require
sustained interventions and dealing with several emerging economic and

policy challenges. India has achieved higher growth in the post-pandemic
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period without compromising on financial stability. This year’'s Budget is
remarkably different from that of the previous 10 budgets.

When the Interim Budget was presented last February, 2024 | had said
sitting that side, “The Government is full of self-confidence to form the next
Government and thereby looking at the long-term picture”. This Budget has
specifically outlined the developmental programmes in the Eastern States of
the country. The hon. Prime Minister's vision of Purvodaya has been
propounded in this year’'s Budget mentioning Bihar, Jharkhand, West Bengal,
Odisha and Andhra Pradesh. There was a time in not so distant past when
this part of the country was feeding the whole of India. It was rich because of
its trade and commerce, because of its rich soil, because of the production of
food grains. People thronged to that part for employment as Odisha is rich in
minerals, with abundant water and forest cover. Andhra Pradesh and Odisha
have a long coastline with vibrant ports. Jharkhand is a mineral-rich State with
adequate human resources. Bihar has a vast stretch of plains for cultivation
and able human resources. West Bengal developed its agriculture and has a
vigorous MSME sector engaging a large number of youths. Yet, | would say
that this part of the country was systematically pauperised during the last 50 or
60 years until there was an intervention of the Union Government led by Modi
ji.

Today, we find policy intervention and the greater focus is on the eastern
States. The hon. Prime Minister has repeatedly said during the last 10 years

that the country cannot become fully Viksit if a region is left unattended and
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underdeveloped. | congratulate the Government and the Finance Minister for
bringing the eastern States into the focus of development. Investment on
infrastructure will facilitate investment and investment will generate
employment which will ultimately help in the economic growth of the country.

Hon. Chairperson, Sir, here, | would like to mention that there have been
some criticisms in my State by the Opposition that Odisha did not find place in
the Finance Minister's Budget Speech. While mentioning about ‘Purvodaya’,
the Finance Minister has categorically stated and | quote:

“We will formulate a plan, Purvodaya, for the all-round

development of the eastern region of the country covering Bihar,

Jharkhand, West Bengal, Odisha and Andhra Pradesh.”

Here is the actual issue that is there and the plan that is there before this
Government. | quote:

“This  will actually cover human resource development,

infrastructure, and generation of economic opportunities to make

the region an engine to attain Viksit Bharat.”

These five States will be the engine of development of our nation. And
today, | may mention here that in the other House there was a Question from
an Opposition Member relating to Odisha. He was asking, ‘What are you going
to do about the Coastal Express Highway that was supposed to be built? What
are you going to do relating to the capital region highway or the roadway that is

going to begin? And there is a specific answer by the Government in the other
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House. | believe in tomorrow’s newspaper and in today’s media, all that will be
flashed.

Now, | come to the Polavaram issue on which there were some
criticisms also. Categorically, | had stated, being a Member in the 16" Lok
Sabha, that the Government of Odisha and the people of Odisha are not
against the Polavaram project per se. Our concern was relating to the
inundation of backwaters after the commencement of the Polavaram project. It
is a national project. Adequate funding is now going to be provided for the
Polavaram project. But the concern of Odisha is that adequate measures need
to be taken and the Chief Minister of Odisha and the Chief Minister of Andhra
Pradesh are going to sit together and settle that matter. It is not a political
issue at all. Whatever human intervention is necessary or whatever
Government intervention is necessary, that will be done by the respective two
Governments together sitting there and finding out the solution.

My third point for deliberation here is this. How does we focus on forging
a new economic strategy? | believe the Government will take note of it -- what |
am going to mention just now -- which is now crucial to counter the challenge
to investment and growth by China’s muscular industrial policy. Amid rapidly
rising trade deficit with China, despite efforts to curb imports and investment in
the backdrop of Galwan clash in 2020, some are advocating to attract
investment from Chinese companies to boost import. We know that a number
of countries such as Mexico, Vietnam, Taiwan and Korea are benefitting from

‘China Plus One’ strategy pursued by western firms. The question for us is this.
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If we adopt this policy, will it result in a total movement of trading relations
away from China?

Should we import goods from China or import capital from China? That
is the question. The Economic Survey has stated this. ... (Interruptions)

HON. CHAIRPERSON: It is already 6 ‘0’ clock. Since there is a long list of
Members from various parties to speak, if the House agrees, we will extend the
time of the House up to 8 ‘0’ clock.

SEVERAL HON. MEMBERS: Ok Sir, we agree with you.

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB: To boost Indian manufacturing, plug India
into the global supply chain, it is inevitable that India plugs itself into the China
supply chain. Whether we do so by relying solely on imports or partially
through Chinese investment is a choice that India has to make. The economic
survey has posed this question before the nation and before the Parliament
and the Parliament has to take a decision and to a certain extent, the Finance
Minister has mentioned it in her speech not in such clear terms but a mention
is there.

So, what is the decision of the Government | would like to understand.
There are two things prevalent today. One is this China plus one policy. The
other is ABC which means anybody other than China. Why can we not adopt
the second option? | believe there is a need to strike a balance between

importing goods and FDI from China. Data shows that foreign investment from
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China has not been robust although Chinese goods has been persistent and
has been rising for close to two decades. Out of the two choices to benefit from
the China plus one strategy, it can integrate into China supply chain or
promote FDI from China. Amongst these choices, focussing on FDI from China
seems more promising for boosting India’s export. Moreover, choosing FDI to
benefit from the China plus one approach appears more advantageous than
relying on trade.

India has huge ambition in photo-voltaic semiconductor electric vehicles
and pharma industries. India has robust capacity in steel and yet sees
significant imports of cheap Chinese steel. Why are we importing Chinese steel
that are flooding our market? China is a dominant supplier in India including
pharma. Since roads, ports and rail tracks are not tradeable, we make it here
but the rest are falling prey to Chinese industrial policy. If current needs are
met by our imports, that would rule out investment and depress overall
economic growth in our country. To thwart industrial infanticide at the hands of
the Chinese State, Indian industry must be spared the price pressure of
Chinese imports.

The fourth point that | would like to mention is this. The country is at a
critical juncture grappling with significant economic challenges despite being
an accounting document. The Budget is more than just a ledger of expenditure
and revenue. It is a powerful signal of the Government’s priorities and policy
directions and an estimated 135 million Indians emerged from

multidimensional poverty between 2015-16 and 2019-20. This trend is
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primarily driven by improvements in rural India with the most major gains in
States such as Bihar, Madhya Pradesh, Uttar Pradesh, Odisha and Rajasthan.

India today is on track to achieve the Sustainable Development Goal of
cutting multidimensional poverty by at least half by 2030. By each of the nine
tracks highlighted in the Budget, it has many areas to appreciate. The focus on
employment generation will be a big boost and provide the thrust for the
growth of the economy. The support for manufacturing sector, a package for
employment generation and the skilling and upskilling for 4.1 crore youth
across sectors are some of the key highlights of the Budget.

This, coupled with the allocation of Rs.1.48 lakh crore for education and
employment skilling, underscores the Government’s commitment to harnessing
India’s demographic dividend.

The plan to upscale 1,000 industrial training institutes is a pivotal step
towards enhancing the skill sets of our future workforce. | am particularly
heartened by the allocation of over Rs.3 lakh crore for women-led development
initiatives including provisions for accommodation through working women'’s
hostels which will greatly benefit women workforce, especially those who are in
the manufacturing industries.

The Indian economy’s stunning revival from COVID-19 and its
emergence as the world’s fastest growing major economy is partially attributed
to an infrastructural revival spurred by Government’s spending in the past few

years.
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The CAPEX budget for the financial year 2025 has been retained at
Rs.11.1 lakh crore or 3.4 per cent of GDP. A massive expansion in urban
housing at an investment of Rs.10 lakh crore and rural roads programmes with
Rs.26,000 crore is a big infra push.

Employment generation is a real bottom line for Indian industries. Indian
companies in private sector should pick up the job creation baton from the
Government and invest in new manufacturing capacities so that the country
can complete its journey to Vikshit Bharat by 2047. Providing employment is
not the job of the Government only. The private sector also has to join in and
play their roles.

It seems that the question in most of our minds has been whether India’s
new Government would work as Modi 3.0, that is, the third term of the Prime
Minister, Shri Narendra Modi ji or an NDA 2.0. Earlier, there was a coalition
Government led by Shri Atal Bihari Bajpayee ji and this is the second coalition
Government which Modi ji is leading.

| am of the opinion that barring a few sops for allies, its policy priorities
suggest no change in the Government’s approach. The approach which was
there in the Interim Budget has also been magnified in the present Budget that
we have a long-term goal to achieve and we have to reach 2027 as Vikshit
Bharat.

This Budget is unruffled. As many Opposition Members have already

spoken, this Government or the Party in power is totally ruffled because of the

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SHRI JAGADISH SHETTAR (BELGAUM): Respected Chairman, Sir, | have
been given the opportunity to address this august House. For the first time, |
am elected to the Parliament from the Belgaum constituency that is in
Karnataka. | am very much thankful to the hon. Speaker and our Party and our
leader Shri Narendra Modi Ji for giving me a positive address and participating
in the Budget Session.

Sir, | am honoured to be here today to discuss the crucial elements that
drive our nation's progress. The Budget mainly focuses on four major pillars —
Garib, mabhila, yuva and anndaata. This is from the cornerstone of our pursuit
of our hon.

Prime Minister and the concerned Minister that
if the period is further extended, then more commercial activities will happen in
the cities and they will be further developed.

Hon. Chairperson, Sir, another point is this. The Members from the
Opposition Parties have started criticising the Government asking as to what
has happened to the infrastructure. Earlier, when the UPA Government was
there, and when the Congress Government was there, why had the
infrastructure not developed? When Atal Bihar Vajpayee came into power and
when he became the Prime Minister, four-lane and six-lane roads were
constructed. And when did the Pradhan Mantri Gramin Sadak Yojana start? It
was started when Atal Bihari Vajpayee ji was the Prime Minister.

During these 10 years of Modi ji’'s regime also, so many expressways
and highways and four lanes and eight-lanes roads have been constructed.
Why did it not happen during the UPA Government? Why did it not happen
during the Congress Government? They are only criticising the Government.
Kindly see the contributions made by Modi ji during the last 10 years.

Earlier, in Karnataka, for the last so many years, we have not been given
[ITs. When the Congress Government was there and when the UPA
Government was there, we did not get IITs. But when Modi ji came into power,

the State of Karnataka got IIT for the first time. Several medical colleges have
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been established. AIIMS have also been established in so many States. Why
was it not done by the Congress? They have to answer it. ... (Interruptions)
What happened? ... (Interruptions) Only corruption and scams happened
during UPA-II.

During the last 10 years, there have not been any scam. There is no
blackspot on Modi ji. A transparent Government has been given by Modi ji.
What had happened during UPA-II? Only scams, scams and scams happened.
Only corruption, corruption, corruption had happened. ... (Interruptions)
Transparent Government and good administration are given by Modi ji. And
now, we are the fifth largest economy in the world. Within a short period, we
will become the third largest economy in the world.

What had happened in the UPA Government? What had happened
during the Congress Government? Why did you not solve all such problems?
Only criticising will not help. You see your performance. You compare your
performance. | have limited time. If | am given more time, | will explain what
had happened during the UPA Government and the Congress Government,
and will also explain what the Karnataka Government is doing. | will explain
everything. But nothing had happened. Model Government is there. Good
administration is there. You have to see and learn from Modi ji's leadership.
Still, he is the mass leader. Indian people like Modi ji. He is the mass leader.
He is the popular leader. Nobody can compare with the leadership of Modi ji.

So, now, this has happened.
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Hon. Chairperson, Sir, | would like to say one last point. There are river
disputes also. A dispute relating to Kalasa-Banduri (Mahadayi river) is there
between Karnataka and Goa. There is also a dispute with regard to Upper
Krishna Project among Karnataka, Andhra Pradesh and Telangana. Kaveri
river water dispute is there between the States of Karnataka and Tamil Nadu.
The Minister of Jal Shakti Shri C R Patil was sitting here. With regard to this
issue, | request all the national Parties as well as the regional Parties. If there
is economic development, and if more irrigation projects are taken up
everywhere in the country, the farmers will develop like anything, and
economic activities will be increased. So, keeping in view of all these things,
these issues have to be resolved consciously. If such disputes involving rivers
like Mahadayi and Kaveri, and Upper Krishna Project are resolved, then it will
be helpful.

| am very much thankful to the hon. Chairperson and our Party for giving
me the opportunity to address this august House.

SHRI ANIL YESHWANT DESAI (MUMBAI SOUTH-CENTRAL): Thank you
Sir, hon. Finance Minister Smt. Nirmala Sitaraman Ji presented the Union
Budget for the financial year 2024-25. The Budget outlines a total expenditure
of Rs. 48.21 lakh crore and receipts of Rs. 32.07 lakh crore which excludes
borrowings. The Budget shows the net tax receipts estimated at Rs.25.83 lakh
crore. Thus, the fiscal deficit is projected at 4.9 per cent of GDP. | hope the
Government would contain this deficit well within the limits prescribed and
would not certainly jump so that the economy does not get shaken.

Though this budget emphasizes on key initiatives under the Viksit Bharat
theme, it largely offers sops to BJP's allies - TDP and JDU governed Andhra
Pradesh and Bihar - whereas States like Maharashtra, Haryana, Jharkhand
found hardly any mention in the Speech made by hon. Finance Minister. We
are not averse to Andhra Pradesh or Bihar as these states do require
allocation of sufficient funds but in the true spirit of cooperative federalism,
other states in the country should have been allocated proportionate share in
allocation. This has not happened.

Sir, road map drawn out by the govt. for the pursuit of Viksit Bharat is
focusing on four major groups - Mahilaye (women), Garib (poor), Yuva (youth),
and Annadata (farmers). To achieve the goal of Viksit Bharat, nine priorities
have been chalked out in this Budget which includes productivity in agriculture,
employment and skilling, inclusive human resource development and social

justice, manufacturing and services, urban development, energy security,
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infrastructure, innovation, research and development and next generation
reforms. These are the nine major points which have been focussed in this
Budget.

Though this Budget carries an allocation of more than Rs. 3 lakh crore
for schemes benefitting women and girls in order to enhance women's role in
economic development, what is the situation on the ground as far as security
and well-being of women in various states is concerned? Whatever is
provisioned in the Budget, does it really go to empower the rural women?
Rural women's education, health and security are the issues which remain
unanswered as of date.

Secondly, as far as garib or poor is concerned, the Niti Aayog claimed
that 24.8 crore people have been lifted out of multidimensional poverty in nine
years leading up to year 2022- 23. If this is true, then why is the programme of
free ration for five years to 80 crore poor in operation? May the hon. Finance
Minister enlighten the house on this issue?

Sir, unemployment is the biggest problem being faced in our country.
Unemployment has reached its peak at the rate of 9.2 per cent according to
the Centre for Monitoring Indian Economy (CMIE). The Central Gouvt.
departments, Central Government undertakings which have huge capacity to
offer permanent employment to youth of India, should take up recruitment
drives and encourage State Governments to fill in their vacancies in various
departments. Private sector corporates should also be urged to take up

recruitment drives.
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Recently, in the state of Maharashtra, Air India's fixed contract term
recruitment exercise showed a pathetic sight of thousands of unemployed
youth stranded outside the campus of Air India struggling to make their way to
get jobs in the heavy rains which lashed the city of Mumbai. This situation
prevails in all the States in varying degrees. Permanent job has become a
word of the past and contract basis has become the norm where exploitation of
youth at the hands of contractors has become the order of the day.

Sir, since | come from the State of Maharashtra, the above-stated facts
about mahilayen, garib, yuva and annadata do really matter in various districts
of my State. Along with this, | would like to mention here that Maharashtra
contributes immensely to the Central exchequer but does not get its due share
in return.

Our city of Mumbai which is the financial capital of India is the highest
direct tax paying city in the country. But what does Mumbai get in return? The
PIB released State-wise GST collections in March 2024, which shows that
Maharashtra has ranked first in the list in absolute numbers followed by
Karnataka, Gujarat, Tamil Nadu, Haryana and UP. | sincerely request to the
hon. Finance Minister to review the devolution of funds and increase the share
of Maharashtra substantially in the coming years.

Sir, the Railways has seen an increased allocation of 5.8 per cent from
the previous years in this Budget. It was anticipated that this Budget would
give priority to rail safety. However, the Budget does not reflect Government’s

promised focus on rail safety despite several rail accidents in recent times. It
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does not have anything to counter the issues of congestion and comfortable
travel which have been plaguing the Railways for quite some time.

In the year 2020, the Government declared that the National Automatic
Train Protection System, that is, Kavach, would cover more than 35,000
kilometres of rail route. The technology is to be fitted in trains as well as on rail
routes so that it would decrease the probability of accidents. But the
implementation of Kavach is slow and limited progress has been made in this
direction. | would urge the Government to complete the implementation
programme of Kavach and ensure the safety in rail travel.

Sir, many welfare schemes have been announced in this Budget which
look good on paper. But do they really materialise, become operational and
benefit the people at large? The schemes like Har Ghar Nal Se Jal, I1zzat Ghar,
PM Awas Yojana etc. are good for the people at large especially in rural areas.
But the audit of the timely implementation will give the correct picture of these
schemes.

Sir, the provision for Central Government schemes like MGNREGA is
being reduced now to Rs.60,000 crore from Rs.86,000 crore in 2023-24. May |
know the reason for this? MGNREGA is the Scheme which really helps the
rural farmers and the rural economy. Similarly, lesser provision has been made
in Research & Development projects this year compared to 2023-24. Earlier, it
was Rs.1200 crore. Now, it has been reduced to Rs.840 crore. Solar power

grid also faces this same thing. From Rs.10,000 crore, it has been reduced to
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Rs.4,970 crore. May | know from hon. Finance Minister the reason for this
reduction in the provision?

Sir, before | conclude, | regret that hon. Finance Minister has not given
any relief to the salaried middle-class people which they were looking for.
Mediclaim policy is of essence in today's world as medical treatment charges
are beyond the capacity of the common man. The GST charged on Mediclaim
policy is 18 per cent which makes it unaffordable to the middle-class people.
This needs review by GST council. The New Pension Scheme should be
replaced by Old Pension Scheme as it is the genuine demand of salaried
class, which | hope the hon. Finance Minister would look into and oblige the
middle-class people.

Sir, the Economic Survey which came the other day just before the
Budget was presented shows that the household savings and small savings
have been really low as far as our economy is concerned. It is one of the
indicators which gauge the strength of the economy. If India is to become third
largest economy as far as the global powers are concerned, then this is the
power that we should give to the people who really make the labour force of
India. May | know from the hon. Finance Minister what measures would be
taken on the sidelines of the Budget which will strengthen the economy of India
and make it a super power in times to come?

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SHRI ABHJIT GANGOPADHYAY (TAMLUK): Sir, thank you for giving me
this opportunity to speak in the Parliament of this country. | express my thanks
to our leader Shri Narendra Modi ji, all other senior leaders, and all my friends
here.

This is my maiden speech in this House. | was hearing the discussion for
the whole day since the debate on the Budget has started today, but | never
understood how the Opposition Members who are attacking this Budget, could
say such superficial words in respect of the Budget. This is, after all, a Budget
of a country that is a sovereign country as also a democratic country. They
should have noted this first that in this Budget there is an increase in the
standard deduction in income tax. None of them have indicated it, and the
reason that | understand is that in any Budget the Opposition will never praise
the Budget and whatever be the foolishness in their speech, they will say it all.
But after all, we all are seasoned leaders unlike me who is coming from a
judicial career for the last nearly 30 years or more.

This standard deduction, when it has been done, will bring a huge
quantity of money in the coffers of the employed persons. Why am | saying
‘employed persons’? It is because the standard deduction is applicable only to
the employed persons who are mostly middle-class and lower middle-class
people. It is not applicable to the businessmen. So, when a large amount of
money will be infused in the market, a huge demand will arise for goods. | do
not want to compare it with the Bottled Demon because some persons want to

keep the demon in the bottle again. However, this is a hugely powerful wave
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which will come in this market. Pumping money into the industries and then to
the agricultural sector will raise demand.

What | have not heard from the Opposition is any single sentence on
economy or economics. They are all strewn with the data, data and data.
When some amount of money comes in the hands of the general people, then
a question arises: which part of it will be saved by the person and which part of
it will be spent for consumption of goods? In economics, it is called MPA and
MPC. MPA means Marginal Propensity to Save and MPC means Marginal
Propensity to Consume. It has been proved time and again in the economics of
all the countries that Marginal Propensity to Consume is always higher than
the Marginal Propensity to Save which means if a person gets Rs. 100 extra
monthly or annually — we are talking about people from the service sector, who
are not wealthy, unless they take huge bribe — he will spend more than Rs. 50
out of this extra disposable income which can be shown to the tax officials. The
smaller part, for example, Rs. 40 or sometimes only Rs. 10 out of this extra
Rs. 100 will be saved.

Now, this is the question of microeconomics. The concept of
macroeconomics says savings are equal to investment. So, a part of the
money will be pumped into the market by way of standard deduction of taxes
for the service sector people, and they will start demanding and purchasing
more goods and services. Services include tourism, treatment, and other
intangible things which a person can get. The savings part will naturally go to

his banker. Their savings equal to investment conception will show that the

banker will have huge amount of money for giving loans to the industrialists.
So, how did my learned friends from the Opposition miss this point? Neither
they were seeing the woods nor they are seeing the trees. They are only
rebuking the Budget proposal. When the banking sector will get the extra
money, they will definitely ... (Interruptions) brother, please try to learn. ...
(Interruptions) Yes, please try to learn. ... (Interruptions) You do not know,
please try to learn. ...
