(b): Safety and minimum quality standards for food products including imported food items
have been prescribed in the Food Safety and Standards (Food Products Standards and Food
Additives) Regulations, 2011 and the Food Safety and Standards (Contaminants, Toxins and
Residues) Regulations, 2011. Imported food products, including frozen food products, are
subjected to visual inspection, sampling and testing in order to determine whether or not, they
conform to the prescribed safety and quality standards.
