(@ & (b): Public Health and hospitals being a State subject, the primary responsibility
for the implementation of various health schemes in the country vests with the State
Governments.

However, under the National Health Mission (NHM), technical and financial
support is provided to States/UTs for strengthening their Health Care Systems. This
support is based on the requirements/requisitions projected by the StatesUTs in their
Programme I mplementation Plan (PIPs) within their overall resource envelope.

As such, Government of India under NHM does not provide for any financial
assistance to Non-Governmental Organizations (NGOs) directly, for the implementation
of various health schemes.
