Films based on the theme of patriotism are telecast on from time to time by 

Doordarshan. So far 42 patriotic films have been telecast by various DD kendras in the 

last three years including the current year.  

 

 (e)  & (f) No, The Film city, also known as Dadasaheb Phalke Chitranagari, Mumbai, is 

under the control of  Maharashtra Film, Stage & Cultural Development corporation 

Limited(A Government of Maharashtra Undertaking). 

(g) As per the guidelines   of certification of films for public exhibition, the Board of Film 

Certification shall ensure that anti-social activities such as violence are not glorified or 

justified, pointless or avoidable scenes of violence, cruelty and horror scenes of violence 

are primarily intended to provide entertainment and such scenes as may have the effect 

of desensitizing or dehumanizing people are not shown.
