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(a) whether the Government maintains any data on the emissions related to the

shipping industry in the country;

(b) if so, the details thereof including CO2 , NOx and SOx emissions and fuel

consumption in the shipping sector; and

(c) whether the Government is providing any support for research and development

into technologies to reduce emissions.from ships and if so' the details thereof?

(a) & (b): Based on the study for submission of lntended Nationally Determined

contribution (INDC) to United Nations Framework convention on clinrate change
(UNFCCC), the co2 emission in 2017 from Coastal ships registered in India was

estimated to be approximately 3.47 Million Tonnes.

There is no measurement exercise carried out yet for Nox and Sox emissions,

as it is not a mandatory requirement by lMO. Data collection from ships rr:garding fuel

consumption related to emission will be made mandatory from lstJanuary 2019'

(c): Yes, Madam, lndia is one of the 1o Lead Pilot countries (LPC) in lnternational

Maritime organization(lMo)'s Global Maritime Energy Efficiency lf,artnerships

(GIoMEEP) project. The proiect component inciudes Maritime Energy Efficiency

dapacity Building and Public-Private Partnerships (PPP) to catalyze Marrtinre Sector

Energy Efficiency Innovation, Research & Development and Technology Deployment,

which primarily aims to calalyze the involvement of private sector in marltime sector

energy efficiency activities in developing countries through knowlecge sharing,

international forums and collaborative pilot efforts in technology assessment and

deployment.
