(a) to (¢): Government of India has offered a tentative list of unserved and
underserved airports from different States of the country under Regional
Connectivity Scheme (RCS)-UDAN for bids of eligible interested airline
operations. Ministry of Tourism has identified certain routes, to incentivize
airlines to commence operations on such routes. Lists of such tourism routes
included in UDAN version 3 are at Annexure-1 & Annexure-2.
