Total
number of programmes held in Maharashtra is 1823 and that of Dadra & Nagar Haveli
and Daman and Diu is 270.

Programmes are proposed to be held across the country including small cities and
villages. AKAM has identified nine themes namely, Women and Children, Inclusive
Development, Health & Wellness, Tribal Empowerment, Atmanirbhar Bharat, Cultural
Pride, Unity, Water, Lifestyle for the Environment (LiFE), under which future campaigns
will be organized in the next phase of AKAM in association with related Ministries and
Departments.
