Will the Minister of TRIBAL AFFAIRS be pleased to state:

(a) whether people of some castes are not getting the benefits of reservation for
Scheduled Castes/ Tribes due to difference in the spelling of their castes;

(b) if so, the details thereof particularly of Maharashtra and Uttar Pradesh;
(c) the corrective steps taken by the Government in this regard;

(d) the number of such castes for which evidence has been presented that the said castes
were included in the Scheduled Castes/Tribes in the past or in other States as they are
included in that list at present;

(e) the steps taken by the Government to rectify it;

(f) the State-wise details of Scheduled Castes/ Tribes which are not getting the benefit
of reservation due to spelling mistake in their caste name or some other reason; and

(g) the details of the castes which were included in Scheduled Tribes in one State and
in Scheduled Castes in another State, State-wise?

ANSWER

MINISTER OF STATE FOR TRIBAL AFFAIRS
(SHRI BISHWESWAR TUDU)

(a) to (f): The Ministry of Tribal Affairs is the nodal Ministry for issuance of
Notification of a community as Scheduled Tribe under Article 342 of the Constitution.
However, the responsibility for issuance of Scheduled Tribe Certificate and verification
of social status rests with the concerned State Government / UT Administration.

Hon'ble Supreme Court in its decision dated 28-11-2000 in case No. 652 of 2000
(Civil Appeal No. 2294 of 1986) State of Maharashtra Vs. Milind regarding order
issued under Article 341 and 342 of Constitution had held (refer Para 29 of the decision)
which inter-alia states as under: -



“STs Order must be read as it is. It is not even permissible to say that a tribe, sub-
tribe, part of or group of any tribe or tribal community is synonymous to the one
mentioned in STs Order, if they are not so specifically mentioned in it.”

Government of India on 15.6.1999 (further amended on 25.6.2002 and 14.9.2022)
has approved the modalities for deciding the claims for inclusion in, exclusion from and
other modifications in the Orders specifying lists of Scheduled Tribes. According to
these modalities, only those proposals which have been recommended and justified,
along with ethnographic details by the State Government/UT Administration
concerned, can be processed further. Thereafter, it has to be concurred with by the
Registrar General of India (RGI) and the National Commission for Scheduled Tribes
(NCST) before being considered for amendment legislation. All actions are taken as per
these approved modalities.

Proposals for inclusion and other amendments in the list of Scheduled Tribes of
any State are processed in accordance with these modalities, which is an ongoing
process.

Further, Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment is the nodal agency for
notification of Scheduled Castes. The subject of issue and verification of Scheduled
Caste certificate rests with concerned State Government/U.T. Administration. The
Government has laid down modalities for inclusion in, exclusion from and other
modifications in the orders specifying the lists of Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes. The said modalities envisage that the complete proposal with full justification,
to modify the existing list of Scheduled Castes, is to be initiated by the concerned State
Government/Union Territory Administration. In terms of approved modalities there is
no proposal from the State Governments of Uttar Pradesh and Maharashtra for
correction of spelling mistake in any of the entries in their lists of Scheduled Castes. As
per Ministry of Home Affairs circular dated 02.05.1975 SC certificates can only be
issued to members of a caste which is included in the Presidential Orders issued under
Atrticle 341 of the Constitution of India.

'"THE CONSTITUTION (SCHEDULED CASTES) ORDER, 1950
C.0.19

In exercise of the powers conferred by clause (1) of article 341 of the Constitution of India, the

President, after consultation with the Governors and Rajpramukhs of the States concerned, is pleased to
make the following Order, namely:—

I. This Order may be called the Constitution (Scheduled Castes) Order, 1950.

2. Subject to the provisions of this Order, the castes, races or tribes or parts of, or groups within, castes
or tribes specified in “[Parts I to *[XXV]] of the Schedule to this Order shall, in relation to the States to
which those Parts respectively relate, be deemed to be Scheduled Castes so far as regards member thereof
resident in the localities specified in relation to them in those Parts of that Schedule.

‘3. Notwithstanding anything contained in paragraph 2, no person who professes a religion different

from the Hindu, °[ the Sikh or the Buddhist] religion shall be deemed to be a member of a Scheduled
Caste.]

°[4.  Any reference in this Order to a State or to a district or other territorial division thereof shall be

construed as a reference to the State, district or other territorial division as constituted on the 1st day of
May, 1976.]
