(a) and (b) Katarniaghat Wildlife Sanctuary has been established for the conservation of 

wildlife and its habitat.As per information received from the State Government 
of Uttar Pradesh, number of tigers, leopards and elephants estimated in 
Katarniaghatis as follows:

Tiger 29 
Leopard 39

(c) As informed by the State Government of Uttar Pradesh,the number of human 
deaths caused due to attack by wild animals outside Katarniaghat Wildlife 
Sanctuary is as follows:

(d) As informed by the State Government of Uttar Pradesh,a sum of Rs 5.00 lakhs 
each has been paid as ex-gratia to 14 affected families from 1.12.2018 to 
4.12.2020. 

(e) and (f) As informed by State Government of Uttar Pradesh, there is no such proposal. 
However, protection measures like erecting chain link fencing and digging of 
animal proof trenches are being carried out in high conflict areas. 
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
