(@) & (b): The production, demand and availability data of fertilizer including urea
for the year 2020-21 is at Annexure- A and B.

(c) & (d): There is no proposal of Government of India to set up new urea plants in
other parts of the country including Rajasthan. However, Government of India has
decided to revive Ramagundam, Gorakhpur, Sindri and Talcher Units of Fertilizer
Corporation of India Ltd. (FCIL) and Barauni Unit of Hindustan Fertilizer Corporation
Ltd. (HFCL) through nomination route by forming Joint Venture Companies of
nominated PSUs to set up new Ammonia-Urea plants as per details given below: -
