STATEMENT REFERRED TO IN REPLY TO PARTS (a) TO (c) OF 

UNSTARRED QUESTION NO. 4417 BY SHRIMATI SARMISTHA SETHI 

TO BE ANSWERED IN LOK SABHA ON 30.03.2022 REGARDING 

DISPOSAL OF NON-WORKING COACHES/WAGONS 

 

(a): Replacement of coaches and wagons on age-cum-condition 

basis is a continuous process over Zonal Railways. Systems are in 

place to ensure that passenger coaches and wagons that are unfit 

for regular service are not allowed in regular train service and 

condemned expeditiously.  

At present, there are no such passenger coaches and goods wagons 

in Zonal Railways which are not in working condition since many 

years. 

(b) & (c): Indian Railways has a system for utilizing coaches 

declared unserviceable (condemned) on age cum condition basis to 

utilize the same as Rail Coach restaurants and in other uses to 

generate non fare revenue. Brief of such available Restaurant Cars 

is as below:

Further, disposal of remaining condemned coaches / wagons is 

carried out through e-Auction by Zonal Railways regularly.
