(@) to (c) Ministry of Labour & Employment in collaboration with Ministry of Skill
Development initiated a Special Project for providing training programmes to the bidi
workers and their dependents, for securing better lives with alternative livelihood. The
project involves payment of stipend which is one’s day minimum wage for a day, and
reimbursement of actual travel expenses incurred during travelling between trainee
residences and training centre, for loss of earning to the bidi workers while he/she
attends skill training.
