UNSTARRED QUESTION NO. 2113 REGARDING COMMONWEALTH YOUTH
PROGRAM

The Commonwealth Secretariat’s youth development work is delivered through the
Commonwealth Youth Programme (CYP), which aims to empower young people across
Commonwealth nations by promoting their participation in development and decision-making
processes. Central to this programme is the Commonwealth Youth Ministerial Meeting
(CYMM), a formal gathering of youth ministers from member countries to discuss policies
affecting young people.

2. Commonwealth Youth Ministerial Taskforce Meeting (CYMTF) was established as an
outcome of the 9th Commonwealth Youth Ministers Meeting. It monitors the progress on the
mandates of Commonwealth Heads of Government Meeting (CHOGM), related to youth
development and the commitments made at Commonwealth Youth Ministerial Meeting. It then

provides advice and strategic direction on its implementation.

3. The Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports has been regularly participating in Commonwealth
Youth Ministerial Meeting (CYMM) and Commonwealth Youth Ministerial Taskforce Meeting
(CYMTF), as per the recommendation of Ministry of External Affairs. In the financial year
2023-24, the Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports participated in the 7" Commonwealth Youth
Ministerial Task Force Meeting held virtually on 7" August, 2023 and the 10" Commonwealth
Youth Ministerial Taskforce Meeting held from 11% to 15" September, 2023 in London, United
Kingdom.
