(a) to (d) Rail Coach factories are set up keeping in view the Railways’ 

overall requirement of Rolling Stock. Presently, the existing Production 

Units and those already planned are sufficient to meet the Railways’ 

overall requirement of Rolling Stock in near future. 

Indian Railways has planned to develop a Railway Manufacturing Unit at 

Kazipet, Telangana at a cost of Rs. 521.36 Crs which will be capable of 

manufacturing and maintaining a variety of modern Rolling Stocks. Till 

31st March, 2024, expenditure amounting to Rs. 190.88 Cr have already 

been made on this work. Further, funds of Rs. 150 Crs have been 

allocated in 2024-25 for this work.
