Airlines are free to
induct capacity with any aircraft type, free to select whatever markets
and network they wish to service and operate subject to the
compliance of Route Dispersal Guidelines(RDGs) issued by
Government and the schedule approved by Directorate General of Civil
Aviation( DGCA).
