services which provide connectivity to Lucknow area, Gorakhpur, Pilibhit, 

Sitapur etc.. However, introduction of new trains and  extension  of train 

services, including Vande Bharat services,  is an ongoing process on Indian 

Railways, subject to traffic justification, operational feasibility, resource 

constraints, etc.   
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
