(a) to (c): Development and promotion of tourist destinations and 

products, including rural tourism, is primarily the responsibility of the 

respective State Government/Union Territory (UT) Administration.  

 

The Ministry of Tourism through its central sector schemes of 

‘Swadesh Darshan (SD)’, ‘Pilgrimage Rejuvenation and Spiritual, 

Heritage Augmentation Drive (PRASHAD)’ and ‘Assistance to Central 

Agencies for Tourism Infrastructure Development’ complements the 

efforts of tourism infrastructure development in the country by 

extending financial assistance to the State Governments/UT 

Administrations including the State of Assam.  Ministry of Tourism has 

revamped the Swadesh Darshan Scheme as Swadesh Darshan 2.0 (SD 

2.0) with the objective to develop sustainable and responsible tourism 



destinations, following a destination & tourist-centric approach. The 

central financial assistance is being extended according to guidelines 

and based on proposals/detailed project reports received from the 

States and UT Governments.
