(a) to (c): The Central Government in this year 2024, has decided to provisionally appoint
40,435 legal practitioners as Notaries in 18 States and Union Territories. For expeditious
issuance of Certificate of Practice, the Government has introduced a web portal, namely the
Notary Portal. As on 16.12.2024, 5554 digitally signed Certificates of Practice have been
issued through the Notary Portal to the candidates of various States selected by the Central
Government for appointment as Notaries in the year 2024.
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
