19 pandemic and if so, the details thereof; 
 

(b) the details of the reasons behind the discontinuation of the 

stoppage of the down Ispat Express (22862) while the down Ispat 

Express (Train No.12872, Titlagarh to Howrah) continues to stop at 

Goilkera station resulting into a uncomforting situation to local 

passengers; and 
 

(c) whether the Government proposes to restart the stoppage of down 

Ispat Express (22862) at Goilkera station with immediate effect 

keeping in view the local connectivity and public interest of lakhs of 

passengers and if so, the details thereof?
