CONSTRUCTION OF OVERBRIDGE/UNDERPASS
12217. SHRI BRIJENDRA SINGH OLA:

Will the MINISTER OF ROAD TRANSPORT AND HIGHWAYS
TSP ufag 3R IHRT 7t

be pleased to state:

(a) whether the Government is aware that in villages such as Harsawa
Bada near Fatehpur on National Highway-52, Rolsahabsar near Fatehpur
on National Highway-11 and Fadnpura near Ramgarh Shekhawati on
National Highway-65, the population is settled on both sides of the
highways and schools, other educational institutions and farmers’ fields
are also located on both sides of these National Highways;

(b) whether it is also a fact that men, women and children of these
villages have to cross the highways daily to reach their fields and schools,
causing serious inconvenience and leading to frequent accidents;

(c) if so, whether the Government proposes to construct overbridges or
underpasses at these locations to ensure safe movement; and

(d) if so, the details thereof along with the time by which the said
construction work is likely to be started and if not, the reasons therefor?

ANSWER

(a) to (d) The Government in the Ministry of Road Transport and Highways
has taken up work for construction of fly-over at km 89+940 and at km
93+640 and cattle underpass at km 92+040 near Ramgarh Shekhawati and
light vehicular underpass (LVUP) at km 100+340 in Khotiya village near
Fadanpura town on National Highway (NH) - 52. The work of construction



of fly-overs and underpasses is under implementation with target for
completion in January, 2027.

Further, the existing two-lane road in Rolsahabsar near Fatehpur on
NH - 11 had been identified as accident black spot and as part of long
term improvement, the existing two-lane road has been widened to four-
lanes with service road on both sides for the convenience of the road
users.

As regards the road in Harsawa Bada near Fatehpur on NH - 52, this
location is an identified accident black spot and short term road safety
measures like road markings, signs, road studs/ delineators, traffic
calming measures, etc., have been provided at site. The Detailed Project
Report (DPR) for upgradation of existing two-lane Sikar-Fatehpur (NH-52)-
Ratangarh (NH-11) to four-lanes is under preparation. Based on the
outcome of DPR and road safety audit of the NH stretch, further decision
on upgradation of this NH and long term measures like improvement of
road geometrics, junction improvements, spot widening of carriageway,
construction of underpasses/overpasses etc., for permanent rectification
of these accident black spots would be taken.
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
