Development and Augmentation Yojana (HRIDAY) Scheme is aimed at
preserving and revitalizing the soul of and unique character of the heritage cities
in India. The first phase of the HRIDAY Scheme was launched in January, 2015
for a period of 27 months with a total outlay of Rs.500 Crores, fully funded by the

Central Government. The State/UT wise details are at Annexure.

In the first phase, following twelve cities have been identified for development

under the scheme.
