A prepared speech delivered by the President of India to both Houses of Parliament assembled together at the
commencement of the first session of each year informing Parliament of the causes of its summons which is later laid before
and discussed on a formal Motion of Thanks in each House of Parliament or an address by the President of India to either
House of Parliament or both Houses assembled together on any other occasion.

The Council of Ministers approves the text of the President's Address and is responsible for its contents.

The word 'Adjourn' applies to the action of a
deliberative body etc. in bringing a sitting to a close, with the intention of resuming on the next working day or a specified
later date.

In Lok Sabha, the Speaker determines when sitting of House is to adjourn sine die or to a particular day or to an hour
or part of same day.

It can be moved by
any member of the House and is in the nature of emergency motion of censure upon the Government.

The object is to draw the attention of the Government to a matter of urgent public importance so as to criticize the
decision of Government in an urgent matter in regard to which a motion or resolution with proper notice will be too late.

In India, the practice is that all items of business to be transacted by the House during the Government time including
those to which the Speaker is empowered to allot time himself, are normally placed before the Business Advisory Committee
for allocation of time. The report of the Business Advisory Committee is presented to House for approval after which the
allocation of time in respect of Bills and other business becomes an order of the House.

of the Constitution or Act of Parliament under the power delegated thereunder to a subordinate authority is required to be
laid on the Table of Lok Sabha within a period of fifteen days after publication in the Gazette.

In the absence of the Speaker, the Deputy Speaker is required to perform the
duties of the Office of the Speaker and preside over the sitting of the House and also the joint sitting of the Houses of

Parliament and exercises the powers of the Speaker.

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Dissolution

The President of India dissolves the Lok Sabha on the advice of the Prime Minister. At the end of its term of five years,
the House stands automatically dissolved even if no formal order of dissolution is issued by the President. With dissolution,
the life of the House comes to an end and it cannot again assemble until after a general election. Dissolution 'passes a
sponge over the Parliamentary slate' and all business pending before it or any of its committees lapses on dissolution.
